It 
had been learned that some of the men 
stopping there had been at the camps and 
it was thought well to take all precau­
tions. A guard has been placed at the 
house. Two of the men who were stop­
ping at the house were out when the 
building was placarded but it was expect­
ed they would be located and brought back 
ând put under guard until a thorough ex­
amination can be made.

A meeting of the board is being held 
this afternoon to decide what steps shall 
be taken. In the meantime two physi­
cians have been sent to the camps to 
make a thorough examination of the men.

The marvelous skill and versatility of 
Lincoln in story-telling was largely an ac­
quired art. He, early in his public career, 
came to appreciate the value of à good 
story well told, and was wonderfully adept 
in summoning at a moment’s notice witty • 
incidents the recital of which clinched his 
statements more effectually than a world 
of argument. All his life he got rid of 
troublesome friends and troublesome en­
emies by telling stories. One of Lincoln’s 
favorite stories concerned Daniel Webster. 
Webster, according to Lincoln’s version of" 
the incident, was, when a schoolboy, one 
day called before the teacher for some in­
fraction of the rules. Told to hold out his 
hand for “feruling,” the lad reluctantly 
put forth a decidedly grimy paw. “Dan­
iel/’ said the disgusted pedagogue, “if you 
will find in this schoolroom another hand 
as filthy as tliat I will let you off this 
time.” Instantly from behind the lad's 
back came his left hand, “itère it is, 
sir,” was the ready response of the fu­
ture orator.

» In receiving the thousands of callers who 
visited the White House Lincoln evid­
enced, a remarkable memory. Greeting at 
a public reception a man named Hood, 
whom he had met casually 12 years before, 
the president said: “I am glad to see that 
the Food flows on.” A visitor from/ Ne­
braska referred to a place in his state 
which bore as its name the Indian equiv­
alent of “weeping water,” but could not 
recall the name. “Well,” said Lincoln,
“according to Longfellow, laughing water 
is Minnehaha, so that I suppose this must 
be Minneboohoo.”

At another lime when a delegation of 
weak-kneed financiers had descended upon 
the White Housd with expressions of mis­
givings as to the way the administration 
was conducting things Lincoln met their 
dire fotebodings with the statement:
“Now, gentlemen, suppose all the prop­
erty you were worth was iu gold and you 
had put it in the hands of Blond in to 
carry across the Niagara River on a rope, 
would you continually shake the cable or 
would you hold your bivath ?

The Montreal Witness makes this favor­
able comment on Mr. Lemieux’s bill to 
prevent strikes and lockouts:—

“If Mr. Lemieux’s bill to prevent strikes 
in coal mines and industries connected 
with public utilities is successful, the au­
thor will deserve the gratitude of the 
country, and the principle of the bill will 
doubtless be extended to other trades. The 
main plan is to prevent strikes and lock­
outs pending an investigation by a board 
appointed by the government for that pur­
pose. This board is to have power fully 
to investigate all matters in dispute and 
to assist the parties to effect a settlement, 
with full power to report and make re­
commendations. This, as Mr. Lemieux 
says, would be a means of giving the pub­
lic an intelligent opinion upon the respect­
ive rights and justice of the relative posi­
tion of the disputants and would subject 
the parties more or less to that opinion. 
As to the power of public opinion upon 
labor disputes, Mr. Lemieux recalled the 
two street railway strikes in Montreal, In 
the first, public opinion favored the men 
and the men won. In the second public 
opinion was with the company and the 
men lost. Mr. Lemieux thinks it will be 
preventive of strikes if public opiniqn is 
informed and has time to act before the 
dispute has reached the finality of a 
strike. It would seem that the experi­
ment were well worth while, even if it 
should not fulfil the highest hopes.”

CHILDREN’S COURTS
The British home secretary has 

nounccd that he hopes soon to introduce 
a bill to facilitate the release of youthful 
offenders on probation, instead of keeping 
them confined ' in jail. The system of 
children’s courts has been tried and has 
proved a success in Birmingham, as it has 
in a number of cities in the United States.

The Times prints today a report of a 
speech by Judge Julian W. Mack of Chi­
cago on this subject, delivered in Detroit 
last Monday evening. This report should 
be read carefully by all who are interest­
ed in the boy problem—and who is not? 
Judge Mack emphasizes the importance of 
play, and 6f facilities for play. The pro­
bation system in dealing with delin­
quents is much better in the great major­
ity of cases than confinement in a reform­
atory. Experience has proved this fact, 
and sooner or later the general principle 
of reform rather than punishment will be 
generally adopted. When that time comes 
there will be more playgrounds, better 
schools, and a solution of the now very 
serious boy problem.

Three Cars of Motor Train Hurled From Rails While Speeding 

at Seventy Miles an Hour—Twenty People Killed Outright

and More Than One Hundred Seriously Hurt.

!The coroner declared he would present 

the section of rail to the jury, which will 
begin the inquest tomorrow. This piece 
of iron, he declared, he had ordered taken 
from a flat car which was about to carry 
it away. He says it will show indenta­
tions whjph tend to support his theory 
that the rails were out of alignment.

The coroner then went on to detail some 
of the evidence which will be presented 
tomorrow. He said that he had secured 
statements from some of the passengers 
that the train was running at a speed 
which freightened them, that several de­
clare they were so alarmed that “they 
put on their overshoes in the third car 
and went to the rear car believing there 
was less danger -there.”

Assistant Attorneys Smith and Manley 
were with Coroner Schwannecke most of 
the night. From the district attorney’s 
office came a statement today bearing out 
in part the theory of the coroner. The 
New York Central officials also issued a 
statement.

There were many exaggerated stories of 
the wreck in circulation last night and 
today. One was to the effect that many 
of those killed ■ had beep electrocuted by 
the third rail. This was absolutely denied 
by the coroner as well as by the police, 
who declare that none o£ the bodies was 
burned.

When the wreck occurred the three rear 
coaches, completely 'filled wi£h passen­
gers were throvfn on their right sides just 
above a sharp curve at Wood lawn road 
bridge. The shock was terrific. People 
were hurled violently from their seats and 
the most of those who were killed were 
pitched through the windows as the cars 
slid on their sides. The third rail held 
for a time, but finally broke with a flash 
and a roar seen and heard a great dis­
tance. Between the wreck of the “cur­
rent" rail and the main track the bodies 
were wedged. They were held as the 
cars passed along and in this way were 
terrible mangled.

To explain the coroner's theory as to the 
cause of the wreck it may be said that 
his office is of the opinion that one of 
the motors struck a rail which was out of 
alignment, that the second motor and the 
smoker passed it, their rear trucks leav­
ing the track, but when the three other 
coaches hit the spot the coupliogs broke 
and they were thrown aside. The coroner 
believes the motors and the baggage car 
ran an eighth of a mile before being stop­
ped.

Assistant District Attorney Nathan Z. 
Smith, who, with two other assistants, 
continued his inquiries into the wreck to­
day with a view to determining whether 
the __ circumstances warranted 
prosecution. Mr. Smith and his associ­
ates worked in conjunction with. Coroner 
Schwannecke and police Inspector Flood 
and interviewed a number of the Officials 
and employes of the New York Central 
including Ira A. McCormick, superintend­
ent of motive power. Mr. Smith said 
tonight that he made his inquiries par­
ticularly on the speed of-, the train, 
whether a tire had been lost from one 
of the motors and as to the condition of 
the rails. He said he found that one of 
the outer rails on the curve had been tom

New York, Feb. 17—Twenty dead, two 
fatally hurt and 145 others more or less 
seriously injured, is the result of the 
wreck of an electric express train on the 
New York Central railroad at 205th street 
and Webster avenue, last night. Of the 
large number of injured, fifty are, accord­
ing to hospital and police reports, serious­
ly hurt and the death list may be increas­
ed within the next 24 hours;

When daybreak came the police lists of 
dead had increased to 18, an hour after­
ward there were two more deaths report­
ed from the hospitals and tonight it is 
believed, two will be added.

The cause of the wreck is still a matter 
of speculation. All night Inspector Flood, 
of the police depart 
wannecke and Assistant District Attorney 
Smyth, together with other members of 
the district attorney’s force looked over 
the scene and sought to determine the 
cause of the derailment of the train. The 
result of their investigation will become 
known when the inquest is held by the 
coroner tomorrow. The wreckage was com­
pletely cleared away today. All four of 
the tracks of the New York Central, 
through the rocky cut where the train 
left the rails and several of the cars went 
to pieces have beeri cleared. The track on 
which the Brewster train was running 
and which was ripped up in the accident 
has been restored, the third rail replaced 
and traffic resumed, practically under 
normal conditions.

At the Webster avenue police station, 
late today, lay eleven mangled bodies, 
three of them unidentified. One man was 
so badly crushed that identification seem­
ed impossible,except through the clothing. 
All day there was a stream of people pass­
ing through this temporary morgue, many 
leaving in tears after having found some 
friend or relative in the gruesome row. 
Tonight the line of persons seeking to 
identify the remaining bodies continued.

With the clearing of the wreckage in­
terest turned to what the authorities 
might do. Perhaps the most significant 
statement of the day Was the one made to 
the Associated Press by Coroner Schwan­
necke. He had secured a statement from 
Motorman Rogers, of the wrecked train. 
In this, according to the coroner, the 
motorman had stated that he whs running 
on schedule time when the accident oc­
curred, and admitted that the speed of 
his train was 70 miles an hour. Rogers, 
said the coroner, declares that he did not 
know anything was wrong until an eighth 
of a mile beyond the place of derailment. 
Then, said the coroner, it was another 
eighth of a mile before the motors came 
to a stand still. Rogers declared the 
motors did nqt leave the tracks.

The train consisted of a double-headed 
motor coupled into one engine, with one 
motorman, drawing five coaches. The first 
was a smoker, the second is described as 
a power car, though it is commonly des­
ignated as a combination baggage, and 
smoker, .and the three, following ordinary 
passengers coaches. . .

Coroner S<4wannecke, in an interview, 
said:

“I am skeptical as to the statement 
that the motors did not leave the rails 
because the ties show that the motors 
and first car were off the track an eighth 
of a mile from where they stopped.

“Good progress has been made in car- 
dying out the work of deepening and wi­
dening the ship channel between Montreal 
and Quebec. The following extract from 
the report of the superintending engineer 
of the ship channel, F. W. Cowie, to the 
Deputy Minister of Marine and Fisheries 
Lt. Col. F. tiourdeau, explains satisfac­
torily tire work that has been done and 
what is in conternplatioil 

• The work in the ship channel through 
Montreal harbor, known as the Longueiul 
Shoal, which the Montreal Board of Trade 
and Shipping Federation of Canada urged 
the government to undertake, was finally 
completed on August 9, and has alreadj 
proved of great benefit to navigation, as 
the improvements give a wide, easy chan­
nel, and the leading marks are to be of a 
permanent and distinctive character.

"The completion of the 30-foot channel 
through Lake St. Peter was promised for 
the end of October, 1906. It was actually 
completed to the old width of 300 feet on 
the 14th of November. ,

“Although the widening, in Lake St. 
Peter, has been completed at all the im­
portant curves, and over about one-third 
of the length requiring dredging, there re­
mains yet about .12 miles of channel to 
be widened, and the dredge Tartar will 
now be able to undertake the work of the 
widening of the straight portions without 
the constant delayfc, as was tire case when 
she had to stop work for every passing 
ship.

“With regard to the promise made by 
the Hon. Minister that the rest of the 
ship channel down to Batiscan would be 
completed during the month of October, 
I have to state that this estimate was sub­
stantially exceeded, and in addition most 
of the work of widening and deepening 
the Batiscan Traverse was completed be­
fore the end of the season.

“The important work'at Cap a la Roche 
commenced eariy in the season, and 

an amount of about 160,000 cubic yards 
of shale rock has been removed. The lines 
of the proposed improvements at Cap a la 
Roche and Cap Charles have been adopt­
ed with a view to easy navigability and a 
minimum of interruption during construc­
tion. x

“The Shipping Federation of Canada will 
be consulted at an early date with a view 
to a decision as to the locality of the work 
which should be first undertaken.

“With the depth of 30 feet completed 
between Montreal and Batiscan, that 
depth is, therefore available for the whole 
distance between Montreal and Quebec 
by waiting for high tide for the division 
between Batiscan and Quebec. .

out any defined limit to the term of im­
prisonment.” Once so sentenced, So per­
son can be discharged from custody except 
on certificate of a special commission, 
composed of à
business man. Even then the release, if 
this commission advises it, is Of a parole 
nature, so that the prisoner may be sum­
marily returned to jail should he go 
wrong again! Habitual drunkards may 
be divided into two classes—those who 
cannot remain sober and those who could 
if they so desired. For the first class the 
bill in question apparently provides for 
what is practically life imprisonment. The 
situation in their case would, however, be 
no worse than that of the harmlessly de­
mented, who are frequently detained in 
asylums in much the same way. As for 
the second class, the prospect of being 
confined for a considerable length of time, 
and then released on good behavior, 
should apt as a deterrent.

The Boy Problem was the subject of 
Rev. P. J. Stackhouse’s address at 
gospel temperance meeting in Union Hal] 
yesterday afternoon under the auspices of 
the W. C. T. U. J. N. Harvey was chair­
man.

Rev. Mr. Stackhouse first took up the 
causes of the boy problem, then the pre­
vention. He said the causes were: Im­
proper home training, or lack of control 
by parents, idleness, beer shops and cigar­
ettes and a boy’s natural instinct for 
recreation being perverted. He advocated 
•as preventive measures the use of cor­
poral punishment by parents, a compul­
sory school law, the doing away with beer 
shops, a law prohibiting the manufacture 
of cigarettes, public playgrounds and prop­
erly conductad social centres such as the 
Every Day Club and public institutions 
for the poor.
