My
informant speaks with the knowledge
that he is not a casual foreigner in Ber-
lin, but one whose business brings him in
touch with public life -and public men
there and who has special facilities for
knowing: the minds of political leaders.

4] left Berlin about a week ago. It
may be taken as quite definite that the
authorities realise the war is lost. Two
facts stand out quite clear to Germ-
,any’s powers. The first is that while
Germany still retains the power to
manufacture munitions at a large and
formidable rate, the output of ‘the allies
is now in cdvance of the German out-
put and the significance of this is real-
jzed. The second point is even more
jmportant. It is recognized that the re-
serves of man power are not sufficient
to allow Germany to continue the war
to a victorious issue.

“The offensive’ on. the Somme is a
crucial thing. They have no illusions
about this. They believe they can im-
vede the allies, hold them back for a
}ong time, but they realize they cannot

do it inde ~~Jt ig privately ac-

“MoMm' this, the Germans have ¢

calculated ‘the limit of time they can
effectively withstand attacks
western front at twelve months. They
know, however, the allies may get
through before. ’

“With these facts in mind, they have
framed their future course of action.
They are seeking for a peace which shall
not brand them as defeated, and to get
jt they will make considerable sacri-
fices. The whole of their new plans
will be co-ordinated toward that end.
Whatever may be their fears of the
future, they have still at their com-
mand vast fighting forces of ~ various
kinds.

“They are going to use them to bring
about this peace which they want so

badly.

“Pirst of all, they have made up their
minds_to smash Roumania completely,
not only for the sake of the material
advantage; but also for the moral ef-
fect. Then they are going to throw dis-
cretion to the winds with reference to
submarines. They ate going to use un-
dersea vessels to annoy and hurt Great
Britain as much as possible; they will
be quite careless of the feelings of neu-
trals. The visit of Ambassador Gerard
to America is undoubtedly connected
with this coming submarine campaign.

“The general idea is mot to conquer,
but, by annoyances,
fncrease the desire for peace which they
are sure exists among some sections of
the population already. The more hate-
ful the war is made for Great Britain
the more easily will she come into line
with rjgard to peace proposals and
Germag- must have peace by a year
from w. The latter is not stated in
so many words, but that is what the
position comes to.”

Farnhem, Que., Oct. 26—Six adults
and five children at least lost their lives
in a fire which destroyed St. Elizabeth
Hospital last night. This morning the
ruins were still blazing and it was im-
possible to approach near them to make
a search for missing patients, variously
estimated at from fifteen to twenty-five.

The hospital is managed by the Grey
Nuns and comprised two buildings, one
devoted to accommodating sick and
another a school for children. About
800 people were in the two buildings
when the fire broke out.

Winter Will Not See Let-up to
Driving Operations—British Ex-
cellently Equipped for All De-
mands of Cold Season

New York, Oct. 26—The New York
World this morning publishes the fol-
lowing cable from Staff Correspondent
Jogeph W. Grigg:

British Headquarters on the Somme,
Oct. 25.—Whatever may be the develop-
ments of the next few weeks, one thing
which most impressed me in the four
days’ visit which I have made to the
British front is the complete readiness
of the colossal British’ war machine in
France to meet the rigors of a third
winter there. The Germans argue Guat
cold weather will stem the Anglo-Frenth
attacks in ,the west, thus giving the
Germans opportunity to “dig in” for the
winter, but this is the furthest thing from
the mind of anyone in the British ;’rlmy

slogan of this army is: “Hammer the
l(ie,x:mm and hammer them unceasing-

Bad weather may hinder certain oper-
ations, but the shell heaps in France in-
dicate no decrease in the strafing. There
is an ominous steadiness about it at
other parts of the line than the Somme
sector even now. In the sone adjacent
to the fighting line, especially in the
Somme sector, it looks as if the British
army had no idea of settling down nows;
they have got Germany going and the
British soldier is absolutely convinced

The critical winter of 1914 now is
only a memory. There is sure to be
mud aplenty in Flanders and France this
winter, in the trenches and out of them,
but there are more means of relieving
distress than there were two years ago.

GROWS SEROLS

Situatien Between Ga-giy and
Norway Over Submarine Acti-
vities

London, Qct. 26—(New York Times
cable.)—The situation between Germany
and Norway as the result of the num-
erous sinkings recently following the de-
claration of policy as to submarines is-
sued by the Christiania government, has
become very serious.

The Times this morning says: “It is
reported that the Norwegian mail sbeam-
er, which left Bergen yesterday for New-
castle, was stopped by & German war-
ship. This is the first time the Ger-
mans have taken such action in the case
of these steamers and in the existing cir-
cumstances the incident is regarded as
one of some gravity.”

London, Oct. 26.—The British steam-
ghip Sidmouth hes been sunk and her
crew has been safely landed, reporis
Lloyds. The Sidmouth hailed from
Cardiff, was built in 1908, of 4,045 tomns
gross and belonged to Anning Brothers
of Stockton. She was last reported as
arriving at Spesia, Italy, from Cardiff
on September 11. ;

London, Oct. 35—Reuter’s Vadsoe
correspondent says the Norwegian steam-
er Dag has been torpedoed by a German
submarine. The crew were saved.

SHACKLETON OFF TO
AUSTRALIA TO AID
OF HIS COMPANIONS

Panama, Oct. 26—Sir Ernest Shackle-
ton, who has arrived here from Lima,
will leave on Sunday for New Orleans
on his way to San Francisco. From that
city he will start for Australia to send a
relief party to rescue the ten memrbers
of the Shackleton party who were left
with scanty provisions on the west side
of the Antarctic continent.

The ten men of the Shackleton party
still in the Antarctic were landed from
the Aurora and were marooned there
when their vessel was caught in the ice
and carried away,

French Push On To
Within 500
Yards

German Strength Is Lacking

Enemy Forces Reacting Very
Slowly; Freach Casualties Light;
Joffre’s }Men Capture  Enemy
Guns of All Calibres

Paris, Oct. 26—The French troops at
Verdun are following up as fast as they
can the advantage gained by their sud-+
den forward sweep on Tuesday and, ac<
cording to the latest information have
closed in to within less than 500 yards of
Vaux Fort. Announcement of the cap-
ture is momentarily expected here, thus
completely restoring the French line held
on February 25.

The German forces at Verdun are re-
acting so slowly and with such apparent
lack of strength that in the opinion of
the French military men they no longer
possess a general reserve, but are ob-
liged to withdraw men from one section
of the front to reinforce another section
in cese of need.

Reports of the casualties which are
now in hand, show the French losses
were very light indeed, considerably less
than the number of prisoners taken and
a large proportion of them are cases in
which the men were slightly wounded.

Considerable material was captured.
The Germans had massed guns of all
calibres in the ravine of death, all of
which fell into the hands of the French.

Three lieutenant generals. who, under
the command of General Mangin, led the
attacking divisions, were all lieutenant
colonels at the outbreak of the war and
had been singled out by General Joffre
for promotion on account of their tech-
nical ability, energy and initiative,

IN SIX HOURS
AND A HALF

With the French Army at Verdun,
Oct. 24— (By .a.staff correspondent of the
Associated Press, delayed)—The French
today recaptured from  the. German
Crown Prince in six hours and twenty
winutes, territory northeast-of Verdun
which it had cost the Germans five
months of the hardest fighting and a half
million men to take earlier this year

The effect of the victory was to give
the French freedom of movement around
Verdun, permitting them to prepare for
a further advance when the opportunity
is ripe, at the same time dealing a stun-
ning blow when the Germans thought
the French striking force was entirely
agembled in the Somme region. The
victory also leaves Fort Vaux, now in
Gex;nan hands, perilously opea to at-
tac!

Such a brilliant success in so short &
time was not e even by the most
optimistic when the order of the offens-
ive was given at 11.80 o’clock this morn-
ing. For two days the artillery <
tion by the French batteries had been of
the most extreme severity.

SIR WILFRID’S LOYALTY
The London Free Press, one of the

most vicious partisan = Conservative

papers in Canada, charges Sir Wilfrid
Laurier with “a sin against Canada”
when he declined to join the parliamen-
tary ring of the National Service Com-
mission. The St. John Standard charges
him with “sacrificing patriotism and

loyalty.”

Touching this matter of Sir Wilfrid’s
loyalty let us quote another authority,
well known to the London Free Press
and the Standard. Addressing a meet-
ing in Quebec province the other day,
Mr. Henri Bourassa, who helped to place
the Conservatives in power, said of Sir
‘Wilfrid:

“So long as the spoilation of countries,
.the fostering of race feuds, and disre-
gard of human rights shall serve her
policy of plunder and rapacity so long
will Great Britain, as she did in the
past, find in Sir Wilfrid Laurier a slave
and a valet, willing and ready to use
the wonderful gifts with which Provi-
dence has endowed him to drag the peo-
ple of Canada deeper into the abyss
opened up by the consequences of Brit-
ain’s policy. I do not hesitate to say
that Sit Wilfrid Laurier is the most ne-
farious man that, not only the province
of Quebec but that Canada has ever had,
Not only did he use his prestige and his
talents to betray his own nationality but
he also betrayed his mission—the bring-
‘ing together of all races in mutual re-
spect and justice, and tolerance, and not
by lowering the one in the eyes of the
other.”

Still another speaker, Hon. Mr. Blon-
din, a member of the Borden govern-
ment, in an address recently in Quebec

. province, made the following compari-|

son between Sir Wilfrid and Sir Robert
Borden, in regard to the dual language
question: ;

“Sir Robert Borden declared that he
stood ready to do his duty should the
Imperial Privy Council decide against
the legislation in Ontario. Should such
a circumstance arise Sir Wilfrid Laurier's
attitude would be—and I challenge him
to deny it—that were Sir Robert Borden
to bring in a remedial bill in accordance
with the judgment, as' Sir Charles Tup-
per did in 1896, Sir Wilfrid Laurier and
his party would stand for ‘Hands off
Ontario, as they did for ‘Hands off
Manitoba’ in 1896.” i

Why do not the government papers
quote Mr. Bourassa and Mr. Blondin?
With regard to Sir Wilfrid and the Na-
tional Service Commission the one out-
standing fact revealed by the contro-
versy is that the government itself has
never yet issued a recruiting call. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, on the other hand, has
been constantly urging young men to

- enlist, and no man’s voice has been more
earnest or more eloquent. Any atlempt
to impeach his loyalty or patriotism is
therefore not only futile but extremely
foolish.

/TO SAVE THE GIRLS

Exceptional conditions call for excep-
tional treatment. The question of a po-
liccewoman for St. John has been dis-
cussed at different times, but no action
taken. In view of the fact that there
are great numbers of young girls from
thirteen to fifteen years of age whose
parents permit them to go about the
streets every night without proper es-
cort and for the obvio#s purpose of at-
tracting the attention of young men, es-

. pecially young men in uniform, it would
be in the public interest if several wo-
men of tact and judgment were sworn
as policewomen, to deal especially with
these foolish young girls and send them
to their homes. The Young Women’s
Patriotic Association might very well
consider this question. If they set out
to better the conditions the civic authori-
ties would undoubtedly come to their
assistance. The police force is quite too
small to do all the work thrown upon
it, and the conditions call for just such
treatment as is suggested in this para-
graph. We may be very sure that if the
experiment were tried the policewoman
would become a fixture in St. John, for
there are any number of ways in which
her usefulness in connection with female
offenders and in child welfare work
would be demonstrated.

THE KAISER’S BLASPHEMY

The Kaiser, addressing the German
troops on the Somme front recently
said:

“On all sides the German people stand
in a tenacious struggle against half thc
world, and against the manifold superi-
ority of numbers. Even though it con-
tinues hard and endures Iong, yet the
Lord of Hosts is with you. They at
home have besought Him, and He has
inspired you with strength and courage.
Trust in God bravely, feeling that you
are fighting in a just cause. Thus I
greet you, comrades. Hold out, the Lord
will give His blessing to the end.”

We can imagine that behind ‘he Kai-
ser as he spoke floated a great host of
shadowy figures, including Edith Cavell,
the victims of the Lusitania, the ravag-
ed women of Belgium, the _victims of
the Zeppelin raids, and all those others
who have been brutally murdered by
order of the man who now adds the
most audacious blasphemy to his other
erimes.

WAR AND THE LAND TAX.

The war and its burdens are likely to
direct attention toward the land tax as
a simple method of raising money for
public purposes. The Single Tax Asso-
ciation of Canada is losing no opportun-
ity to urge the propriety of raising
money in this way, and the number of
people interested in the discussion of the
land tax is steadily increasing. We find,
for example, the following article in the
Toronto Star:—

“A resolution adopted at the Niagara
conference on taxation, and now circu-
lated by the Canadian committee for
taxation of land values, declares that a
tax of one per cent. on those valucs
would produce approximately eighty mil-
lion dollars a year. This would pay 1
high rate of interest on a debt of a bil-
lion dollars, and leave a large balance to
meet other expenditures. It is not like-
ly that at present so bold and radical a
plan will be adopted. But as our war
debt keeps mounting up, ministers of
finance may be forced to look for other
sources of revenue than those 15w used.
We may depend upon it that the taxa-
tion of land values will be constantly
urged by its untiring advocates, and will
eventually become 4 question of practical
politics. Such a tax would have the ad-

“Undoubtedly it can,” was the reply
of General Sir Henry Rawlinson, Gener-
al Haig’s right hand man, in reply to the
question “Can the German line on the
western front be broken?” Sir Henry

not do so until next spring.

In the British House of Commons yes-
terday Lloyd Geotge gave assurance that
the allies are doing everything in their
power to aid the Roumanians. The ad-
vance of the Teutonic forces is account-
ed for by the fact.that General Von
Mackensen has massed ten divisions on
a short front, making a new record for
density of attack.

The French continue to hold their
gains at Verdun and the number of pris-
oners taken has increased to 4,500. The
German right wing, east of the Meuse,
has been crushed in a five hour battle.
Thiaumont work was carried in twenty
minutes, the Doumont fort making des-
perate resistance with the commander
almost the last man to leave. Three de-
termined counter-attacks by the Germ-
ans were repulsed.

A serious breach of neutrality by Ger-
mans in the United States is revealed by
letters captured by ‘the British which
show that the interned German steamer
Willehad at New London has been oper-
ating as a wireless telegraph station for
German submarines.

Canadian troops, chiefly from Montreal
and the western provinces, played an im-
portant part in the capture of the Re-
gina trench. In the attack, Lieutenant
Scott, son of Canon Scott of Quebec, was
killed while leadinz his men. When the
trench was captured the Canadians had
158 prisoners and between 75 and 100

dead Germans were found in the trench. !
One prisoner saidi'that he had been

working in Montreal before the war and
was warned in June, 1914, that war was
coming.

Goast-To-Coast
Highway Projct

Hen. Mr. Rogers Promises Cana-
dian Motorists He Will Suppert
Project; A National Necessity

Ottawa, Oct. 26—Members of the exe-
cutive ‘of the Canadian Automobile As-
sociation had a conference with Hon.
Robert Rogers, minister of public works,
on the building of a transcontinental
highway from coast to coast. L. B. How-
land, president Canadian Automobile
Association, Toronto, urged on Mr. Rog-
ers the necessity for the construction of
the transcontinental road. He said it
would open up undiscovered country. He
said the railroad had been the means of
discovering Cobalt mines. He pointed out
that the province of Quebec had con-
structed a road to the boundary and that
the Ontario government were consider-
ing plans for a trans-provincial high-
way.

A. L. Caron, Montreal, president of
the Automobile Club of Canada, remind-
ed Mr. Rogers of the great development
that had come to be made in the province
of Quebec by the building of good roads.
He said that Quebec had 2,000 miles of
improved macadam roads now. The
country had prospered since the build-
ing of the roads as never before. He told
‘of meeting Senator Marshall of New
York State, who had told him that an
expenditure of $100,000,000 in New York
State on good roads had resulted in real
estate being increased in value by $300,-
000,000.

Mr. Rogers said the views of the dele-
gation had his entire sympathy. He said
not only would the construction of a
road be a good thing for the country, but
it was a national necessity. To his mind
it was the one outstanding undertaking
It would be
the means of providing work for many
who came back from the war and wished
for some outdoor occupation.

He did not think the
construction of the road would necessar-
ily be expensive. He said it would go
through the porth country to Winnipeg
and for a good part of the way could
follow the railroad tracks. He said there
were many places where new tracks had
been laid down and the old ones were
now idle. These old grades could be
utilized for the highway which could be
built over it.

Afterwards the delegation went to see

Is a Real Fighter

Is Fast; Shifty and Can Take a
Let of Punishment £ 3§

“Les Darcy is a real fighter, one of the
most brilliant that has flashed across the
pugilistic horizon for many years.”

So says Cushman A. Rice—and “Cap-
py” knows a real scrapper when he sees
one, The retired army officer has seen
in action every one of the pugilistic sat-
ellites of America, Europe and Austra-
lia during the'last five years, and to the
Australian champion he accords the dis-
tinction of being a real wonder.

“Darcy ‘knows the fight game,” declag-
ed Capt. 'Rice. “He i fast, shifty, can
take a tremendous l& of punishment,
and he surely can hit. Yet Darcy never
seems to aim ‘for a one-punch knockout.
He cuts his man to ribbons first and
then shoots over the crusher,

“The most remarkable thing about
Darcy is his hands. I noticed them first
when I saw him fight in Sydney, Aus-

/ b

tralia, when I was there last winter
They impressed me as.being the hugest
I had ever seen. Later he was introduc-
ed to me, and when we shook hands !1e
practically smothered my right in hn‘s.
Darcy, you know, was a blacksmith in
his earlier youth, and I guess they de-
velop huge hands in that trade in Aus-
tralia.

“The most disconcerting thing about
Darcy, from a foeman’s viewpoint, is
that. the oftener he is hit the harder he
figh{s. Usually, when a man is walloped
by another two or three times, he be-
gins to back up. It is exactly the re-
verse with the Ausiralian. He really
doesn’t start to battle until the other
fellow lands on him. But just as soonq
as he is on the receiving end of a blow
he begins rushing—really begins to fight.

“The harder and oftener they used to
hit Battling Nelson the more furious
would become his-attack. And, after a
while, you know, ‘the other fellows qfit
hitting Bat. So it is with Darcy, except
that Darcy doesn’t fight along Bat’s old
theory of ‘take a dozen punches to land
one” When Darcy starts out after a
man he continues to protect himself—
something that Bat rarely did.

“I saw Darcy in his second fight with
Eddie McGoorty. Many alibis since have
been made for the second knockout of
the American, but in my opinion Darcy
beat him because he was the better man.
McGoorty is clever, but Darcy was more
so. McGoorty could time his punches
and had a good eye, but Darcy, in both,
was better than Eddie. The Australian
battered the American into a state bor-|

Jones naively remarked that he hoped
to do much better after he gets an ar-
tificial leg fitted. So far, he has only
been able to make a 69 on his home
course.

The spectators also witnessed som
wonderful play in the foursome whicﬁ
followed.

CONFERENCE
BEGUN HERE

Addresses at First Sessiom This
Afternoon—The Standard Eff-

ciency Tests

Owing to the disagreeable weather
conditions of this morning and the fact
that the train regulations did not cor-
respond with the opening hour of the
programme, the Boys’ Work Conference
did not comimence its activities until this
afternoon at 2, o’clock in  Centenary
church. -

The Canadian Standard Efficiency Test
has been well introduced to St. John,
but now that the leaders of the boys’
work conference are here, the real and
practical end of the efficiency test will
be brought to bear fruit.

This afternoon the initial session was
held in Céntenary school room. Among
the visiting leaders were Rev. Taylor
Statten of Torontp, semior national sec-
retary of the Boys’ Work Conference;
Rev. C. A. Myers, Toronto, associate
secretary for the Sunday School Young
Peoples’ Society in Canada; Rev. Frank
Langford, educational secretary for the
Sunday Schools and Y. P. S. of the
Methodist church in Canada; Rev, L
W. W. Williamson of Wolfville, N.S,
general secretary of tiie Baptist Sunday
schools and Y. P. S. board convention
of the maritime provinces, and Rev. W.

A. Ross, general secretary. of New
Brunswick Sunday School Association.

The Boy and the Church .

The opening session was featured by
an address by Rev. Frank Langford of
Toronto, on “The Boy and the Church.”
Mr. Langford pointed out the great need
of educating the boy of Canada today.
The young men of today were going to
the front, leaving behind boys upon
whose shoulders the responsibility of the
future of Canada was falling and the
future of the Protestant church in Can-
aga. He termed it *the greatest crisis
in the history of Canada.” The leaders
in church work, he sald, were daily giv-
ing their lives in war, the leaders of to-
morrow must be the present rising gen-
eration of boys, “It is our business to
train these boys,” he said.

Following his address Rev. C. A.
Myers. outlined 'the programme of the
leadership and the boys’ work confer-
ence. Mr. Myers éxplained the real
meaning of the Canadian standard effi-
ciency test and what it meant to the
boy. It was divided into four general
heads, and each head was built upon
“Jesus increasing out wisdom in statue
in favor with God and with men.” The
first was intellectual 'standard, built
upon “Jesus jncreased in wisdom” and
having the following sub-heads: School
or college, sex edudation, public speak-
ing, home stud‘y‘f‘:‘gducationa.l lectures,
educational trips, $raftsmanship and col-
lections, observatioms or wood craft.

The second he: d is Physical Standard,
built upon the lies ahd stature. It
consists of health and education, camp
craft, team craff, ‘games, jumping, run-
ning ahd throwing. The third head is
Religious Sta.ndardl taken from “and in
favor with God.”" It has church and
Sunday school, mid-week Bible study,
morning watch, history of religion, po-
etry, music, art and nature. The last
head is service standard taken from
words “and with men,” containing
membership in boys’ organizations, abil-
ity to entertain, pergonal service, good
citizenship, clean speech, sports and
choosing life work.

There are 1,000 credit marks for each
standard, the points being divided among
the sub-heads of the respective stand-
ards. There are eight grades, from the
time the boy is chartered until he fin-
ishes, running from the ages of thirteen
to twenty years.

This evening there will be a luncheon
in Bond’s to which all teachers; minis-
ters, Y, M. C. A. workers, superinten-
dents and all men interested in boys, are
invited- The speakers will be Rev. R.
P. Hayward, Rey. C. A. Myers and Rev.
E. Langford.

Today’s sessions and two sessions to-
morrow will be for the visiting leaders, ’
who will talk to the prospective leaders
in this city. Tomorrow evening upon
the arrival of the boys from the various
points in the province, the practical
work will be commenced.

At 8 o'clock this afternoon, Rev. L. A.
Buckley of Halifax, newly appointed
secretary of the maritime province boys’
work, and Rev. T. H, Hutchinson of
Toronto met the boys of the local High;
School and talked to them along thel
ijmt:s of the Canadian standard efficiency )
ests.

The conference between the leaders
and the Boys’ Work in this city will last
until Sunday night. St. John is the
third city that has been visited in Can-
ada. The other cities that will be taken
in by the organizers will be Dttawa, To-
ronto, Winnipeg, Regina, Calgary and
Vancouver. Charlottetown and Halifax
have already been organized.
