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RUSSIAN BXPEDITION OFF COAST
OF BULGARIA, VARNA BONBARDED

London, Dec. 21—Arrival of a Russian expedition off the Bulgaiian coast is reported by the

Athens correspondent of the Exchange Telegraph Company.

He says :—

““A Russian cruiser and two destroyers, which are convoying sixteen transports filled with
troops, have arrived off ‘the Bulganan coast, and are bombarding Varna vigorously.”’

The Bulgarian port of Varna is on the Black Sea, a few miles south of the Réumanian border
It is a railroad terminus. This city and Burgas, fifty miles farther south, are the prmclpal Bulganan

Black Sea ports.

On several occasions since the begmmng of the Teutonic drive through Serbia it has been report-
ed that the Russians would attempt an invasion of Bulgaria from the sea, a.nd it has been said forces

were being concentrated for this purpose at Odessa.

“There are besides, 284 Saxonian, 815
‘Wurtembergian, and 240 Bavarian lists,
fifty from the navy and some lists of gen
eral officers and non-commissioned offi-
cers in the Turkish army. The paper
adds that the lists are published in the
form of small newspapers and comprise
10,610 small printed pages. Printed in a
book they would form 45,000 pages, or
100 volumes of 450 pages each.”

KING PETER EXPECTED
IN ROME LAST NiGHT

Hopeful of Recenquering his Coun-
try and Dictating Terms From
Bulgar Capital

Rome, Déc. 20.—Large numbers of
Serbian refugees of all classes, including
former cabinet ministers, deputies, writ-
ers and artists, are arriving here. King
Feter was expected here during the
night.

It is said that if his strength permits,
King Peter will go to the front to meet
King Victor Emmanuel and express to
the latter. the gratitude of the Serbian
nation for Italy's sympathy, hospitality
and assistance, by means of which, to-
gether with the support of the other al-
lies, the Serbians hope to conquer their
country, and “dictate the conditions of
peace from Sofia, the Bulganan capital.”

All the Serbians arriving here agree
that their ruin was chiefly due to the in-
sistance of the Entente allies that they
wait for diplomatic negotiations instead
of attacking Bulgaria before the latter
was ready. This caused not only their
defeat, they say, but the destruction of

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THE WAR NEWS.

The Prussian losses since the war be-
gan are set down as 2,287,083, Add the
other lists and the whole German casu-
alties have been far more than 8,000,000.
No country can stand such a drain for
a long period. Last night’s cables bring
further news of new burdens placed”up-
on the German people. The financial
position of Germany was bad before the
war and now it is infinitely worse. De-
spite victories on land, therefore, the
people cannot but regard the future
with gloomy forebodings.

Today’s cables express the view that
the armies of the Central Powers will
cross the Greek frontier and attack the
Allies at Saloniki. If the Bulgarians
take part the Greeks are expected to
join the Allies. The situation is there-
fore big with possibilities.

The withdrawal of the British forces
from Suvia Bay and Anzac merks the
elose of a disastrous expedition. The
brilliant conduct and the. lamentable
sacrifices of the soldiers went for
naught. It was another instance in
Britisn wilitary history where “someone
had blundered.” The men fought with
unsurpassed gallantry, but only their
graves are left to tell the story.

A very sigrificant speech was made
yesterday by Mr. Lloyd George. He ex-
pressed his conviction that upon the sup-
ply of labor for the munition factories
depends the success of the British in
this war, and that upon organized labor
must rest the responsibility. Here are
his words:—

“The whole question depends on or-
ganized labor. Unless it allows us to
put unskilled workers on the work
which hitherto has been the monopoly
of skilled labor, we cannot perform this
task. There can be only one appeal,
namely, to patriotism. Victory depends
on this. Hundreds of thousands of
precious lives depends on labor’s answer.
It is a question whether we are going
to bring the war to an end in a year,
or linger along in the bloodstained path.
Labor has the answer.”

What answer will organized labor
give? Thus far it has responded to the
appeal of patriotism, and there is mno
reason to assume that it will do other-
wise in the present crisis.

In the meantime all eyes are turned
toward Saloniki. There are no new
developments in the situation on the
eastern or western front.

THE LIBERAL LEADERS.

This country will profit by the forma-
tion of a national advisory committee
of the Liberal party, to study national
problems and encourage such study on
the part of the people. The war has
brought great ‘changes in national “con-
ditions and in the national outlook. Can-
ada has entered upon a new era. For
the moment every energy is exerted to
carry on the war to a successful issue,
but within a year or so the great period
of reconstruction after the war will eall
for the exercise of *he highest states-
manship. Sir Wilfrid Laurier and the
Jeading men of the Liberal party do
well, therefore, to take counsel together,
and to resolve that so far as they and
their party are concerned there will be
careful study of the situation in ad-
vance, so that when they are called upon
to do their part in the adjustment of the
national life to new conditions it will be
done intelligently and not at hap-haz-
ard. Throughout the period of the war
they have recognised the importance of
giving the government a free hand, and
every war measure proposed has re-
ceived ‘their hearty support. Sir Robert
Borden has frankly admitted many
times that it was because the peopic
laid .aside partisanship. and worked in
harmony that Canada was enabled to do
her part so well. But there will be an
end of the war, and then it will be not
only desirable but in the public interest
¢o ask how the government has used the
powers S0 cheerfully accorded, and what
changes in domestic policy may be
necessary to meet the new conditions.
To madke themselves better fitted to per-
form their duty, the Liberal leaders will
now give time and careful study, and
Canada will reap the benefit of more
Intelligent service.

UNCLE SAM AND FRANCE.,

Richard Harding Davis, who has been
one of the vigorous American writers
espousing the cause of the Allies, tells
the American people of a remarkable
change that has come about in the feel-
ings of the French people toward the
United States.

This
unpleasant sentiment was strengthened
by our failure to demand satisfaction
for the lives lost by the ‘Lusitania,’ and
by the unfortunate announcemert that!
we were ‘too proud to fight” The lat-
ter struck the French not only as pro-
claiming us a cowardly nation, but (as
assuming superiority. over fhe ‘men who
not only would fizht but:‘who were fight-
ing. And as several million Frenchmen |
were at the moment fighting, it was
natural that they should laugh. The
change of sentiment is shown in many
ways. To detail them would not help
matters. But as one hears of them from
Americans who, since the war began,
have been working in the hospitals, on
distributing committees, in the banking
houses, and in official posts, that our
country is most unpopular is only too
evident.” :

It is difficult for Canadians as for
Frenchmen to understand how a country
{ which professedly stands for liberty and
| righteousness can remain neutral in.this

war. Canadians, like Frenchmen, , be-
{lieve that not only the safety of their
| own country but the rights of humanity
{and the very civilization of which the
| neutrals - themselves boast are in ‘the
gravest peril. . How, thep; ean any na+
tion proclaiming itself an upholder of
| liberty remain coldly neutral? The
| American people are not neutral. It is
{only the government, which misrepre-
| sents the sentiments of the people.

Matthieu, Archbishop of the newly erect-
ed metropolitan see of Regina; Mgr.
Sinnott, Archbishop ‘'of the newly erect-:
ed archdiocese of Winnipeg; and Magr.|
Belineau, Archbishop of the metropoli-:
tan see of St. Boniface. |

“The arch-diocese of Winnipeg has
been made immediately subject to the
Holy See. ]

“The diocese of Prince Albert becomes
suffragan of Regina, and the vicarate
apostolic of Keewatin becomes suffra-
gan of St. Boniface.” i

This means that the arch-diocese of
St. Boniface is divided. Mgr. Belineav
who is made archbishop of the new St.
Boniface, was formerly co-adjutor bis-
hop to the late Mgr. Langevin.

Mgr. Sinnott, who becomes archbishop
of Winnipeg, has been for a number of
years secretary of the papal legation
here.

HAVE ALL COMFORTS OF LIFE

Are Allowed to Live as They
Please and Do as They Wiil—
Those Who Work Paid

London, Dec. 21—The most enviable
" role in the war unquestionably is that of
the German military prisoner ‘in Great

Britain. ~ The remarkable treatment

which the Kaiser’s soldiers receive after

they have been captured by the British
troops is one of the greatest wonders of
the war.

This was clearly demonstrated during

a thorough investigation of a British

camp for military prisoners which t_he
¢ correspondent of The Mail and Empire
*  was authorized to visit by special court-
. esy of the War Office.
¥  The camp visited was at Dorchester,
four hours by train from London, where
there are at present almost four thous-
and German soldiers captured on the bat-
tlefields of Belgium and France, particu-
larly about Loos.

These men live their own lives, do
what they wish with their time and re-
. ceive practically no orders at all from
.. the handful of British officers in.charge
" of the camp. These officers have wisely
adopted the system of leaving the entire
discipline of the camp in the hands of
the German non-commissioned officers.

‘There is absolutely nothing in the
camp to justify the use of the term “pris-
oners” beyond the few guards surround-
ing 'the enclpsure. No orders or restric-
tions “whatever interfere with the daily
life of these men. They live as they
please and do as they will,

Every Comfort of Life,

The British government provides them
with every comfort of life. They are
quartered in la airy houses, ially
““igonstrictéd, "well ‘heated " and ‘eqiipped

with every modern comfort. Shower

baths: with hot and cold water, and steam
baths are at their disposal as often as
“they ‘please. . Nothing which might add
to their personal comfort is omitted.

Wholesome food of the very best qual-

ity is“supplied to the men in abundant

rations and the cooking is done by their
.-own. cooks.. For this work these cooks,
who ‘are also German prisoners captured

' at' the front, receive compensation from |-

the British  govérnment of six shillings
| a‘week. AHN the other men performing
‘work of any description for their fellow-
prisoners, such as shoemakers who re-
pair their boots and the tailors who
patch up their uniforms, also receive
special .wages for these services. Not one
German prisoner is employed on work
of any description beyond the actual
. cleaning of his own quarters without re-
" ceiving ¢ompensation in the form of
' weekly wages.
#' * The amazing freedom. left to these

men was evidenced on all sides during(
my tour of the camp. In the scrg-eants'!
mess was a Christmas tree prepared by |
the men. The prisoners have organized
a band with instruments generously
supplied by the British.. On these in-
struments they play daily their national
anthem and German tunes.

The correspondent was permitted to
speak at great length to many of these
prisoners. Infantry men from all parts
of Germany and sailors from German
submarines and cruisers, everyone ex-
pressed great satisfaction at the treat-
ment he was receiving, and, although
unwilling to say so openly, many in-
timated that they were glad to be away
from the fighting line and to be living in
such safe and comfortable quarters.

All are Contented.

The correspondenit had a long talk
with Sergt.-Major Emil Hutter, who is
warrant officer of the entire camp, and
who was captured at La Bassee. ‘The
Sergeant-Major had no hesitation in'say-
ing that all the men were happy and
contented.

Several told the correspondent con-
fidentially that before they arrived in
England many months had gone by
since they had received their daily ra-
tions such as the British government
supplies. But comfortable guarters and
excellent food are not all that falls to
| the happy lot of these prisoners. Few
'men indeed would not feel at ease, and
even proud, to wear the fine-appearing

Winnipeg, Man., Dec. 21—“Canada has
no reason to feel ashamed of the way
she has responded to the call to arms.
She has 110,000 men at the front, 100,000

more training here, and before next May
40,000 more volunteers will ‘enlist, which
will make a total of 250,000 men in less
than two years.”

Col. Wm. McBean, of General Hughes’
staff, made this statement here on return
from the west, where he was on some
military business. .

“I am not an authority on the subject,
but I do not believe that we could have
conscription here for overseas service,”
he said. “The British North America
Act would have to be revised before this
could be enforced. We could have con-
scription for home defence, .but I doubt
if meireould be compelled to go overseas.

Back to the Balkans the spotlight of
war has been shifted but students of the
§nternational situation believe that it is
not there that any great issues will be
decided. It is not the neutrals there that
have the power to decide the fate of em-
pire. Not long ago it was toward the
Scandinavian countrfes that attention
was directed, and speculation was rife
concerning the probalities of one or
other of themefentering the war. In the

ast three or four months nothing has

appened to indicate that the pro-Ger-
man agitation in Sweden has succeeded,
but on the other hand an event that has
created a sensation in Sweden seems to
show that the agitation has definitely
failed and that although the Activists
as the pro-Germans are called have not
ceased to advocate intervention on be-
half of the Central Empires, the masses
of the people are determined to remain
neutral unless their country is attacked.
Sweden’s War Book

In Sweden, as elsewhere, the Socialists
are theoretically opposed to all war and
particularly opposed to the German
brand of warfare. They. were brought
into opposition to Germany. by the pro-
pogandists of all-parties; ‘who urged. that
Sweden: should declare- war ‘apoii“the
Entente Powers. Had propagandists ad-
wvised Sweden to cast in her lot with. the
Allies ‘the Socialists, probably, would
have been hostile to them; but, it hap-
pened it was the Activists whom they
had to opposeé. The pro-German agita-
tion arguments received the best and
most popular expression in a book called
“Sweden’s Foreign Policy in the Light
. of ther World War.” " The book was
formed of a number of anonymous con-
tributions, all well written, all present-
ing the German caise with unusual force.
and alfieoncluding that Sweden’s nation-
al exidfence depended upon her helping
Germatyy. )

remained neutral. If the Entente Powers
should win, Russia would be sure to de-
mand an open water port upon the At-
lantic, which would mean territorial ag-
gression against Sweden. Should Ger-’
many win and Russia be balked of her
possession of the Dardanelles and Con-
stantinople, Russia would be even more
insistent for an Atlantic port that would
remain open all winter; and Germany
would not be disposed to trouble herself
greatly about any loss of Swedish ter~
ritory that might be involved. Germany
victorious without Sweden’s.help would
treat the latter like a vassal. One writer
appealed to the chivalrous instincts of
the*Swedes and represented Russia as an

* lenemy of small countries; another re=

cited all the grudges that have been ac-
cumulated against Great Britain since
the beginning of the war, One writer-as-
gserted that Great Britain had caused the
war.

Expelled by Socialists

This book, which has been called “The
War Book” and the “Bible of Activism”
created a considerable sensation.

From the discussion that has followed
the action of the Socialist council it
would appear that the pro-Germans are
a small but noisy bedy of militarists and
intellectuals, who make a brave showing
in the newspapers, but have little sup-
port from the people generally. While
there is distrust of Russia there is
equal fear of Germany. . As far‘as Great

siderable irritation aroused in Sweden by
the British embargo, which aims to pre-
vent. goods from reaching Germany
through Sweden. When British cruisers
stop American mail to Sweden the lat-
ter stops British mail to Russia and will
not allow Britain to ship goods to Rus-
sia that Britain forbids Sweden to im-
port. Sweden is also too proud to agree
to an import trust like the Dutch and the
Swiss, and no doubt is sore at the loss
of much trade with Germany.

/Thomas Kelly, known to his inti-
mates as “Box Car Kelly, ’enlisted at
Port Arthur with the Eighth, at the
outbreak of war. A native of Ireland.
he left home as a boy and went to sea.
Although he would never go into details
about his experiences,” he is known to
have sailed nearly all of the seven seas
in- various kinds of craft. In spite of
the. deep-seaman’s natural aversion to
fresh-water navigation, Kelly drifted
some nine years ago to the upper lakes,
where every season has found him sail-
ing on one big lake freighter or another,
mostly out of Port Arthur, which place
he made his home.

At Ypres, where he first was affected
by. the gas, the officers' of his company,
No, 4 Company, were killed and wound-

ed and it fell to the lot of Lance-Corp.
Kelly to rally the men amidst the over-
powering fumes. This was in April and
once more at Festubert in June, Kelly
was one of those to suffer from gas. He
was laid up for a few days, but return-
ed again to the trenches, and in August
was once again overcome. This was the
final straw and Lance-Corp. Kelly was
forced to . give up his place in the
trenches. He was taken to a base hos-
pital and came back to Canada in No-
vember. Upon his arrival here his con-
dition was so serious that he was placed
in one of the military wards at the Gen-
eral Hospital to recuperate before going
home.

In a talk with a Gazette man two
weeks ago, Corporal Kelly, Bitting up
in his cot, said: “It makes me lungs feel
as if they was burning up inside.
