THE LAST CALL

The seventy-fourth annual meeting of i
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Hired Assassin Convicted Of
New York Murder

POLITICAL CONSPIRACY

Lieutenant of Tammany Leader

" Was Slain—Two Men Alleged
to Have Instigated the Crime
Are in the Tombs

¢

New York, May 81—Gaetano Monti-
Jdagno, who has been on trial in the
preme court for more than a week for
the murder on March 8 of Michael Gai-
mari, a political lieutenant of Thomas
F. Foley, Tammany leader of the-sec-
ond assembly district, was convicted of
the crime by a jury that deliberated
only forty-seven minutes.

The theory on which the state prose-
‘cuted Montimagno was that he had
been hired to commit the murder by
Rocks Cornell and Frank Fennimore,
two adherents of Deputy Street Clean-
ing Commissioner Michael A. Rofrano,
Foley’s political foe. :

Evidence was introduced at the trial
to. show that Cornell had told Monti-
magno that Rofrano wanted Galmari
dead and would pay $3800 for his murder.
Asst, Dist.-Atty. Brothers divided his
case against Montimagno into two
parts—that based on the testimony of
eyewitnesses to the murder and that
‘based on the teéstimony leading to the
alleged political conspiracy.

Will be Tried for Same Murder

District Attorney Perkins stated after
the verdict that Rocks Cornell and
Frank Finnimore will be placed on trial
for the murder of Gaimari, June 7. They
are in the Tombs prison under indict-
ment for murder in the first degree.

While the jury was deliberating this
afternoon the court room in which
Justice Davis was sitting awaiting the
verdict and the main floor of the crim-
inal courts building became crowded
with adherents of Foley or Rofrano.

viction of Charles Becker.

“The theory of the prosecution which
was accepted by the trial jury in the
Montimagno..case, is that behind the
killing of Gaimari lies: a political con-
spiracy which finally made use of mur-
der as a means of terrorizing the op-
In the
case of Becker he was fighting for his
position and to escape prison. In the
case of Montimagno the killing was the
result of an effort at political suprem-
acy dictated by no metive arising from
necessity, but purely an ordered assas-
sination unparalleled in the history of
the city.

Possible to Hire Assassins,

“The conviction of Montimagno again
demonstrates that it is possible to hire
an assassin in this city for a paltry sum
and ithat there are persons who are pre-
pared to resort even to the crime of
murder for attainment of personal ends.
The quick conviction by the trial jury
is a guaranty that the further efforts of
the district attorney, which will be
prosecuted vigorously until the fountain
head of this murder conspiracy is
brought to justice, will receive public
support. :

“The number of gang operations com-
ing to public attention recently is evis
dence that the conviction of the gun-
men in the Becker case has not driven
home completely the lesson that the law
will exact the highest penhalty for mur-
der in the first degree. It is necessary
that a further example should be made
and that it be demonstrated to the
criminal element of this community
that justice in this city is swift and
sure and that the man who makes him-
self the instrument of murder does so
at the peril of his life.”

Montimagno was remanded to
Tombs for sentence on June 7.

We are showing some

It is difficult for the people of St.
John, who get three meals each day
and have money to spend for entertain-

ment, and who see life going on from
day to day just as it did before the war
began, to realize the awful state of the
hapless people of Belgium. Imagine more
than twice as many people as there are
in the three maritime provinces depend-

- ent entirely upon charity for their food
and clothing, and millions more’ getting
ever closer to absolute destitution, their
homed ravaged) their families scattered,
their country under the harsh rule of
" an ememy without mercy and without
pity for their woes. And yet Belgium
did no wrong. She had given no cause
for the violation of her territory and
the wholesale pillage, outrage and mur-
der wrought by the German soldiery.
That crime will damn the name of Ger-
many through all coming time. But the
Belgian people must be fed and clothed.
The appeal comes this week to the citiz-
ens of St. John. FEach one, old and
young, is asked on Thursday next to
perform some little act of self-denial,
and give something to the Belgians. One
cent ffom ‘each person, old and young, in
St. John would mean ahout five shun-
-dred dollars, and ten cents from each
would’ mean five thousand. dollars. But
how far would even the latter sum go
toward feeding and clothing mearly or
quite three millions of destitute people?
It would be about one dollar to divide
among six hundred people. Out of their
quiet, well-guarded and prosperous
lives, how much will the people of St
give next Thursday for the starv-

ing \Belgians, whose army helped and is
still{ helping to kegp the homes of Can-
ada quiet, well-guarded' and prosperous?

'SAVING HUMAN LIVES,

Why is the Jordan- Sapitarium not
filled to its capacity with patients, with
s0 many more seeking admission as to
make necessary a steady increase in the
number of cottages?

Is it because the cost per week per
patient, even with the government pay-
ing. two-thirds of it, is. so great that
many people cannot afford to pay it,
and thére are no societies or wealthy in-
dividuals willing to help those who can-
not pay their own way?

As a matter of fact, some persons of
wealth are paying for the treatment of

" patients. One St. John lady interested
herself in a boy, and is caring for him,
and a St. John man of generous nature
is paying for the treatment of a young
girl. Doubtless there are other such in-
stances, but the fact remains that there’
is ample room for more patients.

Why is it that so large a proportion
of those treated are beyond the incipient
stage when they arrive at. the institu-
tion? - Out of sixty-three patients treat-
ed last year twenty-two were moderately
advanced cases. Of these eight showed
no improvement after treatment.  The
disease had gone too far. Why was npt
each case diagnosed and the treatment
begun sooner? How many cases are
there in the province today that will
very soon be advanced cases if not given
sanitarium treatment? Of course the
sanitarium authorities are not respons-
ible. They can only treat a case when
it comes to them; but Dr. Townsend
spends one day in each month in St.
John, Fredericton and Moncton, to ex-
amine all who desire to be examined
for traces of the disease, and the man-
agement are always ready to co-operate
to the fullest extent with the physicians
who bring cases to their attention. Such
co-operation on the part of all the phy-
sicians would no doubt result in having
& much larger proportion of cases treat-
ed in the incipient stage when there is a
good prospect of complete cure or an
arrest of the disease. It would also
stimulate local interest in the different
Jocalities, lead to the opening of more
local dispensaries, and arouse a more
general desire to contribute to the sup-
port of meedy patients.

The two greatest needs are fuller co-
operation by physicians all _over the
province, so that cases may be sent énrly
to the sanitarium, and some provision
for needy cases, so that they may not
be deprived of a chance to have their
health restored. It is really surprising
that the example of St. John, which has
a strong branch of the Anti-tuberculosis
Society, an excellent dispensary,  and
will soon have a fine hospital for ad-
vanced cases, is mot followed ‘at least to
some extent in many other hﬁentres in
the province. To be successful the
fight against the white plague should
be province-wide, and something more
must be done to overcome the indiffer-
ence which familiarity with the disease
appears to have caused in the minds of
the people at large.

The sanitarium at River Glade can be
enlarged to any necessary extent, and
without heavy capital expenditure, since
it is only necessary to build mew cot-
tages as ‘they are needed. The adminis-
tration building, the heating and light-
ing plant, the water supply and sew-
erage system, and the executive staff
do not need to be enlarged, and the
larger the numbr of patients, as already
pointed out, the less will be the per
capita cost. In view, therefore of the
immense good the sanitarium is capable
of doing, the people in every locality
should become more and more deeply
interested, and more willing to contri~

incredible, for example, that any town
or village or country settlement would
not be willing to raise enough money
to give an unfortunate youth or maiden
a chance for life. That is what it
really amounts to, and if only the peo-
ple can be led to see it in that light they
will not only encourage their physicians
to make a careful diagnosis in all cases,
ande call Dr. Townsend in consultation,
but they will cheerfully contribute to
the cost of caring for those who cannot
pay their own way, and who if allowed
to gp on without treatment become a
menace to the health of the community
at large.

No patient or his or her friends need
hesitate about securing sanitarium treat-
ment. Every provision - made for|
comfort, and for the most substantial
food cooked under the eye of a most
capable and experienced house-keeper,
who is one of the most valued members
of the staff. The nursing staff is always
efficient and the physician always at
hand.

The work of the sanitarium would be
greatly helped if there were local as-
sociations throughout the province to
tell patients what to do before they go
there for treatment, and make them
and their friends familiar with proper
methods of dealing with the disease at
homeé ~ The sanitarium is one of three
factors in the fight. The first is the
free dispensary for * diagnosis, home
treatment, and the spread of informa-
tion about the disease and how it
should be treated. The second factor is
the sanitarium, and the third is the hos-
pital for advanced cases.. What is most.
needed in this province at present is
education, to arouse local interest every-
where, so that the disease may be grap-
pled with in its earliest stages, either for
home treatment \or treatment in the
sanitarium. St. John leads,’ and every
other locality should profit by its ex-
ample, making the movement province-
wide,

Up to that point Borsch had carried him
through the water by his holding to his
shoulders.

The word of the drowning soon spread
and grappling was done by John and
Henry O’Leary, of St. John; Commis-
sioner Potts, W. E. Thompson, Joseph
Henderson, Ralph " Cotter and. Arthur
Kenney. The body was recovered by
Messrs, Thompson, Henderson, Cotter
and Kenneg, ‘and wil be buried dt
Rothesay.

Besides his parents he leaves two
brothers and six sisters.

TO ORGANIZE MILITIA
RESERVES OF CANADA

Otta’vl. May 80—The Canadian mili-
tia reserves, aggregating something over
800,000 men, most of them between the
ages of 85 and B0 years, are to be or-
ganized under the direction of a special
commission of militia officers appoint-
ed by the militia council. These re-
serves represent the men who were for-
merly members of the active militia, but
who have retired, after having had more

Ottawa, May 80—Already 600,000
shrapnel,  howitzer, and high explosive
shells manufactured in Canada, and cost-
ing upwards of $10,000,000, have gone
forward to Great Britain for use at the
front. Consignments of these have al-
ready been sent to-the batteries and re-
ports here are to the effect that they are
giving excellent satisfaction.

ARMY OF ITALIANS N
- STATES EAGER T0'FIGHT

Four Hundred Thousand Reserv-
ists Expected to Respond to Call

New York, May 29—Four hundred
thousand trained Halian reservists from
the United States are expected to respond
to their nation’s call to the colors.

Seventy-five thousand of these reserv-
ists, it is estimated, live in Greater New
York, and will be the first to embark.
The Italian consulate here was confid-
ent that this city would furnish not few-
er than 25,000 more able and enthusiast-
ic volunteers. -

It can be stated authoritaff¥ely that
Italian officials in this country feel con-
fident that the number of Italians here
subject to military duty will be swelled
by not less than one-fourth through vol-
unteers on whom Italy has no claim for
military service. 5

Eager Italians have flocked to the con-
sulate to enroll and to urge that they
beé sént among the first.

While Vice Consul Siletti said that no
official order had been received calling
the reservists living in the United States
to the colors, Erecole Cantelmo, editor
of the I1 Giournale Italiano, said that
the issuance of the call is now a matter
of hours only.

“The enthusiasm which my country-
men are showing is pleasing and aston-
ishing,” said=the vice consul. “We kndw
that not only the reservists are eager to
go to the firing line, but men upon whom
my country has no claim for military
duties at all are volunteering in great
numbers.”

It is calculated that there must be
well nigh 200,000 English trade vnionists
serving with the colors.

The following Fredericton bays sign‘-
ed a cable from Shorncliffe son Friday
saying that they were leaving’ for France
with the 28rd Battery, under Major
McKay: Karl Walker, C. H. Colwell, C.

Pte. Randolph Currie, formerly of
Mactnaquac and who had been in the
Canadian and American West for some
yvears «-and was thought dead by his re-
latives until he was found to be in the
BOth Battalion mobilized in Victoria, B.
C., for the 2nd Canadian Contingent, is
now fighting in Flanders with the 16th
Battalion, known as the Canadian Scot-
tish. .
The first letter received since Janu-
ary 17 from Pte Percy Gough, who went
from Fredericton with the second draft

from the 71st York Regiment for the ;

First Canadian Contingent, and who has
been a member of the 12th Battalion was
received by his mother last week. He
has joined the 15th Battalion, known as
the Toronto Highlanders, and is now in
the trenches in Flanders.

The frst letters received from Pte.
Jones since he crossed from England to
France were received in Fredericton on
Friday. He enlisted in Toronto with the
7th Mounted Rifles, but later was trans-
ferred to the 82nd and is now fighting
with them. He wrote to his mother, Mrs.
M. Jones, that he went over té another
barrack that day expecting to find his
brother, Pte. John Jones, but learned
that he had left for the front a week
previous. =
Wounded and Prisoner

Private Walter Burden of Fredericton,
three times wounded and now a prison-
er writes:—

“Here I am writing as a prisoner of
war in Germany. I was captured on
April 24 after being in the trenches for
sixteen days. I was wounded three times
once in the head, knee and hip, but they
are only flesh wounds and don’t stop
me from moving about. The Germans
are using us very well indeed for pris-
oners so you can run over to mother
and tell her not to worry.

“In any letter you write to me don’t
say anything about war or Germany or
else I won’t receive it. We can receive
parcels up to the weight of ten pounds,
and I want you to send me some tobac-
co, a pipe, chocélate bars, two cakes of
soap, gum and anything a fellow can
eat. I want about $5. We can receive
these parcels free of postage, so you
won’t have to pay for any stamps. We
get a free shave and a hair cut every
week and a wash and bath once a
week. We wash all our own clothes. We
have to be inocculated five times—once
every week for five weeks. 1 have been
fnnoculated once, and it isn’t nearly so
bad as what we-got in Canada. We are
all allowed to write two letters each
month and four post cards, one card
every Sunday.

Private Burden’s parents have sent for-
ward a large package containing deli-
cacles and necessities of -all kinds. His
address is: “Private W. Burden, 22556,
12th Canadian Battalion, Prisoner of

War, No. 610, V. Komp-Barayue, No. D.
Giessen-in-Hessen, Germany.”

Private Jack Markey of Fredericton,
wounded and in Port Pitt Hospital,
Chatham, England, writes:—

“I am not feeling too bad. I have a
bad wound in the right leg below the
knee and will be in bed for a month or
two, but will come around all right. 1
may be sent home for a while before I
go back to the front again.

" “You people out in. Canada don’t know
what this is like over here, where you
see the wounded being brought in. I
am one of the lucky ones, as there are
only about fifty out of 1,000 left now
who went over when I-did, and I thank
God for it.”

There are a number of Canadian
wounded in the Port Pitt Hospital with
Pte. Markey and when they become
convalescent they would be able to min-
gle together.

~ NOTE IS NOT SATISFACTORY

Berlin, May 30—Germany withholds its final deciston on the demands ad-
vanced by the United States government in connection with the sinking of the
Lusitania until the receipt of an answer from the United States to the note
which Herr Von Jagow, the foreign minister, has delivered to ‘Ambassador Ger-
ard, in reply to the American note recefved by the German government on
May 15.

1o its reply the German government declares that it is not its intention to
submit neutral ships in the war zone, which are guilty of no hostile acts, to at-
tacks by submarine or aeroplane; that it s investigating the circumstances in
connection with the attacks on the American steamers Cushing and Guliflight,
and that in all cases where neutral vessels, through no facult of their own, bave
been damaged, Germany will pay indemanification,

The reply urges that in the case of the "Lusitania, which Germany alleges
was armed and carried latge stores of war Hiunttions, it was “acting in justified
self-defense in seeking, with all the means of warfare at fts disposition, to pro-
tect the lives of its soldiers by destroylng atamunition intended for the enemy.”

SAY LUSITANIA MEMBER OF BRITISH.NAVY,

“The government of the United States proceeds on the assumption that the
Lusitania could be regarded as an ordinary «narmed merchantman, The im-
perial government allows itself, in this connection, to point out that the Lusi-
tania was one of the largest and fastest British merchaat ships, built with
the government funds as an auxiftary cruiser, and carried expressly as such in
the ‘navy list’ issued by the British admiralty.

41t is further known to the imperial government, from teustworthy reports,
from its agents, and neotral passengers, that for a considerable time practical-
fy all the more valuable merchantmen have been equipped with cannon and
ammunition and other weapons, and manned with persons who have been
specially trained in serving guns. The Lusitania, too, according to informa-
tion treceived here, had cannon aboard which were mounted and concealed below
decks. -

“The imperial government, further. has the honor to direct the particular
attention of the American government to the fact that the British admiralty,
in a confidential instruction issued in February, 1915, recommended its mer-
cantile shipping not only to seek protection under neutral flags and distinguish-
ing marks, but also, while thus disguised, to attack German submarines by
ramming. As a special incitation to merchantment to destroy submarines, the
British government also offered high prizes, and has already paid such rewards.

“The imperial government, in view of these facts, indubitably ‘known to
it, is unable to regard British merchantmen in the zone of naval operations
specified by the admiralty staff of the German navy as ‘undefended. Fguman
commanders consequently are no longer able to obsetve the customary regula-
tions of the prize law, which they before always followed. '

“Finally, the imperial government must point out particularly that the Lusi-
tania, on its last trip, as on eatlier occasions, carried Canadian troops, and war
material, including no less than 5,400 cases of ammunition intended for the
destruction of the brave German soldiers who are fulfilling their duty
with self-sacrifice and devotion in the Fatherland’s service.

“The German government believes that it was acting in justified self-defence
in sécking, with all the means of warfare at its disposition, to protect the lives
of its soldiers by destroying ammunition intended for the enemy.

“The British shipping company must have been aware of the danger to which
the passengers aboard the Lusitania were exposed under these conditions. The
company in embarking them, notwithstanding this, attempted deliberately to
use the lives of American citizens as protection for the ammunition aboard, and
acted against the clear provisions of the American law, which expressly pro-
fibits the forwarding of passengers on ships carrying ammunition, and provides
a penalty therefor. The company, therefore, is wantonly gullty of the death of
50 many passengers.

SAY EXPLOSION DUE TO ANHVIUNIHON.

“There can be no doubt, according to the definite report of the submarine’s
commander, which is further confirmed by all other information, that the quick
sinking of the Lusitania is primarily attributable to the explosion of the am-
monition shipment caused by a torpedo. The Lusitania’s passengers would
otherwise, in all human probability, have been saved. i

“The imperial government considers the above mentioned facts important
enough to recommend them to the attentive examination of the American gov-
ernment, .

“The imperial government, while withholding its final decision on the de-
mands advanced in connection with the sinking of the Lusitania until receipt of
an answer from the American government, feels impelled, in conclusion, to re-
call here and now, that it todk cognizance, with satisfaction, of the mediatory
proposals submitted by the United States government to Berlin and London
as a basis for a modus vivendi for conducting the maritime warfare between
Germany and Great Britain, The imperial governmeat, by its readiness to
enter upon a discussion of these proposals, then demonstrated its good inten-
tions in ample fashion. The realization of these proposals was defeated, as is
well known, by the declinatory attitude of the British government.”

Washington, May 30— Ger-
many’s reply to the American note

MATIONAL SERVICE

Strong Letter From Front By
His Lordship of Pretoria

NOT ENOUGH TROOPS ?

‘‘Our shirts are a necessity fof
every man who keeps in tune

Reads Minds of Men as Helding
Belief That, Semehow or Other, |
Nation is Not Back of Them as|
Should Be |

/

London, May 28—The Bishop of Pre-
toria, who spent a month at the front
in Northern France and Flanders, writes

a letter to the Times on the urgent need
of national service. After extolling the
spirit of the troops, which he describes
as “amazing,” the Bishop proceeds:—

«Jt is all the more so when you real-
ize that this spirit is there in spite of the
fact that the men who show it feel in
their bones that somehow the nation is
not backing them as the mnation could
and should. That, I am convonced, is
the feeling right through the army in
France and Flanders, and the reason for
it is not far to seek.

«After fighting desperately day and,
night for days and weeks with fright-
ful losses, the men who are left are
dog-tired and need a rest. Then they
are called out to get this rest, and after
three days are sent back into the firing
line again. The only conclusion’ they
can draw is that there are not enough
troops available to take their places.

“Then battalion after battalion of in-
fantry had to sit in the trenches, day

with the times.”’ ;
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after day and night after night, being
pounded by high explosives -from the
enemy’s guns, with no guns behind them
capable of keeping down the enemy’s
fire, then the conclusion they draw is ob-
vious, namely, that the nation has fail-
ed to provide sufficient guns or ammuni-
tion to meet those of the ememy.

“When, night after night, and day
after day, the men in the trenches know
that for every hand grenade or rifle gren-
ade or trench mortar bomb which they
throw at the enemy, they will get back
in answer anywhere from five to ten,
then the conclusion they draw is also
obvious, namely, that the nation some-
how does not realize the situation, or
if it does, has not made it its business
to supply what is necessary. Man for
man, they know they have nothing to
 fear, either from the German infantry
or cavalry. They have proved it again
and again. But they know also that it
is little short of murder for a nation to
ask men, however full of the right spirit,
to face an enemy amply’ equipped with
equally effective munitions of war. There
can only be one impression left in the
minds of men in such a case, and that
| is that somehow or other the'nation does
not know the truth and does not under-
stand, and is not backing them, for
knowing the Old Country as they do,
they have no doubt that if Germany
can produce these things, we can if we
will,

“And yet in spite of it all, they keep
cheery, they do their best, they die gay-
ly. The fact is that as a nation we
are just gambling on this spirit.  We
know it to be there. We recognize it
as the finest thing in the world. ‘We be-
lieve it is unconquerable whatever hap-
pens. So it is, but it will not win the
war alone.

«Jt is this spirit, backed by guns and
high explosives and the legitimate muni-
tions of war, which is going to smash
this enemy of ours, and mnothing else.
Let no one think we are going to do it
by descending to the level of the German
Imperial Staff and using any sort of gas.
This talk of reprisals by gas (perhaps
next we shall hear of reprisals by pois-
oning water supplies), is simply another
method of chloroforming the nation and
blinding its eyes to the real issue—the
inadequate supply of big guns and high
explosive shells and other legitimate
munitions of war.

«Js this national government going to
be the real thing, or is it not? Is
this new government going' to tackle
this mew business on the same ridiculous
principles of voluntary service as hereto-
fore, or in the only way in which it can
be tackled with any certain hope of ulti-
mate success? Is it going to tell the na-
tion at once that we cannot win this

thousands of lives, unless the government
has the power given to it to call on
man, woman and child, if need be, for
whatever individual is most capable of
doing anything directly or indirectly for
the accomplishment of the one object
before us—the smashing of the enemy ?”

SHPBUILDING BOOM
IN THE UMTED STATES

Washington, May 29—Reports receivr
i ed at the Department of Commerce indi-
.cate that since the outbreak of the
European war the output of merchant
| vessels in the United States has increas-
! ed more than 200 percent.

For the fiscal year ended June 80, 1914,
{ but forty-one ships, with a gross ton-
| nage of 148,000 capacity were being con-
structed in American shipyards. The
next annual report of the commission-
er of navigation will show that the num-
ber of ships under construction has been

increased to at least 100, with a capacity
of nearly 400,000 tons.

No official data, showing the exact ac-
tivities of the shipbuilding firms of the
United States for the last ten months
is available as yet at the Department of
Commerce, but unofficial advices receiv-
ed there indicate that the current fiscal
year will show a greater activity in the
shipbuilding industry than at any other
period in the history of the country.

The unofficial reports indicate that the
number of ships under construction at
each of the more active yards will show
double that of last July.

In addition to this, under the Ship
Registry law of Aug. 18, 1914, foreign
vesgels with a registered tonnage of 520,
000 have come under the American flag.
It is probable that by the close of the
fiscal year at least 80,000 additional ton-

It proved a
continuous hail of shell, that showed
clearly that the Germans intended to
advance at all costs by sheer weight of
metal and men, Under' this appalling
avalanche of steel amd high explosive,
the British bore themselves wonderfully,
though suffering heavy losses. They
steadily awaited the onrushes that were
to follow. Then their opportunity
came.,

Suddenly in the moonlight the Ger-
mans swarmed up one of their trenches
and began to form for the advance. The
British artillery and machine guns, as-
sisted by the French artillery, let loose
a tornado of lead among them, mowing
them down like grass; but with absolute
disregard of the slaughter, the German
troops continued to reform themselves
into massed columns and then started to
advance in their old style formation. Six
times in succession their columns swung
forward to utter annihilation. All this
colossal sacrifice of life yielded them no-
thing except a few ruined farms.
