Anyone visiting Femhill now will 
notice two huge guns towering-, from the 
top of the marine plot, just in front 
of the large anchor emblematical of 
the sailors of the merchant marine 
who are buried there. The guns are 
83 pounders made in 1807, weigh nearly 
8 toiy and are nine feet in length, so 
it was quite a feat to haul these from 
Red Head Battery and mount them 
properly, but this was done by the sup­
erintendent who has not forgotten his 
training in the work, in the artillery.

These guns were given to the city 
by the Militia Department some years 
ago, and by the kindness of the Mayor 
and commissioners have been presented 
to Femhill. The carriages, of battle 
ship gray, are placed on concrete-foun­
dations, while the two weapons are a 
glossy black ornamented with bands of 
bronse. In front of each gun is a small 
pile of old shot and shells, the whole 
being a distinctive ornament to the 
marine plot which is now being leveled 
and graded and otherwise improved.

01 sailors of the inercan’be marine, and 
has been In use for mi ny years. For 
some time each grave Lad a headstone 
with name of sailor, et"., many of them 
m foreign languages, but as they were 
of wood they have long since decayed 
and each grave Is now marked by an 
Iron plate and number. There is also a 
flag pole on the plot where on certain 
days the Red Ensign or flag of the 
merchant marine is displayed.

Our views are very strong on the point 
that the grain rate of 1914 should be 
reinstated if no further reduction pos­
sible in general cargo rate, we must re­
quest that exception be made in the 
case of flour and this reduced to 15 
cents. It is rumored here that the pro­
posed rates do not apply on import 
traffic and are not effective until Jdq. 1. 
We do not think that there is any truth 
in these rumors. The imposing of such 
conditions would ;be decidedly un­
satisfactory, especially the non-applica­
tion of rates to import traffic. St. John 
lines are up against most sctIous 
competntion with continental services 
to Portland, Boston, etc, and are 
carrying westbound traffic at unprofit­
able rates. St. John authorities should 
also be keenly interested in the move­
ment of import traffic via their port. 
Please convey our views to city and 
port authorities. It is important we 
should cable our home office this week.”

Mr. Bullock said he had requested 
the harbor mast* to furnish him with 
a statement of the amount of bag flour 
handled through the port last year and 
that official reported that about 100,000 
tons had been handled, of which 22,110 
tons had been carried In the steamers 
represented by Mr. Nagle and 86,000 
tons in the Head Line boats.

FRANCE BELIEVES Hamilton, Ont., Oct. 30—A direct 
challenge was made last evening bjr 
Sir Henry Thornton to statement t - 
made during the current railway con­
troversy in the United States to the 
effect that public ownership of railways 
in Canada had resulted in inefficiency 
and laxity in operation. Sir Henry 
emphatically denied this statement a ltd 
declared that “We in Canada pnly ask 
to be left alone to work out our own 
problems."

He drew attention to statement» 
circulated in the U. S. regarding the 
C. N. H. at a “transportation night” 
meeting of the Masonic Blue Lodges 
of the City bt Hamilton at which he 
was the chief speaker. The meeting 
was held in the largest thcatip in 
Hamilton and the auditorium was 
packed to capacity, not only by mem­
bers of the Masonic fraternity, but also 
by the moat prominent business and 
professional men of the city. Hon. Jaa. 
Lyons, provincial minister of land», 
forests and mines, was the other 
speaker.

“I want to challenge one statement 
broadcast by opponents of public own­
ership in the United States,” Sir Henry 
said, “and here I should like to say 
that I do not care what is said across 
the border about us so long as it is the 
truth, but the statement has been made 
that since the Government took over 
the C. N. R. the service given to ti* 
public is a constant exhibition of in­
efficiency and furthermore that the 
operating results indicate a laxity and 
an inefficiency on the part of its officers.

“I say that no private owned railway 
anywhere furnishes a better service to 
Its" patrons and no railway has a scl 
of men more loyal and more efficient 
than has the Canadian National Kai<-
W£j|r Henry said the great need of the 
railway and of'the Dominion was more 
settlers. He reiterated his belief in 
the necessity for the appointment of 
the “best man in Canada to act as 
minister of immigration” and to co­
ordinate the individual efforts of the 
railways and other organizations m 
bringing selected settlers to Canada.

Lake Charles, La., Oct. 80.—Tradi­
tion having It that a burro once kicked 
up a gold mine In the Rocky Moun­
tains and that the copper deposits in 
the southwest were found In a similar 
manner, folk» in this section were not 
so greatly surprised when it developed 
that Louisiana’s newest oil field was 
discovered by a quail hunter.

W. W. Lemoine, a local business 
man who, during the open 
spends a» much time in the fields as 
he does in his office, for years has been 
an inveterate prospector for oil, and 
about half his time on hunting trips 
was “wasted” exploring woods and 
marshes for traces of the “black gold.”

Lemoine went hunting along Bagdad 
Bayou near here one fine day three 
years ago and came upon one Tillman, 
a negro recluse. The usual topic of 
conversation with Lemoine was oil, 
and he soon reached the subject. Till­
man knew of no oil, but he did know 
where there was 
that Lemoine agreed to give Tillman 
an annuity of $1,800 a year if he would 
show Mm where It was and If anything 
came of it.

Tillman led Lemoine straight across 
the country to Indian Bayou, only a 
few miles from here, and there, in the 
edge of the marsh was the negro’s 
“gas.” Lemoine touched a match to it 
and It burned. Back to Lake Charles 
he hurried and hie first step was to 
take in his - partner, H. M. Hcnshaw. 
Then the two set out to get leases. 
They tied up 4,000 acres of land with­
out expending a penny, agreeing only 
to pay the owners from $2 to $8 an 
acre provided they Interested some 
concern that would attempt explora­
tion and development. Fellow citlsens 
of the pair here knew what they were 
about, but they did not set Lake 
Charles afire with their enthusiasm, 
else the leases would have been more 
difficult to obtain.

There followed a struggle to find 
some oil concqyn to tackle the proposi­
tion. After geologists and other ex­
perts had gone over the ground a com­
pany became interested and agreed to 
test the field throughout. The money 
to bind the leases was in hand, and 
Lemoine and Henshaw were to get a 
forty-eighth royalty as their share of 
what was produced.

Drilling began 18 months ago and 
still Lake Charles sailed along on an 
even keel. Lock Moore well No. 1 was 
a flivver | so was No. 2. Then the 
company Jumped 80 acres south and 
started sinking the Miller well. There’s 
a rumor that the 80-acre jump was 
made because the question of title 
loomed In the intervening plot of 
ground. Anyway, the drilling was re­
sumed. They had moved out of the 
line woods, out of what appeared to be 
a natural oil dome, and entered the low 
marsh land. The first 8,000 feet were 
easy. As the engineer said: “The pipe 
almost went down of its own weight.” 
Then came gumbo, shale and sand for 
800 feet and then—the gusher.

The usual horde of proven oil field 
workers, wildcatters and what not has 
moved in, machinery and material for 
more wells and tanks is being trans­
ported to the field by the trainload, 
and Lemoine Is oiling his shotgun and 
exercising his dog preparatory to the 
opening of the 1924 hunting season.

Ottawa, Oct. 29—In the 12 months 
ended with Sept. 80 Canada improved 
her trade balance with other countries 
by the remarkable sum of more than 
$153,000,000, when the year’s trade is 
compared with the previous 
There was a large decrease in imports 
and almost the same increase in ex­
ports.

During the year ended with Septem­
ber last the Dominion’s imports 
amounted to $826,196,002, as compared 
with $902,993,825, or a decrease of $76,- 
797,823; while the exports in the 12 
months ending with September last 
totalled $1,078,463,570, as against $997,- 
197,587 in the previous year, or an in­
crease of $76,265,988.
Still to Improva.

It is a notable fact that in the year 
ended September last the only three 
important countries with whom Can­
ada was not trading on a satisfactory 
basis were Australia, British South Af­
rica and the Netherlands—countries 
with whom Canada this year has taken 
steps to effect better tariff relations. It 
is hoped by Federal Government offi­
cials here that these steps will soon 

to adjust the adverse commercial 
position with those countries.

Canada’s Imports from the various 
parts of the British Empire (including 
the United Kingdom) decreased from 
$196,462,130 to $191,611,556, and her 
exports to the British Empire increased 

$444078,578 to $469,458,567. To 
tflfVJnltdF Kingdom, Canada’s exports 
increased from $877,635,380 to $391,- 
105,598, and her imports from the 
United Kingdom decreased from $154,- 
559,308 to $149,280,697.
Trade Outside,

Canada’s imports from the 
States decreased from $614,571,406 to 
$541,736,243, and her exports to the 
United States increased from $406,- 
597,727 to $419,814,685.

Exports to China nearly doubled ; 
those to Germany jumped from $11,- 
774,355 to $20,431,502; those to Italy 
increased by nearly $8,000,000; those 
to Japan Increased by more than $8,- 
000,000; exports to Belgium advanced 
by more than $3,000,000, and those to 
'Australia dropped nearly $6,000,000.

Paris. Oct. 80.—France believes that 
In her approval of the Geneva protocol 
on arbitration, security and disarma­
ment she has finally and definitely re­
futed the charges of militarism and 
imperialism.

These charges have been repeated 
since the World War, both In other 
capitals of Europe and in North and 
South America.

The removal from France of the onus 
of militarism and imperialism is likely 
to go down as one of the biggest ac­
complishments of the administration of 
Edouard Harriot, the radical Premier 
of France. *

French diplomats hope that this 
change of policy brought about by 
Herriot—If there has been any funda­
mental change of policy rather than 
an explanation of France’s real inten­
tions—will have a telling effect especi­
ally in the United States.

The Quai d'Orsay (French Foreign 
Office) points out that France has put 
herself on record by her peaceful poli­
cies at the Fifth Assembly of the 
League of Nations recently at Geneva. 
With hardly a moment’s hesitation, the 
French Government approved, and her 
delegates signed, the Geneva protocol 
on arbitration, security and disarma­
ment. It is pointed out here that the 
other great powers, such as Great Brit­
ain, did not go so far in this respect 
as France, withholding their actual 
signatures at Geneva, for further con­
sideration of the protocol.

The French Foreign Office also points 
out these Important steps that have 
been taken by France in the direction 
of disarmament and world peace. Dur­
ing the last five years France has re­
duced by 60 per cent, the length of the 
period for obligatory military service ; 
reduced by 25 per cent, the strength of 
her military forces ; and reduced by 50 
per cent, her naval forces.

None of the nations that is so radi­
cally in favor of disarmament and so 
oppose# to militarism and imperialism, 
has gone so far as France, it is said 
here. -

France regards as highly important 
from the standpoint of the United 
gtates the arbitration provisions of the 
new Geneva protocol. Her diplomats 
point out that American statesmen for 
the last 100 years have made the prin­
ciple of arbitration one of the most 
important goals toward securing world 
peace.

French officials in discussing this 
comparison leaves hanging, of courfe, 
the question whether the United States, 
therefore, should not adhere to the pro­
tocol.

The question of the relation of the 
United States to the League of Nations 
—or lack of relation—if anything, has 
become more delicate as the result» of 
the Geneva protocol, it is thought here. 
Because of the provision in the protocol 
for a disarmament conference, can the 
United States, in view of its well-known 
support of world disarmament, refuse 
at least to regard the protocol sym­
pathetically, it is asked?

As a 
result of the deliberations, a trade dele­
gation has been sent from Canada to 
the West Indies with the hope of broad­
ening their commercial relations, 
bulletin by the Canadian Pacific Rail­
way says..

Only recently Jamaica has taken steps 
to increase its fruit trade with the 
Dom'nlon as a result of a slump in that 
trade, and regards Canada as one of the 
most promising of new markets.

“On Canada’s part there has long 
been a realization that she was buying 
through foreign channels the raw pro­
ducts of the West Indies, which she 
could have procured more economically 
by dealing directly with them if better 
trade mediums had existed. The lack 
of adequate transportation has been 
the greatest hinderance to a better trade 
development. This has been due to 
post-war conditions, causing the need 
of such transportation to be neglected ; 
but the present trade conference is ex- 

! pected to fulfill this need.”
| The volume of trade carried on be­
tween the countries at the present time 
amounts approximately to $25,000,000. 
During the last year Canada imported 
from the Wes I Indies products amount­
ing to $13,819,291, of which $7,020,415 
was attributable to Barbadoes, $3,289,- 
478 to Jamaica, $1,459,648, to Trinidad 
and Tobago and $2,702,846 to other 
British West Indies.

Importance of Radio.

Freund pointed out that radio is one 
of the most essential parts of all equip­
ment on a transocean flight, because it 
affords communication with vessels 
and stations throughout the voyage. 
Without radio the ship would be iso­
lated from the rest of the world, and 
would not be able to be sure of its 
bearings under conditions of storm and 
fog. Radio also makes it possible for 
the aviators to answer all questions re­
garding weather conditions on the 
water and make forecasts, which is a 
very valuable service to ships then at 
sea and those In port ready to sail.

“Picture yourself,” continued Freund,
“in an airship for three days, sailing 

the ocean, and the navigator is 
unable to make use of his sextant to 
determine their position, not being able 
to see stars, moon or sun. It wodld 
therefore be dangerous to make a trip 
of this length without a radio apparat­
us. With a radio you can determine 
the exact point of the ocean above 
which you are located by establishing 
communication with a sending station 
either on land or on a ship at sea. ,

Radio Compass Helpful.
“By means of a new type of radio 

direction finder the Zeppelin can dc- v 
termine its exact position by obtain- 
ing a bearing from a station on a line 
with its progress forward, whereas in 
the' past it was necessary to communi­
cate with two different points whose 
position Is known and applying the 
principle of triangulation to this data 
to figure out the airship’s own posi­
tion.”

The batteries of the ZR-3 are placed 
on the floor outside of the after cabin. 
They receive power automatically from 
the generator. They are 24 volt, 16 
cells, about 76 pounds, plates of lead, 
built along the same lines as American 
batteries. There are additional bat­
teries for the receiving set- If anything 
happens to the batteries, arrangement 
Is.made to hook up the generator direct.
If the propeller of the generator is 
working too fast and producing too 
much current, an automatic cut-off pre­
vents overcharging of the battery.

The transmitter key is covered with 
a line mesh to pvevent escape of sparks, 
which might in.te any gas escaping 
from the huge gar bag, as it does at 
high altitudes. The commander of /the 
airship instructs the radio operator not 
to1 send messages for three or four 
minutes when the airship ascends to a 
higher level. The operator cannot start 
transmitting until the commander 
sends word for him to do so.

Frame Protected.
Explosions that might otherwise be 

caused by spreading of steel struts 
when the ship is under way are pre­
vented by building the dirigible frame 
of a gieat flexible mesh work, which 
under, the' greatest strains of the air­
ship’s twisting motion has no break.

Financial Houses are 

United.
Montreal, Oct. 29—Official announce­

ment was made this evening that the 
Bank of Montreal had taken over Mol- 
son’s Bank.

The absorption of the Molson's Bank 
by the Bank of Montreal, combines 
two of the oldest banking houses In 
Canada. The Dank of Montreal was 
founded In 18k and Molson’s In 185f>.
Both have their head offices In Mon­
treal. The directors of Molson’s are 
all Montreal men with the exception 
of one, who resides in Quebec.

The Molson’s Bank had an author­
ized capital of $6,000,000 and a sub­
scribed capital of $4,000,000, all paid 
up. It had a reserve fund of $5,000,000.

The Bank of Montreal has an au­
thorized capital of $31,176,000 and a 
subscribed capital of $27,260,000, all 
paid up. Its rest and undivided profits 
at tl* last annual statement were $28,- 
228,567.

A hint of what was coming must 
have reached the street because there 
was unusual acticlty on the Stock Ex­
change in Molson’s Bank shares yes­
terday and today though, as this issile 
is closely held, there was not much 
trading. The stock, however, jumped 
six points yesterday and five today 
to 172.

Official Announcement.

The official announcement of the 
deal Is os follows:

“‘It Is announced that, with the con­
scrit of the Hon. J. A. Robb, acting 
Minister of Finance, an agreement has 
been entered into between the Mol­
son’s Bank and the Bank of Montreal,
