The next lowest were for $2,912
and $3,662 higher than the estimate.
Lewis and Thomas Stephen® tender was
for $8,662.50. The engineer did not re-
gard it as desirable that they should
undertake the work at a figure which

the last sixteen months and has met
with great success.

What Shall the Future Chemist Be?

Of course, men will call themselves
whatever they please. We cannot legis-
late titles, But it seems to me of vital
importgnee that only those students of
today should become chemists who are

properly equipped to meet the great re-
sponsibilities which are there to encoun-
ter. It is the coming profession. It
must determine for us in the future
what we shall eat and drink and where-
withal we shall be clothed. Whether we
grow as an industrial nation or sink into
decrepitude is in.large measure depend-
ent upon our.chemists. If we grow,!it
will be because they are men of vision,
of childlike curiosity and unspoiled
fancy; men of taste, of ‘discrimination,
who are familiar with human reactions
and with the graces of life. They will
be men’whose long-range view is glori-
fied by imagination. ' They will carry the
subtle art of the teacher into the work
angd lead the men and women engaged
there into the paths of understanding
and’ delight. Then work in the factory
will cease to be drugery, and good hous-
ing conditions and fair wages will cease
to be the maximum of merit demanded
of employers—when. this enlightenment
prevails. . :
There is one great quality that was
enjoyed in medieval “days that is lost
to us. It was that which made their
cathedrals so beautiful, their fabricsiso
rich, and their every product so endur-
ing and strong. Men sang at their work
becauseithey found jay in it. Now we
have differeént customs, different condi-
tions, differént problems, but in the very
measure that our men and women who
constitute parts of great industrial or-
ganizations ‘do not find pleasure in their
day’s. work, .we émv@ degenerated, - If
we would be great in industry we.must
make our industries great by making eur

fine in understanding. We must make
it:possible for them not only to produce!
things; but’ to see"that they are pro-
ducing. Therefore, if our chemists and
engineers, who are to direct our indus-
tries, are wise men and so illuminated
that they can show a light ahead to
those who work under them, we may
look for the dawn of a new era of peace]
and good will. That will be the day—
and may God speed its coming!—when
ideals of service will rule in our hearts.—
Ellwood Hendrick in Harper’s Magazine
for April.

The Flavor of Old Aannapolis.

The American flavor of Annapolis is
a phrase which perhaps calls for imme-
diate explanation. - For the flavor of the
place is still amasingly English. The
street names, Duke of Gloucester, Prince
George, Fleet street, Conduit, King
George, Hanover, Cornhill (which is
Cornhill street, as it never was in Lon-
don), and Shipwright street all smack of
London. . They are intimately and some-
times pathetically reminiscent of the
English queen for whom the town was
named. Prince George street is for her
husband, and Duke of Gloucester for
her little son, the only one of her sev-
enteen children who survived babyhood,
survived only till he was eleven. Now
that the Revolution is so far away and
England and America are again allies,
there is something very pleasant in these
old names which Annapolis 'never
changed. Nowhere in America does one
get a stronger sense of the English or-
igin of us, of a family connection which
somehow survived the quarrel and has
now come right again. Some day An-
napolis would be the suitable site for
some friendly small celebration of the
renewed Anglo-American. tie, the more
so as near by stands the statue of Baron
de Kalb, a German who had lived in
France and loved her and came across
to America to die in our first fight for
liberty.

Annapolis might almost be an English
county town, if it were not for the half-
tropical heat of some of its summer
days, for the presence of a large, soft-
spoken, easy-goi black population,
and for the nearness of the great bay of
Chesapeake. It is perhaps in the con-
fusion of Market Space at the edge of
the little harbor, some summer Saturday
morning, or some hot moonlit August
Saturday night, when there is a great
deal of chatter and a wealth of color
in female attire, and a profusion of soft-
shell crabs, that England most fades
away. And yet what is left is full of
memories of the English coleny, planted
in a new landseape and by new waters,
and in spite of this keeping in America
something of old England, her tradi-
tions, her merriness and her love of
good cheer.—Harrison Rhodes in Har-
per’s Magazine for April.

: (By G. E. Saunders.)

(Dominion JEntomological Laboratory,
Annapolis Royal, N. S.)

The old lime sulphur, arsenate of lead
and lime sulphur arsenate of lime spray
formulas were fairly efficient in the con-
trol of insect pests and apple scab, but
in some seasons, on some varieties, they
would cause an appreciable drop of the
fruit when applied to all vigorously.
With the advent of the spray gun the
injudy from lime sulphur was inc .
The spray gun is such a time saver -that
it seemed better business to adopt the
spraying solutions- to the gun than to
go back to the old bamboos, and still
get some injury.

For two.years we were undecided as
to what to ‘recommend. Bordeaux and
soluble sulphur were the two alternatives
'to lime sulphur. Bordeaux made ac-
cording to the 4-4-40 formula would rus-
sett the fruit and also cause serious yel-
 lowing of the leaves in most seasons. Sol-
uble sulphur we found safe in so far as
leaf injury and ‘drop of fruit is concern-
ed, but somewhat inferior to lime sul-
phur as a fungicide. To find a spraying
combination that was a better fungicide
than lime sulphur, that would not cause
fruit to droy, that would not yellow ap-
ple leaves, nor cause russetting of the
fruit was not an easy matter.

We found that by using three or more
parts of lime to one of copper sulphate
in making Bordeaux that the leaf yel-
lowing was eliminated. We found that
by omiting Bordeaux and substituting
soluble sulphur for the calyx spray, that
practically all of the russeting and paling
of the fruit was eliminated. We found
that Bordeaux was a better fungicide
in extreme situations - that either lime
sulphur or soluble sulphur, Bordeaux,
like soluble sulphur, does not cause any
drop of the young - apples sich -as is
caunsed by lime sulphur,

For the reasons given above, and also

for the reason that the “warehousemen
throughout the Annapolis ‘Valley hand-
ling mixed lots of apples have always!
noticed that the Bordeaux sprayed apples
keep better than those unsprayed or,
sprayed with sulphides, we are recom- |
mending the following:
. First spray—Bordeaux 8-10-40 (three
pounds bluestone, 10 pounds hydrated
lime, 40 gallonhs water),.1 pound arsenate
of lime to 40 gallons.

Second spray—Bordeaux 2-10-40, 1
pound arsenate lime to 40 gallons of
‘water.

Third spray—Soluble sulphur 1 pound,
lime 5 pounds, arsenate of lime ¥ pound
to 40 gallons of water.

Fourth spray—Bordeaux 2-10-40, 1
pound arsenate of lime to 40 gallons of
water.

This calendar was used succedfully in
several dozens of orchards in 1918, and
in no case have we heard the slightest
complaint. The writer followed this cal-
endar in 1918, as did most of his neigh-
bors with excellent results both om fruit
and foliage. ! :

. Foch and Petain Contrasted,

Foch and Petain are the purest glories
of our miltary history, for they are free
from the stains which have so often tar-
nished great leaders in war, the lust of
conquest and personal ambition. Their
task was to liberate France, which had
been invaded, and small nations, which
had been crushed. They have been the
soldiers of justice. They have been ex-
mplars of th genius of France, We see
in them the logical rasoning power in
preparation, the harmony in effort, the
adaptability in execution of the French
mind, never confused by surprises, al-
ways master of the most serious situa-
tions. They are born leaders. Because
they are men of faith and reason, they
are' optimists. They come from differ-
ent branches of the service: Foch is #n
artilleryman and Petain an infantryman,
They possess ,however, common char-
acteristics, and have been able to work
out a common doctrine. Superficial gen-
eralizers have tdied to differentiate be-
tween them in pretending that Foch’s
mentality is offensive and Petain’s de-
fensive. What an error! Petain, at,
Carency, showed more offensive spirit:
than any other commander of an army
corps, and if he had been followed the
German lines would have been broken:
through. Foch, the southerner, more
impetuous, more intuitive, has flashes of
genius, but he has especially an imper-
turbable faith which holds sway over all
those who surrourd him. Petain, the
northerner, is more ¢ !, more calm, per-
haps more calculai:ng. But there is
nothing of the cynic in him.

working among broken ice, when water-
holes are a danger everywhere. In April,
when the temperature seldom gos lowr
than 80 degrees below zero for a night,
if a gale breaks up the ice, as often
happens, forming open leads that criss-
cross each other in all directions, it takes
several days for the frost to cement the
broken places and to form ice over the
lanes, which are impassable moats while
they remain unfrozen, but which become
smooth boulevards when covered by six
inches of young ice. In February, when
the temperature is seldom above —30
degrees and frequently goes down to —50
degrees, the same lanes would freeze over
in a night, saving many a tedious delay.

It was therefore heart-breaking to lose
by the delays in outfitting, as it proved,
the whole month of March, for, although
we were ready to start on the 22nd, a
gale which had just swept the country
had broken up all the ice to eastward,
and seven miles from land we were stop-
ped by impassable open water. We had
then an extraordinary spell of warm
weather, about two months ahead of its
time, when for a keek or ten days the
temperature seldom dropped to zero and
occasionally went as high as 28 degrees
above. With regular March temperature
—30 degrees, the gale would have delayed
us only two or three days.—Vilhjalmur
Stefansson in Harper’s Magazine for
April.

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ANXIOUS DAYS,

While the covenant of the league of
netions is practically ready to be sub-
mitted to the peace conference and the
German delegates are on the way to
Paris to receive the peace terms, the Ital-
ian stumbling-block has not been re-
moved. While -Italy is included in the
final draft of the peace treaty, with the
names of Premier Orlando and his col-
leagues, they have all returned to Italy,
where “Fiume or death” appears to have
become a popular cry. Italy is also in-
cluded in the list of countries forming
the league of nations, as drawn up for
submission to the plenary council in|
Paris today; but it will not be a plenary.
council because all of the Italian dele-
gates except minor officials have gone
home. The situation therefore presents
unpleasant possibilities, and calls for
very skilful diplomacy. It would be un-
fortunate not to be able to proceed
promptly with business as soon as the
German delegates arrive at Versailles.

A BRIGHTER OUTLOOK.

At al evepts“there
is less talk about negotiations with ILe-
nine and Trotzky, or of supplying their
forces with food, which would merely
strengthen them at a time when their
power is waning. Conditions in. Russia
must have come very near to the point
when the people will realize that they
have been’ fed on empty promises and,
false hopes, and that there can be no
regeneration of Russia-until the.right of
private property is restored and the sac-
redness of the home respected. Their
ignorance has been played upon by de-
signing scoundrels who were enabled to
begin their propaganda with German
gold and with the .aid of German emis-
saries. Sooner or later their eyes will
be opened. Help is coming from the
east, and it is Russian help. There are
men of clear vision behind the move-
ment, and as they advance support will
come to them. They deserve the sym-
pathy and support of the Allies, for Bol-
shevism is“a threat not merély to Rus-
sia but to the world.

A CHALLENGE.

The Times commends to others as
well as the members of St. George’s So-
ciety the following paragraph from a ser-
mon by Archdeacon Crowfoot last even-
ing:

“It must ever be a blot on the fair
escoutcheon of this society to know that
sport has practically died out of this
city. Gone are the days when our crews
were famous throughout the whole world,
Gone are the days of cricket. One sel-
dom hears of a baseball match, and it is
questionable if there was a single hockey
match here last winter. Ts it true that
the boys of our high school have no
grounds on which to practice? And why
js it that the children of our city have
to play baseball on the streets? >

“Surely, gentlemen of St. George, here
is scope for your activities. Here is a
challenge to that spirit of St. George
that is in you. See to it that this dis-
grace is rolled away. Do not allow pure
and healthy sport to die out of our city.”

A great public meeting should be held
and the whole question of playgrounds
discussed with a determination to do
something of real value for the boys and
girls of St. John. It is possible with
the grounds available to do a good deal,
with proper organization; and that
would be an excellent beginning.

HERE IS AN EXAMPLE.,

Friends of educational reform in New
Brunswick will be greatly encouraged
by the new legislation recently intro-
duced in Ontario. The Toronto Globe
thus sumimarizes some of the provisions
of the measure introduced by Hon. Dr.
Cody, minister of education:

“A bill will be introduced to provide
libraries in rural districts. Teachers will
be trained in the use of libraries, and
they will be required to pay more atten-
Hon to household sctence and to the nice-
ties of social and home life. The train-
ing of teachers will be separated from
technical and industrial education, the
latter being placed in charge of Dr.
Merchant, and a new superintendent
being appointed for the former. Gram-
mar will be combined with composition,
so that the former will be made less ab-
stract than heretofore. More time will
be nrovided: for the ‘fundamentals,’ read-

son he would approve of a wider ‘use of

!school buildings in cities, for the need
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often greater there than in the rural
districts. /

Dr. Cody would -almost wholly elimi-
nate home work. He also protests
against catch questions in examinations,
remarking that an examination is to as-
certain how much a pupil knows, and
not- how much he does not know. Will
our school examiners please note this
remark?

“More time for the fundamentals” is
another change sought by Dr. Cody. We
need that in St. John schools—more at-
tention” to “reading, writing, spelling,
cipheﬁr)g, geography, history ,manual
training and household science.” Given
a proper course, with commercial and
industrial training for those desiring
them, we would be doing something for
the real benefit of the ninety per cent
of the pupils who at present fail to reach
the high school. This means not only
a change in the school course but a re-
vision of text books; and it cannot come
too soon. Here is one keen observation
by Dr. Cody: L
. “The people of the cities; the towns
and the villages are all anxious to get
the best education they can and are pre-
pared to pay for it. I have not so mean
an opinion of the people of this province
as to believe that they will improve the
breed of hogs or holsteins and not of
human beings.”

Hon. Dr, Cody referred also. to the de-
partment’s health campaign. = Many a
boy was dull in school because of ade-
noids or diseased tonsils. It was pro-
posed to make a thorough medical and
dental survey of the entire provincé. In
the days to come, he predicted, the
school nurse, doctor and dentist would
be factors in education almost as po-
tent as the teachers themselves.

The attention of New Brunswick
readers is especially directed to what Dr.
Cody said concerning secondary schools

and the “old-fashioned high school.” He
said:
“Our secondary schools are being

gradually differentiated. We still have
the old-fashioned high school with the
general lines of a liberal education. We
are rapidly developing our industrial,
commercial and art schools as well as
agricultural schools. Our next great
step will be for the differentiation of
our specialized high scthool so that the
youth of our land from fourteen to
eighteen may obtain the kind of edu-
cation that will be best for them for the
life work of the days to come.”

At the same time, as already pointed
out, it is proposed to remove part of
the heavy burden placed upon children
in the elementary courses. In short, the
wholé system is to be changed and im-
proved.

Mr. Thomas Marshall, leader of the
opposition, agreed with the minister that
a great change was needed. A report of
his remarks says:

“The average boy or girl in the schools
was not given opportunity to think suf-
riciently. The curriculum, too, was over-
loaded. He did not think unsupervised
home work was what it should be. In-
stead he believed there should not be so
much time for recitation in the class
room, and some time for preparation of
work under supervision. FExaminations
at best, said Mr. Marshall, only show the
temporary knowledge of the pupils of
unrelated facts. Isolated facts were of
no use -in themselves. The instructors
should lead their pupils and not drive
them.”

All that is said of conditions in On-
tario schools applies with even greater
force in New Brunswick. OQOur legisla-
tors should give the subject early and
practical consideration.

GERMANY’S LOSSES IN WAR,

The first official figures of the German
Josses during the war, made public by
Dr. Rubner, Privy Councillor of Prus-
sia, according to a dispatch to the Chic-
ago Tribune, show that the number of
soldiers killed outright or who died of
wounds was 1,486,952, and soldiers who
died of sickness numbered 184,082, The
total number of civilians who died from
sickness due to malnutrition is placed at
562,769. The greatest ngumber of deaths
of soldiers from battlefield casualties was
during the first 'year of the war, and
amounted to 481,506. Soldiers who died
of sickmess in that year numbered 24,329,
The- battleficld casualties for thg third
year were 294,748, and deaths from sick-
ness 80,190. In the fourth year the
battlefield casualties were 817,954, and
death from sickness 88,167. The number
of civiliens who died of diseases which

Complete Covenant of League Of
Nations; Changed Considerably

Washington, April 27—The State Department made public tonight the text of the re-
rised covenant of the League of Nations, as it will be presented tomorrow to the plenary ses-
sion of the peace conference at Paris. The text follows with parenthetical insertions showing ! coming
changes made in the covenant as originally drafted and made public: :

THE COVENANT OF THE LEAGUE
OF NATIONS.

In order to promote international co-
operation and to achieve international
peace and security, by the acceptance of
obligations not to resort to war, by the
prescription of open, just and honorable
relations between nations, by the firm
establishment of understandings of inter-

among governments, and by the main-
tenance of justice and a scrupulous re-
spect for all treaty obligations in the
dealings of organized peoples with onc
another, the high contracting parties to
agree to this covenant of the league of
nations,

(In the original preamble the last’
sentence read, “adopt this constitution,’
instead of “agree to this covenant.”)

ARTICLE ONE.

The original members of the league
of nations shall be these of the signa-

' tories which are named in the annex of ;.

this covenant and also such: of those
other states named in the annex as shall
accede without reservation to this coven- |
ant. Such: accessions shall be effected
by a declaration deposited with the sec-

before shall be sent to all other mem-)
bers of the league.

Any fully self-governing state, domin- |
jon or colony not named in the annex,,
may become a member of the league if
its admission is agreed by two-thirds of
the assembly, provided that it shall give
effective guarantees of its sincere inten-|
tion to observe its inter-ebligations and!
shall accept such regulations as may be |
prescribed by the league in regard to its
military and naval forces and armaments. |
Any member of the league, may after
two years notice of its intention so to
do, withdraw from the league, providedi'
that all its international obligations and
all its obligations under this covenant
shall have been fulfilled at the time of
its withdrawal. |

(This article is new, embodying the)
alteration and additions to the old article
seven. It provides more specifically the
method of admitting new members and
adds the entirely new paragraph pro-
viding for withdrawal from the league.
No mention of withdrawal was made in
the original document.)

ARTICLE TWO.

The action of the league under this
covenant shall be effected through the
instrumentality of an assembly and of a
council, with a permanent secretariat.

(Originally this was a part of article
one. It gives the name assembly to the
gathering of representatives of the mem-
bers of the league formerly referred to
merely as “the body of delegates.”)

ARTICLE THREE,

The assembly shall consist of repre-
sentatives of the members of the league.
The assembly shall meet at stated in-
tervals and from time to time as occa-
sion may require, at the seat of the
league, or at such other place as may
be decided upon. g
. The assembly may deal at its meet-
ings with any matter within the sphere
of action of the league or affecting the
\peace of the world.

At meetings of the assembly, each
member of the league shall have one
vote, and may have not more than three?
representatives. !

(This embodies parts of the original!
articles one, two and three with only !
minor changes. It refers to “members of
the league” where the term “high con-
tracting parties” originally was used, and
this change is followed throughout the
revised draft.) :

ARTICLE FOUR.

I'he council shall consist of repre-
sentatives of the United States of Am-
erica, of the British empire, of France,
of Italy, and of Japan, together with
representatives of four other members of
the league. These four members of the
league shall be selected®by the assembly
from time to time in its discretion. Un+
til the appointment of the represent-
atives of the four members of the league
first selected by the assembly, repre-|
sentatives of (blank) shall be members |
of the council.

With the approval of the majority of
the assembly, the council may name ad-
ditional ‘members of the league whose
representatives shall always be members;
of the council; the council with like!
approval may increase the number of
members of the league to be selected by
the assembly for representation on the
council.

The council shall meet from time to

time as occasion may require, and at
Jeast once a year, at the seat of the
Jeague, or at such other place as may be
decided upon.
. The council may deal at its meet-
jngs with any matter within the sphere
of action of the league or affecting the
peace-of the world.

Any member of the league not repre-

sented on the council shall be invited to
send a representative to sit as a member
at any meeting of the council during the
consideration of matters specially affect-
jng the interests of that member of the
league.
. At meetings of the council, each mem-
ber of the league represented on the
council shall have one vote, and may not
have more than one representative.

(This embodied that part of the
original article three designating the
original members of the council. The
paragraph providing for increase in the
membership of the council is new.)

ARTICLE FIVE,

Except where otherwise expressly pro-
vided in this covenant, decisions at
meetings of the assembly or of the coun-
cil shall require the agreement of all the
members of the league represented at
the meeting.

All matters of precedure at meetings
of .the assembly or the council, the ap-
pointment of committees to investigate
particular matters, shall be regulated by
the assembly or by the council, and may
be decided by a majority of the mem-
bers of the league represented at the
meeting.

The first meeting of the assembly and
the first meeting of the council shall be
summoned by the president of the United
States of America.

(The . first paragraph requiring unani-
mous agreement in both assembly and
council except where otherwise provided,
is new. The other two paragraphs ori-
ginally were included in article 4.)

ARTICLE SIX.

“The permanent secretariat shall be

established at the seat of the league:

The secretariat shall. comprise a secre-
tary-general and such secretaries and
staff as may be required.

The first secretary-general shall be the
person named in the annex; thereafter

Ithe secretary-general shall be appointed

by the council with. the approval of the
majority of the assembly.

The secretaries and the staff of the
secretariat shall be appointed by the
secretary-general with the approval of
the council.

Thg secretary-general shall act in that
capacity at all meetings of the assembly
and of the council.

The expenses of the secretariat shall

be borne by the members of the league,
in accordance with the appointment of
the expenses of international bureau of
the universal postal union.

(This replaces the original article 5.
In the original the appointment of the
first secretary-general was left to the
council, and approval of the majority of
the assembly was not required for sub-
sequent appointments.) -

ARTICLE SEVEN,

The seat of the league is established at
Geneva. The council may at any time
decide that the seat of the league shall
be established elsewhere.

All positions under or in connection
with the league, including the secretariat,
shall be open equally to men and women,

Representatives of the members of the
league and cofficials of the league when
engaged on the business of the league,
shall enjoy diplomatic privileges and im-
munities.

The buildings and other property oc-
cupied by the league or its officials or by
representatives attending its . meeting
shall be inviolable.

(Embodying parts of the old articles
5 and 6, this article names Geneva in-
stead of leaving the seat of the league
to be chosen later and adds the provis-
ion for changing the seat in the future.
The paragraph opening positions to wo-
men equally with men is new.)

ARTICLE EIGHT.

The members of the league recognize
that the maintenance of a peace requires
the reduction of national armaments to
the lowest point consistent with national
safety and the enforcement by, common
action of international obligations.

The council, taking account of the
geographical situation and circumstances
of each state, shall formulate plans for
such reduction, for the consideration and
action of the several governments.

Such plans shall be subject to recon-
sideration and revision at least every ten
years.

After these plans shall have been
adopted by the several governments,
limits of armaments therein fixed shall
not be exceeded without: the concur-
rence of the council.

The members of the league agree that
the manufacture by private enterprise of
munitions and implements of war is open
to grave objections.

The council shall advise how the evil
fruits attendant upon such manufacture
can be prevented, due regard being had
to the necessities of those members of
the league which are not able to manu-

tfacture the munitions and implements of

war necessary for their safety.

The members of the league undertake
to interchange full and frank informa-
tion as to the scale of their armaments,
their military and naval programmes,
and the condition of such of their indus-
tries as are adaptable to warlike pur-
poses.

(This covers the ground of the original
article 8, but is rewritten to make it
clearer that armament reduction plans
must be adopted by the nations affected
before they become effective.)

ARTICLE NINE.

A permanent commission shall be con-
stituted to advise the council on the
execution of the provisions of articles 1
and 8 on military and naval questions
generally. | |

(Unchanged, except for the insertion of
the words “Article 1.”)

ARTICLE TEN.

The members of,the league ux}dcrtake
to respect and preserve as against ex-
ternal aggression the territorial integrity
and existing political independence of all
members of the league. In case of any
such suggestion or in case of any threat
or danger of such aggression, the cou:gcxl
shall advise upon the means by which
this obligation shall be fulfilled.

(Virtually unchanged.)

ARTICLE ELEVEN.

Any war or threat of war whether im-
mediately affecting any of the members
of the league or not, is hereby declared
a matter of concern to the whole league,
and the league shall take any action that

may be deemed wise and effectual to’

safeguard the peace of nations. In case
any such emergency should arise, the
secretary-general shall, on the request of
any member of the league, forthwith
summon a meeting of the council.

1t also declared to be the fundamental
right of each member of the league to
bring to the attention of the assembly or
of the council any circumstance what-
ever affecting international relations
which threaten to disturb either the
peace or the good understanding. be-
tween nations upon which peace depends.

ARTICLE TWELVE,

The members of the league agree that
if there should arise between them any

In any case under this article, the
award of the arbitrators shall be made
within a reasonable time, and the report
of the council shall be made within six
months after the,submission of the dis-
pute.

(Virtually unchanged except that some
provisions of the original are eliminated
for inclusion in other articles).

ARTICLE THIRTEEN.

The members of the league agree that
that whenever any dispute shall arise be-
tween them which they recognize to be
suitable for submission to arbitration
and . which cannot be satisfactorily
settled by diplomacy, they will submit
the whole subject matter to arbitration.
Disputes as to the interpretation of a
t}-eaty, as to any question of interna-
tioral law, as to the existence of any
fact which if established would consti-
tute a breach of any international obliga-
.tions or as to the extent and nature of
the reparation to be made for any such
breach, are declared to be among those
wbich are generally suitable for submis-
sion to arbitration. For the considera-
tion of any such dispute the court of
arbitration to which the case is sub-
mitted shall be a ¢ourt agreed upon by
the parties to the dispute or stipulated|
in any convention existing between them.
The members of the league agree that
they will carry out.in full good faith
any award that may be rendered and
that they will not resort to war against
a member of the league which complies
therewith. In the event of any failure to
carry out such an award, the ecouncil
shall propose what steps should be taken
to give effect thereto.

(Only minor changes in language).

ARTICLE FOURTEEN.

The council shall formulate and sub-
mit to the members of the league for
adoption plans for the establishment of
a permanent court of international jus-
tice. The court shall be competent to
hear and determine any dispute of an
international character which the parties
thereto submit to it. The court may also
give an advisory opinion upon any dis-
pute or question referred to it by the
council or by the assembly. ’ A

(Unchanged except for addition of the
last sentence.) .

: ARTICLE FIFTEEN,

If there should arise between mem-
bers of the league any dispute likely to
lead to a rupture, which is not submitted
to arbitration as above, the members of
the league agree that they will submit
the matter to the council. Any party to
the dispute may effect such submission
bv giving notice of the existence of the
dispute to the sécretary-gen who
will make all necessary arrangensents for
a full investigation and consideration
thereof. For this purpose the parties to
the dispute will communicate to the sec-
retary-generzl, as promptly as.possible,
statements of their case, all the relevant
facts and papers; the council may forth-
with direct the publication there of.

The council shall endeavor to, effect a
settlement of any dispute, and if such
efforts are successful, a statement shall
be made public giving such facts and ex-
planations regarding the dispute, terms
or settlement thereof as the council may
deem appropriate. i

If the dispute is not thus settled, the
council either unanimously or by a ma-
jority vote shall make and publish a re-
vort containing a statement of the facts
of the dispute and the recommendations
which are deemed just and proper in re-
gard thereto. ’

Any member of the league represent-
ed on the council may make public a
statement of the facts of the disputg and |
of its conclusions regarding the same.

ARTICLE SEVENTEEN,

In the advent of a dispute between a
member of the I and a state which
is not a member the league, or be-
tween states not members of the league,
the state or states not members of the
league shall be invited to accept the obli-
gations of membership in the league for
‘the purpose of such dispute, upon such
conditions as the council may deem just.
If such invitation is accepted, the provi-
sions of articles twelve to sixteen in-
clusive shall be applied with such modi-
fication as may be deemed necessary by
the council. oy

Upon £uch invitation being given, the
council shall immediately institute an
inquiry into the circumstances of the dis-
pute and recommend such action as may
seem best and most effectual in the cir-
cumstances,

If a state, so invited shall refuse to
accept the obligations of membership in
the league for the purposes of such dis-
pute, and shall resort to war against a
member of the league, the provisions of
article sixteen «shall be applicable as
against the state taking such action.

If both parties to the uispute, when
so invited refuse to accept “the obliga-
tion of membership in the league for
the purposes of such dispute, the council
may take such measures and make such
recommendations as will prevent hostili-
ties and will result in the settlement of
the dispute.

(Virtually unchanged.)

ARTICLE EIGHTEEN.

Every convention or international en-
gagément entered into henceforward by
any member  of the league, shall be
forthwith registered with the secretariat
and shall as soon as possible be publish-
ted by it. No such treaty or interna-
tiopal engagément shall be binding until
so0 registered.

(Same as original article twenty-three.)

ARTICLE NINETEEN,

The assembly may from time to time
advise the reconsideration by members
of the league of treaties which have be-
come in applicable, and the consider-
ation of international conditions whose
continuanoce might endanger the peace of
the world.

“ARTICLE TWENTY.

The membets of the league severaily
tagree that this covenamt is accepted as
abrogating all obligations or understand-
ings inter se which are inconsistent with
the terms thereof, and solemnly under-
take that they will not hereafter enter
into any engagements inconsistent with
the terms” thereof. . °

In case members of.the league shall,
before becoming a ‘member of the league
have undertaken any obligations incon-
sistent ‘with the terms of this covenant,
it shall be the auty of such member to
take immediate steps to procure-its re-
lease from such obligations.

ARTICLE TWENTY-ONE.

Nothing in this covenant shall be
deemed to affect the validity of inter-
national engagements such as treaties
of arbitration or regional understandings
like the Monroe doctrine for securing the
maintenance of peace.

(Entirely new.)

ARTICLE TWENTY-TWO.

&‘o those colonies ‘and territories which
as a consequence of the late war have
ceased to be under the sovereignty of the
states which formerly governed them
and which are inhabited by peoples not
yet able to stand by themselves under
the strenuous conditions of the modern
world, there should be applied the prin-
ciple that the well-being and develop-
ment of such peoples form a sacred trust
of civilization and that securities for
the performance of this trust should be
embodied in the covenant.

The best method ef giving practicable
effect” to this principle is that the tutel-
age of such peoples be entrusted to ad-
vanced nations who, by reason of their
resources, their experience or their geo-
praphical - position, can best undertake
‘this responsibility, and who are willing
to accept it, and that this tutelage should
be exercised by them as mandatories on
behalf of the league.

The character of the mandate must
differ according to the stage of the de-
velopment of the people, the geographi-
cal situation of the territory, its econo-
mic condition and other similar circum-
stances. :

Certain communities formerly belong-
ing to the Turkish empire have reached
a state of development where their exist-
ence as independent nations can be pro-
visionally recognized subject to the ren-
dering of administrative advice and as-
sistance by a mandatory until such time
as they are able to stand alone. The
wishes of these communities must be
a ptincipal consideration in the selection
of the mandatory.

Other peoples, especially those of Cent-
ral Africa, are at such a stage that the
mandatory must be responsible for the
administration of the territory under con--
ditions which will guarantee freedom of
conscience “of religion subject only to
the 'maintenance of public order and
morals, the prohibition of abuses such
as the slave trade, the arms traffic and
the liquor traffice, and the prevention of
the establishment of fortifications or
military and naval bases and of military
training of the nations for other than
police purposes and the defence of terri-
tory, and will also secure equal oppor-
tunities for the trade and commerce of
other members of the league.

There are territories, such as South
Africa and certain of the South Pacific
islands, which owing .to the sparseness
of their population or their small size,
or ‘their remoteness from the centres of
civilization or their geographical con-

tinguity to the territory of the manda-

A permanent commission shall be con-
stituted to receive and examine the an-
nual reports of the mandatories, and to
advise the council on all matters relat-
ing to the observance of the-mandates.

ARTICLE TWENTY-THREE,

Subject to and in accordance with the
provisions of international conventions
existing or hereafter to be agreed upon,
the members of the league (a), will
endeavor to secure and maintain fair
and humane conditions of labor for men,
women and childrefi, both in their own
countries and all the countries to which
their commercial and industrial relations
extend, and for that purpose will estab-
lish and maintain the necessary inter-
ational law (b) undertake to secure just
treatment of the native inhabitants of
territories under their control; (c) will
entrust  the league with the general
supervision over the execution of agree-
ments with regard to the traffic in wo-
men and children, and the traffic in

|opium and other dangerous drugs; (d)

will entrust the league with the general
supervision of the trade in arms and
ammunition with the countries in which
the control of their traffic is necessary
in the common interest; (e) will mahe
provision to secure and maintain- free-
dom of communication and of transit
and equitable’ treatment for the com-
merce of all members of the league. In
this connection the special necessities of
the regions devastated during the war of
1914-1918 shall be in mind; (f) will
endeavor to take steps in matters of
international concern for the prevention
and control of disease.

Negroes Used Both Gun and
Knife When Ordered Back
Into Line — 1,000,000 Saw
20th Division on Parade.

Boston, April 26—A United States
bluejacket was shot to death and a sea-
man in the United States mgrchant ma-
rine was badly cut by two negroes at
Columbus avenue and Dartmouth street,
South End, yesterday afternmoon as the
great parade of the fighting 26th division
of New England was passing. The ne:
groes were attempting to crawl beneath',
the ropes along the curb stones, ang
were ordered back by the sailors, whe
were doing guard duty there. Words
followed, and one of the negroes pro-

! duced a revolver and fired several shots,
. while the other drew a knife and attack-

ed' the merchant sailor. The shots-caused
a panic in the vast crowd at that point,
and several persons were injured in try-
ing to escape in the crush.

The negroes were roughly handled by
the crowd and were locked up. One by-
stander was shot in a'leg and two others
were so severely hurt that they were
sent to a hospital. One of the negroes
was later taken to a hospital. |

Mrs. A. W. Estey, the secretary, re-
ported that eighteen meetings had been
held during the year and that twenty-
eight societies were now in federation
with the council.

Miss Alice Estey, treasurer, reported
total receipts,  $2,699.68, expenditures,
$2,570.99 and o balance of $28.64. -
Good 'Work Done,

Miss Amelia J. Haley read her report
as corresponding secretary as follows:

The activities of the St. John Local
Council of Women for the year 1918-19,
show an ever increasing progress in the
far reaching and extensive work of an
organization which for twenty-five
years has been associated with the most

After our annual meeting last March
the St. John Local Council of Women
organized a ward campaign with the
convenorship of Mrs. H. B. Peck in the
interests of the War Garden Association.
Mrs. Peck’s report submitted to the
council last fall showed that 487 gardens
had been cultivated.

In October the council had the pleas-
ure and privilege of a visit from Mrs. W.
E. Sanford, president of the Local Coun-
cil of Women of Canada. ~A delightful
luncheon at the Royal hotel was tendered
Mrs. Sanford and among the council’s
guests on this occasion were Mrs. Win.
Pugsley, wife of the lieutenant-governor
of New Brunswick; Mrs. R. T. Hayes;
Miss Carmichael, of New.  Glasgow. A
public meeting was held in the evening in
the G. W. V., A. hall when an eloquent
and inspiring address was made to the
women of St. John by our national presi-
dent. ‘At this meeting a report of the
yrevious year's work of the council was
read and a delightful programme of
music furnished by Mrs. Furlong-
Schmidt, Misses I.vnch, Mrs. Furlong-
Coleman and Miss Hogan. An interest-
ing feature of the meeting was the visit
from three Japanese officers of the mili-
tary Y. M. C. A, Colonel Airayuma,
Captains Sagara and Okumura. The
council felt deeply indebted to Miss
Grace Leavitt, 1st vice-president and
Mrs. D. MacLellan provincial vice-presi-
dent, - for the efficient manner in which
the arrangements for Mrs. Sanford’s visit
was carried out. |

The Influenza,

The council enjoyed n address from
Senator Everett Colby, United States,
and Mr., Jones of the food board, Otta-
wa, Miss Helen Reed of Boston ad-
d.ressed the council on the Americaniza-
tion of the immigrant,

The outbreak of the influenza in the
fall made it necessary for the board of
public health to prohibit public meetings

and therefore meetings of the council
were retaxded until early in December.
Particular mention-is due many of our
federated societi for the excellent
wqu accomplished- during this fearful
epidemic. Their co-operation in the way
of generous donations of food and per-
sonal service rendered in the delivery of
nourishment to the stricken families,
helped the sufferers and also aided those
who had assumed the responsibility for
the noble work of the public diet kitchen.

On December 18 the St. John council
held 2 “Rosebud Day,” for the benefit of
the Children’s Aid Society. The pro-
ceeds “of the previous effort in 1917
formed a nucleus for the purchase of the
new home for the children in Garden
street. This year the proceeds were de-
voted to the furnishing' of this home.
Despite the unfortunate .iclemency of
the weather the societies which had as-
sumed the responsibility for the various
wards worked assiduously and their en-
ergetic efforts realized for the council the
sum of $2,297.68. It was a matter of
public comment that the expenses for an
undertaking of this kind amounted to
only $88.99, so that we were able to hand
the president of the Children’s Aid So-

.ciety on Christmas Eve a check for

$2,258.69.

To increase the council fund our presi-
dent volunteered in December- to give
an illustrated lecture on a trip to Cali-
fornia through the Yosemite Valley.
This lecture delivered in the Art Club
room delighted the large audience and
was deeply appreciated by the council.

Just before Christmas the president
kindly conferred life memberships in the
St. John council on Mrs. A. W. Estey,
recording secretary, the treasurer, Miss
Alice Estey as well as the corresponding
secretary, Miss Amelia Haley, in recog-
nition of faithful services rendered.

At Christmas forty pairs of socks were
given. to the sailors’ home by a commit-
tee in the council.

In conclusion of this report, may I
add that in no period of history has the
world faced so many serious and com-
plicated problems as confront us today.
The solution of these gigantic world
problems seems at times to be beyond
human ingenuity. Fout long years .of
war have proved to us conclusively that
education and intellectual culture are
poor safeguards unless based on higher
motives and directed towards lawful
ends. The thoughtful woman’s mind is
driven to seek a solution of the world’s
problem in a different direction and to
emphasize principles which lie at the
root of human progress and well being.
Peace to be enduring in theindividual
as well as in the national life, must come
from the supernatural order. Without
obedience to divine laws man is incap-
able of acting rightly to himself, or
others. In this reconstruction period wo-
man’s influence can lend itself directly
and indirectly to a recognition of a
Divine, authority and to a clear sense
of higher resposibility. Questions must
be studied today from every standpoint
and no organization gives women a bet-
ter opportunity to study the co;m_try’s
needs and problems than the National
Council of Women of Canada. V{omen
of St. John uphold your council’s ideals,
send your competent delegates to .the
meetings when vital interests are being
discussed. The social welfare work of
our city and province depend almost en-
tirely on woman’s individual knowledge
of conditions, her individual interest in
public affairs, and her willingness to lend
her ability to worthy objects.

Social Service Work
In New answick‘

Speaker Says Percentage of Illiter-
ates Here Greatest in Canada—
Work to Be Done '

New Brunswick is the most illiterate
province in Canada, declared Rev. E. F.
McL. Smith, of London (Ont.), secre-
tary of the Social Service Countcil for
New Brunswick and P: E, Island, in an
address at the Germain street Baptist
church yesterday. Rev. Mr. Smith, in his
opening remarks, referred to the fact that
people are living in what is practically a
new world, brought about by the war,
whic¢h had changed conditions. We were
passing through a critical time and it
was absolutely necessary to make the
most of our opportunities if we are to
make the world what we want it to be.

He urged increased attention to the
matters of child welfare, temperance and
education. The statistics of the last cen-
sus show that New Brunswick is the
most illiterate of all the provinces, four-
teen per cent. of the people over five
years of age not being able to read or
write. In Quebec the percentage was
twelve per cent.; Prince Edward Island,
seven per cent, and Nova Scotia, ten
per cent. The Social Service Council is
endeavoring to change these conditions
by urging a. better enforcement of the
truancy act, attempting to provide homes
for ' orphan children and advocating
mothers’ pensions given by the province.

The Social Service Council, said Rev.
Mr. Smith, is endeavoring to educate the
people in connection with.the provincial
health act. The council appreciates the,
work of the provincial ‘government in
this regard, realizing that its health leg-
islation marks a step in advance of all
other provinces, The council is endeavor-
ing to educate public opinion to appreci-
ate the great benefits conferred by this

act.

Rev. Mr. Smith explained at length the
nature of the work undertaken by the
council which is attempting to unite the
forces of the church and organizations to
better social conditions with a view to
improving moral, social and economic
conditions. The Social Service Council
aims to improve child life, including edu-
cation.

with which the social servic: in the pro-
vince will concern itself is the temper-
ance issue. Work has already been be-
gun with the view of uniling the tem-
perance forces in the province to pre-
pare for a referendum.

At Centenary church last evening Rev.
Mr. Smith spoke of the place of prayer

in the church. He drew attention to the

fact that the church today seems to have

lost considerable of the power it once

possessed through prayer. One of the
greatest needs of the world today, the
speaker said, is a revival of devotion on
the part of church members themselves.
The world will never be touched by a
cold, indifferent church that recognizes
class distinction and that depends on ma-
terial resources instead of spiritual pow-
er. We today have lost in the Metho-
dist church much of the old-time Metho-
dist fire and power which characterized
the early days of Methodism, and the
Presbyterians of today regret the loss of
the enthusiasm and spiritual power that
characterized the days of the Covenant-
ers.. It has been said that once the
church was poor, but powerful, but to-
day it is rich and powerless. It is a
significant fact that God never called
anyone to perform a signal service for
Him without first of all bringing him
to his knees. He has strikingly used the
weak things to bring to nought the
mighty.

Luther, the leading spirit of the Re-
formation, and the Wesleys, of the great
revival in England, owed their power and
influence not to any material support or
influence, but solely to their power in
prayer. We are entering upon what will
perhaps be the fiercest fight the temper-
ance people have had to face. Already
the opponents of prohibition have done
much in the way of preparation.

The speaker urged upon all Christians
and members. of all organizations work-
ing for the improvement of social condi-
tions to unite their efforts in combatting
the evil of strong drink and plead with
Almighty God for His support and help,
for as we recognize the part that prayer
played in the great victories that crown-
ed our struggles of the past four years,
so we must realize that in this great
conflict prayer must also be resorted to.

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Historians at Last Have Access To
The Ancient Manuscripts

Many Lost Treasures— Sir Edwin
Pears to Deive Among Long-
Hidden Documents

London, April 26— Antiquarians and
historians are now to have for the fimst
time since the Turks took possession of
Constantinople the opportunity for mak-
ing a thorough investigation of the liter-
ary treasures stored away in the great
libraries there. ;

_'The contents of the bookshelves of the
6t. Sophia and Palace libraries are
snown, but in the cellars under the Pal-
ace library there are many manuscripts
in Arabic, Greek, Latin and Eastern
languages. These manuscripts are in
hopeless confusion, and no person with
special aptitude for research work has
been permitted to examine them in re-
cent years. About thirty years ago a
German dragoman obtained permission
from the Sultan to spend a week in those
cellars. In that time he was able to
make only a very superficial examination
of the manuscripts, but his search, short
as it was, revealed many books in Greek
and Arabic of great value. Among the
discoveries he reported were the lost
books of Livy, the great Roman his-
torian.

Among celebrated British scholars who
are planning to go to Constantinople to
delve among the long-hidden manu-
scripts is Sir Edwin Pears, the historian,
who has spent many years in Constan-
tinople. Sir Edwin told the Associated
Press correspondent that at least six
months would be required for the in-
vestigation. He does not think the lib-
raries have been damaged by the Turks,
who, he says, are utterly indifferent to
their value. His only fear is that the
manuscripts will be found in a sad state
as a result of neglect,

While I would not care to-keep its

members out of civil life an hour longer
than is absolutely necessary, I feel that
there is no branch of the service that is
doing better work for the boys in khaki,
and for the country at large, than this
same little band.

Attend, if you will, one of the steam-
ers or trains which bring the soldier
boys home, and, next to the sight of their
loved ones, what is it that delights them
the most? It is the “good old band.” Its
thrilling soulful, patriotic music com-
forts, cheers, inspires them and their de-
pendents; it soothes their racked nerves;
it softens and removes the grouches
which many of these cherish after a
weary ocean voyage or a tiresome train
trip; it fills them with the true home
spirit. No civillan band, no matter how
excellent, could exert the same charm on
the returned soldier.

To my mind the khaki band is one of
ihe most potent factors in the welcome
reception of the returning soldiers and
vlays a very important part in the gen-l
eral scheme of repatriation,-as it serves
to emphasize upon the civilian population
that peace has not yet been proclaimed
and that there are war obligations and
obligations to the returning soldiers
which must not be forgotten. Some peo-
ple have forgotten those obligations,
others would like to forget, but they
must be emphasized until every last man
has been brought back and re-establish-
ed in civil life. - .

PUBLIC HEALTH
NOTES

It has been, for some time past, well
known that the common house fly is
only 'a useless insect, and when in the
house in any number, a sign of poor
housekeepeng, but also a most positive
danger to the health of the inmates.

It is often supposed that the fly is a
purely domestic creature, that is, that it
lives exclusively in the'rooms or hops;s
where it makes its appearance. This,
really, is not the fact. It . has been
proven beyond dispute, that the fly is
capable and is in the habit of,.mak}ng
quite extended excursiong and journies.
An individual fly, properly marked so as
to be recognized, has frequently been
found at a distance of half a mile from
the place where it was first cap'gured,
marked and released. This, it wm' be
seen, gives it every chance to come into
contact with all sorts of substances, in-
fected and otherwise, and it is known
beyond all doubt that it is capable of
carrying infection upon its feet and with-
in its body, and depositing it upon any-
thing it chooses to light upon.

It breeds, by choice, in horse manure,
from eggs deposited there by the adult
fly, and first assumes the form of a mag-
got, and afterwards develops into its
well known shape. Cold weather, that is,
the first frosty nights, render them tor-
nid, but they revive during the day, if
the place or house in which they are,
Lecomes warm. Repeated frosts and
continued cold weather, however, destroy
the vast majority of them, but not all. A
few manage to survive every winter, en-

sconsed in some secluded and dark place,
in a sort of suspended cnimation, ready
to revive with the oncoming spring. In
fact, a few only, is necessary thus to sur-
vive, for when warm weather comes,
they breed at such a tremendous rate,
that, during one season, very many thou-
sands of them are capable of being pro-
pagoted by a single pair which has sur-
vived the winter,

In order, therefore, to keep them in
check, it is plain that the most favor-
able time to destroy them is in the spring
st the moment they make their first ap-
pearance. The destruction of a single
fly at that time may prevent the pro-
duction of some hundreds or thousands
later on. It is also of the utmost im-
portance that the favorite breeding-
ground of flies, -namely, horse-manure
collections, being made inaccessible to
the flies. If this is done, it is evident
that no flies can deposit their eggs there,
and, hence, no flies can be produced
from these deposits of manure. All
manure accumulations, therefore, in cities
towns and villages, and in other places
where the stables are close to the house,
should be Kept at all times so covered
thaat flies can not have access to them.

If these manure heaps are exposed, the
local health authorities should be noti-
fied, so that measures can be taken to
have them properly covered.

Much can also be done by the house-
holder to protect the house against the
entrance of flies. During the warm wea-
ther, suitable screens should be fitted to
all doors and windows which are fre-
quently open. No slops or other offen-
sive matter from house or elsewhere
should be thrown out anywhere near a
house. In the country where no regu-

lar system of drainage exists, slops and |-

such like should not be thrown continu-
ously in one place, but a.new spot should
be selected every few days, so that the
grass and other vegetation may not be
killed out in these places. If these
changes are made the grass will grow
luxuriantly over such spots and do very
much to prevent these spots from be-
coming a breeding and feeding place for

Fly-traps and stick fly papers are use-
ful, but only moderately so, as the

“In the library of the Church of the
Holy Sepulchre in Constantinople he

came across a small volume entitled

simply ‘Saint Clement’ It contained not
only the epistles of St. Clement, but the
teachings of the Twelve Apostles, lost
since about 1050. Some authorities date
the book ‘as early as 70, some as late as
120.
“Another book of equal value was
Ajscovered in the library of St. Sophia
in about 1875, called ‘The Manuscripts
) of Critobolus’ This is the only record
we possess containing an account, from
the Greek side, of the siege of Constan-
tinople. I was the first to take advan-
tage of this find in my writings of the
siege. The book unearthed -by Crito-
-bolus was a life of Mahommed. It re-
vealed how the Greek turned Romans
to save their skins.”

Another library which Sir Edwin
plans to explore is at Mt. Athos, a pen-
insular devoted to the Greek Church
since 1100. It is situated between Con-
stantinople and Salonica.

Of this strange homing instinct, which
:makes possible the successful propaga-
(tion of salmon, and writing of the sock-
‘eye, generally held to be of the same
ispecies as the blueback, Charles H. Gil-
‘bert. professor of zoolozy, Stanford Uni-
| versity, says in his 1915 contribution to
the report of the British Columbia com-
missioner of fisheries:

In order to maintain the supply of sal-
mon in a given district, it will not be
ladequate to install a hatchery on any
convenient stream into which the entire
output of the hatchery will be turned.
On the contrary, each stream must be
given separate consideration, and must
receive its own quota of fry to feed and
grow within its boundaries. The orig-
!inal source of the eggs is seemingly a
matter of no importance. The destin-
ation of the adult salmon is determined
by the locality in which the young were
reared.

The native blueback rnn found its
spawning grounds in Wallowa Lake.
Then came dams and other obstructions
incident to settlement and industry. and
the fish were barred from the waters of
their nativity. In .direct consequence,
says the Game and Fish Commission,
the run dwindled and died out. Its sole
survivors are stunted little twelve-inch
salmon, locked in the lake. They are
locally known as “yanks,” and are
antgled for as trout.

By artificial propagation, supplement-
ing the egg-take from specimens of the
revived run with shipments of eggs from
Alaska, the Columbia is to retain this
choice salmon for the edification of
anglers and the enrichment of the fish-
ing industry. In time it is believed that
the local egz-take will prove adequate
for continued restocking.

The incident of the blueback salmon
is comparatively inconspicnious. Little
was said about it, and less has been
written. Only the fishermen on the
river, winnine good wages when the run
was on, and the members of the com-
mission itself, knew that modern meth-
ods had preserved a valuable economic
resource, and had played nature’s hand
so adroitly that instinct was the trump
card.—QOregonian,

WHITLEY COUNCILS PLAN
OUTLINED BY THE AUTHOR

Object is Stimulation of Workers—A New Status Given to Trade
Uniens and Scope Previded For Young Mea of Ideas

(Financial Post)

The National Joint Industrial Coun-
eils, over whose inspection I had the
Yonor to preside, have now been estab-
lished in twenty-five trades. Interim

- Industrial Reconstruction Committees,
which fulfill the same function in indus-
tries whose progress towards Joint Stan-
ing Industrial Councils has been through
various reasons delayed, have been set
up in twenty-five other industries.

The municipal Corportions Associc-
tion have agreed to apply the scheme
not onzy to trading departments such|
as gas and tramways but also to their
non-trading administrative departments.
Already some three and a half million
workers arc organized under the scheme.
Its extension to other industries is pro-
cecding rapidly. When all have been or-
ganized, we may hope to form a real
Industrial Council which will perman-

. ently fulfil the functions now being
temporarily attempted by the Industrial
Peace Conference summoned by the
premier,

Such a council would have a very great
advantage over any provisional body ap-
pointed to deal with a special emergency,
‘because its members would be accustom-
ed to deal with industrial problems.
They would be experts who had spent
their lives in industry. They would be
skilled in technical negotiation. They
would know each other. Their confer-
ence as old partners in council would
obviously be less subject to friction than
the conference of two bodies speciclly
formed to represent conflicting class in-
terests. I look forward with great hope-
fulress to the ultimate influence of the
Join* Standing Industrial Councils in
solving the constructive problems of in-
dustry.

Unrest Means Progress

Already the schieme is producing ex-
cellent results, not only !hrough the Na-
tional Councils but
District Councils and Works Committees.
They are giving a new status to trade
unions and to the workers. They are
stimulating the workers’ pride and inter-
est in their calling. They are providing
scope for the young men who are caus-
ing what is called “industrial unrest.”
Unrest is a sign of health. Unrest is an
essential condition of progress, if only it
is frankly given a constructive outlet.
Unrest convoked the committee which
has come to be associated with my name
and inspired its efforts to evolve a new
and better industrial order.

The committee were asked to advise
the government on two points:

1.—To make and consider suggestions
for securing a permanent improvement
In the relations between employers and
workmen. :

2.—To recommend means for securing
that industrial conditions affecting the
relations between employers and work-
men shall be systematically reviewed by
those concerned, with a view to im-
proving conditions in the future.

The committee unznimously decided
that the best way to secure the desired
improvement in relations between em-
ployers and workpeople was to establish-
the machinery for systematic review of
industrial conditions “by those concern-
ed.” We came to the conclusion that the
people who spend their lives in an in-
dustry are the best qualified to solve its
problems, and we therefore devised a
schem® whose purpose was to encourage
the application of the workpeople’s minds
to the business of self-government,

The scheme recommended by the com-
mittee is not rigid; each trade is asked
to adapt the general principles to its own
needs. Joint Standing Industrial Coun-
cils are recommended to bring employers
and workpeople together - in regular
meetings for discussion of matters of
common interest. These meetings, we
thought, would “produce an atmosphere
in which disputes when they arose could
be settled by an appeal to reason.” They ,
would tend, we believed, to reduce to a |
minimum the suspicion which the prime |
minister rightly described the other day |
as the chief cause of misunderstanding
and antagonism. l

Workers’ Control of Conditions,

The problems with which the Indus-
trial Councils are invited to grapple are .
the regularisation of employment, indus- '
trial training, utilization of inventions,
industrial research, the improvement of
design and quality, and legislation af-
fecting workshop conditions.

These matters in the past have been‘
left in the main to the employers, and
we felt that the knowledge and experi-
ence of the people actually engaged in in-
dustry constituted an asset of immense
value and practical usefulness which
ought no longer to be wasted. Further-
more, we thought that the work-people
were rightly entitled to some share of
control over the conditions of their work
and that such share of control must in-
evitably induce a wider interest in their
work, a grester sense of responsibility,
and a more active co-operation between
managers and manual workers, in the

° promotion of industry. -
The scheme accordingly recommended
is to form a triple joint organization—
in the workshops, the districts, and na-
tionally. The function of the works
committee is to issue and revise working
rules, arrange the distribution of work- |
ing hours, regulate piece prices, settle!
methods of wage paymentis, adjust shop
grievances, and deal with such other/
matters as holidays, physical welfare,
questions of discipline, termns of engage-
ment, training of appreatices, technical
jibrary, suggestions for improvement in
ethods, investigations of causes tending
reduce efficiency, collections for clubs
and charities, entertainment and .sport.
The District Councils are fo consider
matters of interest to their district and
to tuke executive action with regard to
them, to co-ordinate local workshop prac-

Eliminating Conflict,

As. to the purpose of the National
Councils and the scheme as a whole,, I
cannot define them better than by quot-
ing from the admirable preface to the
constitution and rules of the Industrial
Council for the Building Industry, which
1 think thoroughly deserving of wide
publicity :—

“By general consent the old system
has proved itself unworthy, and the
reasons for its failure are not far to seek.
From the days of the industrial revolu-
tion the relations between employers and
employed have been based upon antag-
onism, coercion and resistance

“Under such & system many a for-
ward move on the part of labor towards
improved conditions is opposed almost as
a matter of duty by the employers’ as-
sociation, and, conversely, many improve-
ments in the direction of increased pro-
duction and efficiency are countered by
the restrictive regulations of the trade
unions; both sides acting, as they believe,
in the interests of their members.

“The two sides rarely meet except to
make demands of one another or to com-
promise conflicting claims, and negotia-
tions are inevitably carried on as between
two hostile bodies. In this way great
powers of leadership and willing service
are diverted.from constructive work into
the sterile fields of largely useless con-
troversy. . . .

“Industrizl peace must come, not as a
result of the balance of power, with a
supreme court of appeal in the back-
ground; it must arlse as the inevitable
by-product of mutual confidence, real
justice, constructive good-will. Industry
needs no truce. no compultsory arbitra-
tion, no provisions -for postponement of

sputes.

“What it needs is confidence and a
courageous forward movement, supported
by the constructive genius of both sides
in common council. No one engaged in
constructive work can fail to respond to
the tremendous call of the big job, and
