kind and a bucket shop. The delivery of 
a $15,000,000 worth of cotton to 
making a‘ couple of thousand dollars a year 
seemed ridiculous, and yet he supposed 
there was a certificate for actual stock, 
held by the broker in New York or some 
qne, making a substance-for the • transac­
tion. But he could see no real difference 
between these transactions and bucket 
shop transactions.

Mr. Powell said that bucket shop tran­
sactions were all imaginary and there was 
no pretence at delivery. It was sito 
betting on the market. Continuing, he 
contended that to the public, the branch 
bank was opened, and conducted to do and 
transact business in the same manner as 
the head office, and the amount was with­
in the discretion of the banking officer 
in charge. Now, it was trifling with a 
man’s conscience, and a play on words, 
to ask him to point out a difference be­
tween allowing an overdraft, and certifying 
a check, where there were no funds for 
payment of the check. It was a difference 
without a distinction -and allowing an 
overdraft was permitted. So it was in the 
ordinary scope of business to certify a 
check without funds, and $10,000 in bank­
ing business was a relatively small check.

The citisens of St. John yesterday de­
cided they wanted James H. Frink as their 
first mayor under the commission form 
of government to hold office for two years, 
that they wanted Harry R. McLellan and 
Herbert B. Schofield to hold office for 
four years as commissioners, and that 
they wanted Rupert W. Wigmore and 
Miles E. Agar às commissioners to hold 
office for two years. The total vote cast 

6,426, the largest vote ever polled 
in a civic contest and 594 more votes than 
were cast in the primaries, two weeks be­
fore.

The result yesterday showed marked 
changes, from the .voting.in the primaries.
Mayor Frink, it is believed, secured the 
greater portion of the vote cast for , W.
S. Fisher, and instead of being nearly 700 
behind T. H. Bullock, according to the 
corrected returns; was elected over Mr.
Bullock by a majority of seven. Mayor 
Frink yesterday received 3,216 votes as 
compared with 1,727! in the primaries, and 
Mr. Bullock received 3,200 yesterday as 
compared with 2,422 in the primaries.

Mr. McLellan succeeded in overcoming 
the lead which H. B. Schofield secured in 
the primaries and more than doubled the 
vote of the low men in the contest. Mr.
McLellan secured 3,960 votes out of the 
6.425 polled, a most -remarkable, record, 
adding more than 1,700 votes to the num­
ber he received in the primaries. He re­
ceived 1,307- more votes than were- neces­
sary to elect him.

H. B. Schofield came second in the con-^> 
test for commissioners with 3,68-1 votes, 
and is being heartily congratulated on bis 
splendid vote. He ran more than 1,000 
votes ahead of the other members of the 
citizens’ ticket.

Aid. B. W. Wigmore, who is the only 
survivor of the Old council on the com­
mission-elect, came upv from fifth piace 
in' the primaries to third place, with a to­
tal of 2,955.

Miles E.‘ Agar, 
of the citizens’ ticket, was fourth man 
with a total of 2,680,. and Mr. Allan was 
very close with a total of 2,652, or just 
twenty-eight votes behind his associate on 
the citizens’ ticket, and 303 votes behind 
Mr. Wigmore.
