New York, May 3—(By Canadian Press)—Torn pitying cards, the sec­
tions fitting together like a jig-saw puzzle served the double purpose of a 
receipt and an Identification card In liquor transactions carried on by the 
•kipper of a rum-running vessel, customs agents discovered after the seiz­
ure of the motor boat K.10723. Th I» method was devised to protect the 
cargo of rum from highjackers,and rum pirates, according to Information 
furnished by one of the crew of the seized motor boat.

After seizing the motor beat the custMis agsntt Salvaged’ papers and 
cases of liquor that had been thrown overboard. Among the papers were a 
large number of sections of playing cards carefully cut In a queer Jagged 
shape. On these sections agents discovered such notations as “100 cases,” 
“200 cases," etc.

The system was devised by the Rum Row skipper after he had lost 
valuable shipments of liquor to pirates. He now gets paid for all of his 
liquor In advance and gives part of a playing card, cut In a jagged shape 
and with the purchase of liquor noted on It In Ink ae the buyer’s receipt. 
This transaction takes place In the Bahamas.

The skipper keeps the other part of the playing card, which also besrs 
the notation of the amount of liquor sold. Some time after his arrival In 
Rum Row, according to the prearranged plan, the liquor purchaser sends 
a runner out In a speed boat to bring the liquor ashore. The runner has 
been supplied, either by mall or messenger, with the playing-card receipt for 
the liquor he calls for.

The wary skipper, standing armed on the deck of his boat, demands 
that this receipt be handed up oved the siqe to him, and no liquor Is low­
ered Into the waiting- runner’s craft unless the Jagged edges of the bits of 
card will fit together perfectly.

the McKenna Budget when Imported 
from British countries. The admission 
of Canadian-made motor cars at a 
duty of 22 2-9 per cent., compared 
with 33 1-3 per cent, against United 
States products, gave an immediate 
stimulus to the motor industry in this 
country. Exports of motor cars and 
parts thereof from Canada to all coun­
tries were valued at less than $9,000,000 
in 1919, but in the past fiscal year the 
corresponding values were $29,454,793, 
despite a lower range of prices. To 
Great Britain alone exports of this 
class last year were $10,000,000. Some 
of the largest motor car industries in 
the United States have made Canada 
the principal seat of their export busi­
ness. Having erected or extended 
plants in this country to get the bene­
fit of the preference in the British 
market, they have found it convenient 
to make Canada their base of supplies 
for other foreign countries. It is to be 
hoped they have found other advan­
tages in production here which wiÿ 
persuade them to continue to manufac­
ture for export on Canadian soil.

There will be disappointment but 
no surprise or complaint in Canada 
over the Chancellor’s refusal to ratify 
the preference proposals of the Bald­
win Government submitted last year to 
the Imperial Economic Conference. 
The proposals were binding only on 
their authors, andl as they required 
the imposition of new taxes on British 
consumers for the benefit of Dominion 
producers a free trade Ministry could 
not be expected to make them its 
The resolutions will be left to an open 
vote in the British Parliament, and it 
is possible, though not probable, that 
they will yet be adopted. Tariff pre­
ferences on tinned salmon and lobsters, 
honey, apples, raw tobacco and dried 
fruits would have been useful to Cana­
dian producers of these things, but 
they are purely matters for the British 
taxpayers to decide. The only prefer- 

of any Importance that will re­
main are those already granted on tea, 
cocoa and sugar, which do not affect 
this country. The MacDonald Govern­
ment holds itself free to propose the 
abolition of these when it chooses.

We have segregated those sent us from Great Britain and.Can­
ada, and, on perusal, we think you will agree with us that the inter­
est shown, by them all, in the advancement of the Port of St. John in 
its increasing facilities for handling the Winter Port trade of Canada, 
as well as its just and well-earned share of the all-the-year-around 
shipping business, is quite remarkable and refreshingly illuminating.

It seems remarkable because we really did not expect that such 
an earnest interest would be shown as is evidenced by the tone of 
these letters.

It is illuminating from the fact that it shows so plainly the 
unanimity of good feeling there is in the Mother Country, and in Up­
per Canada as well, for us in St. John, and that they realize the need 
there is for all within the Empire to stand by each other in mercantile 
as well as other exploits.

It is refreshingly so, because we in St. John, just at this time, 
may not feel just as optimistic regarding the future as perhaps we 
may have cause to be. But, to our minds, the very and most import­
ant fact learned from this modest effort in publicity for the Port of 
St. John is that in these replies there has not been one that evinced 
any other than a sincere desire to do as they were asked to do, viz:

Physical education has long been 
associated only wjth the stuffy gym­
nasium and military commands.

Exercise in the out-of-doors con­
nects the child up with all life situa­
tions. Pre-school-age children and 
school children up to about the sixth 
grade should have at least three hours 
outdoor play a day.

It Is the responsibility of mothers 
to teach their children how to use all 
facilities given by the community. 
More and more playgrounds, tennis 
courts, golf courses and ball fields are 
being furnished free.

In preparation for encouraging play 
activités in their children, mothers 
must understand the physical condition 
of their boys and girls. The yearly 
physical examination is a necessity. A 
child just up from an illness is not 
able to undertake such strenuous play 
as one normally healthy.

To the Editor of The Times-Star:
Sir,—As the smoke of the late battle 

has almost cleared away we may come 
back to some questions that should be 
considered.

I am referring to this fad which has 
been misnamed “Daylight Saving.” 
Does the council mean to perpetuate 
this fad and make St. John a laughing 
stock for all strangers who come within 
our gates ? We will again hear those 
strangers say: “For the love of Mike, 
how many times do you people in St. 
John recognize?” We are obliged to 
tell them we have four. If they ask 
what they are, we have first our real 
time, which is generally known as our 
sun time; then we have Eastern 
Standard time, on which the C. P. R. 
runs, thirty-six minutes behind our real 
time. We have then Atlantic Stand­
ard, on which the C. N. R. runs. These 
three times are not enough to satisfy 

parties, and they must needs pile 
Ossa upon Pelion by adding another 
hour to Atlantic time and misnaming 
it “Daylight Saving” time, thus mak­
ing one hour and twenty-four minutes 
in advance of our real time.

I doubt if there is a city In Canada, 
or perhaps on the continent, so ill- 
adapted for this so-called “Daylight 
Saving” time as is St. John. We are 
situated about half-way between East­
ern Standard and Atlantic Standard, 
twenty-four minutes from Atlantic, 
thirty-six from Eastern Standard. We 
have two railroads running, to a great 
extent, over the same territory, with 
two different times, which adds to the 
confusion.

Some of those faddists tell us that 
we should not recognize oui real time, 
or sun time, but we have excellent 
authority for saying that the sun was 
made to rule the day.

Some of those advocates, of “Daylight 
Saving” are camouflaging the question 
by bringing up the question of war 
gardens, which is absolutely silly at the 
present time,

are there any at the present time, 
though we still have gardens and al­
ways will have.

“Daylight Saving” except the joy­

hitting product the ring has produced 
in years, has retained a surprising 
amount of confidence and assurance in 
his future.

Instead of regarding the defeat he 
met at the right hand punch of Jack 
Delaney! as a blow that blasted his 
hopes and ruined his career, the young 
former Olympic wrestler looks upon it 

valuable lesson well learned and an 
experience that was needed to make 
him a finished fighter.

“Fighting,” Berlenbach said a few 
days ago to the writer, “is like any 
other sport, or any profession—you 
have to learn it and know it before you 
can get to the top. My good friend, 
Hughey McQuillan, never could have 
made good with the Giants if he had 
pitched only ten games in the bush 
leagues, and it wasn’t within reason 
that I could get up with the cham­
pions without having more experience 
than I was able to get in ten profes­
sional fights.

“I didn’t have a chance to learn any­
thing until I went into the ring with 
Delaney, but I learned plenty in that 
fight, and even if I did get stopped, 1 
feel now that the lesson I learned was 
worth the sacrifice. I made a lot of 
mistakes in that fight just as I had 
made them in other professional fights, 
but the difference was that they counted 
more against me in the Delaney fight 
than they did in the others. I’ll never 
make the same mistakes again, and I 
nave enough confidence in myself to 
feel that I’m going to get a long way in 
the ring when I have had the chance 
to acquire the instinct of knowing 
what to do and what not to do.”

Berlenbach feels that he was rushed 
into fast company with too much speed, 
but he assumes the responsibility for 
not having asserted himself by demand­
ing the generally assumed privilege of 
a boxer to take a two or three-season 
course in the bush leagues before he 
had to face major league pitching. He 
feels that the New York Boxing Com­
mission exceeded its authority in prac­
tically naming his opponents, in ar­
bitrarily ruling that his opponents must 
be without a pound of his own weight 
and in hounding him with orders and 
-ules that never were on the books. He 
makes the serious charge that a deputy 
boxing commissioner flatly told him 
that he would have to fight Delaney 
when the promoter had offered him his 
choice of several other boxers, all of 
whom were less qualified against his 
style of fighting than Delaney.

Rather than censure anyone or hold 
anyone responsible for these complaints, 
Berlenbach blames himself and ex­
plains: “I just didn’t know anything 
about the game.”

stunt men, whose profession It Is to 
make others gasp, have very definitely 
and almost invariably that primitive 
slant of mind, which befits physical 
courage and prowess.

They are superstitious to pronounced 
degree.

They fear, as a rule, only one thing— 
that blind, merceless, impalpable Chance 
which is a factor in all their ventur- 
ings; fear it and seek to propitiate it 
quite like the way the stone man re­
spected his demon gods.

Charles Hutchinson, peer of stunt , 
men and widely known as “Dare Devil 
Hutch,” elucidated the bias of his clan j 
while we stood atop a narrow scaffold­
ing from which he was calculating a 
proposed piece of daring, an 18-foot 
jump across an 80-foot chasm between 
movie set turrets.

Mere contemplation of the leap made 
me giddy so that I sat down clutching 
the scaffold. “Hutch” stood non- 
chalentiy with one foot over the edge 
explaining the problem. A pocketed 
hand clasped a good luck piece.

“Superstitious, yes,” he shrugged ad­
mission, “although I don’t like the 
word. It seem to imply a lack of corn- 

intelligence in this scientific ege. 
And yet there are few things a man 
can do in total reliance upon himself 
and his machines. There is always the 
incalculable element, and this Menace, 
addressing it somewhat in the attitude 
of the heathen before his clay idol, 
seeking to avert it with a talisman.

“With my reasoning brain 1 know the 
virture of luck charms is wholly pys- 
etiological. Believing In them, they give | 
you confidence. And the performance 
of hazardous stunts is largely a matter 
of calm faith In its reaction upon nerves 
and muscles. „ , .. ,

“Confidence gets you safely through 
ticklish situation where doubt would 
confuse and likely destroy you. 
unthinking, the whoUy superstitious, 
credit that to amulets or the strict ob­
servance of their taboos.

“I have had a number of serious and 
near fatal accidents. I have checked 
them up with my fatalistic rites, find­
ing that they happened when I had 
lost a luck piece or disregarded some 
of my pet superstitions.

“I never go In the water, for Instance, 
without having money In my pocket.

“I don’t walk under a ladder. Never 
whistle In my dressing room. I knock 
wood after boasting. And so on. 1 ou 
see I propitiate the Thing, the Unseen, 
the Incalculable—guard against it will, 
a frame of mind, If you please; the 
scious and the subconscious minds 
agreeing on a formula."

This and the dread of going into 
water at night are the only fears to
which “Dare Devil Hutch” will admit. 
Black water, he said, has some obscure 
memory association which brings ter­
ror; not the fear of drowning.

Plans for the erection of a plant for 
the manufacture of batteries in St. John 
is announced by H. J. Rodgers, Cana­
dian representative of the Diamond 
Battery Company, who becomes vice- 
president of the Canadian company 
which will handle the project.

Rodgers reports receiving word to this 
effect from John K. Sheelds and James 
C. Roberts, officers of the home com­
pany in Philadelphia.

According to Mr. Rodgers, about 
fifty people will be employed in the 
new industry, which will handle the 
manufacture of storage batteries for 
automobile starting, lighting and igni­
tion, radio, and farm lighting, as well 
as dry cells.

The Diamond Battery Company of 
the U. S. was recently reorganized and 
granted a federal charter. It is con­
trolled by both Canadian and U. S. 
capital, and the plans for the plant 
here are to care for domestic and ex­
port trade. Mr. Rodgers is a St. John 
man who has many friends throughout 
the lower provinces who will wish him 
success.
