Mrs. Thompson was sent for, and tried 
to save her. Two women were present 
on this occasion. Steele called in a Dr. 
Thurlow to attend Lizzie, but she died 
in great agony. Dr. Thurlow was asked 
to give a certificate of death, but he rec­
ognized it to be a case of malpractice 
and refused. Mrs. Thompson was then 
called upon, and she signed the neces­
sary certificate, ascribing the death to 
“chills and fever.” This was not accepted 
by the authorities and the arrest of Mrs. 
Thompson followed upon Medical Exam­
iner Draper stating the cause of death as 
described above. Mrs. Thompson when 
arraigned in court experienced not the 
slighest difficulty in securing $10,000 
bail.

Those who know Mrs. Thompson well, 
state that she has conducted her unlawful 
business for 20 or 25 years, and that her 
practice has been very large.

this consideration is simply nil. It 
ought to be understood at once that reso­
lutions on paper which are never acted 
on, will not build a system of deep water 
wharves for our city. There are only 
two ways in which we can obtain a suffi­
ciency of deep water wharves, with ware­
houses and elevators. One of these plans 
is for the city to build and own its own 
wharves ; the other is for the city to sub­
sidize some one else who will build and 
own them. The first method has a fine 
large sound about it but it does not com­
mend itself to the bondholders or to the 
large taxpayers of the city. How it

Leading Clothing House of Saint John. >of New Brunswick waxes warm, it may 
be well to give a few facts in connection 
with the institution itself. For years 
after its establishment, the University 
wee but a slight fàCtof tft the education­
al development of the province, and in 
the first#) years of its existence it grad­
uated scarcely more than 50 men in all. 
The classes since 1850 gradually increased 
however, until in the year 1885, there 
were in attendance at lectures as many 
as 65 students, the great majority of 
whom wefre taking the regulg? arts 
course. This was the brightest year in 
the history of the University, it was, at 
least, in numbers. In that year Dr. 
Jack, through ill-health 
given ovei the presidency, which Dr. 
Thomas Harrison was called" Upon to as­
sume. In that academical year, W. F. 
Stock ley, a distinguished graduate of 
Dublin University,tind S. W. Dyde, just 
as distinguished a graduate of Queens 
College, Toronto, were appointed to the 
professorships of Modem Languages, arid 
Mental and Moral Philosophy respec­
tively. In that year everything gave 
promise of a prosperous future. The in­
fusion of new blood had the effect of bet­
tering the course, and the computftively 
large number of under-graduates in atten­
dance gave au impetus to the work, and 
strengthened the standing of the Uni­
versity abroad. Then the president, too 
much alive to the importance of 
his office, instituted a number of 
radical changes, the efficacy of which 
is very questionable. Some, indeed, 
have proved ill-advised. If popular 
sentiment is to be considered the 
abolition of residency, while it perhaps 
tended more to the comfort of the resi­
dent professors, was not in the interests 
of the college. If the proof goes for any­
thing that but three young ladies out of 
twenty now attending the University, 
are taking the fall arts course, and the 
other seventeen only special subjects, 
then, the admission of women has been 
a failure. The four years course move­
ment was in the right direction, for more 
qualified men are permitted to graduate 
in three. The establishment of a chair 
in engineering and practical chemistry 
must commend itself to every one.

And the one great cause of the pres­
ent agitation with reference to the Uni­
versity of New Brunswick, is, not that it 
offers less advantages to the student 
than in preceding years, but that it has 
failed to fulfil those promises which bud­
ded September 1885, but never bore fruit.

The University has more to offer now 
than ever before. It has as good a staff 
of professors, and as extended a course as 
any college in the Maritime Provinces. 
Compared with other institutions of ils 
kind in the provinces its standing is 
highly satisfactory. Men, prominent in 
private and in public life, call “ the old 
college on the hill” Alma Hater, and 
many of them live right here in St. John. 

[ Three Gilchrist scholars, Pickard, Duff 
and Murray, bore off the honors 
of that great prize, first in 1880, 
next in 1884, and last of all in 1887, and 
the competition included men of all col­
leges in the provinces.

It suite the Globe to sneer at the pro­
ject for supplying this city with a public 
park,but we think that the vast majority 
of our citizens are in favor of something 
being done in that direction. We have 
on several occasions directed attention 
to this matter, which is one of great im­
portance at the present time, and which 
is only delayed in consequence of the 
apathy of the Common Council. A com­
mittee, we believe, was appointed some 
time ago to look into this park matter, 
but as yet we have had no report from 
them. The best site is undoubtly Lily 
Lake and the grounds about it. The 
properties which front on this lake are 
the Gilbert property at the south, which 
has an area of about 60 acres, the Sir 
John Fitzgerald property of 133 acres 
which takes in the east end of the lake 
and the property belonging to the estate 
of Robt F. Hazen also of 133 acres which 
is on the west side of the lake. Both the 
Fitzgerald property and the Hazen pro­
perty cross the Sandy point road, and 
the portions of these lots west of the 
road would not be required for park pur­
poses. East of the road, the three lots 
which would have to be taken for the 
park would make up perhaps 225 
acres, and east of them there is plenty of 
land to be had if more land is needed. 
We think, however, that a park of 250 
acres would be large enough, and that 
the land required could be 
purchased for a sum comparatively 
small in proportion to its value to the 
city. The park question comes up now 
more prominently because of the offer of 
the Street Railway Company to run their 
cars to it, whenever it is purchased by 
the city. That a park is needed goes 
without saying and we think that the 
present is the best time to obtain it

These attacks on 
St. John by a New Brunswick newspaper 
seem to us to be very much out of place." 
The beat reply the Moncton Times can 
think of is the following:—

If St John is not a foggy city, what is 
it? The spirit which animates the Monc­
ton people towards St John is quite as 
honorable as the spirit which animates 
the St John people towards Moncton. 
The Gazette should not be so fresh.

St. John may have fog occasionally 
just as Moncton is sometime a sea of 
mud, yet St. John papers do not head

As to "freshness" the less that the own­
er of the erratic yellow valise says about 
that matter the better.

It opens the mind 
and fits it to receive what can only be 
acquired by long and patient study. A 
mental training is practically carried out 
—a training calculated to prepare one for 
the problems with which our social life 
abounds, and there seems to be a necess­
ity for each and every one of the young 
men of New Brunswick to give heed to 
that warning voice of our modern sphinx, 
who propounds the ever-perplexing ques­
tion, how shall we better our social 
status. A word with reference to the cost 
of a university education is reserved for 
another paper.

The Sun this morning says in its edi­
torial columns:—

On May 12th the common council ad­
opted a resolution declaring the terras on 
which Mr, J. D. Leary would receive the 
contract for the construction of dry dock 
and harbor improvements. One of the 
conditions was that he should “ enter at 
once into a contract with this city to 
commence the work within one month 
from this date.” The time will be up 
next Thursday. Mr. Leary did notenter 
into a contractât once. He has not yet 
done so. He has explained that he will 
not commence work until he has secured 
subsidies amountiug to $27,500 a year 
more than he can obtain before the next 
meeting of parliament and legislature. 
And yet the council has not been called 
to consider the question of harbor im- 
ments.

The Sun is not quite accurate in its 
last remark. There is now a notice of a 
resolution before the Council which was 
introduced by Aid. Baskin authorizing 
the issue of bonds to the amount of $250,- 
000 for harbor improvements on the 
West Side. That resolution will be up 
for discussion very soon, and Aid. Chesley 
and other violent opponents of the Leary 
scheme will Lave an opportunity of vot­
ing for it But will they vote for it; or 
will the Sun advocate the issue of bonds? 
Aid. Baskin’s resolution will have this 
in its favor, lrom a politician’s stand 
point that, it will give us the minimum 
of accommodation for the maximium of 
coat It will give us perhaps 1000 feet 
of wharf front without an elevator for 
twice the sum we were to have paid Mr. 
Leary for 3,000 feet of wharf front with 
an elevator and a dry dock thrown in. 
The Chesley scheme is a splendid plan 
for depleting the city treasury, but there 
its merits end.

Yet it is very clear that something 
must be done at once in the direction of 
harbor improvement which St. John 
needs urgently. The Sun assisted to 
make enemies for Mr. Leary’s scheme 
and tried to persuade people that it was a 
wicked and abominable plan to mislead 
the people of St John. Yet now that Mr. 
Leary is likely not to go on with his dry 
dock proposition, in view of the onerous 
terms imposed on him by the Common 
Council, the Sun has nothing to propose 
as an alternative.

Disraeli dedicated one of his novels “to 
the most severe of critics—but a perfect 
wife.” Once, at a harvest-home of his ten­
ants, he spoke of her as ‘‘the best wife in 
England.” In a speech delivered at Edin­
burgh, he alluded to her as “that gracious 
lady to whom I owe so much of the hap­
piness and success of my life.” Edmund 
Burke,on the anniversary of his marriage, 
presented to Mr. Burke a beautifully des­
criptive paper, “The Idea of a Wife,” head­
ing the manuscript thus: “The Character” 
—leaving her to fill up the blank. He 
repeatedly declared that “every care van­
ished the moment he entered under the 
roof.”

Mrs. Disraeli was a pretty little woman, 
a voluble talker and much okUr than her 
husband. Mrs. Burke was spofcbn of even 
by her own sex, as all that was beautiful 
and amiable among women. But it was 
not a beautiful face nor refined taste nor 
mental culture that gave these two wom­
en their wonderful influence over the 
two statesmen. The secret of their power 
lay in their thoughtful devotion any in­
telligent sympathy.

On leaving the carriage he crashed her 
fingers in closing the door. Without an 
exclamation of pain she bade him “good 
evening," lest he might be so unnerved 
as to fail in his speech, and went to her 
place in the lady’s gallery.

Mrs. Burke;kept her husband’s accounts 
regulated his pecuniary transactions, 
soothed his natural irritation, and made 
his home happy, that he might remain 
free and elastic for his publicities.

The wife of Sir William Hamilton, pro­
fessor of logic and metaphysics,also illust­
rated the devotion of self-denying love.

SPIRIT OF THE TIMES.FOUND.AUCTION SALES. Somethin* About Prince Albert Vic­
tor’s New Title.

The London Times, May 24tli, says:— 
We publish this morning the announce­
ment that the Queen has conferred the 
dignity of a peerage of the United King­
dom upon Prince Albert Victor. The 
future heir to the Throne is created 
Duke of Clarence and Avondale, and 
Earl of Athlone. Although it is a mat­
ter of course that a royal prince in the 
direct line of succession, who has arriv­
ed at man’s estate, should formally take 
his place among"our territorial nobility, 
the occasion, now that it has arrived, 
claims, from more than one point of 
view, the sympathetic interest of the 
Queen’s loyal subjects. In such cases 
the selection of titles is a point that al­
ways arouses, and ligitimately arouses, 
a certain curiosity. The revival of the 
Dukedom of Clarence will gratify those 
who value the preservation of titles 
that have left a mark upon the pages of 
onr history. Although originally an 
Irish dignity, derived from the “honor” 
of Clare, the Dukedom of Clarence is an 
English title by ancient association. It 
was first conferred by Edward III. in 
1362 upon one of his sons. But the 
Prince with whom the title is most fam­
iliarly connected in pur annals is that 
Duke of Clarence whose traditional fate 
as well as the expressive words of 
Shakespeare that serve as his epitaph 
are known to every schoolboy. It Swill 
be remembered tlytt, after the title 
been extinct fo/mtjfe than 300 years, 
George IU. revised it in favor of his 
third son, Print» William, afterwards 
William IV. moreover, the late Duke 
of Albany was Earl of Clarence in ad­
dition to his other titles; and here it is 
remarkable that what had always before 
been a dukedom dwindled to the dimen­
sions of an earldom. Avondale, to 
which, conjointly with Clarence, the 
dukedom is made appurtenant, is pre­
sumably the Lanarkshire parish which 
contains the fine historical ruin of 
Avondale castle, while the Earldom of 
Athlone is a title which became extinct
