205, 26 annually, Against this we have 
to place the interest on the numerous 
issues of bonds which have been floated 
by the city for harbor improvement 
Just how much these issues amount to 
we will not undertake to state exactly, 
but it is well kn own that a large part of 
the debt of the city has been incurred 
for the construction of wharves. It is 
equally well known that «till larger 
expenditures will have to be incurred in 
the future for their repair and improve; 
ment. All the bonds hitherto issued for 
harbor improvements have been 6 per 
cents. The net average revenue for seven 
years therefore represents a capital of 
$403,421 in six per cents or about $100.000 
less than the sum to be paid to the city 
for the harbor if it is put in commission.

And finally it is unlawful to shoot* 
wound etc. moose caribou, wild 
goose, brant or wild duck or other bird of 
the game kind on the Lord’s day unde# 
a penalty of not less than $20 nor more 
than $50.

Thus it will be perceived that in re­
spect of moose, the hunting of the moose, 
deer, or red deer is unlawful for three 
years from the 6th April, 1888, and all laws 
and statutory regulations in respect to 
the killing of the same during the former­
ly permitted periods are now suspended*

The close season for mink, otter, fisher, 
sable etc., is still as passed in 1878.

The close season for partridge, snipe 
and woodcock which by the Act of 1878 
is between the first of March and the 
first of September in each year, is by the 
Act of 1888, so far as respects snipe and 
woodcock changed to from the 1st 
March to the fifteenth day of September.

The use of swivel or punt gun or nets 
in killing wild duck, brant or other wild 
fowl is prohibited, and by acts of 1888 
the close season for wild duck, black 
duck, wood duck or teal, is from May 1st 
to September 1st, and the permission to 
seize and for the destruction of nets so 
used, is continued.

The section of the act of 1878 making 
it unlawful to kill robin's, swallows, and 
other small birds, and birds of song, is 
still in force.

The section in relation to licenses is 
operative, except as relates to moose or 
deer hunting.

All the sections therefore of the gener* 
al act of 1878, except where amended by 
or where the same are inconsistent with 
subsequent legislation, are still in force.

Sec. 1.—No person shall bunt, take, kill, 
ound or destroy any moose, caribou or A. SINCLAIR & CO.,

than $10 for each and every such act. 
Any person who shall hereafter hunt, 
chase or pursue, with intent to kill, any 
moose, caribou or deer, with dogs shall 
be liable to a penalty of $20 for each and 
every such act ; and it shall be lawful for 
any person to destroy or kill any dog or 
dogs found hunting, pursuing or chasing 
any moose, caribou, or deer, or any dog 
or dogs which can be proved to have pur­
sued chased, wounded torn or killed any 
moose, caribou or deer.

(This section was amended by act 1880 
extending the close season for moose, 
deer and caribou to the first day of 
February in any year—and the close 
season was thereby made from the 1st 
of February to the 1st August in each 
year.)

Section 2. — No one 
number 
hunting
time allowed for killing moose, caribou, 
or deer, in any one year or season 
kill or take more than three moose, five 
caribou, or five deer.

Section 3. — The flesh of any 
moose or caribou that may be 
killed shall be carried o .t of the 
woods within ten days after killing the 
animal, except as regards moose, caribou 
or deer killed in the latter part of Dec­
ember, which must be carried out within 
the first five days of January. (Que?)

Section 4*—No person shall hunt, 
take, kill, wound, trap or other­
wise destroy any mink, - otter, 
fisher, sable, or heaver, between the.first 
day of May and the first day of Septem­
ber in any year,under a penalty of a sum 
not exceeding $20 nor less than $5 for 
each such act.

Sections 5, 6,7,8,9,10,11,12,13,14 and 15 
deal with the appointment of game war­
dens,—powers of officers,—the recovery 
of penalties, seizures &C.

Section 16.—No person shall take or 
kill any partridge, snipe or woodcock, 
between the first of March and the first 
of September in any year under the 
penalty __ of $4 for each such act.”

Section 17.—No person shall take or 
catch with a net or nets, or kill with any 
device èr instrument known as a swivel^ 
or punt gnn, any wild duck, brant or any 
wild fowl of the game kind, under a 
penalty of not less than $2» nor more 
than $40 for each and every such act 
provided always that the ordinary mus­
ket or fowling piece shall not be consid­
ered a punt gun or swivel.

Section 18 makes it lawful for any per­
son to seize nets set for catching wild 
duck or other game birds, and a justice 
shall order the same destroyed.

Section 19 makes penalty for setting 
nets not less than $10 nor more than $20.

Section 20 deals with application of 
these penalties.

Section 21.—The killing of robins, 
swallows, sparrows and other small birds, 
and birds of song which frequedt the 
fields and gardens ; and the selling and 
offering for sale,and having in possession 
such birds when killed shall hereafter be 
unlawful.

Section 22,recites that this act shall not 
apply to birds killed for preservation as 
specimens of natural history ; and any 
game mentioned in this act may be 
killed at any time for purposes of scienti­
fic investigations, a special license hav­
ing been first obtained for that purpose 
from the Provincial Secretary’s office.

Section 23.—The trapping, snaring or 
otherwise taking alive, or selling or offer­
ing or exposing for sale alive, of any of 
the birds mentioned in section 21, and 
the destroying of their nests or eggs,shall 
he unlawful, and any such traps or snares 
when found may be destroyed.

Section 24, provides penalty etc.
Section 25 permits catching alive at 

any season of the year any number of 
minks for the purpose of breeding and 
preserving them in any box, trap or 
modification of the same.

Section 26.—No person not having his 
domicile in the province of New Bruns­
wick shall be entitled to hunt, take, kill, 
wound or destroy any moose, caribou, 
doer, mink, otter, fisher, sable, beaver or 
other animals referred to herein without

A single pair of rails is used 
throughout, and the motive power (elec­
tricity) is generated by two dynamos, 
each of twenty-five horse power, which 
are worked by a water wheel of nominal­
ly 125 horse power erected upon the 
river Aar at its mouth at Buochs,*three 
miles away, the electric current being 
conducted by means of insulated copper 
wires.

Iron vs. Wooden Sleepers.
A few years ago the German railway 

companies were convinced that iron 
sleepers were superior to wooden ones. 
In 1885-86 there were laid on the German 
lines 2,462,000 new wooden sleepers and 
1,007,152 iron ones; but in the following 
year there were only 868,268 iron sleepers 
used, against 1,544,992 wooden ones. 
Last year there were 2,077,424 wooden 
sleepers laid and only 750,670 iron ones. 
The use of wood for sleepers seems, there­
fore, to be gradually increasing in Ger­
many and the employment of iron dimin­
ishing. The French railway companies 
have always opposed the use of iron 
sleepers in France, but they make less 
objection to them in Algeria, where the 
extreme heat makds their application 
more profitable.—New York Telegram.

THE LOCAL ELECTIONS-

The Telegraph, which editorially the 
other day, tried to throw dust in the eyes 
of the electors by declaring that the mat­
ter of holding a general election in Janu­
ary had not even been considered liy the 
government, now publishes a letter from 
a correspondent which distinctly fore­
shadows an election at that time. It 
appears that Mr. Blair and Mr. Wilson 
have been already through the county of 
York holding fortl^ the electors and pre­
paring them for the coming contest. The 
experienced political weather prophet 
will ask for no plainer sign of a coming 
election than this, and the electors of this 
province may ns well make up their 
minds that a general election is to be 
held. The new act has added very large­
ly to the electorate, and we trust that 
every man who is entitled to vote,—and 
practically all arc in this position,—will 
see that his name is placed on the re­
gister as an elector. As manhood suff­
rage is now tho law of the land, let us 
give it a full and fair trial. We do not 
doubt but that the new electors who will 
come in under the present franchise law 
will prove themselves quite as worthy of 
confidence as the average of the old 
voters.

Tho Ottawa Evening Journal lias been 
collecting the opinions of the Ottawa 
doctors in regard to what it calls “par- 
riteh” and it finds them generally favor­
able to that mixture of oatmeal and 
•water. It says:—“The weight of medi­
cal opinion in Ottawa, where oatmeal is 
a favorite food, in fact in many families 
the best and largest part of at least one 
meal a day, is of course in favor of oat­
meal. Canada generally is a large con­
sumer of oat meal, and man for man can 
probably turn out proportionally 
to the population more big, 
stapping male humans of finer 
physique and stronger constitution than 
any other country on this footstool.”

LET THE HARBOR BE PLACED IN COA- 
IIIISSION.

We publish to-day a statement in re­
gard to the present position of the harbor 
of St. John Which will be read w ith in­
to-est, because it gives a clear view of 
the difficulties which are involved in any 
action which the Common Council may 
take in regard to harbor improvement 
The question of whether the harbor 
should be put in commission or not has 
until now been one of secondary 
importance because any delay in regard 
to taking action did not seem to be neces­
sarily injurious. But now when we have 
secured the Short Line which gives us 
that ready railway connexion with the 
West which we have been so long de­
manding, it is no longer possible to stand 
still. If the harbor is not to be put in 
commission then we must be prepared 
to make large expenditures upon impro­
bably not less than $600,000 will be need­
ed to provide the requisite accomodation 
for ocean steamships at this port. Wc 
do not believe that the people of St. John 
are prepared to sanction sm h a large ex­
penditure by the Common Council, and 
therefore, the only alternative is to put 
the harbor in commission. This will re­
lieve the city at once of $500,000 of its

Also 
that she had an invalid sister, her only 
surviving relative, who lived in Stan- 
stead, P. Q. A despatch was sent to the 
authorities of Stanstead yesterday after­
noon, informing them of the tragedy and 
requesting them to inform the invalid 
sister of the fact of Mrs. Smith’s death. 
No answer had been received up to 9 
o’clock last evening. The body is now 
at Winchester, but will undoubtedly be 
taken in charge today by the staff of the 
Massachusette General Hospital,to await 
the instructions from the sister at 
stead. _ ______
