BRITISH LABOR'S REMEDY
FOR INDUSTRIAL' UNREST,

Wm, Brace, labor member for
80#: Glamorgan, moved a labor
ment in reply to the Speech
from the Throne in the British
Houge of Commons. In his speech
Mr. Brace regretted the absence of
any mention In. the speech of a
definite proposal for dealing with
the present causes of industrial
unrest, and for securing In this
connection working hours and con-
ditions of labor that would estab-
lish a higher standard of life and
soclal well being for the people,
Organized labor, the member said,
stood strongly for the settlement of
disputes by concession and con-
ciliation, The .real cause of the
present unrest he declared was
acknowiedgment of unsettled griev-
ances, He contended that if the
situation created by this unrest was
to be remedled, the Government
must go to the root of the matter
and nationalize the land, the rail-
ways and the mines. As long as
this question of nationalization was
unsettied, he asserted, there would
be serioug Industrial unrest,

INTERNATIONAL LABOR

ADOPTS ARTICLES 4 AND 5.

The Peace Conference Commis-
gslon on International Labor Legis-
iation has adopted articles 4 and §,
of the British draft of a plan for an
international labor urgahization.

Article 4 provides that represen-
tatives of the Government, gmployers
and working people should be en-
titled to speak and vote indepen-
dently at the proposed International
Labor Conference without regard
to the views expressed ' by other
representatives of their nations,
Article 5 provideg that the Inter-
national Labor Conference shall
meet in the capital of the Soclety of
Nationg unless it is decided by a
two-thirds majority to meet eise-
where,

It is also agreed that an office
should be established in the capital
of the Society of Nations, undér the
control of a director appointed by
the governing body.
