SHOT BY HARRY THAW
QUASHED CONVICTIONS

STARTED ON TRAILEvelyn Nesbitt, who became Thaw’s 
wife on April 4th, 1905, was a flower 
girl in ‘‘The Toreador” company. They
were married in Pittsburg by the Rev.

Murderer, Who Was Arrested, is At- Dr- Wm- E mcevv n. ôf the. Third

position, was present. Miss Nesbitt 
was the daughter of C. J. Hollman, of 
Oakland, a suburb of Pittsburg.

Mr. White was a native of New York 
city, having been born here in 1852. He 
was educated at the University oUNew 
York, and received his architectural 
training with Chas. C. Gambrill and 
H. H. Richardson, being the chief as­
sistant of the latter in the construction 
of the famous Trinity church,' Boston, j 
in which the Rev. Dr. Phillips Brooks ; 
has preached since 1881. The firm of ! 
McKim, Mead & White designed many 
structures, among them the Madison 
Square Garden, the University of Vir­
ginia, the Washington and Metropoli­
tan clubs, etc. Mr. White was a mem­
ber of the leading clubs.
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' » 11;on. Hazelton, B. C., June 26th.—The In­
dian murderer Simon Gun-Ah-Noot is 
still at large, and nothing definite is 
known of his whereabouts. His wife 
left the village shortly after the murd­
er, and has not been seen since. -

On Friday evening the wife of Peter- 
Hyemadam, an Indian who was with 
Gun-Ah-Noot just ' previous to the, 
murder of McIntosh, and who is said 
to be still with him, and is supposed to 
be implicated in the crime disappeared 
mysteriously from thé village.

A patrol of seven men came upon 
fifteen dogs tied upon the opposite 
side of the river from the village. Re­
cognizing the dogs as. those of the In­
dian suspected of the crime, the patrol 
killed them all in order to prevent them 

'being used to travel with. Half an 
hour later one of the men came across 
the fresh tracks of Indians. It was evi- 

| dept tha.t .they were trying to cover 
their tracks by the way they avoided 
the regular trail. The. party followed 
them most of the day. bht a heavy 
rainstorm completely, obliterated the 
tracks by which they travelled. It is 
thought they were those of Gun-Ah- 
Noot, Hyemadam and their family, or 
else the families on their way to join

New York, June 25.—Stanford White, 
member of the firm of McKim, Mead & 
White, architects, was shot and killed 
during the performance at Madison 
Square roof garden to-night. The 
pollue state that the murderer was 
Harry Thaw, a member of a well- 
known Pittsburg family.

It was the opening night of the sea­
son of the roof garden. During the 
second act of the performance, while 
a comic-song was being sung, the audi­
ence was thrown into consternation by 
the firing of three shots. Immediate­
ly afterwards It was announced 
that a murder had been committed 
and the audience was dismissed. The 
shooting occurred at 10.30^p. m. while 
Harry Short was singing “I CouW 
Love a Million Girls.” Thaw had been 
at the performance all the evening, 
and had been noticed to be
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Pittsburg, June 25.:—Harry Kendal 
Thaw is about 35 years of age, and is 
the son of the late Wm. Thaw, who 
was vice-president of the Pennsylvania 
lines west. He is a graduate of the 
Western university of Pennsylvania, 
and when In Pittsburg made his home 
with his mother at Lyndhurst, Bear­
wood boulevarij, in the west end of the 
city.

Much of his time has been spent 
abroad, and it was while in Paris that 
he met Evelyn Nesbitt, an actress, with 
whom he afterwards married.
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MNervous and Excited.
White previously had been at the Man­
hattan Club and had only reached the 
garden a few minutes before the shoot­
ing. The performance was drawing to 
a close and Spices big six, a sort of up- 
to-date Florodora sextette came on, 
when Mr. White entered the place. He 
came from the Manhattan Club, where 
he had spent the earlier part of the 
evening. He took a seat in the fifth 
row on the left sifle of a table, and 
leaning over, engaged In conversation.

Thaw’ quickly pulled a pistol from his 
trousers pockets, and in quick succes­
sion fired three shots. Two took effect, 
either wound being mortal. Mr. White, 
without a sound, fell to the floor, the 

1 chair and table falling on top of him.
The audience for a few’ moments be­

lieved the firing of the shots was a 
hoax, and applauded. Two women 
nearby, seeing what had happened and 
the blood flowing from the dead man’s 
wounds, screamed. The curtain was 
rung down quickly. Several men in the 
Audience rushed to Mr. White’s assis­
tance, but the physicians said he had 
died instantly. His body was taken, 
after it became possible in the excite­
ment which followed, to his home at 
121 east 12th street. "

Immediately after the shooting Thaw- 
pointed the revolver in the direction of 
the stage and then sweeping it around 
towards the audience as if he attempt­
ed to cover his retreat to the exit. He

He was for­
merly a detective, and five years ago 
assisted in the capture of Sherman, a 
smuggler, at Sumas. Sherman swore 
he would get even, and .was leader of 
the party which carried out the kid­
napping. Shearer is a respectable man, 
and the story is credited here.

The search for Mrs. Thaw, who dis­
appeared immediately after the .^hoot­
ing at the garden, was continued 
throughout the night. During the fore­
noon Captain Hodgins, of the Tender­
loin station, said that she had been 
located, but that he did not intend to 
do anything but watch her for the pre­
sent at least.

Long before the time set for arraign­
ment of Thaw in the Jefferson market 
police court, his valet went to the 
Tenderloin station with a change of 
clothing for the prisoner so that he 
would not be obliged to appear in court 
in the evening clothes which he wore 
when taken into custody.
It was reported to-day on the author­

ity of several persons interested in the 
case that Thaw’s defence will be that 
he was and is insane. It was said that 
at his trial he will be represented by 
the best and most noted lawyers of the 
day, who will ask for the appointment 
of a commission in lunacy to examine 
as to the state of Thaw’s mind.

J. D. Gillis opfened the discussion On 
Non-Essential Arithmetic, 
the text-bôok was often 
closelyr B£any;of the phases of this sub­
ject as taught are absoFutely useless and 
should be ignored. Silly and unusual pro­
blems should always be avoided. Formal 
reduction, present worth and true dis­
count should be eliminated, also clock, 
hare and hounds and many other such 
problems. He hoped this would be seri­
ously considered and action taken on it.

R. G. Gordon agreed somewhat with 
Mr. Gillis, and criticized the book in use. 
He objected to any artificial way of do­
ing the work. Pupils muât understand 
exactly what they are doing, nothing 
more than possible being done artificially.

R. R. Watson thought/' the previous 
speakers had read his mind, and there­
fore he just seconded their remarks. Mr. 
Gillis would be the most intelligent in­
spector on the staff if he could eliminate 
some of t£e obsolete problems.

Mr. Murphy said it was only now and 
then that they could get a chance to give 
advice to the inspectors. He thought the 
present outline good, and he hoped at 
some future time it would be more thor­
oughly explained.

The discussion was closed by Inspector 
Gillis.

Mr. King thought a new text book was 
necessary.

In section C, under the presidency of 
D. Wilson, the Time Element In the Low­
er Grades was up for discussion. Miss 
Russell led with a short paper in which 
she emphasized the importance of not 
attempting too much, but doing it thor­
oughly. Number work in the first year 
she thought should not extend beyond 
the number ten. Miss Lawson would al­
most eliminate number work, giving 
counting with absolutely no written pro­
blems. Miss Johnson, Inspector Wilson 
and others took part in the discussion.

Mr. Henry led the discussion in Field 
Work. He told what was being done in 
school gardening in United States and 
Eastern Canada, where especial courses 
in hôrticulture and botany were given in 
the Normal schools.

Misses Johnson and Blackwell told of 
their school excursions. Miss Lawson 
described Kingston street garden, and 
said excursions were the best thing for­
bad boys. Mr. Saul said arrangements 
were made in Vancouver for fortnightly 
field days and winter lectures. Miss L. 
Blackwell advocated the placing of names 
on the trees in parks, a suggestion which 
might well be followed.

In section D, in the absence of Mr. 
Stramberg, of New Westminster High 
school, Mr. Raul, principal of Victoria 
College, was chosen as chairman.

Without any circumlocution the discus­
sion of the Junior Grade Time-Table was 
commenced.

G. E. Robinson opened the discussion 
and elaborated upon the blackboard the 
present time-table used in Vancouver 
High school. He advised that the fallow­
ing division of time be suggested, with 
latitude for each school to adapt the sug­
gestion to the circumstances existing in 
their respective schools: Of the 1,800 hours 
allowed for the first two years’ work, 520 
should be given to English subjects, in­
cluding history, 480 be given to mathe­
matics, 162 hours to science, 500 hours to 
classics, and about 144 hours to drawing.

In the English division he advised dis­
posing if possible with history and geo- 
graphy^in the first or preliminary year’s 
work.

In mathematics he proposed disposing 
of arithmetic in the first year’s work.

Mr. Russell then briefly outlined the 
time-table as used in Victoria College, 
and agreed in the main with the sug­
gestions offered by Mr. Robinson.

After an interesting discussion in which 
Principal Shaw, of Vancouver High 
school; Mr. Sedgwick, of Nanaimo; Mr. 
Langdon, of Victoria; and Mr. Little, of 
Vancouver, were the leading speakers, 
the suggestion as given by Mr. Robinson 
was formulated as a resolution.

Çuite a large section of the teachers 

attending ; the convention of the 
vincial institute were rather disap­
pointed in InSpector Hughes at the 
yesterday morning’s session. Of course 
they were vastly entertained by the 
distinguished visitor’s .-sparkling wit, 
but they thought many of his premises 
untrue and his arguments fallacious. 
In the evening, ^however, they were 
unanimous in praising the stirring ad­
dress on Dickens as an Educator, to 
which they listened for two hours and 
a half. The spacious hall was packed 
to the door with earnest men and 
women seeking inspiration from Eng­
land’s great novelist as interpreted by 
Inspector Hughes.

“I love the memory of Charles 
Dickens,” said Mr. Hughes, “and I 
love him because he loved the children. 
He was the greatest child lover except 
Froebel. These two men looked at life 
from the child’s point of view, and 
taught others to do the same. Dick­
ens was a follower of Froebel, and 
wrote an article on the kindergarten.”

“ ‘Do justice and honor to the na­
ture of the child,’ was one of Dickens’ 
great sentences. He reverenced the 
children and tried to serve them.

"There is coming a time,” he went 
on, “when every girl will have an op­
portunity to study kindergarten 
methods' in order that she may be able 
to train her own children, if she is 
privileged to have any.”

Dickens was the first man to think 
of the blind and the otherwise defec­
tive children. The neglected were his 
heroes, and to him is due much of the 
credit of getting the English children 
into the schools. Free national public 
schools was one of the things he ad­
vocated. That is why he wrote about 
the frightful private schools of the 
day.

The lecturer repictured for the audi­
ence- some of the great characters or 
caricatures oj Dickens, and inter­
spersed stories of his own. Some of 
these were exquisitely funny. The 
stories were Void by Dickens to illus- 
trate the abuses that had grown up in 
the private schools of England.

Dickens did much to put down the 
brutal corporal punishment of the age 
when boys were almost killed in the 
name of correction. He condemned al­
most every type of coercion. Coercion 
he-thought wrong in whatever form it 
was used. Of course the lecturer was 
hardly consistent " in his argument be­
cause he expressed approval almost in 
the same breath of a case where a 
Woman was coerced into doing her duty 
by- being sent to jail for three months 
for improperly, punishing her child;

Mr. Hughes appealed to the audience 
to look at themselves and find ‘out 
whether there was no action- of their 
own that resembled the acts of Squeers 
and the other brutes of those days. He 
prophesied that twenty years hence 
littlfixc-hildreh -would 'hot be crammed 
as they often are to-day. There wbuld 
result from this increase of power, life, 
energy and activity. Advanced studies 
are given too early, and Dickens saw 
that years ago. He saw that the heads

Columbia Teachers’ Institute opened

I commodate the large number of teach­
ers and others interested who gathered 

-* to hear the lecture on “Modern Tend­
encies in Education” by Inspector 
Hughes, Superintendent Baton presid­
ing.

The speaker at once got ;^on-' good 
terms with his audience and held them 
throughout, drawing forth smiles, rip- 
■pies of laughter and louder expressions 
from time.to time.

To commence he "told a story of a 
woman applicant for a position as 
teacher. A Scotch trustee 
would vote for a female, an English­
man" would not vote for a male, but the 
Irishman said ,he would vote for nei­
ther, but for a man.

Coming to the subject matter of his 
lecture, Inspéctor Hughes said that 
torday everything was better than in 
the old days, but he would never sneer 
at the old things. He looked upon the 
past with much reverence, he was an 
old man himself, and he continually 
changed his mind.

Every element in our system is mod­
ern. Four great men gave us àlïpost 
everything we have in education,
Pestaiotzi, Froebel, Barnard and Mann, 
while Dickens was the only great Éng'r 
Hsh educator. Of this he will speak 
more particularly to-night. These 
were all modern teachers.

All modern tendencies centre around 
one great central idea. That idea" Is 
that every child has a distinct indi­
viduality, ea<|h different from that of 
his fellow. That fact lays on - the 
teacher a great responsibility.'- "

Children have three great tendencies.
First, to do things, and to do them 
after their own planning 'and 
operate. The girl wishes to help.. h.er 
mother cook and the boy will-. work 
with his father.

These three elements shotifd be dom­
inant, but they were not. All culture 
must tend to develop these rather than 
suppress them. Many teachers were 
incapable of developing them,- and 
therefore not real educators.

Activity, originality and co-operatiôn 
are part of the individuality of every 
child and they must be developed in

literature. The lecturer said he ob­
tained his own first consciousness of 
God • through science. Mathematics 
appealed to many, but probably .man­
ual training appeals to the” greatest 
number. These fads, as- they are some­
times called, are among the greatest 
influencé in education. The three R’s 
are all right, but the other things are 
needed. They used to say that spell­
ing, sparking, and spanking were the 
three great S’s.

He told a story of a stupid boy in 
Toronto. Boys were often twisted 
through heredity, or bad treatment,
He tried har to hove this boy, but 
nothing did it except drawing. When 
the stupid boy left school he took an 
important position as a draughtsman.
He has since that time built the To­
ronto city hall, one of the finest build­
ings in that fine city.

Mr. Hughes told many stories to 
show that teachers should be natural 
before their pupils, and try to treat 
them as reasonable beings. Not being 
afraid to laugh with them and make 
the school a happy place.

Murphy the opening paper was given 
by W. N. Winsby, who dealt with it 
on the following lines:

In order to teach geography correct­
ly it is absolutely necessary to have 
apparatus such as globes, charts and 
maps. Pupils should be led to obtain 
much of the information themselves. 
In many cases this subject is taught 
by a system of cram. Travel is the 
best mode, but as this is too expensive 
a method for the average person we 
have to resort to maps. These should 
be used freely, and a good deal of 
time may be given to map drawing. 
The making of plastocene maps is even 
more valuable than drawing, as a last­
ing impression is left. All enjoy this 
work, the pupils being willing even to 
remain after school hours to work at 
them.
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It is often possible to simplify cer­
tain subjects, particularly arithmetic. 
He told of an old set of corrected ex­
amination papers that had been dug 
up. A -teacher gave these papers to 
his class with the result that his pu­
pils took over fifty per cent, more 
than the class, had fifty years before.

In spelling and writing, too, there 
might be much time saved.

WORKERS OF MIRACLES 1 BUSY SCENE AT PRINCE RUPERTPremier McBride and various mem­
bers of his government have announc­
ed that there will hot be a general 
election until another and the final ses­
sion of the present legislature has been 
held. Well, we are content to wait and 
see, keeping in mind the fact that there 
may possibly be certain mental reser­
vations involved in the statements of 
the Ministers. If expedient, we are 
quite sure the Premier would not hesi­
tate to say that he had changed his 
mind, basing the reasons for the alter­
ation on some allegedly jmportanf 
matters of policy or principle upon 
which It might be considered advisable 
to take the opinions of the people. 
And, In making such allowances for a 
possible ministerial change of mind, 
there are certain developments or 
actualities we must not overlook. The 
stumpers of the party—the effective 
public speakers, the Premier and his 
confidential colleague and bosom com­
panion—are almost continuously In the 
field of political action telling the elec­
tors of the great things the govern­
ment has accomplished for the pro­
vince.

THE NEED OF A UNIVERSITY.

Doubtless there are defects in the 
educational systems which have been 
set up on this continent. There are 
mouldering branches attached to the 
tree that might be lopped off with 
advantage alike to scholars, to teach­
ers and to the public upon whom the 
burden of cost falls. There are weak­
nesses III all machinery conceived by 
human minds and constructed by hu­
man hands. This defect must exist so 
long as the system remains as it is, an 
Instrument designed for the benefit of 
a multitude of children whose activi­
ties in life must be diverse or multi­
form. It is a comparatively easy mat­
ter to criticize; It would be almost as 
easy to tear the machinery to pieces; 
but it would be a work of considerable 
magnitude to put the wheels together 
again in such a manner as would pro­
duce better results. The great weak­
ness in our system, it appears to us, is 
not to be found altogether in what It 
contains, but ir. what it lacks. This is 
a democratic country, in which, theor- 
itically, there should be equality of 
opportunity for all classes and condi­
tions of the sons and daughters of men. 
Strictly speaking, there should be 
neither classes nor conditions, all be­
ing on a common level. If tnere are 
not equal opportunities, then there is 
obviously something lacking > in 
educational system, and it- ought to be 
the very first business of any govern­
ment imbued with a proper sense of 
its duties and responsibilities to rem­
edy the defect. The province of Bri­
tish Columbia is constantly and con­
tinuously extolled as one of the 
wealthiest sections, by reason of na­
tural endowment, on the continent of 
America, if not in the whole of the 
known world. And yet but few of the 
children born here or brought up here 
are enabled to develop and put to the 
highest purposes the talents with 
which they have been endowed, be­
cause our educational system has not 
been made as perfect as it ought to 
have been made by the establishment 
of a university. We are remote from 
the great centres of culture in our own 
country or under the British (lag. 
Other provinces vastly move favorably 
situated In this respect have educa­
tional institutions in harmony with 
and complementary to their school 
systems. The human products of tjleir 
institutions fill important and respon­

The older orchards planted 
along the lake and sloping down to the 
waterfront present a most attractive 
appearance.

“Generally speaking, from present in­
dications, the fruit crop will be about 
a week earlier than last year. Cher­
ries have already been picked and the 
few strawberries that district places 
on the market.

In Introducing the water question 
on Monday Mayor Morley said he was 
sorry to have to report that with re­
ference to’ the Sooke lake supply the 
valley sought through the mountain# 
had not been found. Deligent search 
had been made. The lowest elevation 
coming across between the two moun­
tains was 1,400 feet. The engineer had 
followed the ridge carefully, and found 
this to be the condition. It would be 
better to go around the mountain than 
to attempt to carry the line over that 
elevation.

Once that was 
done it would be possible to maintain 
the increased level, unless a succession 
of years with light precipitation fol­
lowed "one another. /

Then further, it Would be necessary 
to dredge out the end of the lake where 
the intake was situated. Another 
necessary improvement would be to 
instal a chamber filled with gravel, 
perhaps of two grades—coarse and fine 
—through which the water would pass 
before entering into the intake pipe. 
This would relieve the filter beds to a 
very considerable extent, and the same 
material would, do vastly better ser­
vice.

With respect to the condition of the 
water in the lake, His Worship said, 
samples had been taken from various 
points. Strange as It might jseem, 
there were the most impurities Ih that 
taken from the centre of the lake and 
the least in that obtained at the intake. - 

The water taken from the lake was 
remarkably clear. The discoloration 
of the water in the city was due, he 
said, to a growth on the inside of the 
pipes. The same had been met with 
in California.

Aid. Fell said that one difficulty 
seemed to be that the lily roots were 
never taken out in that portion of the 
lake near the intake. The result was 
that there was a strong growth at that 
point.

His Worship agreed that this should 
all be dredged out.

He said that a search had been made 
for a higher level for supplying water 
from the lake. This had not been 
found. There was one location, but it 
was not much higher than the present 
lake, and spreading over a vast area 
there would be heavy loss by evapor­
ation.

With the lake level raised, and the 
portion dredged as suggested he pro­
posed to transfer the pumping station 
from the Dairy Farm to the lake.

With a reservoir on Smith’s hill and 
a tank with a capacity for one day 
somewhere on the high level the supply 
could be made ample.

The annual increase for interest and 
sinking fund trising out of these ex­
penditures would only be about $5,500. 
The total expenditure yearly on water 
would then be about $56,600. Against 
this there would be a revenue of $62,- 
000. The expenditure was light com­
pared with the $104,361 estimated in 
connection with Goldstream.

If a new pump and the old one now 
at Dairy Farm were put to at Elk lake 
every drop of water in the lake could 
be utilized. As it was now only the 
water above level of pumping station 
could be brought into use. .

There would under this system be 40 
pounds pressure on Government street 
from the lake, together with 80 pounds 
additional pressure by the pumps, 
which was sufficient to put it to the 
highest levels. There would only be 
necessity to pump what was required 
for the higher levels under this sys­
tem.

He would not say positively, but it 
looked as if the council had better act 
quickly in making Elk lake system the 
system for the present. It looked as if 
the system could be improved to meet 
all the requirements of the city for 2» 
years to come.

Aid. Yates, with an air of melancholy, 
either feigned or real; wanted to know 
it this would cut out the Lone Tree hill 
picnic.

His Worship added that he believed 
the city should look forward and take 
the necessary steps to secure àn ade­
quate supply of water for the future 
from one of the sources open.

It is likely that the Elk lake scheme 
will be considered at a special meet­
ing of the council on some evening to 
be fixed later in the week.
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As no charge is made in any connec­
tion for the entertainment It is to be 
hoped and expected that the Gorge 
cars will be freely patronized, as In the 
traffic recepdts alone will the company 
obtain compensation for their public- 
spirited enterprise.

CLOVER POINT SALMON.

One Thousand Fish Brought to Outer 
Wharf Cannery This Morning.

There was another lift of salmon at 

the Clover Point trap this morning, 
when one thousand fish were taken 
from the meshes and brought to the 
outer wharf for canning at the new 
institution there installed by the Capi­
tal City Canning & Packing Company, 
of this city. Unlike the previous 
catch made at the trap, most of the 
salmon lifted this morning are spring 
salmon. These will be separated from- 
the sockeyes and salted.

This catch is the only one reported 
so far this week. The weather in the 
Straits was too rough for any of the 
traps to be worked yesterday, and up 
till noon there was no news of whether 
any were lifted this morning. It 'Is 
stated that there is a very heavy swell 
following the wind of yesterday, and 
if this is true it is probable that the 
next catches will be taken to-morrow.

A somewhat lengthy discusion was 
then participated in by Messrs. Coat- 
ham (New Westminster), J. M. Camp­
bell and Tait (Victoria), Gilchrist (Van­
couver) and others. The first question 
received no definite answer. Messrs.
Coatham, Campbell and Tait, however, 
appeared to indicate that they regard­
ed the passing of the entrance examin­
ation as the required landmark for 
such proficiency.

In pursuance of this idea Mr. Tait 
wished that some special provision 
could be made for the children of the 
working people. Many of these, he 
said, had to leave school early in life, 
and for whom a thorough grounding in 
the three R’s would be more useful 
than a partial acquaintance with many 
subjects. He also spoke of the dull 
pupils, and the nervous ones, who 
might be quite unable to pass the usual 
entrance examination, and recommend­
ed that a separate class be provided 
for them, presided over by a teacher 
peculiarly gifted in dealing with such.

Mr. Gilchrist said that at least two 
things must be taken into considera­
tion, Viz., the age limit and the com­
petency of parents to keep their chil­
dren at school. With regard to the 
separate class for dull or defective 
children the speaker mentioned that 
such an experiment had been success­
fully tried in Boston and elsewhere; he 
did not consider, however, that the 
number of such children would render 
such a step necessary in this province.
Time and patience would in most cases 
work their own cure in the develop­
ment of these pupils.

The other topic—to what extent more 
individual instruction was desirable, 
and in what subjects?—was well dis­
cussed by several members. Inspector 
Stewart, in introducing the question, 
was emphatic as to the fruitlessness of 
merely talking to public school pupils 
en masse, that is, lecturing to them in 
the manner of a college professor. Such 
a method would make them receptive 
only, not self active, original thinkers.
Much judicious questioning adapted to 
the differing needs of the scholars 
was essential in all subjects.

J. M. Campbell outlined his plan for 
individualization. To those pupils 
whom he found unable to follow or 
readily understand the regular class 
teaching he assigned front seats.
Whenever the rest of the class were 
engaged in written work he was at li­
berty to devote his energies to meeting 
the varioqs needs and praticular diffi­
culties of the “front benchers.” He 
found this plan especially beneficial to 
nervous pupils, as it gave them self- 
confidence, and to all thus taught it 
gave the assurance of the personal in­
terest of the teacher and consequent 
inspiration.

The subjects in which this scheme 
was most valuable and could be most 
easily adopted were arithmetic, gram­
mar, particularly analysis, writing and 
drawing.

Mr. Landells, of Golden, was in favor 
of as much individualization as possi­
ble, both for the unusually dull and 
remarkably clever. The latter may 
thus be stimulated to outstrip their 
companions. Each child had a distinct 
individuality or “self-hood,” to quote 
Mr. Hughes, of Toronto. The more 
this fact was recognized the better 
would be the system of education.

Mr. McDonagh, -Yancouver’ thought 
the discussion altogether superfluous.
He already gave as much individual 
instruction as he deemed advisable, 
and hoped that other teachers -would 
use their own discretion in this mat­
ter.

cial Teachers’ Institute closed this 
morning. It was on the whole very 
successful, but nothing of particular 
note developed during the three days’ 
session.

Principal Burns, of the Normal 
school, Vancouver, opened the nature 
study subject. He gave several sam­
ples of nature study as taught. He 
said one of the great troubles and 
bugbear of the teacher was this study.

Teachers usually began at the wrong 
end in teaching nature. They should 
teach the object and only use the 
words when wanted.

Observation is one of the great 
aims. The teacher should try to get 
pupils to see. 
some method of arranging the work. 
Individual plants or trees may be used 
as illustrations, following their vari­
ous changes and learning all about 
them. It was better he thought to 
know one tree well than study a hun­
dred.

Children like to learn to know how 
to conduct experiments. They are glad 
to help make a barometer or a ther­
mometer.

R. S. Sherman, of Vancouver, ex­
plained methods of preserving and col­
lecting insects. He showed the net 
for catching and the bottle in which 
the insects are kept. A number of 
specimens were passed around for ex­
amination, both mounted and un­
mounted. The insects are easily pre­
served, the skeleton of their bodies be­
ing on tbe outside and of a bony sub­
stance.

G. H. Deane, of Victoria West, 
thought the scope on our nature work 
very wide. He took exception to the 
terms physical and chemical used on 
the entrance papers this year. These 
were purely technical terms, and out­
side the,scope of entrance work. He 
thought the written examination no 
test of the pupil’s work. His pupils 
did a good deal of observation work 
which counted for nothing on the ex­
amination.

Teachers in the lower grades shirk 
nature study with the result that the 
principals have the whole thing to do.

Mr. Gilchrist said he knew little 
about nature study, but much about 
the difficulties of the teacher. In spite 
of the theory of Messrs. Hughes and 
Burns, the examinations wore set de­
manding facts, so facts must be 
taught. Although he thought his class 
better than usual this year, they did 
worse than usual on the examinations.

H. F. Pullen thought the department 
was between the devil and the deep 
sea. If there was an examination 
there was bound to be cramming, but 
not necessarily any nature study. On 
the other hand no examination meant 
no study of the subject.

Mr. Caspell partly endorsed this 
view, but believed it could be taught 
without examination.

J. B. Bennett thought the questions 
that must be answered should be set 
on work that they must have learned.

The chairman suggested* that .this 
had been done in the rural school ex­
amination this year, and quoted from 
the paper to prove his point. The ma­
jority of those present being city 
teachers had not seen the set of ques­
tions.

This closed one of the most interest­
ing and profitable discussions of the 
whole convention. All the teachers 
were deeply interested, and many more 
would have liked to take part had 
there been time.

In section C yesterday afternoon the 
matter of school text books was up for 
discussion, and brought out some very 
interesting opinions. First steps in 
English, the book used in intermediate 
grades, came in for a good deal of

The preparation of food, the writer 
contended, was a working with forces 
outside ourselves, and required some 
knowledge of chemistry, biology and 
economics. Children should learn in 
the cooking school how to prepare food 
with the least expenditure of strength 
or of money. A great deal of the suf­
fering of society to-day was due to the 
ignorance and want of skill of those 
whose duty it was to prepare nourish­
ment for the people. The wife should 
be the business partner in the home, 
and should know how to buy the most 
nourishing foods at the cheapest rates, 
and prepare them in the most economi­
cal way. The work done in the cook­
ing school made girls strong and self- 
reliant as well as induced a right atti­
tude of mind towards all manual la­
bor.

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1 HERE D. Cadzow, of Rampart House, on the 
Porcupine river, Yukon Territory, has 
disposed of his furs and is now preparing 
to start north again. He brought out a 
good number of marten skins obtained 
from the Indians, with whom he trades. 
For. about six or seven years Mr. Cadzow 
has been at Rampart carrying on trade 
with the Indians.

The trading station was formerly a 
Hudson’s Bay post, but on account of the 
labor and expense involved in getting the 
supplies in from the Mackenzie river it 
was deserted about 17 years ago.

The resitit of this Was that the Indians 
also deserted the country of which Ram­
part was the centre to a considerable de­
gree. Later a number of them were at­
tracted to the gold fields in the south.

With Mr. Cadzow located at Rampart a 
market has been created for furs, and 
the Indians, he says, are gradually get­
ting back again.

In addition to the old Hudson’s Bay 
buildings, Mr. Cadzow has put up several 
storehouses and converted the old church 
into a storehouse. He is taking a suffi­
cient quantity of stores in with him, the 
work involved in getting them to Ram­
part being such that he will spend the 
greater part of the summer at this point. 
At Dawson boats are built by which the 
goods are e carried to their destination. 
This involves a long trip down the Yukon 
to Fort Yukon, where, the Porcupine 
empties into the former river. The heavy 
task then begins. With about six men 
to a boat the voyage up the Porcupine 
for 220 miles is made. The craft has to be 
towed by the men on shore at places. 
The current is such that about twenty 
men have to be employed to haul the boat 
up. In1 the work Mr. Cadzow will employ 
about twenty-one men all summer.

Last winter was a very severe one on 
the Porcupine, the cold being intense. 
The partner of Mr. Cadzow, who set out 
on a prospecting tour alone with his dogs, 
was frozen to death. His body was found 
sitting with the match In his hand ready 
to light a fire, for which he had pre­
pared.

Mr. Cadzow thinks that his partner had 
become heated in aiding the dogs in 
dragging the supplies over the soft 
snow. In a perspiration he had prepared 
fdr the fire and with the intense cold be­
came benumbed, failing to ignite the 
match.

During the winter a number of dogs 
perished pom cold throughout the dis­
trict. Death was preceded' by bleeding 
from the mouth, caused by the inhaling 
of the cold . air.

The winter was the severest which Mr. 
Cadzow has experienced in the north.

During the winter he had a visit from 
Capt. Amundsen, the Norwegian ex^ 
plorer, who made the trip through the 
Northwest passage by the schooner Gjoa. 
On the way to Eagle City from the boat 
Capt. Amundsen missed Rampart under 
guidance of the Eskimos. On the way 
back, however, he called and spent sev­
eral day^ at that point. Mr. Cadzow said 
he intended himself to have made the trip 
by dog train to the Gjoa, but --could not 
find the time. He coùld have covered the 
distance in about six or seven days.

With abundance of game in the country, 
Mr. Cadzow enjoys living in the most 
northern trading point in the Yukon.

A good sized crowd, mostly composed

Mr. Hawthornthwaite opened with a 
reference to the conditions of Chicago 
slaughter houses, as shown by “the 
jungle” and subsequent investigations. 
He reminded the audience that at the 
last session of the legislature he had 
introduced a resolution dealing with 
this matter in British Columbia, and 
he added that there were slaughter 
houses in this province every whit as 
bad as those in Chicago.

The speaker recalled the fact that a 
short time ago a preacher speaking 
from the “coward’s castle” (the pul­
pit) where no one could reply to him, 
had spoken of the virtues that went to 
make up a Canadian statesman, his 
honesty, sobriety and other good qual­
ities, and the preacher added that he 
regretted that he was born an Eng­
lishman. Yet what had they seen 
lately?—one of the worst scoundrels 
that ever infested the community, af­
ter being sentenced and having served 
a short period in jail, was liberated by 
these same Canadian statesmen. He 
did not care whether Brothier obtain­
ed his release by-the aid of the power­
ful church to which he belonged or by 
means of his ill-gotten gains, he con­
sidered that the release of such a man 
was a blemish on every true Christian. 
As another instance of1 the

Abuse of Power
by a Canadian statesman, he cited the 
case of the taboo on The Appeal to 
Reason, passing through the mails, by 
the postmaster-general. “After that,” 
added ,tl\e speaker, “call me a Doukho- 
bor if you like, call me an Irishman if 
you will, or even say I came from Na­
naimo, but don’t call me a Canadian.” 
(Laughter.)

Mr. Hawthornthwaite then dealt for 
a while with the Hundred Thousand 
Club, and predicted that if its efforts 
were successful it would only bring 
greater suffering to the working class, 
as was the'ease in New York and other 
big- cities,.,. They might yell themselves 
hoarse for the prosperity of the work­
ing class, but they would only lose 
their homes.

Turning to his record in provincial 
matters, the speaker said that the last 
time he had spoken in Vancouver he 
had promised that he would bring up 
21 bills and amendments. Of these he 
and Messrs. Williams and Davidson 
had introduced 19, and they had also 
introduced by force of circumstances 
a number of measures that they had 
not promised. He spoke first of the 
woman’s franchise, saying that had 
the women of British Columbia back­
ed him as they did in the Old Country, 
he could have carried the day. He 
made the effort of his life in that 
speech, but there was no applause 
from the galleries as when he had in­
troduced the Eight-Hour Bill for smelt­
ers the year before, when the galleries 
fairly rang.

Author of “The Maple-Leaf Forever”

Early last March, Victorians will re­
member, the Dominion government is­
sued instructions providing for 
discontinuance of 
American coin in Canada. The plan 
adopted was that it should be collected 
by the different banks doing business 
in the Dominion and forwarded, 
through the savings department, to 
New York, credit being given the re­
spective institutions for the amounts 
collected, such sums to be replaced by 
Canadian money. This gradual with­
drawal^ American coin has now been 
going op for some months, and many 
Victorians, doubtless, have noticed the 
almost. imperceptible diminution in the 
number of “big nickles” and the eagle 

j adorned half dollar and dollar. In­
quiry at the Dominion Savings Bank 
this morning elicited the information 
that approximately $200,000 of United 
States currentage had been forwarded 
from western Canada, a district in­
cluding British Columbia and the 
Yukon.

In Victoria an interesting incident 
has occurred in connection with the 
transfer of the silver. Some of, the 
banks have refused to accept the New­
foundland fifty cent pieces claiming 
that their customers will not take it, 
and that it is not passed by many of 
the prominent local business estab­
lishments. The local officials, there­
fore, wish to point out that the New 
foundland coin is “legal tender,” that 
is worth its face value the same as 
any Canadian silver. This only ap­
plies to the fifty cent piece. So far no 
twenty cent coin has been received, 
and no instructions are to hand in re­
spect to it. But the Newfoundland 
half dollar, it is explained, is good, and 
there is no reason why those engaged 
in business should hesitate in accept-

SAILORS ILL-TREATED.
The ill-treatment accorded Gordon 

Maguire, a midshipman on board the 
barque Pass of Killiecrankie, of which 
an account was given some time ago in 
the Times, has aroused considerable in­
terest in the East. His. father has insti­
tuted legal proceedings against the own­
ers, Gibson & Clarke, of Glasgow, and 
the same course has also been taken by 
the father of another midshipman named 
Cree, who was landed at Los Angeles in 
a crippled condition, and is still under 
care of the doctors.

Maguire was tak&n from the ship at 
Tacoma by his father, to whom he tele­
graphed imploring hélp, and a demand 
made upon the owners for the return of 
a fee of thirty guineas paid when the 
boy was indentured. The owners replied 
asking time for an investigation, and 
finally, upon receipt of a second demand, 
offered ,to take Midshipman Maguire 
aboard another vessel, but positively re­
fused to return the fee or make any com­
pensation whatever. The bill beforez the 
Imperial House of Commons to prevent 
the appointment of German officers on 
British ships has been greatly stimulated 
by the happenings on this voyage.
