New York, Jan. 2.—Gen. French’s oc-
eupatien of Colesburg is a distinct gain
for the British cause, says the Lendon
correspondent of the Tribune, and is an
object lesson of what British generals
can do when they go about it in the
right way. Gen, French’s success also
illustrates 'what might have been done
by other generals if they had not beem
pent upon frontal attacks, and if the
headquarters staff in London had adapt-
ed the army corps to the needs of the
campaign instead of carrying out a pre-
arranged mobilization ‘scheme without
any degree of flexibility.

From Modder River there is a series
of press dispatches indicating renewed
activities.

The Boers’ position on ‘the left is re-
ported to have beenr weakened by a
withdrawal of the burghers from
trenches, but this is emplaimed by the
heavy cannonading. toward Kimberley,
while Lord Methuen’s men were com-
menting on the folly of the Boers wast-
ing shot upon the Modder River camp.

distinet’y discouraging to one filled with
enthusiasm and patriotism _over the
achievement of French’s force, was
only too plainly a harshly correct state-
mvent of the position. ‘“Mind you,” said
this gentleman, “dont for a moment
vhink that we who have been in the ser-
vice do not long just as heartily as the
general public for news. of victory in
South \Africa, but that account of
. French’s move was too evidently lacking
' in essential particulars to gain the en-
tire confidence of men who know some-
thing  of military evolutions, ‘and who
have been studying this ¢ampaign most
faithfully.”
He then went on to point out a few
gaps in the message which tallied almost
to a nicety with the secondary acceunts
now coming in. For example, there was
the difficulty of a- comparatively smal
force like Erench’s outflanking without
extreme danger to. its own flabking par-
ties a force of Boers estimated at five
thousand. It is a"notorious fact that the
Boers favor an extremely long line of
battie; even where there are only some
hundreds of them they cover a front of
more than a mile. Certainly with any
such .force. as five thousand the Boer
line would run out to something-like five
or six miles; the Boer army before Bul-
ler covers a front of sixteen 'miles.

and was repeatedly filed with water, so
that the stores in her hold were spoiled.

“When they reached Callao they were
pretty well discouraged and were ‘will-

.ing to be’'convinced that they could not

make the rest of the trip without great
risk. 'Further, they were told that an
international war had a’l but broken
out, and they ecame ‘to the conclusion
there would be no exposition to attend,
and started back.

“The trip north was commenced om
October 6th. This time they made a
poor calculation amd did not puf stores
enough -aboard.

Their location was 240 miles
west of Guadaloupe Island and. follow-
ing the direction given they reached here
after a ten days’ run.

“Capt. McCord, who is a néwspaper
man, has a world of expeariences to re-
port, and some of them are éxceedingly
interesting. He had company - about
him many times on the water fromt to-
day, exchanging stories. He declares
that if he goes to the Paris exposition
now he will go on an Atlantic liner. and
will pick the biggest of the bunch.”

Addresses a Large Meeting of His .
Supporters in City of
vancouver,

His Course in the House Will Be
Bostile to the Semlin
"~ Government.

Vancouver city hall was fairly well
i filled when Mr. A. M. Tyson took his :
| seat’ at the meeting on Tuesday night,
and Mr. Martin addressed his support-
| ers, Later the hall was crowded to the
doors,

Mr. Martin said he thought it was ad-
visable to.ask Mr. Carter-Cotton, with
whose actions his remarks would deal,
to be. present at the meeting, in order !
that he (Mr, Martin) . .might say
before his face what he had to say re-
sgarding him, and might have the op-
portuniiy,. if he desired, of answering
or. making any explanations.

Mr. Martin then read a letter from
" Mr. - .Cax‘ter-Cotton, statingy that “a full
‘discussian , of the government’s action in
regard to. Deadman’s Island must in-
volve questions which are now in com-
troversy with the iDominion government,
amd while the matter is in the courts I
should be guilty of a serious breach of
my official duty if I made such the sub-
ject of a discussion in a public meeting.
In regard to what you eall your expul-
sion from the government, I am under
the impression that you resigned your
office after ascertaining that the views
of the government supporters in the
house were against your remaining in
the cabinet. But in any case it is not
a matter 'which it would be proper for
me to discuss. His Honor the Lieuten-
ant-Governor and. the Prémier-are the
persons who, by the constitution, are en-
trusted with the selectipn and dismissal
of the ministers of the crown. I know
of mothing which gives any authority in
regard to the matter to any other mem-
ber of a cabinet, and I must deckine to
put myseif in the position of seeming
to usurp an authority which I do met
possess.”

After referring at length to the Dead-
man’s Island question and his expulsion
from the cabinet, Mr. Martin said:

‘“You have  heard from me the ex-
plantian  of 'what has occurred -and
the stand that I have taken as your
member in accepting a position in the
government.” But - for the Tedsons I
have stated I have come to the con-
clusion that I shall have to alter my
position in that house, and that is a
serious matter upon which it appears to
me I should have some consultation with
you. Now, why is it that I think - I
should ~no lenger support this govern-
ment? T-consider the government to be
simply Mr. F. Carter-Cotton. Mr.

Roger Charles Tichborne, who disap-
peared in 1854 and of whom the attempt-
ed impersonation by one Thomas Castro,
alias Arthur Orton, led to two. of the
most celebrated and protracted trials ev-
er had in the English courts, was born
in Paris -in- 1829. . His tat'her was Sir
James Tichborne, an English gentleman
of large means, and his mother a French
lady of noble descent. Roger was edu-
cated first in Paris and later in England
;to but a limited extent, as he was quite
dle.

In February, 1853, he bade his mother
good-by in Paris previous to starting on
an extended journey, and on March'4
following sailed for’ Valparaiso. In April,
1854, he 'sailed in the Bella. from Rio de
J ane'iro for New York, having previous
to ‘embarking written a letter showing
his intention to protract his stay abroad
for two or three years. ‘The Bella was
lost at sea and no oné on board of her
was ever heard of again, though her long
