DR. G. H. LOCKE 18 AN AGGRES­

SIVE CURATOR OF BOOKS.

Toronto's Chief Librarian Has Appli­
ed Modem Methods to the Running 
of the Public's Literary Storehouse 
and Astonishing Results Have 
Been Shown—Had Been an Aca­
demic and Wanderer.

Conventionality ia not a conspicu­
ous characteristic in the make-up of 
George H. Locke, Toronto’s Chief Lib­
rarian. Traditions were shattered 
when he was appointed, and custom­
ary usages have gone by the board 
ever since. He has completely upset 
the popular conception of what a lib­
rarian should -be, and has, for Canada 
at any rate, established a new idea of 
the duties of the office. He stands 
to-day the impersonation of vigorous, 
up-to-date administration of a highly 
important public service.

The son of a Methodist clergyman, 
he had been brought up in cultured 
surroundings and had had1 the benefit 
of a university education. He was 
born on March 29, 1870, when hie fath­
er was stationed at Beamaville, and 
as a boy he attended Ryeraon Public 
School in Toronto, and the Brampton 
and Oollingwood Collegiate Institutes. 
Then he entered Victoria University, 
graduating in 1893. Following gradu­
ation he took up academic pursuits 
and for several years roved around 
from university to university. For a 
time he was a lecturer at Victoria; 
then he went to Chicago ; from there 
to Harvard; then back to Chicago, 
where, in 1903, he became Dean of 
the College of Education. In 1906 he 
entered the employ of Ginn & Co., 
of Boston, the big school book pub- 
' ishere, as bead Of the edffoqal de­
partment. Two years later he return­
ed to Canada as Dean of the School 
of Education at Macdonald College,

Dr. Locke may not have possessed 
the appearance or bearing of the 
conventional librarian and bookworm, 
yet his qualifications for the work 
before him were not limited to one or 
two items. He had a good knowledge 
of literature, -he was familiar not only 
with the insides of books, but pos­
sessed a useful acquaintance with 
their production.and manufacture; he 
wae a specialist in education, which 
was a function of library work too 
little dwelt upon; he was, above all, 
sociable and well able to take care of 
himself on a public platform. All 
these qualities combined weighed 
strongly in his favor with the Library
Bo iard and he was selected out of a
considerable number of likely can­
didates.

Dr. Locke makes no secret of the 
fact that running a library ia a busi­
ness proposition, however much lib­
raries may impress the public as 
being places entirely outside and 
above the business world. He is 
managing director of the Toronto 
Public Library Co., Unlimited, and. 
like the executive heads of more ob­
viously mercantile establishments, he 
has endeavored ever since hé took 
office to manage the library on 
scientific lines of efficiency, economy 
and usefulness. That no dividends 
are paid, save in the form of pifte of 
Measure to thoee who patronize the 
ibrary, does not lessen the need for 

buaineaslike administration.
Aggression has been the keynote of

line be made by way of loan Instead of as
a direct gift, thus providing for a future 
return to the public treasury of the moneys 
granted instead of merely enriching a 
private corporation.

By Hon. Frank Oliver : That a further 
condition of any aid granted be ao agree­
ment by the Company to relieve the pre­
sent discrimination in rates as between 
Eastern and Western Canada.

The fourth amendment moved in the 
Committee stage was to cut out entirely 
the grant of $1,600,000 for the Toronto- 
Ottawa branch on the ground that this 
part of the line ran through a well settled 
country, would pay from the first, and 
could be constructed without any need for 
public aid.

The justification urged by the Govern­
ment for the granting of the subsidies 
was in the main based simply on the con­
tention that the C. P. R. and G. T. P. 
had been more generously dealt with than 
the C. N. R., and that it was now due the 
last mentioned road to assist it In a time 
of financial stringency.

It was shown that the Canadian North­
ern have received cash subsidies totalling 
$22,122,397, bond guarantees of $50,655,- 
000. and Indirect land grants by means of 
different charters of five and a quarter 
million acres. The Government had no 
correspondence to bring down. Hon. Mr. 
White was the chief defender of the Gov­
ernment’s action, but his defence was 
purely of an apologetic nature.

A somewhat acrid discussion arose over 
two divorce bills sent in from the Senate. 
The Private Bills Committee reported in 
favor of granting the divorces. One case
was granted and the other thrown out.

Higher education a necessity.
The old and unvenerable idea that a 

higher education was only tor the select 
few, for the yonth of the better-off classes 
la now pretty well exploded, to the benefit 
of everybody concerned. Illiteracy in 
most modern countries has become a 
crime, and justly so, for the greater the 
aggregate Intelligence of a nation, the less 
will that nation be dependent upon Indi­
vidual leaders, their ambitions and their 
caprices. Besides, it is all Important that 
lack of wealth should not be any bar 
to the cultivation of Intelligence, the de­
velopment of mental gifts. Of all those 
who have risen to sufficient eminence to 
have their names and biographies appear 
in “Who's Who in America," seventy- 
seven per cent, were college graduates, 
while in Germany there Is scarcely 
a man of any eminence who is not a 
University graduate. When we compare 
the number of graduates in any nation 
with the general population, and then 
contrast the large number of men of emi­
nence among the former with the oorc. 
paratively small number found among the 
latter, we see the enormous advantages of 
a college education. In a recent Issue of 
the “New Freeman" of St. John, N. B., 
there appeared an editorial on the neces­
sity for a college education with which we 
very largely and most heartily agree. 
Says the “Freeman" :

We should say as regard Eastern Can­
ada, at the present stage of Its develop­
ment, college ednoation for our rising 
generation should be regarded as an abso­
lute necessity. To Illustrate this let the 
reader consider for a moment, the mar­
velous growth of Western Canada—such 
a growth, by-the-way, as will soon give 
Western Canada that over-crowding of 
Mpulatlon which at present prevails In 
Europe. In that day the Maritime Pro­
vinces will get a reflex of population from 
the Pacific Coast, and should now begin 
to encourage that trade by placing there 
its Immigration, or rather, transmigration

Now who are the leading men in the 
West In every line of endeavor? They are, 
as a rule, college men. And Western 
capitalists say that the best men they can 
get for any work are those who have gone 
through the mill of college training, or, as 
the saying goes, those who have been “put 
through their degrees."

The whole routine of college life tends to 
educate. From his rising at the first 
stroke of a 5.30 a. m. bell, to his retiring to 
sleep at 9 p. m., a college youth is under 
the yoke of healthy discipline all day long, 
and If his college career extends over years 
he has an opportunity of acquiring many 
branches of knowledge. But the objection 
is often urged that a college education is 
good for youths of great talent, who can 
take full advantage of It; but for young 
uaen of everyday talent it is of less 
oonsequenoe. Now, it seems to us to be 
jûst tbe opposite—for boys of slower in­
telligence may require the stimulation of 
college training even more than those 
whose intelligence is greater. To put it 
all In a few words, a college serves as a 
spur to the boy of slow intelligence, and It 
serves as a check rein to tbe youth of 
quick intelligence. We know that some 
few of the world's greatest leaders were 
men of no college training—but they were 
few and exceptional. Tbe general rule is 
that men who have been leaders of men in 
all lines have been college trained. But 
what about the self-educated men ? In 
practice it sometimes turns out well, but 
as a theory It cannot be defended. A man 
who acquires great knowledge without 
ever going to school will have lost the 
benefit of good direction. Whilst the 
boy who has gone to college can become 
self-educated In the sense of continuing 
hie college studies after he had graduated.

But, as we just Intimated, if Eastern 
Canada wishes to compete against the 
all-devouring West, such competition 
must be led by trained leaders; that is, 
by college-educated men. Any other sorb 
of leadership would Invoke disaster. We 
therefore look to our colleges to supply 
the men who will head the movement for 
a greater Canada, and we look to our 
people of city and country to support our 
colleges by sending their youths there for 
a course of studies. Let them do this for 
the sake of the children and for the 
Province.

It ie Indeed well with any country when 
Its peôple come to realize that a higher 
education la nob a luxury for the rich but 
a necessity for all who can possibly attain 
to It. ___________

Why not now ?
Shortly after Mr. Borden returned from 

England last year, he attended an Im­
mense banquet given in his honour In 
Montreal. The banquet was held on Sep­
tember 21st. In the course of a lengthy 
speech he quoted some words of his own 
spoken while leader of the Opposition, 
and thus commented :

“I said it would be our plain duty that 
the Government of this country could as­
certain if they took proper action for that 
purpose, to find whether the naval Issues 
were grave. That If we were In power we 
would find this and get an unvarnished 
answer, and that If the answer to that 
question by the Government of the 
Mother Country and the reports of 
the Admiralty experts were such 
as to demand immediate action, 
ti»en we would appeal to Par­

And this statement was received with 
tumultuous cheers. Mr. Borden then pro­

There 
was no mention all through the speech of 
having received any popular mandate In 
the preceding election to go ahead. He 
would place h1s case before Parliament 
and if Parliament would not give what he 
wanted he would appeal to the people for 
a mandate.

A NEW SOUTH CONTINENT

Discovered by Dr. Mawson's Antarctic 
expedition.

London, June 2.—The first account has 
reached England of the experience of 
Frank TfUd and his seven companions 
who, forming the second base of Dr. Maw 
son's Antarctic expedition, lived 
glacier for a winter and disooved a great 
tract of land with 360 miles of coast land, 
This land, which probably extends to the 
Pole Itself, has been named Queen Mary' 
land.

Speaking to a newspaper representative, 
Mr. Wild said "We prepared for the 
winter tn our glacier home. We dug a 
tunnel to htfid our stores and entered by 
means of a trap door on top, raised above 
the snow.

Toronto, June 4.—Laiee audiences con­
tinued yesterday ta attend tbe meetings 
of the Presbyterian Assembly. Another 
overflow meeting was held in Cooke’e 
church last night. At yesterday after­
noon's meeting the subjects were “the 
problem of the city," and “rural problems.”

The city must become holy or It will 
become hell," declared Dr. J. G. Shearer, 
general secretary of Moral Reform Assool-

The large and growing proportion of 
the new city population are alien, or of a 
non-Anglo-Saxon stock, speaking un­
known tongues, or following faiths not 
ours, many of them not'Christian or they 
are Infidel in creed and pagan in life, their 
national ideas are not ours, nor do they 
begin to respect our dearly-bought insti­
tutions and liberties. These people are 
easily exploited. No wonder the few 
wealthy are growing more wealthy, while 
the number of poor increases. No wonder 
intemperance in the eltles Is on the in­
crease and vice flourishes and abounds.

Dr. Shearer declared that the civic en­
vironment must be transformed, that 
the overcrowding must be stopped, and 
said that the church must take up the 
challenge of the drink traffic.

Rev. J. A. Clark, of Calgary, pointed 
out the possible menace of sudden growth 
of slums caused by the rapidity of the 
growth of the cities.

One of the chief causes for concern of 
the church is the amusement of the young 
people away from home, said he. He de­
plored the fact that the sources of enter­
tainment for these young people in their 
leisure hours had been commercialized, 
which eliminated to a great extent whole­
some and temperate pleasures.

The rights of the chi 
by Rev. Dr. John “ 
emphasized the'
Canada, saying tl ______________
rate was realized on the world's lists, 
being next to the .Russian cities. He de­
clared nothing worth while would hap­
pen until a bureau was Instituted In every 
city, which would look after the children 
and mothers.

Dr. A. G. Sinclair, of Winnipeg, spoke 
on “tbe material basis of a home. “It is 
time the industries paid proper wages," 
be said. “An industry which cannot 
afford to do that ought not live."

Dr. Warren H. Wilson, of New York, 
spoke on rural problems.

Rev. C. Crozier, of Freepawa, Man., said 
that the problem of tbe rural church was 
rendered more difficult by the depopula­
tion of rural districts by emigration and 
migration to the city.

The following resolution was adopted 
by a standing vote :

“This congress desires to place on 
record, and to lay before the Church its 
conviction that the present situation in 
Canada, so unprecedented and so urgent, 
demands the immediate and united action 
not only of the ministers and elders, but of 
tbe individual members of our Church.

“(A)—To bring to a personal confession 
of their faith in Jesus Christ as Lord and 
Master those whose relation to our Church 
is at present merely nominal.

“(B)—To bring Into the fellowship of 
our Church those of our own communion 
coming to us from other lands.

“(C)—To unite the whole body of our 
Presbyterian people in the work of human­
izing and of Christianizing the social, the 
industrial, the civic and every other de 
pertinent of our national life.

“ And, further, that the situation is 
such as to call for the sympathetic co­
operation of all tfie Christian Churches in 
Canada, to the end that our fellow-citizens 
of other spheres and race may come to 
know and love and serve Jesus Christ our 
Lord, and thug join with us in building 
up the kingdom of God In our belover 
land.

“ Also, this congress desires to place on 
record and to lay- before the Church its 
conviction that the present world situa­
tion is so unique as to rompel the solici­
tous attention of our Church and of the 
whole Christian world.

“And more especially this congress in­
terprets the suddep aqa marvellous trans 
formation of the "ancient and might: 
empire of China into a democracy vivic 
witn life, and open to new thoughts and 
ideals, as the call of God to the Christian 
nations of the world for a united move­
ment upon the non-christian world with 
the message of the gospel through the 
open door of China.

“ And that the members of this con­
gress here epet for prayer and counsel, 
offer themselves In solemn dedication to 
the high and sacred cause of world con­
quest for Christ, and pledge themselves to 
loyal support of such action as the general 
assembly in its wisdom, and under the 
spirifi of our Lord, may devise.”

A remarkable demonstration took place 
at the close of the programme at last 
night’s session, 4fhen the chairman. Dr. 
R. P. MacKay, announced that he would 
introduce the man who had made the con­
gress possible. Large numbers were leav^ 
fng their seats, and tlje aisles were almost 
blocked, but hfs words seemed to have s 
hypnotic effect upon them. They re­
turned to their seats, and as Dr. A. S. 
Grant, the man with the idea, came for­
ward, every member of tbat vast audi­
ence rose, and with almost intuitive spon­
taneity, white handkerchiefs were drawn 
and waved for nearly five minutes. It 
was a scene which will live in the memory 
of the delegates.

“The time is ripe for a revival. We 
shall never ipeefc fibe this again,1' declared 
Dr. Grant, as he told them to go back to 
their work, and labor until the Master 
called them to the place of victory.

“We are here to throw out the challenge 
to the Church," he continued, “Let us 
capture China for Christ and we will have 
won the world for peace. The door la 
open. The opportunity is there. What 
are you going to do ?"

The administrative committee, through 
the medium of Dr. R. P. MacKay, chair­
man of the congress, sent the following 
congratulatory cablegram to King George 
V on the occasion of his forty-eighth 
birthday ;

“ Congress of 5000 Presbyterians, rep^ 
resenting the entire Dominion of Canada, 
send congratulations on Natal day."

At the conclusion, the doxology was 
sung as it probably has never been sung 
before. The walls re-echoed with the 
strain, and after the benediction the audb 
ence filed out of the building as quietly

WHARF CAVED IN.

Cargo of sand causes damage to Cook's 
wharf.—News of the water-front

Between 6 and 7 o'clock this morning 
about 40 feet of Cook's wharf caved In and 
some 600 bushels of sand sank beneath the 
surface. The sand had been piled at the 
southern side and Its weight caused a 
portion of the wharf to subside. Men 
were at work at the time and the noise 
caused by the gradual decline gave them 
eufficlent time to get away,

Reports of the gale of last Thursday 
night atill continue. The list of wrecks 
has been added to by two schooners ashore 
on Seal Island, near Barrington. They 
were the Geneva May, a 72 ton schooner 
owned by Norman E. Smith, of Wood's 
Harbor and Halifax, and the other was thé 
O. A. Gorham, 66 tons, owned by the Cape 
Sable Packing Company, also of Wood's 
Harbor. Both aobooners were engaged In 
lobster fishing, and both will ne total 
losses. The Geneva May was worth about 
$2,500, and the value of the other is un­
known. There was some Insurance on 
the former.

The United States Ice patrol boat Miami, 
Captain Gamble, arrived in port yester­
day, reporting having sighted a large 
number of bergs, bub all off the transat­
lantic steamship lanes. The Miami will 
remain In port until June 13, when she 
will sail to relieve the Seneca, which will 
arrive here June 20.

The wreck 1 which embraces the______ „_-C Inqulrv, ______________
wrecks of both the Norwegian ship Frais 
and the steamer Gerald Turnbull, will 
begin at the County Court House to-mor­
row, presided over by Captain Lindsay, 
wreck commissioner, who Is coming from 
Oitawa for the purpose.
, On the completion of her present pas­
sage from Windsor to Boston, tbeschr. 
Glyndon will make ready for a run to 
Halifax and st this port will load spruce 
for New York.

Among the vessels In port are the Eva 
M. B. and the J. J. Cox,both of Shelburne, 
and both bound to the Labrador, the 
former for trading and the latter for fish 
Ing. The Eva M. B. may be sold In La­
brador. The latter vessel will engage In 
the fishing In the northern waters for the 
whole season. She was built and Is owned 
by McCarthy Brothers of Shelburne, one 
of whom also sails her.

The terb schooner Frances, molasses 
laden, from Barbadoes, arrived yester­
day. Clearing Barbadoes May 6, an ordin­
ary passage was experienced until a week 
ago last Sunday. Then a fierce southern 
gale sprang up. This was followed by a 
violent sea and for 12 hours the vessel had 
a hard race against the storm. The main­
sail and foresail were both damaged.

Late yesterday afternoon attention was 
attracted along the waterfront by the ar­
rival In port of several of the Lunenburg 
fishing fleet. All of them were bound out 
for the Banks and had put Into Halifax 
for supplies.

The Royal Edward left Bristol, Tuesday, 
with 1,157 passengers and a full cargo for

Without parallel since panic of I 
1907.

New York, Jone 4.—The excitement on 
the Stock Exchange during tbe first boor 
Of to-day’s market was probably without 
parallel since the panic of 1907. Stocks 
wers literally poured out regardless ot 
quoted prices with declines greatest in the 
standard shares.

One of the main factors was the over­
night news from Washington indicating a 
radical attitude on the part of the adre’m- 
i&tratlon In regard to the American To­
bacco Company and tbe Standard Oil Co. 
Another Influence was the decidedly low­
er level of prices quoted by London before 
Wall Street opened. All advices from 
abroad indicated increased pessimism, not 
only In London, but at all the continental 
financial centres.

Inquiry among the local banks and trust 
companies failed to elicit any satisfactory 
explanation for further slump In prices 
abroad except the note of extremevcon- 
servatiem sounded in those quarters. 
The steady decline of the past few weeks 
has caused a general calling of loans by 
financial institutions.

This as yet has made but slight Impres­
sion upon the money market, but a t tiffec- 
ing of rates for both call and time accomo­
dations Is expected before the end of tbe 
month.

Within the first hour sales of stocks 
amounted to 500,000 shares, and fifty new 
low records for the year were made.
