Notwithstanding dull trade 
there has been, during the past quarter, 
about an average consumption in the 
chief descriptions of timber. It is 
gratifying to notice the decrease in the 
stocks of nearly every item, as compar­
ed with the goods held a year ago, and 
if this feature develops as the year 
goes on, it will have a beneficial influ­
ence on the demand and prices.

It is gratifying to report that a 
Glasgow shipbuilder is about to lay 
down the keels of four steamers in all, 
of 17,750 tons register ; these orders 
have come at an opportune time.

ADJOINING THE ADAMS HOUSE. A Globe despatch oi 12th inst., from 
Ottawa says,—

Major Chapleau, Sheriff the North­
west Territories, who was summoned to 
Ottawa immediately after Riel’s capture, 
has again left for the Northwest to be 
present at the trial in his official capacity. 
The sheriff, whose duty it will be to hang 
Riel if the latter is sentenced to death, 
believes that he will escape the gallows. 
Many others join him in this opinion— 
not only that he will escape the hang­
man, but that he will slip through the 
hands of his guardians and make good 
his escape from the country before 
many weeks have passed over. He is an 
elephant on the hands of the government, 
who on the one side are confronted by the 
Orange element clamoring for his head, 
while oa the other side French Canadians 
threaten trouble if he is not leniently dealt 
with. The only way Sir John Macdonald 
can get out of the dilemma is to allow hie 
prisoner to escape and throw the responsi­
bility on the shoulders of the officer in 
whose care he is placed for safe-keeping. 
There is but one impression here regard­
ing the disposition of Riel and that is that 
sooner or later he will be spirited away 
across the border to the United States, 
and this belief has been strengthened 
rather that weakened by certain disclos­
ures which have come to light within the 
past few days.

ette of alleged immoralities in the part 
of a large number of wealthy and titled 
people. On the 6th. inst. th

that the trade in yenng girls has increased 
alarmingly of late years. It claims that 
the growth in this traffic is due to 
the utter ' worthlessness of the law 
in relation of the matter. The names of 
several wealthy men holding prominent 
positions in society are mentioned in con­
nection with the business, 
stated that it still has the details of a large 
number of other cases which were omitt­
ed owing to a lack of space, but that they 
would be given to the public in the course 
of a few days.

Public opinion is divided between con­
demnation and praise of the Pall Mall 
Gaszette's enterprise in printing its revela­
tions of immorality. The verdict depends 
upon whether it was done as a commercial 
speculation to increase the sale of the 
paper or was actuated by a bona fide love 
of morality;

A despatch of 8th says,—
The excitement over the exposures of 

London’s secret vice made by the Pall 
Mall Gazette continues unabated. Large 
crowds surround the publishing office. The 
Crown lawyers are considering the advisa­
bility of prosecuting the publishers of the 
Gazette and their decision is awaited with 
anxiety. Mr. Bentinck, M, P., formerly 
judge-advocate-general, publishes a letter 
in the St. James Gazette denouncing the 
conduct of the editors of the Pall Mall 
Gazette. Mr. Bentinck alleged that Mr. 
Stead, chief editor of the Pall Mall Gazette, 
on the 4th of June requested an interview 
with him on the subject of the Criminal 
Law Amendment Bill. “I received him,” 
continues Mr. Bentinck, “at my house, 
and answered all his enquiries on condi­
tion that the information should be con­
sidered absolutely confidential. Mr. 
Stead accepted the condition without re­
serve, but last night violated the promise 
by publishing a private letter which I 
lent him.”

In defence of its course the Pall Mall 
Gazette publishes a number of letters writ­
ten in commendation by peers,bishops and 
members of the House of Commons, omit­
ting names, however. In addition to 
these the Gazette publishes approving let­
ters from the Rev. Dr. Lawrence, a pro­
fessor in Cambridge University, and some 
other distinguished clergymen of all de* 
nominations, and several ladies. It also 
reproduces articles fav orable to its course 
from the Christian, Western Mercury and 
Belfast News, with letters of protest from 
Mr. John Brinton, M. P., Kidderminis. 
ter, and other persons of prominence.

This evening it publishes an editorial 
thanking the city authorities for attempt, 
ing to suppress the sales of the paper, 
“thereby breaking the conspiracy of 
silence maintained by the press concerning 
the Gazette's revelations." “Police seizures 
of newspapers are commun in Vienna,” 
continues the Gazette, “but such high­
handed outrages on the freedom of the 
press should be impossible in London In­
stead of waging war against street boys 
let the authorities take action against re­
sponsible parties in this business. If we 
have published anything ebscene, let 
them prosecute us. We deny that any­
thing has been published by us deserving 
that censure, and we declare the authori­
ties cowards, or worse, if they fail to pro­
ceed against us, after having charged in 
open court that the Gazette was an ebscene 
publication. We reluctantly adopt this 
mode of publicity in order to arouse men 
to a just sense of the horrors existing 
around them. Now, the more publicity 
the better. We are prepared to prove our 
statements; we can summon witness^ 
from the Dean of Canterbury and the 
Prince of Wales down to Mrs. Jeffries. 
We will put our chief informant and his 
assistants in the witness box; let those 
who do not wish to shake the very founda­
tion of social order think twice before 
compelling us to confront in court brothel 
keepers with princes of the blood and 
prominent public men with the victims of 
their lawless vice. ”

5 p. m.—Northumberland street this 
afternoon has been packed from end to 
end with a mass of excited people ; as 
many as 30,000 news-vendors were in the 
crowd struggling for opportunities to 
purchase copies of the Gazette. At one 
time the pressure of the crowd was so 
great that all the lower windows of the 
Gazette building were crushed in. When 
the doors of the publication office were 
opened for the sale of the first edition a 
tremendous rush for papers ensued, during 
which women and boys were knocked 
down, trodden upon, and in many cases 
badly injured. Despite extraordinary 
preparation to meet the public demand 
sales this afternoon soon exhausted the 
edition, and the supply of paper giving 
out the presses were stopped several 
hours before additional supplies could be 
procured. The paper makes no new 
revelations to day, but confines itself to a 
defence of i|^course, and bids the author­
ities defiance. It promises the final 
instalment of revelations to-morrow.

The chief director of the Pall Mall 
Gazette, Secretary pi the Enquiry Com­
mission through which the revelations 
were obtained, writes concerning the 
whole matter as follows :—“The investi­
gation began May 24th and the work was 
unremitting to date. The Commission

Unfortunately a heavy steel cable be­
tween the engines parted, owing to the 
strain, and both locomotives—the one 
assisting and the one being raised— 
went down together and rolled over three 
times. The next trial was successful.” 
Speaking of a steam shovel he had seen 
working he says ; “A few weeks ago one 
of the ballast trains plowed off 22 cars in 
just 55 seconds from the time the engine 
was coupled to the cable until the cars 
were empty.”

Ottawa, July 9.—The correspondence 
on the Fishery Treaty question brought 
down to-night shows that the Canadian 
Government came out of the negotiations 
very badly; in fact the Dominion Minis­
ters entirely overlooked one of the most 
important results of the expiration of the 
Washington Treaty. The 30th section of 
the Treaty relating to the navigation of 
the St. Lawrence and Welland Canals, 
seems to have been entirely forgotten. 
This is the Article by which it was arrang­
ed that British subjects might carry 
merchandise from one place in the United 
States upon the St, Lawrence, great lakes, 
and rivers connecting the same to any 
other part of the United States through 
Canadian territory, by land carriage and 
in bond. By this article it was also pro­
vided that American citizens might carry 
in United States vessels, without pay­
ment of duty, goods from one part of 
Canadian territory*to another provided a 
portion of such transportation is made 
through U. S. territory. No export duties 
were to be imposed on "goods passing 
through either country. It was also pro­
vided that the U. S. Government might 
suspend the right of carrying granted 
in favour of British subjects in 
case the Dominion Government should 
at any time deprive American citizens of 
the free use of I Canadian canals on terms 
of equality with the inhabitants of the 
Dominion. The Dominion Government 
under their temporary arrangement have 
done nothing to secure a continuance of 
these provisions respecting navigation and 
carrying in bond, and it i* possible that 
the United States authorities consider 
the recent or virtual abolition of canal 
tolls by the Canadian Government so far 
as Canadian vessels are concerned as a 
discrimination against' American vessels 
and American citizens, and so have put 
an end to the bonding arrangements.There 
is very little correspondence respecting 
the fishery treaty beyond what has been 
already published.

Some curious experiments have been 
recently made in England in the matter of 
ventilation and its influence upon appetite. 
In a weaving mill near Manchester (ac­
cording to an English exchange), where 
the ventilation was bad, the proprietor 
caused a fan to be mounted. The conse­
quence soon became apparent in a curious 
manner. The operatives, little remark­
able for olfactory refinement, instead of 
thanking their employer for his attention 
to their comfort and health, made a for­
mal complaint that the ventilator had 
increased their appetites, and therefore 
entitled them to a corresponding increase 
of wages. By stopping the fan a part of 
the day, the ventilation and voracity of 
the establishment were brought to 
a medium standard, and the complaints 
ceased. The operatives’ wages would 
but just support them ; any additional 
demand by their stdïnachs could only be 
answered by draughts upon their backs, 
which were by no means in a condition to 
answer them. The same paper says that 
in Edinburgh a club was provided with a 
dinner in a well ventilated apartment, 
the air being perfumed as it entered, 
imitating in succession the fragrance of 
the lavender and the orange flower. 
During the dinner the members enjoyed 
themselves as usual, but were not a little 
surprised at the announcement of the 
provider that they had drunk three times 
as much wine as he haAusually provided. 
Elderly gentlemen of sèber, quiet habits, 
who usually confined themselves to a 
couple of glasses, were not satisfied with 
less than half a bottle ; others who took 
half a bottle now extended their potations 
to a bottle and a half.

“The arrivals from British North 
America during the past month have 
been 20 vessels, 16,383 tons, against 44 
vessels, 39,870 tons, during the corres­
ponding month last year, and the aggre­
gate tonnage to this date from all places 
in the years 1883, 1884, and 1885, as 
shewn by the table below, has been 
107,247, 130,170 and 99,495 tons 
respectively.

“C^iaidering the small 
délivrées during the past 
been satisfactory, and stocks in the 
aggregate are less than they wère at the 
like period in the last two years ; 
prices, however, of all the chief articles 
of consumption are very low, and at 
present shew no signs of improvement.

“The import of New Brunswick/and 
Nova Scotia spruce and pine deals has 
been more moderate than for several 
years past, and the deliveries also are 
considerably less than last year. There 
has been no improvement in prices, and 
a continuance of moderate supplies is 
necessary to keep our market steady. 
Lower Port pine deals have been more 
enquired for, but there is no change in 
value. Birch has arrived too freely 
and prices are easier; the deliveries 
have been satisfactory, still the stock is 
becoming excessive.

“ There is no improvement in the 
demand for Canadian woods, although 
there is an occasional enquiry for 1st 
class ; the stock is too heavy in the face 
of the new import. Several large par­
cels of St. John pine have recently 
been sold at very low rates. Red pine 
is difficult to move even at very low 
prices. In oak only 1st class wood is 
enquired for and the deliveries have 
been small, buyers preferring to wait 
for the new import. Railway wagon 
scantling is more difficult of sale even 
at reduced prices. . There have been 
few sales of elm and ash and the stock 
is sufficient. Pine deals have arrived 
freely but the demand has continued 
good, and the stock is moderate ; there 
is no change in values. Staves are 
dull of sale.”

An Avalanche of Logs.
Efforts to break an immense jam of logs 

on the Kenebec have afforded excitement 
for a few days to people along the river 
above Fairfield. A great drive came out 
of the east branch of the Kenebec. and 
two miles below Indian Pond dam the 
logs began to form a jam on a bend of the 
river where the banks are nearly 100 feet 
high It was not long before 10,000,000 
logs were hung up in a great blockade, 
The drivers in charge hoisted the gates at 
Indian Pond dam, and with a head of 
eighty feet of water bied to forcgAhe jam 
through. The sudden rush of water broke 
the boom just above the jam and let down 
2,000,000 more logs upon the pile, but 
■without forcing the blockade. The gates 
at the dam were then closed to raise an­
other head of water. Other logs 
lated until aa immense pile, half a mile 
long and tossed high in the air, completely 
hid the river from sight Lumbermen 
c limbed out to the head of the jam and 
deposited a large quantity of dynamite, 
which was connected by wire with a 
lottery on shore.

When a sufficient quantity of water had 
accumulate, the gates at the dam 
opened down through the valley. The 
great pile of logs creaked and twisted, 
hut did not start until an electric button 
on shore was touched. There 
inendous explosion. Logs flew high in 
the air, and a sudden shower of splinters 
flew for adrea around. The jam started 
en masse down the valley. There

Marriages in Churches.—The steady 
falling off in the proportion of marriages 
in England celebrated according to the 
rites of the Established Church is suffi­
ciently remarkable to be the subject of 
special comment in the Registrar-General’s 
report. JJp to 1841 nearly 93£ in every 
hundred marriages came under this de­
scription, but since then the decrease has 
gone on year by year until the percentage 
has fallen to a trifling fraction over 71 
percent—the lowest point yet ^Borded.
The figures also, show a further decrease $ 
in the proportion of marriages by license, 
and a corresponding increase in marriages 
by banns, the comparative number 
which has been rising continuously since 
the quinquennial period 1856-60.

New York, July 9. —The Heralds Paris | 

correspondent telegraphs the following : i 
M. Worth, the world renowned Couturier, 
has created a sensation in his capacity as 
president of the syndicate of dressmakers. 
He has addressed the following circular to 
all the members of the Syndicate : ‘.'For 
the sake of common proteq^ion it is de­
cided that a list shall be printed*of all the 
male and female customers who by malice 
aforethought or by force majeure have 
abused the confidence of dressmakers.” 
This liste de suspicion comprises three cat­
egories. Category A includes all escroc - 
and French foreign customers utterly ins 
solvable.

Category C. includes 
those who in spite of solid fortunes tease 
and worry dressmakere by never paying 
their bills until compelled to do so by the 
costly machinery of the law. The doc­
ument і ssigned “Worth.” 
ocratic decree of the king of the dress- 
makers is appended a list of nearly two 
thousand names—prima donnas, actresses 
princesses, duchesses and horizontales de 
grande et petite marque. Before each 
name is prefixed the letter A. B. or C. 
Category A. is the smallest. Category 
B—those whom vanity has seduced into 
ordering more costly garments than they 
can afford—contains 1,2(XX names, at least 
700 of which are well known members of 
the famous tout Paris ef fashion and 
beauty. Category C, those who can pay, 
but will not pay, includes many of the 
most prominent names in Europe. In 
this category there are twenty-one prin­
cesses, nine duchesses, sev enty-three 
countesses, eleven actresses and forty 
shining lights of the demimonde who 
possess hotels of their own. Owing to the 
indiscretions of some of the minor dress­
makers this edict of the great fashion 
king has become an open secret in all the 
Parsiana clubs and salons. The liste suspecte 
has already caused the most terrible do­
mestic complications, and promises at the 
expiration of the summer holidays to make 
the law courts the place of ultra fashion • 
able rendezoue.

The steamship Clifton unfortunately 
grounded on Escuminac Point reef on her 
way to Chatham on Saturday evening the 
11th. About half an hour after she ran 
aground she was boarded by a pilot. She 
struck while she was signalling the Escu- 
minac Point Station.

Messrs. A. A R. Loggie, of Black Brook, 
have pat up, the past season, a lobster 
factory at the point They have been 
busily engaged the present season canning. 
They have three trap boats employed 
Boat No. 1 has for her captain a Hard- 
wicke boy, Gilbert Manuel, he has given 
her the name of the “Minnie.” Boat No* 
2, the “Cock-a-Wee,” is commanded by 
Mr. A. Gillie, and No. 3 the “Invincible” 
has for her Captain, Johnny Barlow.

Mr. Robert McEwan has charge of the 
packing portion of this factory and Mr. 
W. Clark has charge of the store. Mr. 
Frank Loggie is also a frequent visitor to 
the establishment. There are sixteen 
boys and women and eleven men employ­
ed about the factory. There are about 
700 box traps set. This is the first 
season for Messrs. Loggie at Escuminac 
in the lobster canning business.

The visitors to the Point have begun to 
arrive. Last Monday, the 9th, Messrs. R. 
Bain, Alex. Brown, D. T. Johnstone, jr., 
and Michael Hocken put in an appearance, 
they drove down over the plain road and 
returned the old-fashioned roundabout 
way along the sea-shore. We are not at 
all adverse to seeing a few of such jolly 
good fellows as these visitors proved to be. 
The two Toms have also put in an appear­
ance. We do not think they cared for 
any one down at the Point so long as they 
saw Fred and got his services gratis.

The 
hotel is now fit for the best old world, 
American or Canadian travel, and if the 
weather keeps nearly as fine as it is 
we will do an immense tourist trade, not 
to speak of the general travel.”

The pilot boat was 
ahead of and approaching the steamer 
from the landward side, when to the sur­
prise of everyone on board the Clifton took 
the ground just after the leadsman had 
called out five fathoms. Fortunately, the 
bottom was even and the water smooth 
and when the,tide rose the steamer came 
off easily, without having received the 
■lightest injury. The mishap was very 
annoying but due solely to the careless­
ness of the leadsman.

The Clifton is loading timber, deals and 
general cargo at the lower Mill Cove 
wharf and will be ready for sea again on 
Saturday. Her genial captain and officers 
at e welcome visitors to the port apart 
altogether lrom the fact that their ship is 
so important a promoter of Miramichi and 
North Shore trade generally.

Fatal Railway Accident-
AN ENGINEER AND FIREMAN KILLED !— 

A BRAKEMAN WOUNDED!—CARS AND EN­
GINE THROWN DOWN AN EMBANKMENT OF 
80 FEET !

> Although minor accidents, involving 
injuries to employees and damage to roll­
ing-stock have been of frequent occurrence 
on the I. C. R., the Northern division 
has been comparatively fortunate of late 
in, not having had any any serious fatali­
ties. Monday last, however, wapnn ex­
ception, for about half past two 
on that morning there was a terrible colli* 
eion in which two men were killed, a third 
injured and quite a large number of cars 
and a locomotive wrecked: The circum* 
stances of the accident, as learned by a 
special reporter of the Advance who 
visited the scene are as follows,— 

Conductor Brownell and engineeP Price 
left Moncton a few minutes after twelve 
on Monday morning for the North with a 
special train of empty cars. This train 
was followed, some fifteen minutes later 
by another special composed of coal-laden 
cars in charge of Conductor Davidson, 
with John R. McLellen as driver, Gilbert 
Kidd as fireman. Near Coal Branch 
station, 28 miles from Moncton, Conduc­
tor Brownell’s train parted and several 
cars were left behind, coming to a stand­
still on an embankment nearly 80 feet 
high. A brakeman went back to signal 
Conductor Davidson’s train, but owing to 
a heavy land-fog which prevailed and the 
fact that the heavily-laden coal train was 
ona^own grade there was no adequate 
time in which to avert a collision, even if 
the driver was sharply on the alert. As 
it was poor driver McLellen’s engine went 
crashing into the standing cars with great 
force and the engine, five box cars and 
four coal cars went tumbling down the 
embankments on either side of the track* 
while rails were torn up and bent, sleepers 
scattered and the road-bed dug up for 
some distance. In its descent the engine 
turned over several times and some of the 
cars are said to have gone end over end in 
their wild flight. The fireman, it was 
thought jumped for his life, while the 
driver stuck to his post, for when the lat­
ter was found his dead hand grasped the 
lqrer, while fireman’s Kidd’s body was 
crushed by the tender. Brakeman Welch 
had three brakes on before the crash and 
had time to brace himself for the shock 
and escaped with a |pw scratches and a 
cut head. Fireman Kidd’s body was 
found beneath the tender. His left leg 
was broken and the bone had penetrated 
his body quite a distance, 
body was buried under his engine, with a 
fearful cut on his head and his body fright, 
fully scalded. The first relief train reach­
ed the scene from Newcastle on Monday
