There was no attempt to deny that Ctokmcl 
Lynch supported the Boers, but counsel con­
tended that his naturalisation was In no wwy 
prompted by treasonable Intent, and was

nsenr* from a Journalistic standpoint. ЩИн
•sfneatiy the defendant actively supported
the Boer cause In the belief that ho was a 
legally naturalised burgher.

Replying for the prosecution the solicitor
general. Sir Edward Carson, maintained
Colonel Lynch joined the Boer army a» a
discontented Irishman -thereby committing
a most cowardly and most serious net ot 
treason." His naturalisation, continued' toe 
solicitor general, was only a flimsy pretest. 
Counsel then proceeded to detail the prison­
er’s alleged acta of adherence to bis coun­
try’s enemies.

The lord chief Justice summed up 
very briefly. He said that If in war 
time a British subject joined the king's 
enemies, whatever hie purpose, he was 
guilty of an unlawful act. Naturalisa­
tion during war time afforded no ex­
cuse whatever for subsequent acts. 
There was abundant evidence, he said, 
of overt acts in aiding king’s enemies.

The jury, after having been out half 
an hour, returned a verdict of guilty.

When asked If he had anything to- 
say as to why he should not be sen­
tenced to death, Colonel Lynch replied:

“Thank you, I will say nothing.”
The sentence of death was passed 

on each of the four counts In the in­
dictment. The prisoner then bowed to 
the court and was removed In custody.

RAILWAY ACCIDENTS

MISSOULA, Montana, Jan. 15,— Jas. 
Hartford, well known to old-time Mon­
tana and California miners, died at the 
Mossoula hotel tonight. He had been 
lying at the point of death for sixty- 
two hours before It actually occurred, 
his case being one of the most remark­
able on record in this respect. His 
death was looked for all day Tuesday 
and yesterday and for two days and 
nights there was every indication that 
the end was near. The last feeble 
breath of life still remained, however, 
and it was not until 7.30 tonight that 
he finally passed away.

Mr. Hartford came here from his 
home at Garnet for treatment last fall. 
He was treated for heart failure at the 
Sisters’ Hospital, and went home at 
election to sit with the election board. 
He returlned to Missoula soon after­
ward, and while undergoing treatment 
here was seised with a stroke of par­
alysis. He had been confined to his 
room at the Missoula since that time. 
The deceased was a native of .New 
Brunswick and was sixty-eight years 
of age. He went to California In 1864, 
locating in Yuba county. In April 1868. 
he settled on Elk Creek, in Powell 
county, and had remained there ever 
since with the exception of the years 
when he was in the Cedar Creek 
stampede.

In connection with the efforts now 
being made to secure enough funds for 
the new Y. M. C. A. building lai St. 
John, the following article from an 
American paper is of special interest:

In view of certain strictures as to 
the expensiveness of the Young Men's 
Christian Association in iHartford, 
Conn., the secretary, Noel H. Jacks, 
has made investigations, the results of 
which are as follows: 
age of the inmates of the Massachu­
setts State Reformatory at Concord 
and of the members of the Young 
Men’s Christian Association at Hart­
ford Is the same; the capacity of the 
two institutions Is similar. The value 
of the reformatory buildings is $1,000,000 
and of the Hartford Association $250,- 

The average number of young 
men in the reformatory last year was 
a little more than that of the members 
of the Hartford Association (900), but 
undoubtedly four times as many men 
come under the Influence of the latter. 
The reformatory employs sixty-flve 
officers and thirty teachers at an ex­
pense of $106,000. The Hartford As­
sociation employs ten people with an 
aggregate salary of $8,600. The entire 
budget of the reformatory is $216,000 
and that of the association is $17,500. 
In the reformatory the Inmates give 
nothing, while the members of the 
Hartford Association pay toward Its 

The purposes of 
these two Institutions In the opinion of 
the secretary are almost identical; both 
are Intended to improve the character 
of boys and men, the reformatory 
treating the disease and the Young 
Men’s Christian Association guarding 
against its attacks. The expense to the 
taxpayers of Massachusetts for each 
inmate of the reformatory is over $200 
per year. The expense per member of 
the association to the community Is 
less than $8, and this expense Is fully 
balanced by the public work the asso­
ciation does for those who are not 
members—that Is, in Its missionary 
efforts. In a word, it costs over twenty 
times as much to reform a young man 
as to keep him from going wrong. In­
stead of being too expensive the as­
sociation is saving the city annually 
hundreds of dollars, developing a high 
character of men and saving boys and 
men from the necessity of a reforma­
tory.

Ever since the establishment of „the 
home of the Good Shepherd and the 
Salvation Army Rescue Home, this 
matter has been becoming топе seri­
ous, until now it causes the commis­
sioners no small amount of worry. In 
the past women who were brought be­
fore the police magistrate on minor 
offences were sentenced to terms in 
the almshouse, but now they all go 
to either the Jail or the Good Shep­
herd. These women were of much as­
sistance to the matron of tte alms­
house. as they were put to work at 
scrubbing and washing, and many 
other necessary occupations, but now 
that -the women do not go to the alms- 
houee It is a matter of no email con­
cern as to how this work 1» to be done.

Then in the past many children were 
oorn In the almshouse, and many oth­
ers were taken In with their mothers. 
When the mothers were able to be 
about the house they helped to pay for 
their support and attention by doing 
many of the lighter tasks, while son*? 
of the older inmates who were unable 
to work looked after the children. 
During the last few years there has 
been a decided falling off In the num­
ber of mothers and children admitted, 
and ihe great majority of Inmates are 
now too old to work or are incapaci­
tated by disease. The almshouse Is a 
refuge for the destitute, a home for In­
curables of the poorer class,a shelter for 
fallen women, and a home for Infants, 
but Its work now is almost confined to 
the two former classes of inmates, 
and these are nearly all 
work.

* Archbishop Ireland Informes M. Del 
Casse that the dispersal of the Pas- 
elonlst fathers will be viewed with ro- 
pugnance and horror by the American 
people. He adds that such procedure 
would be considered in this country a 
needless and wanton act of religious 
persecution, of a character utterly ab­
horrent to American ideals. In this 
way, the archbishop declares, such a 
policy would do much to alter the es­
teem and respect mutually extoting be­
tween the two countries, which he has 
hitherto done his utmost to foster 
The archbishop further says that 
should the Passlonlst fathers be dis­
pensed, he would .feel like a stranger 
in Paris on hie next visit, and 
ous Americana who have worshipped 
at the church on the Avenue Hoche 
will feel the same way.

It Is understood that In making this 
appeal on behalf of the Posslonlsts, 
Archbishop Ireland was joined by 
General Porter and Sir E. J. Monson,

Since the estab­
lishment of the Salvation Army home 
the almshouse people have not receiv­
ed so many of these applications, but 
attention has been paid to the matter, 
and one of the. commissioners la auth­
ority for the statement that "St. John 
Is rapidly becoming a dumping ground 
for illegitimate children." These In­
fants may or may not become public 
changes, but It is said that while ii> 
the past they were kept by their moth­
ers in different parts of the province, 
many of theta are now eent to St. 
John, where they can be placed in a 
home, and the unmarried parents re­
tie ved of their care. The commission­
er» do not see their way clearly out 
of the present difficulty of securing 
help, and an Increase in the cost of 
management of tho almshouse may be 
the unavoidable consequence.

LOS ANGELES, calif., Jan. a.— 
Charles M. Rhodes of Philadelphia, a 
capitalist interested In mining prop- 
erty near the city of Maxatlan, Mexico, 
has arrived at Lee Angeles. He 
obliged to charter a steamer to go 
from Maxatlan to Guaymas, where his 
party was quarantined for ten days. 
Mr. Rhodes says:

“In Maxatlan the plague Is confined 
to the peon class of natives, even to 
the apparent exclusion of the few Chi- 
neee. Of course a panic has been cre­
ated among the population, and thou­
sands of people have fled to the moun­
tains. The quarantine at Guaymas 
was very thorough, and I eee no rea­
son why the people of Southern Cali­
fornia need have any fear of the 
spread of the plague this way, from 
Mexico. Guaymas was thoroughly 
cleansed by the authorities and pre­
sents an ideal aspect from a sanitary 
Point of view. In Maxalan, the cen­
tre of the plague, the sanitary condi­
tions were deplorable, and It may be 
a hard matter to stamp it out among 
the miserably poor people of the 
place. The Mexican authorities have 
appropriated $100.000 for fighting the 
Plague In Maxatlan, and every house 
in which the disease exists Is burned 
with Its contents.
