A Sketeh of the Late Ganon Ketehum
—His Funeral Obsequies.

ST. ANDREWS, N. B., Aug. 13.—The
announcement on ¥Friday morning last
of ‘the senious illness of the Rev. Dr.
Ketchum stirred the hearts of the
people of St. Andrews with a feeling
of painful anxiety. During the day
the thoughtsy of all were turned to the
reotory in’ sympathy with the uncon-
scious ‘sufferer and the members of
the family, who 'were by the bedside
of ‘the beloved and venerable patient,
wa:tc!hing the pregious life ebbing
away. The end came at an early hour
on_Friday morning; and was announeed
to the people of the town 1% the toll-
ing of All 'Saints 'church bell On

every hand were heard expressions' of.

regret, and such expressions as the
dear old doctor is gone, testify to the
ésteem in which he was held, not only
by the members of the congregation
of ‘the church, to ‘whom he had for so
many years ministered. The funeral
took place at 2.30 p. m., Monday.: - The
casket containing the remains of the

'late pastor of the church were as it

was eminently fitting they should be,
brought to 'the church™ immediately
after the oconclusion ‘of Sunday even-
ing service brought to and deposited
in the ohancel—that chancel in which
where so often his voice was heard as
‘he read the service of the church for
ure’ living and the dead, would no
mone hear his voice.

ing to deliver the opening address on

the queéstion, What can be done to im-
brove the condition of the laboring
Dbeople of St. John, I felt most keenly
my own incompetence to ‘do justice
to the subject under discussion. In or-
der to prescribe an effective remedy
the physician must understand thor-
oughly the symptoms of the .malady
I thought therefore that no one is cap-
able to speak more intelligently and
feelingly on ‘the wrongs gor sufferings
of the Jlaboring people than the labor-
ing people themselves, and I think so
vet if it was not for the difficulty of
inducing laboring men to speak in pub-
lic on.questions touching their .imme-
diate interests. You will find laboring
people ready enough to sulk and com-
plain of their hard lot in the immediate
circle of their own families or associ-
ates, but when it comes to  making
thelr voices heard in public to give the
$5,000 & year man a vivid picture of
the struggles of the dollar a day man;
to tell the true genesis of the laborer’s
dollar Before it is made; and the dis-
sections and~ subdivisions that same
dollar has to undergo before it can .be
made to make both ends meet, here
‘the laborer is too modest to Gpen. his
mouth. “What, me make a. speech;
why, bless your soul, T'ain’t no speak-!
er; never made a Sspeech in.my life.”
Let me tell you, theréfore, my friends,
that this society was not organized for
the sake of displaying or cultivat-
ing oratorical .powers or for the sake
of making capital or pelitical stock
out of it in election time, but for
the sake of removing RaeoIML bur,,
dens from ithe shoulders of 75 péer cent,
of the residents of this town to tell
those who find themselves helpless in
the struggle of life a way to help
themselves to give the voters of this
town a clear sense of their power, to
show them ‘that as the voters have
made the legislators, who in their turn,
make the laws, the voters must be the
real masters of the land. You see thus
that this society was organized for the
laboring men, and we are anxious that
it shall be participated in by the lab-
oring men. TIn attempting to diagnose
the case of the laboring men in this
town I canconly figure like a physiciar
diagnosing the case of 'some internal
malady. The symptoms of the disease
can best be described by the patiént
‘himself, but the physician knows best
what to prescribe for it after the dis-
ease has once been identified. It is
just the same case with me. I have
given quite a few years to the general
study of capital and labor, but when
‘it eame to the question of how to im-
prove the condition of laborers in St.
John I had to take my information
‘secondhand

who are best fitted to speak upon the
:subject. In case therefore you find any
cf my statements inaccurate I beg you
to correct me on the spot, whether such
corrections be favorable to my argu-
ments or not,. for after all I love the
itruth better than my arguments. Now
‘before I give my ideas on how to im-
.prove the condition of the St. John
working men I have endeavored to in-
vestigate whether this  condition is
such as to need any improvement. The
result of my researches I will give you
4in ‘detail briefly. The three most im-
portant measures which immediately
affect the life and comfort of the labor-
ing classes are wages, the length of
the working day and the cost of living.
Let us begin with the first. According
to what I could ‘gather from laboring
peqple and officers of trade unions the
rate of wages in this town for unskill-
<@ Jabor amounts to' an. average of
dne dcilar to a dollar and &’ quarter
per day. It is trué that there are some
trades, such for instanceas carpenter
and brick-laying work, in which wages
are higher,but then such work can only
be carmiefl on through one season of
the year, so that in the end it all comes
to the standara of ‘one’ dollar a day.
Now, acness the barder, where labor is
‘organized, the 'standard of wages is
two ‘dollars pér ‘day. Again I am told’
that the dafly hours of labor in and
around this town where labor is not
organized, range from nine to twelve
hours. Here also our cousins across
the line take things a little easier, for
there the standard working day ranges
from eight to tem hours, and the ten
hour day is fast désappearing there al-
together; but them some one will tell
me that the cost of living is less here
than in the United States. I must
therefore tell'you that in my own ex-
perience I found it quite the contrary,
and I am always wondering how this
mistaken idea about the comparative
cheapness of things in this port of the
country came ever to be invented and
believed in. Let us compare the prices
of some of the necessaries of life to
verify my statement. For instance, the
price of flour is always higher here
thamw in the United States; coal is gen-
erally ten per cent. higher; kerosene
oil is over 200 per cent higher than in
the United States; taxes for the poor
man is more than 5 times, or 500 per
cent. higher than in the United States:

GIVE YOU TWO EXAMPLES.

from our own town. First, I will make
a comparison between it and unorgan-
ized labor. There is a union of brick-
layers in tHis town, it was organ-
ized about eight or nine years ago, and
eomprises -at present -about fifty mem-
bers. Before the organization of these
laborers the highest wages of a mason
in this' town were itwo dollars for a
day’s work of from 10 to 12 hours; on
the next day after the organization of
that trade wages rose to $3 for a work-
ing, day of mnine ‘hours, and this rate
-prevails to the present day. The con-
| tractors made some ‘show of resistance,
but inside of two @ays they came to
terms. Now consider the benefits of
this union to both the Jlaborers and
their employérs. “The 'laborers 'had
their wages imcreased 33 1per cent and
the working day re@uced 10 per cent.
God knows it is little -enough, as it-is,
‘considering that the eraft-can jonly be
plied during a few wsummer months.
However, it is quite an ‘improvement
over the starvation wages which were
the rule in that trade before its orgnn-
‘ization. Besides this, there is strong
connection between this Tocal organ-
ization and the International Brick-
layers’ Union, which stands guardian
over the interests of the loeal trades

Thus any trouble that may arise be-

This system is' ‘allowed to work
smoothly for two or three years, i. e.,
@s Iong as the wages of said@ clerk re-
main below or at $6 per week, but, lo,
as soon as that figure is passed and
our hopeful clerk begins to expect a
raise of a dollar and 'té dréam of
independence or of extending a hélp-
ing hand to his family, a cloud as big
as'the hand of man  appears on his
horizon; that cloud is gradually spread-
ing, ‘his lemployer begins to find fault,|
with bhim and  to' throw out  hints
about business being slow and about
the necessity of reducing expenses and
so on, and so forth, till at last on one
fine. morning our hopeful clerk is given
his passports and a new dollar and a
half clerk is taken in his stead.

.. Poor fellow, for years he was satis-
fied to do the work of a menial for a
pittance, with the hope that one day
he will receive the wages and work of
a man, but now all at once, like ‘&
thunderbolt from a clear sky his dream
has been cut short, because his em-'
ployer has a certain measure of wages
which his clerks dare not overstep.
There is an old tradition that the shoe-
makers of Sodom and Gomorrah made
only one size of shoes and if their cus-
tomers feet 'did not fit that size it
was worse for him, for if the foot was
too long they shortened it, and if it
was too short for the shoe, they pulled
it out of joint to make ‘a perfect fit.
Our_ retail dealers have adopted’ the
same system with their clerks, instead
of adapting the wages to the man, they
cut their man to the measure of wages.
