Allan R. MacDonell. MacDonell al-
leges that on October 19th of last®year
Jtussell drew upon him at North Bay,
Ont., for $30,000, agreeing to take care
of the draft. On these representations
MacDonell accepted. When it came
due, Russell neglected to meet it and
MacDonell was compelled to retire it
with & note for the same amount
which. Russell endorsed. The note
came due on. November 29th and Rus-
sell again falled to meet it. Finally
it was agreed that Russell should pay
MacDonell $5,000 in cash and give 250
shares  in -Caledonia Hotel stock as
security, MacDonell giving Russell his_
note for $25,000. At this time Russell
is alleged to have represented to Mac-
Donell that the Caledonia company
had bought the Springs and had made
good contracts for the supply of water,
and that the hotel was earning a hand-
some profit,' A later plea states that

MacDonell learned that these allega-|

ions were false, deceptive and fraud-
ulent, and he thereupon tendered Rus-
sell back the stock and agreed to pay
the note when due. This Russell de-
clined to do, and MacDonell had final-
ly to pay it. Now he asks that the
sale be annulled and Russell compelled
to pay $25,000, MacDonell reserving his
right to further sue for damages or
otherwise,

On the other hand, Russell is suing
MacDonell for $35,000. It is alleged
that in January, 1904, he controlled the
majority of the Stock of the Laké .of
the Woods Milling Co., and about that
date bought from MacDonell 1,000
shares of stock at an average price of
$69. The agreement was that Russell
was to-pool controlling interest in
stock of Lake .of the Woods Co. and
sell it, MacDonell and other partici-
pants in the deal turning over their
stock at whatever price he could sell
for. On March 17th last, Russell
states that he sold the controlliing in-
terest to a Toronto syndicate, headed
by E. R. Wood. He called upon Mac-
Donell to fulfil the terms of the alleged
agreement, but this MacDofiell is de-
clared to have refused to do, and as a
consequence Russell says he had 'to go
into an open market and buy stock.
As a result of the sale to Toronto eyn-
dicate. and the manipulation of the
market he had to pay $25,000 more for
the stock than he would have been
compelled to pay MacDonell, and he
now asks that MacDonell be compelled
to make this loss good.

Imperial Manifesto- is Expected in Short Time--—-Baron Ferzen
Tells of His Desperate Attempt to Get Away from
Japanese Ships and Reach Vladivostok.

THE STAND FOR PEACE.

WASHINGTON, June 1.~—Russia will
know officially how ready this govern- |
ment is to assist her in commencing
peace negotiations with Japan at the
earliest possible moment if Count Css-
Sini, the Russian a.mbass'ador, carries
out his Intention of seeng the presid-
ent tomorrow. For two days the am-
bassador has flanned calling at tne
White House and would have asked for
an appointment this afternoon but for
the fact that the president was en-
gaged in opening the Lewis and Clark

night that he hoped to make an &ap-
pointment for tomorrow.

‘The whole situation was thorovghly
discussed in an informal way by Count
Casg€ini with his personal friend, the
German ambassador, who dined at the
Russian embassy tonight 'after having
had a conference with the president
early in the day. Indicative of the im-
portance of the two conferencas of the
German ambassador was the statement
of the Russian ambassador late tenight
that he hoped to see the president
within the next 24 hours.

Meanwhile it can be stated on the
best authority that the Washingtoni
government is biding its time, bellieving
that Russia must be given time fully
to realize the crushing character of
her defeat. ;

PARIS, June 1.—Strong influences are
being exerted- between' Paris and St.

A GRAPHIC STORY.

A torpedo went straight
through my vessel and we lost our
fighting power and were unable to
mgve elther way. .

DR. BORDEN’S REPORT.

The past year, he said, had been one
of unparalleled development. In the
number of courses of study offered, in
the number of teachers employed and
in the number of pupils registered and
in the perfection of school equipment
this year has been the most successful
in our history. The registered attend-
ance has been 306, of which 157 were
boarders. In the literary department
there were 195. In three departments
& had to secure additional teachers,
and some of them even then have
worked ' overtime, The popularity of
the oratory department made another

1 teacher necessary at Christmas, and

thanks to the generosity of Mrs. Mas-
sey Treble, we have now two teachers
in the household science department,
in which there are 102 pupils besides 24
children from the public schools, who
have received instruction from the
normal students. In the music depart-
ment there have been eight regular
teachers giving their whole time, and
46 pianos have been in constant use.
The art department under an able staff
has had a fair share of ptronage. Ten
beautiful casts of famous worke of art
have been added to the collection.
Through the generosity of our lady
principal we have been able to purs
chase a fine magic lantern and reflecto-
scope for the laboratory outfit.
Through Dr. Archibald’s diligence and
genius about 1,000 volumes have been
added to the library. The general
health has been good and religious
feeling deep and sincere. Last year
when we opened our new annex we
thought there was room to spare for
some time, but today wé have again
nearly reached our limit of accommo-
dation. I would urge on the generosity
of our friends the great necessity of a
new Ladies’ College.

After conferring the degrees Dr. Bor-
den read the following: “It was decid-
ed at a meeting of the Ladies’ Col-
lege’ faculty that epecial public men-
tion should be made of Miss Lloyd
Keen, one of our graduates of this
year. During her four years’ study at
Mt. Allison she has pursued courses of

The following is a part of the bacca-
laureate sermon by Rev. Hugh Pedley,
Montreal, Sunday evening, The Doc-
trine of Election as Applied to a Uni-
versity. Text John 15:186:

The preacher began his sermon by
pointing out that the men to whom
the words of the text were addressed
constituted the most elect body of men
that the world has ever seen. They
came to Jesus freely, But this does
not invalidate the point and paramount
c¢haracter of the choice of Christ. There
were other men as good as they, but
He chose them, and their names are
written broad on the brow of history.

The term elect or chosen is applicable
to the students of a wuniversity, and
especially td those who are leaving it
by the legitimate gate ‘of graduation)
It is proper therefore in a baccalau-
reate sermon to discuss this old doe-
trine or rather fact of election. The
with:
The fact of election; explanation of
fact; the purpose of the fact. What
is the fact of election? Simply this,
that some men are chosen to greater
privileges than othere. Several illus-
trations: were given. Undoubtedly the
twelve disciples had extraordinary
privileges. They had three years of
unbroken personal fellowship with the
greatest personality the world has
ever known. Other examples of privi-
leges were quoted. Gladstone’s boy-
hood at Eton and young manhood at
Oxford were compared with the form-
atlve years of a docker’'s child. There
were elect nations. The climate, the
racial composition and the religious
opportunities of the British people
were contrasted with those of a pro-
vince of Central India.

The last point” touched upon was the
purpose of election. Thé disciples were
chosen that they should go and bear
fruit. The call to privilege is a call to
service. This is the idea expressed in
the pithy French phrase noblesse
oblige, and it is an idea that should
have paramount place in the mind of
a student, That there is large oppor-
tunity for service is evident. It may
be broadly said that the. nineteenth
century created a new civilization and
that it is the function of the twentieth
century to deal with the new condition
thus. created. Amongst these condi-
tions are such as the following: The
vast increase of wealth. Shall this up-
life or Wegrade? Shall it strengthen
the heart of man or expand the soul?
Shall it be the instrument of selfish-
ness or the opportunity of love? An-
other condition is the cosmopolitanism
that follows upon commercial develop-
ment.’ Provincialism is fast dying. The
world consciousness is growing.

It is well, therefore, that on the day
of graduation we ghould discern be-
hind the figures of principal and pro-
fessors the more venerable figure of
Him whom men wused to call Our
Father Christ, and that there should
be heard deeper and more inspiring
even than the voice that confers the
academic honor that other voice which
says ,“I chose you and appoint you
that ye should go and bear fruit.

Has Arrived at the Sasebo

Naval Institution.

Hope of Peace is Entertained—Ser-
iousness '_of Situation is Fully

Realized in Russia.

WASHINGTON, May 31.—The state
department has received the following
cablegram from Tekio dated today:
*“Rojestvensky’s skull fractured, re-
quiring operation, serious, but not
dangerous. Total Japanese losses to
date, three torpedo boats sunk, “three
officers killed, about 200 men killed
and disabled.”

ST. PElERSBURG May 31.—The ca~
tastrophe which has overtaken the
Russian fleet has given a tremendous
impetus to the demand upon Emperor
Nicholas for' the immediate convoca-
tion of a national assembly without
awaiting action upon the report of the
Bouligin rescript commission, With the
single ‘exception of the reactionary
Sviet the press pours out indignation
and wrath upon the bureaucracy which
is held responsible for all the misfor-
tunes of the war. Only the Novosti
and Bourse Gazette, however, declare
that peace should be concluded.

The Russ, now the widest read pa-
per in Russia, says: Those gullty of
Russia's disgrace should be over-
whelmed with sHame.” “The death of
half a million of men,” the Russ con-
tinues, “and the loss of billions of
money is the price of the rejection of
progress and western civilization. Se-
bastopol struck the shackles from the
serfs, and Port Arthur, Mukden and
Tsu Island should free Russia from
the slavery of the bureaucracy.”

The Slovo, another popular paper, is
aven more bitter. It says: “Enough!
Blindfolded for two hundred years,
the Russian people have,been march-
ing to the brink of destruction, but the
bandages are now torn from the eyes
of 130,000,000 of Russians, and they will
neither be led nor driven over ihe
precipice. gae ¢ople speak, The
bureaucracy n4s had its say and has
crowned its work of nat}onal shame
and humiliation. Let it now listen to
what those who have suffered in sil-
ence and who have supported it in
luxury have to say. From this mo-
ment a convocation of the people has
become necessary as the air we breathe,

If the bureaucracy this time stands|

between the emperor and the nation,
let it be war. Let it remember the
lessons of Russian history—the his-
tory of the Zemsky Sobor of 1649. The
Japanese are not fighting the Russian
people, but the Russian bureaucracy,
which has rejected with energy the
task of the nation for a host of syco-
phants and time-serving courtiers, Qur
only consolation in this bitter hour is
the consciousness that it is not the
people but the government which has
Enough!”’

The Synoaechestva and Nasha Shian,

two constitutional papers, are equally |

bitter.

The Novre Vremya, while milder, de-
fending the Russian administration
against the charge of rottenness, and
insisting that there is plenty of pat-
riotism as evidenced by the fact that
more young officers volunteered to go
out with Admiral.Rojestvensky than
were needed, nevertheless joing in the
cry for an immediate summoning of
the people. :

‘“Delay will be fatal,” the paper
adds... “All Russid’s intelligence and
all her ability are needed to meet the
advancing crisis.’

press that the cruiser Gromobol, of
the Viadivodtok squadron, had been
sunk with nearly 800 men on board.
A message was received from Capt.
Broussikoff, her- commander, last night,
which it was believed was sent by
wireless . telegraphy to Vladivostok.
Vice Admiral Scrydloff, who was re-
ported to be on board the Gromobol, is
in St, Petersburg. The Gromobui sail-
ed out of Viadivostok on Seéurda.y as
soon as Admiral Rojestvensky was re-
ported to have arrived in the Straita
of Korea, but the admiralty declines to
say whether the Gromoboi was en-
gaged.

The admiralty had no further news
to eommunicate this morning, Ae re-
port of the battle, however, has been
received from the captain of the Rus-
sian transport Korean and it is also
understood that the emperor has re-
célved a communication from Japan,
possibly from Rear Admiral Nebogatoff
or Admiral Rojestvensky.

said that the time hag not yet arrived
for such a movement, which might
embarrass the pacific tendencies al-
ready developing in Russia. At  the
same tima. the vie wprevails that
moral influence in France, Great Bri-
tain and the United States stand for
peace, while the interests of Germany
tend towards a prolongation of the
war. It can be stated that events at
Mukden led Germany to embark on
her ambitious programme in Morocco,
and the same sentiment prevails here
now, namely, that Russia’s defeat in
the Straits of Korea further strength-
ens Germany’s ambition. Therefore

AN ELOQUENT
SERMON TO THE
U. N. B. STUDENTS.

Dellvered by Rev. Canon Roberts in
St. Ann’s Church Last Sunday
Evening.

FREDERICTON, May 80.—The fol-
lowing is a brief extract from the ser-
mon delivered by Canon Roberts at
St. Ann’s church, Fredericton, Sun-
day morning to the students of the
University of New Brunswick:

2nd Peter, I, 5, 6 and 7.

“Giving all diligence, add to your
faith virtue; and to virtue knowledge
and to knowledge temperance; and to
temperance patience; and to patience
"g‘bdliness; and to godliness brotherly
kindness; and ' to brotherly kindness
charity.”

Here we have a beautiful golden
chain of Christian ' graces, beginning
with faith and ending in love, binding
us close to’'God. "Here we have a Tree
of Life, springing from  the seminal
prihciple of faith, spreading abroad its
living branches, adorned with leaves of
beauty, and enriched with the heaven-
ly fruits ‘of love. Here we have a
Christian Temple based on the firm
foundation of faith, built up with the
carved 'and polished stones of holiness,
crowned with the Golden Cross ‘of
Love, and indwelt by the Holy Spirit.
Under all these figures my text has les-
sons profitable for this occasion and for
this congregation if time-allowed me to
develop and _ enforce them. They all
convey the idea of what education is
or ehould be,—a symmetrical, harmon-
fous, progressive growth or building
up of the whole man, body, mind and
spirit, in depth and breadth and
height, towards the fullness of that
perfect Manhood of which the divine
Pattern has been set before us.

I do not purpose dealing at all this
morning with any phase of the much
debated question as to the duty of the
state with regard to the religious
teaching of the people. I am speaking
to a Christian congregation, including
today the graduating class, and a con-
siderable number of other members of
a distinctively Christian university. It
was so when I first became one of its
flumni, much more than half a cen-
tury ago, though it was then known by
& different name. I thank God that it
is so now, and gives good promise of
continuing so. I speak to you there-
fore a’s men and women chosen of
God’s free mercy, as were those to
whom St. Peter wrote, to the knowledge
of our Lord Jesus Christ, the Son of
God, and_to “exceeding  great and
Precious promises” in Him, swhereby
Ye may become ‘partakers of the Di-
vine Nature.” I appeal to you as he did
toivthem, to give diligence that you may
“add to your faith virtue, and to vir-
tue knowledge; and to knowledge tem-
perance; dnd to temperance patience;

Iiness brotherly kindness; and to bro-
therly kindness charity.” The appeal
is a personal and individual one, but
it has its close connection with the uni-
versity, whose gracious opportunities
some of you are preparing to relin=
quish, that you may realize them in
the larger werld of practical”endeav~
or. For the use you have made, and
for the use you shall hereafter make
of gll those opportunities a heavy re-
sponsibility: must rest upon you all.
That responsibility extends to all your
faculties, capacities and powers, whe-
ther the university professes to deal
with them all or not. The very title
“University” is an all-comprehending
one, It implies place of universal
search for universal truth, and of pre-
paration for the universal application
of that truth. That ideal our own uni-
versity does not pretend as yet to

Will Cause Serious Incon-

venience in St. John.

- ®

New Train Service Will Upset Plans
of Many Suburbanites and In-

terfere With Mail Service.

b

The summer time-table of the 1. C.
R, which goes into force on June 4th,
contains changes which aré decidedly
inconvenient to St. John people, and
particularly to the large numbers who
live during the warm season at the
summer resorts along the I. C. R.

The particular change which has al-
ready brought to this office dozens of
angry protests is with respect to the
day trains to and from Halifax and St.
John—the local trains which stop at
every station and carry the early mails
Under
the present schedule No. 2 leaves St.
John at 7 o’clock, arriving at Halifax
at 7.05, and No. 1 leaves Halifax at 7
and arrives in St. John at 6.40. This
arrangement provides excellent oppor-
tunity for those who wish to spend a
day in the country and allows suburb-
anites to come to town for an evening
of work at the office or of pleasure at
the theatre or other places of amuse-
ment.

But abeginning next Monday these
through trains will be cancelled. No.
2 will leave at 6 a. m., running only
to Moncton to connect there with the
maritime express for Halifax, and will
return as No. 1 at“9.20. This means
that those who want to get) out for &
day in the country must leave here at
six o’clock and that suburbanites who
wish to spend the evening in the city
must come in on the Point du Chene
express at five o'clock. It also means
that no business man will .be able to
take his evening meal at his out-of-
town residence and return to his work
again for the évening, as many are do-
ing daily at present.

A serious inconvenience is also caus-
ed to the morning newspapers by the
change. No. 2 is the only train on
which they can reach subscribers and
customers along the road. To catch it
under the new conditions they must
.get their papers to the post office at
about 4.30.a. m., which meansg that the
presses must be started before 4 a. m.,
and this compels the missing of much
telegraphic news, practically all that
comes in after 2.30 a. m., which is
sometimes the best of the night ser-
vice.

Few things done by the I.%€. R. un-
der Mr. Emmerson’s management have
excited such protest as will follow this
new departure.

TWENTY-TWO WARSHIPS

AND FOUR ADMIRALS LOST.

Extent of Russian' Disaster  Growing---Admiral
Skrydloff Bfuwnad; Rojestvensky, Nehogatoff,
 and Voslkersam Gaptured.

‘According to latest reports from
Vice-Admiral Toga to his government,
the loss to the Russians in ships sunk |

fighting ships were seriously damaged. |

LONDON, May 31.—The Daily Mail's |

- ‘“When the Kniaz Souvaroff was sunk ;
Admiral Rojestvensky was transferred
to another vessel, but was captured off
Fumi today. He is said to be severe-
ly wounded in the arm. |

“All the shipg of the Russian fleet
have been either sunk or captured.”

ARRIVED AT VLADIVOSTOK.

VLADIVOSTOK, May 30, 430 p. m.
—Two ships alone of Vice Admiral Ro-
jestvensky’s powerful flotilla, the
swift cruiser Almaz and the torpedo
boat destroyer Grozny,. lie at anchor
here today in the curving harbor of
Golden Horn, they having separated
from the fleet in the early stage of the
battle’ which began in the Korea
Straits Saturday and headed in obed-
ience to orders, with full speed to
Vladivostok.

Up to four o’clock this afternoon no
other vessels of the Baltic fleet had
vet arrived and the signal stations at
Askold and Rimsky, Korsakoff Islands,
reported none' in sight.

Officers of the Almaz and Grozny say ,

that both fleets had already sustain-
ed terrible losses when the Almaz and
Grozny broke through the hostile line.

SAW JAPS GO DOWN.

Of the Japanese, two battleships had
gone down before their eyes and two
cruisers, their sterns high out of the
water, seemed ready to plunge fore-
most to the boftom of the sea.

The Russian fleet, they say, was
even in a sadder plight. Rojestven-
sky's flagship, the Kniaz Souvaroff,
and her sister ship the Borodino, and
the cruisers Osliabia and Ural were
utterly destroyed, and when the fog
closed down and hid the ecene of bat-
tle from sight. Northward of the
speeding shipes a third great Russian
battleship, the Alexander III., seemed
in sore distress, but limping north-
ward, putting up a valant fight against
throngs of torpedo boats and still con-
tinuing her attacks on the cruisers of
the islan@ empire. Torpedo boats were
almost clinging round the other ships
of the fleet like angered wasps, sep-
arate flotillas' darting in again to launch
their weapons. i :

SCARS OF BATTLE.

The - Almaz, which arrived at her
anchorage here Monday evening, bears
sears of the Vattle. Her mizzenmast
is shot away, and one of her smoke-
stacks is pierced by a cannon shot.
But the Grozny, though engaged for
several hours in a running fight at
short range with a large Japanese de-
stroyer, shows no signs of the fray,
and finally, after her commander,
Captain Andriffski, had been wound-
ed and an officer and three men had
been killed, the Grozny succeeded in
sinking her opponent with a luckily
placed shot, and reached Vladivostok
without further adventure at 11 o’clock
this morning.

Early in the battle an officer of the
Almaz, while watching Rojestvensky’s
flagship, the battleship Kniaz Souvar-
off, for a signal, saw the flagship
shudder from stem to stern as if un-

| der a blow from a gigantic hammer,

and hesitate in her course, while the
waves rose high from her armored
sides.- Then she commenced to list
and soon sank, leaving the deck offi-
cers and many of the crew struggling
in the waves.

One of the Russian torpedo boats
either the destroyer Buiny or the Bravi,
ran in and picked up a number of the
swimmers, one of whom was recogniz-
ed through a glass as Admiral Rojest-
vensky.

Under the gruelling attack from the
Japanese warships, aided by torpedo
boats, mines and submarines, the Bo-
rodino, Osliabya and Ural were placed
out of action and followed the flagship
to the bottom.

The arrival of the Grozny at eleven
o’clock was marked by the same scenes
of excitement as those which charac-
terized the advent of the Almas.

JAPS HAD ADVANTAGE.

8T. PETERSBUHQT May 30.—Togo
enfjoyed the great adVantage of tactical
pesition when he opened fire, having
the lightest of the Russian ships be-
tween him and Rofjestvensky’s heavier
vemsels, thus smothering the fire of the
latter.

HAS AGREED TO DISARM.

‘Russia has agreed to disarm and in-
terne the big fleet of:collierg and trans-
ports sent to the Chinese coast when
Rojestvensky determined to try and
force the Straits of Korea. It is be-
lieved here that the admiral did not
want to be hampered by a big convoy
on the sea fight, and the decisioh to
send the convoy to the rear compelled
Rojestvensky to .adopt the shortest
route, by way of Tsu Island, as some
of the ships could not carry enough
coal in their bunkers to steam around
Japan.

Information brought by the Almaz
and' published in an official despatch
tonight is supplemented by the results
of the interviews had by the Associat-
ed Press correspondent at Vladivostok
with the officers of the AMmaz and
Grozny, This information is very in-
complete, as the Almaz, being scantily
armed and cartying light guns of little
use in battle, drew off after the first
collision with the Japanese and head-
ed for Vladivostok at full speed. The
last view the officers had of the battle-
fleld was at dusk Saturday, wheén the
torpedo attacks had already commenc-
ed and the Kniaz Souvaroff, the Boro-
dino, the Osliabya and the Ural had
gone to the bottom, while the Alexan-
der III. had been badly damaged.

The Assoclated Press Isj informed
that the unpublished portion of the of-
ficial despatch, the contents.of which
were sent by a wireless despatch to
Vladivostok before the arrival of the
cruiser there, says that the Kniaz Sou-
varoff was blown up, Captain Chagin,
of the Almaz, giving it as his opinion
that this destruction was the work of
submarines. The captain gives the
number of Japanese torpedo boats par-
ticipating in the attack as eighty.

HOW ROJESTVENSKY WAS RE-
PORTED SAFE.

The admiralty also withheld the name
of the craft to which Rojestvensky is
reported to have been transferred, ow-
ing to doubts as to whether it was the
destroyer Buiny or the destroyer Bavi.

Arbitration, which opened yesterday
at Lake Mohonk, N. Y., have the big
newspaper headlines over the dalily
news from the far east to show them
that the tiger taint is still strong in
our blood, they have also ‘the know-
ledge that they have accomplished
much, that a greater advance in the di-
rection of their desires has been made in
the last year than during any other in
the world’s history, and that the very
news which tells them the goal of
their efforts is not yet in sight, is cal-
cx&}ated tq do more than any other in-
filence to bring it nearer.

No more terrible lesson on the
horrors 0f war than the Russo-Japan-
ese conflict now nearing its close has
ever been read to humanity, and never
were men the world over in a more
receptive mood. This is a century of
humanity and common-sense, and war
is utterly at variance with both. It
two civilized men have a dispute now-
a-days they do mot try to kill each
other, but seek to adjust their differ-
ence equitably in a ‘court of justice.
They are able to understand that the
killing or maiming of a fellow-man is
no proof that you were right and he
was wrong. The same mental process
compels men to ask what the slaugh-
ter of half a million men in Man-
churia and the sinking of more men
and millions of dollars worth of good
ships in the eastern sea has to do with
the justice of the respective cases in
the disagreement between Russia and
Japan. Also the value of human life
and happiness, as compared with
cash indemnities and acres. of land, is
fncreasing in the popular mind and the
thought is being driven forcibly home
these days by the descriptions of the
ghastly horrors of modern warfare,
which correspondents in the far east
are sending.

Another strong ‘nfluence for pacific

arbitration is the growing conviction
of the gréat mass of working men that
upon them falls practically the whole
burden of war. A recent speech of
Saumel Gompers, president of the Am-
erican Federation of Labor, eloquently
voices -the sentiments of a growing
majority of those who, in the last
analysis, have the decision - of all
policies. He sald: “True to the high-
est and best conception of human life,
the trade-union movement, from ita
first inception has been opposed to
war. ‘It recognizes that though others
may fall, the brunt of war is borne by
the working people; not only upon the
battlefield itself, but the burdens there-
after which war entails. We cannot
be indifferent or restrain our feel-
fngs of horror at, nor withhold our
sympathies from, the slaughtered
thousands of human beings even in the
Far East, regardless of the  country
toward which our predilections lie. We
welcomed the establishment of the In-
ternational Court of Arbitration at The
Hague. In the broad domain of hu-
man activity there is no force so pot-
ent and which will be so powerful to
establish and maintain international
peace and human brotherhood as the
fraternization of the workers of the
world in the internatienal labor move-
ment.”

A tangible and encouraging result of
these . combined influences was the
signing during the past year of twenty-
two arbitration treaties, ‘about half of
which have been ratifled. The effect
of these, immediate and indirect, it #3
hard to estimate too optimistically.
All the nations of Western Europe are
signatories of some of them and are
thus bound together in bonds of peace
for at least five years. When that
period is up there is every prospect
that the majority of them will be re-
newed and if they work successfully
enough to insure renewal it is more
than probable that more treaties of the
same nature will be concluded until
every civilized power has entered the
compact that guarantees the settle-
ment of disputes on a basis of justice

and common sense instead of by brute

force.

The prospects for the end of war
are brighter today than they have ever
been since Cain committed the first
murder. The consummation may he
delayed, but it is certain. As Presid-
ent Gray of the conference said yes-
terday in his opening speeocn: ‘It was
not to be expected that this great re-
form and betterment of the world's
conditions ' could be accomplished in
the period of a generation. Old pre-
judices and hebits of thought die out
slowly. Thé world does not progress
by leaps and bounds: But in the slow
process of ine ages we cannot fail to
see th: oteady gain of humanity. The
greund we have gained we will not
lose. From tne hour of the establish-
ment of the liague tribunal no back-
ward step has been possible. The
trend of public opinion is all our way.
It is Lecoming more and more recog-
nized that international peace is
necessary to the establishment of in-
ternational justice. I hope to live to
see ‘the day in the near future when
it will be recognized that the national
honor is best subserved by righteous-
ness and justice and .a love of peace.
I hope we shall all live to see the day
when the national honor will be most
seriously Involved for that nation
that refuses. to tread in the pathway
of peace and arbitration.”

LAURIER’'S STATESMANSHIP,

Another sample of Laurier’s states-
manship, a grave error which has cost
this country the good-will of the new
world power, was brought to the at-
tention of parliament the other day
by Mr. Barker of Hamilton, who read
some correspondence lho_wing that
Japan is discriminating a,g_-alnst the
manufacturers of Canada and asked
some questions which showed the rea-
son why. o

Mr. Barker’'s attention had been
drawn to the matter by a letter ad-
dressed by a leading New York agent
to the Hamilton Cotton Company. This
letter, which he read in parliament,
set forth that there was a good mar-
ket in Japan for Canadian duck, but
he was unable to ship any becauss, as
he learned, there was & discrimina-
tory duty in Japan of § per cent.
against Canadian cottons as compared
with British and United States goods.
The agent therewpon offered a reduc-
tion in price of 5 per cent, to meet
this discrimination, but although Jap-
anese merchants favored Canadian
duck and were anxious to buy it, they
were prevented by prejudice on the
part of Japanese officials against Can-
adian-made goods, owing to a feeling
that they had been discriminated
against by Canada in the past, and
that Canada had declined to make the
same concessions to Japan as Great
Britain and the TUnited States had
made. -

Hon. Mr. Fielding explained that
the Laurler government had refused
to be bound by a treaty made between
Great Britaimr and Japan, because, 48
the Hamilton Herald pute it, the am-
bitious Laurier desired to make the
treaties for Canada—to '‘make a na-
tion” of this country, thus throwing
away a chance to make a most advan-

tageous arrangement with Japan. Mr.
Tielding says the government felt that

‘if it assented to the British-Japanese

treaty Canada’s ‘freedom of action”
would suffer, just as if a treaty made
with Japan in conjunction with Great
Britain was any more binding — any
more subversive of “freedom’” of Can-
adian action, than a treaty made by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier in person.”

The result of Sir Wilfrid's “national”

ambition is that Great Britain and

United States send goods, freely,
to Japan smd enjoy a lucrative trade
wish that ccuntry, while Canada re-
mains out in the cold.

And what mukes it worse, says the
Herald, is the fact that, if it had been
France instead of Japan, Sir Wilfrid
would have agreed to the treaty so
soon as it was mentioned. Indeed, we
are now enjoying the great blessing of
a commercial treaty with Sir Wilfrid's
mother country — a treaty which ruin-
ed the soap manufacturing business in
Canada, and reduced the price of
grapes in the Niagara district, by rea-
gon of the encouragement the arrange-
ment gives to the importation of
Frénch light wines,

A BUREAUCRACY IN DANGER.

If freedom from the burden of bu-
reaucracy comes to the Russla.n.people
as the result of this war the price paid,
enormous though it is, will not be ex-
orbitant. And it is hard to se¢ how
the Tsar can sucessfully resist the
pressure that will be brought upon him
a9 the news of this last awful disaster,
which must be placed to the credit of
the bureaucracy, .becomes generally
known. Already the Russian newspa-
pers are adopting a tone that would
have meant Siberia for their editors a
couple of years ago, and the mutter-
ings from the populace are more omin-
ous even than before the bloody Sun-
day in St. Petersburg last winter,

For the eyes of the people have been
opened since that day. They realize
now as they mever did before that the
Tsar is but a feeble puppet in the
hands of parasites who are fattening
at the expense of all that is best in
the nation and that it is necessary,
for the very life of the nation, that
these shall be shaken off. Also their
love and wveneration for their ‘Little
Father” has changed since that day
they saw their own fathers and broth-
ers and children stretched on the red
snow, and it will take far less now to
incite a general uprising than was
needed then.

The bureaucracy i8 directly respon-
sible for the war and for the astound-
ing unreadiness of the Russian army
and navy to meet it. The people know
this now. A® one prominent Russian
paper exclaims: The blindfolding band-
ages are off and there are 150,000,000
seeing Russians to be reckoned with
before this government can guide the
nation any farther on the read to ruin.
Unless the Tear speedily accedes to the
general demand for the summoning of
a popular assembly the seat of war
may be transferred from Manchuris
to the vicinity of St. Peteraburg.

IMMORAL LITERATURE,

Discussing the “Raffles” stories which
are now a.ppearing‘ in several Canadian
publications, including the Halifax
Herald and the St. John Telegraph, the
Toronto Star says:

The story of ‘‘Raffles” is one of the
least defensible printed in the English
language. Mr. Horning, in writing it,
had no excuse except that he was pro-
viding the greedy readers of sensation-
al fiction with somethir}g hot.

He had not con-
eidered the machines unfit to use nor
unsafe. They had been sent away
each spring and - repaired. The ma-
ctnes in use now were both De La-
val's. Witness said during the last
two years he had ‘handled feed at the
request of the farmers, and sold it to
them. cheaper than the other merch-
ants. He did not think he averaged
820 a car on the feed. With the feed
he also handled some flour, which he
kept in the dairy building until an
act was passed in the local house for-
bidding him to do so. Regarding the
letter written to Mr, Smith, M. P. P,
witness said it had not been written
for publication. - “Mr. Smith had said
in writing to him that he wished to

‘Brekemarn "' Ehdeavored 'to

urge upon the government a more ag-
gressive policy. Witness had expect-
ed the ‘matter in his letter to be touch-
ed upon in the house, and had been in
hopes it might be the means of doing
some good in the school, but he had
not expected it to be used as it had
been. He remembered having writ-
ten to Mr, Hazen, explaining the_let-
ter previously written. This was for
the purpose of showing that he had
no fault to find with the superintend-
ents. Mr. Tilley had telegraphed him
later that an absolute withdrawal of
his charge would settle the whole
thing, but this he could not do.

The meeting was adjourned at 12
©0'clock,

At 2 p. m. the investigation was re-
sumed.

Mr. Eveleigh was allowed to stand
aside, and Austin Lockhart was called.
He had graduated at the Sussex school
and had since been engaged mostly in
Nova Scotia. While at the school he
never knew the instructors to be un-
der the influence of liquor. ' He always
found them ready and willing to help
him,

Herbert Parles, barrister of the su-
preme court, and also a farmer and
dealer _in - thoroughbred stock, was
called next.

'In the year 1904
he thought. his.tests had averaged
about 30 per cent. In the summer it
wént up, he tkought, to about 83 or 34
per cent. In the fall he had changed
the screw in the separator, but he did
not think it changed the test for some
time afterward.

To Mr. Jonah witness said he was
speaking from memory only. He
would not swear within four or: five
points of what his tests were any time
during 1904, Witness sald that with
an ordinary adjustment of the ma-
chine an increase in the speed of fyn-
ing would increase the amount of
cream. He agreed there “were several
things which ‘might interfere with the
cream tests. The fact ¢f his percent-
age of cream increasing in the spring’
of 1904 he attributed to the fact that
different hands turned the machine.
Witness sald he had made his own
butter for a time and found on com-
parison he got smaller returns than
he received at the factory.

C. W..J. Upham. was the next wit-
nees.  He produced a record of his
tests at the factory, beginning with
the year 1903. In January, February
and March, 1805, he got & test of 27
per cent. He thought this unprofitable
and left the factory in May. When he

got his next check $6.87 was deducted
as a fine for leaving the factory. This
was 3 per cent. of the money he re-
ceived since Jan. 1st, 1805. This he
understood was according to one of
the by-laws of the company. Witness
sald when he was home he always
turned his own sepafator. When away
his foreman turned it. He could not
awear whether or not there were vari-
ations in the turning of the machine
on account of the change of hands.
Regarding the falling off of his test in
November last, witness said he ‘would
swear that this falling off was not due
to the change of rote 'n turning the
machine. In his opinion the Babcock,
tester, or rather the man bhehind it,
wag to blame. Questioned concerning
the fine impesed by the company on

those leaving the factory, witness did
not know .just what the intention of |
the company was in making thig. by- |

law. He thought, however, that if he
had just.cause for complaint and left
the factory he showld. not have to pay
it. He did not know definitely of any
person elsy leaving the factory undér
the same circumstances as himself.
Bverett Moore was the next witness.
He had been making cheese for three

years. During that time he had been '

visited three times by Mr. Mitchell,
who spent from fifteen minutes to an
hour each time. Witness considered
the number of visits sufficient, and had
no fault to find with the superintend-
ent.

The investigation was adjourned
about 3.30 p. m., to open again on Fri-
day at 10 a. m

KILLED BY TRAIN.

Robert McCourt Struck by
Fredericton Express.

Accident Occurred in Falrville Yard—
Jury Find Verdict of Accidental
Death.

*e

A fatal accident occurred In Fair-
ville "Wednesday, when Robert Mec-
Court was struck by the Fredericton
express and dled from his injuries a
short time afterwards.

MeCourt, who was 21 years of age,
went to work yesterday at noon at the
Cushing saw mill and was engaged dur-
ing the afternoon in piling deals. At
five o'clock he knocked off work and
with some fellow laborers was walk-
ing home, going by the, asua route
along the. C. P. R. tracks from the
mill to Fairville station. MecCourt
was walking a short distance in ad-
vance of George Compton and Robert
Cheeseman.

A few minutes past five the Freder-
icton express from St. John came
along. McCourt was in danger of be-
ing struck, but as the train drew near,
Mr. Cheeseman, who at ordinary
times is dumb, but who finds his voice
under excitement, shouted a- warning
to McCourt. McCourt turned around
to see what the shouting was about
and then for the first time became
aware ‘of the approaching train. He
attempted .to get off  the track, but
was not quick enough and had just
got one foot clear of the rati when he
was struck.odThe: buffer-board ..of the
engine caught him about the thigh and
he was thrown with great viclence
against a shunting engine which wae
standing on the next track., His skull
was crushed and he was otherwise
very badly injured.

Mr. McCourt was at once picked up
vand carried into the Fairville freight
shed, ‘the accidentfhappenirg within
less than one. hundred yards of that
place. He was made as comfortable

who was on the traln, and Drs. Cur-
ran and Gray of Falrville, who were
summoned, did all they could for the
injured man. Their efforts, hLowever,
were unavailing, - and MecCourt died
about six o/clock or three-quarters of
an hour after the accident occurred.

The ambulance, which was summons-
ed, reached the scene some time after
the man had died.

Robert McCourt was the son of Mrs.
Patrick McCourt. He had beén living
with his brother-in-law , Willilam Reid
Station street, Fairville. He leaves
besides his widowed mother, three eis-
ters,” Mrs. Willlam Reid and Misses
Nellie 'and Margaret McCourt of St.
John, and one brother, John MecCourt,
a conduetor on the street railway.

Robert McCourt is said to have been
glightly weak lntellectua.lly and on sev-

eral occasions récently té“have narrow-
1y escaped injury on the railroad. Cor-
oner McFarland of Fairville, was mo-
tified of the accldent and a: once em-
panelled. a jufy. They viewed the

| 8cene of the aeccident and the body.

The jury was composed of H. P. All-
ingham, foreman; Jéremiah Storey,
Joseph  Scribner,  John McFariand,
Charles 'McFarland, James i.ong and
Robert Irvine.

The inquest was held and three wit-
nesses were examined. They were
Samuel Galbraith and Engineer Stears
of the express, who had witnessed the
accident, and Police Officer Lawson.
The two first witnesses swore that
the train wag running about ten miles
an hour, and that the bell had been
ringing all aleng the yard, The space
between the tracks was wide enough
for a man t6 step aside and escape.the
train. Engineer Stears shouted to the

i man to keep out of the way, but in-

stead of stepping off, he got on the
track in front -of the train, The
brakes were applied, but it was too
late to stop the train.

Officer Lawson said that for the past
twelve months McCourt had seemed

. not to know when he was in danger,
. Several times

lately Officer Lawson
had taken him home off the track and

, had told MeCourt's mother, who saild

that her son was not responsible,

Mr, Reid, McCourt’s brother-in-law,
had also spoken to the officer about
having the young man placed in the

. asylum,

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SERMON.

How and Why the

Gates of Hell Shall

Not Prevail Against It--The Rock
Built Church.

PAasTor RUSSELL’S DiscoursE AT CARNEGIE HALL, ALLEGHENY.

ALLEGHENY, Pa., May 23.—Pastor
C. T. Russell addressed a godiily audi-
ence Sunday afterncon at Carnegie
¥iall. His text and discourse follow:

“Upon this rock will I build my
church; and the gates of hell shall not
prevail against it.”’—Matt. 16: 18.

What instruction can we draw from
these words of our Divine Master?
Well would it have been for all of His
followers down through the gospel age
-had they given closer attention to the
Master's inspired utterances and those
of His heaven-directed apostles, and
less attention to the speoculations of
men, however well intentioned, hoy-
ever wise in earthly lore.

As the “traditions of the elders'” con-
fused the Jews and made the Word
of God of none effect, and thus hander-

ed many from receiving our Lord at
His first advent, so the traditions of
the ancients—coming down to us
through the creeds formulated during '
and following the. dark ages—have
tended to becloud the minds' of many !
of the spiritual Israelies, who today are
much more in bondage to these tradd-
tions thanthey are aware of. Let us,’
dear brethren and sisters, as our eyes |
open wider to the facts, be tpe more |
on the alert to hold fast the precious |
Word and to reject any and every-
thing for whi¢h we cannot find auth-
ority in the inspired recofds. May the
Lord bless to us-our study of our text,
that our minds may be cla.x"med,_our
faith purified, our whole 1iv¥es be more
{lluminated, and our way toward the
heavenly city become more and more
easy to follow.

ONLY ONE TRUE CHURCH.

The firet thought that strikes us in
conngction with this text is that there
is only one church built By our Lord
—only one church propetly to be re-
cognized as = His—*“My  church.”
Throughout Christendom we Eee many
churches of many names, some of them
founded recently and others in the re-
mote past, some having onhe hope and
some anether, some having one bap-
tism and some. another, some having
one faith and some another, some hav-
ing oné organization and some an-
other. Time would fail us to trace the
history of these various organizations
of churches. We c¢an briefly rehearse
the matter as folléws: .

(1) There was the church which the
Lord founded in the twelve aposties
and about five hundred brethren who
believed on Him, accepted His Messiah-
ship, and became His disciples during
His ministry. For these  He prayed
the Father on the night on which He
wae betrayed, saying: “I pray not for
the world, but for them thou hast
given me. That They all may be one,
as Thou, Father, and I are one; that
eventually the world may believe that
Thou hast sent Me. Neither pray I for
these alone, but fer those who shall
believe on My word.” This true church
was formally recognized of the Father
at Pentecost, and progressed in itsAap-
pointed werk of seeking out and build-
ing up in the holy faith those who had
the ears to hear and the hearts to re-;
ceive the message that Jesus was the
Anointed One who died for our sins,
and who would ultimately deliver all
who would accept the favor.

(2) As our Lord foretold in the par-
able of the wheat and tares, it was not
long after the apostles fell asleep in
death until the great adversary,
Satan, brought in grievous errors in
the- name of Christ, and thus sowed
tares amongst the “wheat.” History
shows that the tare-producing errors
began to flourish in the Lord’s church
and under His own banner early in
the second cenjury, and, as the Secrip-
tures had foretold, the tare class had
increased umtil the wheat was practic-
ally swamped. Meantime, gradually,
an organization sprang up which, while
claimig to be of Christ, was rqally an
organization-of men along different
lines from that which the Master laid
down, and beoutid or organized, not
with the cords.of loves—usmion’ with the
heart—but with creedls, oo jons,
forms and ceramonies. very different
ffom the simplicity ‘which the Lord
and the apostfes as Rs Peprosentatiyves
had  institdted. i&
established fts headquarters at Rome,
and gradually h%-;’ued its power and
influence, by falt means and foul, until
it acquired such a preminenge and pre-
domitance that those-who adbered to

(3 In the sixteenth century a religi-
ous reformation which Had been work-
ing for some time broke forth., It had
its sympathizers in every part of the
civilized - world, but for the time ite
chief leaders were Luther and his co-
adjutors in Germany, and Zwingli #nd
his associates in Switzerland, and
others of the same spirit in other
parts, particularly %1 England and
Scotiand. The reformation thus begun
was an attempt to go back to the sim-
plicity of the early church—the church
of Christ—the church feunded upon
the rock, as declared in our text.

SBECTARIAN REFORMATION PRO-
GRESSIVE.,

The result of this reformation move-
ment we see all about us in the five
hundred or more different denomina-
tions of Christendom. The motive in
the organization of each of these sys-
tems undoubtedly was to go back to
the original lines of the primitive
church which our Lord founded. But,
alas, for human weaknesses, pre-
judices, ignorance and superstition in
every case, i1t would appear, a frag-
ment of truth was grasped and com-
bined with old errors from the dark
ages, and because the pretext for a
new name and a new organization
fashioned, not after the original pat-
tern, - but corresponding more nearly
to the form, style, bondage, etc., of the
Roman Catholic ‘“‘mother.”

In dealing thus with the facts of the
case we are not railing against the
good intentions of the organizers of
these various seots and .pariies. On
the contrary, we hold that they bhave
been more or less deceived and duped
by the great adversary and deceiver,
Satan. We give them credit .for a

considerable degree of honesty, but be-

lieve that worldly men with worldly
motives, ‘‘tares,” had much to do with
all these' organizations. ‘We -merely
wish now to oall attention to the fact
that none of these mam-made institu-
tions can properly claim to be the
churoh which our Lord in our text
called My church,” Indeed, so far as
we are aware, few if any now make
that claim—though there was a time
when practically each one of' them
claimed to be the only true church.
Now they recognize that none of these
organizations were founded by the
Lord, and very few in any denomina-
tion . will dispute our stalement that
their membership in earthly sects and
denominations brings them no favor
with the Lord, since they are organ-
izations which the Lord neither estab-
lished nor authorized, and that the
only hope of any it is'in vital, personal
union with Christ and with all who are
His, outside of and without regard to
any of these human organizations, good
or bad.

‘We see, then, that the church which
Christ organized has existed all
through the centuries—has heen com-
posed of all these individuals inside
and outside of man-made churches,
sects, parties, and only these
ever constituted the one and only
church of the Lord Jesus Christ. So

many as see this matter clearly and
‘distinctly will be ready to follow the

command of the Lord to separate them-
buman institutions,
which the Lord designates Babylon—
“Come out of her, my people, that ye
be not partakers of her sins” (false
doctrines and anhantsm to those now

| tion. That the Apostle Peter had this

same thought respecting the matter is
evident, for in his epistle he speaks of
the true children of God as living stones
for God’s temple, built upon Christ as
the great foundation.—1 Pet. 2: 4, &.

EXAMINING THE FOGUNDATIONS.

If we examine this rock-truth upon
which the true shurch was to be built,
we find that a great many are building
partly upon it '‘and partly upon the
sandy foundation of human theories.
All who are' truly consecrated to the
Lord should seek to build their faith
upon the rull significance of this great
foundation truth which our Lord com-
mended as sach, Unfortunately the
word Christ has in a general way lost
its real meaning. It is the Greek
equivalent to the Hehrew worG Messi-
ah, but the Messiah thought is lost to
many. By the Messiah thought we
mean the thought which for centuries
God had inculcated in the minds of the
Jews respecting the great dgliverer of
ther race and of the world of mankind.

The Messiah thought was the one the
apostles had, which led them to recog-
nize Jesus as not only the Redeemer
of the world, but also the one who, in
due time, after selecting His church,
after building it upon this foundation
truth, would come a second time and
establish in the world a reign of righte-
ousness, -with Himself as the great
spiritual, invisible King, all powerful
in the subduing of sin and every evil,
all powerful also in the blessing and
uplifting of all who will turn Jfrom
sin to God. This Messianic thought
pervades all the writings of all the
apostles, as, for instance, in Peter's,
declaration following the Pentecostal
blessing—"Times of refreshing shall
come from the presence of the Lord,
and He shall send —Jesus Christ (Mes-
siah—at His secorl¥ - advent), whom
the heavens must receive (retain) un-
til the times of restitution of all things
spoken by the mouth of all the holy
prophets since the world . began.”—
Acts 3: 19-23.

Whoever would get his faith proper-
ly built ‘upon the foundation which
the Lord declared to be the true one,
should see to it .that this declaration
of our Lord’s Messiahship has its prop-
er prominent place in his faith, his
hope, his aspirations, his Joys in the
truth.

Another part of this rock-truth is
that. Jesus is the Son of the living God.
Many there are in the pulpits of Chris-
tendom who gradually, insinuatingly,
are introducing to their hearers the
thought that JesuS was a mere man,
that He was not ‘“separate from sin-
ners” (Heb. 7: 26), that He had no pre-
human existence, that He did not come
the foundation, and all who give heed
down from above. Such teaching is off
thereto are building upon the sand, and
will surely suffer loss as a consequence.
But while yielding to none in our rev-
erence for the great ransom sacrifice
which our Lord gave on behalf of the
sins of the whole world, and in our ad-
miration for the nobility of character
which led Him to leave the heavenly
courts to become a man that He might
redeem us from the penalty of Adam’s
sin, and with highest appreciation of
His subsequent resurrection to glory,
honor and the divine nature, neverthe-
less we must fault those who falsely
teach, contrary to the scriptures, that
Jesus was the heavenly Father as well
as the Son of God—that the two were
one:in person—that” He sent Himself,
that when He died it was the death of
Jehovah, and that either

and deception merely, or else the uni-
verse for a tlme was without a God,
Such absurd statements have come
down from the dark ages and find no
recognition whatever in the words of
the Lord and the apostles. Some mis-
\takenly suppose that they thus add
honor to our divine Master by claim-
ing that he was Jehovah, for the time
ldisguised in the flesh. ‘But instead of
adding honor, these dear friends unin-
tentionally dishonor fhe Master and
«discredit His word. It was Himself
that said, ““I delight to do the Father's
will,” not His own; it was Himself that
prayed to the Father, and that without
deception or fraud; it .was Himself
who prayed in His dying heur to the
Father; it was Himself who, after His
résiffection, - declared ‘to Mary, “I as-
cend to My Father and to your Father,
tosMy God and to your God.”. Those
who contradict the Lor din these mat-
ters, and who assume'to know more
than He did on these subjects, are not
properly on the ;Amckftoundation which
is laid, and which  distinctly recognizes
“§im as the Son of the Iliving God.
Whoever may' thus find bhimself drift-
ing from the foundation should return
thereto, otherwise-he will surely suf-
fer loss to the extént that he neglect-
ed the Master's word.

Neither did the apostles contradict
the Lord and say that He was the
Father, nor that He was greater than
the Father, nor that He was . equal
with the Father. The highest declara-
tion of homage expressed by them is
in these words, ‘“Him-hath God high-
1y exalted, and{given a name above ev-
ery name; thatcat the name of Jesus

in” heaven andithings in earth.” “And
that all'mién should honor the Son, even
‘as they honor the Father.” No unin-
spired man :has the authority to add
to the inspired  utterahces of God’s
word, and none should have the temer-
ity to do so. The Apostle Paul dis-
tinctly expresses himself on this sub-
ject, saying, “To, us there is one God,
the Father, of whom are all things,
and we in Him;' and one Lord Jesus
Christ, by whom are all things, and

every knee shbuld bow, and of things|
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fiaming, seeking to enclose the church
with the world in a hell of flame and
torture under the control.of devils. To
those who have this view, the Lord’s
words signify that he will exert His
power to the intent that those who are
truly His shall not be shut up in that
awful doom which will be upon the re~
mainder of the race. Nothing could
be farther from the truth than this
picture, which comeg to the average
mind because of ignorance, false teach-
ing or no teaching upon this subject.

As soon as the light of Truth shines
into our minds we learn the true mean-
ing of the Greek word hades in the

New Testament and of the sheol of the

Old Testament which it is used to
translate. If time permitted, dear
friends, we could give you most abund-
ant evidence from, scores of texts that
these words, as used throughout the
Scriptures, had no significance of tor-
ture of fire or anything of. the kind.
The Hebrew word sheol and its Greek
equivalent hades merely signify the
tomb, the death state, and art trans-
lated nedrly seventy times grave, and
frequently where the word hell is given
in the text, some one dispased to help
the reader has in the marginal column
given the true significance, “grave.”
According to the Scriptures all man-
kind go down into sheol, hades, the
tomb, the dedth state. Our Lord him~
self was dead, was in hades, the tomb,
for parts of three days, and arose from
the dead, arose from hades, The
Apostle Paul in his letter to the Corin-
thians describes first the deliverance of
the church’ from the power of hades,
from death, as the first resurrection, to
glory, honor and imgrtality. (I Cor.
xv:42-46,) Then precséding he shows
(v. 53) the ultimatefdéliverance of the
rermainder. of manki who will come
into harmony with the Lerd, and in
connection with this quetes from Pro-
phet Hosea xiij:i4, a shout of victory
over death that will be due, saying, “O
death, where is thy sting? O grave
[hades] where is thy victoyy?’ The
apostle adds, “Thapks unto God, which
giveth us” the wigtory, “through our
Lord Jesus Christ.” . He gained the
victory in His own case by His obedi-
ence.in the thiggs which He suffered,
and.by laying down His life:as a pro-
pitiation for our sins;and nét for.ours
only,, but' also forjthe i of the
whole world. When ‘He adténd®d up
on high, He applie® the; metits of His
victory to His ehurch, which He counts
as “membgfsyof His body;” and these
in turn He has invited¥to participate
with Him in the victory'6ver sin and
death, by laying 'down their lives, by
walldng- in His steps“of sclf-sacrifice.
The Lord’s victory applied to the
church will result in the deliverance of
every member of it from the power of
hades, ‘the grave. The gates of hades

shall not pervail against the church. |

It was sin that brought upon mankind
the pensity of death—‘The soul that
sinneth, it shall die"'—but : through
Christ, believers are justifie@ from sin;
and when the entire church shall be
complete in the end of this age, the
Lord’s power will be exercised and
every member of His church shail come
forth from the gates of death. For
eighteen hundred years or more the
gates of death, the power of the tamb,
have prevailed against .the Lord’s
church. . Like the remainder of  the
world they have gone gown into death;
but when the due time shall have fully
come, every member of His church
shall be delivered .from hades, the
grave, by a resurrection. It wag te
this that our Lord referred in his last
message to His church, saying, “I am
He that was dead, and, behold, I am
alive for evermore, and have the keys
of death and of hades—the grave.”
The key is the symbol of power, au-
thority, ability to open the grave.
Similarly our Lord’s resurrection was
prophetically: and symbolically repre-
sented as the bursting of the bars of
the tomb—of sheol. All who are of the

Lord's 'true church, by faith and con- -

secration, whether in man-made
churches. or not, whether or not they
have yet obeyed the Lord’s command,
“Come out of her,”—all these may re-
Joice in the Lord’s assurance that the
gates, the bars of the tomb, shall not
prevail against them; that in his due
time every true believer shall be fully
liberated from the bondage not only of
death, but also of sin..

It is another part of cur ' glorious
hope set forth in the Scribtures, when
we come to understand thém aright,
that the work of. the-next age Wwill be
to liberate all the prisopers fram this
great - prison-house of deathssheol,
hades, the tomb; and that the church
will be associated with our Liord in that
great work, the final vi'ctorfr over
death, the vietory that was begun in
our Lord’s resurrection and that will
reach stidl further development in the
resurreetion of {the church, which is
His body, tl}e resurreoction of the just,
and which wil reach a still fyrther de-
velopment in the raising up to life and
fully /freeing from every vestige of
death and sin all those who, during the
Millennial age, coming to a knowledge
of the Lord, will come also into har-
mony with His reasonable and just re-
quirements and receive at its -end the
blessing of eternal life. All others will
be remanded to death, the second death

Dear friends, let us appreciate this
tion, no deliverance, no resurrection.

Dear friends, let us apprehiate this
great foundatien of faith svhich the
Lord has laid down for us, and let us
build thereon ‘obediently to ‘the letter
.and spirit of His Word and regardless
the special blessing which He is pleased
of human traditions, that we may have
to give to those He-will recognize as
Hig falithful followers—to those who
will hear. and heed His volce amd not
the voice of strangers.
