Manager of Cunard Line Testi-
fied that Staple Rates Im-
proved Trans-Atlantic Pas-
senger Service.

New York, March 5.—It would be
unsafe for the trans-Atlantic steam-
ship companies to do business without
B rate agreement, in the opinion of
Hermann Winter, manager of the
Cunard line, who testified today in
the government's dissolution case
against the so-called steamship trust.

“Every rate war,” Mr. Winter said,
“has tended to bring all the steam-
ship companies closer- together. The
entire service has been greatly im-
proved threugh the stable rate. En-
firely unrestricted competition gmonz
the trans-Atlantic lines, Would result
fn the ruination of the smaller and
weaker companies and discourage the
formation of new companies.”

Battered to Pieces in Terrific

Hurricane—Crew Foroed to
Live on Uncooked Food.

Newport News, Va., Mar. 5.-—~Water-
logged, with her deckhouses smashed,
her cabin washed out and her rigging
badly damaged as the result of terrif-
fic punishment received from wind and
sea, the three-masted schooner J.
Man’('hestor Haynes, Captain Dixon,
was towed into port here today by the
revenue cutter Onondaga.

The Haynes was struck by a vio-
lent storm last Thursday afternoon,
while bound up the coast from Jack-

sonville to Boston with a cargo of

lumber, The créw battled against the
storm but the wind and the moun-
tainous seas were too much for the
little ship.

She lost her deckload and filled up to

the deck, leaving the crew to live on
deck for two days before the rev-
enue cutter came to the rescus. With
cabin washed out, the galley filled and
only such food as could be fished out
and eaten without cooking, to sustain
life, the crew were nearly exhausted
when the Onondaga picked them up
off Cape lLookout on Monday.

Over 3,500 Added to Ranks of
Strikers — Leaders Urge
Men to Stay Out Until De-
mands are Granted.

Paterson, N. J., March 5.—The ranks
of the striking silk mill operatives
were swelled today by 3,600 dyers
and weavers, who walked out at Lodi,
a suburb. The strikers now claim that
approximately 12,500 workers are out.

Under the surveillance of a heavy
guard of police, Artuouo Giovanitti,
a leader of the Industrial Workers of
the World, addressed a mags meeting

of strikers this afternoon. Elizabeth
Gurley Flynn, who was arrested last
week in connection with the strike,
preceded Giovanitti and urged the
etrikers to remain firm in their de-

mand for a minimum wage of $12 a

week, an 8 hour working day, and re-
version of the two loom*system.

Strike leaders claim that many of
the 6,000 ribbon weavers employed in
the 60 plants in the city will strike
tomorrow morning.

(Ottawa has Offered Doc-
tor Freedom of the City
if He Will Practice
there—Many Hospitals
Ask for Serum.

New York, March G~—The city
health authorities today gave Dr. F.
F. Friedmann, of Berlin, permission
to test the treatment which he claims
is a cure for tuberculosis. 1f Dr.
Friedmann decides to make a test,
the Board of Health will allow it to
be undertaken in a city institution.
The Otisville tuberculosis
Otisville, N. Y., or the Riverside hos-
pital on North Brother Island, in the
East River, will probably be selected
it is said.

The Board - of Health's. sanction
hitherto withheld, was granted after
the visiting Berlin physiclan submit-
ted to the board a tube containing a
culture of the baccilli. Dr. E. J. Le-
derle, commissioner of health, said
that his department will test the cul-
ture on animals.

Dr. Friedmann has been barred
from making general use of his dis-
covery because he holds no state li-
cense as a practising physician.

The sanction of the health authori-
tieg now gives any city hospital the
privilege of making the German spee-
jalist a resident physician on its staff.
The New York county medical society
which protested against tests because
Dr. Friedmann held no license, will
not.stand in the way if any hospital

% lappoints the Berlin doctor a resident

physician who under the law does not,
need a state license.

Left Hotel,

Dr. Friedmann today left the fagh-
ionable hotel where he has made his
headquarters in this city. The mana-
ger notified him that he could con-
tinue as a guest but must establish
a medical office elsewhere. It was
explained to Dr. Friedmann that the
hotel has been over-run with suffer-
ers from tuberculosis since reports
that he was to make general tests of
Lhis serum had been published. Dr.
Friedmann gave up his apartments
without ‘'making known where he was
going. This was before the board of
health announced  its sanction for him
to make a test.

Dr. S. J. Benoit, of the Notre Dame
Hospital, Lowell, Mass., visited Dr.
Friedmann and asked him to make
demonstrations of his treatment in
that hospital. Dr. Friedmann held the
offer in abeyance. Charles E. Finlay,
the banker who has interested him-
gelf in the German physician, said
that Ottawa, Canada, ‘“has offered
Friedmann the freedom of the city”
if he will make tests there.

At the hotel where Dr. Friedmann
has been stopping it was said he had
gone to take a suite of rooms in an
apartment house on the upper west
side. Hig secretary, Dr. Charles D
Hundt, announced that Dr. Fried-
mann would positively begin his treat-
ment of tuberculosis patients tomor-
row, but the secretaty would not
make known where the “physician’s
headquarters for this purpose would
be.

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Three Men who Returned to Russia to Bring their Wives and
Children to Alberta are Summarily Seized and Sent (o

Assistance.

Siberia — Brother Comes to Canada with Appeal for|.

Winnipeg, March 5.—Struggling
t the iniquitous laws of Russia
to free his three brothers from the
tortures and torments of Siberia,
Girsa Tarsus has come all the way
from Riga, Russia, to appeal to Ca-
nadians for help. The men now in
confinement at Siberia owned farm
lands mear Edmonton, and were on a
visit to their old homes for the pur-
of bringing their wives and chil-
dren to Canada, when they were seiz-
ed and’thrown into prison without
any kind of trial. Since then they
have lost all they possetsed, and their
wives and children are homeless.
Girsa Tarsus came here on the ad-
vice of the British-and United States
consuls at Riga, who told them that
the Western Canadians would give
him aid in his struggle for freedom.

Appeals to City.

Tarsus appealed to the city authori-
ties for assistance yesterday, and the
city authorities are taking up his
cause. To The Telegram he iold an
astounding story of the summary ar-
rest and imprisonment of his broth-
ers, who were condemned as deserters
the moment they set foot in Russia,
after an absence of ten years, which
time they lived in Canada and the
United States.

Going to Alberta.

Girsa Tarsus, who is fighting for his
brothers, lived at Gaylord, Minn, and
the brothers lived at New Ulm, Minn,
For ten years they have been in Am-
erica, during which time they pros-
pered and bullt up comfortable homes,
With a nice little fortune ahead of
them, the brothers went to Edmonton
and purchased land near there and
intended removing to Alberta, where
they were to take their wives and
children.

Home to Get Children.

Last year the brothers made up their
.minds to return to Russia and bring
out their wives and children and they
went there but the moment they ar-
rived soldiers swooped down on them
and threw the min jail at the order of
the governor of the country, without
glving them a chance to even say
goodbye to their wives and youngsters,
Later they were taken to Siberia and
lost sight of.

Girsa Tarsus states that his brothers
were arrested because they did not
fight for Russia during the war with
Japan, although they were not called
to arms. He is endeavoring to raise
sbout $2,500 with which to carry on
the fight for freedom. After strenuous
efforts he has brought the case to the
Ruésian. Duma and he is hopeful of
ultimdtely securing freedom for his
brothers, ip e e

Letters from Consuls.

Girsa Tarsus, the brother who is
fighting the case, has letters from the
British and United States consults at
Riga which outline the position of the
brothers. He also carries a letter
signed by the mayor of the county
where the brothers were arrested.
These letters bear out the statements
made by Tarsus who was moved to
tears when told that if his cause was
just the Canadian people would help
him. Overjoyed at the kindness shown
him at the city hall and the interest
taken by the Telegram, he threw his
arms around the reporter and kissed
him on the cheek.

Mayor Offers Ald.

This 18 a translation of the Russian
document signed by the mayor of the
county where the men were arrested:

“Given to this man of the State of
Kowny, Nowoalescandrowsko district,
county of Krasnagorsky, Girsa Bick-
owy Tarsus. That his own brothers,
Laeiba, Falky and Lazar Tarsus were
sent to Siberia by the order of the
Jleutenant governor of Kowny for not
appearing to the war of 1904 with
Japan, and that @Girsa Tarsus is an
honest man and never was under al
legation, and that the Krasnagorsky
county seat testifies to the truth and

WILLIAMS'
RECORD AT
BOWLING

J. P, Murphy writing for the Boston
American says:

Cardlepins have received many a
severe jqlt in years past, but to Fred
Williams goes the honor of putting up
a mark which is believed to be a rec-
ord of its kind. In a'match game at
|the Chauncy alleys on February 21,
Williams—veteran as he is—dropped
170 of the thin pins in a single string,
working on five alleys. He rolled two
boxes on each alley.

Williams' mark is not alone a ree-
ord but a clean one, for not once dur-
ing the ten boxes did he leave a piece
of wood to deck the alley. Fred got
over ten in every box, six times he got
spares and twice he chalked a double
cross on the sccre sheet.

There have been many record-
breaking performances, in fact, higher
scores than that of Williams, but if.

Cogswell serve
them right, the men who made these
records cannot claim the distinct hon-
or of going throuzh a string with ev-
ery box ten or better.

Fred Williams' record-breaking mark
was witnegsed by many, including
Archie Walsh, Jerry MecCarthy, Jones,
Turk and Lovell, 'who competed
against him. They all admit—no
alibis to offer—that Fred had some-
thing on them as well ag the pins
that day. Just imagine a man of Mr,
Williams' age—beinz about 48 years
old—without any rest whatsoever, go-
ing from alley to alley and rolling
170 against the pins. His record is
all the more remarkable when one
"considers that he did not even have
time to get used to one alley when
ne was ushered to ancther. In. all
match games, no matter whether they
are sintle, two man, three man; five
man or anything else,
done on two alleys only.

Probably Mr. Williams' remarkable
string will never be accepted as a rec-

If New Brunswick adopted the same
gystem it would necessitate more tax-
‘gtion, It is very well to say that the
taxes should be higher, but he did not
believe that this should be so with-
out the consideration of the govern-
meni.

Turning to the consideration of elec-
tric steel furnaces they are, the writer
explains, of two distinct kinds (1) in-
duction or (2) arc, or electrode furn-
In the induction furnace, the
molten steel itself acts as the second-
ary winding. The thermal efficiency
of the furnace is high, but there are
many drawbacks in using induction
furnaces for refining, some being due

There are several varieties of elec-

trode furnaces. In the Stassano type,
the metal is heated by radiation fo:m
arcs formed just above the surface
of the bath; thus the heating is en-
tirely local. In the Heroult and Girod
fu es, an attempt has been made
to reduce the intense heat of the arc
and to heat the metal partly by some
other means. The Girod furnace, in
fact, marks the first attempt.to com-
the advantages ofl the induction
and the arc furnaces. The desirability
of such a furnace can be showm by
considering the different processesin
the manufacture of a high-grade steel.

For instance, during the removal
of sulphur, the author explains, the
arc type of furnace has great ad-
vantages; while in certain later pro-
cesses and also in simple melting
operations, the induction furnace 1is
much the most suitable. The Na-
thusius furnace is one of the newest
types. Threecarbon electrodes are
suspended vertically in the furnace
and three electrodes of mild steel are
embedded in the hearth.
