Mazurian Lakes Frozen Over Czar’s Army
Again on Offensive—Claim Ground Gained 

Southwest of Rawka—Fierce Battle Raging 
Near Soissons In Aisne Valley — Report 
Says Turks Will Attempt Invasion of Egypt

London, Jan. 13.—Battles large and small, all having an 
important bearing on thp situation, are In progress at widely 
separated points in the war areas In Europe and Asia.

The Turks have occupied the Persian town bf Tabriz, 
which is a Russian sphere of influence, are battling with th» 
Russians In the Caucasus and are reported to be making pre­
parations for an invasion of Egypt.

The Russians have resumed the dffensive in East Prus­
sia, while the Germans continue to attack them in Poland, 
and they are again trying to cross the Nida river In Southern 
Poland, which is held by the Austrians,

• The battle, however, which is creating the greatest in­
terest is that in the Aisne Valley, to the northeast of Soissons 
where the French have been attacking the German entrench­
ments for a week. They succeeded in taking some import­
ant positions on Friday last, and again on Sunday, but the 
Germans, bringing up reinforcments, succeeded in recover­
ing some of the lost ground, Otherwise, the unfavorable 
weather has compelled the Germans and Allies to confine 
themselves to artillery engagements,

The renewed activity of the Russians in East Prussia in­
dicates that the freezing over of the Mazurian Lakes, for 
which they have been waiting, has at last occurred, for oth­
erwise it would be impossible for troops to advance through 
the narrow defHes defended by the Germans.

Th# Russian# also claim to have made a further advance to the 
southwest of Rawka—another indication that they contemplate a 
repetition of their attempt at an invadton of East Prueeia from the 
east and south, despite the fact ttat repeated German attacks south of 
the Lower Vistula In Poland are keeping them fairly busy. These 
attacks are being made at different points and, according to the Rus­
sian official statements, are easily repelled.

TURKS TO ATTEMPT INVASION OF EGYPT.
Tfiere Is no recent account of the fighting In Southern Polartd, and 

Galicia, but a Bucharest despatch says that the Russians have begun 
an attack on the Austrian fortifications in the mountains that divide 
Bukowlna, now in their possession, and Transylvania, an attack on 
which is considered likely to bring Roumanie Into the war, on the 
aide with the allies.

The Turks, according to a Cairo despatch, have at least decided 
to atempt an invasion of Egypt. In London little credence is given 
to this report It Is not believed possible that troops can cross the 
desert which stretches eastward from the Suez Canal, and even if 
they conquered the waterless waste they would be so exhausted by 
the effort that the British forces in Egypt, It Is confidently .thought, 
could easily repel them.

Lewis Harcourt, secretary of state for the colonies, addressing a 
gathering of Australians today, said It was not likely that the Austral­
ians who were guarding Egypt, with New Zealanders, Indians and Eng­
lish Territorials and regulars, would have much fighting to do there, 
and that they xwould soon be inVrance.

^n Interesting statement was made by Baron Harding, Vlceaoy of 
India, at the qpenlng of the Vice Regal^ Council today, as to the part 
the East Indians are playing In the war. He said that 200,000 of them 
had sailed from India for France, Egypt ,Eaet Africa and Mesopotamia. 
These in Mesopotamia are now presumably advancing with the British 
troops on Bagdad.

Rumors were current today, as they have been on several previous 
occasions, that German submarines had made an attack on Dover, and 
that two of them were sunk. The authorities deny that any submarines 
have been sunk, but give no explanation of the firing of the guns of the 

forts which occurred late last night.

Rome, Jan. 13—Italy has again been 

visited by an earthquake of great ex­
tent, which, according to the latest 
advices has destroyed towns and! vil­
lages and resulted in the death of 
12,000 persons and Injury to possibly 
20,000 more. The shock was. the 
strongest that Rome has felt in more 
than a hundred years. The town of 
Avezano, in the Abruzzi Department, 
elxty-three miles east of Rome, has 
been levelled to the ground1; here 8,- 
000 persons are reported to have been 
killed. In mdhy small towns sur­
rounding Rome, buildings were par­
tially wrecked, while at Naples a pan­
ic occurred and houses fell at Caserta, 
a short distance to the east.

Prom below Naples In the south, to 
Ferrera In the north, a distance of 
more than 300 miles, and across al­
most the width otiO the country the un- 
dulatory movement continued for a 
considerable period. In Rome It was 
thought at first that two shocks had 
occurred, hut the eetomigraphlc Instru­
ments In the observatories showed 
that there was only one, which, be­
ginning at 7.55 o'clock In the morn­
ing, lasted from twenty-two to thirty 
seconds.

In the Capital itself, so far as is 
known there was no loss of life, but 
ms great deal of damage was done, 
Wurchee and statues suffering most.

Naples, (via Rome), Jan. 13—A vio­
lent earthquake shock occurred here 
today, and caused a panic.

Great crowds of the populace also 
fled into the thoroughfares when the 
earthquake came. They formed into 
processions, reciting the Litany of 
S«4nts. Many of the people in their 
excitement declared that the earth­
quake was a punishment for the sins 
at men who are fighting against their 
brothers in the European war.

At the Palazzo Del Drago, where 
Thomas Nelson Page, the American 
ambassador lives, several cracks in 
the building which already had exist 
ed, opened wider and plaster fell In 
several of the rooms. The glass was 
broken In the embassy office.

In addition to th statute of SL Paul 
on the column of Marcus Aurelius, 
the facade of the church of SL John 
Later&n was damaged, and the statue 
of the Saviour, which is 50 feet high, 
was twisted out of plumb.

In the Lateran Palace, especially 
that part occupied by the profane 
museum, the earthquake caused cacks 
of sufficient size to permit of the light 
from the outside penetrating the build­
ing.

In order that they might continue to 
receive the benefit of his protection, 
the consul accompanied them to Jaf­
fa. While waiting on the quay for a 
steamer they were seized and remov­
ed, but the consul, after an interview 
with the Turkish commander, obtain­
ed their release and accompanied 
them back to the quay. He announc­
ed that he would not leave until they 
were permitted to depart

A great crowd surrounded the fugi­
tives and threatened violence, but the 
Tennessee came steaming into port, 
and the Turkish authorities immediate­
ly decided that no further opposition 
should be offered to their departure.

No Agreement Between

Rome, Jan. 13—So far as Is known 
here no definite agreement has been 
reached whereby Turkey assents to 
the demands of Italy In connection 
with the forcible removal of British 
Vice Consul Richardson from the 
Italian consulate at Hodeida, in Ara­
bia.

Avenaano, the town from which the 
greatest number of‘casualties due to 
the earthquake have been reported, 
lies in the province of Agulla, In the 
Abruzzi Department, about 63 miles 
east of Rome, and a short distance 
from the base of Mount Veldno. It is 
an ancient town, and had « population 
of some 10,000. One of the well pre­
served buildings there was the tow­
ered castle bulH by Gentile Vidginto 
Oroino in 1490.

Most of the towns in which damage 
lias been dbne are situated virtually 
in the heart of Italy, In a Mne run­
ning northeast and southeast from 
Rome eastward toward the Adriatic 
Sea. The country in the Province of 
Rome and the Department of Abruzzi 
is mostly mountainous, but thickly 
populated. Numerous villages and 
towns dot the territory. Monte Ro- 
tondo has a population of about 5,000. 
It was here in 1867 that Garibaldi de­
feated the Papal forces. At Tivoli, 
where one person Is said to have, been 
killed, there Is a population of some 
14,000. It lies eighteen miles nortit.

Several street car lines suspended 
operations because of the damages 
caused by the earthquake.

Aa the day wore on, and details be­
gan to arrive in the capital, It was 
apparent that the disturbance in the 
Province of Rome and the Abruzzi 

• had been greater than at first believ­
ed, and that it also had been felt se­
verely in the region around Naples.

At Monte Rotondo ' three persons 
were killed and two wounded; at Zag- 
arolo, the dome of a church fell; at 
Vfcllano part of the cathedral was 
wrecked; at Veroli two persons were 
killed and two Injured; at Tivoli, one 
pprson was killed ; at Pereto five 
houses collapsed, and at Poggio Na­
tive one person was killed and sev­
eral wounded.

Number of Villages Wiped Out
Thus far it has been Impossible to 

vcommunicate with the ancient fortifi­
ed city of Aquila in Abruzzi, owing 
to the Interruption of the telegraph 
service. It Is reported, however, that 
several villages wer destroyed in that 
vicinity.

At Torre Cajetanl, about 37 miles 
east of Rome, the entire village was 
almost destroyed, while at Arnara 
the municipal building collapsed.

The president of an important Petro­
grad bank has left for New York where 
he expects to confer with financiers 
and government officials with the Idea 
of perfecting Russian exchange facil­
ities.

London, Jan. 13.—The need of more 
motor ambulances in Northern France 
is urged by Leo Scheff, of Ottawa, who 
has just returned from a trip to the 
fronL in charge of sixty-five ambulan­
ces which were taken over for the 
use of the British Ambulance Com­
mittee.

London, Jan. 14—One thousand per­
sons have been killed and 600 Injur­
ed by the earthquake, which complete­
ly destroyed the small town of Aielll, 
to the east of Rome, according to a 
despatch to the Exchange Telegraph 
Company. Magliano was also destroy­
ed. In the Province of Aquila forty 
persons were killed.

A glance over the estimates sub­
mitted to the City Council will show 
that the sums which it is planned to 
expend in the departments this year 
make a total considerably in excess 
of previous years, and that, if they are 
finally adopted as indicated, there 
will likely be a very substantial In­
crease In the assessment. No sug­
gestion has been made that any of 
the items in the estimates would be 
considered excessive If it were not 
for the fact that citizens may be call­
ed upon) to meet extraordinary ex­
penses. We already have evidence 
of a proposal to provide for a special 
income tax for the year 1915 to meet 
expenditures arising out of the war, 
and which, if carried out as suggested, 
will have the effect of adding not less 
than $10 to the taxes of every men 
in the community earning $1,000 per 
year.

A leading citizen stated to The 
Standard yesterday that he regarded 
this tax as premature, but it is not 
too soon to consider what effect it, 
taken in conjunction with the Increas­
ed departmental estimates, may pro­
duce upon the tax-payers. Last year 
the tax rate vas $1.92 upon each $100 
of assessed property valuation or in­
come. In the case of a tax-payer 
taxed on an income of $1,000 per yeav, 
the sum of his tax would be $21.20, 
reached1 by computing the assessment 
at the rate, and adding a $2 poll tax. 
The city is bound by law not to ex­
ceed a tax rate of $1.98 for a term of 
years, which has not yet expired, but 
If the estimates already submitted are 
to be taken as a basis upon which to 
approximate the rate of taxation this 
year, it would seem that an applica­
tion for the rescinding of the limiting 
legislation might be necessary.

Approximately this year's ordinary 
estimates are likely to be more than 
SAttl.OOO in excess of last year. The 
Chief®Assessor Is authority for the 
statement that every $3,500 added to 
the estimates means an advance of 
one cent in the assessment rate. Fig­
uring on this basis, and placing the 
increase at the sum named, which, we 
are assured, is a most conservative 
figure, it will be seen that to provide!

An interesting and sane view of the 
reply of Sir Edward Grey to the pro­
test from' Washington against alleged 
Interference by the British" Govern­
ment with United States commerce on 
the high seas is taken by the Chrls- 
tion Science Monitor of Boston. The 
Monitor commends Sir Edward for 
the fair and businesslike tone of the 
document and remarks that if he had 
not desired to be conciliatory he 
might have shown that in the present 
case Great Britain had proceeded only 
along lines similar to those adopted 
by the United States at the time of the 
civil war, when the United States gov­
ernment felt it necessary to assert Its 
right to search for contraband articles 
in ships sailing under other flags.

Continuing, the Monitor says in re­
ference to the action of the United 
States during the civil war:

"The American prize court pro­
ceedings of this period, we think, 
are furnishing Sir Edward Grey 
with all the precedents he may 
ever be called upon to cite in fu­
ture* notes touching upon the pre­
sent case. In our opinion, how­
ever, he will not feel called upon 
to cite them. He is aware, as the 
Washington government Is, that 
these precedents would not have 
been established in the civil war 
period had the various governments 
been able to hold those of their 
people in the seagoing trade from 
violations of the United 
rules relating to contraband, and 
that it was not against Insincerity 
of governments so much as against 
the cupidity and dishonesty of a 
certain class of private traders 
that the Washington government 
in those days was driven to the 
employment of seemingly harsh 
and overbearing methods to pro­
tect itself. We doubt If we are 
mistaken In the belief that the 
Washington government realizes 
today that it is not the legitimate 
but the illegitimate commerce of 
the United States that the govern­
ment of Great Britain is striving 
to suppress.

"Naturally, Great Britain in­
sists upon its right of search. 
As naturally, we believe, would 
the United States insist upon it 
were the eases reversed. It Is the 
only possible way in which Great 
Britain can prevent the shipment 
of contraband finally to nations 
with which it is at war. The 
United States would find it impos­
sible to guarantee the legitimacy 
of cargoes leaving its ports. It 
would be unwise for it to do so, 
because there might be excellent 
cause later on for questioning its 
guarantee and this would simply 
increase and Intensify eompllcar 
tions. It can only, with regard 
for its own best interests, Insist, 
as it does, that the utmost free­
dom shall be granted American 
commerce where it is proved to 
be legitimate, leaving those of Its 
merchants who shall export con­
traband articles to look out for 
themselves."

Curran, one 
of the defendants, witness said, was 
a married man and he was a frequent 
visitor to the house, and there were 
five or six soldiers at the house last 
Saturday night.

He saw one «pian purchasing a bot­
tle of liquor in a Brussels street saloon 
ar.d taking It to the house. Men were 
there until three o’clock in the morn­
ing. Witness further said that he had 
been trying to break up the house for 
the past six months, and Tuesday 
night he called on Special Policeman 
McBrine to make the raid. Mrs. Ma­
honey would visit the house and bring 
liquor in medicine bottles and drink 
it with the others.

"The popular impression on which, 

conceives of our Grand Fleet as 
grimly encircling the German naval 
ports, is entirely wrong. If it did so 
we might very soon have very little 
Grand Fleet left. Enemy submarines 
would very quickfly dispose of some 
of our battleships.
Grand Fleet may be, assuredly it does 
not cling to one place or one small 
area. Sometimes, as the Admiralty 
have told us, it sweeps through the 
North Sea,
Germans do rot willingly show their 
noses outside their mined and guard­
ed ports. Sometimes it is elsewhere. 
Its great pre-occupations are, first, to 
be ever ready, and second, to a bo 
serve Its strength in units until it 
gets a chance to strike home. It’s 
primary duty is not to defend our 
shores, but to destroy the enemy’s 
fleet, by which act our shores are 
defended. Toi that duty all considera­
tions must be subordinated. The task 
of watching for the enemy night and 
day, goes on incessantly and vigilant­
ly, but we cannot use our best ships 
for the task. The risk from subma­
rines is too great. Nor can the 
vessels we employ be forever hover­
ing ini sight of Heligoland and Bork. 
um. Therein lies the German oppor. 
tunity. In the long dark nights, 
perhaps under the cover of mist, 
they can send a swift squadron 
tearing over to England to blaze

Bay Steamer Stayed at Digby.

The heavy northeast gale of wind 
yesterday caused a very bad sea to 
run in the Bay of Fundy. At Digby 
the reports state that the seas were 
very high and washed up on the main 
street. The steamer Yarmouth from 

n. St. John had a very rough passage 
but other than the breaking of some 
of her mooring lines, Captain McDon­
ald managed to safely dock the ship. 
It was found that the weather condi­
tions were so bad in the Bay that Cap­
tain McDonald did not deem It advis­
able to make the return trip to St. 
John in the afternoon but remained 
at Digby. The Yarmouth had not arriv­
ed at her Reed’s Point dock at two 
o'clock this morning, and the agent 
said that no word of her leaving Digby 
had been received by him. He was to 
deceive word if she left the Nova 
Scotia port. It is thought that the 
sailing from Digby yesterday and the 
trip from St. John this morning has 
been cancelled.

Manitoba flour was quoted by Job­
bers in the local market yesterday at 
18.26; Ontario. $7.35. Both these 
prices show an appreciable increase 
as from December 24. On this date 
Ontario mills increased 10c.; on De­
cember 31 there was a rise of 15c.. 
a-nd on January 6th an iincrease of 
25c. Manitoba mi'.ls advanced 50c. on 
January 6, and a further 20c. last 
Monday. The gradual advance bad 
been anticipated by wholesalers and 
jobbers, because of unusual conditions 
affecting the wheat market® of the 
world. The European shortage, con­
sequent, in great measure, on the 
almost total suspension of dealings In 
such wheat as the Russians have bas 
called for larger shipments from the 
America^ continent.

The card received by the brave boys 
at the front from the King and Queen 
Is about the size of the ordinary pic­
ture postal, with excellent photographs 
of their Majesties on one side while 
on the other are the words : “With 
our beat wishes for -Christmas, 1914.
May God protect you and bring you 
home safe."' At the bottom of the 
card is the facsimile of the signatures 
of the King and Queen, viz., iMary R. 
and George R. I.

The Christmas box containing the 
tobacco and -pipe is a neatly arranged 
piece of work. It is a copper box 
about four Inches long, three inches 
wide and about an Inch and a half 
deep. On the centre of the box cover 
Is stamped the cut of the Queen’s 
head. There Is a pretty border round 
the edge of the cover, and on the top 
Is the word “Imperium.” At the bot­
tom Is *iChristmas, 1914.” On the left 
upper corner is the word "Belgium,” 
on the left centre is the word "France" 
and at the bottom left corner Is the 
word "Servis.”

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Whether any action wUl be taken by 
the Board of Trade to protest against 
the Increase In the city appropriations 
will depend upon the action of the 
council of the board which meets on 
Friday. The secretary of the Board 
of Trade attended the meeting of the 
city council yesterday morning when 
the estimates were passed, and the j 
opinion he formed was that the 
mlssloners were doing as well as could 
be expected in the circumstance.

In an interview last evening, J. A. 
Likely, president of the board, said 
he was glad to see that the council 
had cut out a proposed expenditure of 
$60,000 and had decided to make a 
$40,000 expenditure extend over a 
period of four or five years. “Person­
ally I would be willing to tot it go at 
that,” said Mr. Likely. “There has 
been no increase for the harbor or 
water and sewerage departments. As 
for the police department, it should 
be brought up to a better standard. 
The city council has been trying to 
get along with an inadequate police 
force too long.”

Speaking of the proposed emergency 
tax, Mr. Likely said he did not think 
the Board of Trade was called upon 
to consider it at the present time as 
the city council would have to get au­
thority from the legislature before it 
could do anything in the matter. "If 
we have to send more contingents, 
perhaps such a tax would be a good 
way of raising money for the patriotic 
Ound, but it is rather premature,” said 
Mr. Likely.

Opinion among prominent members 
of the Board of Trade seemed to favor 
the principle of the proposed emer­
gency tax if it should beteome neces­
sary, but the general view seemed to 
be that raising the question at this 
juncture was hardly neceseary.

Continuing Sergeant Clark says: “We 
have bad a rough time here and have 
lost a lot of our company. We were 
fighting two days after we arrived In 
Belgium. It was a -pitiful sight to see 
the poor people flying from the Ger­
mans, and the nice towns that were 
blown down by the shells, also to see 
the women and children 
killed, and then to see others running 
away in terror with only a few clothes 
they could carry. I do hope that it 
will not last long, as I am sick of be­
ing away from home; and then one 
has to always carry one’s life in his 
hand. We shall not see any fighting 
at the present time In our division, at 
least not heavy fighting until the in­
fantry gets te Germans on the run, 
and then the horse soldiers will get 
it heavy, chasing them along. We shall 
have more of it than we want. It will 
be aa we had it a little while ago.
