Theé prohibitory law introduced . yes-
day in the Legislature ‘is, of course;
subject to change before it becomes law.
The principal provisions of the bill as
it-stands are published in this issue, and

present ‘form is passéd’ it is said that it
will not become effective ‘until May of

affect the nine counties which - now have
the Scott Act, though they may intro<
d it if they so desire.. In counties |

are now. under license the new
law will suspend the licefise act and for-
bid the sale of intoxicating liguors ex-
cept for medicinal and sacramental pur:
poses by druggists. It is reported that
while beer is to be allowed to be sold
the percentage of aleohol in’ it will be
light—two per cent, This part of the
act is necessarily troublesome and re-
quires care, or ‘a door will be left ‘open.
It evidently is the purpose of the gov-
ernment o defer any popular vote until
after the war, or after the new law h-,
been given a trial, and then allow the
people tg vote for its* continuation ' ‘or
a return to ‘the license system! Official
details as to some of these things gre
still lacking. G

As to results; much must depend upon
whether the bill escapes amendment be-
fore passage, and much. more upon how
" the provisions for enforcement stend the
test of practice. Tt would appear from
a first. examination of the measure as: it
stands that the machinery for' enforce-
ment leaves foo much to the Governor-
in-Council, but only an_actual teial ot
the law will reveal 'its strength or
weakness in that respect. .

It is a matter for regret that Hon;
Mr. Baxter had so much to say of poli-
tics and se little in explumt'\on of the
working of the law he introduced. The
people of New Brunswick undoubtedly
want prohibition. No.doubt they desire
to keep the guestion out of party poli-
tics—to ‘give the law a fair trial, free
from political intervention or “political
enforcement.” 'In this they should have
their' way, ‘The very real evils to be
dealt with will not be curbed or re:
moved by political juggling.  If real
temperance is to be ‘promoted it must
be done by ‘straightforward co-operation
by the thoughtful and earnest people of
the province, above and apart from par-
tizanship. - The opposition as well s the
government is committed to temperance
' reform. We must suppose that those

who are deeply interested in this ques-

tion will expéct both sides fo help and
not to hinder the work of prohibition.
The country will know in time how
strong the new act is, how sound are
" the_provisions for enforcement, and how
honestly  the power ‘of enforcement is
applied, Then _the country will judge
this form ‘of prohihition. - If it works
well, it will be continued. If it develops
weaknesses they must be cured so far as
they can be. Al that has yet been done
is merely p ary. The real test is
to come.

Von Igel:Must Stand Trial,

New ' York, April 20—In ‘spite of the
German ambassador’s insistent demands
j for the release of Wolfe Von Igel and
the return of papers seized at the time
of his arrest in the former office here of
Captain Franz Von Papen, recalled Ger-
| man military attache, United States At-
| torney H. Smowden Marshall reiterated
| tonight. ‘his determination to retain not
only Von Igel but the documents.

Although Mr. Marshall refused to re-
veal the basis for his firm stand, it was
learned from other federal officials that
he was fully prepared to furnish the
state department with evidence fo prove
that the lease for the Von Papen offices,
the point upon which the entire con-
trgversy hinges, was drawn. in.the name
of Von Igel,

Von Igel, the United States attorney
contends, was not a member of Am-
bassador, Von Bernstorff’s official fam-
ily until’ December, 1915, and he doubts
[if he can bexlassified as a member even
after that period. The lease for the
offices, federal authorities  state, was
made out by Von Igel during the time
that he had no official connection with
the German embassy.

Mr. Marshall said he had turned the
inquiry on this point over to Captain
William B, Offley, of the dé fment of
Justice, who conducted the investigation
which resulted in the returning of in-
dictments against Captain Von Papen,
Von Igel and three others on the charge
of conspiracy to blow up the Welland
Canal. ; ;

Mr. Marshall denied officially that the
confiscated papers had disclosed Dpew
plots or the existence 'of a German spy
system in this country,

Was He in St. John.

New York, April 20—~A ‘man de-
scribed as Harry 1. Newton, an expert
Imechanic and a native born American,

was placed under arrest foday by the
police, who declared that Newton had
jentered into an agreement with & sup-
| posed German, in reality a detective, to
blow up a munitions plant’at Dunkirk
(N. Y.), and had offered to do the work
of similar chgracter.

According to the detectives who made
the arrest, Lieutenant Bushy and Lieu-
tenant Barnitz who have been active in
running down alleged German conspir-
acies, Newton <aid he came to this city
from Buffalo on April 18, and prior to
that date had ‘acted as foreman of the
shell department of a munitions factory
at St. Catharines (Ont.)

To the supvosed- German to whom
he made the proposition, Newton show-
ed, the detective said, plans of several
munitions factories, including the one at
Dunkirk (N. Y.), that of the Brooks
Mfg. Company.

ily -residing-in St. John.

Lieutenant Hazen was one of the most
respected .and ‘best known young mea of
the city and his friends here are legion.
He was a graduate of the Royal lﬂﬁtary
College at ngston and went " overseas
last August and in England was attached
to the - 25th Battery, Seventh Brigade
Field Artillery, with which he has been
fighting in France ever since. .

Only a few days ago he celebrated his
twentieth birthday ’mid- the shot and
shell of the battlefield and in a recent
letter to his father he said he was greatly
pleased with the life on the firing line,
was getting along. splendidly and was
glad that he was ‘doing his “bit” for the
empire. © Major, Malcolm' McAvity is a
brother-in-law of the young hero and a
brother, Captain D. King Hazen, is on
duty in England at the present time,
The news of Lieutenant Hazen’s death
came as a great shock to his parents and
other relatives as well as to both old and
young in the city whe were acguainted
with and respected the young man for
his manly qualities and sterling eharacter.
Mayor Frink last evening sent the fol-
lowing telegram to Hon. J. D, Hazen,
Ottawa: “On behalf of the ‘citizens of
St. John, I desire to express to Mrs.
Hazen, yourself and family their sincere
