NOTES AND NEWS.

NOVA SCOTIA.

. The Snow Sheds over the Intercolonial
at the Cobequids have been commenced.

A Railway from the Five Islands, Cam-
berland County, to meet the Spring Hill
and Parrsboro’ Railway two miles from
Parrshoro’ village is the latest project.
The principal object of such a line would
be to carry coal to the smelting Furnaces
at the Five .Islands Iron Mine when
opened.— Chignecto Post.

The railway terminus at Parrsboro,
the Post understands is to be at White-
fiall Creek, which runs -east into.the
river, a fewhundred yards below the vil-
lage. It is proposed to have a dock
constructed to retain the tidé in the
creek, thereby enabling at least twenty
vessels to lay afloat at all times.

A burglar giving his name as Michael
Morooney, attempted to enter the resi-
dence of Mr. Henry Finlay, Dartmouth,
early on Sunday morning. Mr. Finlay
was ‘aroused by the noise, and, with the
aid of his brother, captured the burglar.
On Monday, Morooney was examined be-
fore Justice Russell, and committed for
trial.

Tuesday momlné a telegram was sent
to Biglin, stating that George Brown
agreed to the proposal for & race at Hali-
fax; threé days after the St. John regatta.
The articles originally proposed by Big-
lin (excepting the alteration of the date),
were signed Tuesday by Brown in the
presence of witnesses and mailed to New
York, accompanied by the necessary
money deposit to bind the agreement. It
may therefore be regarded as a fixed fact
that the race will take place, on or about
‘the 20th of September.

She
deliberately starved herself to death and
lived twenty-eight days without food in
so doing: 1t is:not mnecessary for any
one else to try it.

Boston will be more self satisfied than
ever mnew. Heér Superintendent of
Schools, Mr. Philbrick, who is also a
Commissioner at Vienna, telegraphs
thus: *‘Boston comes out of the compe-
tition covered with honor; various high
hidnors were reported by different sec-
tions of the jury, but as the grand diplo-
ma of honor was voted unanimously, all
other honors by the rules. were exclud-
ed.” We are glad of it. She has wouk-
ed faithfully in matters of public educa-
tion and deserves all the honors she is
likely to get.

A new 'manner of catching rats is ex-
citing great interest among houaehold-"
ers. A barrel is filled half full of water.

4 layer of powdered cork is laid on the
surface, and over this a layer of corn
meal is sifted. A chair and a box is

placed nnobtrusively in the neighbor-

hood, whereby the rat gains the edge of
the barrel. He sees nothing but the
meal. He has no innate ideas which
teach him to beware of the treacherous
£rund: tion on which thattempting surface
rests. He sniffs, he leaps. and goes gent-
ly down through the meal and cork to
his watery grave. Ifany of his friends
see him disappear from the edge of the
barrel they hasten after him to get their
share of the plunder, and are in turn
taken in by hospitable death. The plan
seems effective as against the rats, but is
calculated to destroy their confldence in
human nature.

in Boston. Saturday evening, experi-
ments were made with an invention to
concentrate the force of from four to
eight steam fire engines on one stream of.
water. The apparatus consists simply of
a pipe with one nozzle, about an inch and
a half in diameter, for delivery, from
which open other orifices to which may
be attached from one to scven or eight
lines of hese running each to a separate
engine. In this way the force of all is
thrown into one stream. The first ex-
periment was with three engines, whose
united force threw a dense strcam about
800 feet horizontally. On the second test
fouf streams from the fire boat Flanders
were added to those of the steamers with
largely though not proportionately in-
creased eftect. The delivery pipe was
uncotitrollable by hand, and had to be
strapped in order to keep it in position.

The Ruins of Ancient Troy.
Dr. Schilermann, whose recent notable
exploits in making excavations on the

gite of Ilimm have already been referred

{0, has recently published a letter eon-
taining some further particulars relating
to his discoveries.  In the early part of
July the doctor found the great circular
wall of Troy, and subsequently in the
immediate vicinity of Priam’s palace he
s‘ruck a large copper object of singular
form, which claimed his attention the
more as he discovered gold behind it.
To save the treasure from the cupidity of
his workmen and preéserve it for the bene-
fit of science, he ordered his assistants
to quit work, and as soon as they ‘were
out of sight he, with the assistance of his
wife, succeeded in cutting out the trea-
sure, which proved to be the royal jewel-
box mentioned in .the Hliad. ' Im and
ground it were discovered jewelled vases,
goblets and bowls, Homeric talents and
Trojan spears, and finally, in a hidden
corner, the key to the treasure box. Ia
the largest vase he found two magrificent
golden head-bands and one frontlet, and
four splendid ear-pendants of gold. On
these lay fifty-six golden' ear-rings of
most singular design, and thousands of
very small rings, dice and buttons of golc.
Then followed six golden bracelets, ard
seventy-four chainsused for adorning the
temple. In conclusion Dr. Schliermann
expresses the hope of finding more trea-
sures. A full detailed description of
those already found will appear in his
work on these excavations, which will
shortly be published in Leipsic.

The Ballast Wharf Difficulty.
Hon. Mr. Langevin and some of his
subordinates seem to be filled with a
desire to buy up St. John, including its
harbor revenues, at & nominal figure.

They seem to be impressed with the
jden that the city, the harbor, and the
wharves have been built and preserved
until the present time for the sol¢ pur-
pose of being taken possession of by the
deputies ‘of the Minister of Public
Works for the use of the Government
Railway. We have looked on calmly
and dispassionately throughout the pro-
gress of the_negotiations between the
Department and the city, expecting
that the Minister, in the end, would
awake to the necessity of doing about
what was right and fair. We have seen
no disposition, not the slightest, on the
part of the Common Council, to with-
hold privileges essential to the success
of the railway, or to exact a
large price for privileges granted.
The Council has voted away much Cor-

that -characterizes all such votes, to the

return for this valuable property the
Department agreed to permit the City to
retain the rest of its‘property, and to ex-
tend Ballast Wharf for the use of the

agreement the Government engineers
decided on the constiuction of a break-
water off the wharf, thus forming aslip
at its seaward side. Even this did not
provoke activé oppesition. The pro-
perty and privileges that the Council
had agreed to give to the Government
would still have beei given. But how
Mr. Langevin cries fo mote, and pro-
ceeds to take what hewants. He seizes
the portion of the wharf reserved for the
publie, and offers the paltfy bum “of
$20,000 in payment. As this property
is not necessary, in any sense, for rail-
way purposes, & great portion of the
wharf and an/ample site for the con-
struction of wharves having been freely
granted for its| use, the legality of the
seizure of the propetty of the Corpora-
tion may well be questioned. We ex-
pect that. when the central office of the
railway is located in St. John; the Vic-
toria Hotel will be giken possession of,
on the ground that it should be run for
the sole accommuodation of the railway
officials, and the proprietors notified
that the official arbitrators will decide
what compensation they are to receive.
The proceeding will be as justifiable as
that now in progress. With the wharf
in the possession of the Corporation the
railway could use it by paying the cus-
tomary dues, just like other people, but
the Minister wants absolute control of |
it. The railway officials, instead of pay-
ing for board and cocktails at the Vie-
toria like other pecole, may, inlike man-
ner, get the Minister to take possession
of it for their especial comfort and con-
venience, |

The Common Council will be support-
ed by the people in any measuré they
may take, no matter-how expensive, to
prevent the proposed alienation of so
valuable a source of présent and pros-
pective revenue. It is time that the
Corporation ceased to bé badgered and
insulted by the officers of the Depart*
ment of Public Works. The concession
already made by the Council should be
promptly withdrawh. An agitation
that will not stop outside the walls of
the Parliament building must be begun.
The Minister must be taught the powet
of public opinion—must be taught that
the advice of his deputies on the valué
of property and the temper of its liold-
ers is not to be depended on. He
must be taught to exércise a restrain-
ing influence over the desire of his de-
puties to take possession of the harbor
of St. John for the sole use of the Gov-
ernment Railway.

The conduct of the agents of the Min-
ister, from the beginning, has been
grazping, overbearing and vacillating.
The Corporation hds ot been treated
with common ecivility. The officials

have looked down on the Mayor, Alder-
men and Commonalty of St. John with
a species of serene contempt—treating
them as a kind of cattle with which it
was not even necessary to keep faith.
The Minister, when appealed to person-
ally, was courteous and fair, but his sub-
ordinates have again got charge of mat-
ters, and their insolence is greater than
before. Put them down, take their
posts up, and make the Minister’s ears
ring with the denunciations of an out-
raged people!

The Inquiry Begun,

The long expected ‘inquiry into the
Pacific Scandal has at last begun, and
we are glad of it. ‘Even though the
Opposition keep McMullen away, for
the purpose of boasting about how much
he knows, the investigation will go far
towards answerifig the popular demand
for light. ‘Tie Ministers will have the
opportunity of giving sworn explana-
tions of the facts that appear to Jjustify
the charges against them. They know
just what their conduct has been, and,
as transactions such as they are charged
with having been engaged in involve so
many persons that the truth cannot fail
to be elicited, sooner or later, by the in-
vestigation, it may be fairly and reason-
ably presumed that they will not dare,
even though they would, swear to down-
right untruths. Sir George’s election
fund, $60,000 or $70,000, was a pretty
large one for an unsuccessful candidate
to disburse, and shows the costliness of

Nova Scc.nia News.

A letter posted and stamped at Truro,
April 11th, for Pictou Landing, was re-
ceived at the Pictou office and stamped
August 28th, making the journey by mail
in four months and seventeen days,—
distance forty-three miles.

A young man fiasmed J. H. McColl, a
sailor on board the schooner Stephen
Davol, at Pictou, fell from the deck into
the hold of the said vessel Monday morn-
ing. and was killed. His skull was frac-
tured, and death must have been instan-
taneous. i !

A despatch was recelved Monday from
Mr Watson; the representative of Biglin,
stating that the latter would row Brown
on ‘Halifax Harbor on the terms and con-
ditions already proposed, three days after
the race on the Kennebeccasis. The pro-
position will be accepted by Brown.

The steamer Kangaroo commenced on
Saturday last to land in Halifax some 400
miles of cable to be used in repairing the
various Atlantic Telegraph Cables. This
quantity is to remain in store there for
convenience in case it is needed at any
time. . Seventeen miles were landed on
Saturday.

Wednesday evening it was determined
to take a shoemaker named Gardener,
who fia8 been il for some time, from his
house.in Water street, Halifax, t0‘the
Hospital, as it was believed he would
there receive better care than elsewhere.
A cab was procured, and the sick man
put into it. On arriving at the hospital,
however, the unfortunate man was found
to be dead.

The new iron light ship Halifax, re-
cently built on the Clyde by order of the
Department of Marine and Fisheries, and

intended to be stationed off Chebucto
Head, was taken on the Marine Slip at
Dartmonth last week to have the final
fistings put into her. On examination
she was found to have been very badly
built. The keel is loose, and over four
hundred rivets will have to be punched
out and replaced by others.

A few nights ago a man living in the
dockyard, who rejoices in the possession
of a fine fleld of cabbages, was awakened

by a noise. On looking out of the win=
dow he saw several cows revelling in his
field. Without waiting to add anything
to his night garb, he rushed out to chase
away the intruders, ‘The wind was blow-
mg furiously, and a heayy rain was fall-
ing. The two sentries stationed near
by seeing the white-robed figure flitting
about the fleld became frightened, con-
cluding it to be a ghost, and called out
the guard. The guard, with fixed and
glistening bayonets and trembling hearts,
advanced upon the cow-chaser, who, till
that moment, had been so intent upon
his job that he was unconscious of the
alarm that he had created. The ghost
theory was soon dispelled, the cows
driven out, everything returned to its
former still state, and the owner of the
cabbages returned to his room thor-
oughly drenched and disgusted.— Hulifax
Recorder.

Common Couneil.
THE BALLAST WHARF AND THE PUBLIC
WORKS.

The Common Council met yesterday
afternoon.to consider the offer of the
Minister of Public Works of $20,000 for
certainlands on the Ballast Wharf. “The
land is required by thet Government for
railway works,” says the Minister of
Public Works. ¢ The land is required by
the city,” says the Common Couneil, or at
least a fair price for it, which the offer is
not. Three official documents which
had been served on the Mayor by the
agents of the Dominion Government
were read by the Deputy Common Clerk.

The first was from Hon, H. L. Lange-
vin, Minister of Public Works, ‘authoriz-
ing H. F. Perley, Assist. Engineer, to
make a tender of $20,000 to the Mayor
for certain lands described as follows :

« Beginning at a point on the, jestern

eighty (80) feet from the porth-east angle
of the Ballast Wharf (so called); thence
at right angles to Charlotte street, north-
wardly, a distance of six hundred and
forty (640) feet orto the Harbour line;
thence southwardly, following the courses
of the Harbour line until it strikes the
northern boundary of the lands given by
the City Corporation in the Year of our
Lord, 1872; thence eastwardly along said
boundary a distance of five hundred and
sixty (560) feet, or until it strikes a pro-
longation southwardly ef the western line
of Charlotte street; thence westwardly
along said prolongation and the said
western line a distance of one hundred
and eighty (180) feet to the place of be-
ginning.” :
The second paper is an official tender
from H. F. Perley of $20,000, and a noti-
fication that if such is not aceepted he
will, within three days, take possession
of the lands.
The third paper is also from Mr. H. F.
Perley, and informs His Worship and the
Common Council that on the 18th inst.
he will proceed by placing iron posts to
permanently take possesion of the lands.
His Worship said that Mr. Perley, ac~
companied by clerks from the Bank of
Montreal, had at the time of the serving
of these papers tendered him several
bags that jinked like money, and which
they informed him contained $20,000.
He had merely stated to them that he was
not authorized by the Common Council
to accept or reject any offer. for the land
wanted, after.which the bank clerks had
marched off with the money.
Ald. Duffell, after & minute, rose and
said it was merely a question to be
answered ‘‘yes” or “no,” and moved the
following :
Resolved, That the offer of $20,000 for
lands at the breakwater be not acccpted.
This was unanimously carried, after
remarks by a few of the members of the
Board. L

The Board, by resolution, also instruct-

steps to protect the rights of the city.

In the informal diseussion that took
place there were several points brought
out which are not considered very com-
plimentary to the Minister of Publie
Works and his officials. The delegation
sent to Ottawa by the Common Councif
gave the Government about 15 acres o
land, on and near the Ballast Wharf, on
consideration that certain improvements
should be made. With this bargain the
Minister expressed himself perfectly sa-
tisfled. Shortly after the return of the
delegation a Jetter was received from the
Department asking the Corporation of
St. John to deed the land to the Gov-
ernment. To this letter it was replied
that, as soon as the Minister of Public
Works should give them a writtecn and
sufficient guarantee that the work prom-
ised would be performed, the deeds
would be given. The guarantce was
never given, and no papers were given
the Government, so that even on the
lands considered to belong to them they
have no legal claim. The Civic delega-
tion reserved for the use of the city, on
the Ballast Wharf, a strip one hundred

feet deep on the north side, and runaing
out to the harbor line. This is the ground
the Government want now, and also
eighty feet to the north of the wharf.
This the Corporation do not feel inclined
to give, as it would take away so much
Slip accommodation and destroy the
Lower Cove Harbor of refuge. If they
were inclined to sell, $20,000 would not
satisfy them, as a merchant of St. John
has offered $60,000 for the same property
and it is considered to be worth much
more:

Amongst these are the ship St, Louis, of
this port, and the schooner Sarah Jane,of
Parrsboro, N. 8., both: total wrecks. In
addition to the above there is the large
fleet of vessels wrecked during thégale
of the 24th ult., on our coasts, a large
portion of which will be a total loss, but
have not yet beed reported as total

The Anchor Line S. S. Sidonian, for
Halifax and.this port, sailed from Liver-
pool on the 23d ult., and her arrival may
may daily be looked. for.

Pilgnnmage from England.
. From the Montreal Witness.

The morning telegrams announce the
departure, yesterday, of six hundred pil-
grims from London for Paray le Monial,
a small town in the Departmentof Saone
et Loire, in the very heart of France,
some twelve hours by rail from Paris,
with & population of about 8,888 souls.
The cause of its notoriety is thus concise-
ly stated by a correspondent of the Lon-
don Zimes: “A woman named Marie Ala-
coque asserted that she had an interview
there with our Saviour, and the con-
versation which passed has been pub-
lished in a pamphlet by one of the
writers in the Univers.” The chief diree-
tor of the movement is appropriately
emough the Roman Catholic Archbishop
Manning; the Duke of Norfolk is its
leading member, and Lord Walter Kerr,
a scion of the Scottish Peerage of Mar-
quis of Lothian, is the Secretary. It is
noted as something remarkable that such
noblemen should lend themselves to sueh
a piece of religious tomfoolery, it culy to
deceive an ignorant peasantry, but lack of
wit afflicts the nobility as well as the hum-
bler classes of society. The pilgrims will
doubtless have a pleasant time travelling
in comfortable railway carriages and fare
sumptuously; their penance not begiL=,
ning till they arrive at their destination,
where it is stated the scanty accommoda-
tion available for their lodging will be at
a high premium, and their purse and com- -
fort will be severely taxed, ta the great
enrichment of the natives, who will
doubtless laugh in their sleeves at
the greenness of their visitors. In-
deed, as the Nile by its inunda-
tion spreads fertilizing mud along its
valuy, so ttese pilgrimages will doubt-
less, by scattering money, benefit the
districts visited by them. But it seems
France is not to have a monopoly here,
as pilgrimnages to English spots, such as
the shrine of Thomas a Becket, &c., are
projected. The besotted superstition of
the laity and the unscrupulousness of the
clergy concerned in these movements are
lamentable enough, more especially as
the reaction that surely follaws is gener-
ally in the direction of infidelity.

Party ot Purity Plunders the Mail

[Special to ' Daily News].
OTTAWA, Sept. 4.

The Royal Commission met to-day at
noon. The attendance at the investiga-
tion was small, consisting principally - of
representdtives ofthe press, members of
Government and witnesses. The Com-
mission having been read, Huntington
was called for, but failed to appear.

Hon. Henry Starnes, President of Mer-
chants Bank of Montreal, was next called
and sworn. He produced a sedled pack-
age, which he said had been placed in his

care by Hon. Mr. Abbott: for Sir Hugh
Allan. As it had becn entrusted to his
care, he ohjected to having it opened,
except by consent of Sir Hugh Allan.
Abbottproducedalester from Allan giving
consent, and the package was opened. It
contained three smaller sealed packages,
one addressed Sir Hugh Allan ; one'to Mac-
Mullen; and the other to be opened. by
Starnes in case the other two were not
delivered to the parties they were ad-
dressed to within ten days after the pro-
rogation of Parliament. Starnes testified
thet, as.a member of Sir Geo. E. Cartier’s
Committee at'last eleciions, he had re-
ceived contributions from several iriends
of deteased baronet, Allan among the
pumber, to aidin elécting Cartier, the
whole amounting to some $60,000 or $70-
U‘i)gé BI:S knows noi:hing about the Pa-
cifie Railway. negotiations. 5 i

Sir Francislﬁgnqks was next examined.
He gave a detailed account of the Pacific
Railway negotiations, showing that the
Government from the first had rejected
all propositions looking to the adinission
of United States capitalists into the Com-
pany. He denied that the Government

framing the Pacific Railway Company
after the failure to amalgamate the two
companies chartered by Parliament. Ia
proof of this he pointed to the fact that
Allan objected to several ol his co-direc-
tors, and that he received no beneflis or
powers more than the other dircetors,
who had been his riva’s prior to'cancela-
tion of the charters of the Allan and Mac-
pherson’s companies.

Andrew Allan, brother of Sir Hugh
Allan, was next sworn. He knew noth-
ing about the Pacific Railway Scandal
except what he had reed'in the paners, °*

E. Le feb De bellefeuille, secreiary of
the Pacific Railway Company, testiied
that no money Lad been paid to the Gov-
ernment or any of its membe.s for the
purpose of securing the Pacific contract;
or to be used in elections. A sum had
been paid to a member of the House of
Commons to aid his election; but the
transaction in that instance was in con-
nection with the Norilern Colonization
road, and was not of the nature of a
bribe. !

The Commission then adjourned till to-
mMOIrow.

The evidence, which excited a gooc
deal of comment, is, on the whole, favor-
able to the Goverament.

The Commissioners seem anxious to
eliciy the whole trath.
