“Is this a specimen of our
boasted foreign policy 2" ask the papers.
[t is probsble that the Premier’s wonds
were suggested by the Von Arnim af-
fair, but politeness compelled him to
disclaim that interpretation, we sup-
pose. Good understandings are so
highly prized now between nations, as
witness the price England paid for the
re-establishment of a good understand-
ing with the United States, that a polite
disclaimer like that of Mr. Disraeli’s
must be looked for as a mere matter of
course. The press asserted that Spain’s
last mather peremptory demand on
France was inspired by Bismarck, and
President MacMahon felt compelled, for
the purpose of keeping up the much-
desired good understanding, to express
the belief that Bismarck had nothing
to do with it, and if some remark of the
great German Dictator’s should be
canght up by the press and interpreted
offensively to England we are quite sure
that Bismarck would take an carly op-
portunity of repudiating the interpre-
tation. These things show the power
of the press with great -clear-
ness. Neither Princes nor Premiers can
afford t» be silent when the press p aces
an awkward interpretation on their
utterances, but are forced to rise and
explain. Mr. Disraeli’s silence would
have been an admission of having been
intentionally disrespectfal to a Court
with which his Government is in har-
mony, or a contemptuous disregard of
the press, and “ good understandings”’
are too valuable and the power of the
press too great for Mr. Disraeli, as Pre-

of silence in such a case.

A eorrespondent informs us that the
storm of the 23rd inst. swept away the
dike at Advocate Harbor, N. S., and
washed away one of the approaches to
the bridge.

Allow me through the columns of Tug !

TRIBUNE to call the attention of the pub-
lic to what has been effected by the
change in the management of our Gov-
ernment affairs at Ottawa from Tilley and
Mitchell to Burpee and Smith. It willbe
remembered that the country was fright-
ened into this by charges of corruption
against the old Government, and although

the people of this Province weil knew

from twenty years’ experienceof the men
that Mr. Smith kuew little of the busi-
ness or the politics of the country, and
that his whole political creed had been
throughout to hold himself ready to join
any political party that would most glori-
fy himsclf, yet from Mr. Burpce, who
had been a merchant of good standing,
and from Mr. Mackenzle,who had so long
cried out against corruption in high
places, they expected at least an attempt
to do right. The most of the public could
not see or believe in the corrupt charac

ters of the men engaged in the shamefui
and corrupt astempt to defeat the Mac-
donald Government in order to prostrate
the country at the feet of a lot of shame-
less American speculators for no other
purpose than to secure office for them-
selves, nor the open way in which they
corrupted sufficient of the représentatives
of the people to effect their purpose. The
public knew that Coffin, Ross, Burpee
and Smith changed; they did not know
for certain what changed them. It was
known that they each received a depart-
mental office with the enormous annual
salary of seven thousand dollars attached
for which they were and are notably unfit,
and cver after voted, acted with, and
supported men whose views up to that
time they had constantly opposed; and
many men could not see in the Pacific
scandal or any other rascality, if any
such existed in the former Government,
any logical reason for any change of
the politics of these men if they ever had
any; nor could they see any reason
other than the gift of office why these
men should vote that Mr. Anglin
was a liar and a libeller beforc they got
office, and after vote that he was the
most fit person to preside over the House
of Commons itself, and I confess I pity
the intelligence of the men who could
believe that there was any but one
obvious reason for it. All this, however,
is done and it can’t be recalled, but it was
hoped that it would not be necessary to
inflict any more bogus scandals upon the
unoffending people of this Province.
This, it appears, is a mistake, and I am
afraid that to take the people’s attention
considerations like the above
the Government will consider it ne-
cessary to continue the dose for
some time yet, ne matter who suffers,
for it must be for some such reason that
Mr. Brydges was sent to this Province to
elevate the standard, to slander, and, if
possible, destroy everybody that has had
any connection with our Railway, as no
man can read that reckless and contradic-
tory document, Brydges’ report, and not
discover that it was written for a pur-
pose, and in grder to be convinced of this
it is only necessary to read the two fol-
lowing passages from the Report itself.
The first will be found on page8 and is as
follows:

] commenced at Samt Johm and am
¢ not able to report that the management
¢« at this station is in a vry satisfactory

¢t period than a week, and as far as I
“could ascertain it. extended near a
‘“month. There is no reason why this
¢ account should have been allowed to
«<run so long. I found also that the
« Spring Hill Coal Co., who have a yard
« at Saint John, owed $100 for freight on
¢ coal which had been landed at their yard,
«¢but the freight on which had not been
« paid.”

The other wifl be found on page 16 and
is as follows:

“J examined the freight accouuts at
¢ Richmond and feund them generally in
¢ a satisfactory condition. The balance at

‘“the time I was there was $56,000, but of

¢ this sum the sum of $4756.00 was due
‘“ by the Acadia Coal Company, which
*“sum is undoubtedly quite safe. The
“ only point is that they are allowed a
‘ a monthly aocount, which is not unrea-
¢ sonable consldering the large business
‘““they do and the respectability of
¢ the Company.” A month is too long
and $950 too much for the Rolling Mill
Co. toowe. Why? Is it not because
Sir Francis Hincks is President and Dom-
ville, who owns largely in it, chooses to
be independent in parliament, and when
this precious Government proposed to
rob the people of this Province by an un

just tax on ship building, he did not bow
down and say yca, yea? And $4,700and a
montl’s 1nterest is quite reasonable
for the Acadia Company to owe for. Did
not New Glasgow by their votes defeat
the Hon. James McDonald, of whom the
whole Maritime Provinces were proud,
and’in his stead clect that yea-yea Grit
Carmichael! Again, $100 is too much for
the Spring Hill Co. to owe, even until the
coal had been unladen into their yard, and
although this Company is composed
prmup.llly of our most enterprising and
respectable merchants, yet they are to be
insulted by its being deliberately publish-
ed and circulated by the Govern-
ment all over the Dominion that
they cannot be trusted for $100 even un-
til the cars are unloaded while a rival
company ought to be trusted for $4,700 a
month because they are respectable. 1t
would have been more manly and less
damaging to the Spring Hill Company to
have stated that it was not 1espectable.
The wrong is not so much that Mr.
Brydges put such things in his report, as
every body expected he would do such
like things, but it is in Mr. Burpee and
Mr. Smith at the Government hoard di-
recting it to be published and circulated
over Canada at the public expense. The
document would be quite harmless ifit had
been allowed to be stowed away among
the rubbish at Ottawa.

Yesterday’s Storm.

It rained all day yesterday, and a high
wind prevailed which increased in vio-
lence about noon. In the afternoon it
blew a hurricanc. The sidewalks were
a sca, and the wind blew the rain along
the streets. It took but a few moments
for the rain to penetrate through the
thickest coat. Oil coats and top boots
were in demand, and, notwithstanding
the storm, many were on the wharves
and at Reed's Point watching the - ship-
ping in port as it rocked about. The tide
was higher than for some time past.
About 2 o'clock the gale became so severe
that the Ferry Boat Ouangondy was
obliged to lay up, and remained on the
Carleton side about two hours. DBy this
time the wind had moderated, and
she resumed her regular trips.
At the Ballast Wharf a new ship,
the W. H. Corsar, of Maitland, had a
pretty rongh time. Abeut 3 o’clock her
weight forced out the bow spile and she
swung round and was only held
by one rope. The anchor was let go,
and the crew, with the assistance of a
number on shore, succeeded in getting
the vessel again secured: Several other
vessels in the harbor had a pretty rough
time, and dragged their anchors. Over
at Sand Point the storm was fclt more
than any other since the * Saxby” gale.
Several houses felt the force of, the
waves, but no daage is reported, ex-
cept that some foundations were partial-
ly washe:l out and will require repairs.

On the same date a brigantine of 300
tons register was launched from the yard
of Mr. John Dart, at Green Oak, Colches-
ter County. She isowned by her builder,
Mr. M. C. Norris and others, and wlll be
commanded by Captain Ogilvie.

On the 42th inst. the bark Scotia, of
713 tons register, was launched at Bridge-
water. She is owned by Messrs. Robert
Dawson, Andrew Gow and W. A. Owen,
of Bridewater, Capt. Riehard Hines of
Shelburne, and others of :Lunenburg.
Quite a sensation was cansed among the
spectators of the launch, by the Scotia
running into a large raft of lumber, a
man on which barely escaped with his
life, as the raft was completely broken
up, a considerable quantity of luamber
being ground to pieces. The raft wason
its way down the river, and was not seen
by the master builder of the Scotia until
she reached the water.

The fine new ship Princeport, register-
ing 1214 tons, was launched from the
pard of Capt. M. C. Morris, Princeport,
on the 24th inst. She measures 192 feet
length of keel, 38 feet breadth of beam,
and 23 feet depth of hold. This hand-
some vessel arrived at this port yester-
day, consigned to Messrs. Scammell
Bros., to load lumber for Liverpool, hav-
ing been towed over by the tug G. D.
Hunter. During the gale yesterday she
lay anchored off Reed's Point, and rode
out the blow in gallant style with both
anchors down. She is owned by Messrs.
T. C. Jones & Co., of Liverpool, G. B.,
and is commandzd by Capt. Journeay.

Schooner- Lost.—The schooner Stella
Lee, Capt. Jackman, from Isaac’s IHar-
bor, bound to Halifax, broke her main
boom on the 22nd inst., and while re-
turning to Liscomb in thick weather
struck on Seal Rock, off the harbor, and
sunk. The crew escaped by getting on
the rock, where they remained all night.
When morning came nothing could be
seen of the vesscl.

The ship Charles Bal, Chapman master,
from Rio Janeiro for San Francisco,
which put into Stanley, K. Islands, on
the 7th Sept., with loss of yards and sails
proceeded on the 29th, after repairing.

The ship E. C. Scranton.—On Saturday
morning last the Port Wardens, at the
request of Captain Wheeler, held a sur.
vey on the above vessel to ascertain what
repairs would be necessary to make her
seaworthy. The following is their re-
port:

We find as the vessel now lies, with the
copper stripped off, according to our
former recommendation, that the scams
are very open and butts drawn apart, a
large number of treenails and other fast-
enings started, one seam in the turn of
the bilge and one in the flat of the bot-
tom, open from seven eighths to an inch
to the extent of 75 feet in length;
three planks started off, which will
be required to be remewed from 70
to 100 feet in length. On the starboard
side we find the seams and butts very
open and several planks on the flat of the
bottom started oft from the timbers, and
the fastenings gencrally started; the
wood ends both forward and aft very
open and require re-fastening. The butts
and seams in the top sides are very open,
and some of the plank started off and the
oakum hanging out.

In the lower hold we find the hanging
knees, lodging knees, and rider bll"c
knees "em.rally broken and started, aud
the ship badly straimed all over.

We recommend that the boottopping
be taken off and replaced with new, and
the ship to be re-fastened and caulked all
over.

In the lower hold we recommend that
the whole of the hanging and rider knees
be taken out and replaced. We also re-
commend that a pitch pine stringer, 14
inches square, be placed one ou each side

mizzenmast, the whole to be thoroughly
fastened. We would say in conclusion
that the foregoing list of defects are
made from what we could ascertain in her
present condition ; therefore it may occar
that otherdamage may be found than here-
in before specified which will have to be
made good, and when estimated for re-
pairs we would recommend that an ad-
dition of 25 per cent be made on the
whole.

Death by Drowning—John Cochran's Corpse
at the Ballast Wharf—A Brother's Grief
—A Mystery for the Coroner)

This morning about 9 o’clock the body
of a man was seen lying in the mud near
the Ballast Wharf, by some boys. They
communicated the information to police-
man Briggs, who at once had the body
removed and placed on the wharf. The
body was found about twenty feet
from the bow of the ship W. H. Corsar.
The remains were.identified as those of
John Cochran, a ship carpenter. When
found his coat was partly off and thrown
over his head, either done by him while
endeavoring to get his coat off, or else
in his dying struggles. He lay on his
back, and at his neck there was quite a
pool of blood, as if he had struck on his
neck, or it had been chafed by the stones
on which the body lay. The policeman
and others—for there was soom a large
crowd at the scene—lifted the body and
placed it on a hatch borrowed from the
vessel. A wagon was procured, and the
remains were taken to the Dead House.

A TOUCHING SCENE.

As soon as the body was recognized a
messenger was sent tc the brother of the
deceased, who lives near the Marsh
Bridge, and he arrived just before the
body was put into the wagon. His grief
was great and the kind words spoken by
the men near him seemed but to add to
its intensity. Last Wednesday, it seems,
was the last time he had seen his brother,
and as he recoguized him in the cold and
lifeless form before him, he burst into
tears.

THE DECEASED .

was a ship carpenter by trade. His mo-

ther lives on the Quaco Road, and for

some months he had been employed at

Maitland on the W. H. Corsar. He was

paid off some days ago—his wages being

between three and four hundred dollars.

Since Wednesday he has been boarding

at McPartland’s with one or two others

employed about the snip.
HOW DID IT HAPPEN?

It is hardly known how, or exactly
when, the man fell. Yesterday he was
on board until after dark. . Two sailors
who boarded with the deceased left the
ship, and thought that Cochran was with
them. He went to the ladder, but whe-
ther he came down with them or not they
cannot be sure. The deceased wore a
gold chain, a watch, and a Masonic pip,
all of which are on the body. 1le was
possessed of eonsiderable money but
whether he had it on his person or not is
not known.

AN INQUEST
will be held this afternoon at the Dead
House.
