quarters at Camp Logan, near here, be­
gan to fire their guns promiscuously, 
and for several hours terrorized the 
resident community.

Martial Law Proclaimed.
Martial law was proclaimed by Gov­

ernor Ferguson effective in Houston 
and vicinity, and early today the mili­
tary authorities had the situation under 
control, although 70 of the negro sol­
diers were still missing.

The trouble is said to have started 
after some of the negro soldiers had 
complained of treatment accorded them 
by members of the Houston police force 
About 9 o'clock some 80 negroes later 
being joined by others, formed at their 
camps, and began a march toward 
downtown Houston. Lights in resi­
dences were shot out and a number 
of persons wounded as they sat inside 
their homes.

The number of returned soldiers 
to be looked after at present are only 
a small percentage of the number that 
will require accommodation after the 
war is finished, and even now the num­
ber of returned men is Increasing con­
tinually.

tn Other Cities.
It was stated at the meeting that 

other places are leaving London be­
hind in this regard, and in Stratford, 
Toronto. and Kitchener handsome 
homes for returned men have been al­
ready erected. In the latter place a 
memorial home costing $35.000 has been 
erected recently. •

Many people have expressed the opin­
ion that some memorial should be 
erected to the memory of the departed 
heroes of the present conflict, and the 
men who have returned from the hor­
rors of the war are convinced that no 
better memorial could be built than 

one which would be of assistance to 
the widows and orphans of the men 
who have given up their lives in the 
cause of the Empire.

Support Promised.
The support of a number of citizens 

has been promised to the returned men, 
and they are about to ask the citizens 
of London generally to support the 
project whole-heartedly, and to sub­

LONDON, Aug. 23.—What purports 
to be a verbatim report of the speech 
of the Imperial German chancellor. Dr. 
Michaelis, received by the British ad- 
miralty, per Wireless Press, and 
through Reuter’s Hague correspondent, 
is in part as follows:

"As regards our enemies, their num­
ber has increased since the adjourn- 
ment of the Reichstag by three, namely, ! 
Siam, Liberia and China. These coun-| 
tries have no convicting reason for 
enmity against us. They acted solely| 
under pressure of tne Entente and the 
:lnited States, the latter having great 
|influence over China and Liberia. We 
have made it clear to these countries 
that we shall bring them to account 
for the damage done under interna­
tional law to German Interests.”

After referring to the solidity of Ger­
many and her allies, the chancellor 
read a telegram from Field Marshal von 
Hindenburg that the military situation 
was more favorable for Germany than 
ever. The chancellor added:

Can't Understand Enemies.
"Our success on land corresponds 

with our success on the sea. In the 
month of July, according to the latest 
reports received, 811,000 tons of ship­
ping were sunk. When we take into 
consideration our results on the one 
hand and the failures of our enemies 

Ion the other it appears to be incom- 
prehensible that our enemies show no 
disposition to prepare the way for con­
sideration of terms of peace, not to 
mention peace which includes renun­
ciation.

"I was able to show recently by in­
formation regarding a Franco-Russian 

|secret treaty, what far-reaching war 
aims France had. and how England 
supported French desires for German 
land. Only recently a member of the 
British cabinet declared that there 
would be no peace until the German 
armies had been thrown across the 
Rhine. I am now able to show that 
further arrangements were made by 
the enemy regarding their war aims, 
some of the details of which were al­
ready made known to the committee 
on an earlier occasion. I proceed in 
chronological order.

Russia’s Big Share,
"On September 7, 1914, the enemy 

coalition decided only to conclude a 
joint peace. On March 4, 1915, Russia 
made the following peace demands, of 

: which England approved by note on 
March 12, and France by note of the 
same date, namely: Russia to receive 
Constantinople with the European 

! shore of the straits; the southern part 
of Thrace as far as the Enos-Midia 
line: the islands in the Sea of Mar­
mora; the islands of Imbros and Tene- 
dos. and on the Asia Minor side, the 
peninsula between the Black Sea the 
Bosphorus and the Gulf of Ismaila 
(Ismid) as far as the River Sakaries 
in the east. This basis was laid down 
and the negotiations continued their 
course in 1915-16. In the course of 
them Russia obtained the promise of 
the Armenian vilayets of Trebizond 
and Kurdistan and Messina and the 
hinterland extending northward as far 
as Sivas and Kharput.

Dividing Turk Country.
"England’s share was to be Mesopo­

tamia, and the rest of Turkey in Asia 
was to be divided into English and 
French spheres of interest. Palestine 
was to be internationalized and the 
other districts inhabited by the Turks 
and Arabs, including Arabia proper, and 
the holy places of Islam were to be 
formed into a special federation of 
states under British suzerainty. "When 
Italy entered the war she demanded her

The paris 
green and lime or arsenate of lead 
treatment—a quarter to a half-ounce 
in a ten-quart pail of water—is effec­
tive against both species.

The stem disease inquired about—no 
specimen sent—is not explicitly enough 
described to determine whether or not 
it is blackleg. This name is given to 
a bacterial disease which is on the 
set when it is planted. It works up 
from the set, which is usually soft rot­
ten by the time the stem reveals the 
affection. The latter can be rather eas­
ily pulled out of the ground and will 
be found to be flabby and darkened as 
far as it was covered. Any potatoes 
that may form do not reach half their| 
normal size. Treating the “seed” be-| 
fore planting with corrosive sublimate 
or formalin prevents the disease, but; 
there is no remedy for it after the 
potatoes are planted. Crop reports 
placed the loss due to this disease in 
the Maritime Provinces at nearly three- 
quarters of a million dollars in the year 
1915.

The stem decay, so far as S. L. C. 
describes, might also be caused by late 
blight. This disease works mostly from 
the leaves downwards, and can be pre­
vented or controlled by thorough and 
repeated sprayings with bordeaux mix­
ture. About the city this summer I 
have observed no less than three other , 
potato-stem troubles, but S. L. C.’s is 
probably one of the two mentioned

Third: “Tent caterpillars are bad on 

trees hereabout. What is the best 
remedy for them?"

The name "tent caterpillar" is prop­
erly applied to an insect that weaves 
a close tent in early spring, hatching 
from eggs laid by the parent moth on 
the twig. The thin tents, so numerous 
on the trees in and around the city at 
the present time, are spun by the fall 
webworm. The eggs—several hundred 
at a time—are deposited on a leaf and 
the colony extends the web as it re- 
quires new feeding ground. If the webs ! 
are within reach, it is often the best| 
plan to out off the unsightly branch| 
and destroy the worms, but it is easy,| 
if it is desirable to spare the branch, 
to spray the leaves around the web 
with arsenates as for the potato 
beetle. It may be added that this in­
sect is more abundant this year than 
usual. Owners of trees should take 
the little trouble required to destroy 
the webs and their occupants.

In the other important battle theatre 
before Lens, the Canadians last night 
and this morning made still further ad- 
vances on their southwest front. Early 
today they attacked the German posi­
tions at the Green Crassier, north of 
the Souchez River.

Push Forward In Night.
Last night the Canadians also pushed

forward toward two strong fosses ad­
joining the Green Crassier to the 
northwest. The situation at Lens has 
been more or less quiet as a whole 
since yesterday morning.

Fighting still continues east and 
northeast of Ypres. The British line 
runs approximately through a point in 
the centre of Inverness Copse from the 
north and south, but north of it the 
Germans are in possession of a large 
machine gun position, which dominates 
the northern portion of the wood, and 
these guns add to the difficulties of the 
situation for the British.

Through Hail of Bullets.
The British made their advance into 

Inverness in the face of an extremely

severe machine gun fire from the wood 
and from points to the north and south. 
The ground here is marshy and hard 
for the infantry to traverse, but the 
British forced their way forward to 
the wood, where they threw themselves 
on the Germans with bayonets and 
bombs and drove the enemy back 
Heavy counter-attacks failed to dis­
lodge the British from the line where 
they finally rested half way through 
the wood.

Similar sanguinary fighting also oc­
curred a little north in the Glencorse 
wood, where there was a nest of ma­
chine guns.

In the Ypres-Menin road sector of 
the fighting the British penetrated the 
German defences to a depth of about

500 yards over a front of about a mile 
Strongholds Are Reduced.

In a bigger battle farther north the 
British reduced many exceedingly 
strong German concrete redoubts and 
strongholds, which had figured in much 
of the fighting heretofore. One o! 
these, which was the scene of a strenu­
ous struggle before the British finally 
subdued its garrison, was counter- 
attacked determinedly by the Germans 
later in the day. The counter-attack 
was driven off with considerable loss 
to the Germans.

On the east the British penetrated to 
an extreme depth of half a mile, thus 
clearing much ground they had failed 
to hold in the bitter battle of last 
Monday.

“Whether it is destroyed from without or from within rests mainly with the Ger­
man people themselves, but destroyed it must be if there is to be peace in the world. That is now the 
beginning and the end of the war aims of the Allies, and unless achieved, autocracy has triumphed and
German militarism is master of civilization.”

“Germany must be beaten and know she is beaten, ‘‘ says the Louisville Post. And the Chicago
Herald warns us that a peace on the Pope’s terms “would be a truce, not a peace.

Not only do strong supporters of the war dismiss the “Pope’s Peace” as a German peace, while they 
urge strenuous waging of war till Germany is made either “powerless or free,” but pacifists. Socialists and 
German-Americans agree in predicting the failure of the new papal efforts at mediation.

Surprise for Enemy,

After a long absence, "The Ordinary Person" is paying us another welcome 
visit this week, bringing along with her the practical ideas and suggestions 
which she always seems to have packed up in her kit bag, and in addition to 
these, a little sheaf of war-time thrift recipes. The editor of this department 
can vouch for the entire reliability of at least one of the recipes. When she 
arrived at her office the other day she found awaiting her a sizeable box which 
rattled. Just as every daughter of Eve has done since pastboard boxes, paper 
and string were invented, she tried to guess the contents before taking off the 
lid. Evidently she doesn't possess a particle of psychic gift. Her eyes literally 
popped with amazement when she discovered half a dozen tempting-looking oat­
meal cookies. They were as good as they appeared, crisp, toothsome, just the 
right flavor, and literally melted in the mouth. The letter which accompanied 
them, and which is given herewith, will explain why the editor says those 
cookies were evidently not baked for Christmas:

Dear Miss Armstrong,—You've probably heard of the little Scotch 
vboy who, when his American cousin asked for sugar as well as milk with 

his porridge, turned to his mother and said: "Ma, the wee laddie thinks it's 
Christmas." I feel that we have come to the stage where we realize that 
we can be well fed without every day being Christinas. So I'm send­
ing along a few of the recipes that have produced many "braw lads and 
bonnie lassies." I'm disappointed that the win-the-war women are not 
tackling the high cost of living, but surely there are enough women in 
London, outside of those executives, to form a housewives* league, 
whose whole object would be to bring together producer and consumer 
(in that story of the Red Mullet there was no mention of the middle­
man.) I shall sign the pledge under protest, knowing well that a work­
ingman's wage does not allow of many luxuries or wasting of food.

There is want in our midst that is too proud to make itself heard, 
but will soon be quite visible in the pinched faces and lack of vigor of 
our growing children. Want of milk and fat, and still the ice cream, par­
lors are crowded and I'm told Canadian condensed milk makes its way 
across the border. We have the "Finest school on the American contin­
ent," and proud of it, but it would be cause for greater pride if we could 
say our children were the sturdiest and best-nourished in Canada. Lon- 
don, with its cottage homes, its lawns and pure water, is an ideal city 
to raise a family in, but the only way to build up human bodies is., 
through the food they eat, and children who are fed on substitutes will 
not thrive for a time at least. The children are very conservative in 
their likes and dislikes.

Quoting from the letter of a London (Eng.) teacher to the mothers 
assuring them of the safety of the children during the air raids: "Your 
children are nearly as precious to us as to you. . . . They won't even 
know what is going on IF WE CAN HELP IT." Let us mothers make 
this our motto in the matter of food.

Substitutes, such as butter compounds, oleomargarine, etc., are all right in their 
place, but their place is not on your table. Have the best. Your grocer keeps it. Insist 
on getting it.

“THE DEIL TAK' THE HINDERMOST."
"This conservation campaign reminds me forcibly of the time when 

as children we ran through the turnstile gate shouting to our lagging 
companions, "The deil tak‘ the hindermost." We have given our boys 
and girls to help garner the harvest and fruits. The old war-time dis­
tribution gave an equal share to "those who stayed with the stuff" as 
to those who went out to battle. Some of us perforce must stay with 
the stuff, and all we ask is a chance to buy the spoil at something near 
first cost. Who will bridge the gap between producer and consumer? 
Black currants on the farm at 10c a quart, and in the stores same day 
at $2.10 for 11-quart basket. Who got the dollar?

A hint to the gardeners: Now’s the time to set our raspberry and 
strawberry plants. If the canes are planted near the fences and trained 
there they take up very little space.

Are there not empty sealers at the military and convalescent hos­
pitals, which if gathered to one central place, the London housewives 
would be glad to fill? With the price of sugar and fruit so high the 
price of the container is quite an item.

OAT CAKES.—Two cups finest oatmeal, half cup white flour, pinch 
salt, half teaspoonful baking soda, 1 tablespoonful dripping, fryings or 
shortening, 1 tablespoonful hot water poured over fat. Mix with the 
hand till a ball can be formed. Cut in three pieces; roll each out round, 
and cut in quarters: or roll all out in one sheet and cut with biscuit 
cutter. Make griddle (or frying pan or clean stove lid) hot: rub with 
slightly greased paper. Put on cakes and brown slightly on both 
sides. Put on pie plates in warm oven to crisp. Eat with cheese.

Oatmeal scorches very quickly; takes very little water to moisten it; 
sugar may be added if liked.

OATMEAL FOR EGGS.—When frying sausages or bacon, pour away 
some of the fat after removing meat. Add to pan a cupful of finest 
oatmeal. Stir continually, holding above gas flame. When brown and 
dry serve with meat in place of eggs.

BUTTERMILK SCONES.—One and a half cups flour, 1% cups gra­
ham flour, 7% teaspoonful salt, 1 teaspoonful sugar, 2 level teaspoonfuls 
baking soda. Sift all together. Rub in with fingers lard or dripping 
size of walnut. Mix with enough buttermilk to make a dough fit to 
handle (the softer the dough the lighter the scones.) Roll out in three 
round pieces, cut in quarters and bake or griddle both sides, or make 
in one large round piece and bake in round layer cake tin in oven. Cur­
rants may be added.

BROWN LOAF.—One and a half cups white flour, 1% cups graham 
flour, 7 teaspoonful salt, 1 teaspoonful sugar, 1 teaspoonful soda, 1 
heaping teaspoonful baking powder, 2 cups buttermilk. Mix all well 
together. Put in well-greased loaf tin. Let rise for 10 minutes and 
bake in slow oven. Do not cut for 12 hours.

Buttermilk is 10c a gallon if carried home.

OATMEAL DUMPLING.—Three parts finest oatmeal. 1 part finely 
chopped suet, salt and pepper to taste—finely chopped onion, or mixed 
spice may be used if liked. Moisten slightly with water. Turn on to 
well-floured white clean cloth (cotton), and tie loosely. Plunge into 
boiling water or stock pot. Cook at least one hour.

“GOOD WORK," SAYS MEDICUS.
Again, Medicus to the rescue! How can a poor, mere writer person be ex­

pected to settle down with a thud to thinking up improving things to think and 
talk about immediately after a wonderful holiday, with mind still full of the 
panorama of waterways,, islands, cities, mountains and northern light-swept 
skies? Medicus has arrived just at the psychological moment when copy is re­
quired for our Consumers' League Page, and this is what he has to say:

Dear Editor Consumers' League:
I've been thinking of writing to you a- number of times since I made 

my last appearance in your page, to tell you how much I approve of 
some of the work you have been doing. This isn't to say there is any­
thing the matter with any of it, but, as a medical man, I am especially 
interested in the child welfare end. You couldn't do anything more im­
portant than to keep hammering away on the subject of the conservation 
of child life. If you succeed in getting that child welfare nurse appoint­
ed and definite work inaugurated along this line in London, you will 
have good reason to feel that you have accomplished something most 
worthy through your department. It is bound to come sooner or later, 
but the longer it is delayed, the more lives will be lost and the more 
under-efficient citizens we are going to have from a health standpoint. 
We need at least one welfare nurse in this city and three would be still 
better. The thing is to get a start and one thoroughly equipped nurse, 
suited for the position, would soon so successfully demonstrate the need 
of child welfare work that I don't think there would be much difficulty 
about passing estimates for assistants—provided we had a rational 
council.

Of all the folly, it seems to me the greatest to try to save money at 
the expense of human life and the health of the citizens. It is the most 
short-sighted policy imaginable, especially now, when the crying need 
is for physically fit men to do the fighting, and people as physically fit 
to carry on the work at home. Nobody realizes better than I do the im­
portance of thrift and the conservation of all the food resources. I am 
heartily in sympathy with canning demonstrations and the establish­
ment of canning centres such as I have been reading about in your 
paper, in order that every bit of the fruit and vegetable crop which 
can't be eaten may be canned or otherwise conserved.

But with all this agitation and education in London along the lines 
of conservation of the material things in order that the men at the 
front may be abundantly fed, let there be definite effort to conserve the 
lives of our future citizens and defenders, and lay the foundations for 
them of robust manhood and womanhood.

I don't like to knock my own city, but it doesn't make me especially 
proud to see the way London is lagging behind other places in child 
welfare work. I noticed some time ago that you referred to the child 
welfare week in Hamilton. This is being followed up in an excellent 
manner. Recently I saw an article which drew attention to the reasons 
why Hamilton is a much safer place for a baby to be born in than a 
number of smaller places, for the reason that the death rate among in­
fants has been appreciably reduced by the movement there along child 
welfare lines. To me, nothing was more Interesting during the conven­
tion of the Canadian Medical Association held in Montreal than a visit 
to a park where babies can be brought in the morning, left in charge of 
nurses for the day, and where the little ones are examined by a doctor, 
and all the time under medical supervision.

I started out with the intentions of just writing a few words to tell 
you and your readers how entirely in sympathy I am with the efforts 
you are making through "the power of the pen" (or is it the typewriter) 
along infant welfare lines. Keep it up, and good luck to you. I'm com­
ing again, soon, as soon, in fact, as I can collect some thoughts which 
may prove helpful to your Consumers' League circle, and put them in 
shape.

Two Months’ Fiddling With 
“Forming a Govern­

OTTAWA, Aug. 23.—There is a sub­

stantial wing of the Conservative party 
that does not favor the formation of a 
"Sifton government." It wants the 
coming election to be a contest between 
the Conservatives and the Liberal 
parties, with independent candidates of 
all varieties taking their chances as in 
the past.
