ment. and Arthur Griffith and Michael 
Collins, for the Dail Eireann, discussed 
the matter two hours yesterday, but 
failed to arrive at any definite solution 
of the question. ‘

The Sinn Fein headquarters had re­
ceived no notification at noon today 
from the Government as to when either 
committee or the conference as a whole 
would reassemble. The Government 
had not intended to issue a com-! 
munique last night, but the Sinn Fein| 
delegates pressed for a public announce-! 
ment, explaining that otherwise the 
meeting of Michael Collins and Arthur 
Griffith with Prime Minister Lloyd 
George and Austen Chamberlain might 
be represented as informal pourparlers.

Tonight the Dail delegates are to at-; 
tend a reception to be given by Sinn' 
Fein followers in London at Albert j 
Hull, but in response to a protest against 
the use of the hall by "rebels” the les­
sors of the hall explained that there 
would be no speeches.

This morning’s newspapers plainly 
viewed the situation as perilous,but some 
appeared to believe the chance of suc­
cess had improved during the last day.

Local coal dealers cannot see DELAYING PROBE OFMAY PREVENT STRIKEmaterial decline in the price of coal in 
sight, even if the railroad strike falls 
through, and the settlement is followed 
by a decline in freight rates in the 
United States.

Charles Martin of the Martin-Lyons 
Coal Company stated that there may 
be a decline of 50 cents a ton in the 
freight rates. This would be about a 
15 per cent cut on the American tariff. 
He points out, however, that any ma­
terial cut is not to be expected until j 
there is a revision of the miners* wages.| 
This is not likely to come until April 
next. It was only in April this year 
that the price advanced 50 cents a ton 
at the mines, owing to a miners' wage 
increase.

The costs of coal to London today 
are as follows:

Coal at mines, $8, with 80 cents ex­
change, $8.80; freight to Suspension 
Bridge, $3.64, exchange 35 cents, and to 
London, $1.55; total. $14.34. The local 
coal man must add his overhead of un­
loading. storage, delivery, light, heat, 

taxes, screenings, etc.
Mr. Martin expressed the belief that, 

if anything, there would be an increase 
! in the price of coarser lines of coal, 
such as egg and stove. This will be 
almost certain if the winter is a cold 
one. The mines cannot get ahead with 
the mining of these sizes, and if there 
is any shortage the dealers will have 
to turn to the independent miners, and 
the price is likely to move.

Several dealers report that they find 
many of their people delay putting in 
their supply, hoping that the freight 
rate cut may mean a price cut. but 
they, like Mr. Martin, see little hope in 
this.

TORONTO Oct. 25.— “The green book"—the new rules and regulations 
1 for the direction of the Toronto police, as revised and amended by 
Chief of Police Dickson—was sent out from police headquarters today 
to all ranks.

“The rules and regulations as they were are practically obsolete." 
the chief stated. The new book replaces the red book which was drawn 
up thirty-one years ago.

In instructions to patrol sergeants the book states:
"They shall not enter public bouses or houses of entertainment, nor 

permit their constables to do so, except in the actual execution of duty, 
or to make observations or investigation in the line of duty.

“They must not permit undue familiarity on the part of constables 
doing duty under them."

Pertaining to constables the book says:
"Constables are not to attend theatres, racetracks, or other places of 

amusement, even in plain clothes, without obtaining leave to do so.
"Constables neglecting to avail themselves of the time at their dis­

posal for rest and sleep, and spending a large portion of their time in 
walking about the streets, are to be reported to the chief constable."

"Constables urging persons unconnected with the police to interfere 
with the commissioners or chief constable with respect to transfer or 
other duties, will be considered guilty of disobedience of orders.

"Matrons," says the book, "must when on duty, be neatly and respect­
ably dressed in modest attire.

"Any members of the force found entering public houses, except on 
duty, or found frequenting shops where spirits are sold, or drinking there, 
or who purchase spirits from unlicensed persons, are liable to dismissal.

"Any constable may be remo ved from service by dismissal or other­
wise without assigning any reason."

Now that Dr. Sinclair has retired,
Closing the Mines.

Claiming that it is impossible to 
pay the wages demanded by miners, 
Roy M. Wolvin, president of the 
British Empire Steel Corporation, 
states the mines to the east may be 
closed for the winter. These include 
the properties worked by the Domnin- 
ion Steel Corporation and the Nova 
Scotia Steel and Coal Company, both 
of which are included in the Empire 
Steel Corporation. The operation of 
the various steel mills and blast fur­
naces owned by the same corpora­
tion is also involved.

Such a move would be serious for 
the eastern section of the Dominion. 
Not only Is coal mining one of the 
basic industries there, but the tak­
ing out of iron ore from the de­
posits off the coast of Newfound­
land is also an undertaking of no 
mean dimensions.

The steel and coal business of 
Nova Scotia has not been in a 
healthy state since the conclusion 
of the war. The bringing about of 
the British Empire Steel Corporation 
was spoiled tn the first attempt by 
the impression of some of the pro­
moters that there was to be a very 
large amount of stock available for 
rewarding the promoters. Since the 
corporation has been formed on a 
different and less extended basis, 
the operations of all the subsidiary 
lines, coal, iron ore, steel, ship- 
building, etc., have been carried on 
et low ebb. The world market has 
been against rapid development, and 
then they had to overcome difficul­
ties that had been built up by years 
of dispute between the Scotia and 
Dominion companies, whose sub­
marine properties in many cases 
were so interlocked that litigation 
and special legislation were neces­
sary to make operations legal or 
even possible.

There Is no reason to doubt that 
Mr. Wolvin states a very real case 
when he says ft is impossible for 
the corporation to operate on a suc­
cessful basis against present costs, 
and present costs are made up 
largely of the pay of the miners.

Whether the corporation is so 
capitalized that It cannot earn on 
the basis of reasonable returns, we 
are not prepared to state, although 
it must be admitted there has been 
no mad rush for the stock of the 
British Empire Steel Corporation 
since It was placed on the market. 
It recently received a large order 
tor rails from the Dominion Govern- 
ment, but that may have been given 
with a view to keeping the steel 
mills busy until after the general 
■lection.

If Mr. Wolvin knows that a lower 
wage will bring enough business to 
keep the mines going, he will have
