of North Schleswig reattach their districts to
Denmark by a plebiscite, which was never permitted; |
when, in 1871, Alsace-Lorraine was incorporated in |
the Empire, a clause in the Treaty of Frankfurt stl- |
pulated that intercourse between thé new provinces
and France should be free and unfettered—which |
never was allowed. All these “scraps of paper” have
been in turn relegated to the Prussian waste-paper |
