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NON-CATHOLIC MISSIONS.

The missions to non-Catholics are
more than reallzing the hopes of their
promoters. The lectures are well at-
tended and the missionaries are treated
with unvarying courtesy. The tradi-
tional dislike of Catholicism that has
been fostered by calumny and misrep-
resentation is disappearing before the
plain enunciation of Catholic truth ;
and men and women are going slowly,
but surely, Romewarde.

We sincerely hope the day will come
when devoted men will undertake a
similar work in Canada! Meanwhile
we say to our geparated brethren, in
the words of Cardifnal Newman :

You are born to be Catholics : refuse not
the unmerited grace of your bountiful God:
throw off for good and all the illusions of your
intellect, the bondage of your affections and
stand upright in that freedam which is your
inheritance.”

THE SCIENCE OF WAR.

Mr. Hudson Maxim, the maker of
sundry destructive engines, intimates,
in the course of an article in The Home
Magazine, that he has not as yet ex-
hausted his vein of inventive original-
ity, acd that he has in view the con-
struction of a few more instruments
that will contribute not & little to the
further development and perfection of
the science of war. One of these wil]
be a projectile that will hurl some hun-
dred pounds of poison for the purpose
of blinding and singicg and burning
men in trenches or behind breastworks.

International law is opposed to such
barbaric methcds of warfare ; but Mr.
Maxim tells us that international laws,
¢ like spider's webs, are made for the
authors of those laws—made to bind the
weak, while the strong can break
through.” Rather cool-blooded, but
Mr. Maxom has been studying history.
He knows that the talk about univer-
sal brotherhood, the desire for peace,
for the protection of the down-trodden,
i{s nonsensical, and he is not afraid
to say so.

But how may & conscien
tious Anglican who believes that thure
are but two sacraments, tolerate as &
brother; one who teaches there are
geven ; or to have no doubt of the
orthodoxy of him who does not recog-
nize that the Mass is a blasphemous
fable and a dangerous deceit? In all
this the Archbishop sees no danger.
While everything that has been held
gacred by former Anglicansis trampled
under foot, with the interloper and
infidel in his walls, he is pattering
about lights and incense, instead of
standing to his guns.

His friends grumbled some-
what in their club-rooms and drew up a
set of indignant resolutions—but there
the matter ended. We have noticed
that the member who is profuse in
promises to his intelligent constituents
become dumb when he takes his seat.
Perhaps he is afraid of embarrassing
the Government or hag time only for
the welghty concerns of state. The
fact remains, however, that gc far as re-
gards Catholic interests he is generally
a nonentity. He votes and draws his
salary and comes back with fine-spun
yarns anent his efforts to promote our
advancement. But we do not blame the
politician : we blame our disunion and
lack of ambition.

Oar young men should have some
opinions on current political questions.
We do not want them to be ‘‘ward heel-
ers” with catchwords and ignorant
declamation and abuse ; but men in-
telligent enough to have opinions, and
independent enough to maintain and
defend them. The great difficulty with
many of them is that they are content
to draw their information from their
political leaders. We have nothing to
gay abjut the presiding genii of
political parties save that knowledge
thence derived must, if wa want an
opinion untainted by partizanship, be
purified by personal investigation and
study. Tais takes time and toil, but it
enables us to poll our ballot as becomes
= freeman. This course of action is not
at all calculated to make you popular
or to give you a life membership in the
gociety whose constitution g comprised
intha % : ¢ Thay all do it ;" but
you will be a parson that is one who
knows something of the dignity and
duties of selfhood.

The opinionless young man hag al
ways a weak character : and like th?
anclent Polonius agrees with every:
thing and everybody : getting no re-
spect and deserving none : driven
hither and thither by every gust of
popular opinion, and leaving their
capaoility and godlike reason unused.

A TRUE CATHOLIC.

The great characteristic of the nine-
teenth century Catholic should be &
epitit of loyalty to the Church. We
are surrounded on all cides by enemies
that wage stern and relentless wars
against the faith. Nsver in time's
history has there been such mental
madness as there is to-day. We look
back in pity and admiration at the
mighty attempts of the old philosophers
to find in the various systems then in
vogue the answer to the problems they
could not solve, and see them but bur-
dened with the weight of doubt and
failure : but to-day we have individ
uals who shrink not from proclaiming
the wildest and most implous theories
and who are content to recelve as
guerdon for their labors the applauce
of the unthinking multitude.

To-day a new creed is formed : or we
are assured thatthe cult of the Egypt-
tan Isis is the religion of the future :
or told that Buddhism plus Herbert
Spencer’s philosophy will bring coaso-
lation to weary and doubting souls.
We smile doubtless at these aberra-
tions ; but we should not forget that
the spirit that gives them a semblance
of life is around about us working
incessantly for the destruction of
Catholicism. It does not attack us
openly, for such hostility would put us
on our guard. It professes even a
great love for us: and a hiant betimes
that some of our dogma3 are out of
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the century is given with such apparent
kindness that it arouses no suspiclon.
One thing, however, that makes it for
get its honeyed language is the exer
clse of authority. It is up in arms
when a Bishop makes a pronounce:
mont on mixed marriages, or Warns
his people against some danger and
points the finger of scorn at the Catho-
lies who cheerfully and loyally bow ac-
quliescence to the mandate of their
spiritual chief. The Catholic who isa
worthy membor of the Church that has
never retrograded one step in defence
of principle is not affscted by ridicule ;
but the indifferent, back-boneless Cath-
olic who has come to belleve that self
and the world must be coneulted before
God, feels it intensely. He aspires
to bas deemed liberal - minded, to
be able to rise above vulgar protest
and to have his own ideas in matters of
disciplinary regulation. In the home
circle he will permit his precocious
offspring to discuss and to censure
things eccleslastical : in his public life
he is the urbane gentleman anxious to
gee good in all men and in all theories
and careful never to utter words of
condemnation. He will consider as
strong and unadvised the words of
this and that one in authority ; but
any opinion approved of by the world,
avon when it heamirehas his faith, will
be suffered to pass unchallenged.

A good Catholic is always loyal to
the rulings and teachings of his
Church ; ready to resent an insult to
her; eager to work for her ; in private
and public, lite of *‘ the seed of the man
by whom salvation was wrought in Is-
rael.” And he is always respected.
Men may look atkance at him, but
deep down in their hearts they admire
him. The shufiiing, timorous Catholic
may preen himself in his own good
opinion, but they who use him for com-
mercial or political putposes rate and
regard him as a pitable coward,

Her Visit to Loretto Convent, Rath-
fornham.

The chicf incident of the Qaeen’s drive
on the 20:h was enacted in the grounds

of tha handsome and commodlous Lor-
etto Convent, Rathfarnham, one of the
finest of the convent boarding schools
in Ireland. Elaborate preparations
had been made to give Her Majesty a
befitting welcome, and the scene in the
gpacious grounds as the Royal car-
riage drove in was of an order to live
long in the memories of those privil-
eged to take partin it. The gather-
ing of Sisters of the Loretto community
of nuue, young lady boarders of this
and of other schools carried on by
the Order, of Catholic clergymen,
iadles and gentlemen visitors must
have numbered fully fifteen hundred.
The porch of the building is reached
by two broad rows of steps, and these
converge in a spacious platform on to
which the door opens.

As Her Majesty’s
carrlage drew up in front of the main
doorway, tho fresh young volces of the
puplls still maintained their sweet and
welcome chorusing, and at the close a
culminating burst of cheering saluted
Her Majesty's ears.

THE SECRECY OF SPIRITUAL
INFLUENCE.

We desire to be as useful as possible
to every class of our readers. We
confess to a speclal interest in those
who, not content with a mere external
conformity—more or less formal and
perfunctory—but who are, stiving to
live up to their religion, to Imbibe ite
spirit and enjoy its consolations and
its spiritual recreations and rewards.

They read
the extraordinary experiences of the
saints, and because they do not
realiza something similar in thetr own
experience they are discouraged and
are led to doubt, perhaps, even their
own acceptance with God.

Now, such persons should bear in
mind that the Spirit of God acts
through our natural faculties. The
grace of God takes us as it finds us,
and operates through all our natural
faculties. Many ill-instructed persons
mistake feeling and emotion for the
operattons of the divine Splrlt. There
i & class of rellgionists who may well
be advised that the Spirlt of the Lord
ig not in the whirlwind, nor fin the
earthquake, nor in the fire, but in the
still, small voice which spoke to the
prophet of old, That sams Spirit
gpeaks now to every truly penitent,
ohedient and devouy soul, in soft, low
and lmpressive accents, whether they
percetve itor not. It speaks through
the concelence and by secret euggestion
to the understanding .

There is a great difference in temper-
ament in different individuals. Some
are naturally emotional and enthusiag-
tic ; others are mora equable and
phlegmatic. The phlegmatic are apt
to envy the emotional and wish they
could be like them, they seem 8o joyous
and happy and take such delight in
religious exercises. Those of less fer-
vent temperaments accuse themselves
of coldness and want of fervor, even
though they are not less faithful and

punctual, perhaps, in the discharge of
all their religious duties, and labor
consiantly, with anxiety, to please
Gol

Now, sueh persons should remember
that as emotion and enthusiasm are
not necessarily an evidence of the ex-
traordinary iufluences of the Spirit, so
the absence of emotion and enthusiasm
18 not to be taken as an evidence of the
absence of the Spirit, Oa **- .n-
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{ teary, the truly conscientious and
i'‘fatthful Christlan, who is doing his
tlon—¢imply from conviction and from
a sincere desire to do his duty to God
and save his scul at any cost, has more
evidence of the presence of the Spirit
than one who is carried along tke
the pleasant path of emotional enthusi-
ssm without the necessity of struggle.
The merit is greater inssmuch as he
does his duty at the cost of greater

Iabor, self-denial and eacrifice Such
a one, instead of doubting of his good
estate, thould take courage and be
consoled with the consciousness that be
is a special favorite of heaven, He
ghould remember that the very fact ¢l
his desire and determination to please
God and do his duty is sufficieut evi-
dence of the presence of the Spirit in

{s heart, heljing hlm to overcoms
natural inclination and subdue hie
passions,

He may think that he is not making
the progress that he cught, but if he
will observe closely and candidly from
time to time, he will discover that he
{s making progress, however slow
that he is, upon the whole, overcoming
this or that passion, inclination or pro-
pensity ; that he is getting the control
of hig temper : that he i3 becoming
more patient, humble and charitable,
and, in fact, that upon the whols, his
gpiritual duties and occupations are
becoming more pleasant, and the form-
er irksomeness is gone. The con
seiousness of duty done is a real satis
faction ; but the conviciion that the
grace and strength to do one's duty
come from tke good Spirit of God adds
immensely to his happiness.

Thus, with a view to presenting to the
people a great and terrible s
capable of reawakening the religious zea
of old, he caused the Grand- Vestal to be
clasely watched, with the hope of detect-
ing her in some fault, which would justify
him in ordering her death with all the
fearful display attending the punishment
reserved for virgine who broke their
vows!
Finelly, his family being suepected of
Christianity, this executioner of his own
kindred wanted to know what victims he
conld sacrifice to his fury, so that while
offering & memorable and bloody expia-
tion to the gods, he would gecure himself
against any possible ugurpation.
Sueh were the designs of the emperor
when he departed from Rome to put an
end to the war against the Dacians, It
is no wonder, then, that his infamous
gang of informers ghould uee the greatest
zeal and activity to satisfy him.
We have seen that Armillatus and Pal-
furiue Sora, both coneular men, had been
especially designated to watch Flavios
Clemens and the two Fiavius Domitillas.
Marcus Regulus, whilst nndertaking to
superintend the ghamefnl mission of
these two patricians, and trying also to
discover whether the emperor's relatives
were followers of Christ, bhad besidea ac-
capted the tagk of criminating Corpelia
and Metellus Celer, whom he bhated
personally.
Domitian attached great imvortance to
the conviction of the Grand-Vestal. He
regretted that he had lost the opportuni-
ties presented during the esrlier part of
hia reign, to proceed against several vir
wing of Vesta, and to recall, to the strict
fulfilment of their fearful obligations,
those priesterses who had become relaxed
in their duties, through the indulgence of
Vespasian and Titns.

THE ’fAHLEb' TURN&D.

EDDYISM.
Dr. Henry Reed Hopkins of Buffalo,

N. Y., has an article in the January
number of the American Medical Quar-
terly treating of * The Prognosis of

Eddyism,” which deals also with the
causes of that curious vagary of which
Mrs. Eddy is the author, and which is
generally called by its votaries
“ Christian Sclence,” though there i8
in it really nothing either of Christian-
ity or Science.

The name ‘‘Eddyism " was first
gliven to the system of Mrs. Eddy her-
gelf, who states in her book *‘ Sclence
and Health,”

“ In the year 1866 I discovered the science
g;:‘;l?'uphyaicul Healing, and named it Eddy-
But she appears to have afterward
abandoned this for more high sounding
pames, and Dr. Hophins gives no few-
er than one hundred names which the
author gives to her cult in her book,
several of which must be considered as
actuslly blasphemous, as when the
sacred names of two Persons of the
Holy Trinity are used a8 syn
onyms of Mra, Eidy's fancy. Dr.
Hopkins employs the name Eddyism in
treating the subject in order that he
may speak of it intelligently and in
telligibly.

It is stated by Eddyistic lecturers
that the sect has mow 500,000 adher-
ents, of whom more than 10 000 are
* practioners ” who heal the sick. We
have no doubt that the number of ad-
herents is here grossly exaggerated,
but it is not worth our while to dispute
the figures given. It 18 kanown,
at all events, that ‘‘ the practitioners i
becoms rich rapidly by charging bhigh
for thelr work, so thai the adherents
must be pretty well flaeced if every
band of fifty of them is taxed for the
support of one practitioner, who may
be regarded as their clergyman. At
all even's it is clear that Eddyism has
absorbed quite a considerable propor-
tion of that section of the Protestant
population of America which is always
ready to recelve any superstition, how-
ever gross ; for there is no doubt that
the progress of Eddylsm has been
phenomenally rapid, even if not more
than a molety of the adherents claimed
for it have adopted it as their religious
bellef.

Mrs. Eddy claims that she has re-
ceived from God the revelation of her
new religion which she here styles
‘‘the absolute Principles of Sclentific
Mind - healing.” This claim if
well - founded makes her equal
to Moges, St. Peter, St. Paul, or
even to Christ Himself; but if
ill - founded, it brings her into
the category of humbugs and frauds
like Simon Magus, Mahomet, Johanna
Southcote, and Joe Smith, the founder
of Mormonism.

For similar reasons the richest ma-
terial was used for the curtains and
bangings in the tabernacle in whkich
God was to he adored, and the sanctu-
ary was to be made specially rich and
beautiful, as may be read in Ex. xxxv,
xxxvi, to xl, and throughout the book
of Leviticus.
The vestments of the priests, and
especially of the high-priest, were to be
beautiful and of the richest material,
the detalls of which may be seen in Ex,
xxxix,
That suitable ceremonies were in use
under the Christian law is chiefly prov-
able by Church history, but as man is
constituted in the same way as he was
three thousand years ago, he is
gimillarly influenced through the
senses, and ceremonies are of the same
utility as they were under the law.of
Moses. But there is also Scriptural
evidence that such ceremonies were
used under the New Law. Thus the
Apocalyptic apparition of Christ as de-
gcribed by St. John in Apoc. (Rev )1 is
evidently a reproduction of what was
to be seen in the early Christian
Churches. In the midst of eeven golden
candlesticks, Jesus appears to the
Apostle, cloted with a garment reach-
ing to His feet, girded with a golden
girdle, and holding in His right hand
geven stars, which with the seven
candlesticks represented the seven
principal Churches of Asia Minor with
their angels or Bishops. And under the
altar, before God's throne, the Apostle
Lohold ¢fthe sonls of them that were
glain for the word of God, and for the
testimony which they held.” (vi. ©:
viii. 8. ix, 13, etc.)
An Angel of Ged also stood before
the altar with golden censer in which
incense was placed, the smoke of which
ascended before Ged, and that incense
was ‘‘the prayers of the saints.”
(Apoc. viil. 3, 4)
We may infer from all that has been
said that it is within the right of the
Church to select such ceremonies for
the accompaniment of divine service
and the administration of the eacra-
ments as she deemsto be suitable to in-
creagse reverence and excite devotion.
The principal ceremonies used for this
purpose are the vestments of the clergy
offictating, incense, holy-water, lights
on and near the altar, and the sign of
the cross. We may speak briefly of
each of these.
O incense we have already eaid
enough. It is used as a symbol of
prayer, just as was the case under the
0.d Law. The vestments of the priest
celebrating Maes are intended to re-
mind us of the circumstances of Christ's
passion or suffering. The alb, or long
white robe used by the priest, signifies
the white robe wherewith Christ was
clothed when Herod put on Him that
robe in mockery. The chasuble ana
tonsure of the priest signify the purple
robe and the crown of thorns which
Christ wore when Pilate exhibit-
ed Him to the Jews as &
mock king, The cross on the
chasuble signifies the cross which
Christ bore on Hisshoulders to Calvary
and on which He died for our redemp-
tion. The amice, which is first put on
by the priest when he is vesting for
Mass, signifies the cloth with which He
was blindfolded, when He was ordered
to ** prophecy who struck Him.” The
cords and other vestments signify the
manner in which He was bound.
There is also a mystic signification
in these vestments, whereby they imply
the virtues and the grace of God
wherewith the priest should be clothed
when offering up the daily Christian
sacrifice and clean oblation foretold by
the Prophet Malachy in Mal. 1,11
Lights are everywhere used as a sign
of joy and on occasions of triumph.
They ara used on the altar asemblem-

Christ, who i spoken of in Scripture as

ti g light to the revelation of the Gen-
tiles and the glory of thy people
Israel.” (St Lukeif, 52)

The sign of the cross 18 used fre-
quently in the services of the Church
because the cross Is the symbol of re-
demption and is spoken of in this
gense by St. Paul, who says: ‘'‘God
forbid that I should glory save in the
cross of our Lord Jasus Christ.” (Gal
vi, 14)

As water cleanses, it was used
under the O.d Law asan emblem of {n-
nocence or purity. It is used in the
Catholic Church in the same sense, and
is blessed by special prayers because
« gvery creature of God is good " and
‘' jg ganetified by the word of God and
prayer.” (1Tim.iv. 4)

Water was sprinkled with hyscop for
purposes of spiritual purification under
the 0d Law. (Nam. xix. 19) And
the uee of * holy water " is also pre-
geribed in, (Nam. v. 17 ) The Cath-

olic Caurch also uses holy water as an
incentive to faith and devotion.

This neces
garily threw the reigning line of Valois
into no attitude of hostility to the Pro-
tegtants. The Bourbons had no thought
of anticipating the time of thelr own
accegsion to the crown, To dethrons
the hereditary king was an impogsibil-
fty in French eyes. The intensest
fanaticism of the Leagus could not
earry it out. What they wished, by
the ald of the powerfully orgsnized
Calvinistic body, with its graduated
gyunods, ite armies, fortresses, magi-
grrates, levies of taxes, was to rule over
tho kings, in the hope of the time when
they should, by due succession, becoms
kings themselves. They were cheer
fully willlng to reverence the crown,
if only they could control the crown.

though highly pretentious, schemes as
those of spiritism aod Chrls fan
Science, not to mentlon other vagaries
after which crowds ot comparatively
ignorant yet inteusely earnest poople
are running.

Weo must have a rational religion
and &% the same time a religion that
{(urnishes & eure ground for faith, and
which appeals to all that is highest,
purest aud best in human natu aud
eepocially thas saticfizg the craving
for the supernatural withont running
into all the extravagant absurdicies of

individual speculation and high-flown
pretension.

This religion we have only in the
Catholic Church, and, thank God, in

the revulsion from agnosticism and the |

unsatiefactory skepticism and doubt of
Protestantism which i8 now going on,
it 18 encouraging to know that the
more serious, candid and thoughtful
portion of the community are more and
more turning their thoughts towards
the old, hitherto despised but now re-
viving and advancing Church, asthe
only rational and satiefactory solution
of the great problems which are so
deeply agitating the public mind.

INTODUCTION,~8t, Macarius of Alexandria,
born about 320 A, D, had been a conlectioner
but while still young resolved to revire into the
desert vo devore himself wholly .to the service
of God, Autracted by his great piety and lsanc-
tity other hermits joined him, each having his
own cell and meeling togetheronly on Sundays
and holy days. They were thus hermits rather
than monks, and gpent a part of their time in
the making of baskets and mats, ‘Theincident

THE TRANSVAAL WAR.

The rigid censorship kept over war news
from South Africa is being still maintained,
but the despatches which have been allowed
to pass show that the British advance towara
Kroongad and Pretoria is now going forward
rapidly, as 1he whole Britigh front has gone
forward at least fifty three miles within the
last few days. The people of KEngland were
growing impatient of the long delay at Bloem-
fontein, bur contidence was never fun in Lord
Roberts, and it may be taken for granted that
the delay was,necessary to put the army into
good order for a successful advance.

Theba Nchu, east of Bloemfontein, was eap-
tured on April 27, Since then Brandfort, fifiy-
three miles north by east from Bloemfontein,

bas also been 1aken, This post is on
the railway leading directly o  Kroon-
stad, from which it is distant about
100 miles. The Boers have been pushed

back in both these directions, and the
now occupy that part of the KFree State which
extends from Ladybrand, a few miles vast of
Thaba Nchu toward Winburg and Kroonstad.
Besides, General Roberts hag pushed forward
hig troops still further, as far as the Vet River,
about twenty-five miles beyond Brandfort. On
the other side of the Vet the Boers are in force,
but General tlutton has #ucceeded in crossing
the Vet lower down, and the latest despatches
state that he has captured Winburg.

Many of the Boers who were operating in the
south-east of General Roberts’ forces succeed-
ed in making their way to the Boer
main army, but there are still 10,000 along
the Caledon river, north-east of the Wepener,
It is expected that a considerable proportion of
these may be cut ot and captured. but as their
movementa are usually very rapid most of
them may escapearound General French'seav.
alry which isscouring the country in that direc-
rion, and which has made some important eap-
tures, Between T'naba Nchu and Ladybrand,
which lies to the east, it is estimated that there
are 15,000 Boers, and the rest are extended to
ward the north trom that point, Iti weted
that the next stand of the Boers will be at
IKroonstad, which is about 100 miles north of
Brandfort, and slightly to the east,

General Roberts has 40,000 men for his ad
vance and 150 guna.  Besides it isexpected that
Lord Methuen, who is now at Boshop, direetly
tothe west of Brandfort, will move forward in
conjunction with him.

To attain these positions continual fighting
was neceseary, as the Boers disputed every
inch, and they must have lost heavily, being
continually beaten back, though there was no
single battie on a large scale, It is said that
President Steyn has complained to General
Botha that Kroonstad is not suttcientiy pre
tected and that the commandant answere
that he has no additional force to spare for iis
better protection, as every man of the force at
his disposal 18 needed where he i

Lord Roberts reports that the Vanl river has
been crossed by General Hunter at Windsorton
without opposition. This news is ominous of
weakness on the part of the Boers in this
quarter, for though Windsorton is in the

It said that from the North-East, General
Carrington may also come [to the relief of
Mafeking, as he will soon reach Bulawayo,
from which peint Col, Plumer has kept
the railway open almost to Mafeking., Be-
tween Hunter's foree from the South and Car-
rington's from the north east, it may be hoped
that the relief of Mafeking is now not far ol

The Canadians were once more prominent in
helping the advance of Lord Roberis, At
Houtuck near Thaba Nchu they stormed a hill
in conjunction with the Shropshires and Mar-
shall’s Horse,and a battery and helped mater
ially in capturing the Boer position at Thaba
Nchu. Nodoubt they wiil still be heard from
favorably as the advance goes on.
