The reader was as­
sured that it would bring sunshine in­
to tho darkest home, and make the 
dreaded wash day the holiday of the 
week. But the agent did not depend 
wholly on his painted wrappers. He 
had a tongue. And with it he told 
how the world had been waiting and 
lunging through dreary centuries, for 
this novelty soap ; how in a neighbor­
hood lie supplied last fall, he broke up 
a Second Advent camp-meeting, for as 
soon as the people ^began to use his 

; soap they thought the millennium had 
I already come. “ Yes, madam,” he 
exclaimed, looking at Mrs. Smith, 
“ 110 more rubbing, or rinsing, or 

I wringing. You put your clothes into 
I a barrel of water, with a single bar of 
I this spontaneous Abe Lincoln. In 
! mi hour you can take them out, hang 
them up to dry, and they will be as 
clean and as sweet as the sunlight 
that dries them. ”

We did not buy any of that soap. 
We thought it was too good for such 
old-fashioned folks as we are. And 
our conscience would not let us take 
an article so valuable, at tha ridicul­
ously low price of ten cents a bar. 
Mrs. S. told him that washing was 
hard work indeed, but it was honest 
and healthy, and that in her experi­
ence things that were done so very 
easily were seldom well done. That 
soapman went away with a mingled 
expression of dissapuintmont, surprise, 
and indignation. He thought we 
were a pair of ridiculous old fogies.

After he had gone we took up a 
newspaper and began to read the re­
port of a sermon. It was preached 
down East,, by one of the progressive 
doctors of divinity. There was a 
great deal In it about the contrast be­
tween the old and the new theology. 
The preacher regarded the story of the 
fall as an Oriental myth; redemption 
by blood, and a vicarious atonement 
as the gross and material conceptions of 
a barbarous age. The doctrine of 
eternal punishment he was bound to 
reject, because it made God a monster. 
Conviction of sin was a nightmare. 
People suffered from it because they 
swallowed crude teachings iu regard 
to God and his law which they could 
not digest. The new birth was not a 
sudden change, buta gradual sweeten­
ing of the spirit under tha Sun of 
righteousness. And the new life was 
the manifestation of this sweetness in

THE / EST AMENT IN THE 
WATER.

In 1854, before any treaty with 
England, an English fleet of war 
came into the harbor of Nagasaki, 
Japan. The commander-in-chief 
of the native troops gathered to 
watch the new-comers, was accus­
tomed to go out in a boat to see 
that no secret communication was 
attempted. One day be found in 
the water a small pocket Testa­
ment and was very anxious to 
know its contents. Ho learned 
from some Hutch interpreters that 
it told about God and Jesus 
Christ. This only increased his 
curiosity to understand it all and 
he finally obtained from Shanghai 
a copy of a Chinese translation. 
Wakasa, as he was called, began 
the study of the Testament and 
induced four others to join him. 
One of these was a brother, 
named Ay a bo, and another a re­
tainer named Montono. In 18(12 
Ay a be came to Nagasaki, from 
his home in Saga, for further in­
struction, and was taught by Dr. 
Verbeck. During the following 
spring this man came to Dr. Ver­
beck at night and warned him of 
danger, if h^ did not leave at 
j^nce. The}' fled to China and 
remained there till the serious 
troubles which followed were 
ended. Ayabe afterwards left 
Nagasaki, having received a gov 
ernment appointment, but in a 
short time Wakasa sent Montono 
(who had learned to read Eng 
lish) with instructions to read 
over and get explanations of such 
portions of the scripture as they 
could not understand. In this 
way the Bible class was carried 
on for nearly three years : the 
faithful messenger making the 
two days’ journey to Nagasaki 
and returning with the desired 
information.

On the 14th of May, 1866, a 
messenger came to Dr. Verbeck- 
and announced that some high 
officials from the Province of 
Hizen had arrived and desired an 
interview. To his great joy these 
men proved to be Wakasa, and 
his brother, and Montono. At 
the time appointed Wakasa and

to. Wakasa returned home re­
joicing in the love of God and the 
presence of the Holy Spirit, and 
Dr. Verbeck removed to Tokio.

In April, 1880, there appeared 
in the Nagasaki congregation two 
strangers, one of whom was evi­
dently a lady of high rank and 
her attendant. They gave the 
most strict attention and after 
the services were introduced as 
the daughter of Wakasa and her 
former nurse. Early the next 
day they appeared and told how 
faithfully they had been taught 
about the true God and Jesus 
Christ the Saviour. They had 
learned the Lord’s Prayer and a 
few portions of the Scriptures 
which Wakasa had written out in 
simple characters. Wakasa bad 
died eight years before with a 
firm hope of eternal life through 
the Redeemer. The daughter had 
married and was now living with 
her family at Nagasaki- Since 
Dr. Verbeck had left she knew of 
no Christian or missionary to 
whom she could go for sympathy 
or instruction. As her husband 
was soon to remove to Osaki she 
did not wish to leave until she 
had received baptism, so she sent 
to Saga for her old nurse and to­
gether they sot out to find a 
missionary. After some days j 
they chanced to find a shop where 
Scriptures were sold. On open­
ing the gospel of Matthew they 
recognized it as something they 
had already learned and pur­
chased a full supply of Scriptures 
at once. This was on Saturday ; 
on the next day they appeared at 
service and desired baptism at 
once. After satisfactory instruc­
tion and examination, the lady | 
appeared with her husband, who 
listened attentively to all that 
was said, and the two faithful 
women were baptized.

The old nurse returned-to Saga 
and taught a small school of girls 
and soon opened a class of women 
for the study of the Bible, and 
after a time began a Sabbath 
school with the Bible class as 
teachers. There are now about 
twenty professing Christians in 
that town and the most of them 
have been brought to Christ 
through her efforts. Among the 
believers was a son of Wakasa.
The daughter of Wakasa went 
to Osaki with her family, where 
she was soon a leader in Christian 
activity and benevolence. When 
her husband returned from a trip 
to some island and reported that 
ho had found a people without 
any religion she went to the 
pastor and begged that some one 
would go and teach them, and 
ottered U> pay one half the salary 
and expenses. She has returned 
to Nagasaki and is now a regular 
attendant with her family upon 
the church there. Lately, when 
Dr. Verbeck was acting as inter­
preter at a meeting in Tokio, a 
man came to him and said, “ I 
am Ayabe, the brother, of Wa­
kasa.” Since his baptism he had 
been in the army, and during all 
these years had carried the Bible 
with him, 1‘eading it daily. The 
next day he came with his only 
child, a daughter of fiftegn, and 
asked that she might be baptized. 
Ayabe has recently confirmed the 
above narrative. His family is 
now connected with the church in 
Tojtio, and it is his earnest desire 
to devote the rest of his life to 
spreading the gospel in Japan.—
H. Loomis.

This ceremony is carried on 
until the month of September,

The reports of these men, who 
in all Egyptian towns are the 
ambulant advertisers of the state 
of the Nile, are not always re­
liable. This is partly owing to 
the fact that, with true Oriental 
indifference, they do not take the 
trouble to acquire exact informa­
tion at the only reliable sources, 
and also that the government in 
tentionally spreads false reports 
in regard to the advance of the 
inundation. As the land tax can 
not bo levied on certain large 
tracts of land until the rise of the 
Nile shall have reached at least 
sixteen Egyptian yards, it does 
not hesitate (a fact that has come 
within my own experience) to 
spread false reports; and although 
the imposition is patent to all, no 
one dares to raise his voice in re­
monstrance.—Harper 8 Magazine.

THE NILE CRIERS.
When the inundation approach­

es the capital—usually at the 
end of June or the beginning of 
July—the Nile criers (Muna-di- 
en-Ni) begin the work. These 
criers are men whoso business it 
is to call out, or rather to recite, 
before the houses of those who 
wish it, how much the Nile has 
risen during the last twenty-four 
hours. The Oriental does every­
thing, no matter what it is, 
gravely, slowly, with much dig­
nity and verbosity, and is never 
chary of his time or breath. 
Even the form of his greeting in 
the street is a complicated cere­
mony of words and motions 
which usually takes some mo­
ments to perform. And in the 
same way this announcement of 
the river's rise, which seems to 
us such a simple matter, is a most 
serious affair.

The day before the crier begins 
his task he goes through the 
streets accompanied by a boy, 
whoso part it is to act as chorus, 
and to sing the responses at the 
proper moment. The crier sings.
“ God li«« looked gract >usly upon the fields,”

is not my purpose to mora­
lize on good reading, nor to give 
an exhortation to any of the advo­
cates of good literature. It will 
be admitted that the friends of a 
sound literature are legion ; and 
the interesting problem is, how 
are we to receive the best results 
out of the resources already pre­
pared ? Last year my attention 
was called to the “ Home College 
series” of tracts, issued by the 
tract department of the Methodist 
Episcopal church. I concluded to 
try their use on the first occasion. 
I found on examination they em­
braced a wide range of topics ; 
just such a course of reading to 
be popular among a busy people, 
and a largo numbor who have not 
learned to read a serviceable 
literature. If it were more elabo­
rate in the treatment of subjects, 
then there would bo embarrass­
ment. Busy people would not 
have time lo take the course of 
reading, and the indifferent could 
not be secured. The diversity of 
subjects and brevity of treatment 
are excellences not to be over- 
looked in the practical work of a 
course of reading among the 
people who are to be enlisted as 
readers. Last November our 
class was organized with a mem­
bership of about twenty-five. Old 
and young were induced to take 
the course. Our work has pro­
gressed with increased interest, 
and with good results. We now 
have a class of forty-three, and 
our tracts are being read by many 
outside of the class.

Our open session, which

own language in his writing, state 
his own views on debatable ques­
tions, given from the tracts on bio­
graphy or from other sources, 
specimens of authors’ writings, 
and compress all, if possible, into 
eight minutes or loss. This gives 
in a living form the reading of 
the week, and all hear it. If any 
have not read the tracts, there is 
a now incentive to look them over 
at the first opportunity.

The department of referred 
questions is no small item in the 
interest of the class. Scores of 
questions are at hand, and require 
investigation and research among 
books. It is raising up a class of 
explorers in literature. Out- 
young people are becoming famil­
iar with encyclopedias and their 
use. The readings or recitations 
are participated in by all. The 
reader chooses his own subject. 
We started out to read fifty of the 
tracts of the course. A number 
will'do this. My- attention was 
then called to the “ Chautauqua 
Spare Minute course.” I wrote 
to Dr. Vincent and told him what 
we were doing, and asked him 
what hewould doTorus. A prompt 
answer came : “ For every
twenty-five of your ‘ Home Col­
lege series’ of tracts which you 
read your members will bo entitled 
to a ‘ Spare Minute Course’ cer­
tificate. If you complete the fifty 
as you propose, each member who 
has read them all will receive, on 
payment of eight cents each, two 
‘ Chautauqua Spare Minute 
Course’ certificates.” This was 
enough to complete oar joy. We 
are in pursuit of an end, and, at 
the same time, associated, in a 
preliminary sense, with the large 
company of Chautauqua readers.

Wo have a constitution. It is 
a brief of our plan of work, and 
yet comprehensive enough to bo 
suggestive and practical tor an 
enthusiastic leader. We have 
arranged to have suitable closing 
exercises in the month of June.
It will bo in the week fol­
lowing the Children’s day service.
Wo can use the decorations for 
both occasions, and the two will 
harmonize in spirit. Aside from 
the practical results named, we 
hare found that thoughtful read­
ing has given place for religious 
conviction. During our four 
weeks of special services, wo had 
no session(which is provided for 
in our constitution), and all save 
two who were not Christians were 
converted ; and those two re­
quested prayer. The first-fruits 
of our revival came from this class, 
and the conviction widened in its 
influence and power until over one 
hundred and fifty were converted.
Any pastor who will encourage 
this reading will find that it will 
give moral and religious help to 
him in his work.—E. S. McChcs- 
ney, in N. W. Adv.

PACKING BUTTER FOR SALE.
The style in which butter is pack­

ed and marketed has more to do 
with its sale than many dairymen 
and shippers are aware of. In _ the 
Boston market there is a decided 
preference for a neat Eastern made 
white ash or spruce tub, netting 
from thirty-one to sixty pounds, and 
it always sells the readiest. The 
tubs should be well soaked in brine 
before filling within half an inch of 
the top. Cover the top with » piece 
Of clean new bleached cotton cloth 
Soaked in brine, and tucked neatly 
down at the edge. In packing but­
ter and getting it ready for market 
neatness is indispensable, and besides 
that it pays. Never pack two colors 
in the tame package. Light eolored 
or streaked butter always sells hard 
and at low prices. Use the best fine 
salt you can find. Tare your tubs 
♦jrrectly.

NO NEED TO DROWN,
“I always dread the rc/tUm of the 

season when sea bathing is indulged 
in,” said a gentleman. “My family 
have had several narrow escapes, and 
still they have a perfect mania for 
the water.” “Why, there is no need 
to be afraid,’’ answered his friend, 
“if you but retain your presence of 
mind. W hen you find yourself in 
deep water you will sink at first, but 
if you do not Hruggle you will come 
quickly to the surface again. On 
reaching it immediately draw a full 
breath and throw your head back. 
This will have the etfect of placing 
you in a recumbent position on the 
surface of the water. Now, this is 
the most critical moment for those 
who do not know what to do next. 
Extend your arms at once on a level 
with your shoulders, with the palms 
of your hands downward, and begin 
gently paddling in the water with 
the movement of the wrist only. 
Extend your lags quietly and slowly 
in a line with your body. If you 
raise your arms, your head or your 
legs above the surface of the water 
you will sink, but if you have the 
presence of mind not to do so and not 
to struggle about,y on will never sink, 
so long as you keep paddling gently 
without exertion. So you may float 
on until you are picked up, or until 
you are numbed by the cold.—Naw 
York Sun.

BUTTERMILK.

An eminent French chemist, M. 
Robbing, in a treatise recently pre­
sented to the French Academy, 

unce s his belief that the period 
of human existence may be greatly 
prolonged, and enters into an argu­
ment to show that his belief is based 
upon sound reasoning. His argu­
ment is, that the mineral matter 
which constitutes an ingredient in 
most of our food after the combus­
tion, is in our system to encrust and 
stiffen the different parts of the body, 
tending to render imperfect many of 
the vital processes. He compares 
the human body to furnaces which 
are always kindled, and says: Life 
exists only in combustion which 
occurs in our bodies, like that which 
takes place in our chimneys, and 
leaves a detritus which is fatal to life. 
To remove this he would administer 
lactic acid with ordinary food. This 
acid is known to possess power 
of removing or destroying the in­
crustations which form on the arteri- 
ies,cartilages and valves of the heart. 
As buttermilk abounds in the acid, 
and is, moreover, an agreeable kind 
of fend, its habitual use, it is urged, 
will free the system from the causes 
of death between the seventh-fifth 
and one hundredth year.

No 
parent as he looks around his family 
circle, whatever its comforts, can 
tell when some whirlwind may tear 
up the lent pins and scatter the 
group. To keep them %norant is 
to make them for ever dependent, 
to educate them is to prepare them 
for independence through personal 
effort, whenever such effort may be 
necessary.

On our table we find the 
Calenders of our sever al institutions 
at Sackville. Every thoughtful Me­
thodist will take these into account 
in answering the above question. 
Again and again, in the most practi­
cal manner, they have asserted their 
high value. Professors and teachers 
are in charge of them whose qualifi­
cations have been tested and approv­
ed. And—a feature by the way of 
the utmost importance—the fullest 
recognition is given within their 
walls of the truths and claims of the 
Christian religion. The Bible is 
publicly honored as the Word of God 
and no pains are spared tl at the 
education imparted may be suitably 
leavened with religious principle.

This religious influence is of the 
utmost importance to our coming 
men and women. It is rcli gious.not 
sectarian. This has ever been the 
character of the instruction given at 
our Sackville institutions. A Pres­
byterian missionary, who after years 
of service in India returns to arouse 
the Presbyterian congregatioi s of 
these Provinces to new zeal and 
greater earnestness in mission work, 
was led to Christ when apupil at our 
Academy, and went hack to his 
friends with a new motive and im­
pulse for life. And numbers of 
others have been benefited for time 
and eternity. At the recent N. B. 
and P. E. I. Conference a minister 
who occupies a good position among 
ourNewEngland brethren,spoke w’ith 
gratitude of the lifelong influence 
for good which the first Principal of 
the same Academy had exerted up­
on him.

We know that it is the fashion in 
many quarters to speak in the most 
trifling manner of education under 
professed religious auspices, but we 
cannot join in such depreciation. 
This is not merely because of the 
declared policy of our Conferences, 
but rather because it seems to us 
that he who studiously undertakes 
to decry the value of the religious 
college resembles somewhat the 
man who in depreciatingChristianity 
is crying down the very instrumen­
tality to wni:h he owes even his own 
safety. If possibly a lad can to-day, 
without danger to his religiou s in­
terests, reside within the walls or at­
tend the classes of a secular college, 
it is because of the teachings which 
the denominational colleges have 
largely aided in extending. And 
would not such teachings he likely to 
be narrowed in the f uture if these 
colleges, as sente wish, c mid lie de­
stroyed ?

Some members of the recent Nova 
Scotia Conference will not have for­
gotten the earnest words of a lay 
delegate during the brief visit of 
President Inch. As the gentleman in 
question reviewed with a quick mental 
glance the ruin which had overtaken 
certain young men during the years of 
his preparation for practice, he de­
clared, most emphatically, his determ­
ination that, if his boy should be 
spared, he would never place him 
where he should be away from dis­
tinct and declared Christian influences. 
We commend that determination to 
our Methodist friends in whose homes 
bright boys and girls await the time 
to take their place on the great theatre 
of life.

TUB BELOVED PHYSICIAN.
We are glad to announce the publi­

cation, by Palmer and Hughes, New 
York, of The Beloved Physician, a most 
interesting narrative of the life and 
work of Dr. Walter C. Palmer, whose 
name is familiar to the Methodist 
public, the world over. The writer is 
Dr. Palmer's colleague, the Rev. Geo. 
Hughes, Editor of the Guide to Holi­
ness*.

There are books whose very pages 
seem fragrant with blessing, and this 
is one of that class.

| Walter C. Palmer was a true and

thorough Methediat, because a conse­
crated man. Believing “that there was 
a possibility of even carrying holi­
ness movements so far as to produce 
s:hism,” he never became a member 
of any of the holiness associations, 
preferring to work with the regular 
church-services. While wo admit that 
the history of the church has furnish­
ed much cause for each caution, we 
have no disposition to reflect upon 
those excellent brethren who have 
banded together for the promotion of 
the doctrine and experience that “ ho­
liness is power. ” In loo many cases 
the neglect of those who should have 
borne the banner aleft has led to the 
organization they have wen fit to de­
nounce. We mention this fact in Dr. 
Palmer’s life in order to remove any 
lingering prejudice in the mind of any 
sincere member of our church. The

AN AWKWARD QUESTION.
Americans who value their coun­

try must read with some Burrow a pa­
per by Mr. John F. Hume, in the 
August number of the North Ameri- 
can Rccietc, under the heading, “ Are 
we a nation of Rascals 1’’ Canadians 
have something to learn from it at 
least in the way of avoiding such 
debts as shall expose them to tempta­
tion in a similar direction.

The writer of this article shows that 
the dishonored paper of a given list of 
States amounts to more than throe 
hundred millions of dollars, while a 
large number of oitlea, counties, town­
ships and school districts have sought, 
with more or less saccess , to evade the 
payment of their debt». The list of 
repudiations in various sections is 
most startling ; the amount of defal­
cations exceeding that of thedelinquent 
States. It is show» that the Govern­
ment in some cases has been a party 
to this repudiation, and that even the 
Supreme Court has “ tipped the scales 
of justice in the same direction.” A 
quotation from a letter writtea in 1839 
by Daniel Webster to Baring Broth­
ers, of London, in merer to an in­
quiry concerning the eeoerity guaran­
teed to purchasers of bonds issued by 
the different States, shows that at that 
date’tho great statesman nevércl reamed 
that any State could “ So entirely lose 
its self-respect and forget Its duty as 
to violate the faith solemnly pledged 
f ir its pecuniary engagements,” and 
yet since that date the payment of not 
less than seven hundred and fifty mil­
lions must, if this very eireuteuslantial 
writer be correct, have been thoroughly 
ignored. This fact is far more start­
ling than is the question, “ Are we 
a nation of rascals l"

Our own governments have been by 
no means inapt learners in some unsa­
tisfactory directions, but, fortunately,

| they have not given us a chanee to ask 
eachothersuch a question as this Ame­
rican writer asks of his countrymen. 
Let us take heed. One in the olden time 
stood aghast at the mention of certain 

, wickedness, and asked, “ Is thy ser- 
| vant a dog that he should do this 

great thing ?” “ And yet," says a
quaint old writer, “ the dog did it." 
Individual consciences, properly train­
ed, will afford the beet guaranty 
against public crime.

With the erection of the new and 
commodious college building at Sack 
ville, one fine room in which is already 
known as the “ Library,” an effort 
should be made to secure a collection 
of volumes worthy of the place and 
adapted to the need of our theological 
head quarters. English Methodism 
is about to receive a gift of this kiud 
of such vast value as to deserve the 
name of a “Methodist Bodleian.” 
The collector is eighty-four years of 
age, the son of a Wesleyan gentleman 
who fifty years ago was well known 
as one of the legal counsellors of the 
leaders of the Connexion, who has 
made the collection of this library 
the work of a lifetime. For Mount 
Allison we cannot for a time hope 
for gifts on any very extended scale, 
but there must be large numbers of 
valuable but unused volumes, now in 
private libraries, which like Crom­
well’s silver statues of the apostles 
might be sent about “ doing good. ’ 
Retained in their present places, they 
may some day be cleared off at the 
rate of a dollar w two per shelf, 
while in the Library at Sackville they 
would be frequently consulted and 
carefully perused.

The Methodi.it Pulpit, recently pub­
lished at our Toronto Publishing 
House, is a timely addition to our 
Canadian Methodist literature. A 
similar volume was published several 
years ago. Of both volumes the 
Rev. S. G. Phillips, u. a., is editor. 
The present volume contains twenty 
sermons by living ministers of the 
United Methodist Church. Among 
the preachers are several whose names, 
familiar to Methodists in the.Maritiine 
Provinces, will make them anxious to 
order this book. A discourse on 
“ Divine Providence” is by the Rev. 
Dr. Milligan, now of Newfoundland ; 
one, on “ God Glorified in_a Fruitful 
Church,” is by the Rev. W. C. Brown, 
of Horton, N. S. ; a third, on the 
“Fruits of Religious Thought,” is by 
the Rev. J. Burwash, if. a., of 
Charlottetown, P. E. L The Rev. 
Cranswick Joet, M. a., of Bridgetown, 
also furnishes a discourse oil “ Our 
Father's Good Things” ; and the Rev. 
J. 8. Collin, of Bermuda, one ou 
“ The Peace of Faith.” Two ser­
mons are by former Bible Christian 
ministers, the Revs. Geo. Webber and 
S. H. Rico. Others are by preachers 
,,f well-known ability in the West­
ern Conferences. The volume is sent, 
post-paid, from our Halifax Book-room

The Rev. Dr. Cochran and his 
family expected to sail from San Fran­
cisco for Japan to-day. Dr. Cochran 
returns to Japan after five years’ ab­
sence in the expectation of spending 
his life there. In Ontario he leaves a 
son and a large circle of attached 
friends. He, with a fellow-laborer, ia 
to establish a theological school or 
college in Tokio, about two miles from 
a similar institution owned by the Me­
thodist Episcopal Church. For this 
institution he has collected a large 
library, theological and scientific, a 
considerable portion of which is the 
gift of friends and well wishers to 
Japan. Many prayers will follow him 
to hia distant home. The R^s. 
Messrs. Whittington and Cocking 
have already gone by way of England, 
and will reach Japan about the same 
time. This reinforcement will cheer 
the hearts of Dr. Macdonald and Mr. 
Eby.

The pastor or the private Christian 
who visita the sick and suffering, often 
gets more than he gives in the way of 
teaching or consolation. In a conver­
sation at the recent Mildmay-park 
Conference, London, the Rev. H. W. 
Webb* Peploe eaid that “ on one oc­
casion, when staying with Captain 
Moreton (the former superintendent 
of the Conference-hall), he had a 
touching proof given him of the way 
in which God can be really known. 
Captain Moreton asked him to go and 
visit a poor girl who was dying in the 
hospital ‘Can I help her ?’ be asked.
1 O no 1 she will help you and so, 
indeed, he found. On her deathbed 
she said to him, ‘ I love to be alone 
in this room, because I have Him all 
to myself, and He is so real to me—is 
He so to you V The speaker said he 
should never forget the words ; we 
must really be in God through Jesue 
Christ to have any true knowledge of 
Him.”

The Sunday-School Tumu gives 
counsel which may help ewe brother 
under special temptation :

Your greatest earthly treasure ie 
your own good name. Guerd that as 
you would your truest self. Count 
every other possession its inferior. If 
any man cornea to you asking your

name, as the manager of an associa­
tion or of a eorporatiou, as the recoin- 
mender of a school, of a business firm, 
or of an applicant for office or service, 
understand that he asks that which 
involves to you more than the most 
liberal cash donation you ever yet 
made to the choicest cause of your 
confidence or your affections. If you 
want to help him, and can do so by 
emptying your pocltei-book in his 
behalf, by leaving your business and 
going out with him from house to 
honse, by sitting up with him three 
nights in a week for the next six 
months, be glad that you can get off 
with so small an outlay as that. But 
unless you are ready to do all that for 
him, and a great deal more,—don't 
give him your name.

Of the Rev. Dr. Lathem's Macedon­
ian Cry, the London Methodist Re­
corder says

In preparing this book Mr. Lathern 
has read widely, wisely, and well in 
the literature of Christian missions. 
The result is that in 280 pages the 
whole missionary world is traversed, 
and the whole missionary question 
brought under notice. It is an ex­
ceedingly useful book. It reads not 
altogether unlike a series of well- 
elaborated missionary speeches. One 
of its lest uses will be to assist 
speakers on the missionary platform. 
It is dedicated to “ honored brethren 
of missionary deputations and the 
preface concludes with this passage : 
“ An experience of anniversaries has 
shown the advantage of definite views 
in regard to the authority, demands, 
and possibilities of missions ; central 
ideas, around which new facts and 
illustrative incidents may be readily 
grouped.” For its information, well 
authenticated and well arranged ; for 
its interesting style, its warmth, its 
valuable reminders of other books on 
the same subject, wo heartily cumm'end 
tlie work.

Our Presbyterian brethren are be­
ing stirred up by several returned 
missionaries. On Thursday evening 
of last week a good congregation lis­
tened in St. Matthew's church to ad- 
dr. sses by Revs. H. A. Robsrtsun, 
from Erromanga ; R J. Grant, from 
Trinidad ; andJ. Fraiar Campbell, 
from India. The latter speaker, as 
one of four missionaries among nine 
millions of heathen, pleaded most ef­
fectively for more effort and self-deni­
al in the cause of the Redeeir er. 
There can bo no doubt that the mis­
sionary spirit in our sister church has 
been most effectively promoted by the 
return for a short time of these labor­
ers abroad. Few missionaries have 
been more successful. May this suc­
cess in the future be as the past, only 
mucli more abundant. A friend who 
was present at the meeting to which 
we refer, thinks that Calvinist princi­
ples cannot bo strengthened by work 
for Christ in heathen lands.

Care should be used by ministers in 
reporting the work accomplished in a 
circuit during the period of their 
personal superintendence. A letter 
published some weeks since called 
forth an Indignant protest, which 
from its mention of several names we 
thought it best not to publish. While 
offering this caution, we urge our 
brethren to send us all the circuit 
items possible. We think they have 
been, as a rule, quite too modest. 
Caution may be carried to an extreme.

A note from the Rev. Jacob Fresh­
man tells us that there are 80,000 
Jews in New York instead of 60,000 
as we recently stated.——A number of 
ladies have undertaken to raise 8600 
towards the building fund of the new 
Cobourg road church. The one 
hundred dollars recently raised—not 
875 as stated at the time—was a cheer­
ing beginning.------ A presiding elder
of. Arkansas has sent to a Methodist 
paper 335 new subscribers ! That 
man ought to be sent out to give 
lessons, with the world for his parish.
------At the ordination, a few days ago,
of a Presbyterian minister at Musquœ 
doboit Harbor, he received “ a warm 
welcome from the people and hia first 
quarter’s stipend in advance.” There 
are a number of Methodist brethren 
just settled who would not object to
similar treatment.------The Montreal
Supreme Court gave j udgment the other 
day for 85 damages against the sexton 
of a Roman Catholic church, for de­
liberately passing the pew of a Mr. 
Turcotte, and not presenting the col­
lection-box, fur the purpose of insult­
ing the plaintiff. A similar act, done 
in negligence rather than from purpose 
once sent a man out of an Episcopal 
church. In the Methodist church 
to which he went he was converted. 
He has often carried the collection 
box since, but never passes anyone. 
Salvation hangs on little things some­
times.

CHARLES STREET CHURCH.

The services connected with the 
formal re-opening of this church were 
held ou Sunday last, although the 
recent wet weather had prevented the 
completion of work on both the ex­
terior and interior of the building. 
The preachers for the day were the 
Revs. R. Brocken and 8. F. Hu eat is 
assisted throughout by (the'pastor, the 
Rev. F. H. W. Pickles. As now en­
larged, this church will seat more than 
five hundred people. The side-walls
have been removed, and wings have been 
built, giving a spacious and imposing 
appearance to the interior, as well as 
improving the ventilation. The walls 
aro yet to be colored and blocked. 
The cost of all improvements, as 
shown by Mr. A. M. Bell, the treas­
urer, on Sunday evening, has been 
82127, of which something less than 
8450 has yet to be obtained. The 
original building was ereitod in 1871 
at a cost of 8-,500, by the “ City 
Mission Workers,” a body of young 

! men connected with the Brunswick 
street church. Those members of it 
who were present on Sunday last must 
have felt a deep satisfaction. The 

I land for the site was given by the late 
Edward Jost, with the single condi­
tion that the seats in any building 
erected upon it should bo always free. 
From a paper prepared by Mr. J. W. 
Smith, one of the “ Mission Work­
ers” just mentioned, and read by Mr. 
Pickles, we give some extracts which 
will show the wonderful growth of an 
active congregation ;

On the 5th of Nov., 1871, the 
: church was opened for public worship 
1 by Rev. Jabez Rogers, now President 

of the Conference. On the Sunday 
following the school was commenced 
with an attendance of 35 scholars, and 
it increased so fast that in fourteen 
weeks the numbers were reported as 
18 officers and teachers and 147 
scholars.

It was the intention of the workers 
I with the City Missionary, Major 

Theakston, to whom much of the 
early success is due, to carry on 
regular services in the building, but 

i tlio attendance, outside the Sabbath 
school, not coining up to their antici- 

' patious, it was decided in the Spring 
i of 1872 to deed the church to the 
j Conference, the Halifax north circuit 

taking charge of the appointment and 
j requesting the Conference to send a 

young minister, the workers guaran­
teeing 8^00 per annum for two years 
towards his support. 

i In 1875 it was found necessary to 
on largo the building, 25 feet being 
added to the main room, and a tran­
sept 10 feet in depth, containing 

; prayer-meeting, infant class an l class 
j rooms and library. The attendance at 
; prayer qieeting increased so rapidly 
; that in Ï881 this addition was extend­

ed nearly ten feet, to the utmost limit 
of the ground. The work continuing 

| to ■ advance, it was felt that if the 
aggressive policy of the church wore to 
be maintained, it was absolutely neoes- 

I sary that the seating accommodation 
be increased—the result wo seo to-day.

'■ Notwithstanding the efforts of our 
1 sister churches, which have been and 
| are being brought to bear on this part 

of the city, in every possible way, 
both church and school continue to 
grow.

Two years ago the Halifax north 
circuit, which includes all north of 
Jacob and Cogswell streets, was divid­
ed, and Charles and Beech street 
churches formed into what is called 
“ Halifax West circuit.” The mem­
bership has increased during these 
two years from 161 to 237, with 50 on 
trial, and the average attendance at 
the Sabbath school this year (about 
400 teachers and scholars), is the 
largest in its history.

Probably no church in the city has 
lost more by removals, and to such an 
extent does the congregation change, 
that it requires the utmost vigilance 
on the part of the pastor and officials, 
in properly caring for them.

The prospect never was brighter, s* 
all, both young and old, aro heartily 
in sympathy with us, and by God's 
help, the work is bound to go on and 
eternity alone will reveal the results 
of the efforts put forth for the exten­
sion of the oauso of the Redeemer. 
To God alone be all the glory.

From some figures, given by the 
Rev. F. H. W. Pickles, we take the 
following :

In 1882, when he came to the 
church, there were connected with it, 
151 members and 128 families. In 
1884, there are 237 members and 216 
families.. During that period 25 mem­
bers have removed to other place*— 
the States* the North-West and other 
parts of the Provinces. This givw 
for the two years a net increase of 86 
members and 88 families. In 1883, 
over and above the working expenses 
of the church, there was raised for 
missionary and other purposes $993.- 
72.

THE BURSLEM CONFERENCE.

Our readers will be glad to know 
that other letters are likely to succeed 
the following, from an esteemed 
minister of the N. B. and P. E. I. 
Conference :

Your correspondent supposes that 
notes and jottings of a visit to old 
scenes of boyhood would not be of 
any special interest to your readers. 
So this note is simply of doings snd
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sayings in reference to the approach 
Jng Conference at Burslem. Exten­
sive preparations have been made for 
the convenience iff Conference com­
mittees, etc., around the Burslem 
chapel. The trustees have spent over 
two thousand pounds in the erection 
of buildings for Committee rooms, 
and in cleaning and beautifying the 
chapel, besides, which is certainly a 
novelty, the friends of tho Maccles­
field District, of which Burslem is tlie 
central town, have provided a guaran­
tee fund of « thousand pounds to meet 
Conference expense?. Special ar­
rangements have been made with the 
railway authorities for the transit of 
ministers and laymen. to and from 
Conference. Some of these will stay 
at Macclesfield, a i:no at Leek, and 
some at other towns at distances from 
Burslem of from twelve to twenty 
miles. Then it is said that the Con­
ference ticket has a railway map on 
the back of it, so that the stranger to 
the Staffordshire Potteries can find 
his way to any of the towns, of which 
there are some ten or twelve included 
in the Conference plan. I find that 
there is some speculation about the 
President. Dr. G reeves, R. Roberts, 
and Dr. R. N. Young are the likely 
men, and it will probably bo a close 
rote between the first named and the 
last It is said that some eight old 
students have pledged themselves to 
Vote for B. Huilier, the Fern ley 
lecturer < f this year. That, however, 
is simply a bit of gossip. The lecture 
is to be delivered in the Bethea Li 
chapel, New Connexion, on Monday, 
August -l‘.h—the subject, “ The Uni­

versal mission of the Church ut 
Christ.’’ Not dealing specifically with 
doctrne or d >gma, it will be on the 
practical aspect of Christianity.

cuit. The dull and rainy weather, 
which in the first instance caused a. 
postponement of tho service, prevented 
many from attending.

We regretted tho absence of Rev. 
J. Cassidy and other ministerial 
brethren, hut were cheered by the 
presence of the Rsv. Mr. Darragh, of 
the Presbyterian Church, Linden, 
and a very considéra aie gathering of 
people, notwithstanding the unfavor­
able weather. Mr. Darragh s address 
evinced a close observation and just~ 
appreciation of the movements of 
Methodism at home and on this conti­
nent, and was broadly catholic in its 
sentiments. He noted the close re­
lationship of Methodism and Presby­
terianism as compared with former 
days, and regarded it as a favorable 
angary for the future of these churches

This is the first church erection in the 
settlement. It is very much needed 
and will, we trust, wiien completed, 
be in many ways a benefit to the com­
munity. The success of the enterprise 
rests under Providence, upon the 
energy and zeal of a few of our people 
who are in comparatively poor circum­
stances.

U SIT ED STATES CORRESPON­

I was made sad on learning through 
the Wesleyan of the decease of the 
Rev. Charles Churchill, a. m. 1 
remember him with great satisfac­
tion. He was often iu the States on 
business connected with the publish­
ing Interest of whieh he had charge 
in°Halifax, and I became personally 
acquainted with him. He was re­
markably social, pleasant, gentleman­
ly, and evidently possessed a high 
order of talent for conducting the 
press and for the pulpit. He occas 
ionally spent a Sabbath in this 
section, and was always ready to 
preach, which he did greatly to the 
satisfaction and profit of the people. 
He invited me to correspond regularly 
fur the Wesleyan, which I did during 
his editorial connection with it, I 
esteemed him a valued friend, and 
shall always cherish for him the most 
pleasant recollections.

The doings of our Late General 
Conference are satisfactory generally 
to our people. Some were disappoint­
ed that it made no provision for 
extending the time-limit of th * pas 
torate, in certain cases, beyond throe 
years. Some desired the limit to 
bo removed altogether, but it was 
thought by a large number that it 
would be extended to four or five 
yeaga, when cireumstances clearly de­

manded it. The three years’ rule has 
been, and will continue to be, broken 
while it exists. Licensing women to 
preach was brought before the Con­
ference by strong petitions, and Wy 
the nearly unanimous Vote ut at least, 
one annual Conference. The opposi­
tion was too powerful, and tho subject 
was left as it was. Such is tho feeling 
of nur people in regard to it, that we 
believe the next General Conference 
will take favorable action in the 
matter. Its action in regard to the 
missionary department is sàtidactory, 
especially in tho election of the Rev. 
X\ril!iam Taylor, missionary Bishop 
for Africa. By the divine blessing, 
he will make a great movement for 
Christ in the “ Dark Continent.’ 
Mr. Taylor would be entitled to a 
salary from the missionary society of 
the Church, but he proposes to act 
on the Pauline principle, and will 
receive no financial aid outside of his 
field of labor, except for travelling 
expenses and for providing places of 
worship. He will look after the 
interest of the old Liberia mission on 
the western coast, which has really 
accomplished but little, but will 
locate his headquarters somewhere in 
the centre of the great continent. He 
desires to take twenty missionaries 
with him. The Christian world will be 
greatly interested in this enterprise.

\Ve feel greatly afflicted in the 
death of our Bishop Simpson. He 
was universally respected and loved. 
Tne whole church mourns for him. 
Memorial services are held in many 
of our churches. He was evidently 
the moat eloquent minister of the 
American pulpit, and his whole life 
was devoted to the building up the 
kingdom of Jesus Christ. As his 
life had been, so his death was that of 
Christirm triumph.

Vacation has come, and with it a 
general stagnation la social and re­
ligious circles.

A railway is about to be made fgutn 
the Port of Mursina, on the Cilioian 
coast, to Tarsus, the placo of the 
Apostle Paul’s birth, education, end 
subsequent labours.

The cotton worm is ravaging the 
cotton crop in Lower Egypt. The 
prospect is very poor. The Nile is 
now much lower than at any time sipce 
1878, when 40,000 persons perished 
from famine.

On Monday, a steamboat in St. 
Pierre harbor, while lying.at the wharf 
burst her boiler killing a fireman and 
shattering the stemnerin pieces. Por­
tions of the wreck were projected 600 
yards.

Ex Governor St. John has accepted 
the prohibitum nomination for Presi­
dent. The Leaders of the Conven­
tion claim that they will poll 300,000 
to l,0u0,000 votes, and will probably 
carry Kansas and Maryland, and thus 
throw tho election into congress.

During the seven m u.ths’ session of 
Congress, recently cl used, 2,357 bills 
were introduced in the Senate, and 
7,407 in the House. Of these 66 
Senate bills and 62 House bill? passed 
both houses and became laws by Ex­
ecutive approval.

The Cincinnati riot has quickeped 
the pace of justice. Within three 
months over forty people have been 
taken to the penitentiary, two mur­
derer» have been sentenced to be hang­
ed, twoareawai ting sentence, one await­
ing life sentence, and three for man­
slaughter.

The Trinity Protestant Episcopal 
Church corporation, of New York, is 
the richest organization in the United 
States. No one knows the value of 
its property, but it consists of tens of 
millions of dollars. This really ac­
counts for the strong hold the Episco­
pal Church has obtained in New York 
City, out of all proportion to its suc­
cess anywhere else.

On Monday, in the House of Com­
mons, the Under Secretary for the 
Colonial Department stated that the 
Government were ready to confirm tho 
scheme for the confederation of the 
Australian colonies and the annexa­
tion of New Guinea and other Pacific 
islands as soon as the colonies shall 
have finally determined upon the ne­
cessary steps.

Lord Derby is about to appoint one 
or more Commissioners to be stationed 
with powers of independent action, on 
or near the Eastern coast of New 
Guinea. A steamship, independent 
of her Majesty’s naval squadron, will 
be provided, and a staff sufficient to 
enable him or them to exercise pro­
tection in the name of the Queen over 
these shores. The colonies agréé to 
find £15,000 a year to defray the ex­
penses.

This teamn 10,000,000 feet of lum­
ber will be shipped from Annapolis, 
chiefly to the West Indies and South 
America, of which "4,000,000 ft et 
comes to Annapolis over the railway.

The celebrated church case of Lan­
gley ve. Dumoulin is to be amicably 
settled, the defendant having propos­
ed to stop further litigation by with­
drawing his application for a rehearing. 
Each party pays his own costs.

The annual report of the Bureau of 
Industries for Ontario shows that pro­
vince to have 27,385 miles of under- 
draining. The system is being steadily 
extended in all the best agricultural 
districts.

Boring has been commenced near 
Hamilton, Ontario, for natural 
gas to illuminate the city. The 
boring so far is success­
ful. The whole district is imperfora­
ted with gas.

Sir Francis Hincka, who was one of 
the boundary arbitrators, says the 
present decision that Ontario s north­
west corner is at the northwest angle 
of the Lake of the Woeds. virtually 
concedes all Ontario’s sententious.

The Canadian team at Wimbledon 
has won the Kolapore Onp this year, 
the scores being as follows : Cana­
dians 665 points, Englishmen 660, and 
the India team 676.

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JUVENILE MISSIONARY SO­
CIETIES.

One of the wisest laws in 
om new Discipline is that which 
relates to the above subject. The 
section provides that “ there shall be 
Juvenile Missionary Societies formed 
in all our Sunday-schools, wherever 
practicable,’’ thus making it im­
perative, and properly so, lor it is a 
matter that may not be treated 
with indifféré.ice. The work of the 
Missionary Society must go on unin­
terruptedly. Methodism depends on 
it. We have had hitherto no pro­
vision for educating our young 
people in this direction.

To give a talk on missions once a 
war in each of our circuits, is not, 
judging from our mission reports, 
the most fruitful way of arousing 
enthusiasm among either old or 
voung. A remarkable degree of 
ignorance prevails as to the nature 
of the work performed by the 
society. On one of our country 
circuits an old gentleman, once an 
esteemed local preacher, protested 
in a public meeting against the 
extravagance of our Missionary 
Secretary, and declared “ he would 
contribute nothing to the funds to 
help him live on a fat salary and 
have a comfortable time of it.”

There are self-evident considera­
tions that render this provision in 
our Discipline a judicious one. If 
children are taught the duty of giv­
ing, and trained to give systemati­
cally, and with self-denial, excellent 
personal habits are formed that 
develop with their ripening years, 
and produce a high and noble type 
of manhood. And in this connec 
tion a tine field is offered for young 
converts in practical work for the 
Master, by which their spiritual 
growth may be greatly aided, and 
their loyalty to Methodism ensured. 
The Church that undertakes the 
careful training of the young in the 
art of giving is sowing seed that must 
bear a harvest in the future in 
which she will herself most largely 
participate, inasmuch as a church 
composed of trained givers will be 
an honest church, and will pay the 
minister’s salary, and guard the 
missionary society.

There is another consideration. 
Our missionary report (N. B. and P. 
E. I. Conference), show's the result 
where people have not been trained 
to give ; and our Sunday-school 
returns show the necessity of com­
mencing this training business. A 
careful examination of the reports 
of recent years will show an average 
annual contribution, from each 
member, of about one and one 
quarter cents per week. If the 
scheme of faithfully contributing 
one cent per day, to which some of 
the Western Conferences have 
recently pledged themselves, were 
adopted by our membership, the 
returns for this Conference would 
not be merely $6,000, but the hand­
some sum of $30,000 annually. 
Why do our people not contribute 
more liberally ? One reason may 
be that in the popular mind giving 
to the Lord’s cause is reckoned to 
be charity ; and being such is not 
compulsory but a voluntary affair 
largely controlled by circumstances. 
This is aot so. It may be quite 
right that his own support and the 
support of hie family should claim 
a man’s first attention, and the 
financial claims of the gospel should 
be subordinate to these. There is 
no conflict here. But in every 
family there enter every year some 
expenses that are unnecessary; and 
before everything else but that 
which is needful, comes in as a first 
claim the recognition of God and 
His providence. We may pay no 
heed to it, or we may postpone it as 
inconvenient, but it is a first claim 
nevertheless. As an illustration that 
there are things which we make 
prior claims to the support of the 
Gospel, in the United States last 
year $60,000,000 were spent in dog 
taxes, and $20,000,000 on missions. 
Three dollars to one! Dogs are ap­
parently necessary household expenses, 
and of more value than many mis­
sionaries. Giving to the Lord is not 
an act of charity, in the convenient 
sense attaching to that word. God 
is not a beggar. He expects from 
us not “the fragments that remain” 
but the Jirst fruits. He confers an 
honor upon us in that while He 
conducts His great christianizing 
and benevolent schemes, the finan­
cial part is entrusted to us. We 
practically tell Him, however, that 
our personal gratification is of more 
moment than the interests of those 
great schemes of His, when we wait 
until all expenses, even those of 
doubtful expediency, are met and 
then offer Him our pittance of 
“ charity.”

The air of self-satisfaction with 
which we contribute our pittance 
would indicate that the Lord was 
under considerable compliment to 
us. It is this mistaken notion on the 
obligation of giving that prompts ”s 
to harness up that worn-out old 
adage, “ Charity should begin at 
home,” and trot it out for duty under 
such a variety of circumstances. 
One of these “charity at home” 
men, a wealthy man, one holding 
a high position of trust not a thou 
sand miles from St John, was ap­
proached by a benevolent gentle- 
uian who was deeply interested in a 
peculiarly sad case of domestic 
affliction in the vicinity. Having 
detailed the circumstances in a 
fitting manner, and strongly appealed 
to his friend’s liberality on the 
ground of “ charity at home,’’ lie 
was sensibly affected as he saw his 
lriend thrust his h-ind into his 
capacious pocket and draw forth a 
handful *f silver, hut h|< gratifie 
was turned to chagrin as the “charity

at home” man with extreme caution 
picked out one small, bit of silver 
and handed it to him, with the grace 
of an accomplished courtier. Ot 
course it is manifestly impossible 
for any one but the contributor 
himself to fix the standard of what 
he should give, but the teaching of 
Moses in the old dispensation, and 
of Paul in the new, plainly establish 
two important things. Assuming 
that giving to the Lord is a duty, 
they demand that it be performed 
systematically and liberally. _ If these 
two features were conscientiously 
observed by all our people, there 
would not be those unwarranted de­
ficiencies in the salaries of our hard- 
worked country ministers, and no 
further delay in the grand enter­
prise for which our noble Missionary 
Society has been raised up. Let us 
abandon the niggardly standard set 
up in the past, and seek no longer 
the smallest sum that will allow an 
escape from the responsibility of 
giving, but rather let it be the noble 
one advanced by our revered Dr. 
Stewart in a recent No. of the 
Outlook ; “ let the utmost we can 
give lie the measure of our responsi­
bility,” and let us begin now in the 
early history of our united Method­
ism and teach the children the 
principles of right and liberal giving, 
organizing and encouraging those 
Juvenile Misssonary Societies for 
which our discipline so wisely pro­
vides.

Our people at Little Harbor suf- 
feied muen from bereavement dur­
ing the last weeks of the conferen- 
tial year just closed, no less than 
four deaths having occurred within 
the space of five weeks.

BISHOP SIMPSON.
A Methodist minister ot Pittsburg 

relates, in the Despatch of that city, 
j that when he was a young man, just 
having entered the ministry, he lodg- 

, ed with Bishop Simpson in Ohio one 
night, and the next morning they 
boarded a train at an early hour to 

! attend the dedication of a church in 
Zanesville, where the Bishop was to 
preach.

Three years afterwards the 
war broke out, and this conductor 
became the colonel ot the first color­
ed regiment ever raised for the de 
fence of the Union. On the same oc­
casion, alter the Bishop had preach­
ed, he remarked tv the minister who 
bad gone with him : “ There’s a 
young man in this congregation nam­
ed McCabe, who is a tine singer, and 
I’ve a notion to call him out,*’ and 
shortly alterwards he invited the 
young man tj come forward and fav­
or the audience with an appropriate 
song, which lie did ; and this was, 
perhaps, the frit oftsisl recognition 
el the uuw famous Chaplain McCabe.
