Miners Prevented from
Operating Under
' Contract.

The strike is sepreading. The last
property to be affected by the labor

troubles is the New St. Ebmo, which
has been running along smoothly since
the big ‘mines closed down. The New
St. Elmo was working on contract, and
the story of the difficulty which now
embarrasses the mine is interesting,.in-
a8 much as it indicates how far miners
will endeavor to dictate to mine man-
agers the terms on which mining opera-
tions shall be carried on.

Boiled down to a few words, the sit-
uation at the New St. Elmo is that a
few men who have been'making wages
out of proportion to the amount of
work accomplished have refused to con-
tinue under a more reasonable scale
and will not permit other men, who
would be glad to take the eontract un-
der the amended scale, to do so.

Henry Krumb, attorney for the New
St. Elmo and superintendent of the
mine, makes the folowing statement in
connection with the matter:

“In February last three partners,
John Lingquist, Charles Ericson and
John Johnson. took a contract of drift-

ing at the mine on a basis of $9.50 per

foot. They engaged a mucker and a
blacksmith’s helper to assist in the
work, these men receiving $3 per day
each. Under the contract I made the
usual deductions for powder and other
supplies and then handed over the bal-
ance coming to the partners individ-

_.ually, so that I was in a position to
know exactly what each man received @verstocked and
for every day’s work.

I know the
character of the work, and knew that
under existing conditions some of the
tenders would not net the contractors
reasonable returns, and I have dlways
made a point of maintaining wages. One
tender was accepted. This was at $8.50
per foot, a reduction of a dollar from
the former scale and a reduction of 50
cents from the price I had offered Mes-
srs. Lingquist, Ericson and Johnson.
The men who made the $8.50 bid were
practical miners, and I ‘am satisfled
they could have made excellent wages
at their terms.

dition of affairs up to the present time. |

I have informed my directors in New
York as to the situation, and am ex-
pecting instructions at an early date.

“I should say that the interference
of the men who intimidated the miners
who were about to go to work in the
mine was about the most outrageous
incident that has transpired in the
Rossland camp for several years. If
the principle laid down in this connec-
tion is to be followed up it means that
once a contract price i9 fixed it is un-
alterable, no matter what may develop
in the course of the work. If a price
is made on the basis of minirg in gran-
ite the same scale must be paid should
a mud seam be encountered. This
principle is opposed to good sense and
business policy. The New St. Elmo has
paid as good wages as have ever been
earned in the Rosland camp, and under
the new scale the wages would also
be away above the scale demanded by
miners working by the day. T am at a
Joss ta understand how the miners can
in reason maintain the position they
have takem.”

Rupert Bulmer, president of the
Rossland Miners’ union, was seen last
night on the question of the trouble
at the New St. Elmo. Mr. Bulmer in-
formed the Miner reporter that the
matter was not before the union, but
that as members of the organization, he
and his ecolleagues supported the con-
tention of the original contractors who
had refused to accept the cut in the
contract prices. ‘“The union has a
by-law,” said Mr. Bulmer, “to the ef-
fect that no miner shall knowingly un-
derbid another miner on a contract.
The price paid by the New S8t. Elmo
to the contractors, Mesers. Lingquist,
Ericson and Johnson, was well known
in the camp, and the men who under-
bid them violated the by-law in ques-
tion. Furthermere, we believe that un-
der the new scale it would be impossi-
ble for the men who took the work to
m{tke wages, which are $3.50 for md-
chine miners, and if they took the work
they -would be violating another rule
of the umion that provides that men
shall not work underground for less
than the uniom seale.”

The Deliberate Suicide of a Trail Man
on Monday.

The Proposal to Compel All Workers in the

Steel Shops to

Join Unions is

Against Public Opinion.

A Strike That is Likely to Have a Bad Effect
on the Industry and on the Work-
men Themselves. -

Ever since human labor was a wal-
uable commodity, purchasable by some
equivalent, there have been disputes as
to the basis on whieh the exchange
shovld be made, when such social eon-
‘dicions’ existed as gave the laborer ab-
solute control over his serivces. Slav-
ery, which prevailed so generally in the
ancient world, prevented such disputes,
though movements amongst slaves are
on record analogous to the strikes -of
this age. That is, the bondsmen in
olden days arose in a body to secure
better terms. The terrific destructien
of lifc by the Plague centuries ago mad:
labor so scarce as to break up the serf
system by bringing the law of demand
and supply into play, which gave the
laborer freedom to offer his services
to the highest bidder regardless of lo-

cality. For centuries this right was
very jealously restricted by law and
by custom. It is quite a modern idea

that every man is free to sell his ser- |

vices in any market at whatever priee
he chooses to accept. The strikes now
prevailing in the United States are ev-
idence that this fundamental right,
whick is the very core and heart of so-
cial liberty, is not universally recogniz-
ed as a right by those classes whom it
redeemed from the degradation of serf-
dom, of practical slavery.

It is obvious that if a laborer has s

clear right to sell his labor free from
any restrictions not imposed by him-
self, the buyer of labor must be equally
free to purchase labor wherever and
: by whoever it is offered or procurable.
The strikers in the States are endea-
wvoring to bring all labor of a certain
class under the arbitrary control of an
omganized body precisely in the same
way that the laborers in feudal times
avere arbitrarily controlled by the or-
ganized body of land owners who cun-
stituted the State. In those days ne
laborer could offer his ggrvices to other
ruasters, he was boun® t6 the soil or
locality.  The artisan of today, exactly
in the same way, is sought to be bound
to a Uniony which is to dictate not only
what wages he must demand, but
where he must work, that is, the labor-
er must be under the absolute control
of an organization in the government
of which he has practically no voice.
If he stands upon his freedom, upon his
rights as the sole preprietor of himself
and all his powers, he is punished by
being compelled to ahandon his em-
plovment, and, if his employer per-
sists in respecting the individual rights
of e_ach one in his service, such employ-
ec is punished by the workmen being
cozpelled to withdraw from his es-
tablishment. Such a combination to
destroy, or ignore, the individual liberty
of those who .have labor to sell is a
form of tyranny which is a recrudes-
cence of that which prevailed in the
days when the maximum of wages was
fixed by law; when no man dare enter
the service of a new master, or in any
way claim to enjoy any measure eof
social freedom.

The consequences of such arbitrary
proceedings cannot but be damaging
to all manufacturing enterprises. Capi-
tai will take alarm; buyers will be
u:txa!d to give orders lest their execu-
tion be disastrously delayed; manufac-
turers will lose all confidence in their
ahility to execute contracts and orders
at a profit. What strikers universally
overlook is of vital interest in consid-
ermng the strike question, which is that,
if wages are advanced so as to leave
mo profits, the industry will be aban-
doned, or, when dull times come the
masters will take their turn at a strike,
and will reduce wages so low as to re-
cour them for what they lost by being
forced up by a strike. The histury of
jron trade strikes in South Statford-
shire proves this to have worksl as
econcmic laws do work, with resistless
regulirity. The ups and downs of
avages, caused, first, by strikes tkan by
dull times, are on the record showing
that strikes invariably reanc? on
wages by reducing them and by dam-
aging the industry affected. This was
shown at a very large public meeting
held at Wolverhampton in 1865 when
2 conference was held between the mas-
ters and men, the result of which ended
a painful strike. After that all ques-
tions in dispute were referred to an offi-
cial arbitrator, Rupert Kettle, Q. C,
whose. decisions usually gave satisfac-
tion to both parties. Is there not in-
telligence and good spirit enough in
those engaged in the steel trade, mas-
ters and men, to bring about a confer-
ence which might bring the strike to
an end? Are not strikes a barbarous
mode of settling economic questions?
Could not some system be invented for
adjusting the relations of labor to cap-
ital on an amicable basis so as to avoid
such dangerous combinations as are now
threatening the peaceful progress and
development of American industries?

THEIR MISTAKES.

If it is true that no great strike can
be won against the current of a pro-
nounded public opinion, then the Amal-
gamated Steel Workers must face eertain
failure. We scarcely remember to have
seen public sympathy so pronouncedly
and openly on onk gide in any previous
labor trouble as it is in this. There has
been ample time since the strike was
declared to weigh the justice of the
cause, and the press of the eountry, anl-

ways inclined to sustain the rights of
labor, is almost unanimously against the
strikers in this instance. And that opin-
ion seems to be growing day by day.

Thie reason for it is not far to. seek.
The American people believe in fair
play; not for capital alone, but for labor
also; not for one laborer or one set of
laborers, but for all. This sense of jus-
tice is outraged by the impossible de-
mand that men should be eompelled to
join a union or to submit to its author-
ity whether they wishi to or not. This
is not only an issue in this
great strike, throwing a hundred thous-
and men out of employment, it is the
only issue. And the eonsent of the peo-
ple can never be won for such a prop-
osition.

There is no dispute about the hours
of labor. There is nonke about the wages
to be paid. There is none about the
recognition of the unions. The company
| deals freely with these organizations
throughi their accredited representatives.
There is no refusal to them of the ex-
tremest rights that they may ask. They
are at liberty to exert such influence ns
they please upon the non-union men in
its employ and to persuade them to join
the union if they can. Then all the mills
would be organized, and nobody would
think of interfering. They do not take
this course, but require the company 0
organize its unwilling employes for them.
| This would be such monstrous jojustice,
such cruel wrong to the mkn, so unfair
and so un-American, that no one has vet
dreamed of its acceptance. ;

As we bave said, the principle is ex-
actly the same as would be involved if
the employers were to demand of every
workingman that he leave the union
as a condition of retaining his place, and
discharge him peremptorily on’ refusal
No corporation could take that stand and
retain one atom of Bmblic sympathy; it
could not even confibue i business,
against the outcry tilt sromld Wi0sE Jist
ly be raised. This $u e, this de-/

choice and: right to #
free market, is a demiang
tolerable when it comses irouk gucSide as
from the othir, Behind it lies the safc{fty
of individual freedom and the very in-
dustrial existence.of the country. How
can it ever be conceded?

A great mistake has been made. The
men have acted unwisely. There is rea-
son to fear that they are still following
foolish counsel. President Shaffer is
quotied in the despatches this morning as
telling them to enjoy their summer vaca-
tion. That is very well if a man have &
fixed income, but how about the thous-
ands who are consuming the lttle sav-
ings of years; how about the other
thousands who will presently be suffer-
ing the pinch; of want? Is a summer
vacation a delightful experience to them?
He is quoted as saying that this is not
a it time for furnace work, anyway. But
does a man or a community grow pros-
perous by such ideas? Has work on the
farm or in the counting room, among all
thie millions of our people, stopped be-
cause the weather is hot? And where
would we land presently, industrially
and economically, if we followed that
easy gospel?

The mistake has far-reaching conse-
quences. We have pointed out already
that our competitors abroad are watch-
ing this strike with a glee whose open
pxpression they cannot restrain. Jt means
for them the saving of their jmperiled
markets, for us the loss of a great trade
bravely won. And who will suffer nost
but the men who are permanently out
of bmployment because of this perma-
nent slackening of ‘demand? Capital,
too, will be slow to go into a business
surrounded by such dangerous condi-
tions, The prevalence of strikes 1s re-
stricting investment; and neither labor
nor capital can prosper without the
other.

It is a desperately false doctrine to tell
the workingman, as hie is told in the bulle-
tins which we have quoted, that there
will be more work next winter because
of his idleness this summer. Exactly the
reverse is true. There is never more work
because of a strike, but always less. A
strike involves the destruction of eapital
as complete as that caused. by flood or
fire. It is a tax on the whole eommunity,
but on labor first of all. Even the strik-
ers must see that. If there ig work for
them at all next winter, which the strike
leaves doubtful, will they be allowed by
thair rules to work longer hours, or will
they gett more wages? In fact, there will
ble less work to do; and the actual, pres-
ent and final sacrifice of their wages now
will be supplemented by the decrease of
demand for their services then. Thie
great steel company, being identified in
the public mind by the word “trust,” is
not a pdpular institution. Men would
'not sympathize with it unless impelled
to by the strongest sense of justice, A
strike against it would be won easily if
the issue were a tenable ome. But the
whole country is against the demand to
abolish free labor. Of all mistaken
strikes, this is most significant. Labor
cannot too quickly retract or too ear-
nestly take warning from this mistalkie.-——
Seattle Post-Intelligencer.

HAVE FULL SHIPMENT
- FACILITIES.

DEVELOPMENT WORK PROCEED-
CEEDING ON ERIE DIS-
TRICT CLAIMS.

The London-Richelieu Consolidated
Mines are to have a tramway at once
A contract was closed here yesterday
for the erection of a tramway to con-
nect the mine with the Crawford creek
wagon road, which affords a sp.endid
grade to the lake front at Crawford
kay. It will be the Riblet Automatic
Aevial tram, manufactured by B. C,
Riblet & Co. of Nelson, and similar in
inany respects to the big tram in use
between the Le Roi hoisting works and
the Black Bear ore bins.

The tram at the Silver Hill mine,
which is now the principal developed
prcposition of the properties embraced
by the consolidation, will have a capa-
city of 225 tons per day and will prob-
ably handle double this amount of ore
at a pinch. It will be of considerable
length, the distance to be spanned be-
tween the mine and the road being 10,-
o) feet, with a fall of 2,200 feet.

Work is to be started at once. Mr.
Kiblet will go out to the Silver Hill
mine on Saturday for the purpose of
getting the survey under way. The
contract calls for the completion of
the work within 90 days.

The importance of this work to the
Lordon-Richelieu mines and to the
section generally is marked. It will
enable the Silver Hill mine to handle
its output next winter regardless of the
weather conditions that interfered ser-
tously with the shipment of ore as ar-
ranged last winter. The ore could only
be brought to the wagon road by raw-
hiding, and for a couple of months the
snow on the hill was too soft to per-
mit of this being done, hence ship-
ments were delayed. The tramway will
obviate this difficulty, and indicates
that the company proposes to enter up-
on a policy of active work and exten-
sive shipments. It goes without say-
ing- that the section generally will be
substantially benefited by extensive
shipping from a property located in its
heart.

—r—

THE ERIE CAMP.

The concentrating plant at the Ar-
lington mine is in good running order
and the property is shipping concen-
trates regularly. Clean ore is also be-
ing sent out of the mine. The con-
centrator was built to handle 50 tons
of rock per day and was in one sense
cxperimental. So far as can be learn-
ea it is doing the work satisfactorily.

The plant for the Second Relief mine
is being hauled up the wagon road
from Erie depot and a large section of
the machinery has already been moy-
e.d It is the usual ten-stamp battery
with modern equipment. The road over
which the plant is being transported is
said to be one of the finest in the
country, light grade and a fine gravel
bottom.

‘Work is progressing as usual on the
properties being operated by William
Lavis, of London, Eng., who is in
Roesland for a day or two at the pres-
ent time. The drift on the vein is be-
ing pushed ahead and the indications
are promising.

At the Keystone property, below the
Arlington, the Spokane bondholders
‘are pushing operations and have ship-

from the claim. The showings on the
surface of the Keystone were among
the finest ever encountered in the sec-
tion and the result of development at
depth ie awaited with keen interest.

THESCHOOL BUILDING

FiLANS SENT BY THE BOARD ARE
APPROVED BY THE DE-
PARTMENT.

nHE TENDER OF CONTRACTOR
FRENCH PROVISIONALLY
ACCEPTED.

The education department has ap-
proved of !t‘he plans prepared by Joha
Dunlop for the construction of an
eight-roomed school in the railway ad-
éition to the city, and last night the
contract for the construction of the
buflding was let to W. M. French. Mr.
¥rench secures the work conditional
on the appproval of the finance com-
mittee of the city council, which is to
meet tomorrow for the purpose of go-
ing over the plans and specifications
with the school trustees. There seems
to be little doubt as to the plans being
satisfactory in view of the depart-
nient’s action, and the only objection
the council has raised is in connection
with the proposed method of disbursing
the appropriation through the city
treasury without giving the council any
means to protect the city against an
overdraft. There should be little diffi-
culty in arranging this feature, be-
caves: even if the councih declines to act
us paymaster the school board can see
to the distribution of the funds itself.

Trustee McCraney, secretary of the
school board, received a telegram yes-
terday from Alexander Robinson, sup-
erintendent of education, stating that
the plans had been approved and that
the department’s approval was follow-
ing at length by letter.

The tenders for the construction of
the building were ‘to have been filed
1ast night at 6 o’clock, and at that hour
seven contratcors waited on Trustees
McCraney and Forteath with bids.
The sealed letters were opened in the
pregence of the contractors, and it was
discovered that the lowest tender was
‘that of Wiliam M. French who under-
tock to ereet the building for $9,375,
which was well within the appropria-
tion granted for the building. The
talance of the tenders ranged upwards
from this sum to $11,515, which was the
highest offer received.

After the finance committee of the
city council goes into the matter and
co-operates there is apparently nothing
to prevent the work of construction
being started at a very early date.
Something will require ,to be done in
the matter of levelling the lot. This
work could not be got under way until
it was known that the plans recom-
mended would be passed by the de-
partment, as the material from the
site of the building will be utilized to
fill up the lower levels. The trustees
are naturally anxious to have the
work commenced at once in order that
the building may be ready for occupa-
tion by January lst.

The following memorial has been ad-
dressed by the British Columbia Min-
ing Association to His Excellency the
Governor-General-in-Council: |

This memoriak of the British Oolum-
bia Mining Association, an organiza-,
tion duly incorporated and formed under
thie laws of the Province of British
Columbia, and representing in its mer-~
bership the metal mining industry of
the Province, respectfully, sets forth as
follows:— : :

That the Province of British Colum-
bia prior to the 7tecent development
of its metal mining industry had acquir-.
od a population of only 65000 whites.

During the past ten years the g'rowth;
of this industry has afforded a rapid,
idly increasing annua] production which '
in the year 1900 had reached & total
of $11,348,481.

Large .amounts of Canadian and Brit-
ish capital have been invested in the
new industry.

This rapid growth has stimulated num- |
erous industries throughout the Province
and the Dominion; has brought the
physical, geological and mineralogical
features of the Province to the notice
of the world, and has been the chief
factor in increasing its population to
the present figure of about 110,000 whites.

In the Continent of North America,
the Cordilleras of the Rocky Mountains,
after passing through Mexico and the
United States, in their northward
eoursie enter the Province of British
Columbia, and pass through its entire
length, 700 miles, covering the entire
ras within Mexico and thie United States
width, 400 miles, From these Cordille-
have been extracted thi vast stores of
metallic wealth that have enriched these
countries and Europe. There is no geolo-
gical reason why the Rocky Mountains
should not be as prolific in mineral re-
sources within the Province of British
Columbia as within the countries hamed;
therefore, British Columbia, measuring
700 miles in length and 400 miles in width,
and having an area of 280,000 square
miles, or 179,200,000 acres, or about 1,530
acres for each white inhabitant of the
Province, or 34 ackes for each inhabitant
in the Dominion, so far as is known is
one vast mineral field. That this vast
mineral field, with the exception of a
narrow strip along the Boundary line of |
the United States, and a few isolated
spots elsewhere, is entirely undeveloped
and even unexplored.

The development of these resources
begun a few years dgo 8o auspiciously
has been brought to a practieal stand-
still; and whereag a few years ago the
mountaing were swarming with
prospectors, to-day these pioneers of thiz
minmng industry have nearly disappear-
ed. The flow of capital in the Province
has been practically cut off; thee inetal
production is at present decreasing;
numbers of producing mines have closcid
down, and those operating have, with
a few exceptions, ceased to pay divid-
ends. The working mines are struggl-
ing under heavy burdens which: are still
accumulating each year. It is now frank-
ly admitted by mining men that the in-
Justry is prostratied in many mining
divisions and that its condition is rapid-
ly becoming worse.

This Association has been reluctant {0
make public these facts, hoping that
their realization by the eommunities jm-
mediately interested would lead to the
gradual removal of the kvils that eaused
them, but it isat last evident that there
is no chance of this being realized, and
consequently any further concealment
would be useless and detrimental to the
best interests of the country. It is be-
lieved that the only hope for the indus-
try and the communities interested lies
in wide and frank publicity and official
investigation. No other eourse offers
any hope of bringing about thie prompt
and radical reforms necessary to re-es-
tablish the industry in the position it
should occupy naturally. Now, therefore,
the British Columbia Mining Association
callls attention to the fact that the
blighting of the industry is not due
entirely to natural causes but mainly
to unwise legislation. The ore deposits
of British Columbia promise to equal
those found in -the Rocky Mountains
elsewhere, but their development and
utilization are seriously retarded by bad
laws,

In making these statements, it 1s
ciearly recognized that the growth oi
metal mining, just now checked, has
suffered from the infantile disevses
that affect the mining industry in other
regions of the world, to-wit: The or-
dinary elements of chance in the be-
havior of ore deposits in new fields; the
difficulties of piomeer work in mew re-
gions; over-valuation of prospective

mrones; stock swindles; bad manage-
m~nt, etc., etc. Such evils, which al-
ways appear during the early growth of
the mining industry, have been mno
worse in British Columbia than in
other mining regions of the world, and
should gradually lessen and disappear
as the industry becomes ' estabu~hed
and permanent. These evils, however,
together with the tendency to ascribe
to each individual failure some natural
cavse, have blinded the public to the

With the improvements of the other
conditions unfavorable to the indusiry
dvring the past few years, th's ur-
tircial burden has become more -learly
recognized as the main cause of the
present depressed condition, and it ‘s

| telieved that unless radical re el is

given at an early day the industry will
with the exception of some rich de
posits here and tnere, be surely crush-
ea out eventually.

The total weight of the Legislative
burdens bearing so heavily on the in-
dustry can only be preperly seen by
viewing them in the aggregate, and
considering not only those that may be
easily cured but also those which at
the present time seem permanently es-
tublished. It is recognized, for in-
stence, that the mining industry must
pear its fair share of the reasonable
cost of government, and that it is b-t
within the power of the Dominion
Government to open the United States
irad market to the product of our lead
mines unless it become possible in fu-
ture k¥ some form of ree procity, to te
arra..ged for by the representatives of
born countries. The need for Tasical
rehef to the industry where it is pos-
sible, however, is -apparent from the
fcliowing summary of the artificial bur-
dens now imposed:—

1. IXCESSIVE EXPENSE FOR
GOVERNMENT EXCEEDING
TWENTY-TWO PER CENT OF

I; Dominion Census Returns should
show that these estimates of popula-
tion are too high the per capita would
he proportionately increased.

SEKARE OF TOTAL BURDEN IM-
POSED UPON MINING.

Owing to the unequal distribution of
present taxation, it is notorious that
mining districts bear an excessive pro-
portion of the load, making the per
capite for them more than the above
amount. The above taxation is shifted
mainly to the ultimate producers. If
divided among the five indu-tries ac-
cording to their relative importance,
roughly indicated by such statistics of
production and exports as exist, the
probable share carried by each is:

As a matter of fact the unequal dis-
t;ibution mentioned makes the real
load much in excess of this 22.7 per
cent.

This
is potorious and is the subject of geu-
era! complaint. Such items as the fol-
lowing list bear directly on the mines.
and are thereby cearly recognized,
while the others reach them in innu-
merable ways through the gradual
shiting of taxaticn on to the ultimate
producers.

L Customs duties, the effect of which
is to increase running expenses by an
amount which, as nearly as can be es-
timated, is about 12 per cent.

2. The two per cent tax imposed 2m
the output of mincs. The effe.t of this
tax is to appropriate six per cent of the
net profits on ore of medium grade, in-
‘creasing to 12 per cent and upwards on
ore of low grade. This prevents the
extension of mining to low grade ores,
and has led to the practical suspension
of further investments of capital in
that direction. Such low grade ores
exist in large quantities in this Prov-
ince, and experience in other regions
has shown that they constitute the
most powerful factor in estab'iching a
méning industry upon a permanent
basis.

3. Exceskive fees payable on the in-
corporation or registration of mining
companies.

And several other matters, such as
the fees payable for the registration of
lanu titles, the high rates charged in
connection with the recording of min-
erai claims and transfers of the samse,
the unfair imposition of timber dues
and the tax for Free Miners’ Licensecs
tending to discourage prospecting for
m:rerals.

If. OPPRESSIVE LEGISLATION
IMPOSED BY THE PROVINCIAL
GOVERNMENT AND INCREASED
BY EACH SESSION.

1. BEight Hour Law, the effect of
which has been to increase the cost of
underground labor by about
ceni, which was passed by the Provin-
cial Government during the last two
days of a session, without any pre-
vious notice to the general public, the
mine managers or the miners them-

seives.

9. Severe struggles between capital
and labor originating through the
¥ight Hour Law. These stru_gles ac-
comupanying the decline of the industry
have_changed the former friendly re-
lations to class antagonism, which
leads to incessant urging of class leg-
is'ation dangerous to the industry and
communities dependent thereon.

3. Extension of the Eight Hour Law
to certain surface employees,

4. Unreasonable demands by the
Provincial Government for information
concerning private business for alleged
statistical purposes.

5. Unwise technical provisions in
Mines Inspection Act, one instance of
which is the new code of signals for.
shaft hoisting. This unnecessary inter-
ference with the most delicate and
dangerous technical operation of mining
was not asked for by anyone or jus-
tined on any grounds,-and was framed
by parties not practically acquainted
with mining. It endangers life and re-
stricts the heisting capacity of mines
and was passed against the official pro-
test of this Association.

. The steady increase of taxation
and the continued urging of oppressiv~
legislation so -that mining capital is
kept in conmstan' appreheasion and un
crtainty as to further burdens.

7. The Provincial “Master and Ser-
vant Act,” which practically prohibits
the employment of labor in any other
Province, notwithstanding the fact
that labor for a new and unpopulated
Province must come from elsewhere.

8'The Dominion ‘“Alien Aect,” pro-
hibiting the engagement of labor in the
United States, notwithstanding the fact
that Canada has only a small supplv
of skilled miners, and that the men
required for developing the mining in-
dustry therefore must come mainly
f.om the mining regions of the United
States.

J1l. UNITED STATES CUSTOMS.

United States tariff duties on lead
in cres and bullion thereby shutting off
the United States market for this pro-
duct.

We call atention to the fact that the
sum total of these artificial burdens.
due to human enactment, is not
equalled in any mining region of the
world.

in individual capacity and as an As-
sociation, we have repeatedly informed
the Provincial Government of our dis-
tress and petitioned for relief. These
requests, together with those for a cou-
mission to investigate the industry
bave hitherto persi t:n‘ly and invaria-
bly been ignored. So far from having
any prospect of relief every session of
the Legislature sees new additions to
the load, and still more severe legisla-
tion is being urged.

Goenerally speaking, there is little
hope for proper s=curity for investors
in British Columbia mines until this
pelicy is changed and radical measures
for relief adopted.

We beg to record our appreciation of
the fact that the special difficulties af-
feeting the silver-lead industry, re-
cently laid before the Dominion Gov-
erament, were by it afforded a measure
of relief, and trust that the present
petition will receive no less favorable
consideration.

Your: memorialists thenefore humbly
pray that, in view of the \vast sums of
Canadian and British capital now -
volved, the very existence of which
is imperilled, a royal commission be
appointed to emnquire into the condi-
jons set forth herein with a view to
recommending measures for relieving
the mining industry of British Co-~
lvinbia from the many grievances com-
plvired of. ;

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THE MINING ASSOCIATION’S
MEMORIAL.

Elsewhere in this issue we publish a
soemorial which has been presented to
His Excellency the Governor-General-
in-Council by the British Columbia
Mining Association.

VERY PERTINENT READING.

At the anmual meeting of the Amer-
jcan Institute of Mining Engineers in
New York in September, 1890, Mr. Ab-
ram S. Hewitt, in taking the chair a8
the newly elected president of the In-
stitute, delivered an address upon cap-
ital and labor. Mr. Hewitt had spec-

ial reference, of course; to the irom in-
dustry, but his philosophy is equally
applicable to all lines of business; and
they make very pertinent reading just
now. Mr. Hewitt submitted the follow-
fug as axiomatic principles concerning
the subject under discussion:

1. It is the equal right of employers
and employees to make combinations
among themselves respectively or with
each other to advance or reduce wages,
or to establish or resist legislation
which either or both may regard as es-
seatial, desirable or objectionable.

¢ Neither party has the right to
coerce the other into submission, ex-
cept through the action of the court
or tribunals duly constituted to hear
and decide upon causes of action sub-
mitted to them by either or both par-
ties. -

“3 The right of workmen to refrain
f-om labor and the right of the em-
ployer to cease to employ are correla-
tive rights; but no one has the right te
compel any other workman to cease
from labor, nor has the employer any
right to lock out his workmen in order
to compel submission to obnoxious
rules.

4, Strikes and lock-outs are there-
fore equally indefensible on the ground
of justice, and can only be tolerated
in the absence of provisions for the
submission of grievances to the adjud-
ication of competent tribunals.

“5. No man has the right to compel
another man to combine with him in
any organization, and when a man de-
clines to combine it is a violation of
right to refuse to work with him, and
to deny him the means of earning a liv-
ing. It is equally wrong for employers
to blacklist men, so that others will
not give them employment.

“2 boycott cannot be defended under
any circumstances whatever. It is in
eficct a declaration of private war,
which is a crime of the Hatfield-Mc-
Coy class, to be stamped out. by prompt
and severe punishment.

“7. The claim of any body of men
that under any circumstances they
have the right to stop the operations
of business by the issue of an order in
the name of organized labor or asso-
ciated capital cannot be tolerated.
When such an order is given in regard
to any railway or any other means
of communication, it is a direct assault
upon the common weal; and the failure
to arrest and punish the offenders thus
usurping the executive functions of the

| cans.

courts is proof of cowardice on the
part of the public offii and degene-
racv in public opinion, which excuses
or permits the violation of the princi-
ple of the common law, that ‘moteven
the King can obstruct the highway.” ”
Fnlightened sentiment emphatically
endorses today:these principles as #tat-
ed by Mr. Hewitt, taking exception
only to his one condlusion that “the
employer has no right to lock out his
workmen in order to compel submis-
gion to obnoxious rules.” The em-
ployer, there being no bargain to the
contrary, has a right to lock out his
workmen and shut his works, if he
chooses, at any time, precisely as his
workmen, under like circumstdnces,
have the right to step work for sny
reason. Of course, if the rules are “ob-
noxious” morally, the employer has no
right to ask obedience to them, any
more than he has a right to propound
or enforce any immoral performance;
but as a business man and a citizen, he
can close his shop when he chooses.
We invite renewed attention in this
hour to Mr. Hewitt's words.

FOREIGN CONTROL OF CANADIAN
LABOR.

Under the above captiom the Vietoma
Colonist prints an artide which will be
read with great interest by the pecople
of Rossland at the present time. It is
as follows:

The Rev. Vicar-General Routhier, of
Ottawa, has been gpeaking on the labor
qnestion, and he has taken a position,
which we commend to all Canadians.
Ie says he is a friend of the working-
man, but declares his hostility to
trades-unions operating in Canada but
directed from the United States. Cam-
ada is sufficiently large, he says, and
sufficiently important to guide its own
destiny in labor matters and should be
free from interference from = Ameri-
The conditions in the two eoun-
tries are entire'y different, and the Vi-
car-General thinks that if Canadian
lsbor unions were independent there
would be few strikes and few occasions
for them. There is very much in this.
Vi saw not long ago in the case of &
shic sent over here for repairs that
Victoria artisans refused to do work at
the request of ‘Seattle union men, al-
though the same ship went back to Se-
attle and was repaired there. The Vie-
toria men were enjoying exactly t%e
same conditions for which the Seattle
roen were striking, but they were obli-
ged to refuse to work upon the vessel
lest they should be branded as “scaba.”
ard thus be prevented from securing
employment in the United States, if
ever they had occasion to go :there.
There is very little doubt that the
Rossland strike was worked up from the
United States, and it seems to be es-
teblished that the trackmen’s strike on
the C. P. R. had the same origin.

Workingmen in Canada know, or at
least they ought to know, that under
British laws the rights of all men are
the same, and that the same necessity
for extreme measures does mot exist
here as prevails on the other side of
the International Boundary. A great
deal of the “labor’” literature betrays
its origin by the expressions employed
in it. They are not such as would sug-

gest them@elves to Canadians, for the
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conditions which give rise to them do
not exist here. Union leaders from
thé United States import into Canada '
foreign ideas, and much harm resu'ts |
therefrom. We hope that the time is
sot far distant when there will be such
a legislative recognition of labor orga-
nizations as will make the interferenc:
of foreign elements and foreign.ideas
impossible, ‘or else reduce their malign
influence to the least possible minimum.
We agree with the Vicar-General when
he says that the Canadian working-
men, if left to themselves, would in the
very great majority of cases discover
peaceful means ef settling all guestions
arising between them and their em-
picyers, greatly to the advantage of
both.

THE STRIKE SITUATION.

Klsewhere in this issue is given all
the correspondence relative to the strike
now in progress that has passed between
the bxecutive board of . the Rossland
Miners’ Union, the affiliated association
of Blacksmiths and Helpers, the local
union of Carpenters and Joiners, and the
mine managers. It appears that the de-
mands made by the various unions as
set forth in the correspondence of their
executive boards have been referred to
the directors of the companies, and
these in turn have instructed the local
managers that they cannot comply with
the demands made by the union. From
thie position now taken by both parties
it is perfectly clear that the contest js to
be prolonged, and the result cannot fail
to be serious to all directly or indirectly
affected. The situation thus evolved will
necessarily cause general regret, but it
will be so far satisfactory to the public
to know the exact state of the case.and
what must be expected.

THE STEEL STRIKE.

In connection with thz present steel
workers’® strike in the Tnited States,
the terms on which the similar issue
was settl:d after the big strike
Great Britain are of interest. That
agreement contained the following
clauses: “Every workman shall be
be free to belong to a trade union or
not, as he may think fit. Every em-
ployer shall be free to employ any
man, whether or mot he beolngs to &
trade union. Employers shall be free
to employ workmen at rates of wages
mutually satisfactory. They do not ob-
ject to the unions or any other body of
workmen in their collective capacity
aranging among -themselves rates of
wages at which they will accept 'gpx-'k,
but while admitting this position they
decline to enforce a rule of any so-
ciety, or an agreement between any 80-
icety and its members. Employers are
responsible for the work turned out
by their machine tools, and shall have
full discretion to appoint the men they
consider suitable to work them, and de-
termine the conditions under which
such machine tools shall be worked.
The employers consider it their duty
to encourage ability wherever they find
it, and shall have the right to select,

train and employ those whom they con-.

sider best adapted to the various opera-
tions carled on, in their workshops, and
will pay them according to their ability
as workmen.”

In commenting upon these terms of
settlement, the New York Journal of
Commerce says “These are the condi-
tions under which the great engl-
neering business of Great Britain in all
of its departments is now being con-
ducted. It should be obvious that the
chief departments of the iron and steel
industry of the United States cannot
be profitably conducted on less favor-
able terms. But the demands made
by the Amalgamated Association would
be fatal to such an agreement, ex-
pressed or understood, and if any other
reason were needed for their rejection
that must be held to be sufficient.”

ARBITRATION IMPOSSIBLE

The Seattle Post-Intelligencer ex-
plains that there are but two gquestions
at issue in the great strike of the Amal-
gamated steel workers against the Uni-
ted States Steel Company. One of
these is whether or not the represen-
tatives of capital shall have anything
whatever to say about the conduct of
their industry; the other whether free
labor is to continue to exist or to be

-,

crushed out in this country. How can
there be any doubt about the answer
to either? The average man finds it
very hard to understand how any bedy
of men could have been brought to
comply with an order to strike on such
catse.. These men have declared them-
selves against freedom and in favor of
absolute tyranny. They are arrayed not
merely against capital, but against their
homes, their families, the commonest
and most necessary rights of the work-
ingman and the cause of human free-
dom. There could be no greater curse
to themselves than to grant their de-
mands. For in that case the individ-
ual worker would hereafter become the
absolute serf of the leaders of organi-
zations in whose choice e had put the
voice of one man among thousands.
Outside of them he must starve, within
them he must obey orders, no matter
what they might be.

The leaders of this strike have asked
capital to commit a crime as great as
any of which it was ever accused in the
days of its unlimited power. They re-
quire it to put non-union labor under
the ban; to demand of its employes
that they join the umon as & condition
of retaining their places. It is a mon-
sgtrous suggestion even as & hinted pos-
sibility. When it comes to throwing
tens of thousands of men out of work
for. this purpose: and deranging and de-
stroying the industry of a nation, it is
an offense so great that history scarce-

ly affords a parallel. The steel com-
pany is fighting the battle of labor as

well as of capital. Industries would lan-
guish and die because capital was
withdrawn from them if all its rights
were extinguished; if nothing was left
to its representatives but to sign the
pay rolls, while the employes decided
everything else. But how would that
affect labor? Does any workingman im-
agine that his cause could flourish un-
der such a system? He has the ex-
ample of the world to teach him. Noth-
ing is better established than that the
capture of the world’s markets by the
United States, especially as against

| Bngland, is due to the limitations upon

production established by labor unions
in most industries- among our compe-
titors. When not only the hours of
labor but the amount of each man’s
product is limited to a fixed maximum,
when " the introduction of labor-saving
machinery is discouraged and economies
are prevented, markets must be lost.
And when they have gone, what is left
for the laborer but idleness or occa-
sional employment at a reduced wage?
The realization of the very system for
which the steel workers are contending
has reacted with fearful force upon the
$iterests of labor wherever it has been
apcépted. It has put those countries
out of the race, and given to us their
business and their profits. We have
won them because our l's.boxi is free; be-
cause it can organize or refuse to or-
ganize as it sees fit; because our manu-
facturers are at liberty to adopt the
most improved processes and institute
those economics that always tell in the
long run in favor of labor as well as
capital; because incentives may be of-
fered to each man to do his best, and
so to secure the largest product at the
Jowest expense for capital and the
largest remuneration for labor. Were it
not so, were the system for which these
men are contending as economically

profitable as it is wasteful and destruct-
ive, it would still be wrong. The great

' moral question, the right of a man to

dispose of his iabor on his own terms,

equivocal answer. It isa fact, that in *he
strike of the steel workers, arbitration
is impossible. American citizens can-
not submit to arbitration the question
of human liberty.

A SOCIAL DANGER.

In the Farmers’ Sun Professor Gold-
win Smith says: ‘Society at home is
threatened on its industrial side with
perils which touch us more nearly than
anything in another part of the world.
We are in danger of being ground be-
tween an upper and a lower millstone.

The nether millstone is a
unionist monopoly which puts an end
to the freedom of labor. It is difficult
to say of which side the victory would
be the most injurious to the community.
Rather than go under the yoke of

The following expression of opinion on
the industrial troubles is given by the
Stockton, Cal., Independent: It would
be next to impossible to find anyone
who denies the right, the justice and the
expediency of laboring men to organize
for the betterment of their econdition,
to advance their wagés and to shorten
the hours of work. But there are few
who will contend that the labor unions
in the majority of instances act for the
best permanent interests of their mem-
bers and the wage-employing industries
on which they must depend. The labor
unions always have the sympathy of the
public when their cause is just and the:
differences with employers result from
exactions, oppressions and unreasonable
demands on the part of the Jatter. But
public sentiment never has and never
will sustain the unions in paralyzing the
trade or industry of a city for trifling
grievances. Many of the demands of
labor that have caused strikes this year
have been so trivial and unreasonable
that to comply with them virtually
places the employers’ business in their
hands. The tendency to exert power 18
always dangerous and just &s dangerous
in a labor trust as in a trust of capital
or the authorities intrenched in office.
The tendency has been so marked in the
past few months that it would be use-
ful to revive a study of the history of
the noted “guilds” of Europe and the
consequences of their abnormal develop-
ment on the trade and industry of the
period.

The Victoria Times remarks: The
advantages which accrue to union men
through the systiem of affiliation may
more than offset the disadvantages to
which attention has been called. That
is a matter which primarily concerns the
workingmen themselves. The more ger-
jous phase is something which affects
the whole of the people. It is quite ap-
parent, however, that there is a feeling
abroad that there is an element of dan-

ger in the present preponderating influ-
ence of foreign counsels in organizations
which have it in their power at any
time to bring a large part of our indus-
trial machinery to a standstill. It will

The week ending Saturday Wwas the
first period whn the effect of the labor
trouble in the Rossland camp was Teally
brought bome in the shape of diminshed
ore shipments. Last week, it will be re-
membered, the shipments aggregated
over 1000 tons, and with the total in the
four figures, the showing was better
than might have been expected under
existing circumstances.

This week the aggregate drops to 200
tons, and the fact speaks volumes for
the far-reaching effect of the tie-up. Un-
der ordinary -circumstances Rossland
would have sent out 10,600 tons of ore
last week, at a copservativie estimate,
and the aggregate might easily have ex-
eeeded this approximate by a couple of
thousand toms.

The Granby smelter has prohibited
fishing in Smelter lake, an expansion of
the north fork of Kettle river formed
by the construction of the smelter dam.
Fishing for commercial purposes has
hitherto been carried on there, and it
was feared that the supply would. soon
be exhausted. The prohibition /will be
continued for a term of years, and ulti-
mately a fish and game club will be form-
ed to control the preserves. The lake
will be cleaned of debris, and wild rice
for the purpose of attracting water fowl
will be sown this fall.

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THE CANPS
OF THE WEST

GREENWOOD, July 26.—(Special.)—
Osoyoos and Bimi een will, within a
few short years become two names to
conjure with when -the statistician fig-
ures out the yearly mineral production
of British Columbia. At present the
seemingly inaccessible rock-ribbed rlopes
contained within the boundaries of these
two mining divisions are being eagerly
attacked for their hidden wealth by the
“ydvance guards of prosperity”’—the
sturdy prospectors.  Since the early
spring there has been a steady stream of
<he Bedouins of the hills into the two
sections under review—a veritable para-
dise, with its gold, silver, eopper and
lead; its coal measures, and its timber,
grazing and agricultural lands. Then
too it is now comparatively easy of ac-
cess, since the benevolent government
has finally had completed a splendid
mountain wagon road through the heart
of it.

¥rom Greenwood, the metropolis eof
the Boundary, to Princeton,.the largest
town in the Similkameen, is but 132
miles, while from Spence’s Bridge, on
the main line of the Canadian Pacific
railway, by the old route into the dis-
trict it is 160 miles. In time, when the
proposied  Coast-Kootenay railway 1s
built, the “Similkameen district” (as the
two mining divisions are more renerally
known by) will with diversified indus-
tries become an.important factor in: the
upbuilding and productive wealth of
Canada’s most wes'ern Province.

For those who admire the charms of
nature; its rugged wildness magnificence
and variety of scenic beauty—something
in fact out of the ordinary run of a day’s
travel—the district is esricially alhar-
ing. For highways there are few in the
following <the
picturesque and sinuous Similkameen
river, from Keremeos to Princeton,
with its stately and imposing grandeur
of snow capped mountains that tower
high above and hem in this mighty
stream on either side. i

RICHLY ENDOWED.

The climate of the BSimilkameen Is
salubrions; unsurpassable in all that is
conducive to health and longevity. The
breezes that waft up and down the val-
heat bearable,
while the nights arz always cool. The
winters are short and mild, 'a~d aa 2
rule little snow falls in the lower valleys
so that the cattle and horses run the
rangles throughout the year.

Its waterways and lakes abound with
fish; fowl aie plentiful along the hill-
sides and in the thickets and the moun-
tains are the stronghold of the bighorn,
moose, deer, panther, grizdly, black and
cinnamon bear, lynx, wolf, ete. For the
hunter of big game one eould hardly
find a more prolific region. Certain it
is that a trip through the delightful dis-
trict would be the . beau ideal of n
sportsman’s holiday. Few wections of
the Pacific North West has nature en-
dowed so plentiously. No womder it is
that the Similkameen has become the
E1 Dorado of the prospector, the rancher,
the hunter and  the homeseeker, where
patient and intelligent effort will surely
be rewarded by success.

To attempt any adequate description
that would conviey to the reader only a
faint idea of its wonderful possibilities,
in an unpretentious and necessarily
brief atticle like this, would be sheer
folly for one who has himself only wpent
threlr weeks in the distriet, but an at-
tempt will be made to set out some of
the most interesting and principal eamps
and towns visited.

CAMP MKINNEY.

In visiting the Similkameen the writer
took the main wagon road betwicen here
and Fairview, thus permitting an inspec-
tion of Camp McKinney, which lies on
the extreme western side of the Kpttle
river mining division, 40 miles Srom
Greenwood. The camp has only rad
name and a place on the map of British
Columbia since 1884, whian the Viectoria
vein on Rock creek was discovered,
a short distance above the placer digg-
ings of early days. It is nevertheless,
one of the viery oldest mining eamps in
the southern portion’ of the Province
—that is, mining camps of the lode era—
and as such has a history peculiarly
its own and not less interesting than
unique. It antedates in its mining opera~
tions the now much more notable metal-
liferous fields of Rossland, Nelson and
the Slocan. Ainsworth eamp, on the
Xootenay Lake, alone has cdlaims 10
priority in the matbter of dates. It b
true that in the very early vixties thi
feverish prospectors who had cradled
the sands of the Similkameen river end
Boundary and Rock creeks markied. its
auriferous ledges as they pushed their
way farther north to exploit the ailu-

to the placer hunter of thoge days #im-
ply suggested the source of the pay dirt
of which they were in eager quest.
Lode-mining had not developed into the
great science of to-day, and its possi-
bilities were only vaguely impressed on
their minds. Even at this date it is
not probable that Camp McKinney would
havte been developed to any appreciable
extent, or at all, if its ledges had not
proved to be free-milling. It early at-
tracted capital as a promising field,
however, and from year to year its prin-
cipal producer—thee Cariboo—has slowly
but surely come to be talked about. The
camp was among the first to become
productive, and its various outputs of
yellow metal are to be noted in post-
scripts to tabulated returns im the report
of the Minister of Mines for severa
years prior to the time when Provincial
Mineralogist Carlyle began issuing them
The Cariboo, too, was the first free-
milling quartz mine to pay 2 dividend
and to date has to its credit $478,087.
The tmine is developed to a depthl of
1,500 feet.

It has a 20-stamp mill, which is short-
ly to be added to. It is at present the
anly property in the camp being worked.

FAIRVIEW.

Twenty-eight miles west of Camp Mec-
Kinney is Fairview, one of the oldest
towns in the sourthlern portion of the

Province. It is the principal town and

Arrangements are now in pro-
gress for the re-construction of the
company on amn basis. The
mine is to be more vigorously developed,
the equipment is to be increased, and the
mill of 20-stamp capacity is to be en
larged to 60-stamp. If these plans are
carried out Fairview is expected to again
take on quite an air of prosperity. A
notable feature of the town is the Fair-
view hotel, locally known as “the Big
Tepee.” It was built during the boom
and with its furnishings represents an
investment of over $20,000. Ten miles
north of bown are the White Lake coal
measures. The corporation owns 400
acres in the heart of the basin, the erop-
pings of which show a good quality of
bituminous coal. Surounding this land,
Wood, Douglas and others of Green-
wood own 3,000 acres, on which Andrew
Laidlaw has a bond and is already in
the east promoting a company.

KEREMEOS.

Leaving Fairview one travels through
a park-like country 16 miles to'Kerem.
eos. The townsite is sitnated on a high
bench above the jumction of Keremeos
creek and the Similkame n river. The
town controls the trade of a large ptietch
of ranching country to the south and the
mining camps up Keremeos ecreek. It
has a tri-weekly mail and stage pervice
to Penticton, at which place conmection
is made with the C. P. R. pteamer verl
vice on Okanagan Lake. Now that the
wagon road has been completed 0
Princeton, freight for that and inter-
mediate towns will come in via Pentic-
ton and Keremeos.

Up Keremeos valley, passing Ollala,
two miles north of Keremecs townsite,
are numerous locations that will well pay
a visit of inspection. Among the fm-
portant groups are the Buliion, ¥lag-
staff, Opulence and Mt. Zion groups on
the east side and the Elkhorn and Cop-
per King groups on the west side. The
best road from Ollala to Bummit camp
folows the Upper Keremeos creek and
connects there with the wagon road
that leads from Penticton to the Nickle
Plate mine in Hedley camp.

Mrom Keremeos one follows up the
north bank of the Similkameen rive:
direct to Princeton, a distance of 45
miles, passing en route Bradshaw’s on 15-
mile creek, the first stopping house. - A
mile further is 16-mile creek, on which
is the Two Brothers claim, one of the
notable prospects of the district, having
o three-foot vein of arsenical jron ore,
with values munning from $19 to $240.

TWENTY-MILE CREEK.

At the mouth of which is Hedley
city, is the dividing line between tht
\Ocoyoos and Similkameen mining divis-
i Hedley city itself promises to be-
come an important supply point for the
mines of Hedley and Stirling
camps, which lie on the mountain, g:d«
immediately above it, and across on the
south side of the Similkameen river. Th
place is only in its infancy, but it &
showing a sturdy growthy considering
it first camie to notice early this spring.
It boasts of a substantial log hotel, two
livery and feed stables, a general wtore,
assay office and several comfortable
dwellings.  Mining men who have &x-
amined the showings at Camp Hedley
are unstinted in their praise and predict
for it a bright future.

The formation of Camp Hedley s stra-
tified, and consists of layers of porphy-
ry, lime and diabase, rising perpendicu-
larly and traversing the whole eountry.
"Phis stratification along the mountain
slope imediately above the town is jnost
prominent, the same being plainly vis-
ible to the naked eye. The camp is re-
ceiving considerable attention irom ex-
perts, and many of the most promising
properties have been bonded the last
few months. Thiz= Nickle Plate group has
the most development and is equipped
with a small steam plant and drills.
About thirty men are employed. The
management maintains a striet secrecy
regarding development, nd no one is al-
lowed to examine the interior workings.
It is owned by the late Marcus Daly’e
estate and was bonded shortly after its
discovery in thie fall of 1898 for $60,900.
It is stated that by the time the bond
expired there was over $100,000 worth
of ore in sight. The mine is develoved
by two adits, which have ore of a.vhip-
ping grade. Other notable groups are
the Rollo, Kingston, Copper Ohief and
The Mound and Copper Clff. The camp
is reached by a trail from Hedley City.

PRINCETON.

Continuing on up the valley one passes
many farms owned and sultivated by
Indians, who are as a rule of a thrifty
class. From Hedley City to Princeton, at
the confluence of the Similkameen and
Tulameen rivers is 25 miles. In the varly
days what is now the town of Princk-
ton was known to the placer miners as
Vermillion Forks. The land was first
pre-empted in the ‘60’s by J. F. Allison,
the pioneer rancher of the valley. The
town has a population of 500 inhabi-
tants; it is well laid out; has a numier
of large stores and many charming res-
idences. It is the government’s head-
quarters for the Similkameen mining di-
vision. The surrounding country for
many miles is open and parklike, nfford-
ing ample grazing land for large herds
of cafttle.

Princeton lies at the apex of a trian-
gle, having as its base the fnternational
boundary line, .its western side the
southl bramch of the Similkameen river
and its kastern side the main channel
of the same river. It is within this tri-
considerable area out-
lying it both east and West that the
chief coal measures and mineral gones of
the district are found. The mining camps
tributary to thie town are: Coper moun-
tain, Kennedy mountain, Friday ereek,
Roche river, Hope Bummit, Upper Tula-
meen, Granite creek Boulder creek and
Aspen Grove.

GONE UP IN SMOKE

SPRAGGETT'S SAW MILI. NEAR
GRAND FORKS, DESTROYED
BY FIRE.

A TOTAL LOSS OF $30,000, WHICEH
IS PARTIALLY IN-
SURED.

GRAND FORKS, July 25.—(Special.)
E. Spraggett’s saw mill at Smelter
lake, three miles from Grand Forks,
and one million feet of lumber, went up
in smoke last night at midnight.

The origin of the fire is unknown, but |

it is supposed to have been accidental.

The mill is not operated at night, aud
the sleeping mill hands were not
aroused until the flames had “made
great headway. There was no fire pro-
tection service.

In addition to Mr. Spraggett’s heavy
ioss, the Granby smeiter lost $4,000
worth of lumber, and the C. P. R. two
loeded freight cars. The entire loss i8
estimated at $30,000, partially insured.

Mr. Spraggett, for whom general
sympathy 4s expressed, will rebuild.

VICTORIA, July 26.—Advices by the
steamer Duke of Fife from the Orient

Refugees from the affected
districts are reaching Che Foo, and the
Japan Mail says they report the whole
province of Shim King in & state of in-
surrection. Rebels ere pillaging, burn-
ing and killing around Moukden. All
the villages and hamlets. have been
burned and hundreds of the inhabi-
tants who offered resistance have been

The Russian forces are insufficient to
maintain order in Southern Man-
churia. At Antung, in the southeast
of Sing King, the insurgents are daily
developing strength. They now num-
ber several thousand and have Dposses-
sion of Kiulien Ching as well as An-
tung. The effects of the disturbance
are felt even in Wiju, beyond the Man-
churian frontier. :

The Russian garrison in Fen Chwang
does not seem to be sufficient to cope
with the movement, and reinforcements
will have to be sent from Port Arthur
or Moukden, dn operation requiring
some time.

A great number of Chinese men and
women are reported to have fled from
Talung to Chee Foo, the .insurgents
having brought the former place with~
in the sphere of their operations. The
rising in the neighborhood ef Fen
Chwang Tien is continually gaining
strength, and it is believed that there
is practically no government in Man-
churia. The Chinese insurgents cross-
ed the border, but weze driven baek by
the Korean troops, the Chinese losing
12 men. The number of men assembled
at Antung is some 3,000 end the in-
habitants of' Wiju are much perturbed
being apprehensive of an irruption
across the Yalu.

This intelligence suggests that there
are two bodies of insurgents. Fugitives
arriving in Che Foo give serious ac-
counts of the state of affairs. They
represent the whole of Shing King as
in a state of unrest, even to the gates
of Moukden, and they declare that
Russia has not sufficient force to pre-
gerve order.

THE CARIBOO
HYDRAULIC

The “Cariboo Mine” or “Cariboo Hy-
draulic” are the names locally given to
ihe mines of the Consolidated Caribco
Hydraulic Mining Company at Bullion.

The “Cariboo Mine” is mohe than ap-
propriately applied when speaking of
this great mine because it is the first
of the many great mines to be opened
in Cariboo since the rich days of the
sixties on Wiliams and adjacent sreeks
and the seventies on Lightning creek.

It has been the accepted -opinion
of those who have known something of
the work Manager Hobson was doing,
that he was mining—that is that he
was opening th& mine as it should be
opened and with a view of making it
a successful mine and not a stock job
operation. It is possible, in fact more
than probable, that the $880,000 taken
out to the end of last season could have
been increased to at least $1,225,000 if
Mr. Hobson had chosen to direct af-
fairs solely with the intention of rais-
!ng the market value of the shares, but,
it would have been at the expense of
the mine later on. The shareholders
would have gained a momentary in-
creased value of shares for which the
mine would havé to pay.

No fair estimate can be had of the
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extent of this mine and the work dome
with out a personal visit and then to
appreciate somewhat the difficulties
overcome and the possibilities of the
niine it requires more than a brief hur-
ried visit.

of stepe—just 162 of them. Near the
mouth of the pit are the powder
houses, blacksmith and pipe repair
shops. Still nearer is the new building,
now: about completed, where the elec-
trie light plant will be installed.” The
pit_ iteelf is naturally the most inter-
esting part of the mine, and some idea
of its proportions can be had from the
following figures, which are as nearly
corect as it is possible to estimate them:
From the dump to the head of the pit
is a distance of about 2,000 feet. From
the bottom of the pit to the surface the
distance varies from 275 feet to 428 feet

and the width is probably from 300 to -

600 feet. The height of the bank at the
head of the pit is about 275 feet now,
but ‘as the ground behind is not so
deep, it will decrease.

Some distance from the pits the
seven-foot sluice flume branches and
runs up to the pits on either side. The
sluice flume, it must be remembered, is
nol on bed rock for at least 1,000 feet
in the length of the pit, and as the gra-
vel on he bed rock varies from 40 to
8) feet or more in depth, mining men

After a pit is piped for some time it
becomes necessary to eclear out the
rocks by bulldozing iblasting) those
that are too big to run through the
sl.uice flume, The smaller rocks are
pmcl_xed together with bars and the dy-
namite laid between them. Following
the men who have done this are four
others, each with ‘a box containing
Qynamite and fuses all ready to be
hghted. The pit boss gives a signal with
his brgss horn and all but about 12
men pick up their tuwols and go to the
shelter houses. Anuther signal from
thg boss and the fuses are lighted as
quickly as men can 1apove from one pile
to another. There is no signal needed
from the boss to call these men to

shelter. It’s about theé only thing they .

want at that particular moment and
they lose no time in seeking it.

From one and one-fourth to one and
one-half minutes after the shots begin
to go off and for 60 or 70 seconds that
pit is full of flying rocks. A little time
is allowed for any delayed shot that may
be caused by faulty ruse, then work is
resumed. From 12 to 14 blasts are made
every day while piping continues. Omne
day’s supply of explosives consists of
1.0(!0 pounds of 75 per cent dynamite
ana 5,000 feet of fuse. The bill for ex-
plosives last year was $31,622 for this
work alone. One man is kept busy test-
ing and cutting fuse and affixing caps,
