\ Ling’s Lynn, Jan. 20.—The streets 

of King’s Lynn are this morning vir­
tually paved with glass, and souvenir 
hunters have been picking up pieces 
ui bombs.

One outstanding feature of the raid 
appears to have been the skill with 
which the German airmen in the dark 
ness followed their route, and dropped 
bombs in the vicinity of the King’s 
House at Sandringham and the Queen 
Mother Alexandra's bungalow at Sher- 
ringham, as well as the docks, water­
works and railroad station here and 
at Grimston ammunition depot.

According to the police the raiders 
circled twice over King’s Lynn and 
dropped bombs in the neighborhood of 
the railway station and docks. Three 

'.m.ssilcs fell close to the station and 
wrecked the sheds, in which the Royal 
railroad coaches were housed.

Bombs on Waterfront.
One or more bombs were dropped 

along the waterfront among the docks, 
and damage was inflicted on the hy­
draulic engine house. The dense dark 
ness and the slight fog which prevent­
ed effective pursuit or successful 
shooting at the raiders, also hindered 
them in their efforts to reach some of 
their apparent objectives and also to 
aim their bombs with the maximum of 
accuracy, thus the visit to Sandring­
ham was not effective, although some . 
bombs were dropped in the vicinity of 
the Royal residence.

Casualties at King’s Lynn, so far as 
is known this morning, are two pet 
sons killed and four injured. They all 
/were in a group of houses on Bentinck
Street, which was wrecked by one 
bomb.

Casualties at Yarmouth, two killed 
and one injured.

There is still a difference of opinion 
here as- to whether the German raid­
ers came in Zeppelins or in aero­
planes.

Paris, via St. Pierre, Jan. 20.—In 

Nieuport District there has been a 
sharp artillery duel, during which the 
enemy vainly tried to destroy our 
bridge on the Yscr, whilst near St. 
George’s we managed to destroy a part 
of their defense works and a farm 
house strongly fortified.

In the Lens and Ypres districts, ar­
tillery was busy intermittently.

Blangny, near Arras, was fiercely 
bombarded by the enemy.

From the Somme to the Argonne, in 
Soissons, Craonne and Rheims sec­
tions there is nothing to report.

“Conversations with persons of 
force, representing the sentiments of 

1 Great Britain, France, Russia, Italy, 
Germany and Austria, Compel the 
conviction that the United States is 
making no real friends in this war. 
On the contrary, it is impossible not 
to see that the American name is suf-/ 
fering, and that Conceivably the Re­
public is laying 'up grave trouble for 
itself in the future.

“The general charge against our 
country is that we are displaying a 
shameless lack of idealism, chivalry, 
magnanimity and courage. Britons 
Frenchmen, Russians and Italians 
blame Americans for ignoring the in­
vasion of Belgium and the violations 
of the conventions of The Hague, and 
/then springing into the international 
arena with a protest relating exclu­
sively to matters of trade. The argu­
ment in these complaints is that if 
President Wilson had protested 
against the violations of treaties and 
the principles of civilized warfare he 
could have protested with vastly 
greater affect against the arbitrary 
and possibly indefensible interference 
with American cargoes.

Unmoved By Belgium’s Fate.
“It is asserted on every hand that 

the Americans witnessed, unmoved— 
rthat is, so far as official action was 
! concerned—the crucifixion of Bel­
gium, the killing and maiming of 
women and children and other 
non-combatants, the destruction of 
private property, and the strewing of 
the open seas with long-lived floating 
mines, all involving enormous sacrific­
es of life and wealth without commen­
surate ^military advantage.

, Three years lat.er, 1886, the Austra­
lia class of cruisers commenced to be 
launched. They were the first vessels 
originally designed without sails of 
any kind, and had a displacement of 
5,600 tons and a speed of 18 knots. 
The armaments consisted of two 9.2 
inch breech loaders and ten 6-inch 
quick firers.

Between 1886 and 1899 no real arm- ■ 
ored cruisers were launched, the in- j 
terval being spent in the construction 
of protected cruisers. In 1899 the 
C'ressy was launched, and by 1901 six 
vessels of this type were afloat. With 
a displacement of 12,000 tons and a 
horsepower of almost 21,000 their 
speed was twenty-two knots. The ar­
mament consisted of two 9.2 inch 
breech loading and twelve 6-inch 
firing guns, while the armor belt was 
of 6-inch steel, and the armored deck 
half that thickness. The coal carried 
amounted to 1,600 tons, and the ships 
cost some £749,324 each to build.

Since 1889 the construction of arm­
ored cruisers has gone on rapidly.

Ip Ten Years
The size, armament and cost of our 

armored cruisers have developed rap­
idly. Compare the Drake of 1901 
with the Queen Mary of 1911. Their 
displacements are respectively 14,100* 
and 28,500 tons; the speed has gone 
up five knots, while the Queen Mary 
has a similar armament to the Lion, 
the weight of her total shell fire be­
ing 100,0001b., compared to the 2,360 
of the Drake.

The type also has greatly altered 
within the past few years. The Mino­
taur was the last vessel to be built 
with the usual four funnels and two 
tripod masts similar to those of the 
dreadnought battleships. In the lat­
ter vessel also, all watertight doors
have been done away with, and the 
bulkheads running across the ship 
and continued right up to the water 
line, in the same manner as in the 
latter battleships.

) HERE are at the present time in 
our navy, two different types of 
cruisers, the armored and the 

protected varieties. The former spe­
cies can be again divided into separ­
ate types as follows:

(1) The modern armored battle 
cruiser of the Invincible and later 
types. These vessels have a greater 
speed and carry the same calibre 
guns as, but a lesser number then, 
battleships. They are, however, far 
superior in armament to all battle­
ships previous to the dreadnoughts.

(2) The older types of armored 
cruisers, of the Shannon, Cochrane, 
Carnarvon. Kent, Drake and Cressy 
classes, which carry lighter guns, but 
have greater speed than battleships.

All vessels of the types enumerated 
under (1) and (2) carry an armor 
belt on the water line and an armored 
deck throughout the whole length of 
the hull, which covers the engines,
boilers, magazines, shellrooms, and
other vital positions.

Protected cruisers latterly have 
been of comparatively small tonnage, 
of great speed, but as their name im­
plies, have carried as a rule, thin side 
armor and the usual protective deck 
only. Their guns are also lighter 
than those of the armored cruiser.

The only real large vessels of this 
description are the Powerful and Ter­
rible, launched in 1895, and the Argo­
naut and her seven sister vessels com­
pleted between 1898 and 1902. Both 
these types however, are now obso­
lete, and are no longer found in our 
active fleet.

Tile First Armored Vessel
?

The Warrior, launched in I860 was. 
with the exception of the old floating 
batteries, the first armored vessel in 
the British navy, but the first true 
armored cruiser was not completed 
until fifteen years later.* This was 
the Shannon, a vessel of 5,390 tons, 
and with a speed of 12 knots. Her 
total cost of £287,269, now seems a 
very small amount when compared 
with the £3?768,995 of the present 
day Invincible.

In the following years, 
important developments, and the size, 
speed and armaments of cruisers 
largely increased, 
launched the Warspite and Impéri­
euse, armored cruisers of 8,400 tons 
and some 16% knots speed. They had
