yourHITS THE UNITED STATES
A week front to-morrow is the day 

set aside by President Wilson for 
Thanksgiving in the United StSates.
It is very true that our big neigh­
bor to the south has peace to he 
thankful for, but, nevertheless, the 
effects of the war are being felt 
economically just as severely as they 
arc in Canada. In the United States, 
many cities have the bread line, and 
municipal authorities are faced with 
problems similar to those in Canada 
as regards unemployment. In Erie, 
for instance, a manufacturing centre 
about the size of Hamilton, the Erie 
Despatch urges the council to take 
action to provide work for those 
thrown out of employment. The De­
spatch says:—

“The council of this city, instead 
of shutting down work, will have tr. 
be looking about for the purpose of 
doing perhaps more work than was 
intended aifd than is immediately ne­
cessary. There is no intention in 
these remarks to find fault with the 
ending of work which the inclement 
or cold weather will necessarily end.
But the thought is that Erie will 
have to get in line with many another 
city of the land and through its city 
government do something to provide 
opportunities to earn a living and 
shelter for those who otherwise will 
he utterly unable to help themselves.

The charitabl-- inclined people of 
this city will have to do a little more 
than usual this winter. They will have 
to subscribe more than usual to 
Associated Charities and other relief 
associations. They will, no doubt, be 
willing to do so, or if they are not, 
some who have not given in the past 
will have to contribute. But with the 
best efforts of our organizations their 
work will fall short of the require­
ments. That is why other industrial 
centres of the country are taking 
steps to minimize this winter’s evil.
State and city governments are co­
operating everywhere, and even the 
federal government’s assistance will 
be had. Erie cannot afford to neglect 
this problem. It must awaken to its 
gravity at once. Something in the 
way of public work that would have 
been undertaken anyway, even if not 
at once, should be considered for the 
immediate future. The men who will 
thus find employment, and there are 
bondreds who ought thus to be*aided, 
will he able to maintain themselves 
and their families and also save their

still in England, but we are only 
miles from the coast, and we 

expect to be amongst the Huns this 
month, and I will gladly welcome the 
news, for the more we see here the 
more anxious we all are to do what is 
expected of us. I might say that «usé 
have Belgian refugees here, and if 
people out of touch with conditions 
as they are here, or who are doubtful 
of the stories being published about 

I the way these people have been used 
in their own land, could only hear 
them tell their story and by their ges­
tures explain it—well, if there is any 
fellow-feeling in them for human 
treatment, they would be ashamed to 
think they ever doubted it, for really 
it is past my pen to fully detail it to 
you. Well, Major, we have airships 
around here (not Germans, though) 
and also searchlights sweeping the 
sky all night, for I suppose we must 
have a certain amount of protection 
from the promised German invasion. 
I might say that there are seven regi­
ments here besides us. We are hav­
ing route marches two or three times 
a week, 10 to 14 miles. Well, Major, 
I cannot tell you much more, only 
that we had the Royal Scots here two 
weeks ago, and now they have been 
in the fighting line, and lots of fine 
fellows have gone down. Dear Major, 
I was surprised to know you had my 
letter published, but of course if it did

Hit Cigarette Case

From a hospital in France, Dr. H. 
W Goodden, of the Royal Army Med­
ical Corps, writes to a friend in Clif­
ton, tils letter appearing in the Bris­
tol Times and Mirror.

On Tuesday (i.e., Sept. 22) I got hit 
in ttie chest by shrapnel at the battle 
of the Aisne. Fortunaely it hit my 
cigarette case and deflected it down, 
knocking off a trouser button en 
route. Other pieces perforated my 
clothing, and one bent a key in mv 
trouser pocket. I got my hat shot off 
the night before. I shall be up in a 
day or two. . . for a few days to con­
valesce and then back to the . . . 
Regiment, to which I am medical of­
ficer. I am .glad to have been through 
the 'hottest, part of the battle of ttie 
Aisne, and at the hottest corner, and 
only hope to get back in time to see 
the aftermath. Of our brigade I am 
the only medical officer living.

A Captain’s Bravery
Private W. Abery, Royal Army 

Medical Corps, who was in the battle 
of the Aisne and has returned to his 
home at Reading wounded, shot 
through both cheeks, related a story 
of great bravery on the nart of Capt. 
Worthington. He said the first few 
days' lighting was terrible, and the 
losses of the Germans was terrible. 
The British also lost heavily. The 
Camerons lost badly on the second 
day, and one section of the R.A.M.C.

lery has sent the following letter to 
his wife: y

“The twelfth day of our battle ; 
jtill plugging away from our same, 
well-selected position. It has been 
a godsend to our horses. We arc all 
dug deeply into the ground, and have 
to keep on the sharp look-out, as well 
as concealed from the enemy,, from 
daylight to sunset, when we retire 
for the night to- our buildings and 
caves. All the hillsides in this part 

riddled with caves carved out of 
the soft sandstone, and a large pro­
portion of the native population al­
ways live in them. They come in very 
useful for us for shelters both for 
man and horse.

“Of course, the country is practi­
cally empty of natives. The people 
are still in our farmhouse; they have 
absolutely nothing to eat. so we feed 
them out of our rations.. We have 
eaten all their stock of winter keep, 
vegetables, oats, both threshed and 
unthreshed; but. of course, they are 
given a payment requisition, and they 
get paid' daily in cash by the Divi­
sion cashier, so they will not be quite 
‘destitute.

“There are three small children, 
and they all sit up every night until 

dinner time, when we stuff them 
with bread and jam and sago or rice 
pudding, and send them off to bed. 
All the people are so charming, and 
take their losses awfully well.

“We are getting very cunning at 
removing bushes and planting them 
where we want them as screens, and 
at digging shrapnel proof shelters. 
The soil is sticky, white clay, so we 
have to line it with small pine bran­
ches. A week’s occupation had made 
it a bit messy, so we have done a 
spring cleaning this morning, cleared 
out all the old branches, and put in 
fresh. We are all keeping very fit. "

Driver G. Clark, of the Royal Field 

Artillery, in a letter to his .mother in 
Bristol, says;—

At one place we had a surprise at­
tack. We were just ettfn" ready for 
some food, when all of a sudden 
shells starting bursting around us. I 

tell you it was a case of being up 
and doing. Dixies and tea cans were 
slung on one side, our tea spilt, fires 
put out, and the order given to stand 
to our guns and horses; everyone to 
prepare for action, 
not to be caught na-'-.ing. Our boys 
only close one eye when we get a 
chance of a sleep, so you can tell we 
were wide awake to the fact that it 
was a case of do or die. Our gallant 
boys, the Guards, held them at bay 
until our death-dealing pea shooters 
put them to flight; nevertheless, the 
Germans made a strong resistance 
during the night, and it was only af­
ter a bard struggle that we managed 
to be victorious. We lost few killed, 
and the wounded were not seriously 
hurt. I myself was rather fortunate, 
managing to escape with a very 
slight mark on the cheek, and ~ 
small wound in the leg; am very glad 
to say it was not serious, and 
quite well and fit.

Even Had Chances.
A wounded soldier of the 5th Lanc­

ers, who was wounded at the battle 
of the Aisne, writing to friends in 
Dundee, gives an account of the ap­
pearance of the trops:

What a dirty looking lot we were 
—holes in our clothes, and beards.
