part of the present war which strikes
the imaginstion so keeoly as that
which is now taking place in bible
lavds, and, unless all appearances
are deceitful, it looks as though the
conquest which was made by the
Seljourk-Turks in 976 would termin.
ate in the expulsion of these invaders
in the year 1917, What our forefath-
ers failed to do in the days of chivalry
with lance and sword, we are hoping
to accomplish with machine gun and
bayonets,

The steady progress of General
Maude up the Euphrates Valley, to-
gether with the splendid advance be-
ing made by the Russlans so as to
join forces with their British Allies,
and the startling advance made by
the British in the capture of Gaza
and the whole divisional staff toge-
ther with many prisoners, seems to
show how much the Turkish Armies
have been depleted and how much
the English have been _strengthened.
A short advance will bring Jerusalem
under the guns of the British, and
the railroad from the roadstead at
Jaffa to  Jerusalem will be a great
help in furnishing supplies. It Is
évident that the British haye laid
railway from the suez district to their
lprenenl position, and when this is
united with the Jafia-Jerusalem road
the armies will be wall taken care of.
Guns mounted on the hills of Bethle-
hem, which would easily command
the City of Jerusalem, would tend to
bring peace, vot in the way .t was
first proclaimed from the hills, but in
the only way which the Turkish.Ger-
mwan forces would respect, By the aid
of the railway on the eastern side of
the Dead Sea, which has direct con-
nection with Constantinople, rapid
advance should be made,

Progress at Saloniki is belng made,
and the whole aspect on central
fronts seems favorable to the Allies
But as has been the case ever since
the first contingent left our shores a
steady call for reernits is being made,
and it only sufficient cap be supplied
it looks as though the long-looked for
end of the war might come this
year.

Poison Work.

Confessions of German sailors on
ships tied up in American harbors
that they were employed by their
superiors to make bombs, and the
discovery of bombs in the cargo of
munition and other ships are proof of
Germany's barbarity and Germany's
violation of American neutrality
These murder bombs were made and
placed on the authority of men in
close touch with the German govern.

ported by Albert W, S8tabb, Director
of the Atiantic Divisiony of the Amer.
ican Red Cross, that ‘be bad found in
a New Jersey town bandages prepared
at one of the Red Cross headquarters
which had been soaked in poleonous
chemicals and then dried so that
when they were put to use they wou'd
kill the person on whom they were
used, In addition, some of the dress
ings had been filled with ground
glass, 80 that when they were used on
open wounds they would cut and
cause supperating sores,’ These dis.
coveries, made within the past three
weeks, prove that the Germans are
enlisting the aid of women as well as
men in their devil's work, and, in the
hope of killing a few enemies, are
poisoning bandages which the Red
Cross in its work of mercy would use
with equal freedom on German
wounded. This kind of thing reveals
the truly despicable character of the
outlaws of Europe,

More Victories in Asia.

General Maude's latest victory over
the Turks in Mesopotamlia is believed
to have removed the last obstacle to
a junction of the British and Russian
lorces, now almost within hailing
distance of one another, When these
unite, the Allies will have a battle
line extending from the Black Sea
practically to Bagdad, ' Sweepjog for-
ward along this front the two armies
will torce the evacuation of much ad.

manure {ncorporated. The rose Is
| very fond of strong feeding. Do not
plant until the sofl has had time to
settle, In fact, the ground should be
prepared In the fall and planted gy
the spring.
Frotect In Winter

Roses whould be planted rather
deeper than other plants, at least two
buds ought to he covered, They will
be less ltkely fo be killed out during
the winter. This particularly applies
to roses that have been budded or
Arafted. After planting make the wol|
very fine about the roots by treading
Water the bed according to require
ments  an weather  conditions
throughout the growing season. Oc-
casfonal spraying of the growths fis
beneficial during hot dry spells.

Home of the hardier species of
roses, such aw the Austrian Briars pnd
Rosn Rugoss, might be satisfactory
without winter protection, but I pré:
fer to take fdo chances, and my prac-
tice In to cover all varieties with thor-
oughly decayed manure, first of all
pulling as much earth as possible up
to the crown after the manner of
hilling potatoes. Roses are always
killed back to some extent, and I fing
that the more wood that can be pre
served in reason, the greater the crop
of blossoms,

8pring Troubles Worse

It 18 not the cold that kills the
krowth of any king in this olimate, o
much as the bright sun and dry winds
of early spring, Therefore do not re-
move the covering until danger of
trost is over, Remove the mulch with
& fork so that the finer lons are
loft'on the border and lightly fork
these fn, but be careful not to dig
ﬂoepl{, All the pruning that is
usually necessary s to pemave pll
dead wood after growth has started
early in May. It is sometimes ad-
vantageous, iowever, to shorten back
