A Terrific Explosion Which Startled
Brockville and Vicinity,

BrockviLrLe, May 11.—This after-
neon the town was thrown into a
state of alarm by the report of an ex-
plosion, which caused the windows in
the houses to rattle, and in some cases
shook buildings to their foundation.
It proved to have its origin in the
blowing up of the Standard and Ven-
ture powder and dynamite manufac-
tories, situated on the river bank
about two miles above the town
