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SHOT HIS FATHER TO
VE HIS MOTHER.

Buffalo Man Was Chok- |,

ing His Wife,
Son Sent Bullet Into
His Brain.

Mother Had Saved the
Boy From Father.

Buffalo, Dec. 27.—While clutching his
wife’s throat in a vice-like grip, Charles
Schroff, a saloonkeeper at 253 East Gen-
esee street, was shot and instantly killed
at 110 o'clock yesterday afternoon by
his son Charles, 16 years old. The trag-
edy occurred in the family kitchen in
the rear of the saloon. It was the climax
of a quarrel which began in the midst of
the noon meal.

In his haste to save his mother from
Ms father's fury, the youth reached
over her shoulder to fire the fatal shot.
A mocking curse of violence lingered on
the father's lips as the bullet plowed
through his brain.

The lifeless body dropped like a log
to the floor, almost dragging Mrs.
Schroff with it, so tight was the hold
on her pock. When she realized the
awfulneéss of the deed Mrs. Schroff
ghrieked and swooned away, with her
face buried in her hands. Three younger
children ran out of doors, screaming at
the top of their voices.

When the shot was fired Louise, a 12-
year-old daughter, was speeding to the
Sycamore street police station, a block
away, to call the police.

“Father is getting crazy!" cried the
slip of a girl as she ran breathlessly in-
to the police station. She led the way
back, and Detective Leary and Police-
man Scott followed. When they arrived
Schroff's body was lying in a pool of
blood on the floor.

The youth whose heart was torn by
love for his mother and fear of his fath-
er stood over the corpse. He was half
dazed. The revolver still dangled from
his right hand.

“You must come with me to the sta-
tion,” said Detective Leary, touching the
youth on the shoulder.

Without a word Charles handed the

to the officer and set out for
the station. His composure surprised the
police. )

The boy's courage failed him as he
walked into the police station. Tears
glistened in his eyes and his lips quiv-
ered. .

“Js he dead?” he asked in a whisper.

The detective looked straight ahead
and pretended not to hear. The young |

risoner’s knees gave way and he would |
Kave fallen to the floor but for the as- |
sistance of the police, who rushed to his |
side.

“I did it for mother. Father
choking her until her eyes lml;_vml.wny
out. ' He was awful when he drank.”

This declaration seemed to put new
energy into the distressed youth. He
shook himself together and did not
again yield to his emotions. When he
was being examined at police head-

uarters he talked calmly of the shoot-
He was all the time steeling him-
self against collapse. )

The revolver with which Charles killed
his father was a 38-calibre weapon and
was kept in a drawer behind the bar
in the front of the building. When the
trouble began Fred, a 14-year-old son,
gan for the weapon. He returned just
@ Schroff grappled his wife. Charles
$mpulsively snatched the revolver from
his brother’s hand and ordered his father
to desist from ill-treating the mother.

“If you don’t let her go I'll kill you,”
cried the son as he leveled the weapon.

The father laughed ferociously and
squeezed the harder. The muzzle of
the revolver flashed fire and the father
sank to his death. The bullet entered
the left ear and ranged upward, com-
ing out in the middle of the top of the
forehead. Blood gushed from the two
external wounds until the entire floor
wa# besmeared. The blood flowed so free-
ly that the features of the dead man
q'ui(‘kly became so covered by the life
flow that they could hardly be recog-
nized.

The struggle which ended in the slay-
ing of Schroff was the second that he
had had with his wife within a half
hour. During the first encounter he
hurled her against the red-hot kitchen
stove. For a time he stifled his rage,
but it flared up again, with the fatal
result.

The immediate cause of the father's
attack on the mother was anger be-
cause she intervened when he attacked
Charles: The boy made a statement of
the shooting to the police and his ac-
count was practically corroborated by
the individual statements of the other
members of the family.
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THREE KILLED
IN COLLISION.

SMASH-UP ON ELEVATED TRACKS
AT CAMDEN, N. J.

Express From Atlantic City and Pem-
berton Accommodation Collided in a
Thick Fog—Wreckage Took Fire—
About a Dozen People Hurt in At-
lantic City Train,

Camden, N.J., Dec. 27.—Three per-
sons were killed and more than a
dozen others were injured in a rear
end collision on the elevated tracks
of the Pennsylvania Railroad to-day,
a short distance from the station, in
this city The cars were so badly
smashed that it will be several hours
before the exact number of persons
caught in the wreck will be known

| Fire added to the difficulties of the
| work of rescue.

The trains involved were the ex-
vr»‘w from Atlantic City and the Pem-
erton accomodation train. These

trains are due ‘in the Camden station
at 831. There was a very thick fog
when the accident occurred and it
is believed that this condition is the
primary cause of the collision.

So far as known no one was killed
on the Atlantic City train, but about
a halfi dozen persons were injured.
The wreckage immediately took fire

The fact that the collision occurred
on the elevated structure made the
work of rescue difficult.

The fire was extinguished before it
of the victims pinned
under the wreckage.

FIVE PERSONS
BURNED TO DEATH.

WHOLE FAMILY LOSE THEIR LIVES
IN FIRE AT HOME.

Tragedy Took Place Near Boston—
Father, Mother and Three Children
the Victims—Cause of Fire Not
Known—$5,000 Loss.

Boston, Dec. 27.—Five persons were
burned to death in a fire which des-
troved the house of John Wark at
Watertown, a suburb, early to-day.

Every member of the family met
death in the flames.

The dead are:

John Wark, his wife and three chil-
dren; John, aged 11; Philip, aged 9,
and Doris, aged 2.

The cause of the fire will never be
known as the flames had made great
headway when first discovered by a
neighbor shortly after 1 o’clock. The
house was about two miles from the
centre of the town and by the time
the firemen reached the scene the
house had been burned almost to the
ground. Th firemen were able to lo-
cate the bodies of the father and two
boys, but the mother and little girl
were not found until the ruins of
the house had cooled sufficiently to
permit a more thorough search

Mr. Wark was a salesman in a seed
store on Fanueil Square, Boston. The
house was valued at about $5,000.

In the name of the Father and
of the Son and of the Holy Ghost.
Amen.,

I, Jacob Sunfield, about to be
hanged on the charge of murder-
ing Anthony Rozek, hereby sol-
emnly declare,in the presence of
that God by whom I am soon to be
judged, that I am innocent of the
crime.

After thus protesting his innocence in |
a signed statement issued through his
spiritual adviser, Jacob Sunfield, con-
victed of the murder of Andrew Radzyk, i
a German Pole, walked unflinchingly to l
the gallows this morning, and paid with f
his life the penalty of his crime. He |
was executed shortly after daybreak by
Radcliffe, the official hangman. The ex-
ecution was conducted most expeditious-
ly, and was witnessed by less than a
score of people.

The parting
was most pathetic, and the woman sob
bed as though her heart would break as
kissed her brother good-bye and
“It was enough to touch
a heart of stone,” said Dr. Roberts, the
jail physician. The condemned man
spent a portion of the day with his spir-
itual adviser and last night chatted for
a few minntes v his executioner be-
fore going to bed. After saying good
night to the death watch, Sunfield re
tired at 11 o'clock, and slept peacefully
throughout the night. One of the turn
keys awakened him shortly before 6
ek this morning, and took his order
for breakfast. He quickly dressed and
shortly after, with his spiritual adviser,
made final preparations to meet his
Maker. A big plate of ham and eggs,
several slices of toast, a piece of mince
pie and a cup of coffee were set before

ingly. He took a mouthful of toast,

munched a piece of pie and drank the
coffee.  The rest of the food remained
untouched,

Death Procession Begins,

The jail officials were there early.
Radcliffe was one of the first to arrive.
A squad of police were stationed in front
of the jail yard, but there was no need
for them, the small crowd showing no
signs of a demonstration. In the lobby
inside the main entrance a number of

police officers, the doctors and turnkeys
waited. The scene in the corridor, where
the prisoner was confined, was a sad one.
Shortly after Sunfield arose his spiritual
adviser arrived and remained with him
to the end.

About 7.30 Governor Ogilvié entered
| the ante room where Radcliffe was chat-
ting with the newspaper men, and finger-
ed his watch rather nervously.

“It is too early yet,” said Radeliffe.
“We will have to have light. We can
wait until 8.30 or 9 o’clock, if necessary.”

Shortly after the executioner went
down to the gallows and prepared the
rope. Sheriff Middléton, who was ill,
was unable to attend, and his deputy,

Previous to this Governor Ogilvie di-
rected the constables to see that all
those who were to witness the execu-
tion were taken straight to the death
house.

WAS AN EXPERT
ALL RIGHT ENOUGH.

CHICAGO SCIENTIST DIED OF LOCK-
JAW, AS HE PREDICTED,

He Was the Man Who Wanted the Doc-
tors to Put Him Out of Pain—Con-
sulted With the Physicians as to
His Condition.

Chicago, Dee. 27—Dr. Joseph F. Pea-
sen, a department superintendent em-
ployed by a Chicago packing firm, died
last night of lockjaw, resulting from a
fracture of the nose, which occurred a
week ago. Dr. Peasen fell down a stair-
way in  the laboratory of the packing
plant. The skin over the nose was brok-
en, and the wound became infested with
tetanus germs.

On Christmas Eve the physician was
suddenly stricken with jockjaw. He diag-
nosed his own case, and with the aid of
pencil and paper directed his family to
send him to a hospital. He then sent
for a lawyer and made his will.

During his illness he constantly joined
with the hospital physicians in their con-
sultations and gave it as his opinion sev-
eral days ago that he could not recover.
The immediate cause of death was said
to be heart failure following a convul-
sion.

FIERCE RACE WAR THREATENED
AT HENRIETTA, OKLA,

All Fighting Men Sworn In—A Hundred
Armed Men Prepared for Attack—
Thirty-five Heavily Armed Negroes
Encamped Near the Town— Other
Negro Bands.

Henrietta, Okla., De:
available fighting man sworn in as a de-
puty and only 1,200 rounds of ammuni-
tion in the town, Henrietta is fearing a
deadly race war as the result of the
lynching of James Garden, a negro, on
Dec. 24th. .

The firing of a small negro shack own-
ed by a white man near the 'Frisco Sta-
tion yesterday caused a call to arms.
Within five minutes after the fire alarm
was given nearly 100 armed men were
prepared for an attack. Three citizens’
patrols have been established.

Thirty-five negroes, heavily armed,
passed through Wild Cat yesterday, incit-
ing the blacks to revolt. They are camp-
ed on the river within ten miles of Hen-
rietta. More than thirty armed blacks
have gone from Weleetka to Clearview,
one of the thickest negro settlements in
the coal fields. About fifty stands of
small arms were purchased by negroes in
Weleetka before the hardware  stores
quit selling to the blacks.

It
is expected that the autopsy will defin-
itely settle this point.

Under the eircumstances it was a marvel
that she did not hurt herself. It was her
invariable custom to ride with a large
fan, which she held opened between her
face and the crowd, whether against the
rays of the sun or the stares of the peo-
plu.‘ I never made out.

Life and Death Struggle Between
: Son and Murderer.

Detailed Account of the Awful Tra-
gedy Near Brampton. !

Brampton, Ont., Deec. 206.—Lying in |

Mr. Stupart’s opinion as to the agricul-
tural possibilities of the as yet undevel-
oped northern regions of the Dominion
are of special value, since they are based
upon a long and careful study of all
available information in regard to the
climatic conditions in these districts.
The speaker has given thirty-five years
of his life to the study of the subject on
which he speaks, and knows more about
the weather of the country than any
other man in Canada.

Canada, he observed, at the outset,

| stretches 3,000 miles from east to west,

from the Atlantic to the Pacifie, and 1,-
500 to 2.000 miles from north to south,
from the Arctic coast to the internation-
al boundary, which at one point—Pelee
Island, on Lake Erie, is further south
than Rome. 4

Until quite recently people in Great
Britain and Europe have for the most
part thought of Canada as an extremely
cold country, a country very far north,
and even now most of our European
friends would be surprised to learn that
Ottawa is further south than Venice,
and that the parallel or latitude which
passes through Ottawa passes not very
far north of the Mediterranean shore
line of France. No part of the southern
boundary of Canada is as far north as
the most southerly point in England.

A GOLDEN JUBILEE.

(Montreal Star.)

Permit me to state that it is not and
never has been the desire of our associa-
tion to bring to Canada men for whom
permanent employment cannot be found
in our growing industries. True we have
on different occasions requested the Gov-
ernment to extend their immigration pol-
icy €0 as to make provision for the im-
portation of skilled mechanics, having
been compelled thereto by the fact that
until very recently there was an almost
constant demand from different parts of
Canada for skilled help, which it seemed
impossible fo procure locally. As tax-

payers we felt we had as much right to
this form of assistance in securing our
supply of labor as the railroad builder,
the farmer or the householder. Om be-
ing refused same, there was no other
course left open to us than to assume
the expense ourselves. "
To this end an office was opened in
London in January last with an exper-
jenced employment agent in charge, On
the 20th of that month a circular an- |
nouncing the appointment n(_thiﬁ _nﬂlcor {
was issued to our membership. _llu- fol- |
lowing extract from the circular in ques
tion speaks for itself: .

New York American: It will surprise
many people in the sporting world to
| learn that it costs more to run a major
league baseball team than a fair-sized
racing stable. But such is the fact, and
Frank J. Farrell, the owner of the Yan-
kees, can vouch for the truth of it. Far-
rell enjoys the unique distinction of be-
ing one of the most prominent men in
two big professional sports. He is a
power in baseball to-day, and every rac-
ing man knows of bis turf operations.
On the two sports he spends at a con-
servative estimate $1838,000 a year,and of
this close to $08,000 is spent on the New
York team that is managed by Clark
Griffith, Farrell is a regular bettor, but,
of course, his profits of losses in the ring
are not included in the above estimate.

CUBAN CIGAR MAKERS.

While They Work Novels and News-
papers Are Read to Them.

A Cuban cigar factory of the best class
is by no means a stupid place to work.
Not only does every cigarmaker have
plenty of light and air, a leather covered
chair to sit on and the privilege of keep-
ing on his hat while he works, but he is
entertained meanwhile with novels and
newspapers, song and discussion.

The factory reader sits at the rear of
the work room, enthroned upon an ele-
vated stand. He is paid from the private
funds of the cigarmakers, the cost to
each man ranging from 10 to 15 cents
a week.

This covers the cost of the books,
novels and newspapers, as well as a sal-
ary of $39 which is paid the president of
the Reading Committee to make up for
the time he is supposed to lose from his

work while' engaged in counting votes or
making the weekly collection.

According to the Cuba Review and Bul.
letin these readers earn from $40 to $60
a week, reading for a period of three ar
four hours a day. As a rule each factory
has two readers and newspapers are tak-
en up in the morning and books or novels
in* the afternoon.

The selection of the book or novel to
be read is an_interesting feature. It
takes the character of ‘a political elec-
tion, each man voting for the book: he
wants. - The president of the Readin'g
Committee counts the votes and an-
nounces the winning book, which is forth-
with bought and placed in its turne to
be read.

The cigarmaker is a very independent
workman. He has no fixed ohurs, but
can go and come as he pleases. ' If he re-
mains away no more than a reasonable
time .he can have his old place back
again.

All work is piece work, but wages are
according to the size and the kind of
cigar he can make. He is allowed to
talk and smoke while working, but the
reading keeps the men quiet and indus-
trious.

Those who cannot read or write are
| vet kept informed on public questions
| and are able to discuss intelligently pro-
blems of national and municipal inter-
est.  They seem to be.well posted on
scientific discoveries and other matters.

It is common that the newspapers
have editorials or articles which arouse
the patriotic feelings of the men. Then
the reading is stopped, yoices are heard
commenting on the subject treated and
their knife or chaveta is struck violent-
ly on the flat surface of their working
table.

This is their mode of applauding.
Sometimes the national hymn and other
popular airs are entoned, but singing is
reserved for important occasions, such
as the victory of a Cuban in a foreign
country in some athletic contest, in a
hard game wrung from some of the base-
ball teams which visit Havana each
year.

THE JEWISH BADGE.

Distinguishing Mark That was Requir-
ed by European Countries.

To the Jews of to-day it is fairly well

known that their ancestors in Europe

be- |

were forced to put up with a great deal
of bumiliation. One of the most insult-
ing methods was to require the wearing
of a badge which would stamp the
wearer as an “ifidel Jew.” The wear-
ing of a badge was made a general order
throughout Christendom ~in the year
1215, but it must have been required in
isolated places before that date.

The most usual form of badge was
that of a ring of distinctive color at-
tached to the upper garment. Any one
of French Jewish ancestry will know
that his borbears wore a ring of this
gort, varying in size and in color—now
red, now yellow and white, according to
the whims of municipalities and mon-
archs, It was generally worn upon the
breast, and at one time it was ordered
; to be worn likewise upon the back, so
{ that a Jew might be known “fore and
i aft.”

{ 1592 in France. The forefathers of the
| Spanish Jews carried a yellow and red
| badge—the men on their breasts, the
women on their foreheads. The wearing
of the badge was not so prevalent in
Italy, but the municipalities almost all
required them. The badge was known as
the “o” from its shape, resembling prob-
ably the ring in Fr English Jews
should feel the distinetion of having had
a peculiar sort of badge forced upon
their ancestors It was first in  the
form of a band—fi white and then
vellow: and later Jews were required to
wear a badge with the shape of the Ta-
bles of the Law. In Germany yellow
badges were worn, but here the hat was
the chief means of identification. 1In
Austria and in Poland there are few
traces of the badge, but in Hungary
Jews wore a badge on their left breast.
It is interesting to know that in Crete
at the present day some of the houses of
Jews are marked with the “o."—Ameri-
can Hebrew.

& raised to a higher level. This reminds
us of Bright's saying that the best
House of Commons speaking was
“pointed and eloquent conversation.”
And so it is, for ordinary occasions, and
for the transaction of business, says the
Saturday Review. But this “public con-
_versation” is not oratory; it is debating
“—a very different thing. Mr. Balfour
% naturally praises the conversational
style, in which he excels all his contem-
poraries. Twenty years ago Mr. Balfour
was the most besitating and awkward
speaker on either of the front benches
“in the House of Commons. By daily
and nightly practice, at the expense
of his audience, he has made himself
,the most dexterous debater of the age.
We do not disparage the qualities re-
“quired for the attainment of this art.
““Perfect command of temper, unsleeping
vigilance, a sense of humor, the habit of
remembering points advanced by an ad-
versary and instantly framing a reply,
however bad, these are the requisites
of a debater; and though they are not
mental qualities of the highest order,
they can only be acquired by courage,
and they are indispensable to the leader
of a popular assembly. Mr. Balfour has
wisely never attempted oratory, which is
to debating what a picture is to a car-
toon, prose to a leading article, or poetry
to vers de societe. Indeed, the combina-
tion of the power of oratory and the
power of debating is very 1arely found
1n the same spenker. Burke and Bright,
the greatest orators of tne eighteenth
and nineteenth centuries rvespactiv
were no debaters, Of Pitt, Fox and Sher-
idan we know too little to say; if we
“were to judge by the valueless reports
of their speeches, they were neither or-
ators nor debaters. Brougham possessed
in a high degree the art of weaving e
temporaneous replies 1o previous spe
ers into a carefully prepared speech,
did Disraeli. Only onee or twice in the
course of the tergible battle over the
Corn Laws did Sir Robert Peel attzmpt
the perilous flights of oratory, and then,
according to his hostile Lut judicial erit-
ic, he was only partly successful,
"Lord Derby (the Prime Minister) was
reckoned the first debater of his day
he was only partially sueccessful.
in the House of Commons, and in the
House of Lords he once or twice discov-
ered the power of jmpassioned rhetorie.

“1
am a plain, blunt man, who speaks right
on,” ete. The ethical fallacy is obvious,
for there is no reason why that which
is meditated should be less sincere,
less the offspring of comvietion, than
that which is spoken on the spur of

the moment—quite the contrary. But
the vulgar have an idea  that, given
can

enough time to prepare, anybody
make a good eyceci Give a fool a
year, and he will only produce a foolish
epeech. We cannot agree with Mr,
Balfour that the best speeches are not
those which read best. That is Lord
Chesterfield’s doctrine that the voice,
the manner, the arrangement are more
than the matter. But seeing that for
one man who hears a speech a thou-
sand read it, it is well worth while to
make one’s speech good: reading, which
can only be done by putting good mat-
ter into good words. The art of debat-
dng will probably be carried to
higher perfection as the time for dis
cussion is more curtailed. But the art
of oratory is doomed, for it is a tender
and graceful plant, requiring leisurely
cultivation and space in which to ex-
pand, and everything is now hurried and
crowded.

AUSTRIA AIDS HER UNEMPLOYED

Government Supports System That
Finds Work for Those Who Seek it.

Vienna.—Basel uwpon the assumption
that many a man who is able and eager
to work frequently can find no wor' to
do. no matter how diligently he secks
it, the Austrian Government for decades
has conducted a relief system which
takes an honest idle man, gives him a
chance to obtain shelter and food for a
brief time and does all in its power to
find him congenial employment. On the
other hand, if a man be idle from choice,
there is no government on the face of
the earth that treats him more relent
lessly, making life a very burden to him
until he renounces his evil ways.

That. as a matter not only of human-
ity. but of justice and good policy. the
genuine work-secker ought to be helped,
Austrian le parties alike
have long » result that,
well-managed official labor bureau, di-
vided into two parts, one for men and
in every district in Vienna there is a
the other for women.

If, at the end of seven days he has not
found work, he must leave the Asyl, but
may go t to the workhouse, an
institution organized to provide a refuge
for the destitute who are able and will-
ing to work but have failed to find work.
to do. All who present themselves there
are admitted at once. If they have a
settlement in the city. They are com-
fortably lodged, well fed, and Kkindly
treated, and they are allowed to leave
the workhouse one day every week to
look for work. In return they are re-
quired to do a fixed amount of work
every day. If they choose to do more
than their appointed task, they are paid
for their extra work, and can thus earn
money wherewith to start life afresh;
while, if they persist in doing less, they
are turned out of the workhouse,.and
are left to fend for themselves.

For those who in the workhouse will
not work are regarded by the Vienna
authorities as “lost souls,” who maust
be punished, not helped. And punished
they are as a rule speedily, for the po-
iice keep a sharp watch over all who
have been expelled from the workhouse,
and in Austria loafing, when one is des-
titute, is a erime. Whoever is convicted
of wandering about without visible
means of subsistence, of begging, or of
allowing his wife or child to beg, may,
unless he has some very good excuse to
offer, be sent to a penal workhouse and
detained there for three years, unless in
the meantime he change his ways.

To be sent to a penal workhouse is
the very best thing that could happen,
both for him and for the community. If
he be a habitual loafer, for while there
he is not only taught to work, but is
forced to work, to work hard, too, as he
must earn his food every day before he
eats it. Thus there is the chance, at any
rate, that he may by the force of custom
lose his old distaste of work, and develo;
into a decent, self-supporting member of
society.

Practically,
it is only the genuine work-secker who
is admitted, and he is not only admitted,
but. made welcome,

Gives Lodging and Food,

Should he arrive there at nightfall, he
is provided with o good supper and bath,
and may, if he choose, wash or mend his
clothes. He has a comfortable bed to
sleep in, and although he must turn ont
early the following morning, he is given
a warm breakfast before he goes, and is
told where his best chance of work lies,
for, attached to each station, there is a
labor bureau. Then, between 11 o'clock
and 1, he may go to another: of these
stations and have dinner. Having once
been at a station, however, he may not
return there for at least three months,
and he loses all claim to go to any sta-
tion at all if, after being on the tramp
for 43 days, he still without regular
employment. He may lose it long before
then, indeed, if it comes to the knowl-
edge of the station authorities, and they
are in close touch with the police, that
he is not turning his opportunities of
finding work to good account; that he
does not apply for the vacant posts of
which they tell him, or that he has re-
fused employment offered him under fair
conditions.

The total known production of coal
throughout the world in 1906 is put
at about 905,000,000 tons, the United
Kingdom producing rather less than
a third of the whole. In the United
Kingdom, Germany, and the United
States the production of coal in 1906
was greater than in any previous
vear. Despite the great increase in
production last year the price of coal
rose by 4d. per ton in the United
Kingdom, 3';d in Germany, and 1}{d
in the United States.

SEEKS OFFICIAL PERMIT TO END
HIS YOUNG LIFE.
Detectives Intercept Foreigner Who Has
Scrupulous Notion About Belng
Within the Law on the Suicide Act.

Buffalo, Dec, 27.—While on his way
to police Tieadquarters to ask for a per-
mit to commit suicide, Paclo Defanti, 21
years old, of No, 21 Blossom Alley, was
intercepted by Detective Sergeants
O’Grady and Higgins and taken to the
Pearl street station, where he is being
held for examination by Police Surgeon
Fowler. He said he wanted to take his
own life, but wanted to “be on the side
of the law.”

In his pocket was found a letter con-
taining a $1 bill, accompanied by a
note requesting that a mass be said
for the repose of his soul. Another en-
velope contained a ten-cent piece and &
note written in Italian directed the dis-

sition of the sum.
pulklore starting for police headquar-
ters, Defanti had purchased a revolyer
for which he paid $5.50. It was in his
pocket when the officers brought him to
the station.

After investing the money, he con-
sulted a friend, whose name the de-
tectives withheld, and asked him the
code of procedure for procuring & per-
mit to end his life. The friend t?ld
him that the Superintendent of Police
was the only person who cauld ac-
commodate him, unless he wanted to
gee the mayor. When Defanti stu.rt_od
to see the chief, the friend'.nntlﬁed
O'Grady and Higgins of the incident.

Though he .has no reason for want-
ing to take his life, Defanti seemed
determined to do so yesterday. At po-
lice headquarters he was told that it
would be necessary to wait t.hree days
before the permit could be issued,
that he may have a chance to change his
mind in the meantime, He told the offi-
cers that he would wait at the station
until the permit was issued, nm.l would
make no attempt on his life until he se-
cured the necessary document.

To test the determination of the man,
the officers handed him some rope, but
be refused to use it. They asked him
if he would take liguid to kill himself,
and he said yes. When they wanted
him to take a glass of beer to kill him-
self he offered to take the beer and then
use his gun.

His father, Guiseppe Defanti, is said
to live in this eity, and he told the po-
lice that his mother was in an asylum
for the insane in Italy.

vive le roi!

If the lord lieutenant carries out with
tact and success the policy of the gov-
ernment, the credit is taken by the min-
ister. If, on the other hand, the policy
is a failure, he gets the blame, or, worse,
still, is repudiated publicly and told that
the lord lieutenant is of no account. I
have seen a good many vice-regal courts,
and it is a marvel to me that any one
can be found to accept so ungrateful a
post.—From “The Reminiscences of Lady
Randolph Churchill” in the January Cen-
tury.

Railroads Across the Andes.

LOVE LETTERS OF
A GUARDSMAN.

THE HON. YARDE-BULLER
LOSES HIS CASE.

‘CAPT.

Breach of Promise—Beautiful Mrs. Ath-
erton’s Pathetic Story—No Damages
Sought.

London Daily Mail: The excitement of
a fashionable audience which had caused
an hour’s whispered talk and expectant
comment in Mr. Justice Darling's Court
on Tuesday morning was hushed to ab-
solute quietude at ten minutes past elev.
en, when the learned Judge took his seat
on the bench and the hearing was com-
menced of the action for breach of pro-
mise of marriage brought by Mrs. Ath-
erton against Captain the Hon. John
Reginald Lopes Yarde-Buller, M. V. O.

Forty minutes later, after a remark- |

able love story had been out¥ned by
Mrs. Atherton’s counsel, mainly by the
reading of love letters, the cause celebre
was ended and the pent-up excitement
found vent in unrestrained conversation.

Mrs. Atherton had won, and formal
judgment had been entered in her favor
not for damages, but for the costs of
the suit. Her counsel had previously
made clear that damages were not
sought by her.

Just before 10.30 Mrs. Atherton enter-
ed. The gallery rose to have a good
view of the lady. She is tall and state-
1y, with a delicate, finely chiselled face—
slightly flushed and handsome—framed
with a wealth of Justrous brown hair;
big pearl drops in her ears. She wore a
great black hat and a costume of black
velvet, with heavy furs. At her belt was
a large bunch of violets.

A few minutes later Captain Yarde-
Buller entered with Sir George Lewis,
his legal adviser, and seated himself at
the opposite end of the table. He is a
well built young man, fair, moustached,

and slightly bald. His father, Lord
Churston, whose heir he is, was also
present in court.
The Case in Brief,
The action was brought by Mrs. Mabel
Louisa Atherton, the divorced wife of
Colonel Thomas Atherton, who was a

popular and well known officer of the
12th Lancers, against Captain the Hon.
John R. Lopes Yarde-Buller, M. V. 0.,
who was an officer of the Scots Guards
and A. D. C. to the Duke of Connaught,
and is the only surviving son and heir of
Lord Churston.

Mrs. Atherton claimed damages
breach of promise of marriage.

For Captain Yarde-Buller the promise
was denied on the pleadings, and it was
contended that the promise was void as
at the time it was made Mrs, Atherton
was a married woman.

Captain Yarde-Buller, who is a mem- |

ber of a famous Devonshire family, was
the co-respondent in July, 1606, in the
divorce proceedings which Colonel Ath-
erton brought against his wife.

Subsequent to these proceedings Capt.
Yarde-Buller married Miss Denise Orme,
the popular actress.

The Love Letters

Sir Edward Carson explained that so
far as the legal aspect of the case was
concerned the facts could be briefly stat-
ed. Mrs. Atherton was a married Woman
in July, 1906, when her husband divoreed
her in consequence of her intimacy with
Captain Yarde-Buller. Her case was that
after the decree nisi had been made

Capt. Yarde-Buller on two different oc- |

casions in the month of October promis
ed to marry her when the decree was
made absolute.

She was a lady of position, as she was
the wife of a colonel now retired, who
had been for years in the 12th Lancers.
As far back as January, 1003, she and
Captain Yarde-Buller happened to be in
India, where they met frequently. He

rofessed great love and affection

er. He suggested that she should go

away with him, The suggestion was not |

carried out, but there was an intimacy
lasting almost down to the time this ac-
tion was brought—the intimacy which
led to her being divorced from her hus-
band.

The professions of affection and love,
the learned counsel said, he was not go-
ing into now at any length. They were
not merely professions  of a passing
fancy, but of a far deeper character. To
prove this he proceeded to read extracts
from two letters written during the inti-
macy. Captain Yarde-Buller wrote:

There will never be a word of jealousy
or anything else, and’' T swear 1 will
never marry anyone else but you. My
life shall be yours for ever, until my
dying day.

That letter was undated. There was
another letter, dated September 18th
1905:

I will never leave you, but will wait
for the day when you come to me; but
do try and make it soon, as it is so hard
to be without you, because I want you
g0. I never think of anything else but
you all day. Longing, longing for you.
—Yours for ever, John.

In October, 1905, Colonel Atherton dis
covered the intimacy which had been ex
isting between his wife and Captain
Yarde-Buller, and on December 1st,
the same year, he commenced ‘divorce
rroceeding& making Captain Yarde-Bul-
er the co-respondent. About that time,
on December 23rd, Captain Yarde-Buller
went abroad as an A. D. C. The divorce
proceedings  went on during the early
months of the vear 1906, until the de-
cree nisi was granted in July.

“You Must Stick to Me For Ever!”

While the captain was abroad, and
while the divorce proceedings were pend-
ing, he wrote many letters to Mrs. Ath.
erton. On December 27th he wrote:

Did Didds (a little girl) get my cra
er? I do hope so. I expect your Christ-
mas was a very sad one, but, girlie, T
hope through it all you feel you are to
me what no other woman could possibly
be. 1 do love you with all my life and
soul, and T do so hope I will make you

‘Bgiling love, you whl take care of
yourself. 1 know I have brought a lot
of trouble on you, but I dare hope that
my love makes up a little bit for any
trouble that may come. I could not love
ou more, and I trust you from the
ttom of my heart. After all we have
gone through, you must love me well
enough to stick to me for ever.
In January, 1906, he wrote:

Now I have gone, I expect you will

have peen worrying dreadfully over the
case. But don’t lose heart, darling, un-
til I get back; because you are all the
world to me, and you cannot think what
a worry it is to be away from you under
these circumstances.

I wish you were
here, just to say a few words of hope.

* I have done my best, old girl, now I
know you love me. I think you will feel
that I trust you, because I do so abso-
lutely; and, as I have said before, that

Found Him in Jaunting Car, and |
Seriously Wounded Him.
London, Dec. 26.—A despatch from

Dublin says that Rev. W. White, dio-
cesan curate of Cashel, in County Tip-
perary, was shot and seriously wounded
m Christmas Day oy a brother clergy-
man, Rev. Thomas S. Gibbings, who un
til recently officiated in the position
now held by White. Gibbings, who is a
Protestant clergyman, drove out in a
jaunting car looking for his vietim, and
tound White also in a ear returning from
conducting Christmas service at Ballin-
garry,a village in the eastern part of the
county.

Suspecting his predecessor’s purpose
on seeing the gun, White drove huriredly
down a side road, but was overtaken by
Gibbir who declared he would shoot
within a minute. “Speak with me, and
explain before you do,” answered White,
attempting to shield himself behind the
car. Gibbings fired several shots, shat-
tering the victim’s hand and knee, the
car protecting the more vulnerable parts
of his body. Afterwards the wounded
man was carried to a neighbor’s house
and later to Dublin Hospital, where his
condition is regarded as serious.

Gibbings drove hastily away and gave
bimself up to the police. The brother of
the wounded man, also a clergyman, says
he knew of no quarrel between White
and Gibbings.

among the millions of my countrymen,
but it is an acknowledged fact, even by
our most energetic rulers, that the aver- |
age income of the agricultural people of
India is only $6 per head per year. It
comes to less than two cents a day. The |
purchasing value of two American cents
is greater in India than here, but after |
all, its purchasing value is limited. Mr. |
William Digby has calculated the aver-
age income of 200 millions of the Indian
people to be £1 3s. per head. Whether
it is thus 36 per annum, or $9 per an-
num, I will not discuss. But I do know
that the people are obliged to pay be-
tween omne-fourth and one-fifth of this
poor income in taxation to the govern-
ment, and out of this taxation and cus-
tom receipts and other receipts the gov- |
ernment has an income of nearly 100
million dollars per annum.

tistician for the Indian Government, says
that there are forty millions of people |
to-day in India who do not know what |
it is to have a good meal from the be-
ginning to the end of the year. It is a |
most appalling fact. We may not be ex-
actly right in just denoting the causes, |
but we feel that these are things that
must be attended to, and England has |
failed to attend to these things. What |
is the solution? That is the question in |
