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CITY NAMES 
THE TERMS.

Makes No Concessions to Resi­
dents of Section 8.

Municipal Board Will Have to 
Do the Adjusting.

Electors In Annex Will Vote In 
Wards I and 7.

The Annexation Committee yesterday 
afternoon fixed the terms, which it will 
urge the Ontario Railway and Municipal 
Board to incorporate in the order for 
the annexation of the district east of 
Sherman avenue. A conference will be 
held with the township people on Friday 
night. It is not expected that they will 
agree with the conditions fixed, and it 
will be for the board when it meets on 
Nov. 2 to adjust the matter. No provi­
sion is made in the terms decided on by 
the. city for any concessions to the rate- | 
payers of school section 8, whose efforts 
to be incorporated as a police village, 
the city contends, is successfully block­
ed by the annexation order. These pro­
perty owners, however, believe they 
have a very strong case. They expect 
the board to deal fairly with them.
What they will demand is a ten-year 
township assessment at the city rate.

The terms fixed by the committee 
yesterday were as follows:

Parts of lots 5 and 6, 150 feet of 
Trolley street to 150 feet east of Ottawa 
street and 150 feet south of Main and 
King streets, to have from 1910 to 1921, 
inclusive, a township assessment, except 
for improvements when the city assess­
ment shall apply.

That part of lot 4. lying north of the 
Grand Trunk main line, and part of 
lot 5, north of the Reach rond, not here­
tofore annexed to the city, to be as­
sessed from 1910 to 1924, inclusive, at 
the township assessment for 1909. ex­
cept. for improvements made, which shall 
be assessed at the city rate.

All works are to be done under local 
improvements in these sections, the total 
costs t;» be charged to the properties 
benefited.

The rest of the annex district, includ­
ing school section 8. is to be assessed 
under the cLy assessment and pay city

The sections which have exemptions 
will have to pay a special rate for garb-
age.

Following the session of the Annexa­
tion Committee a sub-committee of the 

. Finance Committee had a session to 
discuss the redivision of the city into 
wards. Some of the aldermen favored 
« new jrani, embracing all_ $!,<■ di.tjiçt_ ”L ! 
to ne annexed east of the present limits 
of Ward 7. The chief objection to this 
was that there would be 24 aldermen 
and four controllers next year.

To avoid this, next year the ratepay­
ers in the annex south of King street 
will vote in Ward 1 this year, and those 
north of King street in Ward 7. This 
would leave the Council free to submit a 
by law to the people in January, pro­
viding for the reduction of the number 
of aldermen from each ward to two. 
which with a new ward would make a 
Council of sixteen aldermen. The other 
scheme is to make four big wards, with 
three aldermen from each.

Entitled to Money.

Two applications have, been received 
by the Surrogate Court for the admin­
istration of the estate of the late 
Walter G. Freeman.

The action brought by Geo. C. Thom­
son on behalf of J. W. Hammond, 
against the city for $60 damages for in­
juries to a horse, caused by the lack of 
protection on the Jolley Cut road, was 
tried this morning at the Division Court 
before Judge Monck.

RESOLUTION 
ON POWER

Has Been Prepared by City 
Solicitor Waddell.

Solicitor Lohb Reported to Have 
Said Some Things

Which the Aldermen Think Are 
Not, Very Favorable.

The Power Committee meets this af­
ternoon to consider the resolution 
drafted by City Solicitor Waddell, who 
was instructed to prepare an applica­
tion which would thoroughly protect 
the city’s interests on all points.

An interesting bit of gossip in the 
C ity Hall this morning in connection 
with the power question is a statement 
attributed to Solicitor Jx>bb to the ef­
fect that Hamilton could not expect to 
get all the privileges enjoyed by the 
other municipalities, .as it was not going 
to take all it® power from the commis­
sion. It was stated that Mr. Lobb 
would, very probably make an effort 
to have clause 7 struck out when the 
city goes to make terms with the com­
mission. This is the clause which guar­
antees the city the same privileges as 
other municipalities.

GAMBLING ON LIVES.
New Act Pmet by British Home 

of Lords PreTeiti This.

London, Get. 4.—Gambling oir lives 
at sea will be made a punishable of­
fence in Great Britain by virtue of 
the Marine Insurance (Gambling 
Policies Bill), which, on its second 
rending, was unanimously passed the 
other day in the House of Lords and 
therefore practically only needs the 
Royal assent to become laxv. The 
object of the bill is "the prohibition of 
gambling on loss by maritime perils."

If any person effects a contract of 
murine insurance without having a 
bina fide interest either in the safe 
arrival of the ship or the safety of 
the cargo it will lye deemed to be 
gambling on loss by sea dangers. The 
punishment will be imprisonment xvith 
hard labor for six months or a fine 
of $500. Further, the gambler must 
forfeit to the Crown any money he 
may receive under this gambling con­
tract.

Lord Hamilton, of Dalzell, the 
Government spokesman, told of the 
business which, according to informa­
tion gathered l>y the Board of Trade, 
was being done in this sort of gambling 
recent!;*.

" Certain people," he said, “have 
been in the position in which they 
could find out something xvrong with 
the ship, and instead of going, as 
rightly disposed persons would do, 
to the owners and telling them, in 
or de i that life and property might 
be saved from destruction, they haxe 
kept that information to themselves. On 
a recent occasion a person in this xfay 
profited by £6,000 from the loss of a

Lord Hamilton instanced the case of 
a man who paid so much an his gam­
bling insurance that “it amounted to a 
bet of 9 to 1 that the ship would go to 
the botton on one single voyage."

Lord Ellenborough told of an In­
stance of a ship only xvorth $45,000 
on which $95.000 worth of insurance 
hud been piled up. Another in­
stance was gixen of a ship whicbj

with its crew and cargo, xvas „ taken 
along the coast of South America and 
deliberately run on a shoal. The 
ship go off. but xvas run on another 
shoal. This did not succeed, but on 
the third attempt the ship xvent to 
pieces and some of the crexv died of 
fox e« afterxvavd.

PEACE, PEACE,
“William Mulock, President” Cana­
dian Peace and Arbitration Satiety.

“That the present is a fitting occa­
sion for directing the eyes of the world 
to the condition of Canada, consequent 
on an unbroken Century of Peace."

The circular which enunciates this 
aspiration is signed with the well re­
membered, but of late unfamiliar name, 
"William Mulock.”

Sir William, it seems, with the breath 
of battle again in his nostrils, is pre­
sident of the Canadian Peace and Arbi­
tration Society, and he and his friends 
ask help to make the proposed cele­
bration of the century of peace an as­
sured success, and so help to secure 
another century of it on the great lakes 
and in the countries adjoining. Sir 
William fighting for peace may be onlv 
a dim reflection of the earlier Sir Wil­
liam fighting for economy or liewing 
his ruthless way to reform through 
netxvorks of red tape, but exen so the 
spectacle is an agreeable one.

The ultimate design of the society is 
"to preserve Canada from militariza­
tion. ' The immediate purpose is to 
petition the Government of Canada, 
"either alone or jointly with the Gov­

ernment of the United States,” to ar­
range for a national or international 
commemoration of the peace of a hun­
dred years, which has followed the 
adoption of the Rush-Bagot convention 
to keep war vessels off the lakes.

Hitherto, it has been tacitly assumed 
that the suggestion made by Hon. 
Mackenzie King at Harvard was in a 
fair way of being adopted by both 
Governments, but the issue of this peti­
tion is probably designed to make as­
surance doubly sure. It would seem 
also, however, as if the leaders of the 
Peace Society thought Canadians of 
late quite too much given to ruminat­
ing militarist projects and pondering 
the possibilities of armed conflicts be­
tween mighty empires.

Cir­
culars are being sent throughout Can­
ada inviting such firms to send in their 
names and the list of articles they are in 
a position to sell abroad. With this in 
formation the Department of Trade and 
Commerce will be -in a position to notify 
its agents, of which it has six in Great 
Britain,\ne in France, two in South 
Africa, one in Mexico and one in West 
Indies, two in Australia, one in China, 
one iu Japani, one in Holland, and one 
in New Foundland.

ORDERS FOR WOMEN.

The Oldest, 1498, is the Order of ths 
Girdle.

During the weeks which followed 
the dreadful catastrophe at Messina 
universal recognition was made of the 
heroism of Queen Elena of Italy 
through the bestowal upon her of var­
ious orders.

Women, of course, cannot be 
knights. Queen Alexandra, according 
to the Gentlewoman, is the only wo­
man who haa been made a knight and 
even in her case the ceremony of 
dubbing has never been performed.

But, of course, there never was any 
reason why women should not form 
these societies or orders,1 agreeing to 
abide by a certain rule and wearing 
certain insignia. There have been 
many such orders in times past, per­
haps the most famous of all being the 
Order of- La Cordeliere, founded in 
France in 1408 by Anne of Brittany, 
widow of Charles VIII., for widow 
ladies of noble families.

The Insignia of the Girdle betok­
ening membership of the order i's to 
be found round the arms of many 
former royalties. Long alter the or­
der itself had fallen into disuse the 
heraldic cordeliere was used as an 
ornament for the arms of widows and 
is still so employed in Lyon Qffice.

The Order of the Bee. established 
in 1703 by Louise de Bourbon, Duch­
esse de Maine, was an order to which 
both sexes were admitted. The Mil­
itary Order of Calatrava of Spain had 
its religious feminine order of the 
same name attached to it. and the 
Celestial Collar of the Holy Rosary 
is another ladies’ order founded by 
Anne of Austria, Queen of Louis Xllf. 
It consisted of fifty young ladies of 
the highest families of France.

The Order of the Death’s Dead in 
Silesia was instituted bv the Duke of 
Wurterahurg in 1652. who named his 
mother grand prioress, the order then 
being for both sexes; but it was re­
vived in 1709 and then declared by 
the statutes to be confined t-o women 
of virtue and merit.

The Order of Elizabeth, undoubted­
ly the female order which now ranks 
the highest, was instituted in 1766 by 
the Electress Elizabeth Augusta, Duch­
ess of Bavaria, Countess Palatine of 
the Rhine. The statutes require that 
nil ladies on whom it is conferred 
shall be Catholics and able to prove 
for themselves and. their husbands, if 
marriew, the Continental test of seize 
quartiers.

The Danish Order of Fidelity or 
Perfect. Union, which was conferred 
upon both sexes, was founded by 
Sophia, wife of Christian VI., in 1732, 
but no appointments were made af­
ter the death of the found in 1770. 
The order of St. Isabel of Portugal 
was instituted for ladies in 1804.

The Order of St. Joachim was found­
ed in 1755, the Duke of Saxe-Coburg- 
Saalfeld being the first grandmaster. 
It is an order for which elaborate 
statutes were made, and both sexes 
are eligible to it. Ladies are of three 
classes—Ladies Grand Cross, Ladies 
and Ladies Novices, andwhile married 
Indies and widows on caltain festivals 

! were required to be drflffed in black 
| silk, unmarried ladies were to wear 

white. There was also a class of 
ladies styled Honorary Relatives of 
the Order.

. Eleanora. widow of the Emperor Fer­
dinand III., instituted in 1662 the 
Order of “Ladies Slaves to Virtue," 
to promote piety and religion ia her 

j court, and another derelict order for 
ladies was the Order of the Scarf, 

j founded in 1390 by the King of Castile.
Ladies are now admitted to the 

French Order of the Legion of Honor 
and the constant efforts to obtain the 
order for Sara Bernhardt are frequent­
ly chronicled in the press.

The Order of Louise of Prussia, 
which Queen Elena received front the 
German Emperor, was founded in 
1813 by Frederick William TIL The 
badge is a gold cross enamelled black 
and in the centre a blue circular 
medallion and thereupon a celestial

The .Swedish Order of Maria Elean­
ora. conferred only on princesses of 
the blood royal, was founded about 
13 2by the widow of Gustavus Adol­
phus.

The Empress Elizabeth-Christina in 
1708 founded the Order of Neighborly 
Love for both sexes.

The Empress Eleonora founded in 
1668Vjthe Order of the Starry Crow, 
into which none but ladies were to 
be admitted who were required to de- 

| vote themselves to the service and 
adoration of the Holy Cross. The late 
Empress of Austria was supreme pro­
tect rix of this ordder.

Many of the Austrian Archduhcesai 
j es are now Hon. Ladies Grand Cross 
of the Order of Malta and some are 
ladies of the Order of the Starry 
Cross, an order, in fact, which most 
Catholic princesses seem to possess.

No order to which women were elig- 
! ible existed in England until 1862, 
I when the Order of Victoria and Albert 
was founded. It is composed of four 
classes, the first, and second exclusive­
ly confined to members of British and 
other royal families. The third class 
are all peeresses, the fourth other 
ladies. The order was apparently con­
fined to friends of Queen Victoria 
and those holding appointments in 
her immediate service. No appoint­
ments have been made to the order 
in the present reign, and it has beeen 
announced that no more are to be 
made.

The Order of the Crown of India, 
instituted in 1878 is given to ladies 
who themselves, or through their hus­
bands, have been associated with the 
Empire of India. The Royal Red 

-Cross, instituted in 1883, is the Nurs­
ing Order, the most prominent name 

I upon the roll being that of Florence 
j Nightingale. The Order of the Hos- 
I pital of St. John of Jerusalem in Eng- 
j land has its ladies of justice and 
! ladies of grace and serving sisters.
Ladies are equally eligible with the

A bul­
letin of the United States Public Health

The disease lias been and still is a 
Veritable scourge to certain parts of Eu- 
<£opc It seems to have followed close 
%pon the introduction of maize cuituie 
1 from America, first in Spain in 1700, and 
inter in other parts of Europe. The ori­
ginal homes uf maize (America and 

-?A.-iia) have, however, escaped, probably 
iby reason of climates better adapted to 
juaize culture. The pellagra zone is 
small when compared with the area over 
which maize is cultivated, vet pellagra 
docs not occur except where maize is 

jerowr and extensively used as food by 
lihe poorer classes.
i Without quoting full data, some idea 
rtf-the extent of the disease may be 
gpined from the figures which follow : 
Triller states that there are 1190ti| 3<V 
(KK) pellagrins in Roumania ; that in cer­
tain parts of Italy as much as 30 per 
cent, to 50 per cent, of the population 

'have the disease, and that in 1809 there 
were nearly 73.000 sick with the disease 
in all Italy, this being upward of ten of 
the thousand of the rural population. 

„Tuczek states ( 1893) that, in Spain 2 per 
cent, of the rural population are affect­
ed"*. that in 1884 there were 10.000 pella 
grins in Italian hospitals nd insane
asvlums. He also says that about. 10 

■per cent, of the pellagrins in Italy' are 
'■•mentally affected. Sandwich states that 
he has seen over 500 cases in the five 
years from 1893-98 in his wards at the 
Kasr el Ainy Hospital at Cairo. The dis­

pense was not. reported in Egypt, till 1893.
The cause of the disease is now 

generally lielieved to be found in 
•Indian corn. Pellagra is found 
-only in corn-using communities. 
The studies of Ra lard in in 1841
led him to conclude that it was due to 
spoiled maize or a smut or fungus on 

-the grain. We know the powerful na 
• tv,re of the drug produced from a simi­
lar fungus or smut or rye (ergot) and 
fliedical science to-day is in a much bet­
ter position to estimate its causal signi­
ficance than it was one hundred years 
-ago. The corn of America is much freer 
from fungoid growth than that of the 
European continent, and it is thought 
that has tended to comparative immun­
ity from such outbreaks.

, The first case in the United States 
was reported by Shnrwell. on board ship 
in New York harbor in 1902. In the 
*ame year Harris reported one in Geor­
gia. Searcy, of Alabama, in 1907, de­
scribed an epidemic of pellagra occurring 
in the Mount Vernon Insane Hospital 
(for the colored insane of Alabama.) 

"There were 88 cases and 57 deaths. He 
.states that a few cases of such a disease 
had been noted there as long ago as 
1001, but that their real nature was un­
recognized. A mortality, under hospital 
conditions, of 05 per cent, shows the dis­
ease to be a very fatal one. One case has 
recently been seen in Texas and several 
in the Carolinas, before this outbreak 
fn Chicago. Now it is said there are 
over one thousand cases in North Caro­
lina alone.

,If the cause of the disease is to be 
traced to diseased or smut corn, the pru­
dent course would appear to be to avoid 
eating or coming in contact with the in­
citing cause. Every farmer is familiar 
with the appearance of such fungi. 
While they are under suspicion it would 
be well to treat them as really danger­
ous, and carefully prevent them from 
contaminating the grain. That ia a pre­
caution easily taken.

THE NEW READERS.
In the October number of the Cana­

dian Magazine Mr. Arnold Haultain pre­
sents some criticisms of the new Public 
School Readers of which we have heard 
so much " inspired and interested praise 
and read so many columns of puffery. 
Mr. Arnold’s conclusion is that the series 
of Readers “reflects more credit upon 
the publishers than it does upon the 
compilers.” The mechanical work is 
good and cheap; a cheapness made pos­
sible by paying nothing for copyright 
privileges to authors and publishers, all 
being obtained as donations, and by the 
Government bearing all the cost of com­
pilation, typesetting, proof-reading and 
manufacture of the electroplates and 
charging it to the Province. The pnefe 
of the books represents the cost of pa­
per, prqss work and binding only—if 
part of that cost is not charged up to 
the advertising account of the firm Who 
took the contract.

But having borne testimony to the 
cheapness of the books, their size arid 
the quality of binding and paper con­
sidered, Mr. Haultain is unable to con­
tinue his favorable criticisms. He finds 
the ethics of the selections unobjection­
able; indeed it would be astonishing if 
the compilers, with the world of literary 
riches to select from, had chosen the 
immoral. But of the purely literary and 
educational value of some of the selec­
tions he is inclined to doubt. These 
books are intended to educate the liter­
ary taste of the pupils ; yet in the choice 
of matter, Mr. Haultain says, due care 
has not been taken. The Readers 
“abound in selections from writers now 
living or but so very recently passed 
away, that time has had no opportunity 
of sifting the excellent from the medi­
ocre.Moreover, there is no order of 
classification, the various selections be­
ing jumbled together in a veritable 
hodge-podge. There are in the Fourth 
Reader not half a dozen helpful explan­
atory notes to help the pupil ; there is 
n deplorable lack of dates, and there is 
not so much as an index! Beautiful 
gems are excluded to give place to mpt- 
trr of doubtful value, and “snippets” are 
interlarded without regard to their time­
liness or the information of the pupil 
as to the author. Sonm-ta appear with 
out the proper separation of the lines, 
and what Mr. Haultain characterizes as 
“vulgar errors” in the use of English 
grammar are not few. Even so small a 
matter as the placing of the illustra­
tions. to say nothing of their choice, has 
apparently been settled by the grab bag 
method with results such as might have 
been expected.

Tn addition to these defects, surely 
serious enough, there has been an almost 
entire crowding out of the industrial 
especially the agricultural clement to 
make way for the purely “literary.” To 
this Mr. Arnold strongly objects on the 
ground that not only is it wrong from 
the purely educational point of view, 
but it tends to cultivate the tastes of 
the youth away from the farms and 
give a false view of life by exalting lit­
erature above labor. On the whole, the 
indictment is n grave one. Had the 
Readers not been presented to the Pro­
vince as the greatest achievement of 
transcendent ability in the lino of edu­
cational bookmaking, the public might 
teel less critically disposed. As it is. it 
cannot but compare the work of these 
self boomed educational wonder-workers 
with school text books of the past., and 
marvel at their temerity in challenging 
intelligent scrutiny.

The Amalgamated Association Meet 

in Toronto This Week.

President Mahon Says These is No 
Boendary Line.

Toronto, Oct. 6.—That the Amalga­
mated Association of Street and Electric 
Railway Employees of America is in a 
flourishing condition in point of mem­
bership and finances was apparent by 
the report presented by President W.

Mr. W. D. Mahon, President of the 
International Street Railway Men’s 
Association, in replying on behalf of 
the delegates, strongly emphasized the 
fact that no boundary line existed be­
tween the members in Canada and the 
United States, and, furthermore, it 
would not be tolerated.

FIVE DROWNED.
BOAT UPSET IN SQUALL ON NOVA 

SCOTIA COAST.

Only Two Survivors Out of a Party 
of Seven Who Went Out on a 
Pleasure Excursion on the Minas 
Basin—List of the Victims.

Halifax, Oct. 4.—Clinging to an up­
turned boat, two persons drifted ashore 
on Bout Island, in Minas Basin, last 
night, survivors of a party of seven who 
had put out from the island five or six 
hours before. In a sudden squall the 
boat capsized and five of the party per­
ished. The survivors were battered by 
the heavy sea for four hours, as they 
clung to the keel of their upset craft, 
and one of them is not expected to sur­
vive the experience. Four members of 
one family were drowned, and Mr. and 
Mrs. Robie Stivers, wlm were rescued, 
lost their three-year-old' daughter.

The drowned arc: Robert Martin, Mrs. 
Robert Martin, Percy Martin, aged 14; 
Hattie Martin, aged 16, and Gertrude 
Stivers, aged three. The saved are; 
Robie Stivers and Mrs. Robie .Stivers.

Early on Sunday morning a party put 
out in a combined motor and sailboat 
for an excursion onSIinas Basin. They 
started from Melanson, Lower Gaspe- 
reau, for Bout Island, and arrived there 
late in the forenoon. It was about 1 
o’clock in the afternoon when they left 
for home. It was then calm and they 
hoisted their sail, but in a very short 
time a squall swept down on them, cap­
sizing the boat and throwing them all 
into the water. The four Martins and 
the Stivers baby went down almost in­
stantly, hut Mr. and Mrs. Stix-ers clung 
to the bottom of the boat. The wind 
freshened x*ery much, and soon a high 
sea was running. The boat was tossed 
around and the two people holding to 
the rocking craft, with their strength 
slowly ebbing away, xxere terribly bat­
tered and bruised.

For four weary hours they clung to 
the skiff’s keel, and then it drifted into 
shallow water on the eastern end of the 
island.

They xvere seen by L. E. Duneanson 
as they came in and he waded out and 
carried the couple ashore.

FEEDING BY TUBE.
It It Net Harmful, Sayi a British 

Secretary.

London, Oct. 4.—The nutrition of the 
suicidally disposed suffragettes now lan­
guishing in the Birmingham jail still 
possesses an irresistible fascination for 
Keir Hardie, who again to-night held up 
business in the House in order to assure 
himself that “the teeth, throat and oth­
er parts of the bodies” of the women had 
suffered no injury from the voluntary 
desistance from mastication.

Mr. Masterman, the Parliamentary 
Secretary for the Home Office, amiably 
quoted the reassuring declaration of the 
prison doctors that all parts of the wo­
men’s bodies remain uninjured. Only 
one of the xvomen prisoners adheres to 
the preference of feeding by tube, though 
some of the others were being fed with 
a teaspoon or a feeding cup.

(The Farm.)
At the Canadian National Exhibition 

it was very easily discovered that breed­
ers of draft horses, both commercial 
and pure-bred stock, are demanding 
more size in the stallions they buy. It 
was noticeable also that the importers 
have done all they could to bring big 
horses with them this year. There are 
Clydesdale stallions in Scotland with I 
plenty of size and some of them no ! 
doubt could he bought. The trouble is 
that size with quality and individual ex­
cellence is worth a lot of money, and 
there is certainly no inducement for any 
importer to put more money into hie lot

than he knows he will be able to get 
out of it again. If the breeders are de­
termined to have size, they must also 
make up their minds to pay Jor it. On 
the same line of reasoning that a good 
big one will always beat a good little 
one, a good big one always costs more 
money. Hence, those who buy on this 
side of the water must meet the import­
er half way. Scotchmen do not want to 
increase the average size of the Clydes­
dale breed. They say ifc suits them very 
well as it is. Our people want more size 
and must have it. It looks as though 
our breeders will have to pay longer 
prices if they are ever to add the bulk 
which they now need.

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SAD LETTER 
OF A SUICIDE.

“This is s Beautiful World 
Leave,” He Wrote.

to

Would Not be a Borden to His 
Relatives.

Felt That at Seventy He Wo; Being 
Poshed to the Wall

Toronto, Oct. 4.—“This is a beautiful 
world to leave ; good-bye.”

This is a fragment of a pathetic let­
ter left by Adam Kerr, aged 70, who 
committed suicide in his boarding­
house, 7 Caer Howell street, by tak­
ing poison late yesterday evening. His 
death occurred at St. Michael’s Hos­
pital. He had been employed as a 
bookkeeper at the A. S. Richardson 
wax-figure establishment, 99 Ontario 
street, and it was to Mr. Thos. Dale, 
of 21 Alhambra avenue, the manager, 
that the letter was addressed. To 
Mr. Dale the old man bequeathed his 
walking vane in another short note, 
saying that he would not have any 
further use for it.

THE LAST LETTER.
The letter he left to explain his 

rash act was as follows: “This is not 
caused by temporary insanity or a 
drunken spree, as I am subject - to 
neither. I have passed the full three 
score years and ten age limit, and I 
find my memory and business faculties 
failing*. During the last two weeks 
I have been thinking of the future. Ow­
ing to a death and a change in the bus­
iness I lost my situation, and at my age 
it is difficult to get another when so 
many young women are taking the 
place of men. Out of the salary 1 was 
getting it was impossible to make a pro­
vision for the future. So I van only look 
forward to starvation, as I will not be. 
a burden on friends or relatives, or the 
charity of the poor-house, and lie 
forced to associate with the offscour­
ings of the city. I owe my landlady. 
Miss Pyne, S3.75 on 2nd inst., and 
about $4 outside. But my effects, if 
properly disposed of, will cover more 
than that. The two aloes on the roof 
are also worth something.’’

The old man was discovered to be 
in a serious condition about 5 o’clock 
yesterday afternoon. Dr. P. W.
O’Brien, 126 McCaul street, who was 
summoned at once, diagnosed the case 
as one of poisoning and sent a call for 
an ambulance. At 5.15 the police am­
bulance set him down at St. Michael's 
Hospital. There, till 6.45, when the old 
man died, Drs. McKeown and MacFar- 
lane worked over him. The medical 
men were unable to decide from what 
poison he had died. It was at first 
thought the symptoms were similar to 
those of carbolic acid, but there were 
no burns upon the face or mouth. The 
body was removed to the Morgue, and 
Chief Coroner A. J. Johnson notified. 
This morning he will decide whether or 
not an inquest is necessary.

Miss Mary Pyne has a rooming- 
house at 7 Caer Howell street. She 
said that the old man had been stop­
ping there for the past six years. He 
had always kept to himself! and it 
was not known whether he had any 
relatives. The aged suicide had ai- 
ways, she said, been very uncom­
municative, and beyond the facts of 
hie age and vocation little was known 
about him. Only five cents was found 
in his pockets.

FOUND DEAD.
Tragic End of the Agent-General of 

New Brunswick in London.

Margate, Eng., Oct. 4.—Charles A. 
Duff Miller, Agent-General of New 
Brunswick in London since 1896. fell 
from a window here yesterday and was 
killed. Mr. Miller was born in Kings­
ton; Ontario, in 1854.

At the time of his death Mr. Miller 
was staying in a sanitarium on ac­
count of a nervous trouble. An nttefnl- 
ujit was constantly in charge, but Mr.

so some must be wrong. The Bible did 
not try to give a scientific explanation 
of the creation of the earth, merely 
stating $at in the beginning God created 
them, so that the Bible, when used to 
contradict the theories of astronomy, 
was wrongly used. On the other hand, 
many well-known biblical students 
study astronomy and find no conflict 
between the Bible and astronomical 
theories. As far as the present condi­
tion of the earth is concerned, it has 
not yet reached its final stage, but is 
gradually losing its heat and water, 
when it will become as the moon, a 
cold, lifeless body, unable to sustain 
life.

though a shorter and more practicable 
way than they had taken might have 
been tried, such as suggested by Capt. 
Bernier, who, he thought, would have 
accomplished the journey had he had a 
chance. The subject of stellar evolu­
tion was a very difficult one to speak 
about. Although evolution and de­
velopment was not new to astronomers, 
it had received more attention since 
1839. on account of certain discoveries 
at that time. The old opinion of an 
astronomer was that he had a large 
telescope and occupied his time nt night 
gazing into the heavens, hut that opin­
ion has been vastly changed, and nn 
astronomer is now considered to lie a 
scholar, for he must necessarily he a 
mathematician, a chemist and a man of 
education. Very rarely do the astrono­
mers gaze at the heavens, bill rather 
bv the use of their instruments bring 
the picture of the objects of research 
into their studies. There are many 
classes or types of stars, lieing of vari­
ous colors, but such types show the dif­
ferent stages of development. The 
star which appears bright in the centre 
and cloudy around the edges is only in

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THE TROUBLE 
IN MOROCCO

Cewint Uneasiness in France and 
Among Other Powers.

•anger of Uprising in Spain—May 
Kill Ambassador.

Moors Reinforced and 10,000 Riffs 
Entrenched at Zeiuaa.

Paris, Oct. 5. — The preparations for 
the extension of Spain’s operations in 
Morocco, involving the sending of heavy 
reinforcements, are creating increasing 
uneasiness in Paris. The Petit Paris­
ian, a journal owned by Minister of 
Commerce Dupuy, in which what is be­
lieved to be an inspired article to-day 
says that Spain’s programme seems to 
go beyond the object originally com­
municated to the powers. It provokes ap­
prehension in Europe, especially in Lon­
don and Paris. The colonial authorities 
of Algeria have notified Paris of the 
existence of fanatical excitement in the 
interior and speak of danger along the 
Algerian frontier if General Marina, 
the commander of the Spanish forces fti 
Morocco, attempts to push his expedi­
tion southward from Zeluan.

In conclusion the paper intimates that 
the reports from the interior of Spain 
indicate that there is grave danger of 
serious trouble at home as soon as the 
country is denuded of troops.

The Spanish embassy here is under 
heavy guard night and dayv as it is fear­
ed that the Barcelona revolutionaries 
are plotting the assination of the Mar­
quis del Muni, the Spanish Ambassador, 
as a means of forcing the government to 
abandon its repressive measures in Cat- 
alonia. .....
