Then the little being 
bade them farewell, with the assurance 
that she would return in the evening. 
True to her word, she reappeared at even­
ing, bringing with her a skin jug, from 
which she poured out some liquid into a 
horn cup, and bade each of the hunters 
drink. At first they refused to do so, 
but, yielding at last, they drank and 
began to feel very strong. She then told 
them they had a long journey before 
them, and, following her, they arrived at 
a great plain in the early morning. There 
she bade them rest during the day, 
promising to return again at nightfall, 
saying her own chief would soon follow 
and explain to them how they could 
reach their homes in safety.

Soon he arrived with a great number 
of his race and they all held council to­
gether and told the Indians that they 
weile now in the territory of the pigmies. 
The latter would teach them a sign al­
ready in the sky which would be a sure 
guide when they had lost their way. The 
pigmies pointed out the pole-star and told 
the’ hunters that in the north where the 
sun never goes, while other stars moved 
about this particular star would stand 
still as a guide to the Indians in their 
wanderings. They were to follow its 
light and they would soon return to their 
tribe, where they would find plenty of 
game and other good things.

The hunters thanked the good pigmies, 
and, following their directions, soon 
reached their homes in safety. When 
they told the story of their adventures 
the head chief held a meeting of all the 
tribes and they resolved to give the star 
a name. They called it the star which 
never moves, by which name it is known 
to this (Jay. Now, in the constellation of 
the Little Bear there are four stars apart 
and three leading directly to the pole star. 
The four stars apart were probably the 
hunters, and the three leading to the pole 
star were the two hunters and the little 
child. The pigmies arç introduced into 
the myth because their mission is to help 
hunters who have lost their way or are 
in any trouble.

HOW RUBBERS ARE MADE.
They Are Not Cast in Moulds, as Many 

People Suppose.

Many people suppose that rubber shoes 
are made by melting the material and 
running it into moulds. Such is not the 
case.

The manufacture of rubber shoes is not 
very much different from the manufacture 
of leather shoes. They are made on 
lasts just the same, but instead of being 
sewed they are cemented.

“ We get most of the raw material from 
South America,” said a drummer. “ It is 
about, the color of molasses and is of a 
spongy nature. First it goes through a 
crushing or rolling process and comes out 
in rough sheets and looks very much like 
a cow’s hide. Then it is taken into a 
compounding-room, where it is mixed 
with a compound and vulcanized. After 
that it is cut up into small pieces, accord­
ing to the parte of shoes which we wish 
to get, and is afterward fitted into lasts by 
the workmen in the same manner that 
leather is.

“ How much pure rubber is contained 
in the manufactured article ? About 70 
per cent The best Para gum costs 95 
cents a pound, so you see rubber boots 
and shoes cannot be made for nothing. 
In the smallest rubber shoe made there 
are about four ounces of pure rubber, and 
from that to probably four pounds in a 
pair of rubber boots. Old rubbers are 
ground up, lining and all, into what we 
call rag carpet and is used for insoles. 
The work is nearly all done by hand and 
in the factories are employed young chil­
dren, men and women. A bootmaker 
gets 20 cents a pair for making them and 
a good man can turn out from ten to 
twelve pairs a day.

“ There are between fifteen and twenty 
rubber boot and shoe factories in the 
country, with a total capacity of over 160,- 
000 pairs of boots and shoes a day. 
There are four factories having a capacity 
of over 25,000 pairs each, and one which 
has a capacity of 40,000 pairs. It is a 
mystery where they all go to.” — Denver 
News.

ATKINSON'S CASE.
He la Advised to Abide by Speaker Feel’s 

Decision.

London, Aug. 3.—The sentence of sus­
pension imposed upon Henry J. Atkin­
son, member of the house of commons for 
Boston, for charging the speaker with 
abuse of power in placing on the records 
of the house that Mr. Atkinson had 
frivolously challenged the accuracy of 
divisions, expired to-day. Mr. Atkinson 
was present at to-day’s session and asked 
leave to make a motion to expunge from 
the journal of the house the resolutions 
ordering his expulsion. He spoke ear­
nestly in support of his request, and de­
clared he would rather die than suffer the 
disgrace that attached to his name by 
reason of the resolution being spread 
upon the pages of the journal. The right 
hon. Geo. J. Goechen, chancellor of the 
exchequer, advised Mr. Atkinson to let 
the matter pass. Mr. Atkinson said that 
he could not let it pass. If the house con­
firmed the disgrace that had been put 
upon him he would resign his seat.

HOW SWEEPS MOURN.
No Complaint, No Sign of Grief on the 

Part of Bereaved Ones.

It is remarkable how foreigners dom­
iciled in this country still cling to their 
native costumes. This is especially true 
when they are congregated in large num­
bers. The single German, Frenchman 
or Norwegian who has made his home in 
some portion of this land of liberty may 
still adhere to his oddities and habits of 
old, but he does not meet with the neces­
sary encouragement from his fellows, and 
probably finds that often ridicule takes 
the place of the expected approbation.

Last summer a field hand on one of the 
farms in North Dakota was struck by 
lightning and instantly killed. The pro­
prietor of the farm notified the parents of 
the unfortunate Sweed of their son’s fate. 
They were an old couple who own and 
farmed one of those quarter-section tracts 
that Uncle Sam gives away so lavishly. 
They had been in this country for many 
years, their son was bom here, and yet 
when it came to the solemnity of burial, 
they reverted at once to the memories of 
their native land and its customs.

The parents did not even go to view the 
body nor attend to its preparation for 
the graye, says the Illustrated American. 
Friends brought it home in ap ordinary 
farm wagon, and then, instead of carrying 
it into thfe house, placed the remains upon 
a wide plank resting on two upturned 
barrels in the stable. Horses grew restive 
as they always will when placed near a 
corpse. The cattle forgot to munch their 
hay, and cowered back in the stalls, show­
ing their realization that something un­
usual was happening. All this while the 
dead boy’s parents were busy within 
doors donning their best apparel ; the 
aged mother even hunted up an old hair 
trunk, from the depth of which an odd 
and peculiar sort of miter was taken, 
decorated with ribbons of all possible col­
ors. This she solemnly placed upon her 
head, as she. had seen it done in the far­
away home, so long ago, near the North 
Cape.

They then took chairs, side by side, in 
their living-room and waited.

After awhile friends arrived, many of 
them wearing odds and ends of costume 
brought from over the ocean scores of 
years ago.

Then all, excepting the parents, ad­
journed to the stable, collecting around 
the body of the dead man, where refresh­
ments were served, and an occasional low, 
wailing song was chanted. After this 
they proceeded to the burial ground ten 
miles away, and the last sad rites were 
performed after the same simple manner.

Strangest of all, the two beings most in­
terested still sat within doors, in solemn 
silence, decorated with their quaint relics 
of dress. They declined to accompany 
the funeral cortege, and hours afterward, 
when the mourners and friends had re­
turned, were sitting immovable as though 
spellbound. Supper for the entire as­
semblage concluded this rather ghostly 
performance, but the old people who had 
lost their boy still sat silently as before, 
without an expression of complaint or 
plea for sympathy. Was this a lack of 
feeling or stoicism ?

LOCUSTS IN 'INDIA.

A Graphie Description of a Battle With 
the Pests.

I see by the foreign telegrams that 
north Africa is threatened by a swarm of 
locusts, which reminds me, says an India 
correspondent of the St. Louis Globe- 
Democrat, that I saw devastating attacks 
of those terrible insects in southern and 
northern India. The first was in the 
Tinnevally district, Madras presidency, in 
the great famine year. I was finishing 
my “big breakfast” when the tehsildar 
came to my tent and said : “ We are 
going to be again troubled.” “ What 
with ? ” “Locusts.” I had heard of 
their visits and I pulled a long face. The 
famine was practically over. The crops 
were just beginning to show their green­
ery, and everything was propitious. The 
government was merely carrying the 
natives over till such a time as the grain 
ripened and harvest commenced. I fol­
lowed the tehsildar to the door of my 
tent and saw a huge black cloud in the 
east.

It came nearer and nearer, and soon 
the sky grew darkened, the sun was com­
pletely obscured and a whirr and click 
like many millions of sewing machines 
were in the air. The noise was terrific. 
Suddenly that great black animated cloud 
settled on a path about a mile distant and 
gave us breathing time against their as­
sault. The tehsildar hurried back to the 
village. My servants stripped the huge 
tents of their verandas and placed the 
awning carefully over a row of green peas. 
Vegetables were similarly covered. In 
the village all was turmoil. The women 
were wailing and the men and boys rush­
ing aimlessly about with tom-toms, guns 
and other noise-producing instruments. 
Tne tehsildar had given orders to charge 
full of gunpowder an ancient fieldpiece, a 
relic of the days of Dutch supremacy. 
The flat stone roofs were covered with 
men carrying arms and whistles and the 
great parapets of the huge temple were 
alive with human beings.

On came the locusts. The guns barked, 
the cannon thundered, the whistles blew, 
the tom-tom clashed, women screamed 
and men shouted, dogs snarled, but it was 
of no avail. The insects settled down on 
the fields adjoining the village, and on 
the trees, and in a few hours the place 
was clean of vegetation. I never saw 
such destruction, so complete, so thorough. 
Thousands of the pests were slain, but 
the click of their jaws ceased not, and 
when every blade was devoured, on they 
swept. The next time I made the ac­
quaintance of the hungry locust was in 
Agra. I was staying with a gentleman 
well known throughout the northwest, 
whose house on the Jumma road is much 
admired by the beauty of the gardens. In 
it there are magnificent tamarind trees, a 
noble avenue of mulberry trees, mango, 
and other lovely trees belonging to India.

The locusts attacked the place about ten 
a. m., and after they had satisfied them­
selves you would have imagined that a 
great fort had opened fire on the devoted 
place. Enormous branches had been 
broken down by the winged pests, and in 
several instances only the parent stem of 
the trees was standing. An outhouse, 
which was covered with a gorgeous" 
creeper, was literally crushed in on ac­
count of the numbers that settled thereon. 
A gara was bare. Not a garden was left, 
not a blade of grass, and the expenditure 
of gunpowder was fearful. The locusts 
are said to be edible, but I never yet found 
a person who had imitated John the 
Baptist.

THE MIDNIGHT SUN.
Life in the Arctic Where Daylight Con­

tinues for Six Weeks.

Just beyond Cape Lisburne, on the 
Arctic cost of Alaska, some five hundred 
miles above Behring Straits, are extensive 
coal mines. The coal is easily mined,and 
the Arctic whaleships make these mines 
a rendezvous.

In midsummer there is a period of a 
few weeks when little or no whaling can 
be done on account. of the ice. During 
this period a “ tender ” arrives from San 
Francisco with supplies of fresh provisions, 
the mail, etc., and carries back whatever 
whalebone and oil the whalers may have 
secured.

The arrival of the tender is the most 
important and most looked forward to of 
any event of the season, as she is the only 
link that connects the whalemen with the 
outside world during a period of eight or 
nine months.

This midsummer period is during the 
time of the- midnight sun, and there is 
continuous daylight for about six weeks.

In 1887, twenty-three whale-ships lay 
at anchor off these mines. Shifts of men 
were working during the twenty-four 
hours of continuous daylight, laying in 
coal for the coming cold days and nights 
of autumn. Every one of the eight 
hundred and fifty,or more,men frequently 
scanned the horizon, eager for the ap­
pearance of the tender ; for it was the 
middle of july, and not a word had been 
heard from home since the middle of 
March. Day after day the sun had 
coursed around the horizon, but not 
dipped below it. One vessel after another 
laid in its supply of coal, and was anxious 
to be off, but still no tender came. She 
was due the first week in July, but the 
12th, 13th, 14th, and 15th of the month 
came, and yet no news from her.

Regular watches were kept on board 
the vessels as if the sun rose at five o’clock 
in the morning and set at six at night. 
Even our rooster clung to his old habits 
and slept through the night of daylight, 
not deigning to crow until between four 
and five o’clock in the morning. The 
various masters, anxious to be off met, 
first on this vessel, then on that,to discuss 
the delay in the arrival of the tender and 
to decide upon a united course of action 
in case she did not appear soon.

Toward noon on the 16th,a faint mirage 
was seen off the Cape. Very little air 
was stirring, and the mirage grew more 
and more distinct until the tender was 
seen in every spar and sail, as clearly out­
lined in the smooth sea as if drawn on 
glass. But she was keel up.

Three hours later, the vessel’s hull was 
in full view above the horizon. She was 
under full sail with flags and colors at the 
mastheads, bearing the joyous signal of 
news from home.

It was nearly eleven o’clock before she 
reached her anchorage. Not to waste any 
time, the captain had a boat lowered, and 
before the tender’s anchor was let go, we 
were alongside.

No words can describe the situation or 
our feelings as we reached the deck. 
Hands were shaken,a few anxious inquires 
hurriedly made, and then each man be­
took himself to some quiet corner with 
his letters, to read the messages from the 
loved ones at home.

As I sat on the rail, looking astern of 
the vessel, dreamily picturing scenes at 
home, I looked out over the vast expanse 
of ocean. Here and there floated a cake 
of ice. All was so still, so solemn, yet in 
tune with my thoughts. The short,choppy 
sea kept the rudder creaking. The sun, 
far above the horizon, cast a clear, yellow 
light—so clear that the distant hills on 
shore were distinct in every contour—and 
the rigging of every vessel riding at anchor 
on the short, rolling sea was sharp in out­
line.

With my camera resting on my knee, I 
took an instantaneous photograph as the 
sun came out from behind a vail of clouds 
and cast its long sheen over the sea from 
the horizon almost to the very stern of 
the vessel.

Entirely wrapped in my reverie, I sat 
watching the ceaseless sea, and the glow 
of the sunlight, thinking only of the 
world so many thousands of miles away. 
Four months of hardship and danger was 
yet ahead of us. This little craft would 
carry our messages home, but with her 
would go all communication with the 
world until we ourselves entered port. 
What changes might these months bring 
forth.

“ Man the Lucretia’s boat,” was the rude 
intrusion upon my reverie,and five strong 
oars were soon carrying us to our own 
vessel.

As the captain and I came over the 
rail, the man at the wheel struck eight 
bells.

“ Just midnight,” said the captain.
“ And here is the midnight sun,” I 

added. Suiting my action to my words, 
I took another picture looking off toward 
the vessels that lay straining gently at 
their anchor-cables.

Yellow as the light was, both pictures 
came out well. Fine detail may be lack­
ing, but the pictures bring back a flood of 
recollections as they recall the dangers of 
that season in the Arctic, and our entire 
isolation from home, civilization, and the 
world.

A MONTREAL SWINDLE.

That Seeks its Victims Across the Border.

Washington, Aug. 3. — The post office 
department has succeeded, it is believed, 
in rendering abortive the attempts of the 
Home Fascinator company of Montreal, 
Canada, to victimize many credulous 
Americans. This concern it is stated 
publishes a monthly journal called the 
Home Fascinator. The company advertiz­
ed four prizes to be awarded to persons 
sending in the largest correct list of words 
constructed from the letters contained in 
the words “ The world’s fair,” prizes were 
said to be awarded June 25th, 1891, the 
first prize consisting of $1,000 in gold, the 
second prize a grand piano,valued at $400, 
and the third prize a silver tea set, gold 
lined, valued at $120, and the fourth a 
sewing machine worth $65. The concern 
adopted the scheme of notifying by letter 
thousands of persons in the United States, 
that they had won the third prize, in the 
contest and requested that they should 
remit $4.90 to pay for packing and shipping 
the prize, and also return the letter of 
notification. Many money orders with 
required amounts have been forwarded to 
the Fascinator company. The return of 
the circular letter destroyed all written 
evidence against the concern. The postal 
authorities, however, have issued instruc­
tions that all American offices designated 
as exchange offices with Canada shall be 
treated as offices of destination ard the 
postmasters thereat have been notified 
to refuse money orders or forward regis­
tered letters payable to the Home Fascina­
tor Co., Montreal, Canada, and to return 
the same to the offices of orgin. It is 
expected that many thousands of letters 
containing money will t-lius be restored to 
the writers.
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THAT OTHER BILL.

No belter illustration could be afforded 
of the value of conservative party criti­
cism than a comparison of the tory news­
paper comments upon the election bill 
passed in the local legislature eighteen 
months ago, and that now introduced by 
their friends at Ottawa. The two bills 
are in principle very similar. They each 
amend the procedure relating to election 
trials, and each makes it impossible to 
unseat a candidate upon grounds which 
the judges deem insufficient to have 
seriously effected the election. There is 
this difference against the dominion bill: 
that two judges must hereafter preside 
at the trials and must agree in their decis­
ion, otherwise the petition falls to the 
ground. Both bills are identical in this: 
that they do not say whether they are 
applicable to cases now pending or not. 
Our readers will recall the fierce denun­
ciations heaped upon the local govern­
ment measure. With one voice it was 
condemned by the opposition press as a 
reproach to provincial legislature and a 
disgrace to its promoters. It was a white­
wash bill, and no honest man, no high- 
minded patriotic legislator could give it 
his countenance. But mark the change 
— a similar bill and in some respects a 
more objectionable one is introduced by 
Sir John Thompson at Ottawa, and the 
voice of the critic is hushed. Not a 
syllable by way of censure is heard. You 
search through tory columns in vain to 
find Sir John denounced as “a disrepu­
table time server,” “the parent of dis­
graceful legislation.” You hear nothing 
now of the government at Ottawa legis­
lating to defeat petition against their 
friends. Sir John Thompson has a peti­
tion to be tried against himself. Why 
does not the Sun get out its scalping knife 
and the Gleaner its pot of black paint ? 
Why, we ask, is this thus?

NOT AT PRESENT.

DEATH OF JUDGE WATTERS.

Hon. Charles Watters, judge of the 
county and vice-admiralty courts, died 
suddenly at his residence,St. John Friday 
morning. For some days past he had 
been unwell complaining of pains across 
his chest He failed to appear at the 
breakfast table, and on opening his room 
door he was discovered lying across the 
bed partially dressed, dead.

He became a member of the legislature 
of this province about 1855 as a representa­
tive of Victoria county, and a member of 
the executive council the same year. He 
shared, however,in the disaster that over­
took his party in the general election on 
the prohibitory liquor question, but as 
colleague of hon. S. L. Tilley he took his 
seat again in the house in 1858, in which 
he sat for several subsequent sessions of 
the legislature. He was a member of the 
government, and as such became solicitor 
general of the province. During that 
time he practised law in St. John and was 
at the time of confederation, 1867, ap­
pointed judge of the county court. In 
1876, on the death of the hon. Robert L. 
Hazen, he was appointed judge of the 
vice-admiralty court, both of which posi­
tions he held at the time of his death.

Judge Watters was born in St. John, on 
November 26th, 1818. He was twice 
married his first wife being the daughter 
of John Dohej-ty of St. John by whom he 
had a family of six, four sons and two 
daughters the latter being Mrs. McA venny 
and Mrs. W. E. Collier. His second wife 
was a daughter of major Priestly of 
Fredericton to whom he was wedded 
about 1862. By her he leaves five sons 
and three daughters. The family are all 
living, although only two of the sons are 
in St John, the others being scattered 
about Canada and the United States. Mrs- 
Watters who is now in Scotland, was to 
have left for home on the 13th of this 
month.

TO BE OR NOT TO BE?

A decision was rendered the other day 
by one of the judges in England which 
threatens to cause a tremenduous social 
upheaval. The judge decided that a 
house maid was not obliged to wear the 
conventional cap, and that a refusal to 
don this badge of servitude would not 
justify dismissal by her mistress. The 
matrons of the old country are up in 
arms, indignant letters are flooding the 
newspapers and the agitation promises to 
altogether eclipse in interest the recent 
Baccarat scandal.

THE FORESTERS.
That Sir Charles Topper’s scheme of 

imperial federation has not attracted 
more attention in Canada must be a sore 
grief to the high commissioner. It has 
not even been attacked. The scheme was 
brought out by our representative at the 
court of Saint James with much pomp 
and circumstance, and was promptly, we 
should say too promptly, approved by the 
council of the federation league, but in 
Canada it has neither evoked favor nor 
very pronounced disapproval. There can 
only be one explanation of such a circum­
stance. The proposal of an imperial 
federation has not. struck our people 
seriously, and, therefore, it is small con­
cern to us what the details may be which 
approve themselves to the promoters of 
the scheme. We are too busy just now 
in sounding the depths of moral turpi­
tude into which our government at Ot­
tawa has sunk, to indulge in academic 
discussions upon the principles of a re­
mote and to our way of thinking impos­
sible political combination. It will be 
time enough to decide what we shall do 
in relation to imperial interests when we 

'have decided the question whether we 
are fit to govern ourselves. The attempt 
now being made by a section of the con­
servative leaders to draw away the atten­
tion of the people of the maritime prov­
inces from the shocking disclosures at 
Ottawa, must not be allowed to succeed. 
Principal Grant need not now discourse on 
his federation fad ncJr col. Vincent on the 
blessings of a preferential tariff between 
Britain and her colonies against the world. 
The robberies at Ottawa must first recede 
attention. Let our first duty be to purge 
the country of the foul stain which now 
rests upon it.

EDITORIAL NOTES.

We have heard nothing for some time 
from the Gleaner about the Eben Hall 
outrage. Is it possible that there can be 
nothing in this transaction worth working 
up after all? We were informed by the 
local opposition press that the government 
mining bill was passed for the sole pur­
pose of enabling meu. jers of the govern­
ment to get possession of Mr. Hall’s mine. 
Is it not about time that the crookedness 
of the government in this business were 
laid bare by our esteemed contemporary ?

Proceedings of the Annual Session of the 
High Court at Woodstock.

Reports from all parts of this county 
are to the effect that the hay crop will be 
above the average. Owing to the favor­
able season the crop has been well aired 
and will be of excellent quality.

The strike of the millmçn in St. John 
is not yet fully settled. Two of the mill- 
owners, Messrs. Barnhill and Murray, 
have yielded and their men are at work ; 
the others are still holding out. There is 
much in what the millowners say, that 
while millmen everywhere outside of St. 
John work ten and eleven hours they 
cannot compete working only nine hours. 
The strike has done serious injury already 
to St. John. The loss of the wages of 
1500 men, not to speak of the pond men 
and stevedoors, to the money circulation 
of that city, continued for upwards of a 
month, must be felt by business men in 
all departments of business. We would 
fear that lumber manufacturers might be 
driven out of St. John. Those manufac­
turing Aroostook lumber especially have 
a great temptation to do, as others are 
doing—cut their lumber in the state. 
Union organizations do not trouble them 
there and eleven hours makes the work­
ing day.

We are not without sympathy with 
laboring men in their efforts to improve 
their condition, but we doubt if under 
present circumstances they are wise to 
take this method. Millmen had better 
work ten hours than not at all, and there 
are many employers, as well as laborers, 
who would gladly get off with that many. 
It requires no great acuteness to perceive 
that lumbermen are making no money, 
and for several years past have been un­
able to make both ends meet. It would 
seem, therefore, to be a most inopportune 
time for labor, which is dependent upon 
this industry, to increase the cost of pro­
duction.

The high court, independent order of 
foresters of New Brunswick, opened its 
eight annual session on Wednesday after­
noon in the temperance ball, with H. C. 
Greed, high chief ranger, in the chair. 
About 100 delegates, representing forty- 
seven courts, were present. High chief 
ranger Creed read his fifth annual report 
showing the growth and present standing 
of the order, particularly in New Bruns­
wick. His report showed present member­
ship to exceed 30,000 and reserve fund to 
exceed $350,000. In New Brunswick there 
are now fifty-one courts, having a member­
ship exceeding 1,700. The different courts 
in P. E. Island, five in number, at their 
own request had been attached to this high 
court. He offered valuable suggestions to 
secure increased interest and attendance at 
the court meetings, and closed with an ac 
count of his official acts during the past 
year. High secretary F. W. Emerson in 
his report referred to the act passed at the 
last session of the legislature authorizing 
the receiver general to receive $50,000 on 
deposit, and stated that he had made ar­
rangements to deposit $20,000. During the 
past year eight new courts had been 
organized in the province and 585 members 
initiated. Nine members died, all of whose 
endowments had been promptly paid by 
the supreme court. He recommended that 
the office of provincial deputy organizer be 
continued for the ensuing year. High 
treasurer E. P. Eastman’s report showed a 
balance of $29,295 cash on hand.

In the evening a public meeting was held 
in the rink, and addresses were delivered by 
prominent members of the order and others.

The committee on the state of the order, 
through J. T. Hawke, recommended that a 
new charter be obtained for the united 
courts of New Brunswick and P. E. Island, 
that an associate editor of The Forester be 
appointed for the maritime provinces. The 
chief ranger appointed J. T. Hawke such 
editor.

The supreme chief ranger conferred high 
court degrees ou some seventy delegates 
and then gave to the court a $20,000 cheque 
to be deposited with the receiver general of 
this province.

The high standing committee presented 
court Keswick with a deputy’s badge as a 
prize for increased membership.

Owing to the enlarged field of labor of 
the provincial organizer that official’s sal 
ary was increased to $900 with expenses. 
The secretary’s salary was increased to $250 
per annum, and the usual grant of $50 was 
voted to the high chief ranger.

The election of officers for the ensuing 
year resulted as follows : —

T. Hawke.

At the evening session Suminerside was 
selected as the place of meeting for the next 
year. The oppointed officers are : Rev. 
Thos. Pierce, Joseph Reed, J. F. Stevenson, 
B. McMinamin, J. J. Clarke, T. F. Gran­
ville, W. Weldon, H. B. Allison, Judson 
Fowler.

The officers elect were installed by H. C. 
Creed, P. C. R., assisted by A. W. Sherwood, 
P. D. Speeches were delivered by the new­
ly initiated officers.

The high court unanimously decided to 
confer upon H. C. Creed, high chief ranger 
for the past five years, the grand cross of 
merit of honor, bestowed only upon those 
who have rendered distinguished services 
to the order. This is the first time the 
honor has been gained by any member in 
New Brunswick.

The high court adjourned to meet in July, 
1892. ________________

PILES OF BOODLE.
A Glance at Larkin, Connolly 

& Co.’s Contracts.

The Immense Profits They Made, and 
How the Boodle was Divided.

Concerning People Known to Most 
Headers.

The Tarte-McGreevy committee having 
sat for neary two months, a pretty fair 
outline of the history of the firm of Lar­
kin, Connolly & Co., its contracts and its 
quarrels, has been gleaned. It seems 
that the firm originally consisted of Lar­
kin, Nicholas Connolly, and another part­
ner named Nihan. Owen E. Murphy, an 
exile from the United States, bought 
Nihan out soon after the firm had com­
menced to build the Levis graving dock, 
and from that moment became the lead­
ing spirit in the company. He looked 
after the contracts, devised means for se­
curing them, and rewarded out of the 
firm’s funds those persons who were 
worthy of donations. The firm has done 
a great deal of very important work. It 
has built the Levis graving dock, the 
cross wall and south wall at Quebec ; it 
has dredged the Louise basin, and it has 
completed the Esquimalt graving dock. 
In the latter contracts Michael Connolly 
was a partner, and in all but one, namely, 
the Levis dock contract, Robert H. Mc- 
Greevy, who was not under the necessity 
of subscribing to the capital of the firm 
or of taking any risks, had a share.

The contracts on the whole have been 
remunerative. That which was the least 
profitable was the Levis graving dock. 
The total cost of that work to the Quebec 
Harbor commission was $718,372. The 
profits to the firm were $80,000 divided 
among four partners and $45,035 paid out 
in donations of one kind or another. The 
largest of these donations was a sum of 
$22,000 which, according to Murphy, 
Thomas McGreevy got. If the firm did 
not make much at Levis, it rolled in 
handsome profits upon the works across 
the river. Its receipts on account of 
the dredging were $626,000 ; it received 
$832,448 for building the cross wall and 
$259,518 for building the south wall ; be­
sides small sums of $50,000 each for minor 
works, which bring the total receipts 
from Quebec up to $1,833,415. It is in 
connection with the dredging payments 
that one charge of extortion is founded. 
Mr. Perley reported favorably to an in­
crease in the prices from twenty-seven to 
thirty-five cents a yard, just after Michael 
Connolly had written a memorandum 
stating that if the prices were so raised 
the firm would pay $25,000, meaning, ac­
cording to Mr. Murphy’s commentary, 
$25,000 to Thos.McGreevy for his influence- 
The firm was allowed the increased price, 
and the sum of $25,000 was paid out on 
the evidence of the account, books to 
somebody who is not named. The firm 
appears to have had a slice of luck in its 
dredging operations, for while it was re­
ceiving thirty-five cents a yard for dredg­
ing and throwing the material into the 
river it was enjoying under another con­
tract forty-five cents a yard for dumping 
this same dredged material upon an em­
bankment. Tims it got eighty cents a 
yard for what formerly it drew but 
twenty-seven cents. But Martin P. Con­
nolly intimates that, not satisfied with 
this good fortune, Murphy bribed in­
spectors to report that more material was 
dredged than was actually the case. The 
firm then profited by its dredging in 
three ways : first by the increased price, 
secondly by the combination of the em­
bankment work with the dredging work, 
and thirdly by manipulating the inspec­
tors. The cross wall contract is that the 
tendering for which was scientifically 
conducted. Three tenders were put in 
under the firm’s auspices,one by Gallagher, 
a second by Beaucage, and a third by the 
firm itself. Gallagher’s, which was the 
lowest, was withdrawn. The next, Beau- 
cage’s was lower than Larkin, Connolly 
& Co’s. Murphy was to have paid Beau- 
cage $5,000 to follow Gallagher’s example, 
and to stand aside. But, by good fortune, 
Mr. Perley found a mistake in Beaucage’s 
tender and suggested that he should 
remedy it. Beaucage at once corrected 
his figures, thereby so increasing his 
prices that his tender was a few thous­
ands above Larkin, Connolly & Co’s. 
Thereupon the firm received the contract. 
The contract price was $634,340, but at 
completion the actual payments to the 
firm had reached $832,448. Of the re­
ceipts it is charged that Thomas Mc­
Greevy received $25,000. The south wall 
contract, which comes to $259,518, is not 
the subject of a great deal of evidence. It 
is lumped with the other work so far as 
irregular payments are concerned. Alto­
gether, as already observed, the firm drew 
$1,833,415 for its work in and around 
Quebec. Of this amount $418,187 was 
profit and $96,648 was spent in donations. 
The Esquimalt graving dock was 
a still more profitable work than 
the Quebec work. According to the 
contract and the original estimate of 
the work the cost was to have been $374,- 
589, but Mr. Perley and the minister per­
mitted departures from the specifications. 
For example, larger courses in stone than 
were originally determined upon were 
authorized. The consequence of the re­
sort to these larger coùrses was that much 
of the stone measured three times as 
much as was at first intended. At the 
same time the quantity of concrete re­
quired was reduced. By this change pro­
fitable work was increased and the less 
profitable work was diminished. Tl)e 
actual cost of the firm’s work upon the 
dock was $586,445, or $212,000 more than 
the first estimate. The profits upon this 
work divided among the five partners ag­
gregated $240,000. In addition $28,000, 
of which $22,000 is said to have gone to 
Thomas McGreevy, was spent in dona­
tions. The gross profit on the Esquimalt 
work appears to have been $268,000, or 
almost half of the total sum paid by the 
government to the contractors. Alto­
gether the firm cleared $954,975, on $3,- 
138,234 worth of work.

It is estimated that the firm paid $170,- 
000 in boodle ; but to this ought to be ad­
ded Robert McGreevy’e receipts. Robert 
put in no capital and rendered no services 
except such as came through his brother. 
His $187,000 of profits were practically 
donations. Add the $187,000 to the $170,- 
000, and we have a total distribution by 
the very generous firm of $357,000. The 
largeness of the profits, it appears, were 
the cause of the present exposure. Thomas 
quarrelled with Robert, calling his brother 
a thief and declaring that he was not get­
ting a fair share of the proceeds. Robert 
then sued Thomas and Thomas sued 
Robert. Murphy sided with Robert, and 
consequently fell into disfavor with 
Thomas, who said he should have no more 
contracts and no more large profits. A 
new contract presented itself in the shape 
of the Kingston dock. Murphy tried for 
it and failed, for it went to the Connollys, 
who stood firmly by Thomas. Thereupon 
Murphy and Robert complained of their 
ostracism to senator Robitaille and Mr. 
Tarte, and Mr. Tarte gave the whole 
story of Robert’s woes and Thomas’s re­
ceipts to the world. After this there was 
no stopping the developments, and as a 
consequence to-day we know what we 
know.

FIFTY SAW HJM TORTURED.

Henry Bartels Shocked to Death by 
four Hundred Volts.

New York, Aug. 5.—Another victim 
has been claimed by the deadly electric 
current In this instance a new horror 
and a new danger were made manifest 
last evening, when bartender Henry Bar­
tels was instantly killed by the fatal fluid, 
which escaped from a small motor that 
runs some electric fans. The accident 
occurred in the saloon of Henry Feldstein.

Bartels was reaching over the bar to get 
a cigar box. fitnesses to his horrible 
death say he had one hand on a part of 
the motor and the other on the automatic 
corkscrew attached to the metal bar. He 
was standing on a mat of iron netting 
that is always soaked with water, and 
this, in the language of electricians, would 
give him a ground connection. A crash 
was heard of breaking glass, and poor 
Bartels was seen clinging to the motor, 
writhing in agony, and going through the 
horrible tortures of death by electricity.

A groan escaped from his lips, the 
muscles were seen to contract, his features 
were contorted with pain, a shudder ran 
through his frame and then he dropped 
to the floor behind the bar. Bartels was 
left where he was. Everybody was afraid 
to touch him. Fifty or sixty customers 
were in the saloon, and this crowd, aug­
mented by others from the street, flocked 
around the bar and peered over at the 
prostrate form on the iron mat. Some 
one had presence of mind to run for a 
doctor, and seven minutes after the ac­
cident Dr. J. P. Richardson arrived and
pronounced the man dead.

hung. You were reprieved only just in 
titae.”

A highly respected Australian, Mr. 
Dally, a memorial to whom was recently 
unveiled in the crypt of St. Paul’s London, 
was a convict’s s on and married a convict’s 
daughter, and one of Sydney’s leading 
lawyers is the son of a lady, now dead, 
who went out as a red rover girl. The 
“ ladies,” by the way, who were shipped 
in the red rover, murdered the ships 
doctor on the way out. So that, taking 
one thing with another, considering how 
careful one has to be in one’s talk and 
what blundering speeches men must be 
always making, it’s not surprising women 
come to the front in Australia.

DEATH FROM STARVATION.

Madras, Aug. 6.—Although the mon­
soon set in some time ago in some parts of 
India, dispelling all fears of a failure of 
crops in that part of the country where 
rains had fallen, there has been no rain 
fall in Chingleput and North Arcot dis­
tricts of this presidency.

All hopes of averting a famine have 
been abandoned. The heat is unprece­
dented. Standing grain and other crops 
have succumbed to the long drouth. They 
are all withered and burned.

The effects of the scarcity of food is 
being felt. There is great suffering among 
the inhabitants of the districts./ Many 
deaths from starvation are reported.

It is impossible to get food for cattle. 
Live stock, of every description, is dying 
in large numbers everywhere in jthe dis­
tricts. *

Many natives of highcaste are, making 
application to the authorities for relief to 
keep themselves and families from star­
vation.

DIED IN AGONY.

A shocking accident occurred at the 
American iron works, Pittsburg, Pa., 
about 11 o’clock Saturday morning. Geo. 
Singer, 18 years of age was the victim. 
He had been engaged at the rolls in the 
hoop mills grinding the red hot rods as 
they rapidly passed through the rolls, 
when through some mishap, he Tailed to 
catch one of the glowing red ribbons of 
iron, and before he coaid resist his 
danger it curled and penetrated his groin 
on the right side, burning its way through 
the entrails. The cries of the unfortunate 
young man were heart rending as he 
writhed in agony as the iron was doing 
its deadly work. He lingered a few 
hours in terrible pain and suffering,when 
death ended his tortures.

CANADA’S GREAT NORTHWEST.

A correspondent at Brandon, Manitoba, 
under date of July 30, says :

We are going to have the largest kind 
of a crop that this country has ever seen, 
if the frost don’t catch us. Everything is 
favorable and the weather very hot. I 
was out about 20 miles on the pririe last 
week and I never saw anything like it in 
my life. Wheat? wheat, wheat, every­
where you look. For about six miles 
north, on the Rapid City trail, it is just 
one. big wheat field, standing higher than 
the wheels of the buggy and as thick and 
fine as it could possibly grow.

Farms and city property are.goipg up. 
One farm that was bought fourjears ago 
for $10 per acre sold last-week-for $21.50 
and there have been several othér deals 
of the same nature lately. k .

PRINCE EDWARD ISLAND CROPS.

Charlottetown, P. E. I., Aug. 3.—We 
never saw a finer appearance of grain and 
root crops in this island. Hay in some 
places will be quite an average. The 
grain harvest will be late, but the deep 
green of oats and wheat all over the 
country betokens plenty of straw and full 
grain. In the turnip field not a miss is 
to be seen, and potatoes look exceedingly 
well. This province will have an im­
mense quantity of potatoes to ship this 
autumn, if the rot, bug or any other des­
troyer does not blast the farmer’s hopes.

She was signalled off Fire 
Island at 2.05 o’clock. Her time was 5 
days, 18 hours and 8 minutes.

The preliminary examination of Elijah 
Bell, a married man who is charged with 
having attempted rape on a girl of tender 
years in the parish of Waterford, Kings 
county, was brought to a close Thursday 
at Sussex, and resulted in the stipendiary 
magistrate committing Bell to stand his 
trial at the next county court at Hampton.

Alex McFarlane and his son were 
drowned opposite Chatham on Saturday 
morning last. They, with another person, 
were endeavoring to row across the bow 
of a large vessel which was in the tow of 
a tug. The vessel’s bow struck the boat 
and she swamped. The father and son 
were drowned. Mr. McFarlane leaves a 
wife and eight children.

Tin exists in considerable quantities in 
Lunenburg county, N. S., about 26 miles 
from Bridgewater and near Cherryville 
station, on the N. S. & Central railway. 
Specimens of the ore have been sent to 
England and the returns show an average 
of five per cent, of tin, which is consid­
ered a very good result. A tin boom is 
expected.

Says the New Glasgow Enterprise : A 
dastardly and cowardly outrage was per­
petrated at the Drummond colliery Satur­
day. Some miscreants pulled out the 
tongue of a pit horse. Dr. Chalmers was 
called, but advised them to shoot the an­
imal to put him out of pain. The in­
human wretches who. would do this 
should be severely punished.

The United States deputy marshal, 
attached the property of the city of Bos­
ton for $700,000 on an action in court 
brought by six citizens of New York. The 
case was brought on account of infringe­
ment of a patent heater used in the fire 
department. The same parties placed a 
similar attachment for $75,000 on the 
property of the city of Cambridge.

Rev. Ingraham E. Bill, the father of the 
Baptist ministry in New Brunswick, died 
at his home in St. Martins, St. John 
county, on Wednesday, aged 85 years. 
He was born at Cornwallis, Nova Scotia ; 
entered the Baptist ministry in 1827 and 
retired from active work in 1886. He was 
long connected with the*denominational 
press in the lower provinces and was a 
forcible writer.

E. S. Schwabe, the millionaire print 
manufacturer of Manchester, England, 
who arrived here on Sunday, accompanied 
by his physician, from a tour around the 
world, shot himself dead while in bed at 
the Windsor hotel, at 8 o’clock Tuesday 
morning. The victim had been in ill 
health and despondent since the loss of 
his wife 18 years ago. He leaves a daughter 
in Manchester, whither his body will be 
sent.

An old woman named Woolfe was mur­
derously assaulted by an unknown man 
in the Whitechapel district, London, early 
Friday morning. The circumstances of 
the affair lead to the general belief that 
“ Jack the Ripper ” has again resumed 
his murderous work. The woman’s 
throat was cut and the body bears several 
ugly dagger wouadS^She is in a dying 
condition. There is ne clue as yet to the 
assassin.

A sailor named Wilkins, a stowaway in 
the steamer Mandalay from England, was 
found dead on the wharf at Pictou land­
ing Thursday morning. Stories are afloat 
as to the cause of death. It is said he was 
made work when he was not fit, that he 
was kêpt days without food, and when 
the vessel reached Pictou he could get no 
pay and was cast off. Wednesday night 
he begged for God’s sake to take him on 
board the ship,but they would’t take him. 
If the story told is true it is one of the 
hardest cases of man’s inhumanity to

No Exhibition, of Course,

A petition from the Fredericton board of 
trade was presented to the city council on 
Tuesday evening last, asking for a grant of 
$500 for the purpose of holding an exhibi­
tion. The petition stated the claim that 
the city council received $3,000 of insurance 
on the exhibition building and has enjoyed 
the use of that sum since that time. The 
petitioners wished to assist agricultural 
society, No. 34, in holding an exhibition, 
feeling that there was danger, should the 
exhibition be not held, that the buildings 
now held for exhibition purposes would be 
sold. It was signed by president John M. 
Wiley and secretary McCready.

There was considerable argument over 
this. The city council say that the $3,000 
of insurance which came to them they used 
to take up debentures on the exhibition 
building and that, therefore, the agricul­
tural society had no claim against them. 
Whatever hope there might have been of 
getting the grant was destroyed by making 
this insurance matter the strongest argu­
ment in the board of trade’s plea for the 
grant.

The matter was referred to a special com­
mittee, Aids. McPherson, Estey, Gilman 
and Richey.

There is not the slightest hope that the 
request of the petition will be granted, and 
there will be no exhibition unless the money 
can be raised by other means.

Summer Travel.

On Tuesday a large party of Americans 
from Biddeford, Me., paid our city a visit. 
As is usual, they were loud in their praises 
of the beauty of Fredericton, and expressed 
regrets that their time was so limited they 
could not remain and view the city and 
surroundings more fully. The hotels have 
had a good run all the season, and the 
stream of travel is not yet over by any 
means.

(Black) was acting deputy secretary treas­
urer?” He says my attention has been 
called to a letter in The Herald. He then 
takes his coat off, and with one long sweep 
of his pen, he annihilates “one who knows.” 
He calls me a miserable scribbler, an ignor­
ant, malicious coward, besides many other 
choice names ; and tha meek Mr. Black 
then makes the important announcement 
that he will in future take no notice of 
this class of correspondents. Here are the 
exact words :

“ This communication is an exhibition of 
malice and ignorance. Malice in the 
slanderous nature of its miserable insinu­
ations, and ignorance in saying that certain 
amounts oi bye road money paid either as 
special grants or otherwise and for which 
returns had not been published, had not 
been credited to the parish of Southampton. 
A person who can write and publish such 
utter nonsense as this is wise not to sign 
his name.”

The learned gentleman after getting off 
the above, says that I did well not to sign 
my name to my letter. It was never known 
that the celebrated Mrs. Moriarity had any 
relatives in this country, but one would 
judge from reading the above, that Mr. 
Black, if not one of her descendants, pos­
sesses in a large degree, the talent for which 
she was so famous. I made no reference to 
Mr. Black in connexion with either special 
grants or bye road monies. What I stated 
was that his particular friend, Finder’s 
name, had been on the defaulter’s list for 
years, and that in 1888 or 1889, it was taken 
off without the amounts being paid, for 
which he was a defaulter or the parish receiv­
ing any credit for them, and this was done 
with the assistance of the then auditor. Mr. 
Black says that he has the authority of the 
committee for what he does ; but he takes 
good care not to tell us how his friend, 
Finder's name, got oft the defaulters’ lists. 
It can easily be seen why Finder worked so 
hard to get Mr. Wilson out of the secretary 
treasurer’s office and put Mr. Black in.

Accidents.

On Wednesday afternoon while Ran 
Staples, of St. Mary’s, was hitching his 
horse to the wagon, the animal, maddened 
by a bite from a horse, suddenly kicked, 
striking Mr. Staples on the right arm near 
the shoulder.

A son of Albert True, of Lincoln, was 
brought to the city on Monday bleeding 
freely from a wound in the left wrist about 
two inches long, inflicted by a knife while 
whittling. It was found that an artery had 
been cut, which had to be tied and several 
stitches put in.

While Henry B. Clark, David Wilson, 
John Machum and young Minto were 
working at Rev. F. Alexander’s residence, 
on Wednesday, the staging gave way, pre­
cipitating the occupants to the ground. 
All escaped injury except Machum, whose 
arm was broken. Dr. Coburn rendered 
the necessary medical assistance.

A young colt belonging to Duncan Buch­
anan, of Marysville, after being frightened 
out of the yard by a clothes line pole fall­
ing upon it while being harnessed, went 
over the Nashwaak river bank and head 
first down the descent of about sixty feet. 
The horse was pretty well used up by the 
fall ; the wonder is that it was not killed.

Henry Babour, (formerly of the I. 8. 
corps, and who lost part of one of his feet 
while working on a railway construction 
train last summer) accidentally fell off a 
platform, twelve feet high, at St. Marys, 
Monday evening, and sustained severe in­
juries. He is being cared for at the Victoria 
hospital, and is doing as well as possible.

HORSE NOTES.

A List of the Good Ones that are Likely to 
Make Sport This Season.

The prospects for fall races throughout 
the province are good. St. Stephen will 
have a two day’s meeting, St. John will 
have five days of racing during the time of 
the exhibition, and Fredericton will prob­
ably have two days, with dates to suit St. 
John and St. Stephen.

The reason that the dates for the Freder­
icton races have not been fixed is owing to 
the uncertainty as to the proposed exhibi­
tion. If an exhibition is held the races will 
be given on the same dates.

A large excursion under the direction of 
the Knights of Pythias is expected here in 
September, when the park association will 
likely hold a race meeting. If the owners 
of Robbie Lee, Lincoln Lass and Nellie H. 
could come to any understanding before 
that date, it would be an attractive race for 
the ÿùblic, the relative merits of the several 
hortfes have been very much discussed since 
the race on 1st July. Unfortunately, Mr. 
Hanlon's mare met with an accident,which 
has prevented her being speeded any lately.

The only colt race that St. John expects 
to put on is for four year olds. Some of 
our local colts would have a good chance 
for this purse, such as Bessie Clay and 
Roach’s Sporter, jr.

Local horses are doing very well just 
now, but there is not so much amusement 
on the track in the evenings as there was 
earlier in the season. However, some fast 
trials have recently taken place. A. N. 
LaForest recently drove his three year old 
Wilkes stallion a mile in 2.491. This is 
within one second of the track record for 
three year olds, viz.: 2.481, which was made 
hy Carvill’s Speculation in the second heat 
of a race in October, 1888. Speculation’s 
mile at that time was by quarters — 41, 421, 
411 and 431, while the trial made by Sir 
Wilkie was 421, 411, 42 and 431.

In this three year old race in October, 
1888, the starters were Speculation, School 
Marm, Clayola and Johnstone. The first 
heat was won by School Marm in 2.49, and 
the next two by Speculation in 2.481 and 
2.51. Johnstone was distanced in the first 
heat, but he was a good colt, and has since 
entered the 2.30 list, or it is so reported. 
Speculation has a record in a race of close 
to 2.30, and Clayola has this season entered 
the charmed circle. School Marm has also 
trotted some very fast miles since that race.

They were four good colts; and if Mr. 
LaForest, with Sir Wilkie, can beat that 
record of 2.481 in a race this fall, of which 
there is every prospect, he may well be 
proud of his colt.

Rumor says that the attorney general’s 
pacing filly, sired by Harry Wilkes, is 
showing some fast trials in the hands of J. 
D. Stockford, and that Mr. Stockford will 
handle her until fall with a view to starting 
her in the three year old races. Should this 
filly, Sybil, and Sir Wilkie meet this fall, 
the race will not be for dollars only, and 
should be a drawing card for any track that 
is fortunate enough to get them.

For a four year old race, the local horse­
men would rely on sheriff Sterling’s Bessie 
Clay to keep up the reputation of the celes­
tial city, and for a three minute purse they 
would be willing to back Mr. Thompson’s 
Harry M. against all comers.

For a 2.40 class, the Fredericton favorite, 
George All Right, would be depended on to 
make a race interesting, and any horse win­
ning could hdrdly expect to start in a 2.40 
class again. Whether or not the owners of 
these horses will have them fitted for the 
fall races, remains to be seen ; but should 
they do so, they have good material to work 
upon, and the home people, interested in 
horse racing, would be glad to see them 
start.

The Roll CalL

Cecil, the bright little year and a half old 
child of Charles Goodspeed, died on Monday 
at Gibson of cholera infantum.

William Russell, formerly of this city, but 
who has lately been living in Minneapolis, 
U. S., died on Sunday morning last. He 
was 56 years of age. , .

An infant daughter of Richard Tibbitts, 
deputy provincial secretary, died on Sunday 
from cholera infantum and was buried on 
Monday afternoon.

William Simpson, of Queensbury, died 
on Thursday last at the age of 60 years. 
He was buried on Saturday at Bear Island, 
rev. Mr. Tupper conducting the last sad 
rites.

The death is announced of Miss Margaret 
Morrow, daughter of R. A. H. Morrow, at 
St. John, Saturday night. Meningitis was 
the cause of her death at the age of 21. She 
attended the Normal school here at the last 
terra.

Ed. Jones, formerly of this city, was 
drowned in Snake river near Portland, 
Oregon, on the 17th ult. Deceased at one 
time worked in Eben Miller’s carriage 
factory, and went west a few years ago. 
He has a brother living in Millville.

Intelligence received from Medford, Wis­
consin, give particulars of a sad accident by 
which Willard Miller, son of George Miller 
of Lower Southampton, engineer of a tan­
nery in that city, was killed. The slipping 
of the governor belts was the cause. De­
ceased was a young man 25 years of age, 
and leaves a widow, daughter of Wm. 
Ganong of Southampton, and a little 
daughter of two years, living in Medford.

On Saturday last, Rynard Wheeler died 
at his home at Lower Prince William. The 
deceased was a life long resident of the 
parish and was well known in this city, 
having had business dealings with many of 
the merchants for many years. He was in 
the 60th year of his age at the time of his 
death. The funeral took place on Monday 
last, and was attended by a large concourse 
of people anxious to show their last respects 
to an old friend and neighbor.

Geo. Foster J. P., of Kingsley settlement, 
dropped dead this morning while working 
at his hay. The deceased arose in the morn­
ing in apparently good health and spirits, 
and went about his usual work on the farm. 
He was well and favorably known and a 
gentleman much respected throughout the 
county. At one time he represented his 
parish at the council board and was a 
zealous worker in its interests. He was in 
the 75th year of his age.

HOLY COAT OF TRIER.
Garment Supposed to Have Been Worn 

by Christ Exhibited.

The “ Holy Coat of Trier,” thenar ment 
supposed to have been worn by the 
Saviour, will be exhibited at the Cath­
edral at Trier, for six weeks commencing 
Aug. 18tfi, and fully 2,000,000 pilgrims 
are expected to visit the place during that 
time.

An earnest and long controversy has 
been waged regarding the genuineness of 
the relic. Chaplain Desbach, a member 
of the Prussian Diet and one of the com­
mittee for the exhibition of the holy robe, 
thinks that there can be no possible doubt 
as to its genuineness.

It has been exhibited only twice dur­
ing this century, in 1810 and 1844.

Many miracles are claimed to have been 
performed by this robe, and it is said to 
still possess great merit.

The relic is said to have been given as 
a present to the bishopric of Trier by St. 
Helen, the mother of emperior Constan­
tine, upon the latter’s conversion to 
Christianity.

The robe itself is a tunic about five feet 
long, cut narrow at the shoulders and 
gradually widening toward the knees. It 
is wroven out of one piece, without any 
seam whatever. The material is sup­
posed to have been linen but its great age 
prevents any exact examination. It is 
inclosed in an outer casing of purple and 
gold cloth, supposed to have been added 
some time in the seventh century, in order 
to preserve the relic.

During the exhibition extra trains will 
be run daily to Trier from Coblenz and 
Cologne. _______________
