At a meeting of the Dublin Young 
Men'»* Christian Association in con 
naction with the United Presby­
terian Church, held recently, an 
«nay wan read by Mr. F. W. May­
nard upon “Ireland Political and 
Patriotic in the Nineteenth Century.”

In the course of hid observation» 
the essayist sketched out shortly 
some of the events which are record­
ed in the history of Ireland antece­
dent to the present century, lie 
said that in looking at the question 
politically “Ireland a nation" was 
deprived of that title either wrongly 
or rightly. Could 4 be said that the 

ont system Government was 
iticial to Ireland or oven less 

directly to England ? If not, then 
who could say that Ireland was 
rightly deprived of nationhood ? 
Political Ireland was a people in 
chains, misruled, in the grasp ol 
coercion, garbed in sackcloth, den­
igration, and famine, and suqk fii 
crime and ignorance. Political Ire­
land was revolutionised by consti­
tutional means. Anterior to the 
nineteenth century the same state 
of aftairs appeared to have prevailed. 
The ultra Protestants had cried oui 
against any concession being given 
to their Catholic brethren for fear 
that their power should bo taken 
away. No doubt Roman Catho- 
licit-m had not been so much religious 
as political ; but who bad made it so ? 
(Hear, hear.) Had they not in those 
times the very same Orange Society, 
in which men for a political purpose 
were joined, and which had - done 
more to cloud the affairs of Ireland 
than anything else in the whole 
political history of the country. 
From this might be seen tbe com­
mencement of the evil» which fol­
lowed, and the reason why Ireland 
had not fallen in with the country 
to which it had been united. They 
had seen that many of the 1 entiers 
of the people wore confined within 
the walls of a prison, without any 
law but tyranny and oppression. 
As they loft the dock the wôrds 
“God save Ireland” were usually the 
last ujnhi their lips. Could anyone 
deny that there was not something 
in this—cither love of country or 
fanaticism. For they found in the 
history of the country that men 
convicted of crimes punishable by 
law, no matter how ill-advised they 
seemed, defy that power which de­
nounced them. Mon had walked to 
prison and the scaffold as if to 
victory, simply because they believed 
that their followers would accom­
plish the object which they had in 
view. The Parliament ol Ireland 
before the Union was a disgrace to 
the country that elected it ; but it 
was a monument of disgrace to the 
country that paid for it. Pitt, after 
the Union, said the weaker country 
would benefit by the Union with 
the stronger. How fully had that 
statement met its denial in the 
history of the past eighty years ? 
(applause.) It had boon one reeord 
of Core re ion with remedial legis­
lation to follow, and then give place 
once more to Coercion. They were 
told by some that the midnight 
marauder was abroad, that the 
capitalist had no security, labor nor 
resource, manu factures wore absent, 
and there was a general cry that the 
country was ruined. Still the jury­
men and the judge were laboriously 
engaged, with the aid ol the Crown 
witness and the informer, in the 
endeavor tq^ supply the missing link 
of evidence against those whom they 
tried, often even at the cost ol per­
jury. They had the agents of the 
Castle following about to England, 
or even to the new Ireland across 
the Atlantic, individuals whom they 
believed to be guilty of the crime 
of treason. Wlint was to prevent 
the policemen making up evidence 
against persons obnoxious to himself 
—a rival lover, say, who had wooed 
and won the dark-eyed colleen whom 
he wished to wed himself? They 
were all familiar with what usually 
followed these step—the orations of 
counsel in the courthouse and the 
condemnation of the victim. The 
“loyal” people slept secure in their 
beds when they heard of a convic­
tion, and said that this would 
frighten and prevent others from 
committing crime. They seemed, 
however, to forger that the law which 
led to the conviction of an innocent 
man increased the feelings of those 
opposed to it a hundredfold. No 
matter what statesman came over 
from England he had to take his 
information from the same partisan 
Orange demagogues who had their 
quarters in Dublin Castle. All the 
correspondents of the London papers 
in Ireland were either Government 
reporters, or held positions upon 
the most rabid Orange newspapers 
in Dublin. The kernel of the whole 
matter was that England never gave 
anything to Ireland until it was 
dragged from her. In conclusion, 
ho asked hi» hearers if the present 
system of government was not tbe 
worst that could be devised. 
(Applause.)

At a recent weekly meeting of 
the Belfast Young Men's Presbyter 
ian Association, a paper intituled 

Ireland lioforo the Union” was 
read by Mr. John Bartley. There 
was a large attendance of members. 
Mr. Bartley in U*e coui>c of his 
paper traced the history of Ireland 
irom its earliest period down to the 
pawing of the Act of Union, making 
special reference to the tyrannical 
conduct of English rulers towards 
Ireland, and the sufferings of her 

sple, particularly those of the 
•man Catholic faith. The Irish 

chieftains had fought for the Catho­
lic relqrion and for religious liberty 
a blessing which they as Presby­
terians esteemed nhovc all others, 
and they could hardly blame tbe 
Irish people for entertaining a feel 

of dhdikt

(u-r.btrr
Mr. Craig, in criticizing the essay 

said it was no wonder the Irish peo­
ple hated Dublin Castle. One of 
the ‘particular things which the 
Irish objected to was the plantation 
of Ulster, that came with a high 
hand and took possession of tin 
country, and it wan no wonder that 
the Celts from that jwriod down to 
the present time had a strong feel 
ing of enmity and hatred toward? 
England. The Irish Presbyterian* 
had deliberately ictusod to put 
themselves on an equality with Eng­
lish Protestants, simply in order to 
assist their Roman Catholic brethren 
in obtaining the same rights as their 
Protestant fellow-countrymen en­
joyed (applause).

Mr. Dun woody said that there 
was one thing that they, as Presby­
terians and Irishmen, should coll­
ider, and that was u statement that 
he Irish people were unable to gov 

ern themselves, but when ho a*kod 
4iad they got the opjwrtunity for 
doing so? Ireland was a ino»t 
prosperous and wealthy country be 
lore the Act of Union was passed, 
and but for the descendants of the, 
robbers who came from England 
and robbed Irishmen of the soil they 
had tilled that might still ho the 
case (applause). He hold that Ire­
land was able to govern itself, and 
would be far better without English 
rule (applause). Dublin Castle was 
simply a place of corruption, as fur 
as government was concerned. The 
time was approaching year by year 
when self-government would be es­
tablished in Ireland, and when they 
would have a prosperous and inde­
pendent jHiopIo (applause). And 
therefore it was their duty as an 
association to do everything they 
possibly could to point out the 
grievance of the Irish people when 
dealing with a subject like that 
treated of by tbe essayist, and show 
the best means by which those 
grievances were to be redressed. 
(Applause).

U> be tbe very utmost that the Irish 
population in Britain will be able to 
return."

“Yes," replied Mr. Healy to a 
question, “I certainly think that one 
proof of tbe unfairness of the pro­
posed system of redistribution. The 
Irish and Catholic population of 
Great Britain is nearly two millions 
whereas in Ireland, where there are 
only about one million of Protestante 
they will have amongst them per­
haps 25 members.

Mr. Healy, M. P., Interviewed-

Mr. Healy, M. P., was recently 
interviewed in Glasgow. To a 
rejiorter he said : —

“ I must say,” stated Mr. Haley, 
that we (the Irish Party) have 

always taken the keenest interest in 
the state of the Highlands, not only 
because the people, being of Celtic 
descent, are almost as much to us as 
our fellow-countrymen, hut also 
because their grievances are ana­
logous to our own. 1 think, if I 
remember rightly, it was the LaYvi 
League that gave them the first 
tart, both morally and financially 

by example and advice. That was 
about the year 1881. I would not 
counsel the Crofters to accent the 

revisions of the Irish Land Act. 
'lie act does not go half far enough 

for them. I would not advise them 
to take it except it is considerably 
extended. We will bo able to give 
them a tew hints in that direction ; 
but so far as that goes, such a bill 

uld be of more advantage to them 
than to us, becau*e it would be ad­
ministered sympathetically by men 
if their own sort, men who are not 

alien to them in religion, sympathy, 
and feeling, and especially (added 
Mr. Healy bitterly) by % Govern­
ment not backet 1 up, ils in li-eland, 
by landlords and lawyers, and 
administered in order to twist its 
clauses to their own benefit. 14 
are not in favor of land nationnm 
lion. The programme of the Land 
League is peasant proprietorship.
I think Mr. lienry George is wrong 
in his idea, and there is a very large 
difference between this programme 
and that of the leaders, lie is in 
favor ol all taxes being taken oil 
the land. He says * do not let any 
one own the land.’ I do not agree 
with that at all, because 1 think if 
the people keep hold of the land 
they should be equally taxed, and 
should be made to contribute a fair 
share towards the general fiscal 
burdens of the country. I would 
not make them pay, however, more 
taxes than any other class of pro­
ducers, but (added Mr. Healy 
decisively) the general question of 
land nationalisation is 
within the sphere of practical politics 
than the emigration of the Chinese. 
Some time in the twentieth century 
will bo time enough to discuss it. 
The positions of the Irish tenants 
and the Scottish crofters are quite 
different, and I fancy Mr. Geoi 
will find it very hard to porsu: 
the crofters to exchange local taxes 
for the perhaps harsher exactions 
of a Government official, 
really believe that if the Radical 
party will not take up the Homo 
Rule question the Tory party will, 
but both parties will ultimately see 
that it is to the interests of the em­
pire, as much as to those of Ireland 
especially in the threatening politi 
cal outlook on the Continent and 
abroad. More than that, I think 
that both parties are daily becoming 
more convinced that the self govern 
mont of Ireland would in no sense 
be a danger to England. If the Irish 
Parliament were opened to-morrow, 
as in the days of Grattan, England 
would still have her forts and armies 
in the country. No, wo have no 
wish to go beyond that. We want 
nothing out the management of our 
own affairs, leaving the wider im­
perial questions to the Imperial 
Parliament.”

We have no hope under the ward 
system of representation, of return­
ing a Home Rule member for Glas­
gow, but we should bo able to do so 
in Liverpool. There are, 1 suppose, 
over 100,000 persons in Glasgow of 
Irish birth and descent, but they are 
pretty evenly dividéd over the 
whole of the wants. They may 
have in one or two wards a very 
respectable minority. 1 do not 
think they have an absolute 
majority in any one. In Liverpool, 
now, 1 think that, nelens the dis­
tricts are nafhiriy gerrymandered, 
the Irish should be able to return 
one member.

Socialism, Anarchy and Nihilism.

The socialists are causing consul 
enable trouble in Chicago. At their 
meeting recently they threatened to 
shoot down a few thou-and capital­
ists for a beginning. They claimed 
that there were 2,000,000 men idle 
in the United Stales. This would 
be about one-tilth of the working 
male population of the whole country,

On the same day a meeting of 
narchists was held in London, at

A Ber­
lin delegate, who seconded the reso­
lutions, lauded August Reinsdorf, 
one uf the condemned men, and 
added that a lew such men were 

anted badly in London to-day. 
Might not this expression be found 
to have a bearing on the recent 
dynamite explosions in London that 
have all along been attributed to 
Irishmen.

On the same day the Anarchists 
held a meeting in Paris, avowedly 
to make arrangements for the burial 
of the mother of Louise Michel.

In Russia the Nihilists are giving 
large amount of trouble, but tbe

Tbe completion of the Washington 

Monument, at Washington, recalls
the notorious exhibition of big**4 
vandalism which resulted in the des­
truction of the memorial stone con­
tributed by His Holiness Pope Pine 
IX. It was a block of African 
marble, taken from the Temple of 
Peace, and was simply inscribed,

The watchman, 
who was armed, made no effort to 
apprehend Use vandals or to give an 
alarm. Ho w.is, after an investiga­
tion, discharged.

The mystery surrounding this 
act ol Know-Nothing bigotry lias 
never bveu cleared up, although it is 
believed that there are some men 
still living in Washington who could 
give a correct history of this dis­
graceful event in the monument’s 
history it they would open their 
lips, which have been sealed regard­
ing it lor thirty years. Among the 
incidents connected with the finish­
ing of this grand obelisk it may be 
mentioned that Mr. John H. Doyle, 
a talented young member of the old 
Catholic lamily of that name in the

The Dynamite Explosions.

Our news columns to-day contain 
a full account of the dastardly out­
rage* perpetrated in London last 
Saturday, by the devilish worker» 
in dynamite.

The 
destruction of valuable national pro­
perty was not their only aim, for 
they cho.*e a day and an hour when 
the Tower was crowded with vis.it- 
>rs, and it was only through a mer­
ciful interposition of Almighty God 
that hundreds of iiin<K-vnt men, 
women and children were not killed. 
So far we have learned of no fatality, 
and indeed, the damage, it there is 
no mistake in the telegrams, is com­
paratively trifling.

The British 
square was unfortunately penetrated 
about its left rear, where a heavy cav­
alry and camel regiment were in posi­
tion. by sheer weight of numbers. The 
admirable steadiness of our men en­
abled them to maintain a hand to band 
fight with the opposite force, while 
severe punishment was being inflicted 
upon the enemy by all other parts of 
tbt square. The enemy was finally 
driven back under heavy fire from all 
sides. The 10th Hussars then pushed 
forward to the wells, which were in our 
possession by five in the evening. Th- 
enemy left not less than 8(H) slam 
around the square. Prisoners taken 
while the enemy were retiring report 
the number of the enemy wounded w s 
quite exceptional. One immediate 
effect of the battle i* that many of the 
rebels are submitting.

Dynamite in London.

Three Harming explosions of dyna­
mite occurred in London on Saturday 
ifternoon—one at the Tower of Lon- 
lon. and two at the Parliament 
Buildings. The explosion at London 
Tower was the most successful which 
bus yet been made. The fam >us old 
building was crowded with visitors nt 
the time of the explosion. The attack 
was made on that portion of the build­
ing known as the White Tower. It 
was fairly filled with visitors at the 
time, and most if not all of those who 
are known to have be< n hurt were mov­
ing nlsiut in the Tower at the time of 
the explosion. The White Tower was 
almost completely wrecked by the force 

f the explosion, and the roof a a# 
blown clear off the structure. Trie 
police, the moment they realiz'd th. 
nature of the explosion, effectually 
barred all egress from the Tower and 
grounds, subjecting every person whom 
they succeeded in detaining to a rigid 
search, upon the theory that the attack 
was perpetrated by some person 01 
persons inside the premises.
