Under the above joaption Amy M. 
Grange contributes a short, bnt 
thoughtful paper to the American 
Catbr lie Quarterly Review. Begin­
ning with tbe^statement—which she 
says is not going too far—that Lon­
don today is practically without re­
ligion, this writer admits that few of 
the denizens of the English metro 
polis are irreligious, and contends 
that many of them, not without re­
ligion, yearn to be religious, but are 
hampered from becoming such “ by 
a ohonrnfe historical eiroumstanoes 
over which they -have had no more 
control than over the physical types 
of their ancestry.” Of the different 
Protestant religious activities that 
are endeavoring to operate in Lon­
don, among the religiouslees popula­
tion, we are told that dissent, though 
still a power in the country districts, 
is losing its hold on the city poor ; 
that the Salvation Army is really 
'.he only dissenting body that pos­
sesses any influence, bnt it fails to 
satisfy because of its absence of dog­
ma ; and that the craving for dog­
ma ia at the bottom of the conten­
tions that show themselves in the 
Established ohnroh, one section of 
which oppoees all dogmatic teach­
ing, while the other, in the hope of 
satisfying the popular craving, pre­
tends to be the Oatholio Church and 
apes its ceremony and ritual. Our 
writer contends that this latter sec­
tion has well-nigh transformed the 
face of the Established church, by 
bringing back “ the ancient forms 
of baptism, the use of the cross, the 
observance of feasts and fasts,” .and 
by various other returns to Catholic 
customs and practices. The old En­
glish hatred against Catholicism, 
she adds, has also passed away, and 
in its wake has followed the ridicule 
that Londoners onoe sought to oast 
upon the Church. A new order of 
things has succeeded. “ Once more 
a train of vested priests and acoly­
tes bears the crucifix and statutes of 
Our Lady and the saints along the 
highways of the metropolitan city 
as in the days when England built 
jm hev t' A* end won her battles nn-

tne il ,.yrnovi«, ouue mure 
the Pater-noeter and the Ave, which 
gave their names to streets that 
have them still, rise on the air 
which blows from the hills ol Surrey 
or the heights of Hampstead ;’’ and 
“in the hurry and ekurry of the 
nineteenth century, in the midst of 
the social whirlpool formed by the 
impact of ex reme luxury on hor­
rible, ghastly poverty are revived 
traditions of those more spacious 
days when the sweater and the re­
lieving officer and the gauds of the 
London season were unknown.”

article on “ The ; ation of Crime 
to Education," in v •*• occurs one 
paragraph that eon.-.ue some in­
structive" flgur s from which the 
writer-draws certain pertinent con­
clusions regarding the inadequacies 
and defeors of our public school 
system. The paragraph « 
is this : “ The overwhel ,a-
jority of the prisoners in our jails 
and penitentiaries have had the in­
tellectual training of our public 
schools. Of 1,153 inmates of Sing 
Sing prison, for instance, in 1890, 
1403 had been taught at the public 
schools. Many of the other States 
of the union showed also a vast dis­
proportion between those educated 
in the ~publio schools and those 
taught elsewhere. On the other 
Land, the small percentage of crim­
inals who had been brought up in 
the Roman Catholic parochial schools 
was a fact so glaringly brought out 
in the various official reports that 
no attempt has been made to ex- 
plain it away. And yet, with 
these eloquent facts staring them in 
the face, public officials go on year 
after year smugly dilating on the 
benefits of the common school sys­
tem, and saying never a word of 
ite most painfully manifest draw­
backs.” This assertion is only too 
true of our public educational offi­
cials, who recognize that their ten­
ure of office depends upon their eulc- 
gies, no matter how defective they 
know it to be, of the public school 
system ; or who lack the courage to 
tell the truth. It is a hopeful indi­
cation, though, when other individ­
uals, prominent as educators, point 
out the defects of the public school 
system, as several of them have re­
cently done, one of the latest persons 
to do so being President Hyde of 
Bowdoin, upon whose just criticisms 
of that system the Review comment­
ed editorially last week.

“Not often 
says Mr. Adams of that address, 
“ in these latter days of nnotuous 
‘ alliances * and ‘movements looking 
to Christian unity’ are Wè treats^
to such outspoken Protestantism. 
Here is this famous Bishop, stung 
by the declaration of the Holy 
Father, stultifying himself 3 and 
coming out squarely for private 
judgement and the divinity of 
doubt. The Pope is ignorant, pro- 
vinoial and incapable of seeing a 
question in the clear, broad way in 
which Dr. Potter does 1 And any­
how, who pays the slightest at­
tention to what the Pope says Ï 
As a wretched piece of taste, as, an 
insult to fully half of the-Verÿ 
clergy who had to hear it, and as 
an evidence of the shallowness of 
his pompous posing as a lover of 
unity, this charge of the Bishop of 
New York to his clergy in con­
vention assembled is a masterpiece." 
Doctor Potter is not, however, the 
only Episcopalian prelate who has 
stultifyed himself by his remarks 
on this Papal decision. His col­
league of Albany, Doctor Doane, did 
the same thing last week in the ad­
dress he delivered at the annuel 
convention of his clergy, and in 
which he appears to have made 
himself simply an echo to Bishop 
Potter. It is nothing surprising, 
though, to find Bishop Doane tak­
ing a position that’éxoites the redi- 
oule of the public, for, exception 
made of a very few issues, he is 
morally certain to range himself 
always on the wrong side of all 
questions.

Necessity of Religious Teaching

If Mr. Brodeur accepts the speaker­
ship, Beausoliel, who hates Tarte 
worse than bis satanic majesty hates 
holy water, will leave the commons 
and become judge of the circuit court 
in Montreal, but should the member 
for Berthier become Mr. Speaker, 
then his confrere from Ronville will, 
be addressed as Jis^ioawr, and leave 
political life. Jit Is now pretty well 
understood that in spite of Tarte’s 
desire to give Sir Joseph Chapleau a 
second term at Spencerwood, the in­
fluence of his old liberal colleagues 
will be too strong and will result in the 
appointent of Hon. Senator Pelletier 
as Lieutenant Governor of the Pro­
vince of Quebec. Sir Henry Joly de 
Lothbiniere will then leave the cab­
inet, accept the vacant senatorship 
and become president of the upper 
chamber, the gallant kntght’s port­
folio being taken by Mr. Choquette, 
M. P. forMontmagny.

The community of Aspey Bay, C.

MacDonald fell through the ice when 
attempting to cross Young's Cove 
near Dingwall The ice was ex­
ceedingly thin, and, when people ar­
rived on the scene, some time was 
lost in procuring means to efiect a 
rescue. George and a sister were 
saved, the two youngest, a girl and a 
boy were lost, the youngest girl held 
on to a board until reached by men 
in a boat, when she was just about 
sinking. Although not dead, wheh 
rescued, she died shortly aftegWards, 
probably from exposure.-^ Wide­
spread sympathy is felt the^re for the 
bereaved family.

A RELIGIOUS RENASCENCE.

Mise Grange notes that in the re­
ligious renascence which London is 
at present undergoing, apparently, 
one of the principal activities is that 
Catholic lay undertaking which has 
for its object the presentation and 
explanation of Oatholio truth by a 
series of free public lectures ; and of 
these lectures she declares that per­
haps the most striking ones, so far 
as local surroundings go, are those 
delivered by laymen in Hyde Park. 
“Here, almost on the spot where 
martye sowed the seed," she writes,
“ a gallant attempt is made, Sunday 
after Sunday, to carry the harveet. 
Nor. are the workers altogether 
without their reward. Gentleneee, 
courtesy and a scholarly train of 
argument win their way. Protest­
ants come from long distances to 
listen and learn, and to ask bona fide 
questions ; and a rash attempt made 
by an association (qpûonneoted with 
the Established church) to clamour 
down the lecturers, died harmlessly 
away. Numerous conversions have 
been traeed’to both the indoor and 
outdoor conferaccès, and it is pro­
bable that the crusade of tract dis­
tribution, organized by the same 
promoters, though its results are 
necessarily to some extsnt hidden, 
also bears fruit in that removal of 
prejudices which, at the very least, 
leaves the mind as a clear page on 
which troth may writs itself.” No 
■attempt is made in this brief paper 
to predict what the outcome of this 
endeavor to bring London back to 
its ancient Catholic faith will be 
All that the' writer asserts is that 
the impulse has been given to snob 
an endeavor :*hat the rest lies large­
ly with Catholics themselves ; 
psoially with lay Catholics; that 
men are disheartened with Protest 
antism because it gives so little, 
■doubtful of Anglioaniem for the rea­
son that that sect is doubtful of its- 
self ; and that Ritualism, which 
trying to counteract the movement, 
“ is' too inoohesive even te stop 
gap, aid is generally looked upon 
rather as foam and flotsam borne on 
the lnrnshing tide.”

SOME INSTRUCTIVE FIGURES.

The Christmas number of the 
' Oatholio World contains an unsigned

zuelan women—who are all Catho­
lics—in the article he has in the 
November Cosmopolitan on the 

Belles of Caracas.” “ If I should 
say, ” writes Mr. King, “ that the 
women of South America are more 
gentle, more affecionate, more do­
mestic than those of the temperate 
zone, I would doub: less bring down 
upon my head an avalanche of oriti- 
oism. And yet I am forced to admit 
this sad truth. That euoh a state 
of afiairs exist iâ not due to any de­
fect in the nature of our women, 
but to the careless manner in which 
young girls are brought up in the 
United States. It ie a fault of in­
stitutions, not of morals. There 
complete domestic happiness is the 
rule, not the exception. Here it is 
tile exception, not the rule. Even 
in the great capitals of South Ameri­
ca the divorce court is unknown, 
and newspapers discuss other topics 
than the details of martial unfaith­
fulness. Among the better classes 
scandals are unknown, and the 
family skeleton ’ haa no place in 

the Spanish-Ameiioan household.” 
This tribute to Catholic South Am- 
erica comes, be it remembered 
from a non-Catholio writer, who re­
flects again severely, but neveithe 
less justly, upon American ways, 
that are all too commonly tolerated 
when he says “ If immoral books 

placed in the hands of young 
girls, questionable dramas repre­
sented upon the stage, and nude 
pictures exhibited in every parlor, 
it as is impossible to believe that 
they will not influence the growing 
mind a» to say that you can stir the 
muddy bottom of a stream without 
discoloring the clear water above." 
It ia to be regretted that the com­
missioners who last week accepted 
that l ta lue which will disfigure 
Boston’s public library as long as it 
remains in its present position lost 
sight of the force and truth of suoh 
an assertion as this when they 
authorized the placing of that in­
decent figure where the youth of 
all the city may be viciously in­
fluenced by the sight of it. Mr, 
King praises highly the love and 
respect which Venezuelan girls give 
to their parents, the affection anc 
sympathy all Venezuelan womeii 
exhibit when affliction or sorrow 
befalls any W .their friends, and 
speaking of thtw- as he saw them 
at Mass in the Cathedral, he says, 
“ within those sacred portals there 
is no caste, for the senorita with the 
blue blood of Castile worships the 
same God as the Indian peon."

cation ; but, gentlemen, moral and 
religious teaching is not like a read­
ing or a arithmetical lesson which 
is given at a fixed hour and which 
is then over and done with- Moral 
and religious teaching is continual. 
The atmosphere of the school must 
be moral and religious. Only on 
this condition will you have moral 
and religious teaching in the 
sohools. • A time is coming when 
the'soienoea will ba ome the object 
of all study, but in the primary 
schools, if you do not establish mor­
al and religious teaching, you will 
not attain your object. Does not 
the master open and close the 
soool with prayer ? When he 
teaches the children how to read, is 
itsiot in the Catechism? When he 
teaches them history, is it not in the 
Holy Soriptures? Rdigious in­
struction, in a word, is associated 
with every aot, and is felt at all 
hours in the primary school. Ba 
ware of a fact which has never been 
so prominent as in our time. The 
development of the intellect when it 
ie accompanied by moral and relig­
ious development, gives rise to sen­
timents of order and of submission 
to law, and lays the foundation of 
the greatness and prosperity of 
society. Intellectual development 
by itself develops principles of in­
subordination and disord. r, and 
-threatens society with grave perils."

Messrs. Fielding, Paterson and 
Tarte began their enquiries in 
Montreal on the 16th,*on the tariff 
question, and many lines were 
heard. No frçe traders were 
heard, and most every one wanted 
an increase. The iron founders 
demand was as follows : 1st, that 
the present duty on pig iron of $4 
per ton be changed to $2 per gross 
ton ; 2nd, that cast iron scrap be 
placed on the free list ; 3rd, that 
the tariff on manufacturing art­
icles, the product of cast iron, re­
main as at present Sir Richard 
Cartwright was the essence of 
politeness, and seemed to run the 
show, while the finance minister 
appeared nervous and irritable. 
In fact, he got quite angry over the 
charge made against Americans 
of slaughtering goods in Canada. 
He took Mr. Fairman severely to 
task for selling barb wire in Win­
nipeg at a low rate because forced 
to do so by Pittsburg competition, 
it turning out that the freight 
from Pittsburg to Winnipeg is 55 
cents, against 75 cents from Mon­
treal to the capital of the prairie 
province. James Crathern, the 
millionaire hardware importer, 
said : “ I have been actively en­
gaged since 1854 as an importer 
of hardware and metal, and desire 
to state that although the national 
policy has operated somewhat 
against my personal interests as 
an importer, I am thoroughly con­
vinced that its development has 
been in the best interests of the 
country at large. I an) of opinion 
that the first national policy tariff 

framed by the late Sir 
Leonard Tilley was better suited 
to the requirements of the country 
than the present tariff np to thé 
time of the great changes in the 
iron duties as inaugurated by Sir 
Charles Tupper when minister of 
finance. I am of opinion that 
every possible encouragement 
should be given to the develop­
ment of the mining interest of the 
country. I think a system of 
bounties on the output of pig iron 
from native ore best suited to the

' Pbilomena’s first experience aa 
governess was in a dazzling circle 
of rank and fashion, to which her 
father’s friends introduced her, by 
procuring her pupils for the piano, 
while Mlle, de Jouneourt had found 
a sitnation as resident governess in 
a noble family.

“ Ever dzarly beloved and hon­
ored FATHER :
“ While waiting eagerly for news 

of you, I will try to tell you some­
thing of Mlle, de Jonoourt and my­
self, lest yon should be anxious 
shout us. We made the journey 
from Warsaw to the Russian capital 
very comfortably indeed, and with­
out stopping anywhere on the 
road.

We are pleasantly installed in an 
excellent house, kept by two sisters, 
elderly Jadieev one a retired direc­
tress of a Catholic school, the other 
a music teacher. The latter lady, 
though nearly fifty, is very lovely 
still, but, sad to say, she is dying 
of consumption, brought on by over 
work and inevitable exposure to 
severe weather, while going about 
giving lessens.

“ Our windows look into the 
courtyard of the Dominican Church 
of St. Catherine of Alexandria, the 
cathedral of the city. Did you 
ever visit it ? If not I am sure yon 
will like to hear something about 
it. There are days when I fancy 
myself again in Warsaw ; for ex­
ample, on days of Polish sermons, 
fetes, etc , when I fancy myself 
surrounded by onr own people. 
They are so easily recognizable. I 
often iong to speak to some of the 
dark-eyed, sad-looking women, I see 
piostrate before the altar. A whole 
history of suffering is plainly writ­
ten on their patient faces. Then 
the soldiers, in their rough gray 
coats crowding around the confes­
sional. There are six open confes­
sionals in the ohuiob, three on each 
side the altar, forming a sort of 
half-circle; each three rather near 
each other. They are in the form 
of chairs, with high sides, and on 
either side a bench for the penitent 
to kneel on. The confessor is seat­
ed in an open armchair, as it were, 
without curtain or screen of any 
kind. It is almost like open con­
fession to kneel there to confess ; 
one is closely pressed by the throng 
the while. Through the little lat­
tice-work window the priest passes 
the printed slip of paper, attesting 
that the bearer has been to confes­
sion and received absolution. These 
slips are supplied by the minister of 
worship, and the Polish soldiers 
after receiving it, pass into the sa­
cristy to have their name and ad­
dress inscribed in the book kept for 
that purpose, and is regularly ex­
amined by the Russian authorities.

If the Polish Vsoldiers, or indeed 
any of our nation, are thereafter ac­
cused, justly or unjustly of any 
crime, the confessor ia also impli­
cated. Perhaps this is no news to 
you, my dear father.

since the Empress Anne gave the 
cemetery of her dogs to her Catho­
lic subjects to build a church upon.

I sometimes sit in the pew reserved 
for the Emperor Paul, on that day, 
when he himself stepped to the 
coffin and placed the royal crown 
upon the heed of Poniatowski, Paul 
had been good to him, because he 
loved to do always just the reverse 
of what his mother had done. That 
vile woman, whom some shameless 
sycophant has called * The Mother 
of her Country,’ was the evil genius 
of that chivalrous heart Thanks 
to her wiles and her deceit, he spent 
his last years in humiliating attend­
ance in the anti-rooms of the court, 
a sort of free-state prisoner, a wear 
er of invisible bonds. Thanks to 
her, his ancient name was here de­
graded. Hone felt It more than he 
himself, since he begged that they 
might bury him in this spot, ‘ where 
his countryman’s feet might daily 
trample on the dust of one who had 
betrayed hie country.'

They cannot dine out, 
receive a friend, or pay a visit, with­
out the permission, knowledge, ap­
proval of the powers. They cannot 
take even a day’s vacation without a 
mass of documentary evidence to show 
where and to whom they are going ; 
who are the friends and acquaintances 
of their host and hostess, and so on. 
To change the slightest object in their 
Church they must have writen permis­
sion . At any moment they may ' be 
compelled to receive any object, 
worthy or unworthy, that is sent by 
the minister or bis aids, A paid spy, 
a priest, is kept always in the con­
vent.

“ But, pardon me, dear father, you 
are still waiting for news of Madem­
oiselle and your devoted, lovely child. 
Mademoiselle has found a situation 
as resident governess for herself in the 
house of Prince Alexander Nikito- 
witch. There are five children, and 
she has them all in her hands for the 
French language and I am daily gov­
erness in the same family, my duty 
being to instruct three of these young 
people in music. I hope soon to 
have more pupils ; there are so many 
teachers that pupils are not easy to 
find. However, dear papa, I am earn 
ing something more than I need for

myself, eve# iwllr.imr ifepe" to hr 
something over for a rainy day befoi 
very long."

Here Philomena hesitated. “Ougl 
I to say that ?’’ she a*ed heraelfv. 
“ Will he take advantage of that know­
ledge to be mote reckless?” Then 
the thought of their debt to Mlle de 
Joncourt, a thought ever present to 
her mind, made her leave her letter, 
and pace up and down the room in 
troubled thought. “ Would it do to 
refer to it ?

(the nightmare or death hanging over
