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What Children Sheuld Eat'|

If there is ever a time when the
buman machine needs the very best
tod most nourishing food -it is be-
tween the sges of five and fifteea?
During these years, when the body
90B- | srowth is most rapid, the ohild’s
strength must be kept up 1o the mark
aod as varied as possible 2 menu of
lood‘, reaaily converted into suitable
buildibg materials, must be provided.
_ Too maoy pareants, particularly
those of the old-fashioned school,
cling to the theory that a child's likes
aod dislikes in the matter of food are
of no importance whatsoever; that
the child must eat what is placed be-
fore it, whether it likes it'or not.

This is a very pdd\"iynem, because
it often reeults in “the”child uhng 2
dislike to foods which, if a little tact
bad been used, it might have been led
to eat with some pleasure and appe=
tite. Aaother point is that food oane
dislikes never does as much good as
it would if it bappened to appeal to
the appetite .

If, then, a child has an inborn
batred for, say, milk or boiled eggs,
and essential noumblol foads of that
sott, do not force them-upon him, but
have them served in such a variety of
ways that he will not recognize them,

Mapy children whe do wot like
boiled eggs will readily enjoy them
wheo they are scrambled, or in the
form of omelettes, and"if they refuse
to drink milk by the glassful turn it
into juoket or into very milky milk
puddiogs.

To encourage the correct develop-
ment of the brzin and the body, care
shoald be exercised over the selection
of the food, and too loog an interval
of time should not be allowed to pass
between meals.

A child at a very early age looks
for regolarity in his meal hours, and
wheoever the time comes round the
bealthy child is ready and expectant
for Is.

If left too loog that delightful sen-
sation of being huogry will bave pass-
ed away and left a dull ache iostead.
The child will either not want to eat
at all, or will eat very quickly, and
perbaps have a bad aitack of indiges-
tion 1o couuequence.

A child should oot be brought up
on a large amount of meat; a litile
in the middle of the day is quite
eoough, and then it should not be too
well don#.  Oold meat is not easily
digested by younng children; a little
hot beef or mutton with plenty of
is both more nourishing and
more suilable to the yoathful stom-
ach.

There should always be vegetables
—potatoes in not too large a quan.
tity, as they zre not blood-making—
and whole meat or standard bread,
as much of this
green vegetable as the child likes.
After this be should bave a junket or
a milky puddiog with stewed fruit, or
any pudding made with milk and
egges.
