His qualities as a states-
man.are of a kind that all clusses can ap;.re
ciate. Had they been either higher or lower,
Loid Palmerston would not have been so
popular. He is the man for the hour. He
does not govern for posterity; he governs fur
his own time, that beinz the middle of the
nineteenth century, and the particular year,
1863, He does not govern for other eoun
tries; he goverus for his own, that country
being Greut Britain, and especially that por-
tion of it called Eogland. He#1s thorough!
practical ; he lives in a business age, and he
goes about the ait of governing in a business-
like way. He has nothing of the courtly
grandeur of the Elizabethan politicians; he
has uothing even of the stately diznity of
Pitt; much less does he sielier himself be-
hi.d the unscaleable etiquette which encom-
pusses Ofieatal ruleis; be is fiank, off hund,
ever to the point; yet well he knows all the
while what he is about.  He yoes down to the
House, aud, touching his hat as he pusses the
Speaker, tukes his seat on the Treasury
bencles, much as the banker would go to his
chambers, or the merchant to his warehouse.

These
must be their guiding star and the foundations
of their whole legisiution ;and policy. But
our Premier has found the basis of our empire
settled by his greaf predecessors, and he
thoroughly understands the task which has
fallen to him, which 1 that of carrying on
the state,—not of erecting a fabric, but pro-
viding tor the due defence and efficient repair
of a fubric entrusied to his hands.

measure for the passing hour; he dues so
with frankness, promptitude and eourage ; and
80 the work of government goes pleasantly
on. The difficulty that is uppermost is met

TREATMENT OF STRAWBERRIES IN JUKE.—
Noxt after clean cultivatiou, they want water.
If the woil is a light, sandy loam, it can hardly
have too much water. The plants are either
in full flower or full berries, ripening from
day to day, and they need abundant supplies
of moisture. The evaporation in one of these
long sumwer days is immense, and a drouth
just in the critical time, often diminishes the
strawberry crop oue half or more. . Mulching
is of great advantage, as it retains moisture
and keeps the fruit clean. We can only get
the largest berries with wbundant watering.
For the flavor we are somewbat dependent
upon the sunshine. In the garden, watering
is eotirely pragticable with a hydro ult or
common watering pot. One of the best
methods to get plunts for a new bed is to start
them in & very small flowerpot, as early as

Blghly beneficial, though the crops were look-
well before. Busiuess was dull. Native
Hﬂt 40s. to 44s. per qr. With stocks
gradually decreusing at Galatz, holders were
more firm, and less was doiug in consequence,
Maige was firm both thére and xt Ibrasia.
The weather being dry was highly favorable
fof thrashing, and there was no fear for the
coundition of the new crop. In some districts
the young wheat was sufferin . from the drouth.
Prices at Constantinople had rather hardened.
8Some bard Sdmsuun\chunt had been exported
at 373, 6d. to 38s. per qr., and some soft
Ibrail at 32s. per qr. for Marseilles. Arrivals
of the new crops were coming in scantily at
Alexandrin, and brought full prices for con-
lumeulL The quality was good as well as
ield.

Synod of the Presbyterian Church of
Canada 1n Connection with the
Church of Scotland.

The annual session of this Synod com-
menced on Wednesday morning in St. An-
drew’s Church. The sermon was preached
by the Rev. Principal Leitch, of Queen's Col-
lege,from the words : * Wilt Thou not revive
us in,” Afler the sermon the Synod was
consututed, and proceeded to the election of
a Moderator, the choice falling upon the Rev.,
John Campbell, M.A.,of Nottawasaga. A
vote of thanks was passed to Dr. Leitch, the
retiring Moderator, coupled with the request
that his sermon be given for publication. On
«calling the roll, 51 ministers and 16 elders
answered 10 their names, & numher of mem-
not baving yet acrived.  After the :{'P"“"-
ment of various committees, the Synod clerk
wead over the 'order of business for each duy
will Satarday. The Synod resolved that the
meetings should be held daily from a quarter
before eleven to one, fiom half-past two to
five, and from seven to ten o'clock  After a
wshort recess, the Synod re assembled, and the
clerk read replies received to loyal and other
addresses of Sul session. The minutes of
the commssion of the Synod, which sat in
* Toronto last February, were then read and
approved, after which the report. ofiQueen’s
College was read, showing a prosperous state
of affuirs, as regards the College, in several
important respects. The statutes of the Col-
lege, transmitied for approval, were next
read, and some discussion touk place on this
subject. Dr. Leitch expluived that only
those statues relating to thoological studies
were submitted tor coneideration, and to
guide members in their judgment he read the
veport of the committee on curriculum of
study for the ministry. In corresponding on
this subject with the committee of the General
Assembly of the Church of Scotland, he found
that every disposition had been shown by
wmewbers of the Home Church to give to
Canadinn studeuts the same priviliges as those
in Scotland, care being taken that the curri-
culm in Canada be satisfactory to the Church
there. Rav. Dr. Cook recommended a change
in the carricalm, insisting on the desirability
of some alteration as regards the study of
mgshematics. He helieved too much time
was engrossed by this branch, leaving little or
0o time 1o the student for moral philosophy
aud metaphysics. A discussion arose on the
motion to appoint trustees for Queen's Col-
lege, which, after continuing some time, was

Harvest Prospects.

Ouragricultural news from the various
States is now especially iuteresting and im-
portunt, aod there is promises of abundant
crops throughout the country, particularly in
the grain growing regions,  In Pennsylvania
unpropitious weather interfered with the
planting of corn, but wheat, oats and 1:
promise a heavy yield. In New Jersey

wheat and graig crops promise to be very
large, especially” in the central counties of
Somerset, HunterJow Midalesex, Buriington,
Monmouth, and Mever, in which the aggre-
gate produetion in past years has equalled that
of any districts ot similar extent in the coun
try. In the southern tier of cdunties a large
yield of fruit, espeeally of peaches and ap-
les, is anticipated. In New York, wheat
ooks well, aud other c¢rops promise fair.—
Generally speaking, the wheat harvest in
Maryland will be fair, and there is every indi-
cation of an abundance of fruit. The yield of
fruit in Michigan will be especially large, and
wheat, on the whole, is excellent. In St
Joseph county, peppermint has been exten-
sively planted, the yie!d from which, lust year,
reahized $37,506 In - Illinois, the wheat
growth never looked better, and corn and
fruits are full of promise.  Wheat in Iudiana
looks fine, and there will be no end to the
grass ; peaches will also yield a geuerous
harvest. ln Iowa, everything is equally satis-
factory. In Kaunsus, grass and wheat are
higzhly praised, and the farmers have been
encourazed to cu'tivate more extensively the
Iately adopted staple, cotton.  In Kentucky,
the wheat crop is promising. A Lebanon
letter says that farmers are in good spirit,
wexpecting every species of grain in gbun-
dance.” Of fruit, the vield in Wisconllln is
likely to be large.—{New York Express.
