The details of what is alleged to be 
« most cokl-btopded attempt to mur­
der a fellow homesteader at Provid­
ence, about 26 miles north of Vegre- 
ville, were brought out in the prelim­
inary hearing of Victor Berthet before 
Inspector Worsley at the R.N.W.M.P.

The accused Berthet is a French­
man who came from the old- country 
about a year ago- and took up a home­
stead in the Paddle Lake district. He- 
is a man about 38 years of age, 5 feet 
10 inches in height, with a full face,' 
black moustache and a head of grey; 
hair closely dipped and bushy.

Herminijelde Joly appeared in court 
yesterday with bullet wound marks on 
the back oi his neck and shoulder, i 
where it was evident that a shot had 
struck him. He is a man about 5 feet 
8 inches with sharp features and black 
moustache.

He still shows the effects of his 
rough experience of several weeks ago.: 
and liis attenuated appearance shows 
that the loss .of blood from his 
Wounds, his exposure and lack of food 
gave him a narrow escape from death.

The case for the crown was con­
ducted by W. A. D. Lees, of Fort Sas­
katchewan, while E. E. Delevault, as­
sisted by C. A. Grant, appeared for 
the prisoner. Alter hearing the evi­
dence of joly and Dr. Chailebois, of 
St. Paul de Metis, Berchet was com­
mitted ior trial.

The evidence taken was as follows ;
The Evidence ef Joly.

Herminijelde Joly, being sworn, said 
“On the 16th of July I lived on my 
homestead at Providence, Alta. On 
that day I cooked my food and Mr. 
Berthet came to my house about Iff 
n.m. He lives about a mile from me.
I was going out to plow and I took 
him to my house, and then I said, 
"Take a walk and come back and have 
grub.’ I took my gun and said I 
could shoot ducks if I saw them. The 
accused had a double barrelled gun, 
No. 16. We went about a mile and 
found a big lake. Mr. Berthet said 
there were a tew ducks in it. We 

" fiÜitry and Shoot, and.l took t]

feet ftom Berthet ,«nd as I jpas kneel­
ing in the grass and was getting ready 
to shoot, I was dhot in the. back and 
neck and bock of the head. Mr. Ber­
thet shot me as we were alone. I got 
up and said: ‘You made a mistake 
apd have shot me.’ He said nothing.
1 fell down, and got up again, and I 
said: "Help me home end get water 
and wash me.’ He said : ‘Come into 
the bush here.' He said he would go 
home and get blankets and i said: 
No.’ I said : ‘I think I am going to 

die; I want to write home.’ I walked 
some distance and we found some 
water. I fell on the ground near the 
water. 1“ told him to wash me. He 
did so. Then he shot me again when 
I was on Hie ground. The second shot 
struck me bn the ear and head. I 
said : ‘You want to kill me.' He said : 
’No.’ He put his hand in my pocket. 
There was $50.75 in my pocket. This 
was taken from-me. I felt his hand 
in both my pockets., I don’t know 
how long I stayed there. I woke up 
and saw no one. I got home myself.
I came to Lessard's place about three 
miles away, and they took me down 
the river to Brosseau and Dr. Cliarle- 
bois come from St. Paul Be Metis, and 
took me to the hospital. I could see 
at the shack that someone had taken 
a book out of the trunk and left it on- 
the bed. When I got back from the 
hospital I found my watch gone. The 
gun produced is the one he had that 
day. It is a 16-bore gun. The prison­
er sai t it was a sixteen bore gun.

On cross-examination Joly, said he 
fin* met Berthet in Vegreville in May 
last. He next met him at South Bend 
three or tour days after. Their honie- 
steads were about n mile apart. The 
tirât time prisoner came to witness' 
homestead was the time he wa#. shot.

An adjournment was then inade till 
six o’clock t hear the evittonce of the 
physh ian, who was to aeBvc by the 
C.N.B. train.

The Physician's Evidence.
Dr. J. Charlesbois, physician, said 

he wa i called nn Saturday night, June 
20th, to attt-nd Joly. He found him 
pretty weak with several shot in the 
shoulder, some in the ear and some 
on the buck of the utyk. He was burn­
ed on the.check and on the ear. Judg­
ing from the shot wounds on the neck 
the/sliot must haye come from the 
ba*k mid llie lift. From the wounds 
in'the back, there must have been 
two discharges of the gun. Hey did 
not eee anv marks of burning on the. 
hack of the neck, but tliere were, 
marks pi burning on the side of the 
ear. He extracted a number of shot* 
from the wounds, which he gave to 
Constable Hayter of the R.N.W.M.P. 
He brought Joly tb the hospital at 
Edmonton, where lie xvas given, treat­
ment.

On cross-examination he stated ,the 
weak condition in which lie found 
Joly was caused entirely by his 
wounds. Judging from his conversa­
tion, thought that Joly was perfectly 
sane .but at one time he was deliri­
ous. This w.as likely ctiflsed by weak­
ness and loss of blood. The bum on 
his cheek was caused by powder.

BUSINESS IMPROVING.

Intervie* With the President of Allis- 
Chalmers Co.

Montreal. July 15—Mr. W. H. White, 
aide, president of Allis-Chalmers Co., 
of Milwaukee, and one of the direct­
ors of Allis-Ohalmers-Bullock limited, 
of Montreal,, gave the following en­
couraging views on the genera^ busi­
ness situation to the Wall Street Jour­
nal a few days ago :—

“There is a marked improvement in 
general business Within the last 
ninety days the bookings of machinery 
orders have increased from thirty per 
cent, to fifty per cent, of normal. Th.e 
business for June to - date indicates 
that at least sixty-five per cent, of 
norms 1 will be reached. New inquir­
ies received are constantly increas­
ing in number and volume. They are 
of a much more substantial character 
than at any time since the depression 
began. Their general tone denoted ex­
tensive plans in contemplation and /or 
early development ; the question of 
prompt shipment being already regard­
ed an important consideration.

“The Immediate requirements for a 
large volume of new machinery for 
necessary extensions and improve­
ments to existing plans are greater 
than for four years. This for the rea 
son that with many operating com­
panies purchases which, under ordin­
ary circumstances, would haVe been 
made a year or eighteen months ago 
were put off, due to the monetary and 
other conditions, until today th) 
factor of safety in these plants is be­
coming a serious matter and new 
equipments must be added.

"Unlike previous depressions, fol­
lowing which collections for compara­
tively long periods continued very un­
satisfactory, there was a substantial 
improvement within a short time after 
the recent.flurry, and at the present 
time collections are exceedingly good.

“While some difficulty may still br 
experienced in the way of financing 
entirely new undertakings, yet the 
financial condition * of the relatively 
small buyer is on a sound basis and 
credits are about normal.

Unclaimed Gold Lying in Banks Would 
be Brought Unger Control of State.

London, July 1C—Tlie House of Com­
mons has debated Mr. Bottomby’s bill 
to make banks give a return to the 
state of unclaimed balances and val­
uables which have lieen undisturbed 
in their possession for six years or more, 
and baud them over to the public tr us­
tee. -

“The object,” he said, “is to bring 
into the possession and control, of the 
state the vast. amount of wealth which 
is at present lying dormant and entirely 
unproductive in the vaults and strong 
rooms of the various banking? institu­
tions of the United Kingdom.”

Banks would have to make a return 
of the money securities, jewellery, and 
plate which had been in their possession 
unclaimed for six years and which was 
the property of persons who had not 
operated their account during that per­
iod. They would also have to account 
to the state for all old ban k notes or 
other obligations which there was rea­
son to believe had by the effluxion of 
time become ahoslute.

The theory of the bill was that these 
tranks'had from various causes, deaths 
i-emovals, abroad, the extinction of 
families arid the carelessness of testa­
tors, accumulated vast sums and had 
been in the habit every six years of 
“writing btf” these dormant balances.

“There is over a million pounds to­
day,” siid Mt. Bottomby, “in the shape 
of impaid dividends in the possession of 
the joint stock banks.”

opium Manufacturers Declare Thjy 
Arc Not Receiving Fair Treatment.

Vancouver, B.C., July 16.—Believ 
ing tl.at they are receiving unfair 
Treatment at the hands of the Domin­
ion government, which has passe ! 
a hill to prevent the' manufacture or 
sale of opium in Canada, the Chinese 
merchants of Vancouver and Victoria 
who are interested have secured conn 
sel in Ottawa to petition that they 
either be allowed time in which to gat 
rid of their stocks or else’ that the gov­
ernment buy their stocks and factor­
ies. The Chinese argue that, admitt­
ing that the opium traffic is thorough­
ly bad in every way and should lie 
killed, the government of Canada, 
which has received hundreds- of thor- 
sands of dollars in duties on the im­
portation of the raw material, and is 
therefore as guilty as the manufac­
turer, should not ruin the manufac­
turers by putting them out of busi­
ness without notice. The manufac­
turers point out that on $460,000 
worth of opium now in stock in Van­
couver and Victoria the government 
has • received duty.

“Suppose we compare the plutocracy 
of Rome to that of the United States. 
J. P. Morgan has more money invest­
ed in art treasures alone than the 
richest of all the Romans was worth 
The ’summer cottage’ of Cornelius 
Vanderbilt cos t$3,000,000, to say noth­
ing of the land and the furnishings. 
John D. Rockefeller’s yearly income 
is greater than was the entire fortune 
of the richest Roman.

“The Vanderbilt family through 
franchise grabbing and stock watering 
operations, has robbed the American 
people of a vaster sum than Alexander 
ithe Great harvested by his conquest of 
the Persian Empire.

“But who talks of indicting such 
men as Ryan or Belmont or Morgan 
or Harriman? Miserable cowards that 
we are, we crouch before the gigantic 
law-breakers and allow them to run 
our government,

"Only the Poor Punished.”
"AH that we can do is to punish 

such offenses as petty larceny, Jj>e4 the 
naked steal something to wear ; let the 
hungry steal something to eat j .let the 
miserable wretches shivering with 
wintry cold -.steal something to feed 
the fire, and we can pounce fiercely 
upon these small .criminals and pun- 
,ish them with a vigor shocking to 
common humanity; but the men who 
steal railroads, the trust builders who 
violate every statute in the penal code 
in their march through monopoly and 
to millions—these are the men before 
.whom we stand cowering and help­
less.

“What was' it that turned back the 
waves of general prosperity that fol- 

’loWed the close oK the civil war and 
made the beginmng . <$f Cdiigestèd
wealth? The destruction of nearly two 
thousand million dollars of paper 
money of the government ; the ever 
advancing demand of special nrivil- 
ege; the constant increase of taxation; 
the unequal distribution of the bur­
dens of governmeht—these are the 
causes which have brought us to such 
a pass that the non-producer of wealth 
enjoys fortunes never known before, 
while the toiling ’millions, whose la­
bor produces the wealth; live within 
the shadow oi poverty.

Asks “Where Is Busted Trust?” 
"For several years a ‘big stick’ pre­

sident has beên engaged in the alleged 
work of trust busting. Where’s your 
busted trust? Which one of them has 
beep put out of business? You cannot 
name it. '-

“The American people, patriotic 
idiots that we are .gave their hearty 
support to a protective policy, a tariff 
system, which is a ruinous burden to 
everybody, with two exceptions. The 
first exception is the American manu­
facturer Who exploits the home mar­
ket with his trust; the second is the 
ioreigner who buys American goods 
cheaper than we can buy them— 
cheaper than he can buy the manu­
factured goods of hie own country.

“What brought about the panic of 
1907? The volume of real money has 
been so greatly lessened in compari­
son with the country’s needs that it is 
not difficult to “corner” the available 
supply. New York did last fall. Cre­
dits of all sorts had been recklessly 
extended, and when the real money 
was needed New York was fourni to be 
in possession of it, and New York held 
on to it. Neither banks nor indivi­
duals could get back their own money 
from New Y’ork without paying an ex­
tortionate price for it.

“How could the situation have been 
relieved? The government should 
have used its sovereign power to cre­
ate money and should have broken 
the New Y’ork corner on money by is­
suing its own notes—just as Andrew 
Jackson did in 1837.

“I am proud of my record of pro­
longed and determined battle against 
■the system of class legislation whose 
yoke we bear. And because of this 
record I^accept the nomination which 
my par,, "-ias tendered.”

Fatal Gasoline Explosion.

surprisingly rapid. Especially is this 
the case with winter wheat in the goffth*- 
ern portion of the Province. It has been 
in head for some time ,and has been1 
absorbing eagerly all the benefits from 
the liberal supplies of moisture this 
summer, it is now enagaged in the rip­
ening process, and some of it will be 
ready to cut in less than two weeks. The 
yield is likel# to prove generally satis­
factory, and the results of the year’s ex­
periments will undoubtedly mean a 
large extension of acreage next year. The 
area now under crop for this grain is a 
little less than 100,000 acres, and shows 
a small increase over that of last season. 
The fanners had been encouraged by 
the success of winter wheat cultivation, 
and had planned to sow- a largely-in­
creased acreage for 1008. At seeding time 
last fall, however, a heavy snowstorm 
swept over-this part of the Province, 
and much of the land which was intend­
ed for seeding was covered with a heavy- 
mantle of “the beautiful:*’ Frôst follow­
ed in many districts .and by the time 
the snow melted it was too late to think 
Of seeding wheat. The husbandmen did 
the best/ they could under the circum­
stances, and an acreage of 95.000 is a. cre­
ditable showing. J

Spring Wheat Increase.
The increase, estimated at 40,000 acres, 

or 25 per cent., in * the area sown to 
spring wheat in the Province is gratify­
ing. and will undoubtedly mean a large 
addition to the wheat of the farming 
community this fall, it is probably true 
that some of the fields which Had been 
prepared for winter wheat afcd had been 
“snowed up” were sown to spring wheat, 
but the natural increase in the cultiva­
tion of the latter would have been large. 
Wheat of all kinds grows well in Alber­
ta, and the difference in the variety used 
is largely due to the variation in taste 
shown by the individual farmers. In 
any event it is satisfactory to think that 
the large areas available for fall wheat 
last September could be profitably de­
voted to spring wheat this year. The 
policy of wasting- nothing is one which 
spells success in-western agricultural op­
erations.

A Big Average Yield.
All the wheat looks weU, although it 

is still too early to form an accurate 
estimate of the ultimate fate of spring 
grain. The winter wheat has progress­
ed so far that it may be regarded as 
practically safe. It is not to be sup*- 
posed that every field is Al, or that all 
of them will give heavy returns. There 
are portions of the country south'of JSwK 
gfary where the yield: wiU n$t 'W7hèf& 
than a fair average. Poor -cultivation, 
insufficient seed, weeds and excessive 
moisture on low' lands will interfere with 
the return ,in some instances. It is the 
average which counts, however, and the 
average for winter wheat this year is 
likely to be very high. Last season, with 
all the drawbacks induced by storm, 
snow and frost, the return for the whole 
Province was more than 25 bushels of 
winter wheat per acre. Without pro­
phesying in detail ,it may be said that 
the yield for 1908 will be decidedly larg­
er. With a continuance of the conditions 
which have prevailed so far, it would 
not be unreasonable to look for a yield 
of at least 35 bushels per acre.. It may 
even go ns high as 45. Cases have been 
known in this part of the country where 
52 bushels of winter wheat have been 
obtained, and yields of this sort go far 
in raising the general average for the 
Province. * >

Alberta is Only Beginning.
Spring vheat is a more difficult sub­

ject for discussion at this stage, and 
another month must elapse before a fair 
basis of calculation is available. It 
must be said that the ov^ook was never 
brighter than it is at the present, and 
many persons who have 'studied the 
wheat situation believe that the yield 
this year, will break all the records for 
the Province. Moderate opinion will 
lie content if a substantial, improvement 
dn the returns of last year be scored. 
There were about 3,000,000 bushels in the 
spring wheat harvest of 1907, and this 
season, with an increase of 25 per cent, 
in the acteage, there should be at least 
3,750,000, if only the same return per 
acre be secured. As a matter bf fact it 
is possible to have a yield of 4,000,000 
bushels in spring wheat alone, and op­
timistic predictions aim towards an even 
higher figure. These large totals show' 
that rapid progress in wheat cultivation 
is being made in the Province. With 
even rC moderately good season for ma­
turing and harvesting the grain, a total 
wheat production of 7,000,000 bushels 
may be expected. A crop of the same 
extent in Manitoba attracted a great 
deal of attention to that Province a few 
years ago. And Alberta has only begun 
t ) raise wheat.

Oats the Great Crop.
The chief attention is still paid to 

oats, and tlie production is apparently 
making greater strides than ever before. 
An estimated acreage of 400,000 for this 
year gives some idea of the value which 
farmers attach to the coarse grains. The 
problem of yield depends for its solu­
tion on the weather ,and a month will 

of ‘ elapse before atmospheric conditions 
shall have determined the extent of the 
return. The soil and climatic conditions 
are regarded - as particularly favor.ible 
to the production of oats, and, while all 
districts are not expected to make enor­
mous yiejds, a harvest of fifty bushels 
pel' acre in some parts will occasion no 
surprise. The oats have a faculty, too, 
of weighing up very heavily, and a fair 
proportion of them will run over forty 
pounds to the bushel. The enthusiasts 
look for a yield of at least 16,000,000 
bushels for this > ear, with a posssibility 
of i|s going as high as 20,000,000.

Where Speltz is Popular.
Barley receives less attention here 

than it does in the Province further

year. The area sown is about 75,000 
acres, and the harvest will probably ho 
a little over 1,500,000 bushels. Speltz and 
alfalfa also receive some attention, and 
the latter is coming into more promin­
ence every year. The fact that it pro­
duces three, and sometimes four,, crops 
in one season is an argument in its fa­
vor, and closer acquaintance is indicat­
ing to the farmers that it has oilier 
advantages. The hay crop is now being 
garnered, and it is unusually heavy. 
The generous supply of rain has brought 
all grasses along in excellent shape, and 
there is every likelihood that t he supph 
of ood or next winter .will be abund­
ant.

On the whole, the agricultural pros­
pect or ^lberta is distinctly promising. 
Increase, development and expansion arc 
noted all along the line, und the re­
sources of the Province are apparently 
being exploited to the best advantage. 
There is every reason to believe that the 
fall season will be a very prosperous one 
for the farmer ,and his - prosperity re­
gulates the state of business for the en­
tire community.

T, Grover Cleveland, of the borough 
of Princeton, in the state of New Jer­
sey,. do make public and declare this 
my last will and testament hereby ex­
pressly revoking all previous wills by 
me made. First, l hereby direct that 
after payment of all my debts and fun­
eral expenses, an appropriate monu­
ment with brief inscription and only 
moderately expensive to be erected it 
my grave and paid.for out =of mv estate.
I desire to be buried wherever 1 may 
reside at the time of m ydeatli and that 
my body shall always remain where it 
shall be at first buried, subject to the 
removal only if it shall be absolutely 
necessary in order that it shall repose 
by the side of my wife and in accordance 
with her desire.

Second, 1 give to my niece, Mary 
Hastings, daughter of my sister, Anna 
Ha-stings, the sum of three thousand 
dollarss to be paid to her as soon as 
practicable after mv death.

Fifth, I give to Frank S.‘ Hastings, 
my good friend and executor of this 
w ll, as the most personal moment o I 
can leave to him, the seal ring I have 
worn for many years, which was given 
to me by my dear wife and with, whose 
hearty con side ran ce this gift-, is made.

Sixth, J give to my two daughters, 
Esther and Marion, and my two sons, 
Richard F. and Francis G., the sum of 
ten thousand ($10,000) each, to be paid 
to them respectively as they shall ar­
rive at the age of 21 years. Until 
these legacies are paid, or shall lapse, 
they shall be kept invested and the 
income shall be applied to the support, 
maintenance and education of said 
children in such manner and such pro­
portions as she shall deem best with­
out any liability to any of said children 
on account thereof. If, however, either

REFORMIN0 CIVIL SERVICE 
SYSTEM.

Manitoba. Ek*> Press.—In -eiew.qf the' 
very great importance of the sweeping 
measure, for thy reform of the civil ser­
vice system of the Dominion introduced 
by the tinte rament j*t the present ses­
sion ef Parliament, it js desirable that a 
fuller synopsis of the speech made by- 
Mr . Fisher, the Minister of Agriculture, 
in mtbuitUng the measure than was giv­
en ,in foe Aelegrajgic dispatches, should 
be laid before the public. Mr. Fisher be­
gan hie speech by .a comprehensive sur­
vey of *he development of the civil ser­
vice system in .this country, after whicn 
he dealt at length with; the history of 
the civil service ip Great Rrjtain and in 
the United States.

ft will place the civil service of today, 
in so far as the city of Ottawa and its 
surroundings are concerned, on a more 
equal, a more permanent .and a more sat­
isfactory basis. It provides for material 
improvement -th the financial position of 
those who are in the service today, and 
it gives an opportunity for greater finan­
cial reward to those who in the future, 
under the provisions of this Act, mar 
enter the serv ice. I think therefore, that 
it is a measure which fills a need in all 
directions which the people of .this coun­
try .will approve of, which the people of 
this country have perhaps been look ing 
for from he government of the day; and 
I trust, from the utterances that have al­
ready been male by hen. gentlemen op­
posite and in the country that tjiere will 
be no partisan or party spirit jn the way 
in which this Bill and its provisions will 
be approached.

ALBEHTA'S BUSINESS PREMIER.
The, Manitoba Free Press, in its 

Fgir number, under the caption ”Al­
berta's Bnsineee Premier,” has the 
following appreciation of Hop. Dr. 
tfotUcijord. iyho formally opened the 
Winnipeg F’air.

S was on Sept. 2, 1905, the day fol­
lowing Alberta’s inauguration a? a 
province, that the newly created gov­
ernor of Alberta announced that he 
lia<J called upon A. Ç, Rutherford, of 
Strathcona, a barrister 47 years of age, 
to lead the first government of the 
Province. The appointment was an­
ticipated and generally approved ns 
the Liberals of the Province, the 
strongest party .numerically and .other­
wise. had a few weeks earlier at tlieir 
convention in - Calgary -unanimously 
ohq»eu Mr, Rutherford to be their 
leader. The post carried: with it the 
expectation of a premiership, ns the 
party had easily the majority of’ elec­
tors behind it.

At this critical period of Alberta’s

But education has; been always of 

paramount interest to Alberta’s prem­
ier, who in his cabinet retained this 
portfolio for himself, fathering the 
university scheme and pushing the 
expansion of primary schools. Before 
his government, had held the reins one 
year a bill was passed providing for 
the establishment of a university 
(which, by the way, opens tile doors 
of its temporary quarters thie autumn) 
work was begun on a provincial nor­
mal school to cost 6150M), and 140 
new school (listricja. were formed 
throughout the country.

Catieton county,'Ont,, the son of' Jaa, 
Rutherford and Elizabeth Cameron, 
hie wife, Alberta’s first premier is of. 
Scottish descent. . His education was 
received at .the Ctigoode schools, Met­
calf high school, Woodstock college, 
and McGill university. From tlie last 
institution he graduated with the de-, 
grecs of B.A. and B.C.L. He studied 
law in Ottawa with Jthe. firm of Scott, 
McTavtoli & McCracken, practising] 
his profession in the saille city for 
several years after -he was called to 
tlie bar. In 1888 be married Miss Bir-' 
kett, a member of q well-known fom- 
ily ill Ottawa, a woman of winning 
personality, who jiss proved herself a 
most capable helpmate to her husband, 
in his private-aifil xmhlic life. Like

Steel Trust Spokesman Finds Outlook 
Brighter.

New Y'ork. July 17—E. H. Gary, 
chairman of tlu? board of directors of 
the United States Steel corporation, 
who .sailed for Europe yesterday has 
made all optiniistic statement oil busi­
ness conditions. He said:—

“From the viewpoint of the United 
States -Steel corporation the iron and 
steel business has been better during 
the last two weeks than at any time 
since -the depression of last October. 
The tendency since the beginning oi 
the calendar year lias been toward 
improvement, with some fluctuations, 
until the readjustments in prices were 
made in the early part of June, when 
tlie placing of orders in most lines was 
practically suspended. This wae be­
cause many of those who were con­
templating additional - purchases were 
in’ doubt a? to whether or not there 
would be further adjtietments. How­
ever, there seems to be a general feel­
ing that bottom prices have beeii 
raohed. >

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SOME RESULTS OF THE SESSION

The end of the present session of 
the House of Commons is .now in 
sight. The estimates are going through 
en bloc, and vl great deal of very im­

portant legislation lias already been 
passed, while a number of bills will 
yet be put through their final read 
ing. The work of the session is a 
splendid testimony to the Government 
of the dry. The Civil Service Reform 
BUI, the new Land Act, the enlarg­
ing of the Railway Commission, both 
as to powers and numbers, the Annu­
ities Act, the endorsation of the All- 
Red Route, the amendments to the 
Flection Act, the appropriations for 
the Hudson’s Bay Railway, the en- 
largment of the boundaries of Mani­
toba, are a few of the Achievements 
of the Government during the session, 
and they show that the present ad­
ministration is giving its best service 
tq the perfecting of Canadian laws 
and the enactment of progressive leg­
islation that will make for the devel­
opment and progress of Canada.

What Iras the Opposition on record 
as a result of its efforts during the 
session? It is a barren record indeed. 
They began the session with a search 
for .scandals. They probed, misrepre­
sented and distorted facts, and mad- 
every possible effort to discover or 
manufacture something that would 
compare favorably with the disgrace­
ful performances prior to 1896, but 
their efforts have proved vain.

They talked about- timber scandals 
and the only thing they were ever able 
to prove was that every timber berth 
sold bv the Liberal Government was 
sold to the highest bidder. They thought 
they had a red herring across tlu 
trail in the fishery leases, which they 
claimed were exclusive, and which it 
was shown were not exclusive, that iu 
fact the Government had refused to 
consider exclusive leases.

TREE PLANTING ON THE PR/VRI^

The Department of the Interior be-‘ 
gan to distribute trees for shelter pur­
poses free to the farmers in the west­
ern prairie provinces in 1901, and up 
to the year 1908, 11,181,825 trees have 
been distrubted to 7,148 applicants. A 
nursery station has been established 
at itidian Head, Saskatchewan, to 
grow the necessary supply of trees. 
Six qualified inspectors are constant­
ly employed during the summer in in­
specting the plantations set out on 
the farms and in giving advice and 
information to the fanners. More 
than eighty per cent, of the trees set 
>ut arc living and are growing vigor­
ously.

The necesisty for Government en­
couragement in tree planting on the 
prairies has always been admitted— 
the advantages derived from such 
work benefitting not only the indivi­
dual, but indirectly the country as a 
whole. In the reports of the Super­
intendent of Forestry—Mr. E. Stewyut 
—for 1899 and 1900, the matter is re­
ferred to at some length, Mr. Stewart 
having made a special study of west­
ern conditions in order to recommend , 
in what manner public money might 
be expended on this .work to give the 
best results. The following extract is 
take/i from the report of 1899;

“Two systems present themselves, 
one is for the Government of the Do­
minion of Canada, or of the Territor­
ies, to undertake the work in some 
inch way as some oi the railway com­
panies and large land companies have . 
lone across the. line. The second is j 
.'•or the Government to encourage the | 
Inhabitants of the country to under­
take the work for themselves, by 'fur­
nishing them with information on the 
subject, find also with seed, cuttings, 
ind young trees of desirable varieties 
which they may be unable to get front 
mv bluffs of timber within reach”bf 
their locations.

Meantime 
the eight month sessions would in­
volve .practically a perpetual conges­
tion of departmental business ; and 
continuous congestion means continu­
ous inefficiency. Such are the natural 
and unnecessary outcomes of placing 
the power of unlimited obstruction in 
the hands of a professional politician.

'Canadians—nor any other people 
with a vein of business acumen—will 
not stand for such conditions. Yet 
the conditions must follow if the 
causes ore left to operate. To avoid 
the conditions it has been proposed 
to adopt the closure, and thus forcibly 
shorten the sessions. An alternative 
would seem to be to abolish the sal­
ary of the Opposition leader. That 
this would completely relieve the de­
lay is not claimed, but it would tend 
in that direction. It would destroy 
Mr. Borden’s immunity from the ef­
fects of obstruction and place him on 
the plane of other members who have 
to depend for a living on the prosecu­
tion of private business, or the prac­
tice of a profession. Thus removed 
from the class of professional politi­
cians. the Opposition leader would be 
at least more likely to take a reason­
ably proportionate view of the im­
portance of public business. His in­
ducement to obstruct that business 
in hope of party gain would be de­
stroyed and some measure of better­
ment would surely result^

.them from the C.P.R. He secured 
them from the Pope-Fowler-Bennett- 
Lefurgey quartette, who secured them 
from the C.P.R. Mr. Foster belonged 
to the second group of beneficiaries. 
He came in where the ' Pope-Fowler 
combination left off and came in by- 
grace of the remarkably accommodat­
ing dis]K)sition of the Trust Company, 
of which he was manager. But that 
Mr. Foster benefittrd in the second 
shuffle does not say that he was not a 
party to the first deal. Viewed in re­
trospect there is indeed much to sug­
gest that the end was foreseen and 
fore-planned from the beginning; that 
Mr. Foster and his confreres knew 
that Mr. Fowler and his associates 
were to secure the land from the Com­
pany ; that the latter gentlemen 
bought the land in the expectation 
and Jor the purpose, of turning it over 
to Mr. Foster and his friends. Unless 
miracles are to be admitted iA the 
form of coincidences, the successive 
shuffles by which- the Fowler group 
and the Foster group each reaped a 
golden harvest from the Union Trust 
funds was cut and dried programme, 
carefully pre-arranged and worked out 
strictly according to schedule. This 
is the point Mr. Foster must deny if 
lie would discount the suggestion tnat 
he "was a recipient of benefits from 
the -Company. It will be observed 
that he has offered no denial of this.

Again Mr. Foster declares that he 
received no commissions from the 
Union Trust Co. .for making purchases 
of lands. This relates presumably to 
two blocks of land bought by the 
Company in Manitoba, on each of 
which transactions Mr. Foster kept 
out of the purchase money an amount 
equal to 25c per acre. This money 
he took from the funds of the Com­
pany by cheques payable to himself. 
Before the Commission Mr. Foster 
spoke of these sums as “commis­
sions.” Now, he declares he did not 
receive these ‘’commissions” on ac­
count of purchasing the lands for the 
Company. He must then have col­
lected them for selling the lands to 
the Company. If Mr. Foster prefers 
this view of the case, that is his privi­
lege. but it makes his position worse. 
To take money from the Company’s 
funds for services rendered in doing 
what he was paid liis salary to do 
was serious enough charge. By deny­
ing it Mr. Foster proclaims that as 
manager of the . Company he took 
money from their funds as reward for 
selling lands to them. It is his ad­
mission that /he knew the Company 
he managed was being charged 25c 

1 per acre more for the laud than the 
land was costing; that he permitted 
the over-charge on condition that tlie 
over-charge should go into his own 
pocket. What would happen to the 
manager of a grocery company who 
permitted a milling firm to charge the 
company 25c per barrel more than the 
millers were to get for it, on condition 
that the extra quarter went to him- 
*”’f? What but that which happened 
to Mr. Foster when the shareholders 
of the Union Trust learned of his 
doings?

That the reputation of Mr. Foster 
needs burnishing is clear enough 
That substantial denials of the 
charges made against him by the In­
surance Comission would go far to re­
establishing 'his probity need not be 
said. But if all he has to offer is tne 
denial of a charge that was not made 
and the proclamation that he charged 
his Company for selling lands to 
them, it is to be feared the furbishing 
them, it is to be feared the furbishing 
process will be a lengthy and unsatis­
factory job.

THE PROFESSIONAL POLITICIAN 
AS A LEADER.

Tiie leader of the Canadian Opposi­
tion is a professional politician. He 
is such of necessity, regardless of his 
personal views, or even in spite of 
them. The condition attaches to the 
office, and is altogether independent 
of who may be the incumbent. He is 
paid a salary to be leader, and to be 
nothing else than leader. His salary 
is that paid to a cabinet miiiistcr. He 
is expected therefore to devote his 
time, his talents and his energy as 
exclusively to the business of oppos­
ing as a Minister is required to devote 
them to the management of his de­
partment. The obligation is placed 
upon him by the irresistible logic of 
tlie position, and can be avoided by 
no process "of reasoning.

He is stipposed to have no 
business save the business of politics. 
He is paid to haye no busipess but 
this.

No man 
can spend ten hours per day in the 
House of Commons and efficiently ad­
minister a department at the same 
time.

The successful manner in which 
Canada has come through the finan­
cial depression lias been almost phen­
omenal.

Ottawa. July 17—The report of the 
standing committee on agriculture and 
colonization, presented to parliament 
today, contained a succinct and illus­
trative summary of the facts brought 
before the committee during the ses­
sion in respect to practical agricul- 
ture'in eastern Canada and arc as avail­
able for agricultural settlement in 
Canada’s great west lauds. Many of the 
very interesting facts adduced before 
the committee were never brought to 
public notice in the press reports, hav­
ing been lost in the mass of political 
material turned out by other commit­
tees of the House during the session.

The committee’s report notes that 
Mr. C. E. Y’oung, superintendent of 
railway lands of the department of 
the interior, who has spent twenty 
years in the west and northwest of 
Canada, pointed out in his evidence 
that wheat is successfully raised in Fort 
Simpson, 900 miles north of the in­
ternational boundary and 500 miles 
north of Edmonton.

Dr. Thompson, member for the Yu­
kon, presented to the committee a 
sample of white oats grown on a farm 
in 63 degrees north latitude. This 
sample, analyzed by Chief Commis 
sioner Clark, was found to run 46 
pounds to the bushel and to be an ex­
ceptionally fine sample of white oats 
of superior milling quality.

Tobacco Culture in Canada.
The committee made an exhaustive 

investigation into the question of to­
bacco culture in Canada. Experts on 
the growing and curing of various 
species of tobacco leaf declared that 
the Canadian leaf was quite the equal 
in quality to the corresponding variety 
of tobacco leaf from any part of the 
United States and was well adapted 
for manufacturing purposes. The 
total amount of Canadian tobacco leaf 
manufactured in Canada was placed at 
four million ]rounds and the total con­
sumption of manufactured tobacco in 
Canada was placed at from fifteen to 
twenty million pounds.

, As to Dairy Industry.
In respect to the dairy industry, the 

report states that evidence, submit­
ted showed that though the exports of 
dairy products had declined by over 
seven million of the maximum reach­
ed in 193, the increase of consumption 
of milk, butter, cheese and condensed 
milk in Canada amounted to several 
million dollars more than the decline 
in exports. The total production of 
dairy products in Canada is estimated 
to be nearly1 one hundred million dol­
lars.

SASKATCHEWAN WILL 
HAVE A GREAT CROP

Report of Department of Agriculture 
Gives Comprehensive Idea of the 

- Outlook. — Confidently Expected 
r Yield Will Be -Heaviest in Years.

Regina, July 15.—The Department 
oi Agriculture published today the 
crop report for June, and, speaking 
generally, it could not be better. June 
is known as the wet month, and an 
average of 5.00 inches of ruin for the 
month was recorded, which, after 
Juno. 1906, the year of the bumper 
crop, ranks the wettest June in the 
tcii yt-ar period 1898-1907, the average 
precipitation for the month during 
that decade being 3.32 inches

The mean temperature for the 
month in Saskatchewan was 55.3 le- 
g -ees, as compared .with the decade 
average for the sanie month of 56.2 
degrees. While on low-lying lands 
mol-1lire was rather excessive in no 
considerable area was the precipita­
tion scant. Hail storms was report­
ed from many points, but the damage 
war' -not extensive and electrical, dis­
turbances for the month were of a 
v ry mild nature compared with 
th e c tnat occurred in the same 
month in other years.

Slight frosts did no damage

twenty days earlier ithan last year. 
Some fields are spindly, but this is 
due to frozen seed-

District No. 2 says crops are three 
to four weeks ahead of last year 
and further advanced than at the 
same date in the last five years. No 
damage is- reported but weeds are 
bad in some fields of late sown flax.

Reports differ from No. 3 district, 
in the south-west of the province, 
which in many parts is better 
adapted for mixed farming and 
ranching than grain growing. Good 
rain was needed, but fall rye and 
wheat are looking well.

WHYTE’S ESTIMATE OF CROP.

C.P.R. General Manager Places West’s 
Crop at 125,000,000 Bushels.

Wireless Telephone Successful at New 
York.

New York, July 15—One of the long­
est strides towards, placing experiment­
al wireless telephony on a commercial
basis was made, yesterday when short 
messages were transmitted from New­
ark and received at the Singer build­
ing in this city, a distance of twelve 
miles. A. Frederick Collins, the inven­
tor of the new wireless system, declar­
ed himself delighted with the experi­
ments, which will be continued today 
and widened in scope.

For tire tests of yesterday only one 
receiver and one transmitter were us­
ed. The transmitter was at Newark 
and the receiver at the Singer building 
At intervals of a quarter hour short 
mesagcs were sent over the wire, but 
under the circumstances answers 
could not be given.

Attempts will be made shortly to de­
velop -the system by the use of kites 
flown at Congers, N.Y., where Inven­
tor Collins lives. Tlie kites will sup­
port a wire, just as the Singer build­
ing tower supports one, and an effort 
will be made to send messages in both 
directions.

The Newark-New York messages 
were sent between three phosphor- 
bronze wires strung horizontally from 
the Collins laboratory at No. 54 Clin­
ton street, Newark, and a thin alum­
inum wire running vertically from the 
top of the flagstaff on the Singer

LEPROSY APPEARS IN AMERICA.

The Italian Leprosy Has Been Discov­
ered in America.

Milan, July 17—n American physi­
cian, James Woods, -Babcock, aujierin- 
tendent for the estate hospital for the 
insane at Columbia, S.C., has succeed­
ed ifi solving the question which bas 
been under investigation for a long 
time as to whether tlie disease pel­
lagra, common among the peasants in 
Italy and in the south of Europe, existe 
in the XJnited States. Dr. Babcock, 
who has been aided in his researches 
by the Italian authorities, has prov­
ed t^at the Italian pellagra and the 
disease common in the southern states 
having the identical symptoms, are one 
and the same.

The disease pellagra, which is also 
called Italian leprosy, Alpine scurvy, 
and Aeturian rose, is accompanied by 
n reddening of the skin and sometimes 
a hypertrophy of the skin and marked 
meqtal symptoms, and it is said to be 
caused by poison maze taken as food.

According to Dr. Babcock pellagra 
was unknown in the United States un­
til after the importation, after the civil 
war, of immature and unsound corn. 
It is thought that this discovery may 
lead to government inspection of corn.

GIVES UP HALF A MILLION.

Woman V/ho Married a Broker Sacri­
fices Fortune.

Los Angeles, July 17-—Surrendering 
her claim to half a million dollars, 
Mrs. Carrie Derby Wayne today ad­
mitted that she is the wife of Herbert 
Wavne, a wealthy broker of Los An­
geles and San Jose.

Chicago .Man Believing Himself to 
Have Been Poisoned, Dies in Agony. .
Chicago, July 17.—Self hypnotized, 

according to the police, into the be­
lief that lie had been poisoned, John 
Neriza, a Russian, 292 Bisscll street, 
died suffering all the agonies that ac­
company the death throes of ji poison­
ed person. Thaf Neriza was a victim 
of auto-suggestion and that his death 
followed his wild imaginings was dis­
covered yesterday by Lieutenant John 
Damann, of the North Halstead street 
police station.

Neriza, according to his wife, had 
been moody for the past few weeks 
and lied given way frequently to out­
bursts of anger without apparent 
cause. Early yesterday morning he 
was -found on the sidewalk at Garfield 
avenue and Bissel street. ,

”1 am poisoned. Some one has 
given me poison, and I am dying,” 
he wailed. A passer-by heard his 
cries and notified the North Halstead 
street police.

Wriths on the Sidewalk.
When the patrol wagon came, the 

police found Neriza on the sidewalk 
writhing.

“What’s the matter?” asked the 
signay sergeant in charge of the 
wagon.

“Poisoned,” gasped the Russian and 
Ilia face twisted into a semblance of 
agony.

Neriza was rushed to the Alexia» 
Brothers’ hospital and several of (lie 
hospital surgeanaexamined him. They 
were plainly puzzled. They tried all 
the poison tests and worked a sto­
mach pump, but could find no indi­
cation that the patient had imbibed 
prison.

“There is nothing the matter with 
this man,” they told the -police, and 
Nezira Was loaded into the wagon and 
taken to the Halstead street station. 
He hadn’t been drinking, but when 
lie was placed in a cell lie began 
groaning and twisting in seeming 
agony.

"Help, help; I am poisoned,” he 
cried, and when the lock-up keeper 
ajiproaehed the cell he found Neriza 
on the floor, with his- knees doubled 
under his chin, apparently dying. 
The police summoned Dr. Niles, of 
the Sheffield avenue ambulance corps. 
Dr. Niles examined Neriza and could 
find nothing wrong.

“This man is a victim of hysteria. 
He thinks he has been poisoned, but 
I am sure that there is not poison in 
his stomach,” declared the physician.

Taken to His Home.
“I want to go home," cried Neriza, 

and Lieutenant Daifiann thong lit" 't 
best to take the man home. They left 
him there, after telling his wife and 
daughter the circumstances.

About two o’clock in the morn in 
Neriza’? young daughter ran into the 
station.

“Papa’s dead,” she exclaimed.
Lieut. Duniann was dumbfounded. 

He questioned the girl and her mo­
ther, but their replies were straight­
forward. They were not at home 
when Neriza left the house early 
Saturday night and .had known noth 
ing of his sickness until he was 
brought home by tlie 1 police.

" Physicians who* - examined, Neriza 
said-that he was hysterical and that 
there was nothing the matter with 
him.” said Lieut, tiamann yesterday. 
“I think that the man simply believe! 
himself poisoned and died from fright. 
He was poisoned . by auto-sugges­
tion.”

A meeting of the special railway 
committee was held last night for the 
purpose of considering a letter from 
tlie Montreal Engineering Company, 
which was read at last meeting of the 
council, and referred to the commit­
tee.

N. T. Aikins addressed the commit­
tee on behalf of the Company, and an­
swered a number of questions as to 
the intentions of the company in the 
even of its securing a twenty-live year 
franchise.

A Wide Experience.
He said that it hud built and was" 

ojierating a number of street railways 
in Cuba and Porto Rico, as well as in 
Canada, ami were giving entire satis 
faction.

The company wished to get' into 
Western Canada and was prepared to 
operate a street railway in Calgary. 
Owing to tlieir trained organization 
they coi^d make street railways' pay 
where municipalities could not.
' He considered that a railway in Cal­

gary would not pay for the first ten 
years.

In addition to the franchise the com­
pany asked for the right to sell its 
surplus power ,but did not intend to 
sell light.

He would bring an engineer here to 
look over the situation if the council 
would agree to consider the proposi­
tion. He thought the cost of con­
structing and equipping a street rail­
way in Calgary would be over $40.000 
per mile, but as lie was not an engin­
eer he could not say for sure.

Want 25 Year Franchise.
The company could not consider any 

proposition for less than 25 years, with 
the right to renew. He could give 110 
definite answer in regard to exten­
sions, service, etc., until the arrival of 
the engineer.

The Mayor pointed out that there is 
yet nothing definite to go on. Besides 
there was a letter before the commit­
tee from the Calgary street railway 
company in regard to tlie matter.

After several resolutions had been 
made and withdrawn, a compromise 
j-esolution was adopted as follows :
~ That the committee recommend to 
tlie council that the proposition of any 
company applying for a franchise be 
considered, but in no case for more 
than 15 years ; that the city would re 
quire a percentage of tlie profits after- 
u period to be arranged, and have, the 
option of purchase at the expiration 
01 the franchise.

KAID MACLEAN VISITS ENGLAND

Raisuli’s Ex-Prisoner in London—His 
View of Morocco’s Salvation.

London, July' 17.—Raid Sir Harry 
Maclean lias arrived in London on u 
month’s leave. He has gone to con­
sult a physician, his health having 
suffered from his long confinement in 
the hands of Raisuli. You would 
not think it. writes a correspondent 
in the London aMil, if you saw the 
Raid—full of vigor and enthusiasm 
despite his sixty years of strenuous 
life. I saw him last soon after his 
liberation. Since then lie has been gt 
Rabat with the Sultan, and has seen 
something ol the realities of the situa­
tion in Morocco.

“Wliat do I think of Mulai Hafid’s 
chances !” exclaimed the Raid. “If 
the French would only act with ener 
gy Mulai Hafid’s position would 
quickly become impossible. True, he 
has occupied three of the capital cit­
ies, but tiyo of them are waiting the. 
first opportunity of rejecting him— 
Fez, where many of 1 the business 
houses have connection with London 
and Manchester; Marrakesh, where 
-the people have felt his oppression 
and exactions; Mequinez, one of the 
sacred cities, whose Moslems are noto­
rious for .fanaticism—is the only place 
on which Mulai Hafid can depend.

France and the Rivals.
“Mulai Abdul Aziz is in an awk­

ward position. He has accepted the 
provisions of tlie Algeciras convention 
and has put himself entirely in the 
hands ol Europe. Many of his sub­
jects believe that he has-betrayed them 
to the Christihns; others are either 
sitting on the fence or have gone over 
to Mulai Hafid because they are afraid 
that the powers will refuse to uphold 
him on the throne. How can the 
French desert him? I do not tor a 
moment believe that they will. As 
long as the coast towns are loyal to 
the Sultan we need not fear Mulai 
Hafid ; -he has neither money nor 
arms.

“Would not the French be justified 
in recognizing Mulai Halid’s preten­
tions?” I asked.

“Only one condition could be plead 
ed.in extenuation of such an act of be- 
trayal-Mliat all tlie coast towns ac­
cept Mulai Hafid without lilting a 
hand to save Abdul Aziz. But a peace­
ful revolution of that kind is impos­
sible. You must remember that the 
men who are most bitter against Ab­
dul Aziz are officials who%liavc lost 
tlieir principal source of revenue. They 
can no longer ‘squeeze’ the people. 
The French find the money, and very 
properly insist on seeing that it is 
spent 011 the object* for which it is in­
tended. You can touch a Moor 
through his pocket, and the men who 
.have been deprived of tiiese illicit and 
illegal gains who are ignorant and 
fanatical that the Sultan has given 
everything to the French, and is act­
ing in violation of the most sacred 
tenets of tlieir religion.”

“He will look long before he finds 
any treasure. As for electqc lights, 
and pictures, it would be part of liis 
pose if he destroyed them. The pic­
tures are those of Queen Victoria, 
King Edward, and other monarch.», 
and were presents f 101,11 ministers."

Raisuli’s Easy Outlook.
"How did you leave Tangier? Was 

there any sign of unrest?”
“As you -know. Tangier is always 

’jumpy,’ but when I left last Monday 
everything was perfectly quiet. Rai­
suli, who grows stouter every day, has 
settled at Brains, near Arzila. He 
came to see me. The hill tribes, he 
said, were inclined to give trouble, 

•and if the Sultan sent him some sol­
diers he would soon put everything 
in order. But when I asked for names 
end overt acts I found, as 1 expected, 
that the men he wanted to have im­
prisoned were at feud with him. ‘Why 
do you w*u .to put —— in gaol?’ 1 
asked. -‘Oil,’ replied Raisuli. ‘In- pull­
ed my house down.’ If Raisuli is left 
alone he will give no further trouble, 
and be loyal to the Sultan.

“You think then that tlie salyation 
of Morocco depends on the success of 
Abdul Aziz.”

“Most sincerely and firmly do I be­
lieve ti. Mulai Hafid’s success would 
put Morocco back to the Middle Ages. 
H-- can succeed only by rousing the 
religious fanaticism of the Moors. All 
dul Aziz, us you know well, is neither 
a degenerate nor a fanatic. Had he 
been either lie would not now be de­
pendent on Europe for support against 
bis own people. His worst fault is 
his easy good nature, and his only 
crime lias been his desire to introduce 
European methods and civilization be­
fore the Moors were prepared for these 
changes. If Europe rejects him it 
will be a shame and a reproach—and a 
danger.”

Bristol Opens Opposition Objection
At tjie morning session the Premier 

introduced a - bill to relieve Tailwav 
employees of double liability, they 
now -being liable under, the criminal 
code and the Railway Act.

Hon. A. B. Aylesworth’fl (minister 
of justice) Election Bill was then tak­
en up. E. E. Bristol protested, declar­
ing the provisions for Northern On­
tario were unwise, impolitic and un­
just. He had a brush with, the" Prem­
ier over what he termed as discrimi­
nation in favor of Quebec. He argued 
that the unorganized districts of Que­
bec were without any lists, hut were 
left severely alone, while Ontario, 
with lists not two months old, was 
interfered with. He characterized it 
as a slap in the face for Ontario peo­
ple.

Dr. Reid (Cons., Grenville) took up 
the protest Sitter recess, and Richard 
Blaine (Cons., Peel), following, de­
clared the Government was making 
lists in Northern Ontario simply for 
James Conmee. He predicted resent 
ment^would be shown in the six con­
stituencies affected.

Hon. Mr. Foster said the bill as in­
troduced was an invasion of Provin­
cial rights. Aftetf six weeks’ fighting 
the Premier had decided to leave Brit­
ish Columbia alone, and -had aban­
doned his Manitoba stalwarts. He 
should complete his reputation for 
fair play by leaving Ontario alone. 
Tlie Premier' had not extended tlie 
courtesy of asking Hon. Mr. Whitney 
to redress any existing grievances.

Hon. Win. Paterson, minister of 
customs, could not understand the 
reason of all the fuss. The govern­
ment was only trying to get what was 
right and just.

R. L. Borden, replying, pointed out 
that the Ontario lists were already 
prepared by judges.

Conmee Shows Fairness of Act.
Jus. Conmee (Lib., Rainy River and 

Thunder Bay) argued to thp contrary 
that there was unfairness. He main­
tained the right of the government to 
prepare lists in the unorganized dis­
tricts. The preparation of the voters’ 
lists by three judges would appeal to 
the fair-minded people of the country. 
The government had no reason to feai 
on that score.

R. L. Borden replied. He pointed 
out that the Ontario lists are -prepared 
at present liy judges, i Why then could 
they not be accepted by the Federal 
government. The bill, he said, could 
nql bd* justified in any respect what 
ever, under existing circumstances 
Charges had been made as to the un 
fairness of the lists in New Ontario 
but no proof had been furnished to 
the House.

Mr. Conmee argued to the contrary. 
Reasonable evidence had been produc 
ed of the unfairness of the lists. While 
reviewing the charges regarding irre­
gularities in his riding in the making 
of the lists for tlie recent Ontario elec­
tions, Mr. Conmee frequently clashed 
with A. C. Boyce (Cons., Algonia). Hi 
called Mr. Boyce “bumptious,” and 
Mr. Boyce retorted that Mr. Conmee’s 
opinion was “Not worth much.” To­
wards the close of his speech, Mr. 
Conmee paid his respects to Hon. G 

1E. Foster, who had earlier" in frie de­
bate referred to Mr. Conmee as the 
“spotless dove.” If anyone lived in 
a glass house he was Mr. Foster. Hi 
had been finance* minister when Me 
Greevy got in his best work.

Mr. Boyce moved to strike out all 
sub-sections in the bill providing fCn 
Dominion lists in New Ontario. Thu 
was lost on division. The provisioi 
for three judges to sit hi all appeali- 
met with much criticism, and Mr. 
Borden said his New Ontario follow­
ers thought this prevision was design 
ed to prevent the lists being prepared 
■in time, and to secure that polling 
day be postponed. Clause 1 was final­
ly passed and the House proceeded t( 
the consideration of Clause 17, which 
relates *to the mistaken marking o 
the ballot.

Offers Compromise.
On the section to provide that, no 

ballot paper shall be spoiled by any 
mark pinged thereon, Mr. Ayloswortli 
suggested a compromise to meet asug 
gestion made by the Opposition lead­
er. Tlie suggestion was to nqake - a 
deputy returning officer^ liable to a 
penalty of imprisonment from one t< 
live year# if he places oil any ballot 
paper any, mark with the intent that 
the voter may be identified. The sug­
gestion did not quite meet the view* 
of Mr. Borden, however, and he pro­
posed an additional amendment, plae. 
ing the onus of protif on the deputy 
returning officer that the mark was 
not placed on the ballot with intent. 
A motion by David Henderson (Cons., 
Halton) to strike out clause 17 sva- 
voted down 57 to 22.

In the Senate.
In the Senate Hon. Senator Fergu 

son submitted a number ot questions 
regarding the depletion of the govern­
ment gold reserves last November and 
December With the object, not of cri­
ticizing the banks, but of showing the 
improvidence and futility of their ac­
tion. He submitted a statement com­
piled from Government returns show­
ing that during two months over five 
millions of gold disappeared and notes 
presuablv issued for the purpose, im­
mediately presented for redemption, 
thus depreciating the gpld and circu­
lation. It was clear, he claimed, that 
gold went to the United States, and" 
that somebody benefited by the pre­
miums as well as by the profits from 
the investment of proceeds on call 
loans at the abnormally high rates 
then prevailing in New York. The en­
tire transaction was bungled or worse.

Hon. Mr. Scott denied any connec­
tion between the Government assist­
ance and the gold exportation. This 
was a regular occurrence. When gold 
was high in New York. Canada sold 
and took her profit, and this was alto­
gether independent of tile government. 
The government had, no doubt. . ad­
vanced money which was used for the 
purpose intended, and the action was 
right in assisting the movement of the 
crops.

Senator Loughoed, on the second 
reading of the Civil Service Bill, mov­
ed to the effect that it was inexpe­
dient to continue the consideration of 
this bill, unless the provisions were 
extended to the outside service. In 
doing so he severely criticized the 
bill for failing to provide for increased 
pay for the lower branches, while ad­
vancing higher officials. He charged 
that the western civil service was a 
political machine, on which the gov­
ernment depended for victory.

Senator Ross defended the bill as a 
substantial measure of reform. There 
was a provision for bringing-"fn the 
outside service, and the sooner this 
was done the better. The amendment 
was negatived and the hill was read 
a second time.

END OF LONGEST 
SESSION OF HOUSE

Prorogation Takes Place Today- 
Foster Moved Want of Confi­

dence Resolution.

Ottawa, July 17.—The ‘ formal pro­
rogation of parliament will take place 
tomorrow, the session closing tonight 
by a want of confidence motion made 
by Hon. George E. Foster, and which 
was, of course, defeated. Tlie motion 
was in Mr. Foster’s; best style, but in 
its stateirienti iff "^tfF'edît to the gov­
ernment of the Grand Trunk Pacific 
ignored entirely the, indisputable facts 
as presented/by Hrtn. W. S. Fielding.

The present parliament has estab­
lished a new record for length of ses­
sion. Since the opening of the 
House on November 27 last, 233 day. 
have elapsed. The previous long 
.-t ssion was that of 1003, which lasted 
227 days. When prorogation takes 
Race tomorrow the . present session 
will have lasted seven mouths . and 
‘wenty-one days, eclipsing all previous 
records by seven days.
Foster's Want of Confidence Motion.

At the evening session Hon. Geo. E. 
Foster made a long speech criticizing 
i.he expenditures of the government 
winding up his effort to make cam 
onign literature by moving a want of 
•onfidence motion .as follows :—

Charges Lack of Discrimination.

of the government is seriously affect­
ing public credit, unduly burdening 
the resources of the country, and ;f 
longer persisted in will end in public 
disaster.

Quebec Bridge Discussion.
The discussion on the Quebec 

bridge, which opened this morning, 
continued all afternoon, all the mem­
bers of the special committees and 
several others being heard from. 
After four and a half hours discus 
Sion a vote was taken, when the 
majority report carried by 103 to 51.

At the final meeting of the Public 
Accounts Committee, Oswald Crocket 
(Conservative, York, N.B.) offered a 
resolution condemning the presenj 
system of purchasing from middle­
men. The resolution pointed out 
that, under the present system th 
cost had been greatly increased, ill one 
case 170 per cent., and declared that 
henceforth purchases should he made 
from bona-fide traders and by public 
competition. F. B. Carvel 1 (Liberal, 
Careltcn. N.B.) submitted that all 
purchases had been properly made 
except in the marine department. 
CH6i rmen-Clarke ruled the resolution 
oub of order, as a quorum was not 
present.

In the Senate.
In the Senate Hon. Mi‘. Scott told 

Senator Landry that voters’ lists tor 
the whole- Dominion were not printed 
every year as the expense was too 
gri at and the government printing bu­
reau was unable to handle the work, 
and because they were needed only 
for the general election and bye elec­
tions. _

In that case, rctoited Senator Lan­
dry, the Election Law should hi 
changed as it calls for the annual 
printing of complete lists.

On tlie motion for a third reading 
of the Dominion Lands Act, Senator 
I.oughei-d protested against the act be­
ing changed by dropping th * word 
“Public,” when it appeared in the old 
act before “schools,” in clauses pro 
viding for the investment of. money 
from school lands sales and payments 
of interest to the provinces for the 
benefit of the schools. He claimed this 
a violation of the compact respecting 
school lands, and declared there was 
no need for a change, ns under thi 
territorial ordinances, confirmed by 
Parliament, both what were known as 
“public,” and “separate” schools, for 
the purpose of receiving financial aid, 
were public schools under the Lands 
Act.

Senator Loughecd, did not think the 
Provincial governments of Alberta and 
Saskatchewan should be given more 
liberty for the distribution of school 
funds. Leaving out the word “pub­
lic” would be inviting an agitation for 
aid to denominational schools and of 
racial school* by many denomina­
tions, and races in these provinces.

Hon. Mr. Scott declared Senator 
Loughecd evidently aimed to encour­
age an agitation in tlie West for the 
abandonment of aid to separate 
schools. If the amendment were 
adopted it would amount to a déclara, 
tion that Alberta and Saskatchewan 
separate schools were not to share in 
the distribution of revenue from the 
school lands.

Senator Ross said the clause with­
out “public” would be in conformity 
with the constitution of the new pro­
vinces, which declared Jhat money 
from lands should be voted for schools 
but did not specify what sort. He 
thought the western provinces should 
be given full liberty in regard to their 
schools and own honor.

Senator Watson said the" Conserva­
tives had voted to give the people of 
the new provinces not only the money 
from the school lands, hut the lands 
as well. Senator Louglieed’s amend- 
mfnt was defeated and the bill was 
rend a third time.

Sifton Denies Boyce's Charge.
Dut ing the afternoon session Prem­

ier Laurier, read tlie following tele­
gram:—

“Please read the following to the 
House : Mr. Boyce’s statement that im­
proprieties exist in the sale of Indian

I unquali­
fiedly deny the existence of any im­
proprieties or irregularities whatever.

THE RAIN SPOILED THE 
PAGEANTS REHEARSAL

Thirteen Thousand People Assemble to 
Witness Dress Rehearsal of Ter­
centenary Pageants—Shortage of 
i ickets Almost Causes a Riot— 
French Frigates Arrive.

Quv jvc, July 17—A , drizzling rain 
that in shortly beiurv live this aft­
ernoon neevsitah'd tlie postponement 
of the second dress rehearsal of the 
historical pageants, thus disappoint­
ing n gathering of upwards of thirteen 
thousand persons. The management, 
in view of the prices being trebled, ex­
pected only a slim turn-out and were 
so unprepared for tlie rush that set in 
that tickets were exhausted and the 
crowd had to be hold up until some of 
tlie first supply could he used over 
again.

The delay nearly precipitated a riot, 
dresses being torn and hats broken in 
the jostling crowd. When five o’clock 
came and the stand was nearly full. 
Director Lascelles was compelled to 
announce the postponement of tin* 
performance til! Monday owing to the 
danger <n the costumes being ruined.

The pageants ait* somewhat demoral­
izing the retail business of the city. 
The majority of the four thousand 
performers are drawn from tlie larger 
commercial houses and by agreement 
thf’y closed their doors at four on 
the days of the performances.

The big events of the day were the 
landing ot Lord Roberts and the Duke 
of Norf.dk, and the arrival of the 
French frigates, Leon Gambetta and 
Admiral Aube.

Thp contract for the excavations, 
foundations and stone Work of the 
new Edmonton Court-house, to be 
erected at the corner of McDougall 
avenue and May streets, has been 
let to Alderman R. J. Manson for 
$165,600. Tlie heating, plumbing, 
plastering and carpentering contracts 
will bo let later on.

1 According to the plans and specifi­
cations of the new building, the 
basement storey will he faced with 
granite with underpinning course an 
four sides. Calgary sandstone will 
be used for all elevations. A broad 
flight of granite steps will lead up to 
each of. the two entrances, and at the 
top of the steps there will be six im­
posing columns, three feet in dia­
meter and 28 feet high.

Lisbon, July 16—The creweing scandal 
of “Portugese Panama" 1 lias bee* 
brought olft by- the publication of a long 
list of naipeA nf influential government 
officials, gen'eyats, court dignatarieg and 
mambers of the nobility who like ’ thé 
laite King Carlos received illegal ad­
vances from the state treasury. Accord­
ing to the newspapers, Çenerals Cuva* 
Costa and Lopek each received fifty 
thousand dollars. The Portugese minis­
ter to J’ekin, who was recalled "by ex- 
Premier Franco, drew twenty years' ah 
lowartee In advance. The total of these 
illegal payments reached several million 
Miami.

Cabinet intrigues here continue al­
though a crisis has been gverted by the 
etexer tactics of Senator Castro, leader 
of negerationists.

For children over six years of age 

it is important to have apparatus and 
other things. Children like and need 
to use their hands in a great variety 
oi ways of constructive and instructive 
work. If this work is not provided 
they turn to destructive methods. For 
this reason the intermeidnte play­
grounds have been most successful 
when located within easy reaching 
distance of some building wherein 
is provided some form of manual occu­
pation as a relaxation from the stren­
uous eifort of hard play.
~ The kind of apparatus that is most 
used is that in which there is a slight 
risk of falling, swings, travelling 
rings, giant strides, tilts and teeter 
ladders, slanting poles to slide xdown 
and coasts or slides of smooth hoard. 
This last named piece of -apparatus 
has been found to be the most used 
of any in the American playgrounds.

of those of an age to use the inter­
mediate playground are of a competi­
tive nature, mostly chasing, such na 
run sheep run, prisoners’ base and 
tag games.

Athletic Fields.
In children Over 12 years of age 

the competitive idea and after that 
team play becomes strong, and the 
magnificent results oi organized play 
are at once perceived—baseball, foot­
ball, lacrosse and other teams ate 
readily organized and developed. This 
kind of play demands a larger area of 
ground and a closer supervision than 
any other. From it results the in­
dividual athletic idea and the stand­
ard of measuring the relationship af 
self .to the rest of humanity is de­
veloped;

The frequent, complaint, that play­
grounds are hideous, can be easiiy 
overeome by planting shrubs in the 
corners and along the edges of surdi 
grounds. In some places the care of 
these shrubs is given over to a com­
mittee of the children.

Meeting th* Need.
There should he provided in EdmoA- 

ton at the* present time a playground 
attached to every school in the city to 
he used at'recess and carried, on a.s » 
sand garden after school hours, and 
on Saturdays, holidays and during 
vacation. At least twenty square feet 
of ground should be provided for each 
pupil in the school. The cost o* equip­
ment for such grounds should not ex­
ceed $150 for each playground. Add­
ed to this there would be the salary 
of the supervisor.

At least two athletic fields, one 
the east and one at the west end 
the city, of sufficient size to give roo 
for baseball, football and other teal# 
games, should be provided. The*: 
fields should be equipped with ap­
paratus similar to that described un­
der intermediate plagrounds. The cost 
of such equipment would be about 
$500 for each playground and the sal­
ary of a supervisor.

Why Playgrounds are Needed.
For the same reason that a flower 

needs light, a child needs playgrounds 
because a child’s growth " is largely 
through activity and play is the speci­
fic activity which nature has prescrib­
ed. If if is withheld the child grows 
stunted and perverted and sometimes 
retaliates on those who withhold its 
right, by becoming a law breaker, and 
is only rescued and reformed at an 
immense cost to the state.—R. B. 
Chadwick.
