A LETTER FROM “ AN ENGLISHMAN.”

Editor Evening Telegram.

Sir,—In one of your late issues a letter
appears from one ‘‘ Molly Maguire,” ridiculing
the volunteer movement, and asking in a con-
temptuous manner what this island has to lose
at the hands of an invading force, etc.

It would be well if the people of Newfound-
land would besr in mind the great tension that
exists in Kuropean countries, with their vast
armies, and well-equipped navies, and the pos-
sibility of an offensive and defensive alliance
between France and Russia, and the not im-
probable outlook of England being drawn into
the struggle. If the forces of England and
France weet again as foes, this community
would find an enemy at its doors in short or-
der, and the French shore question pressed
home to them in no uncertain tones. The in-
fusion of a manly defensive spirit into this
population wouild, perhaps, show them that
their homes and families are worth fighting
for, and that this island is of no small value
in spite of its isolation. Whoever holds New-
foundland holds the key of the St. Lawrence,
aud commands the mercantile traffic of the
North Atlantic.

Whether the gentlemen moving in the mat-
ter are worthy of public support, or would
make better privates than officers, 1 do not
wish to discuss; but there can be mo doubt
that in the event of England being drawn into
s war with France and Russia, this port would
soon have a lively time of it—perbaps before
England could send help. The dry dock and
machine shops would be in French hands, and
St. John’s the depot for the French squadron
in the North Atlantic. This is not the age of
wooden three deckers, but of iron-clads, tor-
pedos, hundred-ton guns, and rapid -move-
ments. The formation of a fairly good militia
would, perhaps, enable the port to be held
against any surprise, until belp from England
or Canada could arrive.

IMPRISONED BY A SNAKE.

—— e ——

TweNTY years ago I was the managing clerk
in an English merchant’s office. My work was
‘heavy. Many nights I sat at my books until
‘far into the smal hours of the morning. Once
or twice I actually dozed off into a sleep, to be
awakened by the woman who cleaned the
various rooms coming to her work. The house
I was connected with had a branch establish-
ment in India doing a large business, and many
curioys consignments of goods, quite outside
of our usual articles of commerce, passed
through our handa. Priceless cloths and na-
tive fabrics, brass and gold ornaments set
with precious stones, collections of stones,
botanical specimens, birds, animals—every-
thing, in fact, until at times the contents of
the cases, if opened and spread out, would have
made a very average museum. One afternoon
a large box was delivered from one of the ships
labelled ¢¢ To be kept in a moderately warm
place.” I was away from the warehouse at
the time of its arrival, and the men placed it
in tbe outer office. Oa my return I casuflly
noticed the case on passing, and saw that one
end was slightly crushed, as if by some heavier
case falling on it. This was a mere accidental
observance. My private office was just four
walls, hung with maps and charts. A writing
bureau in_the centre of the floor behind the
door ; behind the bureau a large iron fireproof
safe some six feet high and four feet square,
standing twelve or -fourteen inches from the
wall, and a case of books and three or four
chairs completed the inventory. I was going
to .work late, and in a short time I was alone
in the building. I worked steadily until mid-
night. I arose and paced around the room for
a few minutes.

The light
from a street lamp lit the room fairly well, and
after a glance I concluded it must have been
fancy, and retarned to my desk, leaving the
door open. A few minutes afterwards a faint,
harsh sound csme from the same direction, &
curious rubbing sound, undeniably within the
pext room, and guite as undeniably moving
towards the door leading to where I was sitting.
I rose to my.feet, and as I did so the head and
neck of a huge snake protruded through the
doorway into the well-lit room. I stood trans-
fixed with horror. . When the reptile saw me it
stopped for = séeond, its eyes grew more and
more aflame until they resembled two lurid balls
of fire, its tongue darted in and out of its
mouth, and the head raised higher and higher
until nearly level with my own. I could hear
its body coiling and recoiling in fary in the
darkness beyond, and there I stood, powerless,
unarmed, and apparently unable even to move.
I looked once asround in a despairing search
for some outlet of escape, and, as I took my
eyes from those of the bhorrible. reptile, it
lowered its “Head" and darted towards me.
Another second and it would have caught me,
when, seeing the open safe, I rushed in and
shut the door. A small petty cash book fell
to the floor, half in, half out of the safe, hold-
ing the door open about half an ineh. Baut for
that book I would have spéedily suffocated.
Not thinking of that I stooped and tried to
draw the boak”inside, but the snake, moving
simunltaneously with myself, had dashed itself
against the safe, and in its brute fury, thinking
the safe part and parcel of myself, had thrown
its coil arognd it, compressing the door so
tightly that I fortunately could not remove the
book, which wag sole my means of ventilation.
Half crazed with fright, I pulled and lugged
at it without avail. The perspiration rolled
down my face, my heart beat almost to burst-

‘ajar I seemed to be al the point of suffocation.
Gasping for breath and utterly nerveless I fell
against the door and slidsto the floor in a dead
faint.  How long I remained so I cannot tell
—perbaps an hour. At last my senses return-
ed, and, althongh ;i@ndfully orinmged by the
position into which I had subsided in the narrow
space, L felt. I had not the power to rise, and
lay there gazing ,;)nx:é'n'gh the narrow opening |

| st the two folds which encircled wy refuge,

feeling a horrible fascination, that I shall never

forget. I even passed my finger out and
touched one, feeling a quivering movement
that told me the reptile had drawn its coils to
the utmost tension, in hope of crushing the shell
that held the precious kernel of myself. By
an effort I collected my ideas, and, remember-
ing the box and the crushed end, could readily
account for the presence of 'the intruder. I
knew that it was customary to feed them to
gatiety before shipping, send them off, and, as
a rule, that they arrived here still in a state of
stupor. - This one might have had a long pas-
sage, and coming out of the sleep, wanted
water, grew furious, burst the weak end of the
case, and, finding me, attacked me by instinct.
I grew calmer and investigated my position
thoroughly. I rose to my feet, and as I did so
my foot rested on something uneven. I picked
it up and found it to be one of those long ink
erasers, having a blade about four inches long,
sharp as a razor, tempered like a Damascus
blade, the handle being about five inches long
and flat in shape.

AN IMPORTANT DISCOVERY.

At this
junctare the Governor—who-is a tall, good-
looking man, and whose. movements and
manner are characterized by much ease and
dignity—received a most enthusiastic recep-
tion. ‘When the applause had somewhat sub-
sided he began his lecture in a clear, pleasing
tone of voice, distinctly audible all over the
hall. With the keen eye of his mind fixed ‘on
the early Scandinavian and Spanish adventar-
ers, he followed them over the trackless waters,
west and south, describing- their career  of
discovery and conquest, and fairly fascinating
his hearers, who listened to the many ¢ moving
incidents by flood ard field ” narrated by His
Excellency, with the most intense interest.

The story, of Peru’s codguest, and the sub-
jugation and enslavement of her aboriginal

_inhabitants had mor;.thé appearance of thril-
ling romance than sober, practical history.
And as we noted the vivid descriptions and
soul-absorbing illustrations employed by His
Excellency, we could not help feeling a deep
sense of admiration for the man and: the mind
that.could do all this froi meméry, withoat
any prompting at all save a few very meagre
notes ona small slip-of paper.

Returning from South America, Governor
Blake took passage on board the Pinta, one of
the small ships employed by Columbus on his
immortal voyage of discovery, and accompanied
that intrepid navigator to his ¢ Lsndfall ” in
the New World. All the prmclpal ‘events of
the ‘¢ passage out,” as far as could be ascer-
tained, were briefly narrated, until the log-
book’s records showed that the Pinta, together
with the flagship, had east anchor in ¢‘:the
Babama roads.” Here the discoverers were

delighted to find a vast ocean planted with

innumerable islands, all covered with fruits
and flowers, and. mterwoven with a thousand
Tittle shimng seas that ran among them. Like
Mirza in his vision, ‘‘ they could see petsans

¢ FirstT NIGHT AT SEA. —My stateroom is on

| deck. I am told it will be cooler in the tropics

than one of the main decks. It has a broad’
bed hung with a lambrequin and lace curtains’;
a rich carpet, a chair, small sofa, seat, wash-
!| stand, mirror, drinking and toilet water, a
‘| rack, hooks for clothes, and an electric bell.
Everything clean and substantial. The sea
looks rough, but the ship has only a gentle
‘| motion, and only s few feel it disagreeably.

¢ First DAY AT SEA.—Out of sight of land
and everything but sea and sky. The ocean
is really blue. 1 never realised that it could
be so blue. It is a little flecked with white
caps, and everybody is talking about Hatteras.
The men, and some of the ladies are out in
their wraps. We have all had coffee and are
eager for breakfast. What little things inter-
est us! A fishing-eagle has perched on the
foremast, and we bave talked about it an hour.
Later, several porpoises are in sight. The
mesls are excellent ; the air is bracing. I find
that half the number bound for Nassau are
invalids, having throat or lung troubles, gout,
rheumatism or a dread of the winter. The
other half are pleasure-seekers. Many were
there last winter, and liked the place immense-
ly. They say the hotel there is the best in the
West Indies. We see something like a sea
gerpent, and it proves to be a floating spar. It
is getting warmer. In the eveLing we approach
Hatteras, and at night are in the warm Gaulf
Stream, which we are going to eross at right
angles. No need for blankets to-night.§

¢ SEcoND DAY AT Sea.—To-day, like yes-
terday, the sea was calm. No overcoats even
at 7 oclock p.m. Everybody is well and
spent the day on deck. Who could believe
such a change could come on so quickly? It
is like the middle of May. The dolphins are
racing at the ship’s bow, Mother Carey’s
chickens are chasing us astern, and fl-ing-fish
are plenty on either side. We have ended
the day with a concert and dancing on deck.

¢ TaiRp DAY AT Sea.—Too pleasant even
for winter flannels. I am in summer, rig,
and find it pleasant to keep under the awn-
ings.. The ship seems to get cleaner and
cleaner. We were going to have an im-
promptu minstrel show, when somebody said
it was Sunday. We see the light-house and
trees on Abaco Island. What a sensation
they produce! To-morrow we shsall be in
Nassau.

¢¢ Fourte Day.—The pilot came aboard
soon after daybreak. We are anchored at the
mouth of the harbor. Our sister ship, the
¢ Cienfuegos,” is beside us on her way to New
York. A score of letters for home from our
passengers will go by her.”

Space will not permit us to follow Governor
Blake all throggh his interesting experience of
three years and six months in the Bahamas.
His description of what he saw during his
visits to the different islands, twenty-nine in
number, will not soon be forgotten by his de-
lighted listeners, especially the flowery, pan-
oramic picture he drew of the natural scenery
of San Salvador, the supposed ¢¢ Landfall ”’ of
the great discoverer. We can imagine what
His Excellency’s feelings must have been during
bis first night in that charming spot. . Sleep
was out of the question. To his active and
susceptible mind, the surroundings, above and
below, were indescribably beantiful. No won-
der if he sat up and allowed his soul to become
intoxicated with the scene. Thenight was balmy
and the air loaded with perfame. Towards
morning ‘¢ the moon weni down in chastened
loveliness ; she departed like some sweet bride
into ber chamber, and long, veil-like shadows
crept up the sky through which the stars peep-
ed shyly out. Soon, however, they too began
to pale before a splendor in the east, and then
the quivering footsteps of the dawn came
rushing across the new-born blue, and shook
the planets from their places. Quieter aad yet
more quiet grew the sea, quiet as the soft mist
‘that brooded on her bosom, and covered up
her troubling, as the illusive wreaths of sleep
brooded upon a psin-racked mind, causing it
to forget its sorrow. From the east to the
west sped the angels of the dawn, from sea to
ses, from island ‘o island, scattering light with
both their hands. Oa they sped out of the
darkness, perfect, glorious, like spirits of the
jnst breaking from the tomb; on, over the
quiet sea, over the low coast-line ; over those
‘who sleptin peace, and those who woke in
sorrow ; over the evil and the good; over the
living and dead ; over the wide world, and all
" that breathes or has breathed thereon.”

The waving palms, the
bananas,  the low smooth houses, the white
streets—these are novelties that may well be
appreciated.

All these things, and many others, were des-
cribed by Governor Blske in a phraseology
peculiarly adapted to the subject and the oc-
casion. And before we were aware of the
flight of so much time, an hour and & half had
sped away, and His Excellency found that he
bad exhausted the time at his disposal.

A vote of thanks to Governor Blake was
moved by Mr. Justice Pinsent and seconded
by Archdeacon Forristal, neat and appropriate
little speéches being made by both these gen-
tlemen. Then the President ‘“put the motion,”
which was carried by acclamation. His Ex-
celleney ‘briefly responded, and one of the
most enjoyable evenings we have ever spent
i the Athensum was bxought to a close.

ARRIVAL OF THE S3. *CURLEW.

Tae steamer Curlew arrlved at 11 o’clock
this morning from the Westward, but her
budget is of a meagre description. She had
extremely bad weather all the way up, strong
head winds and snow squalls; but Captain
Delaney made up for it by & swift run down
the shore. She brought very little freight, a
few consignments of frozen fish, and some
venison; her passengers were also few in
number for this port—only eight or ten altoge-
ther.  But what the accounts by the boat
speak glowingly of is the profitable frozen
berring trade with the American schoon-
ers. Ounr informant states that the
pumber of these crafts, which have been
laden with cargoes in the two bays of Fortune
and Placentia, is as high as fifty, including a
few sail that have not yet arrived. They take,
on an average, a thousand barrels each, mak-
ing the total deliveries abount fifty thousand
barrels. When they are furnished by our
fishermen in a frozen state they receive one
dollar and thirty cents a barrel for them;
when unfrozen one dollar a barrel.

A stranger would suppose that, with the
abundance of frost and snow for which this
country is noted abroad, there would be no
such thing as a premium in the frosted article
of winter production ; but the practice in ques-
tion shows how badly maligned we are in this
respect. The figures quoted show that the
value of the' winter herring trade amounts to
about fifty thousand dollars, annually ; but no
doubt Receiver General Donnelly, whose offi-
cial exposition of the trade of the country is
as brief as he can make it, notorious for its
omission of interesting details, obscurely ex-
plained and unsatisfactory, can furnish us with
the exact figures.
