They de-
sire at the same time to record the
deep .sense of personal loss which
:very member of his flock feels by the
leath of a revered pastor. In the
many years during which the late
‘anon Dunfield ministered to them in
spiritual things, they have always
‘elt that his life and ministry- were
narked by devotion to duty, and
graced with every Christian virtue.”

Mr. J. A. Clift, K.C.,, seconded the
resolution, and in doing so paid a
varm tribute to the late Canon for
the affection he had won and the es-
‘eem he had gained among the parish-
ioners.

The Chairman then read corre-
spondence which had passed between
the Churchwardens and the Executive
Committee of the Diocesan Synod in
reference to the vacancy in the rec-
torship. Then Mr. A. J. Harvey made
the following motion:

“That a vacancy having been oc-
casioned in the office of Rector of St.
Thomas’s Church by the death of the
Reverend Canon Dunfield, this meet-
ing duly convened and representing
the said Parish, hereby nominates the
Reverend George Ross Godden, M.A.,
for appointment and induction by the
Lord Bishop of Newfoundland as Rec-
tor of the said Parish, in succession
to the late Canon Dunfield, in accord-
ance with the Act of the Synod of the
Church of England of this Diocese, in
such case provided.’

In moving the resolution he said
there was nothing truer than that
“God buries His workmen but carries
on His work.” Mr. Godden had serv-
ed for over thirteen years as Senior
Curate of the Parish, and had en-
deared himself to all the parishioners.
His opinion was that they could not
do better than follow the last, prece-
de’nt, nominate the Senior Curate. He
had much pleasure in nominating Mr.
Godden as Rector. >

Mr. John Williams seconded the
motion, which was put by the Chair-
man and ecarried without a dissent-
ing voice. The result was received
with great acclamation, which testified
to the popularity of the Rector-elect.

The. Chairman will convey the sense
of the meeting to the Bishop’s Com-
missary, Reyv. Canon Temple, and as
soon ‘as the ratification of the Bishop
has been received, Mr. Godden will
be inducted as Rector.
