Advantages of Gas.

But the advantages of gas over the
old-fashioned way of conducting do-
mestic affairs.is by no means confined
to cooking. If, instead of gently pul-
ling that magie chain, which turns on
the bright incandescent light, one had
first to have ordered and taken in oil,
polished the pedestal of the oil lamp,
trimmed
the wicks, filled the bowl with oil,
one might ery out about the difficulty
of doing the day’s work, and the
dreadful dearth of really reliable do-
mestic servants. Geysers in a bath-
room avoid all the disappointment of
finding that the water is only tepid
because
the kitchen fire has been allowed to
burn low after the cooking for the day
is over. With a geyser all the trouble
of stoking and building up the fire,
and keeping it at a certain height are
unnecessary, one strike of the match
applied to the burners is absolutely all
that is needed for the attainment of a
hot bath, and the water heats with
great rapidity. Where there are young
children, it is often of untold import-
ance to have ready to hand the means
of giving a hot bath in caes of sudden
illness; so this is another point in fa-,
vour of substituting gas for the oldi
method of heating, cooking &ec¢. Dur-
ing the winter months gas fires also |
play a prominent part in lessening the |
labours of the housewife. It is sat-
isfactory, after having been out for
some hours, to be able, on returning |
home, to get all the benefit of a cheer-
ful fire in an incredibly short space
of time, without waiting whilst the |
wood splutters, and the coal frequently
refuses to kindle. When unexpected
visitors arrive, it is so easy, whilst dis-
cussing the -cheering cup, to set a
match to the gas fire in the drawing
room, and the temperature of that
apartment having risen to a desirable
height, the evening ean be pleasantly
passed in the enjoyment of rmusic, for
it is here that the piano usually finds
a home. SLs

By using the gas ring at the top of
the cooker, a plentiful supply of hot
water can be obtained for washing |
dishes, dusters and cloths; further, by
obtaining flexible piping, the ever-use-
ful gas-heated iron’is at your service.
But, it may be urged, is not all this
gas rather an expensive item? Pro-
perly used, most decidely No! for,
without its aid, assistance in the
housework would in many cases, be
absolutely indispensible.

In conclusion, it must be said that
to abstain from the use of what is
such an important factor in the light-
ening of domestic drudgery is, to say
the least of it, being a penny wise and
a pound foolish. -

Lahorer Asks Some: Questions.

! Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—One of the evening news-
papers on Saturday last, commenting
on the Bowring Park and the Housing
Problem, says it learnhs that a com-
pany has finalized arrangements for
the purchase of the strips of land in

tho neighbourhood of the proposed
f park opposite Littledale Academy
f with the idea of erecting small dwell-
!ing houses rfming at about $120 to
I $150 per annum—describing its front-
age and so forth—it would make ideal
sites for the purpose suggested as
they are about to build Some thirty
aouses. Now, sir, I was under the
impression, when the idea was first
mooted in our midst, it was the inten-
tion to get the employers and others
interested to erect 'a certain number
of houses, so that their employees
would be able to hire them at a small
rental—say, from $50 to $70 perﬁn—
num. All this was brought about
through the lack of houses for the
labouring m¥h, or those who could
pay about that amount yearly; but
when the item teferred to puts the
rental down at $120 to $150, I would
like to know what labouring man in
St. John's can afford to pay that sum,
not including car fares, for our labor-
ing class are practically idle during
the greater part of the winter months.
Again, the distance is too near town.
Why didn’'t he say somewhere about
‘Topsail Hill! 1 would like to ask
how many laboring men would walk
all the way from Waterford Bridge to
the centre of the town if they had
daily work to perform? The idea to
my mind is absurd. Again, it speaks
about the Reid Co. extending their
street car tracks in that direction; if
such was carried out the man who
goes to work at 6 amd 7 in the morn-
ing would have to wait until 8.30 as
the cars do not commence to operate
before 8 a.m., or else he would have
to foot it which would be worgse on
him than a day’s work, and what
about the winter months? When and
how are they going te reach that dis-
tance, the cars are often tied up here
in town after a very ‘small fall of
snow. Whatever chance the laboring
man would have in getting to work

Toronto, Dec. 6.—“Our empire has
little use for the frivolous, doll-dress-
ed darlings of society.

Father Vaughan remarked that in
the course of a conversation with a
leading woman in society, he happen-
ed to say that ‘Given a man’s code of
morality, I could state with almost
dead certainty how, under any given
circumstances, he would act; but
given a smart woman's code it would
be impossible to assert what her line
of action might be.’

She drew herself up and replied:
‘And pray, bhow could you, my dear
Father, tell how she would act, when
she wouldn't herzelf know?

Father Vaughan said further that
what he wanted to see in the rising
generation of ladies on both sides of
the Atlantic was lofty and holy char-
acter, something reliable, something
scorning compromise where principle
yas in question.

He pleaded for the uplifting of some
ideal; and said in part.

‘All noble and lofty human action
presupposes the influence of some
ideal; no healthy human life can be
borne up unless sustained by some
such uplifting force. Lose your ideal
and you lose your mission. The pol-
icy that has no ideals will never vita-
lize and inspire a family, still less a
people. The only test of progress
which is to be anything more than a
mere animal rejocing over mere ani-
mal pleasures, is, as has been well
said, the development and spread of
some spiritual ideal, which will rise
into an atmosphere of effort and dis-
tinction, the life of us more ordinary
folks.

‘Never was there a stage in the
story of our life,’ continued the speak-
er, ‘when ideals were of such imper-
vious need as to-day. When engross-
ed so much in material comforts and
luxuries, there was an ever growing
danger of our settling down into
gross, selfish, self-centred material-
ism.

‘Be sure of this,’ he said to his lady
audience, ‘that unless you meet self-
indulgence by self-denial, you will go
under as surely as if yvou fell through
a crevasse on one of your verging
glaciers.”
