covered his ‘‘cure.” He spoke in |

English.

“Since the discovery of tuberculin
it became a well known and recog-
nized fact that in the bacillus itself
were to be found the antigens—that
means” the substance which contains
or produces the curative bodles Dur-

ing these last twenty-three years all |
efforts were therefore directed to- |

ward extracting and isolating the ef-

fective elements with different me- |

thods, by chemical, thermic, mechan-
ical and biological procedures.
“But all previous methods for the

preparation of remedies for tubercu- ;

losis originated from toxic, virulent
bacilli of the human or bovine tuber-
culosis and in spite of all efforts no-
body succeeded in removing the viru-
lence and toxicity of these cultures.
Consequently it often . occurred that
the -various tuberculins had a dam-
aging or at least endangering effect
upon the patients. Besides, these in-
cisive measures damaged the very
delicate and ecasily destructible anti-
gens.

“Therefore arcse the task of find-
ing a substance which would prove
absolutely harmless, even in big dos-
€s and which contained, if pcssible,
all specific properties of the b Ius
excepting its toxicity and virule

It therefore had to be an '\\1.u1(m

and" atoxic bacillus. .

“But one more thing had to be ac-
complished, and that was that thig
avirulence, this lack of pathogenic
qualities, ‘should not be acquired by
any incisive procedure on the cul-
tures or by chemical conditions.
There had to be found a bacillus of
natural avirulence and it had to re-
main avirulent and atoxic in the tu-
bercular as well as in the non-
tubercular individual.

“Inmasmauch as it is natural that
every method of deadening. the bacil-
liy, even the miidest, alters the fine
molecular structure of the baeillus, it
followed that only a live bacillus
could- be used.

“The yualities necessary for such
remedy had therefore to be as  fol-
lows: It had to consist of genuine
live bacilli which had remained in-
tact from all . additibns and - altera-
tions and had to be of natural and
complete avirulence' and atexicity.
“In. former years ‘T used’ human |
tuberele bacilli which had been mn-‘
dered” avirulent aptifically:. . But I\
discarded this miethod completely be-
cause- it was too. dangerous and the
results gave too little encouragement.
The desired results I obtained imme-
diately when I succeeded in finding
a bacillus which originated” from a
cold-blooded animal, the turtle.”
