I think that when
the community become conversant
with the benefits to. be derived from
becoming members of this Society, we
will see a great influx of members
come into its ranks, and that instead
we will see the memberhship ° grow
monthk by month. The Club Rooms of

*| this Society. are first class im every

particular. The reading room con-
tains a very valuable library and is
well supplied with all the leading pa-
pers and magazines. It is8 nicely fur-
nished and just the nice comfortable
place where a man can spend a leisure
hour. There is alsosan up to date bil-
liard room, containing two . billiard
tables where the members can spend
an enjoyable evening. And if one
cares for a game of cards, this pastime
is also catered to. One ,of the greatest
benefits of the Society is that it has its
Doctor to attend its members and their
families,, when. sickness overtakes
them, and this of itself is a strong
argument in favour of keeping the
‘Society not only in existence, but in
doing ‘everything possible to increase
its membership. When we take into
consideration the fact that the fees
of a Doctor in a family dwindle down
the savings of the workingman to a
large extent every year, and when we
realize that the Doctor’s services to
the members of the Society cost only
one dollar and sixty cents a year, I
feel that the loss would indeed be a
great one were we to allow this privi-
lege to pass out of our hands. The
entrance fee to the Society is very
small—one dollar and fifty cents, it
may be a little more, but I think this
is the correct amount. The monthly
fee is twenty-five cents, and when a
man has been a member for twelve his
family is entitled to a mortality bene-
fit of from sixty-four to eighty dollars.
There is also a bank in .connection
with the Institution which receives de-
posits from its members. This Bank
is open every Monday night and will
receive any amount and at the“expira-
tion of a certain period will pay back
the money to the depositors with ac-
crued interest. The hall is centrally
situated right in the heart of the city
and therefore very convenient for the
man who likes to spend a pleasant
hour or two after his day’s work with
his' fellows. I feel confident that
many a man will ¢come in and share
in the benefits of this grand old Soci-
ety during the present year. And it is
Just to show the men of St. John’s the
benefits to be had, that I-write this
letter. It is a Society that has done
great work in this community, and as
one who has been benefitted by it in
the past I feel it is my duty to do my
best to keep the old flag flying. Great
things can be accomplished by : this;
old Institution yet;.and many ideas of’
a ‘benéficial nature can be ‘conceived
and, -achieved. . Let.every man ‘who
reads this letter give it his considera-
tion, and ;I feel that instead of people
asking what is to become of this So-
clety, we will see them come:into the
ranks and enjoy the many privileges
that are held out.

War News,
llessagés Received
Previous to 9 A. M.

RUSSIAN SUCCESSES,
PETROGRAD, Jan. 28.
(British Admiralty per ‘wireless
press.)—The Russian forces after ar-
tillery preparation assumed the of-
fensive yesterday against the Austrc-
German fortified positions on both
sides of the Kimpolung-Jacabeni road
near the north western frontier of
Moldavia. “After .stubborn. fighting
they broke through the Teuton lines
along a front of nearly two miles,
says the official statement issued to-
day by the Russign war department.
Prisoners and booty were taken by
the Russians to an extent which has
not yet been ascertained. Southwest
of Riga three successive German at-
tacks were repulsed by the Russians.
On the western front, aftér heavy
bombardment our trenches east of
Kalnzen road toward Chlok, west of
Riga, the Germans attacked our de-
tachments but were beaten baock suf-
fering great losses. In the region of
Mitau Highroad we . liberated gas
causing great panic in the German
lines. On the |Roumanian front there
is no change in the situation. On the
Caucasus front there is nothing im-
portant to report.

GERMAN POSITION CAPTURED.
LONDON, .Jan. 28.

In a successful operation on the

Somme front in the neighborhood of

le Transloy “to-day, says the official
communication issued from the Brit-
ish headquarters to-night, a com-
manding position was captured by
British troops and more _than 350
prisoners taken in the operation. The
statement follows: Successful opera-
tions were carried out by our ‘troops
on the Somme battlefront early this
morning in the neighborhood of Le-
Transloy. All objectives attacked
were gained, and commanding posi-
tion of the enemy position was cap-
tured. We have taken over 350 pris-
oners including #six officers. Counter
attacks made by the enemy during
the day to regain lost ground were
all driven back by our fire with heavy
losses. Our -total casualties #Were
very light. The . enemy positions
were raided- by us-at-. daflight this
morning te the northeast of Neuville
‘St. Vaast, some prisoners secured and
dug outs containing some fifty Ger-
mans destroyed. We had no casual-
ties.

BRITISH CRUISER SUNK.
LONDON, Jan. 28.

The British auxiliary cruiser Laur-
entic, 14,892 tons gross has been sunk
by submarine or as - the result of
striking a mine, according to an offi-
gial statement issued to-night. Twelve
officers and 109 men have been saved.
The Laurentic before entering the
British naval service was in the ser-
vice of the Ocean Steam Navigation
Compeany, Liverpool. She was 550
feet long, and was launched in 1908.
The Admiralty statement adds , the
vessel went down off the Irish coast
last Thursday.

GALLANT ATTACK BY ENGLISH.
TROOPS.

LONDON, Jan. 28.
(With the British Armies in
France, fnom the Staff correspondent
of the Associated Press.)—In spite of
hard weather conditions a gallant at-
tack was made to-day by English
troops ‘against a strong German point
on the Somme, which resulted in the
capture of three ‘officers and, more
than 3060 men.. The Germans’ appar-
ently did not anticipate the attack
and .were somewhat off-guard, owing
perhaps to the heavy frost and strong
blizzard ,sweeping over the  snow-
covered field. The Germans remain-
ed snugly in their dugouts, probably
beMeving that the British would do
the same. Outwardly there was no
movement within the British lines,
but in the trenches the troops were
waiting for the sudden attack which
had been prepared for and organized
beforehand. Suddenly the ordinary
| desultory fire of the British batter-
11(~ was concentrated into a terrific
| drum of fire, flinging shells of enor-
mous destructive force upon the Ger-
| man trenches and defensive works.
The barb wire before the German po-
sitions was cut off as though by a
sharp shears. Following a curtain of
fire the English troops went briskly
out into No Man's Land. The British
men looked like a smoke cloud as
{ they went across the field of hum-
{ mocky snow and shell craters filled
with solid ice. ~The British
had been -cold, but, made fresh with
the heat of battle, they moved forward
iike a machine and carried out the
operations with precision and self-
control. The Germans were trapped
in, their dugeuts. The English boys
were over and around the position be-
fore the Germans could get up and
bomb them or fire upon them with
meachine guns. The whole garrison
at this strong point surrendered al-
. most without fighting, seemingly
thinking rgsistance useless. The Eng-
lish troops suffered few casualties
and sent back their prisoners in tri-
umph. Meanwhile the German gun-
ners had seen the signals of distress
+and presently they became aware of
the fact that a strong point had been
, captured. They came out of their
dugouts ard began firing on the cap-
tured position, but the visibility was
bad, owing to a whitish fog, and the
German fire was not so intense as in
former days on the Somme front.

The Cot Fund Dispute

Mr. John Browning Replies to Sir
William Horweod’s Report.

Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—1 would ask the favour
of space in your paper to make a very
short reply to the report made by Sir
Wm. Horwood of his Cot Fund to the
Patriotic Association on Friday night
last.

The first paragraph refers to the ap-
peal made by the St. John Ambulance
Brigade Headquarters to all their
branches to help to found a Hospital
at the front in Framce. That was in
February 1915. The . Hospital was
founded and a Newfoundland ward of
30 beds was given by the local Brigade
within a few months. No appeal is
known to have come after that.

On June 1st, 1916, Sir William
sent . the following cable to the St.
John Ambulance Association Head-
quarters:—

“Desirous maintain Newfound-
land ward. 20 beds Hospital in
England at pound per bed weekly.
Please suggest by’ mail Hospital
available Newfoundlanders. Let-
ter follows.” ¥

This is the starting of Sir William ;

Horwood’s fund and has mo connection
with the appeal for beds in France
made sixteen months before.

On July 10th, 1916, immediately aft-

/er the news of the disaster of July

1st, Sir William made an appeal. That
appeal is still fresh in the public
mind, there is no necessity to repeat
it nor to comment on it.

On July 17th Lord Ranfurly wrote
as follows (extract):—

“I hope you will not place all
your money into these shospitals,
as the Joint Committee of the Red
Cross and St. John have an enor-’
mous call upon their un-earmarkg
ed funds for Hospital storse an
assistance generallyy and mohney
for this fund is most welcome.”
This speaks for itself ‘and there can

hardly be two opinions as “to its
meaning.

* In this letter is'also the follow-
ing:— e
“I think that one pound a week
per bed is too much for an estab-
lished Hospital, not posgibly in
the present cases where b8ds and
all have to be provided, but I think
after six months fhat 6|8 (six shil-

lings and eight pence) a  bed
should be, with the Government
contribution, sufficient to do

everything well. I am writing to
these Hospitals to say that at the
end of six months the contribution

will probably be six and eight
pence per bed.
As regards.the 25 beds about

which I received a cable yester-
day from Sir W. H. Horwood,
these I am arranging probably
at Dollis Hill House (Mr. Gldd-
stone’s old house) where they are
likely to build a hut for this num-
ber. In this case, too, I think
that one pound a week - per bed
for twenty-six weeks should be
given to make them start well,
but afterwards six and - eight
pence should be quite sufficient.”

On December 6th, 1916, the follow-
ing caple was received from Lord
Ranfurly:—

“M o n ey received sufficient
maintain beds endowed till Janu-
ary 1918.

‘rive in Hospital traing to the large

base Hospitals all over the country. I
am in each case informing the Com-
. mandant of the branch Hospitals af-
filiated to the base Hospitals where I
have had established, on your behalf,
Newfoundland wards.

I may say that, with a view to see-
ing that good Hospitals, well run,
were properly selected, I have only
to-day returned from -visiting Hospi-
tals at Bridlington and Scarborough,
mneither of which did I find satisfac-
tory as far as Newfoundlanders were
concerned. I then went on to New-
castle-on-Tyne and saw a very good
" hospital, Saltwell Towers, at which I
have taken a ward,- which I am sure
you would appfove of. It is an ex-
cellent large room with eleven beds,
,and was formerly, I should think, the

ball room in this private residence. I
| also visited another Hospital in New-

castle, but considered one ward here

established sufficient to meet New-
. foundland requirements. From there
|I went on to the other side of Eng-
| land, Southport, and saw two excel-
. lent Hospitals there, both of which re-
ceive patients direct, and I have ask-
ed that all Newfoundlanders in the

Hospital trains sent up to the base
|Hospital in those parts should be de-
| livered at these two Hospitals, at one
{ of which I have taken, on your be-
' half, a ward of ten beds, and at the
i other ten beds also.

{ I am next week visiting the Hospi-
tals in which wards were taken over
|some weeks back, with a view to see-
'ing any Newfoundlanders that may be
there.

| 1 do not know whether I should be

fulfilling your desires, but I think it
would be as well if you gave me a
free hand as regards, say £100 of the
money that has been entrusted to me,
for the purchase and sending of any
small luxuries or requirements that
may not come within the possibilities
of those particular Hospitals, for in-
dividual Newfoundlanders. Part of
this, no doubt, may mean tobacco and
cigarettes. . However, until I hear
from you, I shall meet any Buch neces-
sities from other funds.
