With
the Independent Socialists and
German Democrats the Majority So-
cialists will constitute the left of thp
Nationalist Assembly, with 65 per
cent. of the seats.

The official final count of the nation-
al vote probably will not he avail-
able before Wednesday. Numerous
votes in Berlin are being contested
by Independent Socialists, Wwho
charge the Majority Socialists with
having used an ‘illegal caption on
their party ballot.

PRINCE JOHN’S BURIAL.

LONDON, Jan. 21.

The body of Prince John, the
youngest son of King George, who
died on Saturday night /last, was
buried with simple ceremonies in the
Sandringham churchyard at noon to-
day. King George,  Queen Mary and
‘all the members of the Royal Family
were present at the services, At the
conclusion of the ceréemony King
George cast a number of bouquets of
flowers into the young Prince’s grave.

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Fish---The Factog.

If there was one thing, more than
another, developed by the four Fears
of almost universal warfare, it was
the knowledge that fish is one of the
greatest factors to be reckoned with
in the future well being of the world.
During the period of conflict it was
shown that fish was in greater de-
mand than ever before, and that its
value as a food is equal to, it not
greater than, any that wa eat. Nor
gince the conclusion of the fighting
has the demand for fish foods lessen-
ed. On the contrary it has increased,
the countries best able to afford it
continuing to pay prices, which in
the piping days of peace were un-
dreamed of. While it is true that the
European markets, to which we have,
for centuries, been gending large
quantities of our dry fish products,
rarticularly those of Spain, Portugal,
Italy and Greece, have declined con-
siderably, because of the strain upon
their finances, ‘consequent upon thelg'
participation in the great struggle. it
is equally true that they must have
the article as supplied by Newfound-
land in greater guantities than ever.
There is evidence in this that we will
not have to seek mew outlets for our
dry staple, because of any shortage
in consumption in these established
markets. So long as our fishermen
continue to cure codfish by drying,
go long will our European customers
buy of us. Once conditions across get
'straightened out, the consumption of
Newfoundland stocks will be on the
rise.

In addition to ‘the continental
%ransatlantic market for dry 4sh, the
United Kingdom offers a promising
future to the export of fresh frozen
fish of every edible variety swim-
ming in our waters, 'The experi-
ment of shipping a part carge under
refrigeration, by the S.S. Bayano, had
a most successful ending. With re-
gard to this the opinion of Sir
leading fish-
merchant and steam trawgler owner
of Grimsby, England, will be worth
quoting. ~ He said he had inspected
the fish on arrival and found the con-
dition excellent. The fish had been
carefully dezlt with before freezing
at St. John’s, and that h2 had never
geen finer fish, than the variety, con-
gisting of cod, haddock, wolffish, tur-
bot, herring and caplin, hrought
from Newfoundland by the 3ayano.
No words could be more encouraging
than these, and though the frozen
fish industry in Newfoundiand is only
/An its infancy, there is nothing to
prevent it growing into lusty man-
hood and becoming ome of the chief
cf our wealth producers. There are
wonderful possibilities in this mnew
‘yhase, ahead of us. All we need is
jncreased cold storage facilitizs both
afloat and ashore, with large receiv-
ing depots at the important fishing
centres, and the mnecessary ships
equipped with refrigerating plants
for the transportation of cargoes as
they are ready. Without these

y - there is no future for a big trade in

frozen fish. With them, the consum-
mation is assured.

Another vasf market nearer our
shores is also always open to receive
all the fish we can supply--that of the
United States. - Notwithstanding the

From this home, and
from the strict religious devotion
which was there ebserved, Mrs. Dem-
arest dréw the lessons of her dis-
course, and for the space of ‘some
thirty-five minutes she spoke of these
elements which go to make up the
truly Christian home. There were
many things to combine in this, but
one of the most important was that of
family prayer, known as the family
altar. This altar was, as it were, the
heaven of the home, and next to love
.iuel}. it was the safeguard of the
family. All the lessons which the
speaker drew from the story of the
home at Bethany were well received
and they were delivered in that gen-
tle spirit which is specially a woman'’s
province. Mrs. Demarest did well,
and though she had to sit down to
finish her address, she was none the
less at home in her good work.

The subject of the evening address
was that of “The Samaritan Woman”
and not “Fishers of Men,” as an-
nounced. The HEvangelist read the
story of this woman as it is record-
ed in the fourth chapter of St. John's
Gospel, and if she had closed the
Book without making one comment
upon the chapter, her manner of
reading it ‘was of itself a lesson worth
learning. In her comments she re-
ferred to the Jewish people and of
the prominent place they have held in
history and in prophecy, and alsfo in
salvation. She then dealt with the
‘woman and her standing and charac-
ter, and how she was despised by
those who knew her; even the dis-
ciples wondered at their Master talk-
ing to her. Like lots of people to-day
the disciples were small and failed to
see that God is no respecter of per-
sons. °

The conversation at the well led to
the stay of the Master among the peo-
ple of the place for two days, and in
that time they found out that which
greater and more ' highly favoured
people had failed to do; they found
out that He who spoke to them was
the Messiah, and that He was the
Saviour of the world.

Thelwdt?ress was fifty minutes “in
delivery, and was amply illustrated
by stories which had come under the
speaker’s personal attention. One
story in particular was very applica-
ble, it was that of a good minister
and his wife who had in their home
some valuable chinaware, but who did
not know it, but in a time of stress
and penury they realized its worth.
Théy had suffered, but had they
known the value of the old china they
would not have had to do so, and so
with the woman at the well. Had
she known who it was that spoke to
her she would have asked of Him for
water greater than she could draw—
even from Jacob’s well.

All the lessons drawn from this
Bible story by Mrs. Demarest last
night were just such as the people
fully understand; and whether one
would call the discourse a sermon, or
a Bible reading, or a Gospel talk, it
does not matter much, for, as of old,
“the common peoplq heard gladly.”
Thus the crowd continues to attend,
not because the Evangelist has any
new Gospel, but because she tells of
the Old Gospel in such a manner as
suits the toiling masses of the day.
She seéms to have something that
some of the churches have missed—
the power to attract the people.—I. C.

Experiences of the Crew

0f the Schoomer Arkouna.

The United States coast guard cut-
ter Tallapoosa reached port yester-
day afternoon with the crew of the
Gloucester #&chooner Arkona on
board. The Tallaposa left Walifax
on January 7th for Forteau Bay, Lab-
rador, to rescue the Argona’s érew,
who were reported as being in want
at the place mentioned, after  the
schooner had become a total wreck
on the Labrador coast. Th2 cutter
also took supplies for the intabitants
of Forteau Bay. The Tallapoosa had
a trying experience since leaving
Halifax on January 7. She agchored
at Port Saunders, Newfound'snd, at
2 pm. A gale sprang up and they
had to remain a day longer. On
January 11th they got away. Heavy
ice flelds were struck in the Straits,
but after several attempts they made
Forteau Bay in the afternoon., The
Arkona’s crew were taken on board.
Then the cutter started to return,
encountering an increasing gale,
which lasted through January 13th.
One of the Tallapoosa’s boats were
wrecked and other damage custain-
ed. Captain S. T. Stone and crew
of eight men of the Arkona arrived
on the Talapoosa. The Arkona sail-
ed from Gloucester on October 31st,
for Halifax, and arrived here a few
days later. She loaded calt at
Smith's whart for Newfouudland,
and sailed November 10. Heavy wea-
ther was encountered and ghe® ar-
rived at Cape Broyle about Nov. 25.
On arrival there she was ord.red to
another harbor on the coast, thence
to Springcale, and from there to Bay
of Islands, for which she was bound
when wrecked.

The crew, knew that the schooner
would not l&st long, so one of the
seamen sei out with two large blards
and a rope tied around his waist, for
the shore.  All around the vessel was
slob ice which would upset a dory
easily,. The man managed to reach
land, 'by using the boards as rafts.
hauled a three-quarter inch Trope
from the vessel, and made it fast to
a large houlder on the Cliff. The

Fighting in the Fog.

Some Exploits or the Royal Newfound-
land Regiment in the Final Phases
of the War, s

Have you ever looked over your
papapet across that expanse of dis-
puted territory kmown as “No Man's
Land” and saw rolling toward you a
solid wave of dark gray vapour that
is characteristic of Qctober weather
in Northern France? If not, }ou will
want to picture the thickest fog from
the Banks enveloping you in your
vessel, 'and you will picture to some
extent the surroundings of our Bat-
talion on the morning of October
14th, 1918.

Just before “zero” hour the vapour
settled down, and when the Regiment
jumped “over the top” the artillery
support and smoke barrage »roduced
such a dense curtain that visibility
was impossible and the advancing line
of figures melted into the mist. The
attacking waves swept on, gradually
breaking  into  little groups, = until
Capt. C. 8. Frost, commanding “B”
Co., and at the time the Senior Offi-
cer.in the advamce, found himself past
Ledingham with Pte. Geo. Myillet and
A. Langdon as his only colleagues.
Suddenly a corrugated view Bhelter
was discernible in the mist, and on
hearing guttural voices within, our
trio promptly challenged and nine
sheep-isle Huns crawled out. On be-
ing questioned, one Bosche—who was
negotiating for his life with a large
bag of sugar which he tendered as a
peace offering—undertook to guide
our soldiers to a post across the road
where six more Huns willingly sur-
rendered. These made up a bag of
fifteen prisoners, when Sergt. J.
Greene emerged from the fog and
joined the Newfoundland quartette.
No men where available for escort
duty, so perforce the Huns were
brought along with the -attacking
party. A further sortie brought more
prisoners, and within one half hour,
labouring ‘in vapour 'that eclipsed
London’s thickest fog, wandering
through villages that had been held
by the enemy for over three years,
practically surrounded by hostile sec-
tions and not knowing how * the
flanks were faring—Capt. Frost and
his three faithful followers had cap-
tured seventy Germans. To collect
such a number and continue to bring
them forward would be foolishly haz-
ardous, so the sepior prisoner was
directed to\lead comrages to the
rear with one stolid Newfoundlander
as & guard, and seventy captives were
sent towdards the British lines.

And thenm, as suddenly as the fog
fell and enveloped the front trenches
in the morning, just as suddenly did
the sun burst through the mist and
the vapour cleared away. Imagine
