IN CARDINALS’ COLLEGE. 
ROME, March 23— (A.P.)—Ameri­

can representation in the Sacred Col­
lege will be increased to four when, 
at a secret consistory to-morrow. Pope 
Plus XI. will proclaim Archbishop 
Hayes of New York and Archbishop 
Mundellein of Chicago, cardinals. The 
Americans now members of the Sac­
red College are Cardinals O’Connell of 
Boston and Doughterty of Philadel­
phia.

The elevation of cardinals is one of 
the most impressive ceremonies of 
the Roman Catholic Church and is 
concluded with the public consistory 
at which the new cardinals are conse­
crated and formally received into the 
College of Cardinals. At the secret 
consistory the cardinals, in the full 
robes of their sacred office, assemble 
to bear the Pope’s announcement of 
the prelates who are to be elevated. 
As the name of each is pronounced 
the Pontiff inquires “Quid vobis vi de- 
tur?” (How does it seem to you?) and 
the cardinals reply by rising, bowing 
and lifting their red hats as a token 
of content. The Pontiff then pro­
claims the new cardinals.

At the conclusion of the ceremony 
papal emissaries are dispatched to 
the new princes of the church bear­
ing the “biglietto,” the formal notice 
of their elevation to the Sacred Ool-

. lege-
Between the secret and public con- 

sis. mic3 the Pope receives the newly 
created cardinals and confers upon 
them the red biretta as the first pos­
session of the dignity of their new of­
fice. The tiianks of the new cardinals 
is then expressed by the dean among 
them.

The public consistory le one of 
great splendor and brilliance, and 
has come down through the centuries 
unchanged, and is characteristic of 
the impressiveness that clings to the 
rites of St. Peter’s. It always attracts 
a distinguished congregation.

After the congregation has assem­
bled there comes into the great hall a 
majestic procession as escort to the 
Supreme Pontiff. After the latter has 
ascended the papal throne the cardi­
nals arrange themselves about him 
In order of seniority. The new car­
dinals after takiiig the oath of office 
enter from the Sietine chapel, bow 
low three times, advance to the papal 
throne, where they kneel and pay 
homage to the Pontiff, and then take 
places at the right of the throne.

The new cardinals receive a wel­
coming embrace and kiss from each 
member of the Sacred College and are 
then conducted to the foot of the 
throne where they kneel. The mas­
ters of ceremonies throw o^er them 
the purple “cappa magna.” as the 
Pope holds over the head of each 
prelate the cardinal's biretta, repeat­
ing the words of presentation. The 
seremcmy closes with the papal bene- 
lietion. The cardinals then return 
to the Sistine chapel, where the new 
members of the Sacred College pros­
trate themselves before the altar 
vhlle the Sietjne choir chants the "Te 
Oeum.” The red hat, the principal 
n sign la of the office, later is deliver- 
td to the new princes of the church 
»y " papal ' emissaries.

NEW YORK—Surprise is expressed 

in shipping circles at the- seizure os 
Feb. 22 of 186 cases and barrels oi 
liquor aboard the White Star line, 
Adriatic. The seizure wan made not 
by thé Customs authorities, in whom 
has resided hlthérto the duty of safe- 
guarding the observance of the Pro­
hibition law aboard foreign vessels, 
but by agents of the Treasury special­
ly despatched from Washington for the 
purpose.

The Anglo-American treaty extend­
ing the American right of search and 
establishing the right of British ships 
to possess liquor stores under seal in 
American ports was signed several 
weeks ago by Mr. Hughes, the Amer­
ican Secretary of State, and Sir Auck­
land Geddes, the British Ambassador. 
It has not yet been ratified by the 
American Senate, but the Collector of 
the Port of New York has refrained 
since the treaty was signed from mo­
lesting any British ships oli the ground 
that to enforce the letter of the law 
as it still exists would be undiplomatic 
and discourteous .

Dry Trip to Madeira. ‘
The attitude of the collector has ex­

cited the ire of ardent Prohibitionists, 
who complained to the Treasury that 
he was neglecting his duties. The re­
sult was the raid.

The confiscated liquor, consisting of 
2,000 bottles pf beer, besides a quan­
tity of wine, whisky, and brandy, in­
tended fbr consumption on a voyage to 
the Mediterranean, is now reposing in 
an Army base in South Brooklyn. Four 
hundred and eighty-three American 
tourists departed in the Adriatic on 
Saturday anathematising the Treasury 
officials. Their deprivation will not 
be relieved until the liner reaches 
Madeira.

British skips have scrupulously ob­
served the spirit of the prohibition 
laws while in port. No French or 
Italian ships have been molested.

London, March 5 (A.P.)—The an­
cient and honorable—and useless—of­
fice of master of the horse to His 
Majesty will be the first to succumb to 
the new Labor government. The Mar­
quis of Bath, the holder, has resigned 
and it has been unofficially announced 
the office will be' abolished.

In the past the holder of the title has 
ranked as the third great officer of the 
Kings court and the appointment has 
always been regarded as a high honor. 
The master had to be a peer, a privy 
councillor Xnd a member of the gov­
ernment, which entitled him to a sal­
ary of $12,500 a year.

The office is ,of great antiquity pre­
dating the invention of the carriage. 
The master of the horse then claimed 
the privilege of holding the horse for 
his sovereign to mount. Nominally he 
had control -of the equerries, pages, 
grooms and stable servants. Since the 
king and queen took to motors his 
labors have lost even their nominality.

Westminster Cahedral tower Is 
being closed till It can be made Im­
possible for anyone to jump from the 
250 feet high balcony.

They argued that education involved 
general training, formation of char­
acter ,and cultivation of the human 
faculties. All were agreed that for 
those who had a definite professional 
objective a University education was 
essential, but for those who seek a 
general training it often proves to be 
a drawback. From the standpoint of 
the parent who considers sending his 
children to a University the result 
judged by the large number that have 
returned does not warrant a repeti­
tion of the expense. A number of our 
Rhodes scholars have failed to meas­
ure up to expectation and the general 
effect on the students seems to be to 
fit them for Canada, or the United 
States, and to make them dissatisfied 
with their own country. In other 
words if they are educated in Canada 
they become Canadians, or if in the 
United States they become American 
{itizens. It Was also urged that the 
opportunities for University training 
of men and women are limited in 
Newfoundland and consequently the 
students have in many cases to re­
main away in order to earn their 
livings; and that University men and 
women do not always reach the 
highest standards in social, commer­
cial. or political life.

• NEW BANTAM CHAMPION.
Abe Goldstein Regains Title.

NEW YORK, March 21.—Abe Gold­
stein won the world’s bantamweight, 
championship from Joe Lynch in a 
one-sided flfteep-round battle qt 
Madison Square Garden to-pight.

Lynch was dethroned after a sorry 
exhibition. He fought a sluggish, 
listless battle from start to finish. He 
was a mark for Goldstein’s rapid-fire 
left jab and rooked repeatedly by the 
challenger's right crosses to the ribs 
qnd chin.

GOSSE OF BRITISH COLUMBIA.
FULL SPEED AHEAD AGAIN.

(H. F. SHOHTIS.)

Capt.. R. E. Gosse, _ln his early days 
in Newfoundland had, like so many 
more of our planters and fishermen, 
periods of prosperity and adversity, 
yet, with that dogged determination 
and natural ability, surmounted all 
difficulties, and managed to pull 
through independently. But thirty- 
seven -years ago, Capt. Gosse decided 
to seek his fortune in a new land. ; 
He had read much of the possibilities 
of British Columbia, its fisheries and 
other Industries. He had lost his all 
during the great gale on Labrador, 
his children were growing up, and 
the prospects at that time were not 
very encouraging. His mind was 
made up, and he started for the 
scene of his present gigantic opera­
tions, at the time, with very little In 
his pocket, after paying for hi^ pas­
sage and other expenses. •

After his arrival in Vancouver he 
picked up a Job, and with the natural 
gift of the Newfoundlander, he quick­
ly became a master-builder, taking 
contracts for the building of church­
es, wharves, stores, etc., in fact, any­
thing, that would pay him. His indus­
try and enterprise brought him in 
the limelight, and we next find him 
launching out in the fisheries and 
canning of salmon, herring and 
other kinds of fish. His business 
prospered, because he was conver­
sant with all'the details, having spent 
many years on Labrador, as both 
fisherman and planter, with a vessel 
of his own. As time advanced he 
purchased or erected more canneries, 
and s'irt tfieÿ flourished end prosper­
ed. But last year the first little set­
back occurred. His large factory, at 
Pella Bella Was totally destroyed by 
fire, and unfortunately the plant was 
not fiVly Insured. But did Cap'.. 
G'isse rest on his oars? Not a bit of 
it. Not alone is he making prepara­
tions for re-building Bella Bella 
Factory, but■ he■ has purchased an­
other of the largest factories, with 
all Its equipment, in British Colutv 
bla. This 1s situated at Nnma, ?•» 
miles South of Bella Bella. This plant 
consists of a very large calmon ccn- 
nery complete, with over 100 fishing 
boats and large saw mill and box 
factory, with thousands of dollars 
worth of box sawn lumber, and a lot 
of sawn logs, etc., etc. It was an in­
vestment of half a million dollars; 
and a large general store is run in 
connection with the plant, like the 
other canneries owned by Capt. 
Gosse. He also purchased the entire 
vintage, which was formerly owned 
by the N.B.C. Company, and covered 
over a mile in space. Not bad for a 
Spaniard's Bay fisherman of the old 
school.

Capt. Gosse's son, Richard, has 
gone with three crews—one to start 
at once to get the Saw Mills in or­
der and running as quickly as pos­
sible, also the Box Factory; an­
other crew to get the Can Making 
plant or factory going, as the first 
shipment of tin plate has arrived 
from England ; and the third crew to 
get the cannery, boats and nets ready 
for operating, and to start fishing on 
15th June. Capt. Gosse expects to 
have 1,500 men employed on his plant 
this year. The work at the herring 
business at San Mateo plant was 
finished about a month^ago. They 
have already shipped a amount,
in fact, the largest amountever sent 
to market.

Capt. Gosse has all his plans made 
out for rebuilding the Bella Bella 
plant, and he expects to go north 
about the 15th of April, to superin­
tend the building of it. This will be 
the fifteenth salmon cannery that he 
will have built in British Columbia, 
and when that Will be finished, hur­
rah; for his visit -to- deaf old' 'New­
foundland,. probably about the middle 
Of June, When he hopes, to .spend, his 
72nd birthday in his native place of 
Spaniard’s Bay—but not in the old 
hoinêsteâd, as that has been removed 
some few years ago. He is anxiously 
looking fevwavd • to his visit, having 
been lu Newfoundland only once in 
37 years.

Capt. Gosse was delighted tp have 
Sir Michael Cashin with him on the 
19th of January past, and It is need­
less- to say that two- such men, so 
versed in the-affairs- of the country, 
spent a very happy time together, In

À Modern Pyramid
TO SAVE RECORDS OF OUR 

CIVILIZATION.

America is to have a pyramid, or 
a kind of combined pyramid and obe­
lisk, to judge by its design, in which 
interesting records of our civ­
ilization will be placed for the 
edification of future inhabitants 
of the earth. Old King Tut did a 
somewhat similar service to the pres­
ent generation, it will be recalled, by 
preserving art objects and other evid­
ences of tfie way folks lived in 
time. The American pyramid will rise 
130 feet into the air from its base on 
a peak in the Ozark Mountains of 
Arkansas. It will contain, among 
other important matters, a document 
telling why our American civilization 
fell. For American civilization, to­
gether with all other civilizations of 
the world, is doomed to fall, and fall 
soon, according to the pyramid builder, 
whose plans and beliefs are recorded 
In the Philadelphia Public Ledger. 
Whether or not the predicted collapse 
is really pulled off this time, or goes 
the ordinary pleasant way of world 
collapses that are predicted from time 
to time, the pyramid, its builder and 
his theories are attracting a good deal 
of attention. The builder is William 
H. Harvey, known as “Coin” Harvey 
In the days when he was the great 
prophet and exponent of “Free Silver,” 
the general idea upon which William 
Jennings Bryan first rose to promin­
ence. It is Mr. Harvey’s belief, ac­
cording to the Ledger, that:

Ten thousand years hence, when the 
people of a new civilization roam the 
earth and, more specifically, that part 
of it now known as Arkansas, they 
will come upon this massive work of 
twentieth-century engineering skill 
and will probably marvel, just as we 
of to-day marvel, at the engineering 
skill that built the pyramids of Egypt. 
Perhaps the erosion of centuries will 
nave leveled the Ozarks and filled the 
valleys, and perhaps only the top of 
the pyramid will be visible, but that 
will be enough. For on the top of 
the obelisk will be a metal plate 
bearing this inscription:

When this can be read go below and 
find the cause of the death of a former 
civilization.

Similar plates will be placed on the 
exterior wall of the vaults, except that

within."

Most people may scoff at the idea, 
edmits the writer, but “it is likely 
Ihat the good citizens of Egypt scoffed 
It the idea of their civilization ever 
lecomlng lost.”

The pedestal of the pyramid will except the closing of the entrances to 
rest on solid limestone rock, will be 
forty feet square and ten feet high, 
containing 16,000 cubic feet of re-en­
forced cement concrete. The pyra­
mid resting on this pedestal will be 
thirty-two feet square, rising perpen­
dicularly for a height of thirty-five 
feet, then reduced to twenty-two feet 
square and rising in shaft-like forma­
tion eighty-five feet and, ending at the 
top six feet square.

The Release of Gandhi

INDLLN GOVERNMENT'S DILEMMA

Bombay, Feb. 9.—It may interest 
Tritons to hear the tale of the few 
Jours immediately preceding the 
release of Gandhi.

On Monday morning last the 'Gov­
ernment of Bombay received Infor» 
nation from the Sassoon Hospital 
authorities at Poona that a few 
months of quiet convalescence in a 
salubrious climate were absolutely 
essential to the complete recovery of 
Gandhi’s health "

In view of this assurance, there 
were two courses open to the Govern­
ment. They might have chosen a 
suitable health resort and sent Mr. 
Gandhi there on parole. If he had 
refused parole he could have been

guarded by a special warder. Rules 
of discipline would have been ap­
plied to him and he could not have 
taken any course of action likely to 
embarrass the Government. To this 
course there were obvious disadvan­
tages.

The alternative was to release 
him. The reason why the Govern­
ment adopted this alternative was 
that, having, puce sent .Gandhi aw 
from prison to practical freedom. It 
would have been extremely difficult 
to put him back again. Further, 
there were to be moved during the 
present week numerous resolutions 
urging the immediate release of the 
prisoner. Every single non-official 
Indian member of the Legislature 
Would have Voted for these resolu­
tions. Had the Government opposed 
them they would have been defeated. 
Had they then decided to release

The question then remained whe­
ther the release should be absolute 
and unconditional or conditional up­
on. a promise on Gandhi’s part to 
abstain from Certain activities.

If they decided on the latter there 
was always the danger that Gandl i 
would refuse—the danger wr.s prac­
tically a certainty—and so wreck the 
entire scheme. Up to 10 o’clock on 
Monday night the Government of 
India and Bombay had not decided. 
Eventually they plumped for uncon­
ditional release.

The Government think there is 
not much risk involved. They think 
that Gandhi is a spent force and that 
events h&t? moved beyond him.— 
London Daily Mall.

Air Defence Experts Have Evolved
Quaint Plan Of Filling The Air
With Chteken Wlfw Net All Around
Big Cities To Save Them Prom At­
tacks By Bombers.

- In the “next war," which sometimes 
if- being referred to by forward think­
ing experts by the rather novel term 
of “War to end war," the matter of 
defence from aerial attacks will be 
a' serions consideration for all big 
cities. So serious a consideration, 
indeed, will this matter be, that army 
aircraft experts are devising the 
most elaborate.plftns for warding Off 
the air forces of a foe. At present, 
plans have been announced for build­
ing chicken wire barrages for 17,000 
feet in the air around the corporate 
limits of all big cities by the quaint 
method of sending up millions of bal­
loons with wire entanglements dang­
ling from them in a perfect net of 
death.

This news will be comforting not 
only to manufacturers of balloons, 
but, also to -millions of people living 
in the large cities who have been 
hearing by the papers of horrible new 
aerial bombe, which, upon striking a 
city the else of New York, will leave 
only a village the Size of Jones Cross­
ing, Iowa,

New style aerial bombs, such es 
might be carried by the Barling Bam- 
ber, have the power to knock the 
Wcolworth Building as far âs the 
middle of Main Street. One of them 
dropped into Times Square, would 
shuffle It over Philadelphia and then 
come back to demoltth Battery Park. 
Such B bomb, let loose over Chevy 

, Chase, Md., would knock the United 
States capital so flat that there would 
not be-even a trace of the oil scandal 
left.

So, quite obviously, the thing to do 
is to prevent airplanes from an enemy 
fleet bringing such death bearing 
messages of chaos into striking dis­
tance of, a city. ,

For this 1 purpose some air defence 
experts have evolved this plan of 
erecting chicken^ wire fences around 
ail cities worth- saving, and If the 
prices of balloons and gas continue 
as high as It la now, precious few 
will be wbrth It.

These balloon*. *gve a capacity of 
20,00(1 cubic "feet gas end will go 
as high as 17,000 cubic feet. The idea 
is to have each-of them equipped with 
mile» and.miles ot.ttoy Wires, dang-,, 
'ling below so that if any enemy plane 
seeks to «y over the city Its propel­
lers will become entangled and it will 
fall a Jumbled mass of ruins. What 
Is to become of the bombs when the 
plane falls, no one has said up to now. 

Doubtless they will fall too. How­
ever, this is regarded as a good plan, 
although many local people have 
stated that when this "war to end 
war" comes again they intend to 
move their goods and families to the 
mountains, where there are no cities 
to be attacked^
