Until
quite recently whatever may have
been the unaﬁected rights of the Do-
minion of Canada East of this bound-
ary line of the Province of Quebec,
the Province itself had no claim what-
ever. A few years ago an Act of the
Parliament of Canada made the East-
ern boundary of the Dominion, what-
ever that might prove to be, the East-
ern boundary of Quebec Province.
Aside from the question of what, of
old time, was considered the entrance
to Hudson's Straits, Newfoundland
bases a claim upon the meaning of
the word “coast.” Her contention is
that the control of the coast draws to
it by International Law authority over
all the territory which is drained by
rivers running to that coast, that is
to say, that the height of land is the
boundary of Newfoundland-Labrador.
I venture to draw your attention
particularly to this matter at the
present time. Nothing should be said
or allowed to go uncontradicted
which might tend to weaken New-
foundland’s claims. My own feeling

i{s that her rights in the Labrador are

On St. Andrew’s Day, Nov. 30th, in
the Hospital at St. John's, William

James Lockyer, Priest and Canon, |

passed to his rest. To the majority of
Church people in Nova Scotia, and to
many in Newfoumdland, the name of
William James Lockyer is as familiar
as it is honoured. It is the name of
one who held the Faith, loved the

truly loved the Church, and gave his
time, talents, substance for its ser-
vice. A few days before he died, he
wrote concerning the proper care of
Church windows, the procuring of
which had been committed to his care.
Last summer he used all his influence
to prevent the incursion of certain
wandering preachers, who would try
to rend asunder the Body of Christ in
Trinity East and Trinity. On the same
day as he was stricken down, he came
over from Trinity, and offered to help
the Parish Priest of Trinity East On
his return, he remarked that he felt
unwell. That same night he had a
seizure. To us who knew him at
Trinity, the Canon was ever—even in
his retirement—a devoted priest and
a beloved friend.

The news of his passing came as a
shock. We had so much hopeed to see
him return to us. It is not too much to
say that the news was received with
a deep sense of sadness and personal
loss by the community.

The burial took place on December
3rd at Trinity. The body was con-
veyed from St. John’s to Trinity on
Tuesday, and was placed, after the
preliminary prayers for the Departed
were said, in the Mortuary Chapel,
which owes so much to the.devoted
care and labour of the late priest.

Early Wednesday morning a Solemn
Requiem was said. The Lord Bishop
of the Diocese, who had accompanied
the body from St. John’s, and many
old friends of the deceased, were pre-
sent. Rev. George Hall, of Brooklyn,
B.B, and Rev. F. P, Law of Trinity
East came to do honour to the dead.
Rev. E. P. Hiscock was celebrant. In
the afternocon the burial took place.
Every seat in the Mortuary Chapel
was occupied for some time before
the service began, and in spite of the
inclement weather, amongst those as-
sembled were seen a number who
had crossed the water from Trinity
Fast to pay their last tribute of re-
spect and affection.

Good-Bye “Hello” Girls-

Telephones That Work Themselves.

Although during the past few weeks
there have been numerous references
in the newspapsrs to the new auto-
matic telephones, there are still
many people who do not realize how
vast a change is involved, or the
enormous amount of work it will
mean for the telephone authorities.

Few people are aware that the new
system is already in use in certain
areas. It 1is operating in Leeds,
Accrington, Dundee, and was installed
at Epsom twelve or more years ago.

When I inspected the working of the
model automatic telephone system at
a certain branch of the General Post
Office, London‘{writes the T.-B. man)
I was surprised at the ingenuity of
those responsible for the new sys-
tem, which will not be in full work-
ing order until about fifteen years’
time.

The Automatic Dial.

Briefly, when an exchange is adapts
ed to the new system, the instrument
of each subscriber will be replaced
by a similar instrument fitted with
a dial at its base. The dial consists
of a rotating plate, operated by plac-
ing a finger in a hole over a com-
bination of letters and figures, pull-
ing the dial round to a certain point,
and releasing it.

By doing this in accordance with
printed instructions that will be sent
out to subscribers, it will be possible
to communicate with any other sub-
seriber without the intervention of
an operator. You originate the call;
and the automatic machinery, so com-
plicated that it looks as if no mortal
mind could have thought it all out,
does the rest, Watching the move-
ments of your apparatus as your call
is put through, you see the mechan-
ism climbing and rotating until it
stops at the requisite number and
rings the bell,

The keynote of the automatic #y#-
tem is the sending out of a varying
number of electrical impulses, The
first movement of the dial sets in ma-
tion a series of these impulses, hy
which means the subscriber is con-
nected with the exchange, The next
series of impulses, released by indi-
cating with the dial the telephone
number required, operates the figures
and the line of the persons called is
brought into circuit, his bell being
made to ring.

To simplify matters, only the first
three letters of each exchange will be
used in calling up a number. Thus
Central will be CEN, Many of the ex-
changes will need to be re-named jn
consequence, for no two exchanges
must have the same first three let-
ters; otherwise confusion will result.
Hammersmith, for example, has al-
ready become Riverside; Bramley is

Septic Sore Throat

“The outhreak of 10,000 cases in
Chicago was traced to one raw milk
supply. Pasteurization would have
prevented this.

“Probably ‘the most important dis-
ease, namely tuberculosis, we have
not touched yet we feel that research
and careful examinations by noted
men reveal an alarming condition
whereby the dissemination of this
disease through raw milk has been
definitely traced.

“The total number of tubercular
persons examined in the Research
Laboratory, New York city, was 438.
Of this number 7% per cent. had
tuberculosis of bovine type contract-
ed from the cow. This number- was
divided into three groups:

“1. 84 persons under five years cf
age, of whom .22, or 26 % per cent.
showed bovine bacilli.

“2. 54 persons between flve and
sixteen years, of whom 9, of 1633 per
cent. showed bovine tubercle bacilli.

“3. The remainder being persons
older than sixteen years.

Another group of 1,038
which 101, or 9 7-10 per cent. showed
Tubercle Bacilli of Bovine type,
those under five showed 26 4-5 per
cent. to be of Bovine Bacilli origin.
Those between 5-16 years showed 25
per cent. to be of Bovine Bacilli or-
igin.

It was a week ggo Saturday, toward
the close of thig hetie trip, that an
able seaman, Mangard, disappeared
over the ship, according to Shussela,
the German sailér, Members of the
crew heawd the fighting, when Man-
gard wag beingheaten, they say, by
the chief mate and the second engin-
eer. When they reached the deck
they.saw-a pool-of hlood and spots, of
blood where the fighting had gone on,
but the man had-already disappeared
over the side of the ship. According to
the story told the immigration author-
ities, this man had been drinking and
had been locked up in a cabin. He
had ‘got out and'came on deck de-
manding something to. drink. This
"was when the fight began.

As to his disappearance over the
ship, it was thought by some of the
crew he might have jumped in order
to avoid further efforts to hold him
and as the resu® of his drunken rage.
Members of the crew say fhat when
he reached the water his body floated
and, lying there like a log, he made
no effort to save himself. A boat was
launched, but no trace of the man
could be located by the time they had
reached the spot to which he had dis-
appeared.

The crew claim that the food for
the last three months was rotten,
consisting of mostly salt fish and
corned beef with no vegetables, and
that any complaint was met by the
