THE HER PATENT BILL 
The new Patent Mil provides, among 

other new features, that the Commiekm- 
er of Patents Is tb have a seel, and that 
he may make oat sack rules end regu­
lations and forms as are necessary. He 
Is to report annually to Parliament. 
After a gpat deal of tinkering over this 
bill in Council, as printed finally, it pro 
vides that any person having been a re­
sident of Canada for at least one year 
before his application, and having discov­
ered what was not known or used by 
others before his invention thereof, and 
not being at the time of his application 
in public use or on sale in Canada, 
with his consent or allowance as the 
discoverer therof, may, on application, 
obtain letters patent therefor. The pa­
tent may be granted to any person to 
whom the inventor has assigned or be­
queathed. The petitioner for a patent is 
required to select his domicile at some 
known and specified place in Canada. In­
stead of the period of fourteen years in 
the present law, patents are to issue for 
five years, and be renewable twice, ma­
king the whole period fifteen years. The 
Government may use the patentee’s in­
vention for a reasonable compensation. 
Patents are to be null within 3 years, 
unless the manufacture of the invention

Immigrants.—{3aye the Witness, “ We 
the other day inserted a paragraph from 
an English paper, stating that a number 
of English families were being sent hither 
from Poplar, a district in the east of Lon­
don, where lately much distress has pre­
vailed. These families were being sent 
out by an association, and a number of 
them have arrived here, where, they 
understood, they would be taken charge 
of by some government officer. This has 
been to a great extent a mistake, and they 
are now—about thirty souls, men, wo­
men and children—at the St. George’s 
Home. The men, fathers of the families, 

j are artisans, and would appear to be effi- 
j cient workmen, and it is hoped that Eng­
lish employers in this city will make it a 
duty to see that they do not long remain 
a burden on this Society, whose means 
are by no means abundant.” This is the 
way in which matters pertaining to immi­
gration are conducted in Canada. They 
manage them much better in the neigh­
boring Republic, and it is consequently 
no wonder if the great body of emigrants 
that yearly pour over to this continent 
should pass us by, without deigning us 
more than a passing glance. Here are 
these men, women and children landed 
on our shores without money of their own, 
and without any other reliance than pub­
lic or private generosity, for the fund at 
the disposal of emigrant agents is but 
smaxl, as it is designed to give relief only 
in very urgent cases. It is cruel to invite 
emigration unless there be a fair provision 
made for those who know not where to 
turn themselves, or what to do when they 
are set down without money or friends on 
the shores of a strange country.

Mr. Hughes Introducing a New Era.
The London correspondent of the Tri­

bune gossips about Mr. Hughes as fol­
lows: Mr Thomas Hughes finds his 
seat m Parliament threatened, and is al-, 
ready in the field to protect it. A meet, 
ing of his committee was held in Lam­
beth on Saturday, to which Mr. Hughes 
made a speech, probably without parallel 
in the annals of contested elections. 
First he reviewed his own career in 
Parliament setting forth principles 
of action as extraordinary as they are 
honorable to him. He had made It 
his business, he said, to give time 
and attention to questions which 
were comparatively in the shade, on 
which the liberal party was itself divided, 
and the touching of which was more like­
ly to bring a man obloquy than popular­
ity. To compel the great land com­
panies to rebuild convenient dwellings 
for the poor whom they dislodged, to 
urge arbitration of the “Alabama,” claims 
at a time when both parties had rejected 
it, to bring to justice the authors of the 
Jamaica outrages, to secure the repre­
sentation of minorities; finally, to bring 
about the passage of a Sunday trading bill, 
which should relieve from Sunday work 
the 30,000 shopmen and tradesmen who 
now are harder worked on Sunday 
than on any other day,—these had 
been his leading efforts. Singular cata­
logue for a member of Parliament.

More singular still is Mr. Hughes’s 
plan of campaign for the coming election, 
—coming no one knows when, but not 
later than January next. At the last 
election he spent £1,100, and another 
election conducted in the ordinary way 
could not cost less. But he did not mean 
to spend any such sum, partly because 
he could not afford it, and partly because 
he wanted to see elections thrown open 
to much poorer men than himself. He 
announced, therefore, that he would not 
employ any paid agent whatever, nor 
hire any room except one, at which just 
before election his brother might be pre­
sent. He believed that the ordinary 
methods of paid canvassers, bill-sticking, 
committee-rooms, and staffs of clerks at 
public house s were pure superstition. 
Instead of that he would trust to public 
meetings held in every part of the bor­
ough. Such a decision is charactcrstic 
of Mr. Hughes’s pluck and independence. 
He is one of the few men in England 
who don’t think it absolutely necessary 
to go on till doomsday, doing, in each 
particular, just what their great-grand­
fathers did. If he suceeds now, he will 
open the door to a class of men hitherto 
shut out from the bouse by poverty, for 
what with election expenses, with the 
absense of all compensation for legisla­
tive services,and with the social demands 
upon the purse of a member of Parlia­
ment, it is stated that no man with less 
than £2,000 a year can afford to enjoy 
this distinction. In some of the con­
stituencies where working-men are to be 
brought forward, it is proposed to raiSe 
by subscription £300 or £400 a year tor 
his support,—a plan in every way most 
objectionable. No man could desite, to 
sit in the house as a pensioner. Yet it 
is not easy to see how men dependent 
on their earnings can enter the House 
otherwise. To cut down, or as Mr. 
Hughes proposes to abolish the expenses 
of elections, is at any late one step.

The opposition to Mr. Hughes’ re-elec­
tion proceeds mainly from the publicans 
and the sinners.—who are enraged at 
Tom Brown’s efforts to close the drinking 
houses and shops on Sundays. He was 
threatened at the time with the loss of 
his seat,but is not a good man to threaten. 
The enemy have become so active that 
he thinks it prudent to meet them thus 
early; but his seat is in no real danger 
so long as there are working-men left in 
Lambeth.

tentee in Canada ; also, eighteen months 
after patentee or assignees import the 
article into Canada, patents may be as­
signed, and must be registered in the 
Patent Office. Patents ii all the Pro­
vinces shall remain in force, as if this act 
had not been passed. The fees are great 
It increased under the bill. At present 
they are $20 for fourteen years. By this 
Bill they are proposed to be $20 for each 
period of five years or $60 in all. There 
is also an increase in the other fees 
charged. Intending applicants may file 
a caveat in order to cover an applica­
tion for an invention which he has not 
yet perfected, which will be kept secret. 
The Commissioner has the power to re­
press a patent in certain cases. The ap­
plicant must be fully informed of the rea­
sons therefor, and he may appeal to the 
Governor in Council. All documents are 
to be opened to inspection by the Public 
in the Patent Office. These are in the 
main the new features of the Bill. It is 
certainly an improvement on the present 
law. Formerly, only British subjects re­
sident in Canada could obtain a patent. 
Now, any inventor resident a year in 
Canada may do so. Still that can hard­
ly be called a liberal provision Which 
requires one year's residence. There is 
no clause extending patents in Nova 
Scotia or New Brunswick to the other 
Provinces, or the Dominion generally.

'Loudon, May 18—Accounts received iff 

mail and telegraph give promise of aa 
unusually large ana fine crop of wheat 
in the country about the Black Sea.

Vienna, May 18—The hill guarantee­
ing the right of trial by jury passed the 
Lower House of the Austrian Redchsratb 
yesterday.

London, May 18th—The Queen to-day 
laid, with imposing ceremonies, the cor­
ner stone of a Hospital which is to be- 
built on the Thames, .immediately oppo­
site the Houses of Parliament. The Cor 
poration of London presented an addrese 
to the Queen, declaring sympathy with 
Her Majesty for the injuries received by 
Prince Alfred at the hands of an assassin 
and expressing their detestation of the 
attempted crime.

In the House of Commons, Mr Glad­
stone this afternoon moved the bill to 
prevent the making of further appoint­
ments to livings in the Irish Church for» 
specified period, and also to suspend the 
proceedings of the Commission on the 
Irish Church establishment for the same 
length of time.

Paris, May 13th—The funeral of Lord 
Brougham took place to day at Cannes.

American Despatches.
Indianapolis, May 18th—The boiler of 

VanWlnkle’s saw mill, near Anderson, 
Ind., exploded last night, instantly kill­
ing two men named Moore and Wolf.

Harrisburg, May 18—The Fenian bro­
therhood of Pennsylvania met in the 
Senate Committee rooms to-day. Forty- 
nine Circles were represented. Officer» 
were elected, and a secret session of three 
hours held. This evening a large and 
enthusiastic meeting took place.

New York, May14-Thë Herald’s Lon­
don special says Chas. Francis Adams, U. 
9. Minister to the Court of St. James, who 
resigned his position some time ago, took 
leave of the Queen at special audience to­
day. Mr. Adams left London soqn after­
wards for the continent, leaving Mr Mo­
ran in charge of the American Legation.

A Spiritualist In Trouble.
One of the most celebrated of the per­

sons called spiritualists is now before the 
Vice-Chancellor’s Court, as defendant in 
an extraordinary case. A bill has been 
filed against Mr. Douglas Home by a 
widow lady of 75. named Lyon, to compel 
the restitution of no lees a sum than £60, 
000, extorted from her by Mr. Home by 
the exercise of his spiritual influence.— 
Mr. Home does not deny that he had the 
money, but asserts of course that it was 
given him by Mrs. Lyon of her own free 
will, or rather in accordance with the in­
junctions of the spirit of her dead hus­
band, communicating its wishes to Mrs. 
Lyon through the involuntary medium of 
Mr. Home. Bank of England stock to 
the amount of £24,000 was transferred by 
Mrs. Lyon to Mr. Home within a few 
days of their first acquaintance, to which 
was added not long after a further sum of 
£6,000 in stock, and a mortgage for £30,- 
000. There appears to be some reason 
to suppose that Mr. Home intended to es­
cape with his plunder, since a writ of ne 
exeat was obtained against him. He was 
locked up in Whitecross Prison, and final­
ly was obliged to lodge in court the stock 
and mortgage securities for the whole am­
ount of which Mrs.Lyon had been depriv’d. 
The hearing before Vice-Chancellor Gif­
ford has lasted during the whole of this 
week, and has been cWoflv taken up with 
the cross-examination of Mrs. Lyon. The 
counsel of Mr. Home has done his best to 
show that this old lady of 75 was perfect­
ly sane, clear-headed, competent to man­
age her property, amounting it is said, to 
£150,000, and neither out of her mind nor 
subject to undue influence in giving £80,- 
000 to the spiritual medium who persua­
ded her that such a gilt was the wish of 
her husband. The evidence is extremely 
curious, and the case is unfinished. Mr. 
Home himself must take his turn on the 
stand next week, and Is meantime an 
object of bootings by the crowd that 
gather daily iu and around the Court. It 
is even said there has been an attempt to 
assassinate him—-possibly by some victim 
less fortunate than Mrs. Lyon. I need not 
express an opinion on Mr. Home’s con­
duct in this case, but if we shbuld divide 
Spiritualists broadly into impostors and 
dupes, it may be feared Mr. Home could 
not be reckoned ataong the latter.

Collector Smythe has received a letter 
from the American Consul at Port Lewis, 
Mauritius, saying that, between the date 
of his last despatch (Feb.17) and March 3, 
the epidemic fever had increased very ra­
pidly. Eighteen hundred pei'sons died 
in January, and it was thought that 
February would show even a greater 
mortality. The mortality is mainly 
among the higher classes, and the mala­
dy has assumed a typhoid form. Of/140 
American seamen in port, only one had 
died, The steamship Warrior, from New 
York, with 50 men on board, had only 8 
men fit for duty, and a number of Amer­
ican vessels had proceeded to sea with 
most of their crews in a sickly state. It\ 
was almost impossible to procure men to 
man vessels, as almost every seaman was 
sick. Not a single vessel in the 
had escaped, and in some cases j 
and crew had all been down. The mall 
packet, which was to sail on the 6th, had 
every stateroom and berth engaged, so 
anxious were the people to get away. 
The disease had made Its appearance at 
Mahobourg, in the windward side of the 
island, and in the district of Hmq. in the 
north-east part of the island.

has been unsparingly exerted in order to 
detect the culprit. The artifice employed 
to entrap him was. similar to that which 
proved effectual in the case of the poet 
office clerk at Berlin last year. The 
whole story is summarised in the evi­
dence of Mr. Dewe, Poet Office Inspector 
of the Toronto Division. He deposed as 
follows :—I had received information that 
several letters containing money had late­
ly been missed from the mails, and that 
money had been abstracted in its passage;
I made a minute examination in each 
case, the results of which were to con­
vince me that the money had been taken 
at the Hamilton Station ; I prepared a 
decoy letter in consequence of these dis­
coveries, addressed to “ Miss Stirling, care 
of W. Findlayson, Esq., Fort Hope;” I 
enclosed therein a piece of silk and four 
one dollar bills of the Ontario Bank, dated 
15th August, 1857, and numbered 21393 
C ; 22685 B ; 24440 A ; and 25627 B ; i 
enclosed this letter in another letter ad­
dressed to the Postmaster at Grimsby, 
and requested him to mail it on the after­
noon of Monday, the 11th, on the travel­
ling post office going west; toy chbri 
clerk saw me prepare the decoy letter, 
and mailed and registered it at Toronto, 
on the afternoon of Saturday the 9th ; the 
decoy letter in due course should have 
been received by the clerk on the post 
office car between five and six on Monday 
afternoon ; it would be his duty to en­
close it in a locked- leather bag for the 
travelling post office from Toronto to 
Montreal ; he would hand this bag with 
others to Mr. McKay, at the Hamilton 
station, to be prit on the train for Toron­
to ; McKay would have the bag in his 
possession about one hour and ten min­
utes ; on the arrival of the train at To­
ronto by which this bag was due, I went 
to the post office in that city, and exam­
ined its contents ; I found the bundle of 
letters, usually tied together, broken 
asunder and were scattered loose in the 
bag; the decoy letter I had prepared 
was not there ; the next morning I pro­
ceeded to Hamilton and procured a war­
rant for the arrest of McKay ; I proceeded 
to the station with the constable, who 
took McKay's parse from him and exam­
ined it ; the purse contained the bill I had 
enclosed in the letter, numbered “ 24440 
A I asked McKay if he had a key to 
open the mail bags and he denied that he 
had ; shortly afterward the constable 
found a key of the description required 
secreted in the sofa in Mr. McKay’s office., 
Other witnesses were examined who cor­
roborated this statement and the prisoner 
was committed for trial at the Assizes, 
ball being refused.

6. That lam now a member of a High 
Church Ritualist congregation.

Aware how in times of public excite­
ment rumor grows and gathers through 
the combined action of eagerness, credul­
ity and levity, I will not bestow a single 
harsh word upon any of these statements. 
Neither will I advert to the cause to 
which some of them mav be due, for I am 
determined to avoid, as long as it may be 
passible, envenoming a great political 
controversy, and what I think a noble 
oaufle, with the elements of religious big­
otry and hatred. But I will, in the first 
place, declare that these statements, one 
and all, are untrue, in letter and in spirit, 
from the beginning to the end ; and since 
it Is Impossible for me to continue entang­
led, as 1 have recently been, in searches 
and correspondence which such fictions 
entail, I venture to request all persons 
whatsoever who may be interested in the 
matter, if any like statements should 
hereafter come under their view, in the 
interest of truth to withhold their belief.

A Bad Regulation—The St. Gather 
ines Journal says :—A rule or regulation 
of the Customs Department has been en­
forced here within the last few days 
which, we imagine, for the benefit of the 
country, and especially of that part visi­
ted by invalids, tourists and pleasure 
seekers, would be more honored in the 
breach than the observance. The rule 
to which we refer is one compelling visi­
tors from the United States who may have 
forgotten or omitted to bring all their 
wardrobe with them to pay duty on all 
second-hand clothing or articles which 
they may require from home. Thus if a 
lady forgets a dress or drops her veil on 
the other side of the Niagara, and after 
coming to this side sends back for the ar­
ticle or articles, an appraisement has to 
be made, a formal entry made, and duty 
paid. The same way if a gentleman 
omits a shirt or a pair of old boots or 
slippers from his wardrobe, he must eith­
er go without the use of the goods until 
his return or go to the trouble and incon­
venience of passing them through a reg­
ular routine of red tape at the customs.

Reliefs.—The Army and Navy Ua 
zette says : We are glad to say that the 
authorities in Canada feel justified, by the 
state of the Dominion, in allowing two, if 
not three, regiments to be withdrawn. In 
consequence, the 2nd battalion of the 17th 
Regiment will shortly embark for home, 
and the 80th will proceed to Nora Scotia 
to take the place of the 2nd battalion of 
the 4th also ordered home. The number 
of battalions embarking for abroad in the 
winter of 1868 69 will thus be reduced.

Ottawa, May 18th.

Hon. *hr. Wood mowed an addreae for 
copies of ell minutes or orders in Council 
respecting the fees collected on law pro­
ceedings in the Province of Ontario since 
thé 1* of July last, and the disposition of 
the same. He mid he moved this leee 
for the mie of the information to be ob­
tained by the addreee, than with a 
view to have the matter putonamtia- 
factory footing. He also moved an addreee 
for copiée of all orders or minutes of 
Council end cmrmpondence In respect of 
payment of salaries of the Recorders in 
the Province of Ontario. After some dis­
cussion both motions ware withdrawn.

Sir John A. Macdonald Introduced a 
bill respecting insolvency. He stated 
that this was an extension to the whole 
Dominion of the Canadian Act, with such 
improvements as the experience of four 
years in the judgment of the Committee 
had shown to be"necessary.

The House went into Committee of the 
whole on the Militia Bill. Some unimpor­
tant amendments were made, and the 
bill having been gone through except the 
money clause, the committee rose and 
reported progress, and obtained leave to 
sit again.

The Civil Service Bill was read a third 
time and passed.

The House went into committee to 
consider resolutions respecting the sala­
ries and allowances attached to cer­
tain offices therein mentioned. The 
resolution provided that the salaries of 
the Cabinet Ministers, J udges, and certain 
other functionaries shpuld not be depend­
ent on the annual vote of Parliament, but 
should be permanent charges on the Con­
solidated Revenue Fund The resolutions 
werej>aased, and report ordered to be re-

Wemlid Palaces. — The drawing­
room cars on the Hudson River Road 
cost $15,000 each. The body of each car 
is 64 feet long. The protections of the 
platform add about 10 feet\ more for 
length. Each car contains, ejght small 
apartments or drawing-rooms, capable of 
accommodating 4 persons each, and four 
large rooms, suitable for an entire family. 
One of the large rooms is set apart for 
the common use of the occupants of the 
car,and is fitted with elegantly upholster­
ed revolving chairs. Each room except 
the last contains seats,*a table, mirror, 
hat-rack, and other conveniences. The 
body of the car is finished in black wal­
nut and cedar. The roof is elevated, and 
most {artistically frescoed; along the 
sides reversible exhausters, so arranged 
as to exclude all cinders,keep the air in the 
oar pure and equal. Gold and hot air con­
ductors, with registers opening into each 
room, pass through the car. The heaviest 
plate glass windows, three feet square, 
supply each room with light, and afford 
a foil view of the dissolving landscape 
as the car rushes along upon its course. 
Wilton carpets cover the floor,and heavy, 
costly curtains to the windows afford 
protection to those who desire exclusion 
from the public eye. The cars are set on 
six-wheel trucks.
